California Correspondence.
Sax Fraxcrsco, July 11, 1878.

Epitor REcorp .—J uly 6th I step-
ped on board of the beautiful steam-
ship Oregon, in company with my
daughter‘, at Portland, Oregon, at 9
A. M. With 550 passengers we set
sail for San Francisco, Cal; and
steamed rapidly down the Willamette
river. The deep, broad Columbia was
reached in twelve miles. Small towns,
fisheries, - mills, &ec., skirt its banks,
and some scenery the grandest on
-earth. We arrived at the city of As-
toris, 100 miles distaut, at five 2. M.
There we took on 4,000 cases of can-
ned salmon. and some other freight.
‘At seven P, M. we cast off and went
rapidly down the beautiful bay of the
Columbis, dotted all over with the
fishing boats and large ships. We
passed F't. Stevens and the Columbia
bar, and got to sea before dark. It
wag a very besutiful sight on that
rough coast, going.to sea at sunset,
with the broad expansive waters of
the old Pacific in out front; the hay
of the Columbia in our rear, the ter-

rible rough coast of Washington Ter-
‘ritory om our right,, and the distant
hills .and: snow capped ‘mountaing of
Oregon on. the left. Darkhess came
We found our way to our state-
rooms, to bound over the billows and
be rocked to sleep by the deep; heavy
rolling of theship. Sunday morning,
July 7, the ship rolled very heavily.
At 12 u. the log was cast to ses, and
we made 923 miles in 4 hours; the
ship under full sail. July 8th we
passed Point. Rheys at 13 P. M.,-86
miles from Golden Gate. We entored
the Gate at 8% ®. 2, Istood upon-
the mupper deek of the ship as'we
‘steamed up the broad bay of::San
‘Francisco, the old stars snd stripes
floating from tha bow, fanned by the
breezes of the golden State.
