The Mother of Peter the Great.
Natalie Narischkih, the mother o f  Peter 

the Great, was a lovely, highly gifted wo­
man, though of humble Origin.

The emperor of all the Russias never re­
gretted haring taken to his heart and 
home the poor orphan girl. With her 
tender devotion and blight intelligence, 
she soothed and cheered tlic hours he 
spent away from the affairs o f state; she 
sympathized with ]rim and aided him in 
all his eftorts to elevate the tone of Iris 
people, and in every possible way she 
strove to implant in the hearts of the wo­
men of her realm the same virtue and wis­
dom wlricli was in her own.

Artificial Diamonds.
In examining the papers of their de­

ceased father, J. N. Gannai, Messrs. A. 
and F. Gaunal found one which purported 
to be a copy o f a memoir presented by 
him to the Paris Academy of Sciences in 
1S2S, and which gave an account of a pro­
cess for the artificial jn'oduction of dia­
monds. Tho Academy simply buried tlic 
communication in its archives, and never 
mentioned it in any way. The substance 
of the document is now published in “Le 
Monde de Science de l ’lndustrie,” from 
wlricb we take the following particulars: 
Equal weights of carbon sulpiride and of 
phosphorus, both as pure as possible, are 
put in a flask and a little water added, 
which floats on the top and prevents the 
sulphide from turning- to vapor and from 
talcing tire. The whole having been 
placed, in some situation where it will not 
bo disturbed, Ihesuiphuv of the sulphides 
combines with the phosphorus and releases 
the carbon, which tails to the bottom and 
assumes a crystalline form. This result 
takes place slowly, and not till after the 
lapse of six months was M. Gaunal able 
to obtain diamonds the size of a grain of 
millet-seed. As for the purity of these 
small diamonds it was proved by the 
strictest test, and that not onlj* by M. 
Gaunel but also by others. The experi­
ment was repeated several times in the 
course of many, years by M. Gaunal, and 
always with tlie .same result. The artifi- 
oiAL diamonds consist of pure .carbon in 
dodecahedral crystals, and they scratch, 
steel like the natural diamond.

Intellectual Test' of Nations.
So far as the general ability of the peo­

ple of a nation to read and write is aproof 
of their superior enlightenment, tlic Amer­
icans have no rivals in all the world. As 
readers we lead all nations. - "\Ye are 42,- 
000,000, The population o f England, 
Scotland, Wales auclIreLandis 88,000,000; 
of Franco, 36,000,000, o f Germany 42,- 
000,000. In 1870 there were published 
in the United States 574 daily, 4,295 
weekly and 1,002 other papers.ancl period­
icals, In 1877 the figures were: dailies, 
709; weeklies, 0,221; alL others, 1,014; 
total, 7,944. England has but 2,252, 
Germany blit l,9Sq, France but 1559, jmcl 
Italy but 935. The total Ibr the tom- na­
tions, embracing au aggregate population 
o f . 137,000,000, is but 6,781, or 1,213 less 
thaa supplies the Americau population of 
42,000,000. The distribution o f our daily 
and weekly papers among the several 

-States is instructive. They are not by 
any means apportioned according to pop­
ulation, though New York is always first. 
It  appears that New Y o rk  lias97 dailies. 
Pennsylvania comes next, with 70; Illi- 
nois/third, with.47; and, curiously enough 
-California fourth, witli 48. In that State
of less than 850,000 of the European race 
they have 4'more daily papers than Ohio, 
With liei-.3,00.0;000,15 more than Massa­
chusetts or Indiana, .17. more than Mis­
souri, 20 more than Iowa, as many lack­
ing one as: Wisconsin, Virginia and Geor­
gia ,conbmed.: iuid more Hum eight times 
as many as. either' Minnesota, Delaware or 
Oregon. It,, then, the reading of current 
publications is, .an.irrefragable test of the 
superior instruction pf. a community, gen- 
eraLly, the population, of California stands 
at the very su'mmit.oi' modern, .civilizar 
tion, so. says :a‘ .0aiifppria Exchange.

GoTcrnmcnts Last About 500 Years.
The following is an extract from a late 

sermon by the llev. David Siring, o f Chi­
cago:

“As nations do not rise in  a day, so in 
a day they cannot be overtiirown. There 
are some singularrccords iu Mstory. It 
seems that a great nation cannot torn, on 
its axis more than once in 400 or 500 
years. Some o f the old States lie outside 
the bounds of history, but those inside 
these bounds show great uniformity in 
malting the time o f radical changes in 
dynasty, Egypt was under shepherd 
Kings about 500 years. Her golden age, 
when she so flourished, in art, spread over 
800 yeatST The Hebrew Republic ran 
from Moses to King David,— 500 years; 
and then came the Empire to enter upon 
500 or 600 years of success. The glory of 
Greek liberty covered about 500 years. 
Rome enjoyed all the splendor of a Re­
public for the same strange period,— 4S2 
years. Tims, between Oinoiunatus, the 
fanner President, and the overthrow of 
the Republic by Ciesar and Antoni*, there 
intervene the magical five centuries. 
Spain, and Prance, and Germany, formed 
out of new centuries whieli followed the 
breaking up of the Western Empire, are 
now living well and happy in the 400th_ 
year of their separate lives. These State-' 
ments are sufficiently truthful at least to 
assure us that those great stars which we 
call ‘nations’ can neither he placed in the 
sky in a. day, nor in a day be blotted 
from the galaxy. Behold tJirough what 
turmoils Prance has come! The Atheist, 
and Communist assailed her. Napoleon 
drained her of men and money by wars of 
ambition. Other revolutions came. Then 
came the usurpation, o f Napoleon, then 
the Gorman war with defeat and a fine o f 
a thousand million dollars; and yet to­
day France eomes out o f those commo­
tions a wise and powerful Republic.”

Au Artificial Larynx,
Dr. Eoulis, o f Glasgow, has made the 

rcmavkable application of an artificial 
larynx to a cloth-worker, James Houston, 
twenty-nine years of age, who was afflict­
ed with a malignant tumor in his larynx, 
wlricli obstructed respiration- The tumor 
had twice been removed by opening the 
larynx and taking it out, but it had recuis- 
recl, and, from its malignant character, 
would have produced death if  the opera­
tion wMch Dr. Eoulis described had not 
been performed. The larynxhas bcen en­
tirely taken out and au artificial one sub­
stituted. -Tlris is the first time the opera­
tion has been performed in England, al­
though it has been tried ten times on the 
continent with varying success. Care was 
taken to introduce a tube into the wind­
pipe as soon as it was cut across and be­
low the seat of disease, so that " no blood 
could get into the lungs during the fur­
ther steps o f the operation. Dr. Eoulis 
■thus had ample time to thoroughly ac­
complish the removal o f the larynx. The 
whole operation occupied two and a half 
hours the patient being under the influ­
ence o f chloroform. Recovery has -been 
uninterrupted, and there is no appearance 
whatever o f recurrence. The man is quite 
fit for light office work. The artificial 
larynx consists o f two tubes, one o f which 
goes downward to the trachea, and the 
other upward to the mouth. The pa­
tient can talk in a wMsper without these 
tubes, but when a reed-plate is slip­
ped into a groove in the lower tube, a res­
onant sound is produced, which is modu­
lated into letters and words by the mouth. 
The articulation, with or without reeds, is 
perfect. The voice is a monotone vary­
ing in timbre according to the reed used.

The Mav&eillaise Hymn.
Tile Marseillaise Hymn has been form­

ally recognized as tlic national antbem o f 
Fiance.. M. Tallandier having urged a 
fortnight ago official action-in relation to 
the decree of 1795, Gen, Grcsley,-the min­
ister of war, teplied'tlmt it was his inten­
tion to put the edict in force,'and the mo­
tion was consequently withdrawn. The 
Marseillaise will be played At all reviews, 
and on all occasions of public festivity: 
The first time it was publicly sang in the 
army was by a battalion which had for 
its standard a golden eagle—in-fact, an 
Imperial bird. - The other celebrated 
songs of .tho First Revolution Were the 
“ Chant' du. Depart,” the, “ Canira,” - And tho 
“Carmagnole,” none o f  which would be 
suitable foi-the Republic o f to-day. - The 
First Empire produced nothing more ef­
fective than “Veilions sur- la tialut de 1’ 
Empire.” Tho Restoration endowed 
France with “ Five Henry fV .” Under 
Louis Philippe loyal subjects sang “La- 
PArisienne’’ and --‘Los Trois Oouleurs.” The 
Republic of 1848 produced the V Ghaut 
des Girondins,” and the Second Empire 
“Partant pour la Syrie,” which was writ­
ten under the First Empire by the Queen 
Hortense, the mother of Napoleon III. 
Tlic Third Republiegoes back to the song 
of Rougot de l'lsle, tile man who narrow­
ly  escaped tlic guillotine and then, turned 
Royalist.

Perfumes.
■Liquid perfumes, says theBoston Tihn- 

script, are not usually the. products ot 
distillation, although lavender and one or 
two other fioiveis yield more of -their per­
fume by that process than any other. 
The method called by the French entlcur- 
age, a word for which absorption is the 
inadequate synonym, is used with most 
blossoms, and gives those pomadesrwlrich 
are so highly esteemed and so Valuable. 
The great French perfumers at Grasse,, 
Cannes, and Nice employ hundreds ot' 
women, whose business is to tend the 
great frames thinly spread with layers of 
clarified grease strewn wtih flower xietals, 
renewed every day. IVheu tlie:seas.on is 
over, the grease is treated with alcohol, 
-which takes up the essential oil contain­
ing the perfume, but leaves the. fixed oiL 
of the grease free. Heliotrope, cassia, or. 
acacia blossoms, jasmine, and many other; 
flowers are all treated in  thjs way. As- 
yet .tlris.method o f extriiejing the odor of 
flowers, is not used to. any extent in Amer­
ica, but it probably will be as soon as 
Florida takes the place which it should, 
-occupy as a vast flower farm.. There is

This Season’s peanuts.
Twenty-five or thirty years ago the jirin-

and
cipal depot for the sale o f peanuts in  New 
York was at the comer o f Chatham

This was known as the “ old Chatham 
street peanut-stand,”  and was kept by N. 
A . SuttonYrom whose measures the bulk 
o f the peanuts sold in New York went 
into the pockets o f  purchasers. Such a 
thing as a Wholesale peanut house was 
then unknown. Since those days the 
trade has increased probably two thous­
and fold. Then and for many succeeding 
years a large propoftion o f the peanuts 
sold came from Africa; now the African 
nuts are sent to Marseilles .and used for 
making “olive oil,”  which is sold iu 
American markets for a fine imported 
quality o f the genuine article, fe- those 
days, too, peanuts were grown in Ameri­
ca only in small quantities, chiefly by the 
negroes o f Virginia, North Carolina and 
Tennessee, in the patches o f land around 
their huts, and were sold to provide them­
selves with “ spending money.”  Now the 
immense production o f American peanuts 
together with their superior quality, has 
nearly cut off the importation o f the A f­
rican nut. Since the rebellion the plant­
ers o f portions o f  the Southern States 
above mentioned have turned their atten­
tion to peanut culture, and many o f them 
especially in the district around Norfolk, 
Va., have thereby replaced fortunes lost.

Comparison of the best grade of pea­
nuts now in the markets with samples o f 
the best grades often or twelve years ago 
shows great improvement in the quali ty 
o f the nuts. The samples of the old crops 
are o f various sizes, imperfectly filled, 
and have rusty shells. The new crops 
are bright, smooth, and even in size, and 
the shells are well filled with meat. 
Scarcely any improvements have been 
made in the appliances for raising them, 
but they are now cleaned by improved 
machines o f great capacity- The best 
quality of nuts come from Virginia, where 
also the greatest increase in the crops 
from year to year has been shown. Five 
years ago the peanut crop of Tennessee 
ivas not far from 175,000 bushels; that of 
North Carolina, 60,000 bushels; that of 
Virginia, 225,oOO bushels. The estimated 
crop for the present season is : Tennes­
see, 400,000 bushels; North Carolina, 90,- 
000 bushels ; Virginia, 1,000,000 bushels. 
The quality of the present season's crop 
is fully up to the average, and in conse­
quence o f the large supply prices are 
likely to be somewhat lower and poor 
grades will less rapidly find a market. 
From ninety cents to $1.25 per bushel of 
twenty-two pounds is the range of prices 
at present. Grades poorer than those 
selling at the lower figures are shelled 
and sent north in packages of 200 pounds 
for confectioners’ uses. They are shelled 
by the negroes before "roasting. It is es-. 
timated that 4,000 packages will be re­
quired in tliis city this season, or about 
four times as many as have been received 
any other year. At the close of the last 
crop year the old crop was very nearly 
exhausted, So that the new nuts will have 
almost a clear field. One of the most uo- 

; ticeable features of tlris season’s trade is 
the wide distribution o f Ilia crop, the or-

The Increase o f our Debt.
There scorns to  be a chronic com­

plaint among the Greenback papers to 
be continually harping about the in­
crease o f  the national debt, for which 
they are not to bo blamed i f  they would 
also givo the complete statements 
showing tlie manner and cause o f  the 
apparent increase as shown by the 
monthly statements o f  tlie treasurer. 
One o f these articles from  theM ichi- 
igan Sun, o f Detroit, has been sent by 
the Post and Tribune to -Secretary 
Sherman for an explanation, which, h e  
gives in tlio following letter published 
in  the Post and Tribune:

W ashington . D. C., March 12, ’T9. 
Editor o£ the Post and Tribune.

Y our note of. the Stii instant enclos­
ing an article from  a newspaper in  re­
gard to the public debt, is at hand.

Y ou  seem to he somewhat out o f hu­
mor because there is a person in the 
State o f Michigan so dull that lie can­
not understand the process o f  refund­
ing the debt, and so ignorant o f  the 
condition o f the debt as to believe 
there has been no reduction in  its 

.amount. It  is true that tlie last debt 
statement shows an apparent increase 
o f  S312,128,200 o f  th e  bonded debt o f  
the government over tlie amount shown 
on th e  statement o f  March, 1S77, tlie 
month In w hich I  assumed the duties 
o f  m y present office. O f this apparent 
increase $95,500,000 are 4 and 4J£ per 
cent, bonds, the proceeds o f  which is  
now  held in  the Treasury in  gold coin 
and, with tlie surplus revenue, consti­
tu te the fund set apart by law for  the 
niaintainanceof speciepayments. The 
remainder, ©210,028,200, is 4 p ercen t, 
bonds sold since the first o f January, 
this year, fo r  the purpose o f  paying an 
equal amount o f 0 per cent, called 
bonds, and It is so stated In tlie debt 
statement. B y the law under which 
these bonds were sold notice must be 
given to the holders o f the 6 per cent, 
bonds that they w ill bepaid at the end 
o f  three months. In  the meantime the 
money is lying in the national hank 
depositories subject to enll, and its pay­
ment amply secured by an equal 
amount ot bonds in the hands o f the 
Treasurer of tlie United States. In  
A pril and Flay next these C per cent, 
bonds will be paid and thus we shall 
save for all time one-tliird o f  tlie inte­
rest on that amount o f  the public debt, 
and have lost by operation only tlie in­
terest on tlie 4  per cent, bonds for 
tbree months.

In  verification o f  this explanation I  
send yon herewith debt statements fo r  
Marcli, 1877, and February, 1S79, from  
which please note as follow s:

bearing an increase o f..................$ 216,028.200
which is the precise amount entered on 
tlie last debt statement as “ called bonds 
not matured fo r  w hich 4 per cent, 
bonds have been issued,”  and explain­
ed above.

A gain, the whole o f  the public <lebt, 
less cash in  the Treasury, as shown by  
the debt statement o f  March, 1S77, was 
$2,0SS,7S 1,143.04; by statement o f  Eeb- 
niary, 1S79, $1,026,267,541.60, a decrease 
o f  the entire debt in  tw o years o f  $62,- 
573,601.38.

Since January o f  this year the Gov­
ernment lias sold o f  4 per cent, bonds, 
w ith  which to retire 6 per cent., $260,- 
158,4401 saving thereby ininterest each 
year .for all time 2 per cent, o f  the 
amount, or $5,203,169. I f  the writer 
o f  tlie article inclosed by you cannot 
see from  this that there has been a de­
crease o f  the entire debt, and that re­
funding is a beneficial operation, no 
effort on your part can instruct him.. 
E or liis information, however, I  will 
add that liis statement o f  the bonded 
debt on June 3 0 ,1S7.7, taken from  the 
finance report for 1S77, page 44, is 
wrong in  the follow ing particulars: 
The table did fnot purport to be for 
that date, and it was, in  fact, made fo r  
November, 1877 ; and, being made to  
show only tlie saving o f  interest by re­
funding 0 per cent, into 4 per cent, 
bonds, the amount o f  4 per cent, bonds 
already issued was not taken Into ac­
count, so tlie bonded debt was not 
shown; and he also makes a blunder of 
$10,000,000 in  stating the debt for 
March 1, 1S79. These three errors, 
made in  four lines o f liis statement, 
can be best explained by liimself.

I  also notice that lie says that onr 
bonded debt “lias never anywhere 
near”  approached the enormous 
amount it  is at the present time, and 
he inquires what it  can mean.

On August 31, 1865, Mr. McCulloch, 
then Secretary o f  the Treasury, report­
ed tlie bonded debt o f the United 
States to be $2,382,7S3,294.96, and the 
annual interest charge at th a t date 
was S150,977,697.S7. On March 31, 
1S77, the amount o f  bonded debt was 
$1,702,143,700, and it  has been increas­
ed since only' by the bonds sold fo r  re­
sumption and the temporary increase 
caused by  the refimcfing operations, 
which w ill disappear as soon as those 
operations are concluded, as before ex­
plained, leaving a total reduction of 
about $600,000,000 and ah annual in­
terest Of $94,G54,472.50. '

I  do not know what liis assertion o f  
an increase o f tlie debt means, unless 
it  is that he w ilfully intended to  mis­
represent the facts or that he is inca­
pable o f  comprehending the simple el­
ements o f arithmetic.

P ortlan d , M arch 14,1879.

E ditor R ecord : This has been the 
Black Eriday for our city. A n  excited 
crowd o f  people have been upon tlie 
streets surrounding the court house 
whore was erected the gallows upon 
which tw o fine looking young men paid 
the extreme penalty o f  tlie law. They 
were executed at h a lf past two P. M. 
The tw o nien met their fate as heroi­
cally as could be expected. One o f 
them made a long speech on  the gal­
lows, saying that lie had been a leader 
o f  a desperate band of. out-laws and 
murderers in  California. Said that he 
came to  Oregon as a new field to make 
a raise and that lie intended to mur­
der when he entered the pawn shop 
last A ugust—o f  which I  told you, and 
intended to kill the officer When he 
shot the young man. H e also spoke of 
liis poor old mother. H e implored all 
to slum crime. H e sang two songs, 
one o f them entitled “James Rogers,” 
in  which tlie chorus runs: “ Conic all ye 
tender hearted Christians.” He sang 
in  a clear voice and considerable dra­
m atic effect. They both stepped upon 
the fatal drop, bid good-bye to all, shook 
hands, .and then the fatal noose was 
placed around tlieir necks, their hands 
and arms hound tight, the black clotli 
drawn over tlieir faces and they' stood 
motionless diuing a  short prayer by' 
Rev. Cliatlin, and when tlie last amen 
was said the drop was sprung. John­
son’s neck was broken and liis pulse 
ceased to beat in  seven minutes. 
Brown died from  strangulation andliis 
pulse beat for twenty minutes. The 
bodies were cut down and delivered 
to tlieir friends, who buried them Sat­
urday at 2 o’clock, P. M,

Tlie State circuit court lias been in 
almost a continuous session since Oc­
tober l .  Onr efficient officers arc mak- 
iiig it hot fo r  all law-breakers. During 
tiiis long term o f court over thirty' men 
have been sent to tlie penitentiary to 
serve sentences o f  one to ten years, one 
for fifteen years, one for  life, and five 
have been sentenced to suffer death— 
tw o o f  whom  were executed last Eri­
day, and the other three (two China­
men and an Indian) w ill be  hung tlie 
21st o f March. Tw o more Indians arc 
here awaiting trial fo r  murder-com­
m itted in  Alaska.

Tw o weeks ago I  went up the Co­
lumbia river on a steamer to “Washing­
ton  Territory to visit the home o f the 
Hon. M. R . Hatlvwaay, brother o f  your 
go-ahead city marshal. H e is in the 
dairy business and his butter and 
cheese stands at the very' head o f our 
market.

Bleeding at the Hose.-—There are two. 
little arteries , whicbj supply the, whole 
face with blood; one on each side ;  these 
branch off from the main arteries on each, 

1 side of thes- wiudpipcy and running1 up­
ward toward the eyes; pass over the out­
side o f  the jaw-bone, about two-thirds of 
the1 way back from the chin, to, the angle 
o f  the jaw, under the car. Each o f these 
arteries, o f course; supplies- just one-half 
o f  the lace, the nose being the dividing 
line; theleft .nostril is supplied by blood 
from the left artery; nnd the; right nostril 
by  the right artery.. Now suppose your 
nose bleeds'by rite, right nostril, with the. 
end o f  tlic fore-fiugcr feel along the outer 
edge, "of the right jaw until you .feel the 
beating of the artery directly under your 
finger,rite same as. thcpulscin,your wrist; 
then press the.flnger.luml, upon it, thus 
getting the little: fellow in  . a ̂  tight place' 
between your finger and 'thc vj aur-bouc ; tliC' 
-result will be that not a' drop of blood* 
goes into that side o f your face while the 
pressure continues; hence the nose in­
stantly stops bleeding for want o f blood, 
to flow; continue the:pressure for five or 
ten minutes, and the ruptured, vessels in 
'the: nose will by that time probably con­
tract: so, that when you let the, blood into 
them they will not leak. Bleeding from 
a cut or wound anywhere about the, face 
may bo stoppedinthe* same wav. - Those: 
in the back o f the head, arms aud legs 
are all arranged very conveniently for be­
ing controlled in like; mauner..

Burnt Cla^ as. a Fertilizer.
A  Georgia correspondent -o f  the Rural' 

NewTorker writes: Tlio stiff, yelTow-elay 
sub-soil of our lands, -full o f iron-ore, is 
poisonous to plants: and vegetation. But 
it  should be remembered that for thous­
ands of years, tills same sub-soil has been 
the grave and repository of countless mil­
lions: o f  reptiles* worms mul insects, and 
that,into itlmve beenwashed down the in­
organic remains of.both birds and'boasts. 
How; then, can these: inorganic: elements 
be utilized, so as in a clioap and cflcctiyc 

- way to permanently increase the fertility 
o f the soill By burning. In England I  
have frequently used burnt clay, and al­
ways, with; the.'most beneficial effects, par­
ticularly on wheat, clover and grass; and. 
among wliaf I  might; perhaps, style suc­
cessful and scientific farmers thepractice- 
Is largely followed.. The- following is the 
method o f performing the operation -

In; very dry weather let a, furrow be. 
turned over ns deeply as possible b y  ; a 
tliree-horseplow;. l e t  this same furrow 
ha; again1 plowed up by - a, following, tln-cc- 
horse plow. By these means great : blocks 
o f hard* stiff clay, are: thrown; up, some o f 
them nearly one; hundred pounds in 
weight. Let these, lumps ho collected and 
builtiin circles of* say; ten feefin.diameter 
and several feet high.. Build: up the inte­
rior o f each with*: brush, old roots, stamps, 
etc., so disposed as -to ignite easily, and 
cover, the,whole with luinpssof Tdry clay. 
After hjving.sct fire to. the 'heap'let the 
mass: bum lor  three or four days; care, bc- 

, ing. taken to-, supply ,frcshiclay, so;' as to 
■f prevent the,fire from burning! too furious­
ly.* . B y theso mcans tho stones in thc clay 

. will be completely pulverized ;, the silica 
of. the. soil, will, to, a large- extent, be ren­
dered soluble, and tlio carbonic acid en­
tirely expelled from tlio carbonates of 
lime, andmagnesiain the rocks.

All. practical, farmers arc aware that; the 
lack; oi-soluble silica is the cause why 
wheat and oats are apt- to lie down on 
rich lands;, and why they refuse to fill 
with; seed, the heads o f grain . »

They, also know that lime and. magnesia 
as carbonates do notr enrich" rtho soil;' 
whereas when rid of the; carbonic acid 
they are of great value both directly as , 
plant; food,, andin directly as supplying it, 
b y  decomposing and thus rendering solu- 
ble other unavailable'constituents ' o f the 
soil;, This burnt clay is absorbent and lil- 
trative,.and has a tendency- to sink into 
the1 sub-soil: and amalgamate -with it, caus­
ing it to work more easily, and thus: in­
creasing the fertility o f the soil. Heavy 
land can thus bo cheaply and easily.aerat- 
ed/and enriched, and a good ’part o f -the 
liitiierto ;  dormnant t chemicals, contained 
In the great repository offnature: rendered 
fit: for, food: for sustaining1 and stimulating 
vegetable life. Fromten' to twenty tons 
per acre of thishumt clay, willpermanent- 
ly enrich tlio land, and farmers: will find 
it: much, cheaper and .m o re  efficacious, than 

, the commercial fertilizers that now, throng1 
our market;

of Preston Power's workmanship, the- bust 
is said, by those best able (o judge, to 
show those delicate touches - in its elabo­
rate finish that ever characterized • the 
works o f his father;, the late Iliram Pow­
ers. This peculiarity wc> may attribute 
not solely to transmitted talent, but in , a 
groat measure to the fact that the son was 
a pupil and constant companion of his 
father’s during the last six years of his 
life. V ''*'
