UURSELYES AND THE ANCIENTS.
2*oeiu b y  U r . O l iv e r  IV c n A e ll  U o l in c s .

At the celebration of the 100th anni­
versary of the American Academy of 
Arts and Sciences in the Old South 
Church, Boston, Dr. • Oliver Wendell 
Holmes was called upon to read a poem, 
prefacing and explaining it with the fol­
lowing remarks: “ Id id  not come pre­
pared with anything for an assembly 
like this;  I  expected to be caUed u p  a t  
the table of the academy, after the food 
had put the audience in a pleasant state 
of mind, and there to read a few verses 
to which I  had devoted, as I  was able to, 
but a very little time. To read them to 
an audience like this is somewhat trying 
to my sensibilities, but I  will trust im­
plicitly to its good nature. As a basis 
for my theme I  took up the first volume 
of the records of the academy and ran 
over a list of papers to see what they 
were thinking and talldug about in those 
lames. I  found that Manasseh Outler 
wrote ou a transit of Mercury; that 
President Willard shed his light in an 
account of a recent eclipse; that Benja­
min West—not the great painter, but 
perhaps a great mathematician;—gave 
some rules about the extraction of roots; 
that Bowdoin contributed an elaborate 
article on an orb that surrounds the 
whole visible material system; that 
Williams wrote oil the darkness of May 
IS), 1780; that Cutler wrote ou the ef­
fects of lightning on a rock at Glouces­
ter, and that many others discussed ar­
ticles of a kindred nature. The result 
of this search furnishes the argument of 
my verses.” Dr. Holmes then read the 
poem which follows ■
Sire*, son .ind grandson; t»0 the century glides; 

Tlireo lives, three strides* three footprints in the 
sand

Siient as the mfdulght's falling meteor slides 
Into the stillness of the fur-olT land;
How dim the space its little are has spanned

See on the opening pago the names renowned 
Tombed in these records on our dusty shelves, 

Scarce on the scroll of U\ing memory fouud,
Save where the wau-eyed antiquarian delves; 
Shadows they seem; ah, wlmt are wo ourselves?

THE F E R T IL IT Y  OF THE SOIL.
The following interesting essay on 

the above s u b je c t  was read by Mr. 
Ohas. F. Howe, at the last installation 
of oilicers of the St. Joseph county 
(Ind.) Grange in South Bend. There 
are many valuable hints in it for the 
benefit of our farmer friends:

In presenting a few facts to form tbe 
basis for the discussion which will fol­
low. I am mindful of the importance of 
the subject before me; a subject that 
should command the most careful con­
sideration of every thinking farmer. 
All over our land to-day, we see happy 
homes, homes where the farmer with 
wife, sons and daughters, are living a 
life superior to that of farmers of any 
other country on the face of the globe: 
and it should be the desire of every 
American farmer, to leave his estates 
to those who inherit them, in such con­
dition that their occupants may enjoy 
the comforts of life, and not to be slaves 
to toil from youth to old age. for a mis­
erable existence.

I f  we but keep up the fertility o f the 
soil while under our control, I  see no 
good reason why those who come af­
ter us cannot keep up the superiority 
of the American farmer. I f  we hut do 
our duty as farmers, I see no good rea­
son why those who come after us, can­
not ride in better carriages drawn bv 
better horses, why their wives may not 
have more leisure for tbe improve­
ment o f their minds: why their sons 
and daughters may not have moretime 
for the completion of their education, 
nor, why the future farmers of our 
country may not have larger bank ac­
counts and on the right side of the 
ledger.

Uow all this glowing account o f the 
future farmers of our country, is based 
upon the supposition that the farmers 
of to-day but do their duty in keeping 
up the fertility of the soil. Hence the 
question arises, is it possible for us to 
do it ? I  assume that we can. I  go fur­
ther ; I  assume that those who are ac­
tive farmers to-ejay, can by proper man­
agement leave to the fanners a quar­
ter of a century hence, a better soil 
than ire have to-day; a soil that will 
produce large crops as a rule, and not 
as an exception.

Bet us consider for a few  moments 
two modes of farming that I  think 
can be found in every neighborhood all 
over the land. One is this: A  farmer 
commences business and starts out with 
a fair average crop the first year ; the 
next year Ms crop seems to be a little 
better, and the next year better.yet, 
rmtil after a few years he has raised 
the average of every crop produced on 
his farm perceptibly. The other mode 
is the farmer who starts out with a 
fair average yield; his crops grow less 
and less each year, until after a series 
of years he lias reduced his average as 
much or more than the other man has 
gained.

How, my brother farmers if you can 
call to mind any such farmers as those 
I  have mentioned I  would like to ask 
you which of the farms mentioned 
would you rather rent or. buy, the one 
with the average run up or the one 
with the average run down ? In every 
instance I  can call to mind—and they 
are numerous—the farms that have 
been raising large crops in the past are 
the best to raise large crops in the fu­
ture. Therefore, I  think we may safe­
ly lay down as a rulethat the necessary 
cultivation to produce a good crop is 
of value-to future crops, and is one of 
the best means of keeping iip' the fer­
tility- o f  the soil. Also, poor crops 
caused by poor cultivation have a ten­

dency to make future crops poor in 
comparison. To illustrate this let me 
relate an experience of my own: I  had 
a field of 30 acres nearly uniform as to 
soil. One-half of this field was sowed 
to wheat in good order, the other half 
was put in wheat in bad order, the same 
variety of wheat and the same time of 
sowing on both parts of tbe field. The 
result was about two bushels on the 
piece that was well put in, to one bush­
el on the other piece. But the result 
to which I wish more particularly call 
your attention, was to the crops that 
followed the wheat crop. Every crop 
for a number of years, whether wheat, 
oats, corn or grass was almost as mark­
ed as this crop of wheat, the best crop 
growing where the best wheat grew, 
and the poorest crops where the poor 
wheat grew. This was evidence to 
my mind that good cultivation, al­
though causing large crops to grow, 
did not take all of the fertility of the 
soil to produce that crop, but left a por­
tion stored for the benefit of future 
crops. On the other hand, poor culti­
vation seems to have a harmful in- 
lluenee on the soil that several years of 
good cultnve cannot eradicate.

Again, a neighbor of mine bought a 
portion of a farm adjoining his home­
stead, getting as good quantity of laud 
as there was in his farm, but no better 
than the portion that was left. The 
farm at the time of the sale was 
raising hardly an average crop and is 
not doing any better to this day; while 
the part sold off and. purchased by my 
neighbor, produced forty-two bushels 
of wheat per acre in 1879, and thirty- 
two bushels per acre in 1880, and is in 
belter condition to grow any crop that 
may be planted than the other part of 
the farm. There is nothing to cause 
this difference, except the manner of 
cultivation for the past few years.

A  man in my vicinity purchased a 
farm, paying a portion down and calcu­
lated to makefile other payments from 
crops produced on the farm. In his 
anxiety to produce as much as possible 
he planted one crop after another as 
fasL as he coulil get them in the ground. 
Wheat after wheat, wheat after oats, 
wheat after corn, and the result was 
his crops were run down from a fair 
average to live bushels of wheat per 
acre, and other crops in proportion. 
Now, while this man thought he was 
doing all in his power to make himself 
a home, I claim that he was taking the 
very steps to deprive himself of a home; 
the*very steps that would not make 
farming a. success had his farm been 
paid for. I will only add that as a ne­
cessary consequence this man had to 
sell his farm, and save what he could 
from the money invested in it and seek 
elsewhere for a home, and that the pur­
chaser has in three, years brought up 
the standard of this farm from the low 
condition in which he found it. to 
nearly an average yield per acre. Now 
I will leave this part of the subject for 
the present, only saying at this time I 
hope that there is not a single farmer 
here to-day, who will have any fear 
that good cultivation and the growing 
of large crops, will in any manner tend 
to impoverish the soil, and make it of 
less value to future generations.

As we have devoted considerable 
time to/thc effect of good or bad culti­
vation on the soil, we will pass to 
the consideration of another division of 
our subject.

JYhat shall men give back to tbe 
soil to keep up its fertilty? If we 
have a sum of money in our treasury, 
and we draw from it little by little, day 
after day, and put nothing in, a day 
will come when we 'will find our treas­
ury empty. This is about what we 
have been taught- in regard to the soil 
we cultivate. I f we take from the soil 
crop after crop all it will produce and 
put nothing back as a fertilizer, in 
Lime our soil will be exhausted. "While 
this might be true in regard to the 
treasury, I do not think it is in regard 
to the. soil we cultivate. Man may be 
so short-sighted as to attempt to take 
from the soil year after year without 
making any returns, yet, God in Ilis 
infinite wisdom gives us for a fertili­
zer the rain, the dew, the snow and 
the sunshine, thus frustrating man in 
his blind efforts to impoverish himself.

I saw a statement a few days ago, 
placing the manuriul value of our year­
ly rains at two dollars and eighty cents 
per acre. The snow has been called 
the poor man’s manure, containing ele­
ments of production in greater propor­
tion than either the rain or dew. Every 
farmer I think will acknowledge the 
benefits derived, but who among us 
think ourselves wise enough to esti­
mate their value in dollars and cents. 
Xow. if it he true that the farmer by 
adding a little to the sod, can take out 
much,' we come to the consideration 
of what that little should be. After 
considerable ^experience and observa­
tion, I  liave come to the conclusion 
that the cheapest and best fertilizer is 
obtained by growing and plowing un­
der the clover crop. Clover seems to 
contain all the elements that are need­
ed for the growing of crops and can be 
adapted to all kinds of soil. You 
know we have sandy farms, clay farms, 
burr oak farms and prairie farms, and 
each of the various soils mentioned 
could be subdivided into several differ­
ent classes, caused by difference of soil 
and manner of cultivation, making a 
great many variety of soils and each 
one perhaps needs a different treat­
ment; yet I  think the clover plant 
adapted to them all.

On a good farm in a high state of 
cultivation, the farmer might take 
from his clover fields a crop of hay and 
a crop of seed, leaving the stubble and 
roots as a fertilizer, and then have sat­
isfactory results. On a farm not quite 
so good he could treat his clover crop 
the same way, but would very likely 
find it necessary to seed to clover, more 
often than the farmer first mentioned. 
"While a farm not so good as either of 
the ones mentioned might have to 
omit the crop of seed, plowing under 
the aftergrowth to obtain results equal­
ly as satisfactory.

Perhaps it wiU not be digressing to 
consider briefly tbe effect of taking a 
crop of clover seed from the ground. 
It has been thought by a great mar-y 
farmers that a crop of clover seed ex­
hausts the soil as much as any other 
kind of grain. Again there are far­
mers who think as much grain can be 
grown after the crop has been removed, 
as though the afterneath had been 
turned under. I  cannot think a crop 
of clover seed, wMch is usually from 
one to five bushels to the acre, can be 
as exhaustive to the soil as a crop o f 
wheat, yielding from 20 to 30 bushels 
per acre, yet-it may come nearer, to it 
than many suppose. • I  have no expe­
rience in regard to this, but will give 
you a statement made by Mr. Spauld­
ing before the Buchanan Institute a 
few weeks ago. He had a field of clov­
er, one half of which lie cut for seed, 
as it was not very well filled he con­
cluded to plow under the other half; 
he did so and sowed the field to wheat. 
The difference at harvest time was so 
plain to be seen that he threshed each 
part separate, and the result was four 
and a half bushels per acre more on the 
half where the crop was plowed under 
than it was on the other half. How 
Mr. Spaulding did not say how much 
seed he harvested per acre, but he did 
say that it was not well filled, yet what 
he removed for the seed crop was equiv­
alent to four and a halt bushels wheat 
’an acre for the first crop, and I  cannot 
help but think there must have been a 
corresponding difference in the follow^ 
ing crops.

But to resume: On our poorer soil I  
would plow under the whole crop of 
clover, and if t did not think the land 
would grow as large a crop as any plow 
could turn under, 1 would apply a coat 
o f plaster early in the spring—say about 
50 pounds per acre. On the very poor­
est soil 1 think it would be well to plas­
ter clover, sown with the wheat or oat 
crop, as soon as the wheat or oats are 
hiirvested, then again the following 
spring, plowing under the whole crop, 
and before turning up this crop of clo­
ver, seed again and repeat the process, 
thus seeding both sides of the soil, as 
one old farmer expressed himself to 
me.

Brother farmers, how much virtue is 
there in this thought of seeding both 
sides of the land. It was first brought 
to my notice by an old Pennsylvania 
farmer, and lie claimed tbe best results 
from seeding this way. Since that 
time I have not found a single instance 
where seeding lias been done in this 
way, either by myself or neighboring 
fanners. It is almost the universal 
opinion among fanners that a crop of 
clover turned under and sown to wheat 
can be turned back and again sown to 
wheat with good results, the. second 
crop sometimes being nearly equal to 
the first. For instance, the crop of 
wheat of 42 bushels per acre, to which 
I have previously called your attention, 
was grown after a crop of clover plow­
ed under, and the crop of 30 bushels per 
acre was grown after turning the clo­
ver sod back. Again 35 bushels for the 
first crop and 27 bushels for the second 
is another yield, not so large as the 
first, but fully as meritorious, the fluid­
ity of land considered.

As long as our fanners can do this 
with such good results they will not he 
likely to depart from the custom, yet I 
think there are farms of light soil that 
have been badly managed, where it 
would be profitable to experiment on 
this idea of seeding both sides of the 
land. Again, let us give a moment’s 
attention'to the time and manner of 
converting the clover crop into fertili­
zing agencies. I have thought the best 
results could be obtained by plowing 
under the crop when in full blossom, 
and that has been my practice when 
plowing under a full crop, but I find 
some of our farmers think it is as well 
to plow under the crop after it is dead 
ripe, as we would say; after all the 
pieces have turned to woody (Hire. 
Then, as a Cass county farmer once 
said to me, there will he some substance 
to decay ami furnish nutriment for the 
growing crop to work upon. At the 
time this was said to me I could not for 
a moment think that they were the cor­
rect ideas to advance, but as I grow 
older I have learned that my theories 
are not all correct, and that the opin­
ions of my neighbors, although conflict­
ing with my own, are worthy of consid­
eration. AYhile I know that no better 
immediate results could be obtained in 
plowing under clover in full blossom, 
yet I cannot controvert the idea of the 
Cass county farmer, but leave for 
every one to decide according to his 
own judgment or experience. There 
has one instance come under my obsei'- 
servation that has a bearing on this 
point: A  field adjoining my farm was 
sown to clover for fertilizing purposes, 
but this farmer not having hay enough 
cut a few acres of this field for that 
purpose. "When this field was plowed 
for wheat, on that part which was not 
mowed the clover had fallen down and 
young tender clover had grown up 
through; that part which was mowed 
was covered with a good second crop. 
A t harvest time tnere was found a de­
cided difference in the appearance of 
the wheat, and in favor of that part of 
the field where the whole crop was 
turned under. There was no means 
taken to determine the exact difference, 
but it was estimated at five bushels 
per acre. I f  this man’s judgment was 
correct, than the whole crop turned un­
der is worth more by five bushels of 
wheat per acre as a fertilizer, than it is 
to make the first crop into hay, and plow 
under the second crop. There is anoth­
er lesson we can learn from this field. 
The owner says the best yield was on 
the poorest part of the field, and he ac­
counts for it in this way. The field 
was lightly pastured, the stock filling 
themselves near the gate where they 
were turned in, and the poorest part of 
the field was iartherest from the gate, 
consequently that part of the field had 
nearly the whole crop turned under for 
fertilizing purposes. This is contrary 
to the opinions of some farmers, who 
think that a crop of clover pastured is 
as good as the same crop would be 
turned under.

Perhaps some may think that we are. 
devoting too much time to the clover 
plant and to green manuring, but my 
only apology is that I  consider the clo­
ver crop indispensibly necessary to suc­
cessful farming under our present sys­
tem ; and while there are some other 
plants that give good results when 
turned under, such as buckwheat, mil- 
lett, rye, sowed corn, etc., yet I  do not 
think that any of them take the place 
of the clover plant, hut may answer a 
good purpose, when for any season you 
fail to get a good stand of clover, or 
when it gets winter-lulled. A  neigh­
bor of mine says lie plowed a piece of 
land after harvest, sowed it to buck­
wheat, plowed under the buckwheat 
when in blossom, sowed to wheat and 
harvested 18 bushels per 'acre, while 
land by tlie side of this piece, without 
buckwheat turned under, only yielded 
S bushels per acre. This is a good re­
sult, but nothing in comparison with 
what may be done with clover. A ll 
such plants as buckwheat, millet, etc.-, 
while they may have a large top equal 
in bulk to clover, yet the roots of those 
plants are comparitively nothing, but 
the roots of the clover plant brought to 
the surface by the plow, are fully equal 
in weight to one half of the top and 
for fertilizing purposes, I  have no 
doubt, tbe root is as valuable as the 
top.

Perhaps some of you are surprised 
that you have not heard one good word 
said in favor o f barn-yard. manure. 
"Well, I  have a good word to say in its 
favor. Make all you can by keeping 
stock that is profitable, but I  do not ad­
vise any one to keep stock .that does 
not pay a profit, for the purpose of in­
creasing the quantity of this kind of fer­
tilizer. I  could not hold out to you the 
hope I  have in this paper, if  barn-yard 
manure was our only, dependence in 
keeping up tbe fertility of tbe soil, 
while its effect may be more apparent 
upon its first application, and it may 
have a more lasting influence on future 
crops than green manuring, yet it can­
not be our main dependence because of 
its scarcity. It would take 20 years 
for many of our farmers to make an 
application of barn-yard manure all 
over their farms, and then I  think it 
would be in homeopathic doses, for, I  
have in my mind farms of two hundred 
acres where all the horses, cattle and 
sheep, kept upon it could be counted 
upon tbe fingers of both hands—con­
sequently there would be a small 
amount of manure on such farms as this. 
Make all of this kind of fertilizer you 
can possibly, and apply it" where most 
needed upon the "farm. Every farm 
has-fields, where a few loads are need­
ed upon some poor part of the field; to 
make it uniform; and some of you have 
rolling land, where the rain washes 
part of the valuable soil into the val­
leys, and the snows of winter—the 
poor man’s maniu'e—is blown away, 
leaving tbe ground bare; there Will he 
a place of deposit for your barn-yard 
manure. The orchard, the gardens, 
the viiieyard, alfcome" up for a share,

and there need not be any fear, hut 
that the farmer can find use for all the 
manure made upon the farm and then 
find green manure a necessity.

In conclusion let me urge upon you 
to raise large crops. Do not he satisfi­
ed with any thing else than an everage 
erop, and if  you can exceed  the average 
you need not fear that you will im­
poverish tiie soil. But says one I can’t 
raise such crops on my light soil as
neighbor B------can on liis rich land.
Perhaps not, but you can come nearer 
to it than you suppose. Tt is not like­
ly that von can raise good crops as of­
ten as neighbor B------can, but a good
crop should be your standard and you 
should raise them as often as you can. 
I f  you can grow a good crop each alter­
nate year, well and good, but if you 
cannot yon should not plant oftener 
than once in three years; in fact no one 
should plant to any kind of crop, un­
less the ground is capable of growing 
a full average crop, for anything less 
than an average is grown at a loss. 
Think of the man previously mention­
ed, who in his efforts to pay for a home 
reduced his crops by injudicious man­
agement to one quarter of an average 
yield. His lot was a hard one indeed. 
Three times plowing, three times as 
much after cultivation, three times as 
much seeding and seed, three times as 
much harvesting to get what the thrif­
ty thorough fanner gets by one opera­
tion. I assure you brother farmers, the 
old adage “The short horse is soonest 
curried,”  however well it may apply in 
some other occupation does not apply 
lo farming. I do not think I am put­
ting it strong enough, when I  assure 
you, that there is more profit in one 
good crop, than there is in three half 
crops.

But to recapitulate. Good cultiva­
tion is one of the essentials of good 
farming; endeavor to plant every crop 
in good order, allowing nothing to grow 
but that which was planted; seed to 
clover as often as it is deemed necessa­
ry ; plaster the land if it is not in con­
dition to grow a full crop without it. 
Plow under the whole crop, or such 
part of it as the land may need. Keep 
no stock that is not profitable for the 
purpose of pasturing your clover be­
cause the crop pastured is not equiva­
lent to a crop turned under. Use all 
the manure that you can make and 
place it where it is most needed.

Brother farmers, if  there is any er­
roneous teachings in this paper correct 
them at once, and not let them be sown 
broadcast here to-day. Let us studjr, 
think and act a s ‘ we go through our 
season's work that is now before us. 
and perhaps another year we can meet 
again and compare our lessons and ex­
periences \vitl\ more profit to ourselves 
and those with whom we associate.

O ld Jack son 's Ghost.
A  M o ck in g  G ir l P u n is h e d  "by H e r  V ic tim  

A fte r  H is  D eath .

In a tenement house on the estate of 
All-. George Shannahan, near Boyal Oak, 
there lived an old white man and his 
wife named Jackson. On a different 
part of the estate, in another tenement 
house, lived a colored man named Jack 
Skinner. Jack belonged to Air. Shan­
nahan, but liis wife and children were 
free born. Jack bad a daughter named 
Xannie, after her mother. It was the 
delight of this girl to make mouths at 
and mock and torment old Jackson, 
always taking good care not to let the 
old man get hold of her. It made him 
so mad he swore that, when he died, 
he would come back and haunt her. 
The wav between them was kept up 
for several years, until Jackson’s death. 
Some time afterwards, while the girl 
was sitting in her father’s house, all o f 
a sudden there came down the chimney 
a chunk of fire, that fell and scattered 
over the floor, the coals hitting the girl. 
After that the house, when the girl 
would be in it, would be pelted with 
chunks of wood, clods of earth, brick­
bats, oyster shells, etc., and no one 
could se% from whence they came, as 
no one on the premises was visible ex­
cept the family, and they could find 
out nothing about it. They all believed 
and declared it was old Jackson’s ghost. 
The circumstance created the greatest 
excitement throughout the neighbor­
hood, and, indeed, throughout the coun­
try, for persons came from a long dis­
tance to witness the phenomenon. W e 
once heard a gentleman of unquestion­
ed veracity say he went there deter­
mined to unravel the mystery, i f  possi­
ble. He took the girl alone out in the 
middle of a field, and to his utter as­
tonishment, she was pelted there with 
clods and sticks by some invisible 
agency, which he could never under­
stand, as it was impossible for any one 
to be in collusion with her. The mys­
tery never was explained, and the 
throwing and tormenting of the girl 
continued, until some of her relations 
came from Baltimore and took her 
with them to the city, when no further 
disturbance occurred. I f  it was old 
AH. Jackson’s ghost, it seemed to have 
been satisfied with driving her off the 
farm. It is our recollection that the 
girl was never seriously hurt by any 
of tbe missiles hurled at her. I f  out 
of doors, she generally saw them com­
ing before they hit and would dodge 
them; if in the house, they would 
strike the hearth, the walls or some 
article of furniture without hitting her. 
It was not a malicious ghost, but sim­
ply appeared to be full of deviltry ; it 
was unceasing in its persecutions, un­
til it succeeded in driving her off the 
premises. There was an old woman 
in the neighborhood named Kattie Co­
burn, who had the reputation o f being 
a witcli, and some thought she was at 
the bottom o f the devilment ; but she 
lived some' distance away, across a 
creek, and it is not likely that she 
could have had anything to do with it. 
The general belief at the time was that 
it was old Air. Jackson’s ghost inflict­
ing on the girl just punishment for her 
impudence to him in his lifetime.— 
jEaston, McL, Star.

An Ornithological Jamboree.

sects preserved in spirits for which he 
had no further use, emptied them upon 
the ash heap in liis back yard. X o 
sooner had he emptied the bugs than 
the sparrows lit all over the heap in  a 
perfect cloud, swallowed the bugs, and 
in about ten minutes were dru n k - 
drunk as men get—and cut up the 
same idiotic capers.

This leaves 
the nomination open, to be made by 
President Garfield and it is thought 
that Judge Cooley's chances for the 
appointment are good. Judge Drum­
mond o f Illinois, is being put promi­
nently forward by his friends, for the 
position.

The Xational guessing school was 
declared off. by President Garfield send­
ing to  the Senate for confirmation the 
following named gentlemen as mem­
bers of his cabinet: James G. Blaine,
o f  Maine. Secretary o f State; Wm. 
Winaon, of Minnesota, Secretary o f 
the Treasury: Wayne McYeagh. of 
Pennsylvania, Attorney General; Tims. 
L. James, of Xew  York, Postmaster 
General; Samuel J. Kirkwood, of Iowa, 
Secretary o f  the Interior; Kobert T. 
Lincoln, of Illinois, Secretary o f War: 
William II. Hunt, o f Louisana. Secre­
tary o f the Xavy.

General Garfield's mother is a type 
of the Xortliem  Ohio pioneer mother, 
and has not yet forgotten the lessons 
o f thlrft and economy taught her in 
early life by necessity. In the hurry 
and hustle of the morning on the 
wav to Washington, the porter forgot 
to 'extinguish the lamps in the car, 
and they burned at full head long after 
daylight. A t last the lighted lamps 
attracted the old lady's attention, when 
she said to the President-elect: “James, 
put out those lamps. It’s no use wast­
ing the oil when it is doing no good.” 
General Grafield called the porters at­
tention to the matter, a id  the waste of 
Illuminating ilnid was stopped imme­
diately.

YETOED.
The last day o f ex-President Hayes’ 

administration was made prominent 
by the veto o f  the refunding hill. The 
opinions o f  the press and prominent 
business men of Xew  York are varied 
as to the correctness of this action o f  Mr.
Hayes. The 3th section, to which he
objected, was certainly o f no benefit to 
the end o f  refunding the debt, and 
might he o f  serious injury to the cur­
rency interests of the country. Follow­
ing is the full text o f  his message to 
the House o f Representatives:
To the House o f Representatives:

Having considered the bill entitled 
“A n  act to facilitate the funding o f the 
national debt,”  I  am constrained to re­
turn it to the house o f representatives, 
in which It originated, with the follow­
ing statement o f  my objections to its
passage.

The imperative necessity for prompt 
action and. the pressure of public duties 
in  this the closing week o f  my term of 
offiee, compels me to refrain from any 
attempt to make a full and satisfacto­
ry presentation o f my objections to  the 
bill. The importance of the passage at 
the present session of Congress o f a 
suitable measure for refunding the na­
tional debt which is about to mature is
generally recognized. It  has been urged 
upon the attention o f Congress by the 
Secretary o f the treasury and in my last 
annual message. If-successfully ac- 
compBshed it will secure a large de­
crease in the annual interest payment 
o f  the nation, and I  earnestly recom­
mend, If the bill before you shall fail, 
That another measure for this purpose

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ent national banking system of the 
country. This system has now been in 
operation almost twenty years. X o  
safer nor more beneficial hanking sys­
tem was ever established. Its advan­
tages as a business are free to all who 
have the necessary capital. It furnish­
es a currency- to the public which for 
convenience and security of the bill- 
holders has probably never been equal­
led by- that o f any other hanking sys­
tem. Its notes are secured by a depos­
it with the government o f interest hear­
ing United States bonds. The section 
o f the bill before which relates to the 
national hanking system, and to which 
objection is made, is not an essential 
part o f a refunding measure. It  is as 
follows:

“Sec. 5. From and after the first day 
of July, 1SS1, the 3 per cent, bonds au­
thorized by the first section of this act 
shall he the only bonds receivable as 
security for the national bank circula­
tion, or as security for the safe keep­
ing and prompt payment o f the public 
money deposited with such hanks, hut 
when any such bonds deposited for the 
purposes aforesaid shall be designated 
for purchase for redemption by the 
Secretary of the treasury the banking 
association depositing the same shall 
have the right to substitute other is­
sues o f bonds o f the United States in 
lieu thereof, provided that no bond on 
which interest has ceased shall be ac­
cepted or continued on deposit as se­
curity for the circulation or for the 
safe keeping of public money, and in 
case the bonds so deposited shall not be 
■withdrawn, as provided by law within 
thirty days after tlie interest lias ceas­
ed thereon, the banking association de­
positing the same sluill be subject to 
liabilities and proceedings on the part 
of the controller provided for in section 
5234, revised statutes United States; 
and provided further that section 4 of 
the act o f June 20,1374. entitled an act 
fixing the amounts o f United States 
notes, providing for redistribution of 
the national bank currency-, and for 
other purposes, he and the same is here­
by repealed, and sections 5159 5160 re­
vised statutes he and the same are 
hereby re-enacted.”

Under this section it Is obvious that 
no national hanks will hereafter he or­
ganized. except possibly in a few cities 
or localities where the prevailing rates 
of interest in ordinary business are ex­
tremely low. X o  new banks can be or­
ganized and no increase o f the capital 
of existing hanks can he obtained ex­
cept by the purchase and deposit o f 3 
per cent, bonds. X o other bonds of 
tlie United States can be used for the 
purpose. The §1,000,000,000 of other 
bonds recently issued by the United 
States mid hearing a higher rate of in­
terest than 3 per cent., and therefore a 
better security for tlie bill holder, can­
not, after the 1st of July next, be re­
ceived as security for the bank circu­
lation.

This is a radical change in the bank­
ing law. It takes from the banks the 
right they have heretofore had under 
the law to purchase and deposit as se­
curity for their circulation any of the 
bonds issued by the United States and 
deprive bill holder of the best security 
which banks are able to give by requir­
ing them to deposit bonds having the 
least value o f any bonds issued by the 
government. The average rate of tax­
ation of the capital employed in bank­
ing is more than double the rate of tax­
ation on capital employed in other le­
gitimate business. Under these cir­
cumstances, to amend the banking law 
so as to deprive the banks of the ad­
vantage of securing their notes by the 
most valuable bonds issued by the gov­
ernment will. It is believed, in a large 
part o f the country, he a practical pro­
hibition of organizing new banks, and 
will prevent existing banks from en­
larging their capital. The national 
banking system, if continued at all, 
will be a monopoly In the hands of 
those already engaged in it, who may 
purchase government bonds bearing a 
more favorable rate of interest than 8 
per cent, bonds prior to next July. To 
prevent further the organization of 
banks is to put in jeopardy the whole 
system by taking from it that feature 
that makes, as it is now, a banking 
system free upon the same terms to ail 
who wish to engage in it. Even the 
existing banks w ilfbe in danger of be­
ing driven from business by the addi­
tional disadvantages to which they will 
be subjected by tins bill.

In short I  cannot hut regard the fifth 
section of the bill as a step in the di­
rection of the destruction of the na­
tional banking system. Our country, 
after a long period of business depres­
sion. has just entered upon a career of 
unexampled prosperity. The with­
drawal of the currency from 1* circula­
tion by national hanks and the enforc­
ed winding up of hanks in consequence, 
would inevitably bring serious embar­
rassments and disasters to the business 
of the country. Banks of issue are 
essential instruments of modem com­
merce. I f  the present efficient and ad­
mirable system o f banking is broken 
down it will inevitably be followed by 
a recurrence to other and inferior 
methods of banking. Any measure 
looking to such a result will be a dis­
turbing element in our financial sys­
tem. It will destroy confidence and 
surely check the growing prosperity of 
the country. Believing that the meas­
ure for refunding the national debt is 
not necessarily connected with the na­
tional banking law, and that any re­
funding act would defeat its own ob­
ject i f  it imperiled the national bank­
ing system or seriously impaired its 
usefulness, and convinced that section 
5 of the bill before me would, if  it 
should become a law, work a great 
harm, I  herewith return the bill to the 
House of Representatives for that fur­
ther consideration which is provided 
for in  the Constitution.

School Law.
O fficia l B u lin g s  a n d  D ecis ion s,

Prom the Lansing Republican.
The question is frequently discussed 

by school officers, parents and teachers, 
as to the extent of the control which a 
teacher may legally exercise over his 
pupils in  respect to time and place, it 
being contended by some that lie has 
no concern with them in the way of 
authority or responsibility after school 
hours or beyond the school house prem­
ises. The following positions, as gen­
eral rules, in reference to this matter, 
are fully sustained in law.

1. In  the school room, the teacher 
has the exclusive control and supervi­
sion o f his pupils, subject only to such 
regulations and directions as may be 
prescribed or given by the School 
Board.

2. The conduct o f the pupils on any 
part of the premises connected with the 
school house or in the immediate vicin­
ity of the same (the pupils being thus 
virtually under the care and oversight 
o f the teacher), whether within the 
regular school hours or before or after 
them, is properly cognizable by the 
teacher. And any disturbance made 
by them or offences committed by them 
within this range, injuriously affecting 
in any way the interests o f the school, 
may clearly be the subjects of reproof 
and correction by the teacher.

3. In regard to what transpires by 
the way in  going to and returning from 
school, the authority o f the teacher 
m aybe regarded as concurrent with 
that o f tlie parent. So far as offenses 
are concerned for which the pupils 
committing them would be amenable 
to the laws, such as larceny, trespasses, 
etc., which come more particularly with­
in  the category o f crimes against the 
State, it is the wisest" course generally 
for the teacher (whatever may he Ms 
legal power), to let the offenders pass 
into the hands o f judicial or parental 
authority, and thus avoid being involv­
ed in controversies with parents and 
others, and exposing himself to the lia­
bility of being harassed by prosecution 
at law. But as to any misdemeanors 
o f which the pupils are guilty in pass­
ing from  the school honse to their 
homes, wMch directly and injuriously 
affect the good order and government 
o fth e  school and the right training o f

the scholars, such as truancy, willful 
tardiness, quarreling with other chil­
dren, the use of indecent and profane 
language, etc., there can be no doubt 
that these come within the jurisdiction 
of the teacher, and are properly mat­
ters for discipline in the school.

A  decision in the Supreme Court of 
Yermont illustrates and fully accords 
with the foregoing position. The Court 
decided that such misdemeanors have a 
direct and immediate tendency to in­
jure the school by subverting the teach­
er’s authority and begetting disorder 
and insubordination among the pupils. 
The same doctrine is substantially re­
cognized in the decision of Supreme 
Courts in some other States. Respect­
ing this and some- other kindred topics, 
attention is called to the. elaborate opin­
ion o f Chief Justice Shaw in the case 
of Sherwood vs. The Inhabitants of 
Charlestown; S Cushing’s reports, 160. 
The governing principle in all cases like 
the Yermont case is, that whatever in 
the misconduct of pupils under like cir­
cumstances. as to the time and place, 
etc., has a direct tendency to injure the 
school in its important interests, is 
properly a subject of discipline in the 
school, It  is sometimes objected to the 
foregoing views that the responsibility 
of teachers are in this way enlarged to 
an improper extent; that if their au­
thority extends beyond the school house 
limits and the school hours, their re­
sponsibilities must be increased in a 
corresponding ratio. But to this it 
may be answered that the matter is to 
have a reasonble construction; that it 
cannot be expected that a teacher will 
follow his pupils into tlie streets to 
watch their conduct when beyond his 
view and inspection; the extent o f his 
duty in this respect can only be to take 
cognizance o f such misconduct of his 
pupils, under the supposed circum­
stances, as may come to Ms knowledge 
incidentally, either through his own 
observation or other proper means of 
information.

4. Teachers may, at their discretion, 
detain scholors a reasonable time after 
the regular school hours, for reasons 
connected with the discipline, order or 
instruction of the school. This prac­
tice has been sanctioned by general and 
immemorial usage among the schools, 
and by the authority and consent of 
School Boards, expressed or implied, 
and has been found useful in its in­
fluence and results. There, is no law 
defining precisely the school hours 
within which the schools are to be kept. 
This is regulated by usage, or by the 
direction of the School Boards, varying 
in different localities, and also in differ­
ent seasons of the year. The practice 
under consideration, of occasionally de­
taining pupils after the regular school 
hours for objects connected with the 
school arrangements, rests precisely 
upon the same authority. The same 
superintending power that regulates 
and controls in the one ease does the 
same thing in the-other; yet the right 
in question should always he exercised 
by teachers with proper caution, and a 
due regard to the wishes and conveni­
ence of parents. It may he urged, by 
way of objection to the practice in 
question, that if a teacher can detain a 
pupil a quarter of an hour, he can an 
hour or two hours, and indeed to any 
extent whatever without limitation. 
Tlie answer to this is obvious, that the 
abuse of a practice is no argument 
against its general propriety and expe­
diency; that teachers are supposed, like 
other agents, to he governed by reason 
and sound judgment in the perform­
ance of their duties, and if, in any case, 
they should grossly prevert the confi­
dence and authority reposed in them 
in respect to this matter, they would, 
as in other like cases, be held responsi­
ble for the perversion.

Fare 
hard and work hard while your are 
young, and you will have a chance to 
rest when you are old.

Dogs as Prophets.
Several years ago a breed of singu­

larly hairy dogs was introduced at Sta­
ten Island.

“W e frequently sell 
to our own customers over 200 pounds 
o f frog legs a day. They are m  the 
bills of nearly all our hotels and res­
taurants, and areingreatesteem among 
epicures. Anybody can eat them, for 
they are just like chicken, in that they 
have no peculiar taste.”  "Where do 
you get your frogs ?” “Mainly from 
Canada, where they are raised in. great 
quantities for city markets. Three 
Hogs will furnish a pound of meat; 
and we get 20 to 35 cents a pound, so 
it pays pretty well to raise them. We 
keep a large supply on hand all the 
time. They are caught in nets or with 
hooks baited with a hit of red flannel.”

The balance of 
the candidates nominated Saturday 
evening received fiom 286 to 369 votes.

Jesse Helmick was horn inYivginia.

He was blessed with 
a vigorous frame and a, strong will 
power, so that he was not driven about 
by every wind of doctrine, and the 
cunning craftiness of men, but steadily 
maintained and faithfully adhered to 
the principles of early life. He was 
always true to the Church of his choice, 
and in him the Methodist itinerant 
found a generous friend and faithful 
brother. He was an acceptable stew­
ard, trustee and class leader. For 
more than forty years he was an official 
member of the M. E. Church. Nearly 
all the children are members of the 
same Church, and have promised to 
meet their father in Heaven. In 1S76 
Father Helmick met with a serious ac­
cident, being thrown from in’s horse he 
received injuries from which he never 
fully recovered. He was confined to 
his home all winter, but everything 
that loving hearts and Willing hands 
could do was done to make him com­
fortable and happy. We shall miss 
him. He and Bister Helmick were 
among the first members of the M. E. 
Church at Berrien Bprings, but he has 
been called up on high to lie forever 
witli the Lord. When lie realized the 
end was near lies poke tenderly to his 
children and grandchildren, telling 
them he wanted them to meet 
him in Heaven, and sent the same dy­
ing message to the absent loved ones. 
Three children proceeded him. Five 
sons and three daughters remain with 
mail}' relations and friends to mourn 
their loss. I. W.

The “Road Committee” appointed at 
the mass convention held at the Court 
House in Berrien Springs, 24th of April 
last past, would most respectfully sub­
mit this our report to the citizens of 
Berrien County.

As to the efficiency and force of our 
present highway laws we find, that iu 
many respects serious defects exist, 
which can only be remedied by legisla­
tive enactment and amendment. "We 
believe the present mode of collecting 
and disbursing revenue for the support 
of highways is not productive of the 
best attain able results, and ought to be' 
and could be rendered more efficacious 
by a radical change in the entire sys­
tem. We also find, that much tax is 
collected for which the tax payer re­
ceives no adequate returns, which can 
likewise be remedied. We believe that 
a thorough investigation of these mat­
ters will result in desirable changes; 
we conceive that a public discussion of 
vital questions relative to highways is 
the best method of reaching and edu­
cating the masses, therefore we have 
selected from the great mass of topics 
connected therewith the following list, 
and having secured the consent of able 
advocates to present leaders on the 
same, we hereby issue a call for a mass 
convention to he held at the Court 
House, at Berrien Springs, March 25th 
inst., at 11 o’clock a . xi. sharp, at which 
the following programme will be car­
ried out (unless otherwise ordered by 
said Convention) together with other 
pertinent subjects which may be pre­
sented.

An organization will be effected and 
necessary committees appointed, after 
which an adjournment will be had to 
1 o’clock r. M.

Upon reassembling, reports from 
committees will be beard and acted 
upon. After which Hon. L. P. Alexan­
der will present a leader on the subject 
of “Making roads and the best tools to 
be used.

The first duel in  S t  Iiouis was that of 
Thomas EL Benton and Charles Lucas.

engaged as counsel. CoL Benton, be* 
lieriag- himself insulted, sent the glove 
to Mr. Lucas as a challenge. But Mr. 
Lucas, having no taste for such sport, de­
clined on the ground that statements 
made to a jury could not properly be 
considered by a gentleman a cause for 
such meeting, and furthermore Col. 
Benton was an excellent shot They 
again met in controversy, and CbL Ben­
ton branded him as a coward. Lucas 
said he would meet him on equal terms, 
and fire choice of weapons were selected 
by Lucas, they being shot-guns, to be 
loaded with twelve Yo. -L buckshot at six 
paces. Col. Benton, well knowing that 
this would insure sure death to both 
parties, threw up the sponge. But it 
was not long until a cloud passed their 
threshold once more, and in this ease 
Mr, Lucas, in order to protect his honor, 
was forced to challenge Col. Benton. 
The meeting took place on Bloody 
island, just opposite St. Louis, on the 
morning of Aug. 12,1S17, pistols being 
the weapons used. Mr. Lucas fell, se­
verely wounded in the neck, and was 
withdrawn from the field. A  temporary 
reconciliation followed, and another 
duel took place on the same grounds by 
the same parties, as the feud broke out 
afresh, wMeh resulted in the killing of 
young Lucas, at the age of 25 years. 
This deplorable encounter took place on 
Sept. 27, 1817. Young Lucas left to 
mourn his life a voting wife, having been 
married but four months. He was wed­
ded June 21,1817.

During the following year another 
duel occurred, the combatants being 
Capts. Martin and Barnsey, of the 
I'nited States army, who were stationed 
at Fort Bell Fountain, on the Missis­
sippi river. Bloody island being the seat 
of war. Bamsey was wounded, and died 
in a few days afterward, and was buried 
with Masonic and military honors on 
June 30, 1S28.> Another honorable 
meeting occurred at the grounds be­
tween Joshua Barton, District Attorney 
of the United States, a resident of S t 
Louis, and Thomas C. Sector. The par­
ties met in the evening, and Mr. Barton 
fell mortally wounded. An article 
which appeared in the Republican 
charging* Gen. William Sector, then 
United States Surveyor, with corruption 
in office was the cause of the fatal duel. 
The General was in "Washington at the 
time, and his brother, Thomas C., 
warmly defended his cause, and, learn­
ing that Barton was the author of the 
charge, sent him the challenge which 
resulted so fatally.

In August, 1SS1, another most shock­
ing duel took place on the same 
grounds. Spencer Pettis, a young law­
yer of promise, was a candidate for Con­
gress. his opponent being David Bid­
dle. Maj. Biddle made some severe 
criticisms on Mr. Bettis through the 
newspapers, and a challenge followed 
and was accepted, and they fought at 
five paces distant, and at the first fire 
both fell mortally wounded. Young 
Pettis died in about thirty hours, while 
Maj. Biddle lingered only a few days. 
Pettis had just gained his election. 
Maj. Biddle's tomb may be seen in St. 
Louis, at Biddle Square. This ended 
the code of honor at S t Louis.

Czar Xicholas and His Doctor.
On the 2d of March. 1855, when it was 

known that the Czar Nicholas had died, 
a wild excitement, increasing from day 
to dav, burst forth against his favorite 
physician, Dr. Mandt, the more readily 
suspected because he was a German. 
Busy. •Calumniators spread the news 
abroad in all circles that the guilt of the 
Emperor's death lay at the door of his 
Prussian doctor. Mandt’s family, who 
were then at Frankfort, were in the 
greatest terror, when their fear was re­
moved by a dispatch from S t Petersburg 
stating that the present Czar, Alexander; 
had taken up the defense of the calum­
niated man, having called him into 
his presence, thanked him before the 
court for the care of his father, 
and presented him with a magnificent 
gold snuff-box, richly set with diamonds.

The doctor, it appears, has left behind 
him a detailed account of the last days 
and hours of his imperial patient. Al­
most his only friends at court beside 
the Czar himself were the heir to the 
throne and the Grand Duchess Helena. 
He was an object of violent dislike to 
her husband, the Grand Duke Michael. 
When tiie Czar was taken ill Mandt’s 
meaner foes whispered about that he 
would poison their master. The Grand 
Duchess Helena warned him of the plots 
against his reputation and person. Her 
husband called him into a private room. 
“ I  found Mm, in the highest excite­
ment,”  says Dr. Mandt “ X thought 
he would seize me b y  the collar, but my 
coolness seemed to make some impres­
sion upon him, and he contented him­
self by shaking his fist in my face, and 
exclaiming, ‘ traitor!’ ”  An. excited 
conversation passed between them, and 
the Prince ended by saying, “  On the 
day upon which the'precious health of 
the Czar is endangered b y  your treat­
ment, your learned head shall hang up­
on vour neck by the thinness o f a single 
thread.”

doctor. One day, upon feeling himself 
better, the Czar said: “ Mandt, do you 
know that I  believed yesterday that you 
were bent upon poisoning m e?” “ I  
knew it, Sire,”  replied "  the doctor. 
“ Then do not forget,”  observed the 
Emperor, “  that you have enemies here, 
and many of them. ”  On the night of 
the 2d of March, Mandt had to tell the 
Czar the fateful news that his recovery 
was impossible. Nicholas received the 
information with great calmness. He 
ordered the sacrament to be brought, 
took leave of the Empress, his children 
and grandchildren, kissed them, and 
blessed each by name with a firm, clear 
voice. To the Empress he said: “ I  
shall send for thee when the last mo­
ment draws nigh. ”—London Globe.

know one man who was unable to save 
anything on an income of $12,000 a 
year, and who gave among the reasons 
that it cost him $10 per week for cigars. 
I f  all his expenses were at such a rate 
there could be very little chance at ac­
cumulation. There are many smokers 
who average 100 cigars a week. These 
are ihe men who build up such fortunes 
as ihe GUseys and others have made. 
Peter Gilsey landed in Yew York a poor 
emigrant. 'He was a piano maker, but 
opened a cigar shop in the Bowery, 
which his wife attended while he wrought 
at his trade. From this humble begin­
ning Gilsey became one of the most ex­
tensive dealers in the city. He had at 
one time nearly a dozen cigar shops, 
and he left an estate worth $2,000,000, 
The Gilsey House is one of his crea­
tions, and the splendid establishment 
known as the “  Gilsey Building,”  cor­
ner of Broadway and Conrihmd street, 
is another.

Danger in the Household.
Some fashionable socks and stockings 

often contain poisonous coloring matter, 
and cause eruptions of the feet. Some 
California miners died from tho effects 
of wearing boots lined with bright green 
flannel, the color in tins case being 
“ Scheele’s green,”  a well-known ar­
senical compound. A  tradesman suf­
fered from wearing a bright maroon 
flannel shirt. Paper collars glazed and 
stiffened with sized white lead, and con­
taining arsenic, have produced serious 
illness; and the same results have fol- 
lowedjthe wearing of hats lined with ma­
terial containing arsenic, and from 
gloves and coat-sleeves similarly treated, 
liv e  or six persons in a household were 
rendered suddenly ill by the matter ex­
haled from chintz window cur­
tains and bed drapery, and green 
blinds sometimes throw off ar­
senical particles. Green gas-shades 
in a composing-room of a printing office 
have produced illness among the com­
positors. In the kitchen, arsenic has 
now and then been met with when used 
to impart a green hue to dishes, such 
as blanc mange. In  one case a gentle­
man was poisoned b y  partaking of a dish 
innocently enough colored by arsenic 
preparations Which had been mistaken 
by the cook for an extract of spinach. 
And, even in the exercise of the perfum­
er’s art, it behooves us to be on our 
guard against using preparations for the 
hair colored green by some compound 
of this substance. Arsenic also enters 
into the coloring of certain kinds of wall 
paper, and, as it readily becomes vola­
tile, we are constantly in danger from 
its effects.

tnrer charms, in the following language:

Fleeces should be done up with care, 
nicely rolled aud securely tied with 
light twiue. "When it is known that a 
farmer puts up his wool iu neat shape 
without any tags, etc,, he will obtain 
the highest price. Everywhere, bnt 
especially here, “  Honesty* is the host 
policy.”
