Fort Yates (Dakota) Correspondence of ihe Cin-
cinnati Commercial. :

THE CUSTER FIGHT.

Two Sioux Accounts of the Annihi-
lation of His Forece.

There has been a great desire to hear
the Indian account of the Custer fight.
All these hostiles were in it. Capt.
Howe, who is highly regarded by the
Indians, told me that Low Dog, chief
of the Ogallallas, and recognized by the
Indians as a great warrior, had prom-
ised to give him anaccountof the fight,
and invited me to hear it. I ook pen-
cil and paper, and, with Low Dog’s
consent, noted it down. I have it al-
most word for word as trauslated by
the interpreter, but I regret exceeding-
1y that the interpreter did not give me
a literal translation. All the Indians
use a great many gestures and signs,
and the interpreters tell me thatitis
very diftficuit to do more than give the
substance of what they say.

“We were in camp near the Little
Big Horn river. We had lost some
horses, and an Indian went back on
the trail to look for them. We did not
know that the white warriors were
coming after us. Some scouts or men
in advance of the warriors saw the In-
dian looking for the horses, and ran
after him and tried to kill him to keep
him from bringing us word, but he ran
faster than they and caime into camp
and told us that the white warriors
were coming. I wasasleepin my lodge
at the time. The sun was abput noon
(pointing with his finger.) Iheard the
alarm and L did not believeit. Ithought
it was a false alarm. I did not think
i, was possible that any white men
would attack us so strong as we were.
We had in our camp the Cheyennes,
Arrapahoes, and seven different tribes
of the Teton Sioux—a countless numn-
ber. Although I did not believeit was
a true alarm, I lost no time in getting
ready. When I got my gun and came
out of my lodge the attack had begun
in that part ot the camp where Sitting
Bull and the Unecapapas were. The
Indians held their ground to give the
-women and children time to get out of
the way. Dy this time the herders
were driving in the horses, and as I
was nearly at the further end of the
camp I ordered my men to caich their
horses and mount. But there was
much confusion. The women and chil-
dren were tryving to catch their horses
and get out of the way, and my men
were hurrying to go and help those
that were fighting. hen the fighters
saw that the women andchildren were
safe, they fell back. By this time my
people went to help them, and the less
able warriors and women caught horses
and got them ready, and we drove the
first attacking party back, and that
party retreated to a high hill. Then I
told my people not to venture too far
in pursuit, for fear of falling into an
ambush. By this time all the warriors
in our camp were mounted and ready
for fight, and then we were atfacked
on the other side by another party.
They came on us like a thunderbolt. T
never before nor sinece saw men so
brave and fearless as those white war-
riors. We retreated until our men got
all together, and then we ¢harged upon
them. I called to my men, ‘Thisis a
good day to die; follow me.” We mass-
ed our men, and that no man should
fall back, every man whipped another
man's horse and we rushed right upon
them. Asasve.rushed upon them the
white warriors dismounted to fire, but
they did very poor shooting. They
held their horses’ reius on one arm
while they were shooting, but- their
horses were so frightened that they
pulled the men all around, and a great
many of their shots went up in the air
and did us no harm. The white war-
riors stood their ground bravely, and
none of them made any attempt to es-
cape or get uway. After all, buta few
of them were killed; I captured two
of their horses. Then the wise men
and chiefs of our nation gave outto
our people not to mutilate the dead
white chief, for he was a brave war-
rior and died a brave man; and his re-
mains should be respected. Then I
turned round and went to help fight
the other white warriors who had re-
treated to a high hill on the east side
of the river. (This was Reno’s com-
mand.) I don’t know whether any
white men of Custer’s force were taken
prisoners. When I got back to our
camp they were all dead. Everything
was in confusion all the time of fhe
fight. I did not see Gen. Custer. I do
not know who killed him. We did not
know till the fight was over that he
was the white chief. We had no idea
that the white. warriors were coming
until the runner came in and told us.
I do not say that Reno was a coward.
He fought well, but our men were
 fighting to save their women and chil-
dren, and drove them back. If Reno
and his warriors had fought as Custer
and his warriors fought, the battle
might have been against us, No white-
man or Indian ever fought as bravely
as Guster and his men. The next day
we fought Reno and his forces -again
and killed many of them, Then the
chiefs said these men had been pun-
isbed enough, and that we ought to be

There were eighty warri-

orsin my band, All the Sioux were

there from every tribe. We had war-

riors plenty as the leaves on the trees.

Oflr camp was as long as from the fort

to the lower end of our camp here

(more than two and a half miles). Sit-

ting Bull and Crazy Horse were the

great chiefs of the-fight. Sitting Bull

did not himself fight, but he gave or-

ders. We turned against the second

party. The great body of our war-

riors came together in their front, and

we rushed our horses on them. At the

sume time warriors rode out on each

side of them and circled round’ them

till they were surrounded. When they

saw that they were surrounded they

dismounted. They tried to hold on to

their horses, but as we pressed closer

they let go their horses. We crowded

them toward our main camp and killed

them all. They kept in order and

fought like brave warriors as long as

they had a man left. Our camp was

on Greasy Grass river. (Little Big

Horn.) When we charged every chief

gave the cry, ‘Hi-yi-y1.” (Here Crow

Chief gave.us the ery in a high pro-

longed tone. When this cryis given

it is a command to all the warriors to

watch the chief and follow his actions.)

Then every chief rushed his horse on

the white soldiers, and all our warriors

did the same, every one whipping an-

other’s horse. There was great hurry

and confusion in the fight. No one

chief was above another in that fight.

It was not more than half an hour af-

ter the long-haired chief attacked us

before he and all his men were dead.

Then we went back for the first party.

We fired at them until the sun went

down. We surrounded them and

. wafchéd them all night, and at daylight

we fought them again. WeIilled many

of them. Then a chief from the Un-

capapas called our men off. He told

them those men had been punished

enough; that they were fighting under |
orders, that we had killed the great

leader and his men in the fight the day

before, and we should let the rest go

home. Bitting Bull gave this oxder.

He said: “This is not my doings nor

these men’s. They are fichting because

they were commanded to fight. We

have killed their leader. Let them go.’

I call on the Great Spirit to witness

what I say. We did not want to fight.

Long Hair sent us word that he was

coming to fight us, and we bad to de-

fend ourselves and our wives and chil-

dren. If this command had not been

given we could have cut Reno’s com-

mand to pieces, as we did Custer's.

No warrior knew Custer in the fight.

We did not know bim, dead or alive.

When the fight was over the chiefs

gave orders to look for the long-haired

chief among the dead, but no chief

with long hair could be found.” (Cus-

ter had his hair cut short before start-

ing on this marech.)

Assassination.

It 1s certainly a remarkable fact that
aman can statein the city of New
York truly and openly that he has de-
liberately planned and accomplished
the murder of innocent persons in Rus-
sia, and yet that he is entirely safe
from any other penalty than the mor-
al condemnation of the community.
1t is a familiar legend that the Roman
law did not provide for the punish-
ment of parricide, because it was in-
conceivable that such a crime would
be committed. The confession of Hart-
mann, or of the person who calls him-
self Hartmann, in New York apprises
us that there are flagrant cases of
crime which our laws and treaties do
not yet cover. Hartmannhas commit-
ted no offense in this country, and we
have no treaty of extradition with
Russia. If, the Russian government
should furnish complete proof of his
identity and of his crime, and ask for
his arrest and surrender. there is no
legal ground upon which he could be
seized and returned. Happily no man
can be arrested in this country but by
the authority of law, and the law does
not cover this case.

A treaty of extradition with Russia,
or with any purely despotic govern-
ment, would be a very delicate trans-
action. 1t must protect perfectly the
right of political asylum in this coun-
11y, and prevent the surrender of men
for political punishment under pretense
of criminal trial. Itis evident thatin
the negotiations for such a treaty the
whole question of the criminality of
the assassination of degpots would be
drawn into debate. Undoubtedly the
general judgment of mankind does not
condemn Charlotte Corday equally with
Wilkes Booth. Yet the pleafor tyran-
nicide which Landor urges is equally
rejected by that general judgment, be-
cause it is as. applicable to private as
to public Wrong, and virtually commits
the power over 2 man’s life te the dis-
cretion of every one of his neighbors,
“Nothing can - excuse assassination,”
says D’Azeglio, “because it is an act of
- freachery in execution of a sentence
‘pronounced without trial by an incom-
petent tribunal.”

procedure. The surrender of a man
politieally hateful to an absolute gov-
ernment to be tried by its military
officers, uiider any plea whatever, is a
proceeding that cannot be too carefully
guarded in a freecounfry. This would
be the dificulty in the negotiation of
an extradition treaty with Russia. Its
government is practically a govern-
ment of terror, and we do not wish to
add to its horrors by helping it to se-
cure its victims who escape to other
lands. LN

On the other hand, the horror of tak-
ing the power of life and death into
private and irresponsible hands is in
this country so profound and instinct-
ive that Hartmann has recoiled from
it, and gone over the border lest it
should prompt hissurrender even with-
out the form of law. His apprehen-
sion is needless, but that the public
mind revolts at his confession is unde-
niable. The event of the 2d of July
has shown us the nature and the con-
sequences of his doctrine and plan of
assassination. If involves the murder
of innocent persons. Now while mur-
der cannot be prevented, it need not be
promoted. The Nihilist-conspiracy of
assassination in Russia, like the Sep-
tember masgacres in the French Revo-
lution, is the ghastly and natural fruit
of despotism. They point the argu-
ment against absolutism. But they
strangely confuse our minds if they
lead us to praise or to eycuse Marat
and the terrorists. One crime does not
justify another. That the Czar sends
an innocent man to Siberia and silences
protest does not justify Hartmann in
murdering another innocent man at
Moscow as a warning to the Czar. If
Charlotte Corday takes her life in her
hand, and strikes Marat to the heart,
we must admit that Marat’s hideous
crimes provoke such retaliation. But
if we would praise a heroine’s deeds as
well as purpose, it is Jean D’Are, not
Charlotte Corday, that we recall—
Harper's Weekly.

The Crowe Contingent.

The case of Crowe at Peoria has been
fully discussed by the daily press, and
like that of Hartmann, it reveals a
criminal offense with which our laws
do not deal. Crowe declares that he
manufactured the dynamite infernal
machine to explode in England. and by
indiseriminate murder and terror to
help the cause of Ireland. He propos-
es to help that cause further by ruin-
ing British commerce, to accomplish
which result he wili cause machines to
be smuggled into trading vessels, to ex-
plode and sink them in due time. Hap-
pily this is a matter which can be
managed without great difficulty. The
shipping of murderous material and
machines with felonious intent to coun~
tries with which we have treaty rela-
tions can be punished like any other
crime. The plan of making America
the base of assassination in Europe
will miscarry. There are no worse en-
emies of liberty and the rights of the
people everywhere than those who
would make this country the paradise
of assassins. The Republican cause in
Europe for a half-century and more—
indeed, since the Holy Alhiance that
followed the wars of Napoleon—has
had no deadlier hinderance than its ap-
parentidentification with assassination.
The conspiracies of the Carbonuri and
other similar leagues, so far as they
proposed violence, did not loosen the
chuins of despotism, but gave Republi-
cuanism a bad name.— Harper's Weekly.

One of the Most Enmous Eank Rob-
beries on Record.

. When Jonathan Edwards was preach.
ing the doctrine of original .sinin the
quiet and peaceful town of Nerthanmip-
ton, Mass, says the Detroit Free
Press, - he probably little dreamed,
in:spite of his doctrine, that in less than
a century ané a halfl one of the most
skillful and daring robberics wounld be
commitied in that town, forming ““a
celebrated case™ in the anuals of erime,
throwing final suspicion upon the bank
managers, some of whase ancestors, in
all probability, listened to the famous
New England divine,

The bank itself, 8 mussive building,
is the receptacle of the surplus money
of the rich and thriving population m
the Connecticut valley. Individual se
curities, trust funds, eash, bouds, Tun-
ning up iuto the millions were degposited
in its solid vanlt. To unulock the vute
dour of the vanlt several keys are e
quired, and these keys were distributes”
among as many bank eilierrs. - Inside o
the bank also the ovbstacles to burglasy
seomed insuperable. There were twe
inner doors, each with its combination
of four sets of figures; there was a new
and solid safe with double doors, each
also with its combination of four figrures;
finally, a watchman stationed within the
Lank kept guard until after 4 o’clock
easch moruing. People believed im it,
as the Isrselites believed in the ark of
the covenant. What, then, was the
consternation of this community when
one morning it was sunounced that se-
curities snd cash, to the extent of a
million and a quarter dollars, had dis-
appeared !

The originators of the daring rob-
beries were three famous *‘ eracksmen™
who had already sueceeded in breaking
open several banksand plundering them
of their riches. But, the bank-safe con-
stractors getting shead of them, they
persusded Edson, one of the workmen
emploved by the Herring Safe Compauy,
to join the gang. It soon affer hap-
pened that the locks of the Northamp-
ton Bank were out of order and Edson
was sent to make the repairs. Infrust-
od with the keys, he made false ones
from wax impressions and persuaded
the bank ofiicials that it wonld be safer
to intrust all the combinations with the
cashier, Whittlesey.

All being in readiness, the robboers, at
1 o'clock in the moraing, Jannasy, 1876,
visited Whittlesey’s house, bonad and
terrorized him a»d his whole family, he
baing oniored «t the point of the pistl
to surretdor the nuwbers of the comid-
nations,  He gave vwrong numbers
But the thicves wire more conuning,
After faking down the numbers and pro-
ceading {o converse on other subjeets,
they suddenly ordsred him fo repeat the
figurcs.  He could not reeall them, and
was prunded. kicked and choked until
he furnished the correct ones.  After the
watchman had left the bank at 4 o’clock
in the morning, the robbers proseeded
thither, opened the waults, took away
the boety aud escaped from town.

It tock tweive hours toopen the locks,
which the robbers had damaged, the
ansuspected Edson belng employed for
the purpose.  Search was made every-
where, including Northamplou itself,
for the missing bonds. The school-
bouse where the robbers had eoneealed
themselves, aud where they left their
Iantera and remmnauts of their lancheon,
was explorell—all but the platform on
which the children stood at the Liack-
Poard. The bonds and securities were
Iyiug there while the searchers were in
the room, but the robbers had, with
colored putty, hidden the screw heads
which they had disturbed, and no trace
of their proccedings was observable.
After the excikment was over, the
thieves returnel one night and took
possession of their booty.

Edson, Leing refused his share of {he
plinder, trned Siate’s evidence and
saw two of his confederates Legin a
twenby-yvears’ sentence In Stat+ prison.
Other members of the gaug were arrest-
ed st the end of four years, aud those
slready in prison, with the hupe of 2
pardon, threatened to expose the whole
conspiracy unless the securities were
returned. All but 150,000 were brought
back, and the prosecution was dropped.
This was accomplished at the expense
of the reputation of the bank ofiicers,
who were charged with compounding a
felony in order to get possession of their
treasure. Iumany of its featnres it was
the most cunning and daring of schemes
in the history of crime.

Bince the lay of ercalion :hg
air has been breathed with impunity by
millions of different animals—tender,
delicate creatures, some of them—fawus,
lamis and young birds.  The moist
nightairof the tropicalforestsishreathed
with impunity Ii'v nur next relatives,
the anthropoid ., -thesame apes that
soon perish with  usumption in the
close though generally well-warmed at-
mosphere of our Northern menageries,
Thousands of soldiers, hunters and Jum-
bermen sleep every night in tents and
open sheds without the least injurious
consequences ; men in the last stage of
consumption have recovered by adopt-
ing a semi-savage mode of lfe, and
camping out doors in all but the storm-
iest nights. Is it the draught that yon
fear, or the*contrast ot temperature?
Blacksmiths and railroad conductors

eem to thrive under such influences,
Draught? Have you never seen boys
skating in the teeth of a snow-storm at
the rate of fifteen miles an hour? “ They
counteract the effect of the cold air by
vigorous exercise.” Is there mno other
way of keeping warm? Does the north
wind damage the fine lady sitling
motionless in her sleigh, or the pilot and
helmsman of a storm-tossed vessel? 1t
cannot be the inclemency of the golden
air, for, even in sweltering summer
nights, the sweet south wind, Liesscdly
all creatures that draw the breath of liie,
brings no retef to the victim of ncro-
phobia, There is no doubt that faniilses
who have freed themseives from the
curse of that superstition can live out
and out healthier in the heart of u great
city than its slaves on the airiest lugh-
land of the Southern Apennines.

- health, Breathing the same air over
and over again meansto feed the orgun-
ism-on the excretions of our own hungs,
on air surcharged with noxious gases
and almost depleted of the lfe-sustuin-
ing principle. Azotized air aifects the
lungs as the substitution 6f «xcrements
for nourishing food would affect owr di-
gestive organs; corruption sels in; pul-
monary phthisis is, in fict, a process of
putrefaction,

& day each—a mark for the morning and
& mark for the noon service—which, for
walking up and down that long flight of
steps, in addition to playing several
pieces of church musie, isa small enough
remuneration. Chorals are also played
from another of the - church towers in

ohurch towers in Liudwigsburg, Rossen-
stein, Friederichshafen, near Stuttgart,
and in others of the very old German
oities and towns.—Springfield Repub-
lican .
