As I  can remember my great-aunt 
Elizabeth—and I was a very little boy 
wlien I  used to see her—she was a well- 
rounded old Quaker lady with the neat­
est of caps and a spotless kerchief 
folded across her breast. "What most 
impressed me Was that she knitted 
gray woolen stockings all the time, ap­
parently never looking at them and 
never dropping a stitch. This struck 
me as a very marvelous feat, and to 
tell the truth, I  must still think it so, 
as I  do not find ladies, young or old, 
nowadays, who can do the same.

I  never imagined that my great-aunt 
Elizabeth had experienced a livelier 
emotion than that consequent on drop­
ping a stitch or having a baking spoil. 
Xot till long after she was laid away 
in one of the tombless mounds in the- 
Friends' burying ground did I  learn 
from okl letters and papers that a 
whirlwind of passion and of pain had 
swept through Her life half a century 
before I saw her.

She was the youngest daughter of 
my ancestor, her father, who, with due 
respect to his memory, must have been 
a choleric and tyrannical old fellow. 
She grew up a beauty, and as at that 
time marriages were formed early 
imong the settlers of the Upland, 
where the family lived, her sisters were 
soon carried oif and she lived alone 
with her father, then a widower. Nat­
urally. she did not lack admirers, some 
from the surrounding farms and some 
even from Philadelphia and Xewcastle. 
Two, however, were particularly assid­
uous—the one, John Hatton, already 
the prosperous owner of a farm in the 
neighborhood; the other, Thomas Ebs- 
worth. a promising sprig of the law 
from Newcastle.

The latter was a dapper gentleman 
of the day, with a wig and black silk 
stockings, and with the courteous man­
ners of the established church, of which 
lie and his parents were members. He 
showed to great advantage in Eliza­
beth’s eyes in contrast to John Hatton, 
a heavy youth, slow of speech, wearing 
an ill-fitting Quaker suit of homespun, 
and inclined' to surliness. But her 
father looked at matters differently. 
He had feigned business in Newcastle 
and found the Ebsworth family to be, 
as he expressed it, o f the Maryland 
style of people, spending their income 
iu fine living, buying wines and wear­
ing imported goods. Altogether the 
future of young Ebsworth looked to 
him very problematical, so one evening 
he began: “Elizabeth, I  see thee has 
two followers who are coming often;
I  shall not urge thee to marry either, 
but I  shall tell thee one thee shale not 
marry, and that is Thomas Ebsworth. 
Nor shall he come again into this house.
I  shall have no sparks in silk stockings 
enter my doors.”

Elizabeth knew well the hard, in­
flexible character of her father.' She 
could never remember to have sat on 
bis knee, nor to have kissed him. Yet 
she knew that in liis way he loved his 
family before all else, and what ren­
dered her case hopeless was that it was 
this very love for her that prompted 
his cruel action. She turned deadly 
pale, and sinking on a bene It said not 
a word.

Her father had expected passionate 
remonstrance, perhaps, hut not silent 
acquiescence. He well knew that her 
affections were for Ebsworth. Many 
men would have worked themselves 
into a rage to justify their harshness. 
But he needed no such self-deception. 
He acted as Friends usually act, with 
perfectly clear convictions.

“Thee knows that in this I  act for 
thy welfare. I  cannot allow thee to 
enter a family where the hours are 
passed’in worldly pleasure, where re­
ligion is a hollow profession, and whose 
goods are squandered in follies. Let 
this relation go no further, and now 
go to thy sleep.”

Not till she was in bed did Elizabeth 
give way to those wild choking sobs 
which she had stifled by a mighty ef­
fort. Life stretched before her a long 
and sterile blank. The light and the 
glory had utterly gone from it.

Next day she rose pale and haggard 
and went about her duties as usual. 
Her father made no reference to the 
conversation, but he. was restless. He 
knew that on Fifth-day evening Thom­
as Ebsworth paid his usual weekly 
visit. This was Fifth-day, and the old 
man evidently had something on his 
mind. So had Elizabeth, fearing she 
knew not what.

Toward sunset Ebsworth entered the 
lane on horseback.

Get 
thee gone. Neither she nor I  want to 
see thee again.”

A  faint cry from an ujlper window 
led both o f them to look up. There, 
prone across the sill, lay the fainting 
form of Elizabeth. The old man, with 
an imperative gesture of auger, bade 
the youth depart. Looking hopelessly 
at the’ house he turned down the lane 
and was never seen to enter it again.

But did he thus give up the chase? 
A h ! that is w’here a dreadful mystery 
comes in. Watched and lectured by 
her father, dogged by surly John Hat­
ton, Elizabeth sank into apathy, the 
roses faded from her cheeks, and at 
last she was worried into consenting 
to a marriage with this persistent 
suitor.

A  year passed, ivben one day Joint 
rode up to the old man’s, a prey to 
some excitement which changed his 
whole features.

Tarnishing o f Jew elry.
Some persons can wear cheap jewel­

ry without its tarnishing, while -6u 
others even gold ornaments soon 
change color. The following explana­
tion of the new facts is given by tlie 
Jeweler:

It is well known that the human 
body contains humors and acids, simi­
lar in  action to, and having a life ten­
dency toward, baser metals, as nitric 
and sulphuric acids have, namely, to 
tarnish or dissolve them, varying in 
quantity in different persons; of this 
theory we have abundant proof in the 
effects which the wearing o f jewelry 
produces on different persons. Thou­
sands wear continually, without any 
ill effect, the cheaper class of jewelry 
with brass ear-wires, while if  others 
wore the same article for a few days, 
they would be troubled with sore ears; 
or. in other words, the acids contained 
in the system would so act on the brass 
as to procure ill results. Instances 
have occurred in which articles of jew­
elry of any grade below eighteen carat 
have been tarnished in a few days, 
merely from the above named cause.

True, these instances are not very 
frequent; nevertheless it is well to 
know them, anil they are sufficient to 
prove that it is not iii every case tlie 
fault of the goods not wearing w ell— 
as it is generally called—but the result 
of the particular constitution by which 
they are worn.— Youth!s Companion.

Tlie Story o f a Commercial Traveler.

Tourists W ho In fest Egypt. _
The Builder, quoting a correspond­

ent o f the Debats, censures the con­
duct of certain tourists who .’infest 
Egypt. They “ increase in numbers 
every year; reports of revolution, in­
subordination m the army, and chol­
era are powerless to hinder them; and 
those easy means of communication, 
the steamers that now run frequently 
up and down the Nile, bring in larger 
numbers than ever the strangers to see 
the ruins. Their presence, however, is, 
we are sorry to hear, deeply regretted 
by the genuine archaeologist. In the 
30 years that Egypt lias been thus vis­
ited, more harm has been done to its 
old buildings than in the centuries of 
so much abused neglect which have 
passed over the country.

When Belzoni and 
Champollion entered the tomb it was 
intact; not a word of the inscribed 
text was. wanting; the wall paintings 
were as fresh in color as i f  painted the 
day b e fore ;' now the tomb is pearly a 
rufn, and in a few years the destruc­
tion will be complete.”

Ice may be 
fed to a three months old child in this 
way, each splinter being no longer 
than a common pin, for five or ten 
minutes, the result being that it has 
swallowed in that time a spoonful of 
warm water, which, so far as being a 
harm is good for it, and the process 
may he repeated hourly as often as the 
fretting fits from teething begin.

W e know the boat was 
launched, however, because we saw the 
soapA W e heard of no accidents and 
everybody appeared well pleased, es- 
peciallyNcapt. Bartlett, who is to he 
her mastenyFrom tlie Times Palladi­
um we take tltasfollowing description 
of the craft:

Her keel was placedYr «4be blocks 
Dec. 1, 1881, and meas 
Length on deck, 167 feet; extre 
breadth, 31>£ feet; depth o f hold, 11 
feet; 30 toils of iron ' and 200,000 
feet o f timber were used in her con­
struction and she is of 600 tons bur­
then. Her machinery was built at the 
shops o f Bryce, Bloecker & Co., Grand 
Haven, Mich., and is of the finest de­
sign and finish. The boiler is of steel, 
Sj<xic feet, and at fullest capacity is 
equivalent to 56S horse power, and 
stands a test of 100 pounds steam pres­
sure. It is finished with copper coil 
heater, steam and exhaust pipes. The 
engine has single crank, link motion 
1 length o f connection 3 to l)  with slide 
valve and independent cut off. It has 
steel cross-head, wrought iron slides, 
and has a column frame well braced 
forward and aft, and is seven feet 
square on base. The boiler weighs 
twenty tons; bed plate o f engine; 5,150 
pounds; wheel shaft, 6",600 pounds; 
wheel, 5,400 pounds. The wheel was 
made by Farrar & Trefts, Buffalo, N. 
Y., and is a fine piece o f casting, it be­
ing nine feet and eight inches in di­
ameter. The entire cost of machinery 
is over $10,000, and the cost of boat 
complete will he $60,000. Messrs. Kel­
ley & Rowley are the decorative ar­
tists, who so handily ply the brush, 
and they expect to use nearly three 
tons o f  paint in her interior and exte­
rior adornment. She will be painted 
after the style o f the Messenger.

She w ill be towed to Chicago in 
about one week from to-morrow, will 
there receive her boiler, and will then 
return here to receive the engine and 
be completed.

Her main cabin will be 12x135 feet 
with 48 state-rooms. The main-stair­
way will be aft, leading to a beautiful 
circular alcove with large,curved plate 
glass window's. This alcove forms an 
entrance to the cabin. Forward there 
will be a gentleman’s smoking-room, 
furnished also with a plate glass front, 
and fitted up in a style to please the 
Turkish Sultan himself. The cabin 
and state-rooms are to be trimmed with 
black walnut in rich design, and no 
moqey will be spared to make the same 
everything desiredfor luxury and com­
fort. . :

Animals as Surgeons.
(Youths' Companion-l

Poxes and wolves, and probably a few 
other animals, have been known to re­
lease themselves from the jaws of a trap 
by cutting off with their teeth the leg 
which was caught: hut it has beeu 
asserted very often that the raccoon 
does not perform any such heroic sur­
gery. Now, as to this exception in the 
case of the raccoon, there is a mistake.

On the banks of the Mississippi river 
some men were engaged in eutting saw- 
logs. They had felled a large sycamore 
about three feet and a half in. diameter, 
and, while cutting it through at a point 
about thirty-five feet from the ground, 
the saw came upon something which 
operated on the teeth exactly like iron, 
and the workmen could go no further.

They removed the saw and cut the 
tree in two several inches farther along, 
when they found it was hollow, and the 
entrance to the whole was still higher 
up tlie trunk. At the foot of the hollow 
they found the obstruction which had 
stopped the saw—a foot or two of small 
chain, attached to a rusty old steel trap 
which was clenched tight upon the full 
set of bones belonging to the right hind 
foot of some animal about the size of a 
raccoon. No other bones were found in 
the tree, and therefore the little animal 
could not have died there. "When the 
trap was shown to me the bones were 
still held in. its jaws, and I  said the 
animal must have been a raceoon; but 
was met at once with the answer that 
the raccoon never cuts its leg off.

A few days afterward a party of young 
men were speaking of the circumstance 
as I  have related it, when one of them 
stated that, nearly two years ago, he 
had been out with a hunting party one 
right, and that about a mile from where 
t .ii-5 tree was felled they killel a raccoon 
v. fi.ch had only three feet, the right 
bin i one being" gone. Now, this was, 
doubtless, the raccoon whose foot was 
fiamd in the tram

The Destruction o f  .the Trees.
[From ill.’  Indianapolis Journal ]

It seems difficult now to accouut for 
the rage of early settlers for the destruc­
tion of fine timber.' How many thou­
sands of acres of hard timber have been 
girdled and burned from land, the sub­
sequent crops of which would now pay 
for the timber destroyed. So eager 
have many been to get rid of native for­
est trees that they have cut them down 
and planted cedars and pines for shade 
and ornament, and it is not uncommon 
to see a fining white painted farm-house 
standing out exposed to the burniug sun 
on the spot from which the most lovely 
native trees have been removed.

Making Glass.
In a description of the San Francisco 

Glass "Works a paper of chat city s i d :
“ The principal and most inter.stin-r 

parts of the works are the furnace- 
rooms, where the glass Is m lied and 
manufactured by expert workmen. T ie 
description of the new works nil! an, 1. 
to the old. The new building is Iffo ny 
90 fefet in size, two stories high. I he 
lower story is devoted to the manufac­
ture and seasoning of crucibles. T.. the 
center Is bnilt the large furnace, -which 
rises from the floor of the second story- 
in the shape of a large dome, about 
twenty feet in diameter. At intervals, 
piercing the walls' of this dome, are 
openings about nine inches square, 
giving access to the interior, in which, 
amid a fierce fire, can be seen seven 
large clay crucibles, each containing one 
ton of melted glass, and almost white 
heat, like their contents. Around this 
dome, on a raised platform, stand the 
workmen, each armed with a long, hoi 
low Tod of iron, one end of which they 
dip into the molten glass. A few turns 
winds upon the tube a quantity of thick, 
molten material, winch is then with­
drawn and held high in the air while the 
workman blows through the ti be until 
the glass begins to expand. Then the

for blowing, and then dropped down 
into an open mold, which the workman 
closes by a lever operated by his foot 
"When shut into the mold, a few strong 
blows into the tube causes the glass to 
expand and fill the mc^d exactly. The 
mold is then opened, and a bottle, fruit 
jar, demijohn, or whatever the mold is 
intended to form, is taken out. The 
connection of the bottle with the glass 
remaining on the "blow-pipe Is broken off, 
and the bottle, parts of which are still 
red-hot, is carried to large ovens built 
around the sides of the room, In which 
they are stacked up. These ovens are 
kept heated while the bottles are being 
stacked; but when a "sufficient number 
has been obtained to fill the ovens, the 
fire is allowed to die out, and the in­
terior is gradually cooled. This process 
is called tempering, and is necessary to 
prevent the breaking o f the bottles by 
sudden cooling in the air of the ordinary 
temperature. The rapidity with which 
the workmen perform the operations can 
readily be realized when it is known that 
the works, in full running order, can 
turn out fifty gross of fruit jars per day, 
besides a large number ot bottles of 
different kinds.

The sand, which is obtained in Mon­
terey, is brought, to the works in bags, 
and is then mixed with soda ash, lime, 
salt, maganese, cobalt, and arsenic, the 
mineral substances bong used to correct 
the color o f the glass.* "When dark glass 
is  to. be made, like that seen in brandy 
bottles, black lead, imported from Hun­
gary, is added. When the ingredients 
havebeen proper’y  mixed, one ton is put 
into a pot, and is melted through the 
night.

Among forty-seven thousand dogs 
taken to the pound of New York City 
during five years past, only one was 
found to have hydrophobia.

If wb were provided with a sense of 
smell as acute as many animals possess, 
it would probably be a great aid in diag­
nosis, for there are some diseases that 
are accompanied by a definite odor, and 
possibly all are, to some extent.

Pbofessob IiEWis, of Stevens Insti­
tute, has made four hundred^ analyses of 
food and drugB, and found'_ that in all 
cases of adulteration, excepting one, no 
poisonous material was employed. In 
one specimen of pickles copper was 
found.

Db. H ewlett, of Lake Superior, be­
lieves that diphtheria was brought into 
his family by the house cat. It died of 
some affection of the throat and glands 
of the neak.’ and violent diphtheria then 
attacked two of his children and caused 
their death.

Nutmegs should he used sparingly, 
for they possess a narcotic property that 
constitutes them a drug.

Dr. Emmet recommends the fat pork, 
properly prepared, as an excellent sub­
stitute for cod-liver 01L We (should our­
selves prefer the cod-liver oil, but, when 
they can be digested, flaxseeds carried 
in the pocket and eaten raw afford a 
large amount of fatty substance.

A s u g g e s t io n  for hoarseness worthy 
of trial is the nse of common horse-rad- 
dish prepared in sugar—one part, to 
nine parts of sugar. A  little of this 
mixture in the mouth, swallowed slowly, 
gives relief The remedy (horse-raddish) 
is not a new one, but, tons, the sugar 
way of using it seems to he anew and 
good one.

The St. Louis MiUer, the Scientific 
American, and the Massachusetts JEctec- 
tie M edical Journal endorse onionB as 
an excellent food for colds" settled upon 
the lungs. An extract can be made by 
boiling down the juice of onions to -a 
syrup, that can be taken as a medicine, 
bnt eating freely of well-cooked onions 
is a good 
effect.

The Oldest City in the World.
Damascus is theoldest cityin theworld. 

Tyre and Si Ion have crumbled on the 
shore; Boalbec is a ruin; Palmyra is 
buried in a desert; Ninevali and Babylon 
have disappeared from "the Tigris and 
Enphrates. Damascus remains what it 
was before the days of Abraham—a cen­
ter of trade and travel—an island of ver­
dure in the desert; “ a presidential cap­
ital,”  with material and sacred associa­
tions extending through thirty centuries. 
It was near Damascus that Saul of Tar­
sus saw the light above the brightness 
of the sun; the street which is calle -1 
Strait, in wldch it was stud “ heprayed,”  
still runs through the city. The cara­
van comes and goes as it did a thousand 
years ago; there is still the sheik, the 
ass and the water-wliee1; the merchants 
of the Euphrates and Mediteranean still 
occupy these “ with the multitude of 
their wares.”  The city which Moham­
med surveyed from a neighboring 
height, and was afraid to enter “ because 
it was given to man to have but one 
paradise, and for his part he was resolved 
not to have it in this world,”  is to-day 
what Julian called “ the eye of the 
East.,” as it was, in the time of Isaiah, 
“ the head of Syria.”

The business of selling lithographed 
Sermons for lazy ministers was formerly 
confined to England and Scotland. Now, 
however, the New York Nun discovers

clergyman who is too indolent or too 
ignorant to prepare an original sermon 
can procure a very respeotahle-lOoking 
one, which, if placed on his pulpit and 
read to his congregation will lead them 
to believe it is his own composition aud 
penmanship. This is a bonanza to a 
certain class of preachers, and will re­
lieve them of- much of the drudgery 
which makes pastoral labor irksome, 
and causes early decay among the minis­
try.

The business of supplying sermon man­
uscripts in lithograph is a specialty by 
itself. The houses which do it do not 
lithograph the sermons of famous" di­
vines, but keep in their employ several 
clergymen who Write sermons -to order 
for the purpose. The English concerns 
keep a large and well assorted variety of 
sermons on hand, as they have to meet 
all manner of requirements, both, as io 
subjects and the way of treating tk-ap- 
The apology of those- who furnish these 
sermons is that the J>ebple who hear 
them preached will have the advantage 
of listening to far better sermons thaq if 
the preachers who use thenl; had deliv­
ered discourses of their own munufRi}- 
ture. .
