About
noon Gen. A---- - and lvis staff, on
which I  was serving as aid-de-camp, 
stopped for dinner at one of those fine 
old places whose owner evidently be­
longed to the wealthy class in that 
country.

The house stood some distance back 
from the road in a beautiful grove of 
line old trees.

Our request for dinner was politely 
complied with by the lady of the house, 
Mrs. Williams, a stately, quiet woman, 
who performed the duties of hostess 
without cordiality, and yet with, per­
fect ease, and dignity. She was dressed 
in mourning, having lately lost a hus­
band aud son in one of the battles in 
Virginia. When I  learned these facts,
I  regretted that we had stopped at her 
house even temporarily.

Dr. Bingham and I  strayed into the 
parlor; seeing a piano open, I could 
not resist playing an old tune. The 
music reminded me of the home far 
away, of the dear mother who was 
waiting as the poor mother in the neat 
room had waited, and who perhaps 
would have to hear a similar experi­
ence of sorrow.

Soon a lady came in who returned 
our respectful salutation witli a cold 
politeness and hauteur which amused 
me. The doctor engaged her in a con­
versation.

Miss 
Hate Williams had an opportunity of 
making the acquaintance of one of na­
ture’s noblemen as she chatted with 
my friend, Dr. Bingham. I  softly play­
ed and sang to myself “Old America,” 
when the doctor insisted upon a song 
from Miss Hate.

Her defiant manner showed that our 
presence was distasteful, and was sim- 
plj' endured because unavoidable.

Luiused to self-control she could not 
conceal her annoyance, while her moth­
er performed her duties as hostess to 
her enemies, never forgetting her posi­
tion as a lady and mistress of the house.
I t  was a hot day. and the command 
halted two hours in the woods nearby. 
The doctor and I  were single, men, 
young enough to be attracted by a 
sweet face, and here was beauty in dis­
tress. lily admiration was rather cool­
ed by the young lady’s manner; but 
the doctor, an easy, good natured fel 
low, was charmed, and evidently en­
joyed the lively exhibition of rebel 
spirit.

In  the midst of our chat and laugh­
ing, Miss Hate looked out of the win­
dow; rising hastily she left the room 
mid ran down the walk to the front 
gate.

Two of our boys were bringing a man 
in under guard. Miss Hate clung to 
his arm in fright. As they brought 
the prisoner in, she appealed to Gen.
A ---- in the most despairing manner
not to kill her. brother. A few mo­
ments had produced a wonderful 
change, the bitter, defiant style had 
changed to humble supplication, which 
seemed to me quite irresistible.

He 
laughingly replied that he hoped to see 
me soon again; that he never should 
forget the favor of his release.

I  fancied the doctor regretted to 
leave. As we rode away the general 
joked him a good deal on his case of 
love at sight, and I  bet the doctor a 
bottle of sutler wine that I  would see 
Miss Kate first again.

Soon other thoughts filled our minds 
as we rode on to the Hatchee, where 
we were to go into camp for the night. 

I t  was in  the fall of this same year

that we had the big figbt with Price in 
the Hatchee bottoms. An army could 
pass through them and not know of an 
enemy’s force which might be within 
a hundred yards of the road.

How dense and dark they were! fit 
home for guerrillas and home guards, 
who knew every foot-path and by-road.

I t  was my duty to locate the outposts. 
This obliged me to traverse some of 
the. cross roads near the camp.

The rebel army was not within a 
hundred miles, but still we were in an 
enemy’s country and no duty was neg­
lected. I  struck across a low ground 
by an unused path running in the di­
rection of the lines I  wished to locate.

The sun had set and the shadows of 
the night were gathering. The thick 
undergrowth made the path gloomy. I 
had no thought of danger—in fact, I 
was thinking of what our mess would 
have for supper.

My horse stopped and shied a little, 
as somebody stepped out into the path 
and caught the bridle. Two others 
joined the first, who halted me. The 
last two comers covered me. with their 
rifles, and, in no very polite terms, told 
me to get off my horse.

With two rifles and a pistol tit my 
head I did not long delay. I  was in a 
trap. They had me. I gave them my 
sword and pistols, and was inarched 
off in tin opposite direction from ottr 
camp. I  was too mad to say anything. 
Had f not boasted that I  never would 
he captured? Ho Libby prison for me. 
That would he sure death for me, so, 
death before capture.

Captured—not on the battle field, af­
ter doing my best, but quietly picked 
up by a squad of home guavds.

All my hopes of doing something 
creditable—of winning glory in this 
war—ended in this humiliation—in 
this disgrace. The more I thought 
over the situation, the meaner I  felt.
If I had my pistols back I would have 
taken the risks. But one look tit the 
men in the gloom convinced me that 
they knew what they were about. They 
joked and laughed as if they had done 
a  smart thing, until I was actually 
amused tit their coarse humors. And 
so we went on deeper into the under­
growth. Following the path, in a short 
time we came to their camp—not much 
of a camp—about thirty horses tied to 
the trees. Groups of men were scat­
tered about, ti few fires Were, burning, 
and the smell of fried bacon reminded 
me of the mess table not far off. I  al­
ways looked after that, and drilled the. 
cooks. We didn’t starve ourselves in 
those days.

I imagined I  could hear the general 
say, “Where is Dickey to-night?” And 
the doctor would answer: “Oh, he is 
thinking of that young lad}’—perhaps 
has gone to win the wager. I gu^ts we 
had better have Bill save him some of 
the fried chicken. The lieutenant 
bought the chicken of the widow to­
day.” My present prospect was a smell 
of fried bacon; my future, Libby and 
starvation. I  sat down on a log and 
some of the fellows stood about me, 
making pretty free with tlieiv remarks. 
They said their captain was off some­
where. They shared their corn-cakes 
and bacon with me and joked a good 
deal at my expense, while I smoked my 
pipe in apparent unconcern, waiting 
for something to turn up.

As the night passed on, all except the 
guards went to sleep. Nothing but 
the frogs and mosquitoes broke the si­
lence and disturbed repose.

About midnight some one came into 
camp, and soon the. command moved 
off. I  was put on a horse with a guard 
behind me. I t was a dark ride through 
the woods. After reaching the high 
road we went on some time over what 
seemed familiar ground. Halting near 
a house, the troop entered a wood near 
and my guard took me to the house.

I  recognized the place. I t  was the 
plantation where we stopped at noon.

A man came out who was called cap­
tain. He was young Williams. I  knew 
his voice at once. He told the guards 
he had sent for the boys because they 
had a little job on hand. Before he 
noticed me he told them about his cap­
ture. They laughed a good deal, while 
he swore old Gen. A-----was a devil­
ish fine old fellow, and he had a fine 
staff; pretty good fellows for Yanks.

“He thought I  was brother Bill. I 
was afraid ma and Kate would* say 
something, but they bad seuse enough 
to .keep still. Kate kept the niggers 
awav, and no one suspected me. But 
who have you here, boys? Come in; 
let’s get a light.”

I  followed into the bouse; just as I  
came in, Mrs. "Williams and Kate came 
in with lights.

Fruits of all kinds 
will be abundant.

There are over sixty corn canning 
establishments in the State of Maine, 
and the number of cans of corn annu­
ally put up is nearly 13,000,000.

A  larger proportion of the inabitants 
of this country are directly engaged in 
agriculture than can be found in al­
most any country in the world.

A Rockingham, N. C-, dispatch says 
that the limbs of the peach trees are 
breaking with their weight of fruit. 
Pear and apple trees are full and plums 
abundant.

To exterpate dandelions on lawns, 
the New York Tribune recommends a 
very7 small quantity of sulphire acid, 
less than a drop to a plant, simply 
touched to the crown as an easy, rapid 
and generally effectual remedy.

Virginia has made remarkable pro­
gress in small fruit culture within a 
few years. Her shipments of straw­
berries to New York City have reached 
10,000 bushels in a single day, not to 
mention consignments'to miner points.

A leading farmer in Middle Tennes­
see states that a crop of ten acres of 
amber cane was of more valne to him 
for feeding bogs, cattle and mules, 
than any twenty-live acre crop on bis 
farm, and that it paid better than any 
other crop.

The chemist of the national depart­
ment of agriculture expresses tlie 
opinion that the fertility of the soil 
of Lite ’Western prairies will be ex­
hausted sooner than the rocky land in 
the Eastern states.

Arkansas farmers are suffering a 
series of disasters. Their live stock is 
perishing from gnat poisoning, a new 
kind of worm is destroying tlie grain, 
and the foliage is being eaten by7 cat­
erpillars.

Of 1,000 English farmers who were 
landed in one week at Montreal, 700 
proceeded to Ontario, and the remain­
der went to Manitoba. I t is estimat­
ed that their aggregate capital amount­
ed to $600,000.

A farmer writes to the Virginia 
Granger that he obviates the necessity 
of setting tires by a simple preventa­
tive. He fills the felloes with linseed 
oil, and says the tires will wear out 
before they will get loose.

Merino sheep and their grades are 
the best and most profitable to keep on 
the Western, plains, as they7 are the 
hardiest of all, and can run safely7 in 
large fioeks, which renders it easier 
and cheaper to herd, care for, and feed 
them.

An Illinois lady sends to Vick’s 
magazine a new remedy for the cab­
bage worm: “Sprinkle tlie plants
with (lower of sulphur as soon as the 
white butterflies make llieir appear­
ance, and repeat after a rain. The 
remedy has proven good.”

The Iowa Register says that the 
prospects in tlie north-central portion 
of that State are good for an unusual­
ly large crop of apples this season. 
The farmers of that region have of 
late years been very particular In 
planting tlie most hardy fruit trees, 
and they now begin to reap their re­
ward.

The dairymen in tlie southern part 
Of Wyoming county, New York, are 
agitated over a new weed called Long 
John, believed to be brought in West­
ern grass seed. I t  grows three feet 
high' and has the appearance of a spe­
cie of mustard. The cattle are ex­
tremely fond of it, but the milk from 
the cows feeding upon it is worthless.

Tlie 
curtains are mounted on gilt poles, aiic  ̂
when drawn back, disclose lace drop 
curtains that cost $000 a window. The 
portieres are of white silk plush, with 
dado embroidery matching the curtains. 
The furniture is treated with the same 
material as the curtains, and what lit­
tle of tlie framework is seen is found 
to be heavily gilded.—Brooklyn Eagle.

A Valley of Dry Bones.
"While plowing in a field in Fulkner 

county, Ark., recently, George Smith 
saw a ravine which had been washed 
by a Tecent overflow of the Black Fork 
and in which reposed a large number 
of human skeletons,* lying in natural 
positions, together with several earth­
en howls, shells, arrows, leaden bullets. 
&c. The skulls were all encased iii 
vessels made of clay, while one, with 
handsomely engraved ornaments, de­
noted that the skull belonged to an 
unusually important personage. Tlie 
farm has been under cultivation over 
forty years, and relics denoting tlie ex­
istence there at one time of a preliis- 
toric race have been frequently found 
—Little Rock Gazette.

A Kansas paper asserts that the 
people of that State have planted un­
der tlie State forestry laws. 93,000 
icres in trees. The cotton wood, on 
account of its rapid growth, has been 
planted most abundantly. Some 0,000 
trees of black walnut have been put 
out.

Among the various remedies for 
liog cholera, tlie following is from the 
Pacific Rural Press : Take what we
call burdock root, wash and slice it, 
keep i t  in the slop tub, and feed the 
hogs, or another remedy, take one 
quart of soft soap to every dozen head 
of hogs a week.

The burdock is a bienniql, and seeds 
freely, the seeds retaining their vitali­
ty for several years. If  not allowed to 

-perfect its seeds it may be readily ex­
terminated by cutting off with a hoe 
just below the surface of the-ground, 
and covering the surface with salt. 
The moisture which tlie salt attacks 
causes the roots to rot. If  not salted 
the roots will send up shoots though 
cut low in the ground.

Muck will contain from 50 to 100 
per cent, of its weight of water with­
out dripping, and it parts with its water 
slowly. By applying a heavy dressing 
of muck to sandy land, the soil is en­
abled to retain sufficient water to furn­
ish what is needed for tlie growing 
crop. The presence of the muck 
also enables tlie soil to retain the 
manure instead of allowing it to be 
washed into the subsoil or to be burned 
up. The application'of a heavy dress­
ing of muck to light sandy soil will 
often double the yield of grass.

California Girls on a Tramp.
There passed through Redwood City, 

Cal., recently, a party of Oakland la­
dies 7m a tramp. They numbered six, 
and were till robust, good looking, full 
of life and energy, and bent on a frolic. 
Dressed in uniform style' of walking 
habit, slightly shorter even than the 
prevailing fashion, made of excellent 
and durable linen, plain but pretty hats, 
easy shoes with high ankles for dust, 
they were the personification of com­
fort. Each bore a knapsack upon her 
back, soldier style, and was armed with 
a  revolver and large bowie-knife. Their 
trip is to take in tlie southern coast 
counties. Some nights they camp out, 
and others they pass at hotels, as hu­
mor or convenience may happen. "With 
no baggage or equipments, except what 
each carries upon her person, this 
might be called another charge of the 
Light Brigade.

Tree Burial in New Zealand.
The recent fall of an enormous 

puketea tree near Opotiki, New Zea­
land, disclosed the fact that the hollo w 
interior from the roots to the first fork, 
about forty-five feet from tlie ground, 
had been filled with human bodies. A  
confused lieap of skeletons burst out 
of tbe butt of tlie tree when it fell. A 
local paper says: “A more extraordi- 
ary sight than this monarch of forest 
lying prone and discharging a perfect 
hecatomb of human skeletons can 
scarcely'be conceived. Some are near­
ly perfect, while others are mixed up 
in a chaotic mass of hands, feet and 
arms, indiscriminately. All the Ma­
oris here seem to have been quite una­
ware of this natural cliarnel house, 
and declare that i t  must have happen­
ed long before they or their fathers’ 
time. Indeed, the appearance of the 
tree fully justifies the supposition that 
it  must have been some hundreds of 
years since this novel family vault was 
filled with its ghastly occupants.”— 
Scientific American.

An Armless Horse Thief.
Dallas lias just had a visit from u  

singular character—Jack Hall, alias 
No Arm Jack—en route to Stephens- 
ville jail, from which institution the 
prisoner escaped six months ago, after 
receiving a sentence of ten years in the 
penitentiary for horse stealing. Both 
his arms are off above the elbow, hav­
ing been crushed in a sugar mill When 
he was'a child; but the bones grew 
out several inches from the flesh, and 
their surfaces are rough like corn cobs, 
and Jack writes a beautiful band by 
holding a pen beside liis chin and 
pressing the protruding bone against 
it. He shoots a pistol or fire arms ex­
pertly, and manages a home as well as 
the average two-handed man. The 
height of his ambition appears to have 
been stealing horses successfully. 'He 
is about 30 years of age.

The annual reunion of the soldiers 
and sailors of Northern Indiana will 
be held in Elkhart, IntL. September 13 
and 14. The reunion last year was 
held a t South Bend.

Mrs. Lincoln, widow of the martyred 
President, died at Springfield, 111., Sun­
day evening, July it*, of paralysis, aged 
t>4 years. She was nnconeious from 
the time of her attack, about twenty- 
four hours.

The Greenbackers and Democrats of 
Maine have found one thing they can 
agree upon. It is D. II. Thing, and 
they propose to try to put him into 
Congress to represent that whole great 
State.

Two hundred and fifty acres of the 
land lying directly north of the manu­
facturing town of Pullman is to be 
built up with neat residences. Pull­
man is one of the nicest towns in the 
country.

Just why American marines are 
meddling in that Egyptian muss, does 
not appear to be explained. If  the 
Europeans want to whip the ground 
with those Arabs it is no affair of ours, 
and the United States of America 
wants no hand in the fight.

The war in Egypt was a  short affair 
in so far as it  concerned Alexandria. 
In  less than twenty-four hours after 
the engagement was begun, the guns of 
the city were silenced,the Egytianshad 
burned the city, murdered over 2,000 
of the Christians and foreigners, who 
were in the city at the time and did not 
succeed in  escaping, and under a flag 
of truce retreated from the city to­
ward Cairo. There is an appearance 
of a general muddle among the Eu- 
pean powers as they find their intei ests 
intruded upon.

A glove match between Sullivan, the 
Boston pTize fighter, and “Tug” Wilson, 
of England, drew a crowd of over lij,- 
000 persons, Monday night, in New 
York. The condition was that they 
were to fight four three-minute rounds, 
and if the English champion lasted 
the twelve minutes out, lie was to re­
ceive Sl.QOO and half of the gate mon­
ey. Sullivan knocked his man clown 
nine times in four ̂  minutes and twen­
ty-seven times in the four rounds, but 
Wilson was on hand for more of the 
same kind, claiming his §8,000 and 
asked Sullivan if  he wanted some 
more of that kind of practice at the 
same rate. This will probably lead to 
a fight without gloves, and for the 
championship of the world.

A  Grand Rapids writer, who evident­
ly  knows what he is talking about, 
says:

“There are many expressions of sat­
isfaction to be heard here at the ap­
parent unanimity with which the 
Fourth Congressional District unite 
npon Senator Thomas W. Eerry as his 
own successor, and Hon. J. C. Burrows 
for re-election to the House. No more 
painstaking legislators or eloquent 
champions of Republican principles 
can be found among the delegations 
from any State in the Union than 
these two deservedly popular men. 
They are both in the prime of life and 
equally well suited to the positions 
they have so long and faithfully filled, 
and their return will be hailed with 
satisfaction in  every county of the 
Eifth Congressional District.

The following boast from the Union, 
Democratic, looks a little peculiar. 
We should think that the party who 
universally opposes any reform, in the 
direction of temperance and civiliza­
tion, would at least keep still:

Senator Eerry is a careful, safe man 
and a tireless worker. His influence 
in the State is second to that of no 
member. Should he be returned to the 
Senate, and we have no doubt he will 
be, i t  is more than probable that he 
will be the next presiding officer of 
that body.”

A member of the W. C. T. U. requests 
that the following extracts from Mich­
igan laws be published for the benefit 
of those ladies who want to take part 
in school politics :

SESSION LAW S 1881.
Page 155—Section 103.

No person, except an elector, as 
aforesaid, shall be eligible to'any elec­
tive office, contemplated in this chap­
ter.

Provided, hoirever, That any female 
person of or above the age of twenty- 
one years, who has resided in this 
State" three months, and in the town­
ship ten days next preceding any elec­
tion shall be eligible to the office of 
School Inspector.
Page 1GS—Section IT.

Every person of the age of twenty- 
one years, who has properly liable, to 
assessment for school taxes m  any 
school district, and who has resided 
therein three months next preceding 
any school meeting held in said district, 
or who has resided three months next 
preceding such meeting on any terri­
tory belonging to such district a t the 
time of holding said meeting, shall be 
a qualified voter in said meeting upon 
all questions, and all other persons 
who are twenty-one years of age, and 
are the parents or legal guardians of 
any children included in the school 
census of the district, and who have, 
for three months as aforesaid,been res­
idents in said district or upon any 
territory belonging thereto a t the time 
of holding any school meeting, shall be 
entitled to vote on all questions aris­
ing in  said district which do not direct­
ly involve the raising of money by tax. 
Page ITt—Section 4.

Any qualified voter in a school dis­
trict who has property liable to assess­
ment for school taxes shall be eligible 
to election or appointment to office in 
such school district, unless such per­
son be an alien.

The Democratic party has ever made 
itself known a s  a free-trade party  and 
large-sized small fish of the party have 
been anxious to make this tarriff and 
free trade question the political issue, 
and now their whole scheme is 
knocked over by their chief, Sen­
ator Yoorliees, making a masterly 
speech in  favor of protection. 
The speech was quite lengthy, and cre­
ates considerable of a  commotion 
among the faithful in all parts of the 
country. Following are a few ex­
tracts that show the tendency of the 
speech:

“The standard of free trade has 
been raised there of late, as 'it has 
been occasionally for nearly three- 
quarters of a century past; but when­
ever it has been closely challenged and 
its consequences pointed out, it lias 
been furled and laid away. Free 
trade does not mean a revision of the 
tariff at all. Free trade does not mean 
a judicious adjustment of the tariff for 
the best interests of the whole coun­
try: it means to take a sponge and 
wipe out the whole svstem. Free 
trade does not mean a tariff for reven­
ue only, any more than i t  means a 
tariff for protection; it mean no rev­
enue at all by virtue of a tariff. I t  
means direct taxation to the amount 
the §200.000,000 now collected on im­
ports and paid into the treasury for 
the support of the government. I t  
means an army of tax-gathers among 
the peiiple from house to house as­
sessing and collecting this enormous 
amount ”

“The farmer of Indiana is not mis­
taken as to its true bearing when lie- 
sees, as he does every day, long trains of 
cars laden with the iron ores of the 
mountains of Missouri and the regions 
of Lake Superior wending their way 
to the great black coal fields of his 
State to be manufactured into the iron 
of the world. He knows that the open­
ing of every coal mine, of every blast 
furnace, every rolling mill, every nail 
foundry, every stone quarry, and 
even* establishment for the manufac­
ture of glass, implements of husbandry, 
furniture, as well as woolen and cot 
ton goods, enhance the value of every 
acre he owns, and creates a demand 
almost at his own door for what he 
has to sell. I t  Is true, lie pays a tax 
for the support of the government in 
the purchase of articles manufactured 
abroad, which have paid duty, and on 
articles of home manufacture which 
are protected to the extent of that 
duty, but he knows that he would have 
to pay the same and a heavier tax un­
der a system of direct taxation without 
any compensating advantages if the 
policy of iron trade prevailed.”

Near the close of his remarks, he 
said:

“I  &peak not in support of a tariff 
for revenue only, nor of a tariff for 
protection only, put in a support of a 
tariff which collects the necessary rev­
enue, and. at the same time, to the ex­
tent of that revenue extends protec­
tion, with discriminating justice, to 
American manufactories. By virtue 
of this doctrine, endorsed and enforced 
by the wisest minds in our history, 
a great but only partial development 
of our country has been achieved; but 
the work which remains to be done 
will now follow.”

The amusing part of the show is to 
see the squirming of such organs as 
the Detroit Free Press, that have been 
swearing^ by absolute free trade and 
the Democratic party.

The Avalanche Is sometimes asked 
what is meant by bourbonism. I t  
needs no definition. I t  defines itself. 
I t  learns nothing and forgets nothing. 
I t  interprets the constitution of the 
United States to dwarf the nation that 
instrument represents and magnify 
the State i t  protects. Just now it is 
engaged in cheating the Senegambian 
out of his vote, to neutralize the right 
of suffrage he enjoys in order that the 
superior beings, may hold the office 
and draw the pay. The majors and 
the colonels and the captains must be 
an official class and go to congress, not 
because they are elected, but because 
they are majors, etc. This kind of 
bourbonism, if it  recognizes the dan­
ger to free government in a polluted 
ballot-box, defies the danger that these 
superior beings may enjoy the fat 
things of official life by cheating the 
Senegambian and suppressing his voice 
because he is a “nigger.”—Memphis 
Avalanche.

The toy pistol is, to all appearance, 
about the most harmless weapon in ex-i 
istence, yet i t  has been very destruct­
ive of life. In  one number ot this pa­
per last week, there were recorded nine 
deaths Horn its use, six in Boston and 
three in  this State. Since the Fourth 
of July i t  has probably caused as many 
deaths in this country as some of the 
historic battles of the revolution. The 
paper cap which is exploded in  this 
pistol has in its composition some sub­
stance which is poisonous, and which 
acts speedily upon'the least scratch or 
Avound with which it comes in contact, 
causing lockjaw and other serious and 
fatal disease. This pistol and the ac­
companying caps should be immediate­
ly discarded and their sale prohibited. 
—Post and Tribune.

BY-LAAV XXV.

Tlie Common Council of the ATllage 
of Buchanan ordains on this 6th day of 
July, A. D. 1SS2, that Section 1 of By- 
Law XXY, entitled “To prevent animals 
running at large,” be and the same is 
hereby amended so as to read as fol­
lows:

Section 1. If  any horses, sheep, 
swine, mules, asses or cattle are a t 
any time found running a t large 
within the corporate limits of said 
Village, it shall be the duty of the 
Marshal to seize and take, and to 
receive from any person who shall 
bring to him any such horses, sheep, 
swine, mules, asses or cattle, so found 
running at large against tlie provi­
sions of this By-law, and to impound 
and care for the same.

This By-Law, as amended, shall take 
effect the 1st day of August, 1S82.

Moved by Mr. Mowrey, supported by 
Mr. Barmore, that the report of the 
Committee be received, aDd that Sec­
tion 1 of By-Law XXV he and is here­
by amended as per their report. Mo­
tion adopted.

BY-LAW XXVI.
The Common Council of the Village 

of Buchanan ordains, on this 6th day 
of July A. D. 1S82, that By-Law 
XXVI entitled “To prevent encroach­
ments upon sidewalks” be and the 
same is hereby amended so as to read 
as follows:

If any person shall place or cause to 
be placed, or hereafter allow to re­
main, any sign, cloth, garment, box 
or other article, being the owner 
or having tlie control of the same, 
upon or over any sidewalk, be­
yond the line of any lotin said Village, 
he shall he punished by fine not ex­
ceeding ten dollars and cost of suit, or 
imprisonment in the county jail not 
exceeding ten days, or by both such 
fine and imprisonment in the discre­
tion of the court, for every day such 
sign, cloth, garment, box or other article 
shall remain after tlie person offending 
shall have been notified by the Mar­
shall or President of tlie A’illage to re­
move the same. Provided, however, 
that this .Section shall not axiplyto 
any awning used npon any building 
in said Village.

The walk is a 
gait nnder.-to.,d by everybody, but every­
body does understand that a good 
saddle hor.-o o .ght to be able to go a 
square walk ; t tee rate of five miles an 
hour. The h>x trot Is faster than the 
square walk and the horse will usually 
take a few stops at this gait when chang­
ing from a fast walk to a trot. The 
single-foot differs somewhat from the fox 
trot and has been described as exactly 
intermediate between the true trot and 
the true walk. Each foot appears to 
move independently of the other, with a 
sort of pit-a-pat, one-at-a-time motion, 
and it is a much faster gait than the fox 
trot. The rack is very nearly allied to 
the true pacing gait, the difference being 
that in the 'Si ter the Mndfoot keeps ex­
act time with the fore foot of the same 
side, making.it what has been called a 
literal or one-side-at-a-thne motion, 
while in the former the hind foot touches 

' the ground slightly in advance of the fore 
‘ foot on the same side. The rack is not 

so fast a gait as the true pace, but is a 
desirable gait in a saddle horse.—Na­
tional Dive Stock Journal.

Black Hills Mica Mines.
The McMackin mica mine was visited, 

and being the first one we ever saw, was 
examined with interest. I t  is found in 
reefs of wMte spar that resembles very 
much in appearance, at a distance, wMte 
quartz, but is very dissimilar. The mica 
lies in stratas, well defined, and all of 
them in the same reef lying in the 
same direction, and from one to two feet 
in tMckness. The mica in these ledges 
is fonnd in sheets from one to four inches 
in tMckness, and although in a vertical 
position, lie in every conceivable direc­
tion, parallel with the ledge, at right 
angles to it and to all points of the com­
pass, and this all occurs in a foot or two 
of the length of the formation. I t  comes 
out of the mine in pieces, of different 
sizes, the smaller predominating, and 
from the mine is carried to the cutting 
house, where the sheets are divided into 
about an eighth of an inch in tMckness 
and then squared by a machine that re­
sembles those used by tinners in cutting 
tin and sheet iron. After being cut the 
mica is .weighed and carefully wrapped 
rip in paper and tied with twine, one 
pound in each, package, all of the same 
size, with the size and Weight marked 
on the outside. I t  is then closely packed 
in boxes and shipped. I t  is valuable in 
accordance with its size* thus: mica that 
is but two by four inches is worth at the 
mine sixty cents per pound, while that 
of six by nine inches is worth §8.— 
Deadwood Times.

So should i t  be in 
fire_ insurance. When a man desires a 
policy, his standing and responsibility 
should be known before a policy is 
granted, and the value of the goods in­
sured fully understood to be enough to 
cover the free of the policy, the same as 
a collateral is expected to ' be large 
enough to cover the amount of a good 
loan. Butin the unseemly competition 
to issue policies, risks are not carefully 
selected, and the result is that in case of 
a fire all claims are liable to be con­
tested, in which event the innocent are 
generally the sufferers, while rogues and 
thieves are the gainers. — American 
Railroad Journal.
