About W atering Plants.
Unless one has an abundant supply 

of water, so that its use, when once 
begun, can be -continued, it is better, 
as a general tiling, to not water at all. 
In tlie drouth which we so generally 
have this month, a mere sprinkling of 
the leaves is worse than no water at 
all. Still we all may have in the vege­
table as well as in tlie flower’garden 
certain plants that we would like to 
favor. In such cases, instead of wa­
tering the plants, they should be applied 
to the soil; draw the earth away from 
the plants, forming a sort basin around 
them; then pour on water gradually, 
and let it soak in around the roots. 
Afterwards- return the removed dry 
earth to its place, this will act as a 
mulch to"keep the roots moist.—Amer­
ican Aoriculturist.

Stir the soil in the garden often. 
Nothing does the cabbage so much good 
as to have the soil stirred every few 
days, no matter whether weeds show 
themselves or not. Too great care can 
not be taken to prevent earth or small 
stones getting into the heart of the 
cabbage, as it often does great injury.

Every pasture should be provided 
with shade trees, or at least some pro­
tection against a summer’s sun. A  few 
hoards on a light temporary frame will 
always secure the last. Excessive heat, 
by exhausting and sometimes sicken­
ing the animal, materially diminishes 
the effects of food in promoting the 
secretion of milk and the growth of 
wool and flesh.

An Indiania farmer has forwarded 
to the editor of the Farmer of that 
State, a specimen of a plant found 
growing in his wheat field which the 
analysis proves to he Loliuin teniulen- 
tum, or -poisonous darnel, a common 
pest in the wheat fields of England, 
and becoming more frequent in the 
Eastern States. It is identical with 
the tares of Scripture, and the editor 
of the Farmer wisely advises its imme­
diate extermination,

August is tlie most trying month of 
tlie entire year for dairy cows. Insects 
are numerous and very troublesome. 
The supply of water is liable to he 
short, and the quality of that afforded 
poor. That in small lakes and streams 
will he warm and often contaminated 
by decaying vegetable matter. The 
feed in pastures is generally short and 
its quality inferior. Many of the 
grasses will he producing seed, and the 
stalks will be bard and tough. Cows 
often suffer from neglect during this 
month, for the reason that their owners 
are busy in .securing the grain and 
grass crop. They should, however, re­
ceive the best attention. Pains should 
be taken to render them as comforta­
ble as possible.

er of Methodism, has, we believe, never 
been published.

A  darkey went to sleep wliile fishing,

Tlie cold water cure for bog spavin, 
says an exchange, is applied in the fol­
lowing manner: Take a piece of cot­
ton cloth one yard long, tear it into 
strips three Inches wide, and sew the 
strips together at the ends. Make the 
cloth into a roll, then take the roll in 
the hand and wind the cloth around 
the affected part Ot the leg. After a 
few turns place a piece of cork a quar­
ter of an inch thick upon tlie cloth 
and over the spavin, and then again 
wind the cloth. I f  the cloth is apt to 
slip wind If.'round the hock jcint, or 
put some tar upon the leg above and 
below tlie spavin, to which the cloth 
will adhere. The pressure exerted by 
the cloth and the. coolness produced by 
the water, in which the bandage is 
kept soaked, reduce the circulation 
and also tlie heat of the parts. The 
bandage should be kept on the leg un­
til a cure is effected. It should not be 
made so tightly as to hurt the hotse.

A  D o g  i n  S e a r c h  o f  B u s in e s s .—  
Last week a boy down in Lee comity 
rigged himself up in a sheet one night 
and sneaked around the lionse to stand 
at the window of his brother’s room 
ancl play ghost. But lie forgot to 
count on the dog, who didn’t believe 
in ghosts, and pretended to sleep by the 
kitchen chimney. The ghost material­
ized about five feet from the chimney, 
and when the doctor came he cauter­
ized 19 holes in it, while the dog, with 
his tail standing straight up in tlie air 
like a mast, walked around the yard on 
liis tip-toes, end*talked bass, aiid asked 
everybody he met what he should fly 
at next.—Puvlington Sawheye.

Mr. Yortlirop, o f Charleston, Kala­
mazoo county, lost liis grainbarn, farm 
tools, 500 bushels o f wheat, and a quan­
tity of oats by a fire a few days ago.

By resolutions adopted by their con­
vention, Cass county Republicans fa­
vor the submission to a vote of the 
people the question oE the prohibitory 
amendment.

This State is receiving a good dose 
of burglaries, and the post-offices get 
their full share. Hardly a day passes 
without report of from one to a dozen 
burglaries having been committed.

Her father, 
himself: a stranger, took the liberty of 
introducing his little daughter Edith to 
the poeh

“ Edith?" said Mr. Longfellow, ten­
derly. “Ah l I  have an Edith, too; but 
my Edith is 20 years old.”  And he 
seated the child beside him, taking her 
hand in Ms, and making her promise to 
come and see Mm at Ms house in-Cam­
bridge.

“ "What is the name of your sled, my 
boy ?”  he said to a small lad, who came 
tagging one up the road toward him, on 
a winter morning.

“ It’s ‘Evangeline.’ Mr. Longfellow 
wrote ‘ Evangeline.’ Did you ever see 
Mr. Longfellow'?”  answered the little 
fellow, as he ran by, doubtless wonder­
ing at the smile on the face of the pleas­
ant gray-haired, gentleman.

Prof. Monti, who witnessed the pretty 
scene, tells the story of a little girl who 
last Christmas inquired the way to the 
poet’s house, and asked if she could just 
step inside the yard; and he relates how 
Mr. Longfellow,’being toldshewas Mere, 
went to the door and called her in, and 
showed her the “ old cloev the stairs,”
and many other interest: '■ -v shout
the house, leaving Ms ’ with
beautiful memories of time omasimas 
day to carry all through her life. This 
was characteristic of the poet’s hospit­
ality,. delieate and courteous and thought­
ful to all who crossed Ms threshold, 
is.It is ofteu said, and with reason, that 
we Americans do not think enough of 
manners—that politeness of behavior 
wMch comes from genuine sympathy 
and a delicate perception ol -'taws’ feel­
ings. Certainly our young -'ght
look to Mr. Longfellow as n iuuuOl in 
tM« respect. He was a perfect gentle­
man in the best sense of that term, 
always considerate, and quick to see 
where he might do a kindness, or say a 
pleasant word.

A visitor one day told Mm in conver­
sation of a young lady relative, or 
friend, who had sent to Mr. Longfellow 
the message that he was the one man in 
the world she wanted to see.

“  Tell her,”  said the poet, instantly, 
“ that she is the one young lady in the 
world whom I  want to see.”  '-*•

Some young girls, Horn a distant part 
of the country, having been about Cam­
bridge sight-seeing, walked to Mr. 
Longfellow’s house, and, venturing with­
in. the gate, sat down npon the grass. 
He passed them there, and, turning 
back, said:

“  Young ladies, you are uncomforta­
bly seated. “Won’t you come into the 
house ?”

They were overjoyed at the invitation, 
and, on entering, Mr. Longfellow in­
sisted upon their taking lunch with him. 
They saw that the table was set for 
four, and were beginning to be morti­
fied at finding themselves possible in­
truders npon other guests. They so 
expressed themselves to their host, 
who put them at ease at once, saying 
that it was only Ms regular lunch with 
bis children, and that they would be 
happy to wait.

One of ar group of school-girls whom 
hehad welcomed to  Ms house sent Mm, 
as a token of her gratitude, an iron pen 
made from a fetter of the Prisoner of 
Qhillon, and a bit of wood from 
the frigate Constitution, ornamented 
with precious stones from three conti­
nents.

The Color o f Water.
Two theories are advanced to explain 

the blue color of water when seen in 
large masses, one, held by Prof. Tyndall, 
being that small solid particles suspend­
ed in the -water do not reflect the lower 
or red rays of the spectrum. According 
to the other theory, the color is due to 
the absorbent action of the water itself 
on the wMte light before and after re­
flection by these particles. The results 
of experiments made by Mr. John Ait­
kin, and presented to the Boyal Society, 
England, show that the latter theory is 
probably the more correct one. The 
greater the number of white reflecting 
particles the greener the water appears 
to be, and hence the gradual deepening 
of the green to blue as the shore is left. 
The waters of Luke Como owe their 
darkness to the absence of reflecting 
particles, as Mr. Aitken ingeniously 
proved by scattering finely-divided chalk 
in the center of teat lake, thereby pro­
ducing a very brilliant blue. The brill­
iancy depends on the color of the parti­
cles, and is greatest with white particles. 
Among coral reefs, which are'generally 
strewn with white sand, this water also 
takes a very brilliant bine or green. The 
dull tinge of Euglish river waters, is due 
to the clingy chaiacier of the suspended 
silt; but springs have often a bright 
color, owLug to tl e whiteness of the 
chalk suspended in them.

Spir it  of turpentine is  obtained from 
the pine tree. Holes are made in the 
base of tbe stem, fromwMch the fluid 
substance called turpentine flows, and 
is collected in casks. TMs is of a light 
yellow color, of the consistency of 
honey, but gets hard by the evaporation 
of the essential oil. when distilled it 
is known as oil or spirit of turpentine.

“  Satyrs ” was the name given by the 
Greeks to a sort of demi-gods, presiding 
over or dwelling in the country. They 
had feet and legs like those of goats, 
short horns on the head, and the whole 
body covered with hair. The satyrs 
were among the Greeks what the Fauns 
were among the Bomans. They were 
especially fond of music, and were al­
ways present at the festivals of Bac­
chus, dancing and playing on musical 
instruments.

T here ■were three ancient cities of the 
name of PMladelphia, one in Lydia 
(from which Philadelphia, Pa*, is 
named), named from its founder, Attalus 
Philadelphus, so surnamed from the love 
he displayed toward his brother, 
Eumenes; a second, the capital city of 
the Ammonites, situated among the 
mountains of Gilead, received the name 
from Ptolemy Philadelphus, who dis­
played great affection for Ms sister; the 
third is a city of Oelieia Thraeia.

The phrase “  01 tima Thule”  is common­
ly applied to liie extreme limit of any 

'journey or pursuit. The name was 
given by the Latin poets, on account of 
its distance from Borne to the Island of 
Thule, the situation and existence of 
which are involved in obscurity. The 
first mention of the island is by a travel­
er, Massilia, in the fourth century. He 
claims to have arrived at a spot, some 
six days’ journey from Britain, where 
nature had put a bar to all further prog­
ress. According to Pliny, this island 
reached to the Polar circle within a 
days’ journey of an ever-frozen sea. 
Many articles have been written upon 
the island. The southwest coast of Nor­
way has been fixed-upon by some writers 
as its probali e location, th - majority 
give the p i ference to the Shetland 
isles.
