RIVERSIDE, Sept. 4, 1852,
Friexp Horams:—Your paper has
been one in our family so long that we
cannot get along without if, so please
find post-ofice order for one year's
subseription. We take the Los Angles
Daily, which gives all general news,
but we find a hundred and one items
in the Recorp that are news to us,
even so far away from that good old
Berrien county, which is second to
no other, which we have lived in. But
allow me~to say a word or two of
praise of this fair valley of Riverside,
San Bernardino county, Cal., rainless
semi-tropical county for at least nine
months in a year, but always green,
with its vast acreage of orange and
lemon trees. The valley is about nine
miles long by three wide, and about all
improved. When we came here, two
years ago, it was little known, but now
it has gained a wide reputation for its

every city in the East. Although bub
few of the orchards are yet bearing,
will be twice.as many this year aslast,
.and agireat m any orchards will soon be
in full bearing.

The first ditch was taken out of the
St. Anna Rio in 1870, and takes ten
years from the seed to get a crop of
oranges.

I
will say the people of this valley and
county are particularly interested in
the great moral and reformatory ques-
tions now pending before the Christian
public, such as temperance and the
maintainance of the Christian Sab-
bath. We do not expect to pass the
prohibitory law this year, but will do
all we can in that direction.

From the County Se&t

A Correspondent’s Estimate of a Valuable

Since the completion of the railway
system of Michigan this village has
been oo far feom even the most unim-
portant side-track to grasp any such
shave of the world’s business prosperi-
ty as its natural facilities, beautiful
and healthy location, and the Intelli-
gence and thrift of its citizens would
otherwise have secured.

This name is given to a certain class
of allegorical representations, illustrat-

popular character itself, wherein the

This
tendency to familiarize the theme in-
creased during the confusionand turmoil
of the fourteenth century, when the na-
tional mind alternated between fits of
- devotion and license, or blent both ele-
- ments in satire and hnmor. Such a

He made a proposition to sell
one-half of his mine to Mr." Holladay for
$1,000 for money with which to operate
it, The offer was refused, and the driver
resigned and disappeared. In a month
or so a company was formed and opera-
tions were begun. * The mine yielded
the richest ore ever taken out of any
mine up to that time, Comstock, for
that was the stage-driver’s name, be-

men in the country. The stock rose
rapidly from hundreds to thousands of
dollars, and finally $100,000 was paid
for a claim twenty feet acrossthe iace of
the lode.. Next to the Bonanza it was
probably the richest mine -ever discov-
ered in the earth. Mr, Comstock fol-
lowed the rule, and from Leing one of
the richest men soon became one of the
poorest, and finally died penniless,—
