Another R ival o f Coal Gas.
The electric light is not the only 

rival which mother envention has rais­
ed up against coal gas. A  company, 
with $2,000,000 capital, has just been 
organized to make gas by the decompo­
sition of steam and liquid hydro-carbon 
on highly heated lime. The operation 
produces almost pure hydrogon, which 
being carbuaeted, results in a gas of 
between 30 and 40 candle power. The 
process, which was discovered tly a 
French chem'ist -and improved by a 
Polish one, is said to be economical, 
and- it is hoped that the new gas will 
supersede coal for running engines, and 
possibly in domestic beating and cook­
ery. It is made without coal oil being 
used in its preparation. Some Hew 
York gas companies are proposing to 
substitute it for the ordinary article, 
and if half that is told of it proves 
true, it is destined to work-sgreat rifod- 
ifications- in various operations cdh- 
nected with light and heat.

establishments with a capital of §92,- 
930,959, employing 68,445 males over 
16 years of age, 4,784 females over 15 
years o f age, and 4,862 children and 
youths. Total hands employed* 77,591. 
The wages paid during the year was 
§25,318,682 ; the value o f material used 
was §92,852,989, and total value of 
their products was §150*692,025. Since 
1870 the number o f manufacturing es­
tablishments- in the State has dimin­
ished, though the number Of persons 
employed has increased.

138o a dollar in wages produced §5.95 
in manufactured products.

In 1850 every dollar’s worth of man­
ufactured product represented 55 cents 
in material; in 1S60 there was 53 cents’ 
worth of material to every dollar of 
manufactured product: in 1870 there 
was 57 cents of material in each dollar 
of finished manufactures.

In  1S60"74 per cent. o f the value of 
products was paid for wages and raw 
material; 1870, wages and raw material 
was 75 per cent, of the whole, and in 
1SS0, 7S per cent.' o f the total value of 
products was paid for wages and raw 
material.

From the foregoing it can he seen 
the growing tendency toward larger 
establishments exists in Michigan as 
well as elsewhere. Though the num­
ber of factories as fewer, the number 
of hands is greater.

The increase of producing capacity 
added to labor by the increase of ma­
chinery can he Seen from a comparison 
of the values of products turned out 
by each laborer in the several census 
years.

It will also be seen that the average 
annual wages of laborers decreased 
from 1S50 to 1S60, that they increased 
largely between 1S60 and 1870, and 
that in 1SS0 there was a slight falling 
off from the rates of 1870, when the 
currency was debased, and that in 
18S0, on a coin basis, average annual 
wages of workers in our Michigan 
manufacturing establishments was 
nearly 30 per cent, greater than the 
wages in 1S60.—Post and Tribune.

Springs, and all live together In unity 
and brotherly affection; that no one 
ever finds fault with public officers 
without first knowing all about the 
business; that when we buy a load of 
wood for a cord, on the seller’s say-so, 
we can always depend on having a 
cord; that the golden rule is always 
observed by the citizens of this county; 
that no one is ever dissatisfied with 
Michigan weather; that it  Is so com­
mon to find persons who do not think 
they have the hardest time of any one 
in the world; that no one ever thinks 
o f reading a local paper without first 
having paid for it. And. who has moire 
to be thankful for?

6, 1883. Place not yet known. Let every 
teacher, officer, and parent agitate the 
work. Remember educational affairs 
cannot be treated like Common things. 
Teachers can claim better treatment 
than they receive. I f  we elevate_and 
ennoble our teachers, we elevate and 
ennoble the people. I f  our measures 
tend to degrade the teachers, we degen- 
rate with them .our youth. Those who 
speak lightly of our teachers and edu­
cation, commit a heinous crime. They 
profane the majesty of humanity. The 
school is the mirror which reflects the 
personal worth and intellectual quali­
fication of the teacher, and the intel­
lectual and moral character o f com­
munity as well. Hence, he who ele­
vates the teacher and promotes the 
cause of education, enhances the glory 
o f his country. ~ *

Short Biographical Sketches o f Mr. 

and Mrs. J. C. Quint.
• B e r r i e n  S p r i n g s , Nov. 22,1882,
John Clark Quint, son of William 

and Judith Clark Quint, was bom  in 
Anson, Somerset county, Maine, Hov.

USEFUL HINTS.,
Oh Hidsen’s bibs are made of tbe ob­

long momie cloth towels with borders. 
These are cue out to fit the neck, and 
ornamented with some of the many pre­
vailing scenes out of child life in outline 
'stitch.

Gbeasb spots m a yb e rem oved from  
paper by applying a little  pow dered 
pipe-clay, on  w hich is  placed a sheet o f 
soft white paper ; then use a h ot iron.
The adhering powder may be removed 
with a piece of Lidia rubber.

Thebe is nothing better to clean win­
dow glass with than chamois skin. 
Wash the skin carefully first; after 
washing the glass, rinse the skin, wring 
it dry and wipe the glass with it. No 
other polishing need be required.

Ce m e n t  f o b  F a n c y  W o r k .— -Mix the 
best powdered rice with a little cold 
water; then gradually add boiling water 
till a proper consistence is acquired, 
being careful to keep it well stirred all 
the thru ; last it must be boiled for one 
minute in a clean saucepan. This paste 
is beautifully white, almost transparent 
and well adapted for fancy paper work 
or other things requiring a strong and 
coloiless cement. \

T he L inen Ha s .— Ar» excellent plan 
to save old napkins and table-cloths ib 
to cat oat the good parts and put them 
away in a bag, appropriately labeled, and 
have them ready for use in case of sick­
ness. A  housewife whose system is so 
complete that it is hard to believe she 
has lived on earth only about forty years 
gives this advice, and sbe says also tbat 
we should keep another bag, with pieces 
of flannel, and another with old cotton 
cloth, for the seme purpose. \

A w b e e e b  in a German paper states , 
that it is a custom in. the offices in that \ 
country to have a sliced potato on the x 
desk in commercial houses. He does 
not state whether the esculent should be 
raw or not, but the probability is that 
it is boiled. The use of the potato is to 
■dean steel pens and generally act as a 
pen-wiper. It removes all: ink crust and 
gives a peculiarly smooth flow to the 
ink. He also states that the Hamburg 
clerks pass new pens two or three times 
through a gas flame and then the ink 
wul flow freely.

T he Oabe of Towels.—Never pnt a 
new towel in the wash until you have 
overcast the fringed edge. The nse of 
this is obvious the moment one is told 
of it, though a dozen towels might be 
worn out before one would discover it.
If, when towels are washed, the fringe 
is shaken well before they are hung np 
to dry, the fresli appearance will be pre- 
seived for a long time. If vigorously 
shaken, that is all that is necessary; 
otherwise it is best to have the laundress 
whip the fringe over the clean back of a 
kitchen chair. This is much better 
than any combing process. Beside, it - 
does not wear the fringe so much.

K e b o s e n e  H o b se  L in im e n t .—An old 
recipe says: “ It is not as generally 
known as it ought to he that kerosene 
oil is one of the very best remedies for 
strains or brnisCs that can be applied to 
the flesh of beasts. I  know an instance 
in which, a young colt got cast on its 
back in a manger; when taken out it 
was utterly unable to stand or move its 
hind limbs and so continued for some 
time, when two or three applications of 
the oil, twelve hours between, complete­
ly restored it. This and similar facts 
led me, when studying drags several 
years ago, to conco.ct the following, 
which. I  named Kerosene Liniment: 
Kerosene oil, one ounce; aromat. spirits 
ammonia, three drachms; tincture stra- 
monii, two drachmB; tincture opii, two 
drachms; tincture arnica, two drachms; 
oil origanum, two drachms; oilmentbe 
twenty drops; chloroform, one drachm; 
spirits camphor, two drachms. This 
article is incomparably superior *u any­
thing of its kind for braises, soreness of 
the muscles from any cause, or nervous 
pains. Its value, however, wili best be 
known by its nse. Many a prescription 
has been sold for $50 which, compared 
with this, was not worth the paper it 
was written on. Equally good lor beast 
or man.”
