The Land-Slids Case.

It was in the early.days of Nevala
Territory. The mountains are very
high and steep about Carson, Eagle
and Washoe Valleys—very high and
very steep, and so when the snow gets
to melting off fast in the spring and
the warm surface-earth begins to mois-
ten and soften, the disastrous land-
slides commence.

General Buncombe was shipped out

' to Nevada in the invoice of territorial

Lincolr’s Stature.

Leonard W, Folk replies, as follows,
in January Century to a denial of his
statement in regard to Lincoln’s
height:

I have read the communication in
the Century for October, and can only
reiterate that Abraham Lincoln was
just six feet one inch when I measured
him in April, 1860. As before stated,
I placed him back against the studio
wall, and made a mark over his head,
as 1 had done in the case of Senator
Dotliglas, two years before. I measur-
ed from the floor up to the mark sev-
eral times. in order to besure I was
right, desiring fto know the exact dif-
ference in the heights of these two
men, which was just 12 inches. 1
thought Mr. XLincoln fairly erect
when 1 marked on the wall. TPos.ibly
he might have stretched up an i.ch or
two higher, but at that date it is hard-
ly possible he could have expanded
three inches in length. I am now re-
minded- of a story told me while at
Springfield, a few years since, of M.
Lincoln’s faculty for streiching him-
self oub in length. 1 did not know of
this, however, at the time I measured
him, or { should have requested him
to give his fullest height. The follow-
ing is the story:

A wager was madeone day in Spring-
lield, vetween the friends of Mr. Lin-
coln and O. M. Hateh, late secretary of
the state of Illinois (also a tall, slender |
man), as to their relative height. “Mr.
Hatch was first placed against the
wall, so a mark could be made over
his head, Mr. Lincoln remarking at
the time, “Now Hatch, stund fair.”
. When the mark was duly made, Mr.
Lincoln was placed beside it, and at
first Mr. Hateh’s friends declared they
had won Lhe wager. **Wait,” said Mr.
Lincoln. “The mark is not yet made
for me.” Then hebegan to stretch him-
self out like Indian rubber, and went
nearly two inches above Mr. Hatch’s

~mark, carrying .off the stakes amidst

The following account of the murder
of three persons by & woman who was
born in this county we clip from the
South Bend. Tribune:

“Mrs. Emma Stillwell, of Mount Ver-
non, Ohip, is lying on her death-bed, a
victim of consumption, and has made
a confession of committing three mur-
ders and of several unsuccesstul efforts
to kill her present busband. Her vie-
tims were a former husband, a stran-
ger and a 14 months old svon. When
- she learned that she could not live she
asked that her husband come to her
room and hearher confession. Marvin
Stillwell, the father-in-law of the wo-
man, was also present. She isa wo-
man of perhaps 30 years of age, with
thin, straggling brown hair that hung
in a confused mass about her wan and
shrunken face, large gray, restless eyes,
sharp, aquiline nose, thin, colorless lips,
“which she kept tightly compressed,
and when in the enjoyment of good
health she stood about five fest twou
inches high, and weighed about 110
pounds. Her voice was s0 weak that
she wis powerless to articulate above
a whisper. —

At first she was loth to speak and
seemed greatly agitated, fearing that
the strangers were a party of officers
come to arrest her for the terrible
crimes. Her confidence being restored
she reiterated her confession,in sub-
stance as follows: My maiden name
was Emma Hoard; was born at Niles,
Mich., and at 15 years of age was mar-
ried to Benjamin Swygars, at Mary-
ville, the county seat of Nodaway coun-
ty, Mo. Two children were born to
them, who are still living at Maryville
with her brother, Lester Hoard; and are
aged 6 and 8§ years. Swygart was a
shoemaker, and had accumulated $1,000
in money, besides two houses and eight
lots. He was strongly addicted to
drinking and came home intoxicated
frequently. In March, 1877, she clainms
that her mother and brother, Chester
entered into a conspiracy to gét him
out of the way and secure his property;
that hé eame home drunk one night;
that her brother threw him on the
floor; when she struck him on the back
of the head with an axe, breaking his
skull. They then laid him on the bed
and lefv the house. She then took her
two children and went to the house of
a neighbor named Hall, where she re-
mained all night. The next day Swi-
gart’s death became known, and the
three were arrested for the crime, had
a hearing before a magistrate, and they
- were discharged, the verdici being that
the deceased met his death by aceident
while intoxicated.

Then they kept a boarding house,
and several months after the above
crime the motber, brother and sister
again combined to kill a stranger who
was temporarily stopping at the house
and supposed to have money. Getting
into his room, they beat him to death
with a hammer, but were rewarded by
fnding only a small sum of woney.
Near by was a ravine 100 feet deep,
where they concealed the remains,
which were found nearly one year af

to be beyond identification. -No ar-
rests for this murder were ever made,
and the tragedy is still a mystery..

On January 20, 1878, at Rockport,
Atchbinson county, Mo., Mrs. Swigart
ewas married to J. V. Stillwell, who, at

} the time, was a brakeman on the Kuan-

sas City &st. Jue railroad. Two child-
ren where boin to them. On May 11,
1880, Mrs. Stillwell who had taken an
intense dislike to Gertie, the eldest,
aged 14 months, on account of it being
sickly and puny, strangled it to death
in the presence of her mother, atter
giving it a decoction of steeped peach
leaves. The family was then living at
Rulo, Neb. Stillwell was then running
on the Atchison & Nebraska ralroad.
and on coming home the unnatural
mother informed him Gert.e had died
a natural death.

She next confessed to having been

When we
have done all this, we shall have made a real
advance toward securing for them the great-
est boon of this life—a heslthy mind in &
ealthy body.
