Hearly opposite aud in the rear" 
ot a building an easy stone’s throw 
from police headquarters, dwells the 
family of a man who earns $1.25 per 
day. The wife, a young woman, look­
ed careworn.

“My husband,” said the woman, “ is 
American horn, and a gateman on the 
elevated road. He earns $1.25 a day. 
Some months he does not work Sun­
days, so he averages about $30 per 
month. I  have two children. We-pay 
$6 a month rent for three rooms. Be­
fore 1 was married I  worked out. It 
is difficult to get along. What with 
sickness and one thing and another it 
is impossible to lay by anything.”

As the woman spoke the tears came 
into her eyes. Restraining herself, she 
resumed: “My husband can drink a 
glass of beer like any man, hut as he 
can’t afford it he don’t. Her is very 
good, and brings me all he earns. I f  
he made $10 a week, I  think I  should 
h e . happy. I  couldn’t give you the 
items. I  only know that when he 
bi;ings me tlfe money and I pay the 
rent and buy my monthly supplies, it 
is nearly gone. We use astral oil be­
cause I  am afraid—the common oil 
might explode and burn the children. 
A  hag Of flour costing $1.05 lasts a 
month. Coal we buy hy the ton, which 
lasts tis two months. We eat very few 
vegetables besides potatoes, as they are 
beyond-our means. Our meat bill is 
about $A a month. Milk is an expen­
sive Item, but the children are delicate 
and need*it. I  am afraid- my husband 
will never better himself, as he knows 
nothing else to do.”—New York Sun.

THE SENATORSHIP.
The first vote for United States Sena­

tor to succeed Thos.TV.-Ferry was taken 
by the Legislature Tuesday. The vote 
showed a diversity o f opinion as to 
who should be the best man for the 
place, there being five candidates in 
the Senate and sixteen in the House.

The vote stood in  the Senate: Ferry, 
14; Stout, 13; Bvron M, Cntcheon,2; 
Benton Hanchett, 2; Chas. Upson, 1. 
In  the House: Ferry, 45; Stout, 87; 
Cutcheon, 2 ; Horr, 2 ; Hanchett, 2; 
Willetts, Joy. .Thomas M, Cooley, J. C. 
Burrows, Ferry Hannahs, Upson, Seth 
Moffot, Bichard Winsor, F . B. Stock- 
bridge, McMillan, J. S. Newberry, each 
one, Ferry lacking but eight o f an 
election.

One peculiar feature o f the ballot is 
the fact that no one thought enough 
o f Jay Hubbell to vote for him.

Yesterday the two Houses met in 
joint convention and balloted once, 
resulting as follows: Ferry, 50 ; Stout, 
50, and the balance scattered nearly 
the same as the vote .o f Tuesday. F. 
B. Stockbridge gained a few  of the 
anti-Ferry votes.

The bill to reinstate F itz John Por­
ter in. the army was passed by the Sen 
ate by six majority. But three Repub­
licans, Senators Sewell, Bon Cameron, 
and Hoar, voted for the bill.

The Greenbackers at Lansing held 
an indignation meeting, where they 
moBt beautifully scalped Mr. Begole 
fo r  bis exhibition o f what they called 
ingratitude. The play is becoming ex­
citing, and the audience is enjoying it 
hugely.

Indications: appear already that Gov. 
Cleveland will not enjoy his office mote 
than a heavenly mission. The office 
seeking gang in New York is as much 
wors&tfialxthe one in  Michigan as that 
is ahead o f  perfection.

W e do not seek 
to belittle the elements of principle 
and patriotism, but it  is a fact which 
sophistry may as well let alonetbat the 
great incentive to party zeal is the 
hope o f  official reward; and the man 
who has no party affiliation is a cipher 
in citizenship.”

The Legislature is again on board 

and has commenced grinding out laws 
fo r  the people. Evidently, from the 
send-off, the present session will be a 
busy one, and strong hope's are enter­
tained that much good legislation will 
be accomplished during this voyage, 
and-that the old ship of this Common­
wealth will be able to anchor at an 
early day in the harbor of prosperity, 
as a result.
• To a stranger dropping in here, he 
would immediately conceive the 
thought,. “I ’m In the wrong pew,” not 
being able to recognize in all that is 
said and done the least intimation that 
the election of a United States Senator 
was pending, save in the work that is 
being quietly carried on in the hotel 
lobbies; and yet from the quill drivers 
generally, one would be led to believe 
that Hades was cashing things gener­
ally, and that all glutinous substances 
were frozen up solid.

You would be surprised to witness 
the vast amount of reform that is be­
ing introduced by some of the new po­
litical faith. F ’rinstance, the member 
from Jim Elver offers a resolution to 
the effect that the pay of no elective 
officer shall begin until he shall begin 
to work, yet he must be on hand in 
case any work shall be ground out for 
him, and upon this, another good broth­
er offers a resolution to the effect that 
the pay of no member shall begin until 
he first begins to work. Meantime the 
level headed chaps are getting in the 
bills, some of them that will interest 
nearly everybody, somewhat like these:

Mr. Fast, of Kalamazoo, “A  bill to 
prevent the sale o f toy pistols,” and 
the mothers will all. say, “God bless 
Mr. Fast, his colors are assured.”  Then 
a bill to regulate the practice of medi­
cine, at which the undertakers - will 
shiver. Also a bill to “ provide a pun­
ishment for getting on board of rail­
road. trains when in motion,” this lat- 
ter will not include Legislators who 
carry passes but purchase tickets. And 
a bill to provide a system of instruc­
tion for bur Public Schools, ‘ showing, 
the effect of alcoholic stimulants upon 
the human system, and many others o f 
solid intent, o f  which your correspond­
ent will advise you as they progress. 
Much comment is made regarding the 
wholesale business entered into by the 
Governor-’as to the pardoning power; 
It Is all very well for the Sheriffs and 
the deputies, but it’s rough on the com­
munity. “With our existing laws, .the 
labor and expense o f getting these 
chaps clothed in the striped garments, 
it  looks to a person interested in the 
safety o f  the community as though 
crime were at a premium.

The appointments of theGovernor, 
as a general thing, are regarded as fa­
vorably as might be expected. Thexe- 
tentiou o f  Mrs. Tenney, although hoped 
for, was a surprise to everybody; and 
right here is quite a point. It is claim­
ed by the knowing one3 that theGov­
ernor hadit in his power to so strength­
en the jparty that two years her ce Mich­
igan would have been swept by such a 
blizzard as never was, no, nor never 
shall be; but now, alas I there is no 
hope, and Michigan, my Michigan, has 
seen her first and last Fusion Governor. 
Of course, -you can take this with a 
pinch of salt, yet it comes from the 
other side. For some time past the
friends of the Governor have manifest-1
ed great anxiety for his welfare, owing 
to the great strain brought upon him 
by the myriads of office seekers. Fully 
one hundred men were clamoring for 
each position, and ninety-and-nine 
howling because their relative value to 
the cause was not duly recognized in 
the shape o f an appointment Which the 
other fellow got. The Governor is 
coming out all right.

It is early yet to predict anything as 
to; the length o f the session, but many 
who claim to know assert that May 
will pass and disappear ere this. Legis­
lature shall adjourn.

The “indignation” meeting held by 
the Greenbackers last Friday evening, 
is positive proof of the unworthiness 
of the late “ combination”  that by the 
aid o f deceived Bepublicans defeated 
David H. Jerome and placed Josiah W. 
Begole in the gubernatorial chair. 
When the scheme was first broached 
the Bepublican denounced it .as ascram 
ble for office, and the ' events of the 
past few weeks, which culminated in 
the Friday night’s meeting, have fully 
confirmed the idea first expressed. Dis­
guise it as best they may by protesta­
tions of disinterestedness, a longing for 
office cropped out from the beginning 
to the encl of the movement; and dis­
appointment in office-seeking was the 
animus of the recent meeting which 
denounced the new governor. The 
bold utterances of the speakers show 
that the Greenbackers expected the 
governor to give all the offices to party 
followers, although the principal cam­
paign war cry was “civil service re­
form,”  They wanted the service re­
formed by turning out the old incum­
bents, no matter how much they had 
distinguished themselves in the dis­
charge o f their official duties, and the 
members o f their own party put in. 
The people who could not fathom the 
true nature of the “combination” be- 
fo ie  election need no longer grope in 
darkness, for the horns, hoofs, and. tail 
are now visible to the naked eye. Of 
course i f  Gov. Begole is guilty of- vio­
lating his Word, as is charged in the 
resolutions which we printed on Sat­
urday, and as was claimed by J. M. 
Potter in  his speech, he deserves cen­
sure, but how does it sound for a “ re­
form party”  to denounce really lofty 
and patriotic sentiments such as a de­
sire to rise above any party, and a wil­
lingness to be on friendly relations 
with the legislative department of our 
State government? Besides all this 
the resolutions make a positive mis-, 
statement when they declare that in 
all Governor Begole’s message there is 
not one word that indicates a desire 
on his part for retrenchment in State 
affairs. However much we may dis 
agree with the governor on the nature 
of some o f  his recommendations, he did 
call attention to what he considered 
more economical methods in more ways 
than one; and especially was this no­
ticeable in his recommendation regard­
ing the proposed asylum a t. Traverse 
City. Even where indignation meet­
ings are necessary to do justice to the 
case there is no reason for a depai ture 
from the truth.—Lansing Bepublican.

More Railroad Talk.,
Th e  following, that is of interest to 

the citizens of this place, we find in 
the South Bend Tribune. This is the
road that is steering for St. Joseph and 
is liable, under some circumstauces, to 
come within reach of Buchanan:

The Vandalia railway company are 
still at work on the extension of their 
road to this city, which is already call­
ed the South Bend division. Surveyors 
have been over the line this week. 
They were met by a gentleman from 
this city on his way to Hairth Liberty 
last Monday: The chief engineer of 
the party said that lie had orders to 
run a line due north from Maxenkuckee 
lake to the’GrandTrunk railway track, 
which would strike the latter road a 
short distance west of Crum’s Point. He 
had no instructions to go further, but 
on reaching that point *o report and 
wait for orders. This route strikes 
several miles west of Plymouth by way 
of Tyner City and Horth Liberty, and 
is estimated to be cheaper by about 
$200,000 than either of the other lines 
proposed. The ugly hills and morasses 
between this city and Plymouth are 
avoided on this line, and it was thought 
by the engineer that the company 
would adopt it, unless Plymouth would 
make up the difference necessary to 
take the road through that place. The 
Horth Liberty people are greatly in­
terested in the new road, and will do 
handsomely to have it strike their 
town.

President McKeen has already bought 
Be ssemer steel rails, at $42 a ton, suf­
ficient to lay the track clear to the city, 
and has the refusal of steel rails at the 
same price to coutinue the roa'd on to 
Lake Michigan. The work of building 
will be commenced as early in the 
spring as the weather will permit, and 
be pushed forward as rapidly as posi- 
ble. President McKeen means business.

As to the two routes under consider­
ation there is no- doubt among those 
thoroughly posted that the Horch 
Libeny route is the most preferable. 
Logansport; Keyyanee, Marmont on the 
northwest border of Maxenkuckee lake, 
Horth Libeuty and Crum’s Point, to 
which place they surveyed, are on an 
air line, and to run to Horth Liberty, 
the only deviation from an air line 
wquld be in running along the western 
shore of Maxenkuckee lake. The grade 
is almost a level and the country is 
splendid farming and timber region. 
The Horth Liberty route, too, strikes 
the city in better shape .than the Ply­
mouth route. In short everything and 
most of the people are in favor o f the 
Horth Liberty route.”

Philadelphia Press.

Thirty women listened fo r  thirty minutes 
last night, in  Franklin institute to Miss Mary 
Hobart who told them  “How to 'Wash and 
Dress a Baby;”  The lecture was illustrated. 
The illustration was kindly furnished by  a 
young mother in  toe audience. It  had a red 
face, very bright eyes; a wee bit o f a nose, and 
a voice. The lecturer, a fresh-faced, hand­
some woman, began by explaining how to 
wash and dress a new ly-bom  infant, withont 
drowning it in  toe basin, or causing it to hurst 
out by  tight bandaging. “White caatile soap 
is the proper thing to wash a baby with,”  said 
she, “and the water should be at a tempera­
ture o f  100 degrees. The baby should not be 
washed a little at a time. Its head, face, and 
ears should be attended to first, and then toe 
entire body should be immersed to  toe water 
like this.”

The illurtxation was placed in  a deep basin 
filled with water, and the illustration mani­
fested its disapprobation b y  a howl. “In  dry­
ing the child,”  continued Miss Hobart as she 
lifted toe squalling bit o f  humanity ont o f  toe 
hath, “ do not rub it  m uch, but pat it 
carefully until dry. Bub its back i f  you like—
that pleases a babe.

Hundred Days Under IFire.

The city o f Charleston was under siege 585 

days, and fo r  over five hundred days under 
fire. When Gilmore got his “Swamp Angel” 
planted and sent word that he would open fire 
on the city, toe citizens o f Charleston laughed 
over the message. His guns were five jnilcs 
away, and the idea that he conld do toe city 
any harm was too absnrd to entertain.

It  is juHt m idnight
W -r-r-r-rl S-s-s-s! Scream—rush—bang! 
Gilmore has sent Ms first shell into toe city.

It strikes a brick building opposite toe post- 
office and explodes with a crash which tumB 
5,000 people ont o f bed. Men who heard the 
horrible screaming o f that great shell as it 
came over toe waters o f toe  bay will never for­
get the Bound.

In  five minutes a second one came, bnt ibis 
failed to explode and is now on exhibition at 
M ajor Willis' office on toe wharf. I t  just fits 
into and just fillB a nail keg. B y toe time toe 
third one arrived all Charleston was awake • 
and fu ll o f  alarm and horror. This was too 
beginning o f a siege which has no parallel it  
American warfare. Day after day—week aftel 
week—month after mouth, with only intervals 
o f  a few hours at a time fo r  the guns to cool or 
eonie new move to he made, the bombardment 
continued Grant d id  not care to injure 
Petersburg. Gilmore w ould have wiped 
Charleston off toe  face o f  the earth i f  he had 
been abla

That first night’ s experience was enough to 
arouse toe city to action Not a  building in the 
lower part o f  t o e  city was safe from  the big 
sheila loaded with Greek fire. Under toe ad­
vice o f  the chief o f  toe fire department every 
house kept a ready supply o f  water on hand 
in  barrels and other vessels. In  some districts 
bodies o f  minute-men were form ed, who would 
rush to toe spot where a shell fe ll and quickly 
subdue toeilames, in case a fire  was started. 
The business stree s were all paved with cob­
ble-stone. These stones were taken up  and 
dumped into toe sea, and it  was a wise precau­
tion. - Scored o f  shells fell upon the streets, 
and buried themselves in  the sand and explod­
ed  without damage.

B y  and b y  toe people became used to the 
situation, and seemed to go to bed without 
any more fear than would have been shown in  
New York. 'While the street-cars ceased to 
run, all other business was transac ed as usual, 
and during toe hottest fire o f toe whole siege 
men were loading vessels at th e  wharves, va­
rious factories were running and children 
were playing in  the public parks. Federal 
history pictures Charleston in  ruins and filled 
with woe and desolation within thirty days 
after Gilmore opened fire. As a matter o f  fact 
business was not suspended fo r  a single hour. 
While a few families le ft  the city, others came 
in, and after the first fortnight tii9 shells were 
looked upon as a ma tter o f conrse. Probably 
not more than thirty inhabitants were killed 
by  the missiles direct, and both toe b ig  fires 
had their origin in  other causes. As CharieB- 

*ton began—haughty, imperious and defiant— 
so she remained to the last, and when evacu­
ated the southern Confederacy was drawing 
its lost breath o f  life.

Injurious Teas.

Few Indian planters w ill drink tea which 
has been recently manufactured, and gener- 

' ally make, during each season a supply -of what 
is  termed “ drinking tea,”  wMcli b y  special fer­
mentation becomes drinkable months before 
teas o f ordinary commercial manufacture 
could be imbibed with com fort The nearest 
approach to the class o f teas known as “ Ool­
ong”  is the species technically termed “Na- 
moonah”  (Hindostanoe), in  the Indian tea dis­
tricts, an unfermented “panned”  tea. Its value 
as a mixing agent with weaker China teas is 
great and its price high, but as its production 
is m ore expensive the results are frequently 
problematical, and i t  is  only in solitary cases 
that it is manufactured. No planter wonld 
drink this tea from  choice, as it would sim ply 
“blow  his head off,”  or  unnerve M m  com­
pletely, and yet it is  a fa ct that teas o f  this de­
scription are toe m ost sought after as a  bever­
age in the United States by  rich admirers o f 
“Oolong,”  “Gunpbwder,”  “ Caper,”  etc, P err 
sonal experiments recently made have con­
vinced the writer that these teas when drank 
alone are positively nauseous and that a little 
goes a long way. Here then, is a  case where 
to toe use o f  pure tea m ay be laid a  series o f 
dyBpeptio and nervous disorders.
