~ Pictures by the Mile.
Those who bave recently had experi-

ence with venders of cheap oil paint-.

ings, who have visited Buchanan, will
be interested in the following bit of in-
formation from the New York Sun:
O1l paintings 24x36 inches, mounted
and stretcled, are sold in this city at a
profit of $50 a hundred. Eight artists
have been known to produce 125 of
these piintings in aday. Turge, hand-
some, flat Duteh gilt frames for the
paintings sell for $1.
sule rates. The pictures retail for
from $2 apiece up, and one of them has
been sold as high as $#250. They are
sold chiefly by peddlers, who carry
stocks of them through all the mining
towns of the west. Many show an

amount of ldabor and skill in execution |

which it would seem impossible to
command for ten timesthe price asked.
They are all landscapes; as nothing else
sells so well. The paintings come in
many sizes, but the price does not vary
much. They generally vepresent a-riv-
er, mountains in the distance, a bit of
country with fences and trees, and
here and there a farm-house. Thetints
are well blended, and at a distance
produce » pleasing effect. This is es-
pecially true of the pictures intended
for the eastern trade. Thirteen years
ago,” when the industry was begun,
loud, flaring’ ¢olors and broad effects
were in demand, but now such paint-
ings are only wanted in the far west.

~ One of the largest of these oil paint-
ing  manufactories is in- Greenwich
street, where there are rooms filled
with racks containing hundreds of fin-
ished paintings.

They were
hard at work, and paiuting rapidly.
Tne proprietor, Wm. Levin, is an ar-
tist who studied four years under Ge-
rome, in Paris. Finding very little
money in high art, he invented a pro-
cess for the rapid production of cheap

‘paintings.

~ The paintings are made on heavy
muslin, which is first wet and stretch-
ed tightlv on long frames. It is then
cub into the required size, and stretech-
ed by a machine on asquare pineframe,
where it4ds made fast, Next the mus-
lin is tinted a light blue, and after this
has dried itis ready for the painter.
A coating of oil is frst put on it, and
then a stencil plate is 1aid on the mus-
lin., This stencil is of thick paper, with
all sorts of 0dd shapes cutin it. A boy
stands on one side of the table and a
girl on the other, and near them are
several small pots of paint, They daub
the paint into the holes of the stencil
plate with great rapidity. When the
stencil is removed the muslin is seen
to be spotted here and there with paint.
Another stencil is then used, .whose
holes correspond to other parts of tlie
muslin, and more paintis daubed in.
Two more stencils fullow, and ‘when
the work is- dohe the .muslin is com-
pletely covered with a.patehwork of
variéd colors, Itisther banded to a
young woman, who blends the back-
ground. She uses several brushes in
running the colors into each other, and

" finally goes over all with a large cam-

el's hair brush. The result is surpris-
ing. The patehwork becomes a har-
monious combination of blended tints.
The muslin then goes toa mam who
blends the foreground in thesameman--
ner. Next it is dried and passesto the
finisher, who works from'a model hung
on her-easel. She outlines the trees,
fences, shrubs, and other accidents of

‘scenery with extraovdinary rapidity.

The colors are mixed ready to her
hand and she has simply to. lay them
on. -A fourth and more skillful artist
gives the'finishing touches of lightand
shade. It finally gues to the- artist,
who may be called the architect. He
puts in the palaces, castles, houses and
boats. The Tapidity and skitl -with
which all'work is due, to long years of
practice. The pairt used is common
house painters’ paint.
room are racks containing small pots
of paints of 3,000 different tints.

‘Mr. Levin says he is obliged ‘to sell
very cheaply in order to compete with
artists who _paint at their homes. He
bas 100 different styles of pictures, but
some sell much better than others. He
has tried figure pieces but they did not
take well. The - paint stands the test
of time very well and-is softened and
improved by age. When handsomely :

framed, these paintings, Mr. Levin |

says, are sometimes hung. in private
galleries among expensive paintings.
He knew of a wealthy western nuin
who had his private gallery complete-
ly filled with these paintings, In the
c¢ities the paintings are sold by auc-
tioneers "and in the country by dry
grods stores and peddlers.- It is'a fas-
cinating busmess, as a high price may
be obtained for the pictures sometimes.

PROTE TION.

At the opening of a mass meeting
held at Cooper Imstitute, Feb. 1, the
venerable Peter Cooper opened the
.meeting with the following short ad-
dress:

“We have assembled, my friends, tc
call and Ax the attention of this audi-
ence, and the American people as far
as we can reach them, to one of the
most important questions that it is
possible to propose for the considera-
sion of our country. The advocates of
free trade with foreign nations are
trying to peisvade our Government and
people that it is for our interest to buy
from other countries all the luxaries
that they have to offer. These advo-
cates of free trade propose that otr
mechanies shall either work ab the
starvation wages of foreign laborers
or be foreed to abandon their trades
and become competitors with the agri-
culturists of our country. If we de-
sire to bring upon the whole nation a
fate similar to that which has fallen
to the lot of Ireland, Turkey, Mexico
and Hindostan, it is only necessary to
arrange our tariff in a way that will
induce the people to have all their
manuafacturing done in fureign coun-
tries, and pay for it in the raw materi-
als of our own. Such a policy will, if
I am not mistaken, secure for our na-
tion and for our Union of States as
rapid a decline as that which fell to
‘the lot of Spain when the Moors, her
principal manufacturers, were driven
out of that country. Such a policy
might gratify our thirst for all the
dearly bought- follies and fashions of
European life, but it would bring ruin
and wretchedness upon hundreds of
thousands of the mechanies who have
nothing to sell but their labor. To
break up thkis diversified employment
of so vast a number by a change of
tariff, and then expect them to find for
themselves other means of living,is
about as reasonable as it was for Bha-
raoh to expect the Israelites to make
bricks without straw. (Applause) All
must see how utterly impossible it
would be for the American people to
buy anything cheap Trom foreign coun-
tries that must be bought ut the ex-
pense of leaving our own good raw
materials unused and our laborers un-
employed. (Applause.)

E *® * *

Almost the same remarks I have
just made I delivered at Delmonico’s,
twelve or fourteen years ago. This
same subjeet has been one of deep and
abiding interest with me, and I feel
confident that if our Government per-
sists in reducing the'tariff some twen-
ty-five per gent it will cost our country
a thovsand millions of dollars; for I
see that it will break up such a vast
number of little manuvfacturing inter-
ests, and enforce idleness. upon such o
vast number of people, that it will not
be difficult to estimate the loss at more
thana thousand million dollars,if such
takes place. So that every one who
values the interests of this great coun-
try should do all that is possible to per-
suade our Government to stop in its
mad career of reducing the tariff,

Ihave noficed in my own business
life, extending over a period of nearly
seventy years, that evedy reduction of
the tariff has hrought wretchedness
and ruin. It is the natural effect from
sucl, & cause, Nothing is more cer-
tain than that the advocacy of free
trade comes from foreigners who want
to break up our industries. They have
done it several times alrveady, and they
want to do it again; and they will, I
fear, unless action now going on in
Congress is'checked. My hope is that
such a demonstration will be made all
over the country as will stop them in
their mad career; for nothing is more
vertzin than the fate which will befall
us unless we proteet the laborers of
our land. (Applause) T hope every-
.body will do what they can to thwart
so_wicked a purpose as the proposed
reduction of the tariff. The laborers
of the Old World get barely enough to
keep body and soul together, and that
is the condition in which the advoeates
of free trade are trying to place our
laborers, and it behooves every man t.
do all he can to deter Congress fro'.:
the endeavor. (Loud applause.)

Imprisoned for Life.
Demorest’s Monthly. .

Would it not be wise to hava acourt in per-
petual session to keep an oversight of persons
who are imprisoned for long terms or for life?
Many ceses-occar in which people are sen-
teniced wrongfully, or when public indignation
runs high, and a reviéw of such cases would
do no harm, and might save much suffering.
~Anyof us wno has been kept at home Ly bad
veather, sickness, or for some domesticreason,
will recall how irksome was the confinement.
Think, then,what imprisonment means, and
that forlife. In the jail of Brooklyn, N. Y,
there are six women undergoing sentence for
life. Two of them have already served
sixtesn'years. They all declare their inno-
cence of the crimes imputed. to them.
Two _ were undergoing punishment for
stroying children who should never have been
born; another had, in the opinion of the court,
committed arson. More than one: of these
women had been sentenced by Recorder Hack-
ett, who died insane, and who was' known for
his ferocions sentences. He was undounbtedly
out of hismind. for several years before he
died, and scores. of prisoners suffered from the:
diseased malice of this mad judge. It shenld
be remembered that these people-in time come
to'have no friends. Relatives move away or
die; and many years do not elapse before they
are entirely alonein the world Some of the
various charitable societies, conmiposed mairly
of women, should move in this matter, and try
to Tearn the story of every porson seatenced to
Imprisonment for life, or for any long period.

They Murder Their Sick, They Dis-
honor- Wonien, and They are
the Slaves of Superstition.

There is & mistaken notionin the east thaé
the Chiness are always humble and submis-

-sive, and much put upon and ah—sed by the

whites of the Pacific coast. Thoere was a time
when the hoodlums of San Francisco mal-
treated the Asistic immigrants shomefnlly,
but that time has gone by. Now the China.
man appears to be as secure in his rights.of
person and property as anybody. Instead of
being deferential and timid he is often push-
ing and insolent He doea not give wayin
the street. He hustles you as rudely as an
English navvy. "A body of Chinese laborers
marching down a narrow streetwill crowd
lndies into the guiter. The Chinese mer-
chiants, doctors, and others belonging to the
better classes, are as polite as Frenchmen, but
the masses of the Chinese population on the
Pacific caast are rude and brutal, The chief
thing in their favor is their habit of personal
cleanliness. The railrond laborers, who are
the poorest and most ignorant class, wash
themselves from head to fool at fhe end of
each day’s work. All classes are frequemt
custorers of the barber, who gives minute at-
tention to their heads, faces, ears and necks.
Among the common laborers there is little
sympathy for sick and injured comrades. If
& man is likely to become & burden, the other
members of his gang want fo getrid-of him as
soon as poseible. Itis commonly belioved by
the white bosses on the railways that the Chi-
nese doctors put sick men out of the way by
poison when they think they cannot be speed-
ily cured. A case was told me in Oregon
of a Coolis railway laborer iwho hadanarm
broken. It was set by the company’s doc-
tor, and was doing well, Lut the rman’s
comrades insisted on bringing a Chinese doctor
io attend him. The -doctor came from o dis-
tant camp and gave the patients dose. Inan
hour the poor fellow was dead. In such cages
thero is no investigation; nobody cares that
tliere is on¢ Chinaman less. The death of a
cart-lorse is of much more consequence, One
great difficuity the employers 6f Chiness labor
have to contend with is tho superstiion
of these yueer people. Their religious
worship consisis chiefly in _propidating
the malevolent spiriis of the dead. & Chi-
nese domestic fancies there is o ghost in the
houss he_departs at once, and leaves an in-
seription behind to warn his_succeasors, It
often heppens that a family will be unable to
Leep o servant longer than o single day. Man
after man will come and go without giving
any resson for his abrupt deparfure. At
last the warning sign is found in the kitchen
or the servant’s room 2nd expunged; then
there is no more trouble. Not long ago two
Chinamen were killed in Oregon by ths ‘pre-
mature explosion of a blast on a new railws;
line. Onéof their fellow workmen declare:
that just before the explosion he saw two dev-
ils come to the opposite bank of the river, and
heard them tallgng. Thereupon the whole
gang of forty men dropped work, and could
not be induced, by threats or persuasions, to
return to the spot” It was necessary to send
{hem to another part of the line, and bring on
a fresh gang who kad not haeard of the occar-.
rencs, :

Some of
them do,no doubt,but I met no housckeeperon

they do faithfully, and in & machine-like way,
what they agree to do, and are shown how to
do, they are stubborn and_disobliging if asked
to go outside of their regular day’s routine of
labor. They insist on having their evenings fo
themselves and on leaving the house to gamble ~
and smoke opium with their comrades in some
dirty den. ~If, for any reason, breakfast
is wanted at an earlier hour than common, the
misiress must get it herself The test
trouble with them _is, however, to teach them
te show the same deference to the mistress of
the houee that they show to the master. They
* despise women as & lower order of beings, an
cannot understand, until they have beon gome
time in this eouniry, how & woman can right-
fully have authority in a household. The only
reason the Chinese are valued ashouse-sor-
vants on the Pacific coastis because white ser-
vies is scarce and very bad Xnowing that
they-can always get situations, the few white
women who goout to service are, as a~rule,
arrogeat, lazy, and incompetent.
