But really, when
you come t0 think of if, none of these
insects that we consider so horrible
and disgusting. look any worse than
lobsters and crabs, which we eat free-
ly. - It is a good deal a matter of fash-’
jon, after all, and if you had been
brought up in India you would enjoy
digging up a centipede eighteen inches
long and eating it like a stick of candy,
as the children do there. according to
Humboldt.—Oliver Thorne.

Borrowing Tools.

Some one who evidently has had some
experience in the matter writes to the
Cuuntry Gentleman concerning the
borrowing or- rather_ the lending i1.ui-
sance. He says: Dr. Franklin once
said, with a guod deal of truth, that
*“he who goes a borruwing goes a sor-
rowing;” but I have fouund by experi--
ence tbat “he who goes a lénding has
annoyance unending.” All my nearer
neighbors who lived in a village once
borrowed my square harrow to work
their gardens, until one day I found
that six teeth were gones I then told
“them that I would continue to lend it
on conditionthatevery borrower snould
replace one tooth till all were restored. |
Some got mad, others went away and
said nothing, and only one agreed to
the terms. But the worst case of the
above mentioned- “annoyance” was de-
“seribed at a late meeting of the Elmi-
Ta farmers’ club. Mr. Armstrong said
he bought a mowing machige many
years ago, but before he hitched the
horses to it.a borrower came. He took
it, and it went from -place to place un-
-til half its value was lost—and in faect,
Mr. Armstrong said he sold it for just
half its first cost, without having used
it a single time—and made a good bar-
gain. Jn some neéighborhoods this evil
is much worse than in others, and
neighbors think they have the firss
- right to a tool and the ovwner the see-
ond chance. Some never bring the
things home, and often the whole neigh-
-borhood is searched to know who has
it. The only thanks which the owner
sometimes gets is in the shape of a re-
buke for lending a tool which hassome
defect about it, and for which he ought
to get it mended and pay for the work
—ready to lend again. I could tella
-great many more such cases. Now, is
it not the duty of every good farmer
to use all the influence he can to break
- up this wretched custom? I offer no
other suggestions; each one must de-
cide on the best way to do it.

Thumb Portraits.

If the “ball,” or the cushion-like sur-
face of the top joint of the thumb be
examined, it can be seen that in the
center—as indeed, in the fingers also
—is a"kind of spiral formed of fine
grooves in the skim: The spiral is,
however, rarely, if ever, guite perfect
—there are irregularities, or places
where lines ran into each other here
and there. Examining both thumbs,
it will be seen that they do not exactly
mateh; but the figure on each thumb
is the same through life, If the thumbs
of any two persons are copmpared, it
will further be found that no two are
-alike.- There may be, and generally is, -
a “family resemblance” between mem-
bers of the same family, asin other

. features; there are also national char-

acteristics; but the individuals differ.
All this is betber seen by taking “proof
impressions” of the thumb. This is
easily done by pressing it on a slab
covered with a film of printers’ ink,
-and then pressing -it- on a plece of
white paper; «or & li‘tle aniline dye, In-
dian ink—almost ‘anything—may be
ysed. The Chinesetake advantage of
. all this to identify their important
eriminals, at least in some parts of the
empire. We phutograph their faces;
 they take impressions from their,
thumbs, These are stored away, and
if the delinguent should ever again fall
into the hands of the police, another
impre-sion at once affords the means
of comparison. The Chinese say that,
considering the alteration made in the
countenance by hair and beard, and
the power many men have of distort-
ing or altering the matural féatures,
‘ete., their method affords even more
certain and easy means of identifica-

Such
supervisors shall be members of the
board of supervisors.of Saginaw coun-
ty, and, as such members of said board,
they shall each have all the powers
and perform all the. duties on said
board of supervisors, of supervisors of
-townships elected under the general
laws; of this State. Each of the super-
visors shall hold his office for the term
of three years, dnd until hi§ successor
shall be appointed and gualified.

By the time this pill got to the Gov-
" ernor, a small pandemonium was being
enacted. And why? Becausethe peo-
ple of Saginaw City, who were labor-
mg under a serioms ' difficulty, had
sought to relieve themselves of the
same by these words in the above sec-
tion: “A property-holding. lax-paying
elector of the ward.” Also,the words:
“One Supervisor * * * qpho shall
be appointed.”

Early in the spring the lumbermen
come down from the woods in large
numbers, and Saginaw is a favorite
place. They fill up the boarding hous-
es, and at the spring election too fre-
quently cut a prominent figure in the
 politics of the city. The citizens, to
" protect themselves, inserted the above
words in the new city charter. The
Governor’s veto was prepared quickly,
and to get their charter through, the
section was modified so as fo read,
“who shall be an eleetor of the-ward.”
The faet that a Supervisor was to be

4. appointed was very objectionable to

. hizzoner, but it passed. Further on in
the bill these words frequently occur:

“SEC. 25. Whenever the Common
Coungeil shall deem it necessary toissue
the bonds of the city for any purpose
they shall eall a meeting of the proper-
ty-holding tax-payers of the city, being
electers thereof,” efe.

“SEC. 26. Whenever the Common
Council shall be authorized by a vote
of the tax-payers as aforesaid, they
may issue the bonds of said city for
the amount so authorized,” ete.

“Provided, Before any such*bridge
shall be built or purchased, the ques-
tion of raising by tax the money, or
issning the bonds of the city therefor,
shall be submitted to the property-hold-
ing, tax-paying electors of said city, in
the manner provided in this act; and
no bridge shall be built or purchased
as aforesaid, unless a majority of such
electors, voting on the question, shall
vote in favor thereof.”

The gist of whieh is, that when
money is to be raised by tax for city

ty-holding citizens, only, shall hiave the
-rightto vote. Yet there was a brisk
opposition to this measure by men who
do not trajir in the ranksof the Repub-
lican party, and who clamored loudly
that this Legislature was seeking to
abridge the rights of the laboring man.
And yet one of the committee that
. framed the charter is a staunch Bour-
bon Democrat. In the Menominee
City charter we find, !
QUALIFICATION, DATH, AND BOND OF

OFFICE.

“SEc. 8. No person shall be elected
or appointed to any office unless he be
an elector and free-holder of the city,
and if elected or appointed for a ward,
-be must be an elector and free-holder
thereof, and no person shall be elected
or appvinted to any office in the city
who has been oris a defaunlter to the
city or any board of officers thereof, or
to any school distriet, county, or other
municipal corporation of the State.
All votes for, or any appointment of,
any such defaulter shall be void.”

This section was modified so as to
tead, “No petson, * * * wunless he
shall have resided in the city for one
year.,” To that portion of this bill re-
ferring to property-holding, tax-paying
electors who only shall vote when
money is fo be raised by taxation, an
attempt was made to give it a black
eye, but it came up smiling, won the
round and was approved. Suppose
some,0f our villages were protected in
this manner; how.would it work?

On Saturday a lively time occurred
in the House, over the questivn of giv
ing the Governor more power in the
veto. As, for example, a bill passes,
making sundry appropriations. The
unterrified propose to give the chief
executive power to cull from this bill
sdch as he endorses and veto the rest.
The party lines were closely drawn;
but it didn’t - pass.

Up to the present time, eighteen bills
bhave been enrolled in the Senate and
twenty-three in the House. Ore of
the members has computed the actual
expense of enacting every law to be
$400. This of course takes in the gen-
eral expense of the Legislature. Most
of these are local acts. The most im-
portant of the bills enrolled beirg per-
haps that, enacting, Howell’s compila-
fion of the general laws to be used and
received in evidence in this State. An-
other bill is in to provide for the pur-
chase of enough of these books to put
them in the hands of the various State,
county and township officers in the
State. « NEedro.

A Delicious Cnp of Coffee.
Ella Rodman Church in The Continent.

In coffee~growing countries, whera the berry
makes but & short journey from the bush to
the month, this process is not necessary; and
in the mountainsof St Domingo, the native
darkies. make coffee in very quick fashion.
“They take the frésh berries and parch them
for s few minutes, then cerush them in & mor-
tar—and for cach person puta tablespoonful
of fragrant fragments into a conical-shaped
bag; the exact number of coffee-cups full ot
boiling water is measured out and poured twice
through-the bag. ‘This completes the process,
and the result is—nectar.” -

But some one comes forward with an airof
aathority and says: Take a coffce-cup of the
best Java coffes browned to. the color of choe-
olate (not scorched), ground not too fine, and
mix withit half an egg. Put this into a coffee-
pot, or  boiler (which is as clean
as the cup you drink from) and
pour over it ome quart of boiling. water,
stirring as you put the water in; Doil slowly
for fifteen minutes, then stand the boiler on-the
back of the range tem minutes to settle; twrn
a1l coffee off from the grounds at once into an
urn or coffes pot thei can stand upon the stove
to keep hot. Coffee loses its flavor by stand-
ing on the grounds longer than half an hour,
and shonld be very hot” to be good. Put into
the cup & teaspoontal of “American condensed
milk” and some boiled milk, and turn the coffee
jnto it. No French coffes i3 any better.

“[ know s better way than that,” says soms -
one else; and then discourses ag follows: Pat
your ground coffee in a howl, a large table-
spoonful for each person (most anthorities
seem to-agree about the quantity);  -eak into
it the white of an egg (we use an agg for two
mornings, thewhite for one and the yoke and
shell for the next), stir this thoroughly—this:
this is an important part of the process—then
add cold water very slowly, stirring all
the time, wntil a  teaspoonful or
more has been mixed in Having
previously scalded your coffee-pot, pour the
coffeé into it—rinsing out the bowl with a little
cold water; fill the: coffee-pol more than hailf
full with: boiling hot water; then,with a spoon,
atir it a moment; set it on {he fira, and when it
first boils up, siir it down and add half a tea-
spoonful of cold water; this. séttles it. Then
set it back on the range, when it will keep hot
il your breakfastis ready. It should never
ba set_back far encugh to grow cold. When
needed, let it boil up onee more; and then pour
into your silver coffee-pot, and serve up as hot
s possible. Block sugar should be used and
condensed milk, or cream; boiled milk alone
will not give it the proper color or flavor. An
one who desires fo get up a reputation for goo
coffee.should not forget this.

The best coffee, according to & housckesper,
who always has a-delicions beverage on her
table, i8 & mixture of three-fourths Java and
Mocha in equat parts, and one-fourth cuicory.
The latter, she says, when judiciously used
glil,ves body and, color; and_seems to bring out
the delicate flavor of the other two.

It was the third-
story front of a down-town building, and as the
visitor stepped over the threshold he was sur-
prised at the evidence of thrift and@ neatness
thet met hiseye. He found himself in a tidy

| kitchen apartment furnished with allthe se-

cessories for providing s good meal, and =0
bright and shiny was everything that the re-
porter shot an involuntary glance around in
order to catch a sight of the saucy kitchen maid
whose presence he deemed indigpensable to
such gaod order. She was not visible, how-
ever; neither did any trace of “the family™
greol the eye. Bub the host was advancing
toward a front room, and the scribe followed.
This room was the parlor. A pretty ingrain
carpat covered the floor, and the walls were
adorned with several handsome pictures, There
was 2 nice hair-covered sofa and several chairs
of the same pattern, while & neat center-table,
on which was placed anumber of handsome
books and fandy pieces, graced the middle of
the spartment. ’

“This is my brother Harry,” said the ‘host,
leading the cgller to a cornmer of the room
where, seated in an invalid's rolling-chair, was
8 young man who for twenty-six years has been
o helpless sufferer. He held out his hand and
greeted the reporter cheerily, his face bearmg
& look of contentment and regignation. Jush
then o fine litlle rat-terrier {rotted up to the
visitor and, after subjecting him 10 a quist in-
spoction, leaped into the host’s arms, and was
presented as the second member of the family,
while the newsboy apologized for the absence .
at school of the remaining members, a
brother, aged 13, and & sister, aged 14, who
‘as the presiding genius of the cu]ina.sy de-
partment; which bhad so astonished the
visitor. . .

Drawing up the sofa, the- reporter -was in-.
vited o sit-down, and the newsboy continued:

“You want me to tell yon something about
myself and the boys, do you? Well, there ain’t
much. MustI go back to the start¥”

Being assured that all his sfruggles, narrated
in his own way, were wanted, he went on:

“I'm just about 19 years ol&, and was born in
NewYork, AU of us were born there—I'vegot
two sisters married, you know, but they dom’t
live with me—and we come herajust after the
big fire. Iwas a little chap then, azd didn’t
do nothing. Tather and mother ‘were both
alive, and I stayed home until about 8 years of
*age, when T got work in a big clothing house,
and one day, a&fter Tho Daily News was sfarted,
I goti some'pa,pIers for nothing, and concluded
to sell them. Imade 25 or 80 cents that wa
and the noxt day I went again and I made
cents. *I thought there was more money in that
than working for $2.50 a weak, so I ran away
and began to sell papers. I stayed atthe News-
boys’ home for four or five days, but the gang
was all big boys, and they put my chum in the
+ grease-room. Do yon know whai the grease-
room is?”

The listener confessed his igaorance, and
tho nswsboy proceeded to explain,

“They take and run you into & room, snd
then they wet the end of the fowels and paste
you, and you're sore all 6ver. They wanted
to take me down, butI wouldn't go. Then
they got crabs and oyster shells and putin m
bed, and I went back home. Bub I kept on sell-
ing The Daily News; and sometimes when I
didn’t have any money, they'dgive ’em to me
on credit, and I just kept righton. Pre
soon I made 75 cents to $1.50 a day, an
I thought that was oprefty good I
kept soving all my money; and I gof
$350 in the Fidelity bank. Then I thought
I was getling on; but one da;
ings bank broke, and I went {o the Fidelity to
get my money, but they said there wasarun
on the bank, and I must give them six days’
notice. So I gave them the six days’ notice,
but at the end of that time they shut up the
bank. ButT've got about half of ‘it back, and
I expect to get some mors, Thén I had an-
other misfortune,” said tho boy, reflectively.
“This was the worst of all. My mother died,
and my father he didn’t live with us. So
wo was-alope. But I done the best I counld
Pd got me a m stand then, and
made from &3 fo $5 a day. I had
a good run of customers, and they always Jmid
me; 80 I kept the family together and saved my
money right along. But, you bef; I dida’t put
it in my bank. Icarried it ’round with me,
and once I got sand-bagged while coming from
the theatre and was robbed of $80. Then I
got o box ab the Fidelity vaults, and now Ive
got over $1,000 in bonds salled, and expect to
go into business in the spring. Ihad govern-
ment 4-per-cents onee, but they went ug so
high I sold ’em and bought citys. They don't
bring much interest, bat I feel safe.”

“Do you lmow mostof the boys who sell

apers?? -

“Oh,no. Iknow & few of them, and TPm
bankerfor some of ‘em. You see, they don't
go by their own numesatall. Now, there's
‘One-Ored Joe,” ‘Round Eye,” ‘Skinny,” ‘Hoos-
ier Bill,’ ‘Cadger, =nd lots more of Ehem, bui
nobody knows their names. How did they get
such handies? Why, ‘One-Ored Joe' he got
some pennies from somebody, but they wasn'h
good. They were made of =some kind
of ore, bubk it +wasn’t copper, _and
when Joe found if ont he ‘offered to
sell them cheap, but mnoboby wonld buy-
them, and the boys named him One-
Ored Joe. Then there’s Cadger, he tears up
his clothes and then begs more, and that's
where his name comes from. oosier Bi¥~
went out with a farmer to worlk on & fa and
e fold the boys what & fine time he'd have,
eating fregh butter and eggs, and drinking
foaming white milk. Well, . he staid iwo or
three days; he was too lazy to work, and so the
farmer fired him out, and when he came back
the boys would sing, ¢ Look at ls.zy Hoosier
Bill; he never works and never will.>. Round
Eye's got funny eyes, and Skinny’s as fatas a
hogshead.”

“Do the boys at the -home save much
money 2 ? .

“No; they're mostly bootblacks, and they
tramp around a good deal and go from one city
1o another. Then they like to gamble, and most
of them shake dice right along. Lots of them
wants to be gamblers, and think it's gettingup
in the world, but L don’t.. At night, when I geb
spare time, I go to the business college, and I

e it better than running around. The boys
at the home only make75 cents to §1 a day
generally, but there’s some hustlers thalmake
more. A hustler is.a fellow that can sell any-
thing and never gets stuck.”

“Do the regular newsboys who peddle papers -
hate the Ttalians and bootblacking fellows?

«Yés, and they massacre them if they show
up. Them fellows have to keep down on ‘the
back streets,and are not regarded as part of the
fraternity.” .

The reporter was further informed thatsales
of papers netted sometimes as high as $10 per
day, but of course,this is oa an oocasion of un-
usual importance.  His host also said that he
went to work at 6:30 & m., and remained at his
postuntil 10 a, m. Then he went home and

eginmng again at 3:30 p. m., worked until 6.
He found no difficul{y in maintaining his stand
against all comers, and hundreds of rsaders
would at.once recognize this thrifty young capi-
talist, if his regular standing place was given.
. He is always in his place, an eets his cus-

tomers frankly and cordially each murning and
evening. Howaever, if bis hopes sre reaﬁze‘ Bd,
the spring will find him amongthe rising young
‘merchants of ¢hicago.
