POWER FROM, THE SUN.

An Attempt in California to - Tse
Solar Engines on a Large Senle.
San Francisco Evening Bulletin.

From time immomorial attempts have been
made to utilize the direct rays of the sun as a
motor for industrial purposes. During the last
ten years considerable progress has been made
by M. Muchot, a professor in the lyceum of
Tours, France, which has arrested the atten-
tion of the French and Algerian governments
and scientific societies, and Muchot has re-
ceived@ from these high anthorities golden
medals, the decoration of the Legion of Honor,
and subscriptions aggregating nearly 100,000
francs.

A company with a larger capital has just
been formed in Paris for the purpose of mann-

- facturing the solar machines invented by Prof.

Muchot, and over 100 of the various applica- -
tions ara in actual use in different parts of the
world, pumping water, cooking food, Tunning
small agriculinral machines, &c. The appa-
Trtus consists of & conical reflector 113¢ feet in
dismeter, from which the solar rays are re-
flected upon a boiler three feet long and six-
teen inches in diameter outside, enclosed in &
glass cover, and placed vertieally in the axisof
the reflector. A battery of four such machines,
it is claimed, gives three-horse power, the
rice of which is, at the shop in Paris, i0,00D
ranes, or §,L00. -

Since our attention was called to the ma-
chines in France the information comes that a
company composed of the beat mechanics and
engineers of California has been incorporated
for the purpose of purchasing American pat-
ents for utilizing solar heat for industrial pur-
poses, such 83 pumping water for irrigating
and reclaiming lands, propelling all kinds all
meachinery, furnishing stexm and hot water
for canneries, cooking food, the manufacture
of borax, distilling aicohol, drying fruit, the
sublimation of sulphur, and the roasting of
ores. . .

An examinstion of the American patents and
of the plans of the California company shows
that the old styls of conical reffectors and ver-
tical boilers hns been abandoned, and that the
new apparatus, which the company has al-
ready commenced to construct, consisis essen-
tially in & refiector, cylindrical in form, having
a parabolic cross-section, and being straight in
longitudinal direction, in combination with a
cylindrical heat recéiver, or boiler, mounied
ou the axis of and parallel ig the reflector,
both roflector and boiler being placed hori-
zontally or nearly so, and proviﬁe with suita-
ble devices for setting machine in the proper
position and causiugit to follow the sun's ap-
Pparent movement

It is confidently expected that fuily five-
horse power will be realized from 7 a m. fo5

. m, It has been fonnd that occasional pass-
1ug clouds have no perceptible effect on the
apparatus. All kmow that the sun generates
immense quantities of heat. It hasbeen demon-
strated by
tists that the heat of the sun, after absorpiion
by our atmosphere, represents rather over one-
horse power per sqnare yard, and that we get
more hieat (other things being equal) on o day
in winter then in summor, for the sun is near-
est tous in our northern winter by scveral
millions of miles.

There are millions of acres of the finestland

Fromthe moment of croesing Red river,
‘passing from the Indisn territory into the:state
of Texas, evidences of woalth and prosperity
greet the eye. Denison, containing about
9,000 inhabitants, is a distributing pgint for
northwestern Texas, and does a good jobbing
trade. - The country abount itis rapidly filling
nup with & goo. class of farmers from the older
states, who turn their atiention principally to
growing. cereals and  raising fine slock.
The acreage of  winter wheat, oats
and  barley has been increased one-
third since last year, and of cotton Iand abouf
one-fourth. Going sonth from Denison, no~
merous small but prosperous towns are passed.
The country is well settled, and the farms pre-

. gent a thrifty, well-lo-do air. "Winter wheat,

oats, and barley look finely. Peach irees are
in blossom, and mearly every farm-house is
swrrounded by dén orchard. Ninety-six miles
south of Denison i8 Fort Worth, a city of 15,750
inhabitants and an importantrailroad juiiction.
Six years ago Fort Worth contained 1,800 in-
habitants,and was an outpost of civilization.

A Novel Way of Breaking Metal.

8% Louis Republiean.

An effectusl method of breaking up consid-
erable pieces of iron and steel has come inio
use as a substitnte for the process of melting
.them by means of colossal air furnaces—
namely, the application of the force which
confined water exerts in every direction upon
the material in which itis enclosed. A round
‘hole, two or thres inches in diameter and ten
or twelveinches deep, is bored into the mass
to be split, the hole being then filled with waler
and clossd~by & tight-fitting etesl cylin-
«der, upen which the weightis allowed ‘o fall
{rom'the usual height. In this ‘way & plate
toll some thirty inchesin diameter has been
split into four or five paris, the pieces flying
twenty or thirty feet.. A single blow of anor-
-dinary drop weight suffices to split off piecas
-of thirty to thirfy-six inches in diameter. It
being essential thet the hole be hermetically
alosed, this is accomplished by hollowing out
‘the base of the steal cylinder into a cup-shaped
form, the edges of which are driven against
the walla of the hole by the waterin its en-
deavor to get past..
