present penalty was to change the
words “fine and imprisonment™ to “fine
or imprisonment,” that little word
“and” being particularly obnoxious, to
the liquor dealers. The first bill was
defeated by 49 nays to 20 yeas; 13
Democrats, 6 Republicans and-1 Green-
backer being in favor of the bill,while
40 Republicans, T Greenbackers, and
2 Democrats believed that our present
siringent law was the most preferable,
This vote shows that 87 per cent. of
the Republicans are in favor of tem-
perance, whileSé per cent. of the Dem-
ocrats favor the liquor side of the ques-
tion.
On the second bill the committee,
—afterasiruggle, struck out all after
the enacting clange, in which the
House coneurred by 42 yeas to 36 nays.
Of the yeas, 37 were Republicans, 4
Greenbackers and 1 Democrat. Of
the nays, 15 were Republicans, 15 Dem-
oerats, 5 Greenbackers and 1 Independ-
ent. We are glad to note thatin every
case & vote has been taken on the fem-
perance question-both of the Represen-
tatives from this county have been
found on the temperance side.

Letter ¥rom Dr. Myers.

The following letter from Dr. P. B.
Myers was written to a friend in this
place, by whose permission we are per-
mitted to give it to our readers:

L0s ANGELES, CAL., April 23, 1883.

No doubt you are wondering by this
time what has become of the prodigal
P. B, and whether heis not tired of

. feeding on husks, and nearly ready to

return to the land of the living, to par-
take of the fatted calf, eastern oysters,
spring chickens, roast turkey, &ec.
Well, keep the calf fat, for Tourje, the
buteher, can inform you thatIam a
great lover of mnice veal, and the Bu-
chanan restaurant keeper willetell you
1 sometimes eat oysters, and many oth-
ers will tell you I was never known to
tura from fried spring chicken or roast-
ed turkey. Plenty of these birds may
be found here, bub on account of the
high price demanded for them they
are not frequently found on the tables
of the poor laboring man; for such
things here are considered Inxwies,
and for those who have the appetits
and not suflicient coin to indnlge, had
better not think of emigrating to the
Golden State.

TWe are living at present in Los An-
celes, the so-called city of the Angels.
It has o pretty name and is somewhat
of a pretty place; nevertheless it comes
far short of my ideas of paradise, and
I find here, as elsewhere, that the peo-
ple are not all saints who go to chureh.

TLos Angeles claims a population of

about eighteen thousand inhabitants,

and a-flonting population of three or
four thousand more a year, who come
and go as the birds: of the seasons.
Although everything is greatly over-
rated here it is quite an agreeable
place to live, and contains many fine
residences and most desirable homes.
The city is located on the Southern
Pacific; 48214 miles from San Francisco
and eighteen miles inland from the
coast., In the suburbs are many fine
orange orchards, and to me, who
never had the pleasure of visiting an
orange orchard before, the sight was
most beautiful to behold. Many of the
trees have tobe propped up with sticks

to keep them from breaking down with |

overloaded fruit. The sweet perfume
of the orange blossom, together with
the sight of the golden fruit among
thé dark green leaves, is a pleasure
long to be remembered.

Thousands of acres of all kinds of
fruit trees and vines are being planted,
and it will bebut a few years be-
fore California will have fruit enough
to supply the world. The raisin cul-
ture is beginning to be quite extensive,
and the quality is equal, if not superi-
or, to many of the imported brands.
Thousands of acres of vines are being
planted for that purpose, and time is
not far distant when California will
supply the United States with the fin-
est quality of raisins: and have many
tons {o export besides. The only diffi-
culty at present is the high tariff of
transportation of fruit from here to
the east. The railroad has lowered
the freight fifty dollars per car, lately,
making it now three hundred per car.
But this isnot cheap enough yet to
warrant California oranges to be ship-
ped east for a profit, for at this rate it
will cost one dollar a box to lay them
down there. TYou would naturally

“think, living among the erange groves,

you could buy oranges very cheap, but
not so. It is like going down to St
Joseph to buy peaches; can buy the
same cheaper in Chicago. Soitis with
oranges. You can buy the poorest
quality on the streets here for two bits
& pailful, but the choice ones, at retail,
are worth from: 30 to 40 cents afdozen,
or $2.50 per box, wholesale. -

At present, Los Angeles is having
quite a boom, and real estate is high,
and is advancing very fast, XNew
houses and stores are being builf in
every direction, and are rented before
completion. There are two brick yards

- here, turning ont sixty thounsand bricks

a.day, each, and still cannot supply the
demand.

Rent is high, furnished rooms espe-
cially. Ihave to pay forty dollars a
month for my office rooms, and they
are back rooms at that.

This country has been written upin
such a glowing description that the
eastern people are becoming crazy over
it, and the immigration here at pres-
ent is guite large; butif some of those
who come here moneyless don’t sing
the song, “give me back my money and
Pll go back to mammy,” I’ll be very

" much mistalken.

Many come here for their health, on
account of the climate, and receive
great benefit, while many others would
have been far beiter off had they re-
maired at home and spent their money
there judiciously, in faking care of

themselves amidst friends and the |

many conmforts of a good home, instead
of coming here and shuiting them-
selves up in a crowded lodging house,
depriving themselves of many of the
necessities of life, 41l for the sake of
climate. You are told that you can-
not take cold in California, but I must

. say it is false, for I never saw a better
place to take a severe cold; but again |

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SOUTHERN GROWTH.

The South Leads in Making Cotton
Goods.

An  Industrial Revolatlion --- The
Southern PeoplefAsserting the
Supremacy Which Natural
Advantages GivelThem.

Frank Wilkinson in ¥, Y. Sun.

It is not generally known in the north that
the cotton manufacturing indusiry of the
southern states has, through skillfal mavage-

-3

ment and the improvement of every natoral
advantage, reached a point where it cannot
only defy the compstition of the products of
northern mills in sonthern markets, buf now
enters the markeis of the wesh, with every
prospect of driving the producis.of the New
Englard mills ont of tho Mississippi valley.

The economic truth that the mills should be
surrounded by cotton fields is, at last, realized
by all intelligent men. Throughout the colton
states, at such points where the water power
is unfailing and easily improved, or where
fuel is cheap and abundant, mills aro in the
course of erection, or if not being built, the
question of building is agitated and subscrip-
tion papers are circulated. I am pleased fo say
that wherever I have beenin the cotton statee
the men were talking of investing southern
capital in; the manufacture of cotton. The de-
sire is to build up this industry with southern
money, but northern capital will be welcomed

in all portions of the south if invested in cot-
ton mills, Georgin leads the south in thig in_
. Qusiry, 23 she leads in all things political or
material; but all the southern states are mak-
jng healthy progress.
. The danger that threatens the New England
manufacturers is imminent, The signssharply
indicate that they are to be forced into a com-
petition with an established and active indus-
try that will fatally cripple them. The advan-
tages the southern manufacturers hold ovor
those of New England are many; and any one
of them used to the full extent, as all will be,
will be sufficient to ovércome the northern in-
dustry.

Out of the system of African slavery arose 2
belief in, and a practice of, paying low wages .
in the south. Free white men could not suc-
cessfully compete in the labor market with
black slaves. In endeavoring to do so, it was
necessary for them to adopt the coarse, chesp
food used by the negroes, and fo srear cheap
clothes, and it was imperatively necessary for
them to accept the rales of wages that were

chatomary in hiring slaves from their owners.
This condition. of affairs produced » race of
poor whites in the southern states, The old
slaveholders, the aristocratic thieves who
meanly lived on the unpsid labor of black men,
spesk scornfully of this raceas “crackers,”and
they spparently ignore the fact that on their
industry the future prosperity of the south
depends. In no cotton mill AA T see negroes
st worlk. ‘These poor whites have been
-schooled by the degrading competition with
slaves, forced on them by the old slaveowners,
and by being pushed on the poor, lean lands,
to subsist on food that northern mechanies
cannot live on. The close of the war
found these people stripped of all their pos-
gessions. Being poor and despised, they
had great trouble i getting a stark They
owned poor land. They had no credit. They
were disccursged. It was g hard outlook. On
every side they met the recently freed blacks,
who keenly competed with them in the labor
market. The Siscks obtained control of the
srket Uy being better adapted to field work
and being able to live chespar, than the poor
whites. is competition, nob.keen on the
part of the whites, bas established .a,_rate of
wages in the southern states that effecimally
bars ont foreign laborers and fortids all im-
migration of northern laborers int~ the south
L These conditions of_ southern labor
being true, and they were and are true, the
manufgeture of cotton was established at an
opportune time.

. Hs would have beena bold man who prophe-
sied that the overtltrow of the slaveholders
would suppress the cotton: manufacturing in-
dustry of New England. This southern in-
dustry that has sprung into active compaetition
here during the decade is solidly founded
on low wages to operatives. In 1830 15,278
operatives were employed in_southern cotton
mills. They were 1})335&_52,517,347, Or an aver-
age of §160 each. During the same year the

assachusetts oggrat:.ves were paid $259, and
those of Maine §251 each. Thenorthern oper-
atives received an average sum of .$83 per
-year more than thoseemployed in the southern
There is doom in these fignres.
Xt must be borne in mind that the old sys-
tem of alaveholding has a living effect on all
questions sffecting the matferial prosperity of
the sonthern states, and throngh them on us,
We are far from being through with the evil
effecis of slavery; indeed, in my opinion we
are just about to reslizathatthe abolition of
that system is going te affect 1s in various
ways thal our statesmen did not foresee. e
now see the effect of it in the difference in the
cost of labor influencing the cotton manafac~
turing indusiry of the north. We will farther
see, and sharply feel it, in the rates of railway
transportation in the near futare affecting the
control of the markets for manufactured pro-
ducts. The southern railways were built by
cheap labor. Before the war slaves,
who were cheaply hired, were largely
employed on works of Internal improve-
ment. Since the war poorly paid free men and
convicts, the state slaves, have been largely
eﬁxplglyed. The ioad.a xt\;fre Ehe%pli‘h bm'llt and
cheaply equipped, and they can be cheaply op-
erated. eﬁerg isno snow}t.o obstruct eym?n
the winfer, Al men working on these lines are
poorly paid. When the traflic increases, these
roads can carry freight for less money than
any northern road, where the higher rate of
speed hammers the rails into splinters, ard the
comparatively higher rate of wages exhausts
the earnings, and the snows of winter eat up
the surplus earned in busy times.
< Already the New England. manufacturers of
*tion ara clamoring for a different classiflea-
tionof their products, so as to obtain cheaper
rates of trensportation from their mills to an-

- - cinpati, Louisyville, St Louis, Chiesgo, and

other distributing points for the western and
southern trade. 'Without a cheapening of
freight rates on the northern trunk lines- they
forsee that the southern manufecturers will
speedﬂﬁdnve them from the western mar-
Lkets. The esstern manufacturers acknowledge
that they have, oncoarser goods, lost control
of the sounthern market, and that they are
thrextened with the loss of thewestern market.
There is another point that s 1y affects this
threstened loss of market that the northern
fnenufacturers have modestly omitted to state,
and that is thet the southern product which ia.
