The reason, we understand, is that the
papers being similarly printed on one
side in the large cities, and then sold
by the quireor ream to thousands of
country publishers, who make up and
print the other half. of the paper with
home news and local advertisements
is sufficient evidence that such papers
are not self-sustaining. There are
about four thousand such publications
igsued in this country, and if the rul-
ing above referred to should go into ef-
fect, probably three thousand “co-oper-
atives” of the smallest circulation in-
Huence and local advertising patronage
would necessarily suspend publication,
the other one thousand papers however,
of the better classof “co-operatives”
would be greatly strengthened .and
could then afford to publish the whpole
of their paper. So that in the end the
press, advertisers and the public, would
be benefited.~—Agents, Herald.

How Uncle Alex’ Came to See His
Friends in Deer Lodge.

Everybody knows, or is the worse off for
not knowing, Uncle Alex Hyland. He is 76
years old, hale hearty and vigorous for his
years, and every dsy through the season docs
hig day's work in the placers =alongside such
stalwarts as James Hartford and James Flem-
ing, and nevermisses a& lick orameal. And
Be doesn’t let the:long winters debilitate him,
either. Afew daysago John Gerber wrote to
him of hisintended departure for California
abont this time, and in the due course of un-
certain mails the letter was placed in Uncle
Alex’s hands. Ithad been raining iwo days
onElk; the four or five feet of smow that
covers the mountains and gulches in the
vicinity was soft and homeycombed and the
streams were running a freshet. But Uncle
Alex concluded to come toDeer Lodge to see
Gerber. The first eight miles to Bear; cross-
ing the heavy range, had to be made on' snow-
shoes, and the nest nine to the stage station on
foot; bul Wednesday morning of last week ha
strapped on his eleven feet Norwegian
snow-shaes and started over by ws
of Deep Guich. The ascent from Fl
was. tedious and laborious. It is a long
trudge up the mountain to the top of theridge,
1,000 feot above Beartown and 6,000 abave the
sea—especially to aman 76 years old, The
summit was reached atlast and he was con-

tulating himgelf on an easy run downio
Beartown,-when the snow sunk in the trail
and down he went _ Another trial and the
same result, The rains liad honeycombed and
undermined the snow. _A little distancs onthe
whole body of snow had slid gway and plunged.
down the precipitous canon side into the bed
of Deep Gulch. is would never do for
snow shoeing. The only recourse was to as-
cend the canon_ side to the dividing ridge be-
tween Elk and Deep and follow along on the
edge of the summit. He muffled his shoes
with rope brought for the purpose and the
climb was made; good footing secured; and all
looked clear shesd. Uncle Alex then thought
it was about time for a smoke. He halted,
filled his pipe, litit, took a North American
whiff or two, and was just stnking out when—
wh-e-w-w-zip away went the entire body of
snow with a wild_wair), and in a moment he
was ridine an avalenche 200 feet wide with
lightning speed, headlong down the precipice
toward the waters of the creek nearly 400 feel
Delow. Fortunately, he was whirled “head
on,” and was. within a few feet of the tfop of
ha slide when it started. He struck with his
xpenstock; braced himself in the shees he
counld not disengage from his feef, and flew
through space with the  acceleration
of speed produced by both the decliv-
ity. and  the snow-slidel Before he could
say “Erin. go Bragh® the slide }ad
carried him into and across the gulch, crushed
his snow-shoes, and swamped the snow up
around him until only enongh of him was lett
free and unfettered to have whipped Gerber
had ha been in sight But he wasn’t—nor any
other living thing—and the wind singing a
plaintive monody in the neighboring pines
alone broke the stillness that succeeded the
roar of the avalanche, He looked back to see
if' any more snow wag coming. The canon side
lay bare and scarred to the summit with the
boulders and stumps _holding white fragmenta
of their recent shroud. He had ridden the crest
of the slide and was safe. He was sbout to
rest a spell before extricating himself, when
suddenly his feet grew cold. The chill crept
up his ankles and was feeling for his knees be-
sy fore he realized the sitnation. The snow-slide
had dammed the waters of Deep Gulch. They
were coming up after him. Something was
necessary to be done without unnecessary de-
lay. Some willows and brush projected near.
He reached over and canght them and was
speedilv free. He cBcluded to leave the
vicinity forthwith, and was soon after picking
his way down the gulch, arriving at Beartown
at 5 p. m., without a bruise or a broken bone.
