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Curious Things.
Inventions and Constructions More inter-
esting Than Useful.

There Is in Turin a tiny boat formed
of a single pearl, which form it as-
sumes in swell and concavity. Its sail
is of beaten gold, studded with dia-
monds, and the binnacle light atits
prow is a perfect ruby. 'An emetald
serves as its rudder, and its stand is a
slab of ivory. 1t weighs less than half
an ounce; its price is $5,000.

There is a wateh in a Swiss museum
only three-sixteenths of aninch in diam-
meter inserted in a pencil case. Its
little dial not only indicates hours,
minutes and seconds, but also days of
the month, Itisarelicof the times
when watches were inserted in snuff
boxes, shirt studs and finger rings.
Some were fantastic—oval, octangular,
cruciform, or in the shape of pearls,
tulips, ete.

In 1758 Mark Secalliot, a blacksmith
of London, made “for exhibition and
trial of skill one lock of iron, steel and
brass, all of which, together with a
pipe-key to it, weighed but one grain
of gold.” He also made a chain, consist-
ing of 48 links, and having fastened to
this the before mentioned lock and
Ikey, he put the chain about the neck of
a flea, which drew them all with ease.
All these together—lock and key, chain
and flea—weighed only one grain and
& half,

Oswaldus Northingeitus is said to
have made 1,600 dishes of turned ivory,
all perfect and complete in every part.
yet so thin and slender that all of
them were included at once in a cup
turned out of a peppercorn of the com-
mon size. They were so small as to
be almost invisible to the eye. They
were presented to Pope Paul V.

Queen Victoria is in the possession
of a curious needle. It was made at
the celebrated needle manufactory at
Redditeh .and represents the column of
Trajan in miniture, This- well-known
“Roman column is adorned with uu-
merous scenes of sculpture, which im-
mortalize Trajan’s heroic actions of
war. On this diminutive needle scenes
in the life of Queen Victoria are rep-
resented in relief, but so finely ciut and
so small that it requires a magnifying
glass to see them. The Viectoria needle
can, moteover, be opened; it contains
a number of needles of smaller size,
which are equally adorned with scenes
in relief.

A celebrated qld manusecript waxes
enthusiastic on “The German Master-
piece,” to quote verbatim, “being that
famous knife, which hath been for
some time in England and highly ap-
plauded by the most exquisite artists;
confaining in the handle 60 odd several
figures, some engraved, others carved,
and all to the admiration of those who
Dbeheld them. 1t hath two keys, which
open seven locks, ineclude those various
TRaritiescontained therein ; it was seven
yvears ‘a-maklng, and valued by the au-
thor, the famous artist of Germany, at
1,500 pounds, and is now exposed to
publique view for England’s satisfac-
tion. To be seen at Bartholomew
Faire, against the King's Head.”

In 1691 a barrel was made at Sleidel-
burg in Germany, which is composed
of 112 solid beams, 27 feet across the
ends and 18 feet through the center,
and cuntains 800 hogsheads, yet it was
once drank out in eight days.

A carpet in the palace at Versailles,
France, was 42 years in manufagture
ab ‘the Gobelins, the whole border
wrought with rich garlands of flowers,
embracing all the roses known in
France. - _

The most enormous eater on record,
probably, is mentioned by French phy-
sicians in a. late work on medieal
science. He was a soldier in the
French army. At 17 years of age,
when he weighed but 100 pounds, he
could eat 24 pounds of beaf in so many
hours.

How to Kill Cabbage Worms,

The ravages of the caterpillars of the
cabbage butterfly caused a great deal
of trouble last summer at the State
Agricnltural Experiment Station, Ge-
neva, N. Y., particularly those of the
second. or August brood. In order to
test the efficacy of vyarious reputed
remedies for the cabbage worms, the
director applied them to special col-
lections for worms, and noted the
effects. One specimen confined for
three hours in a Dbottle partly filled
with black pepper crawled away dis-
colored by the powder, but apparently
unharmed. The second, repeatedly im-
mersed in a solution of saltpeter, and
a third in one of boraecic acid exhibit-
ed little indications of inconvenience.
Bisulphide of carbon produced instant
death when applied to the worm,
though its fumes were not effectual.
The fumes of benzine as well as the
liguid cansed almost instant death, but
when applied to the cabbages small
whitish excrescences appeared on the
leaves. Hot water applied to the cab-
bage destroyed a portion of the worms,
causing also the leaves to turn yellow.
One ounece of saltpeter and {wo pounds
common salt dissolved in {hree gallons
of water formed an application which
was partly eflicient. The most satis-
factory remedy tested, however, con-
sisted of a mixture of one-half pound
each of hard soap and kerosene oil in
three gallons of water. This was ap-
plied August 26; an examination the
following day showed many, if notall,
the worms destroyed.

The growing cabbage presents such
a mass of leaves in which the caterpil-
lars may be concealed that it is hardly
possible to reach all the worms at one
apphication. Itisof importance, there-
fore, to repeat the use of any remedy
at frequent intervals—=Scientific Amer-
{camn.

The Finest Figliters in the World.

THE ADDRESS.

My, Chairman, Fellow Citizens, Ladies
and Gentlemen :

It is meet and rightthat we celebrate
to-day the praise of the men who gave-
their lives a ready sacrifice, that the
integrity, the greatness and the glory
of the Republic might remain. They

sleep well; they are beyond the reach 7

of our feeble praise. They are beyond
the influence of mortal love or hate.

Not for their profit but for our own
and our children’s do we meet to-day,
all over this broad land, to testify to
the world that republies are 7of un-
grateful, and to keep alive in the souls
of our people that spirit of lofty patri-
otism, which in the hour of mneed will
canse a conquering host, a million
strong, if need be, to spring to arms
for God and nativeland. Ifis justthis
spirit which has been a better defense
to us ip all our history than standing
armies.

A young English nobleman lately
traveling in this country expressed to
a fellow countryman his surprise at
seeing so few soldiers. Said he: “I at-
tended a reception at the White House,
I entered the apartments of the Presi-
deqt, I came into his presence without
seeing a single soldier on duty to guard
his person. Where is the American
army ?”

Europe never understood America!
Little did this young aristocrat know
that an army surrounded our ark of
liberty; that we have an invisible army
in our people’s patriotism; that the
unguarded President was safer than
many an Earopean crown, and that
were that ungunarded man to put the
trumpet to his lips and blow one single
blast, asin the days of Lincoln, the
men who answered Lincoln’s eall, with
thousands of others, would spring into
line, and that some: of the world’s fore-
most soldiers would placetheir sudden-
ly created armies in that unguarded
President’s hand, to be used.by him
with startling power as when God
hurls thunderbolts from Heaven. +

Be it my pleasant duty to-day to
show again what each one knows so
well, that Ameriea owes her life, her
greatness, her all to her citizen sol-
diery, living and dead. I saidl Europe
never understood us. In proof let me
remind you of two things which aston-
ished Europe and the world:

1st, The facility with which our
green recruits developed soldierly qual-
ities; the efficiency, the steadiness, the
diseipline acquired in so short a time,
by boys from: field and shop and store,
who, a few months before they fought,
had never dréamed of turning soldier.

) It was marvelous to a native of Eu-

rope.

2d, The world said, “wait until the
war is over, and these men, now turn-
ed to professional soldiers, and made
brutal by camp and field and blood and
battle, with nothing to do, you will
have them. to care for,and will have
pandemoninm, for you cannot use so
many men in arts of peace, and they
must live” . -

Alas, for European calculations!
These men returned from figlds of
blood and violence, not degraded, but
for the most part ennobled and elevat-
ed, and bere was the second surprise,
that farms and shops and stores and
offices -and commerce opened their
arms and their doors and absorbed

the land, and the spirit of *76 still lives.

The Mexican cares very little who
rules, if he may have enough to eat
and wear. He has little of patriotism.
Had such a spirit prevailed among our
people, we had mever been & nation,
but had we achieved our independence
without patriotism of the peaple, our
liberties had long ago been swept
away. It is just because you not only
were but are ready for camp and march
and bivonae again, if need be, that we
are safe to-day andneed no greatstand-
ing army-.

Anitem of history may perhaps il-
lustrate how much we owe to the men
who sleep in soldiers’ graves to-day, as
well ds to their comrades whe are still
with us, whose scars and empty sleeves
and crutches, with voiceless eloquence
and silent pathos are appealing to our
love of home and native land,

TWhen the war clouds began to gath-
e thick over us there was a conspiracy
hatched in Europe, to set up an Em-
pire in Mexico, which would be able
t0 help the Southern Confederacy, and
to set up & number of Empires on this
continent when war should break up
our government, thus affording thrones
and places to a large number of Eu-
ropean princes who were, and are still,
“out of a. job” in the prince businesa.

Carlotta and Eugenia—you know
that the ladies are a power behind the

' throne, and never was that illusirated
“more clearly than in the facts I am

about to narrate—Carlotta, the wife
of the Arch Duke, and Empress of
Mexico, and Eugenia, the wife of Na-
poleon III, were woundin with this
conspiracy against the United States,
They were ready to move. They wait-
ed for an opportunity, for the whole
plan was ready before Fort Sumpter
was fired upon. What a lucky thing
they thought it was. They thought
our hands would be pretty well ocen-
pied, and their hope wasthat we should
be split up into two nations, and the
Southern Confederacy would stand be-
tween us and the monarchy in Mexico.

Maximillian came. His brother
Francis Joseph II, of Austria, supplied
the money, and France supplied the
troops. They came under the leader-
ship of Marshal Bazaine, and they con-
quered. President Juarez of course
had to retreat. YWhat could he do
against the troops of France? They
marched from Vera Cruz to Mexico,
and he went out one gate as they came
into the other. He stood for three
years by El Paso, where in three hours,
if hard pressed, he could have crossed
into the United States and sought the
protection of our flag. What a fearful
fight it was! That man, who bad been

" the Chief Justice of Mexico and had

abolished that concordat, and hoped to
live to carry it out, yet on account of
this invasion had to retire.

The clergy were in high jubilee, and
rang their bells and said their masses
for they expected Maximillian would
restore the old regime. The republic
was destroyed and the usurper erected
a throne and sat down upon it, and
France sustained the usurpation.

That was the state of things right in
the midst of our civil war. YWhat were
Seward and Lincoln doing all this
time? TheMexican ministerat Wash-
ington implored Lincoln and Seward
to do something to help poor Mexico.
But Lincoln saw the danger. Heknew
the Confederate States were in favor
of Maximillian, and he knew that
Louis Napoleon was pressing the Eng-
lish Government to break the southern
blockade and get the cotton from the
south, for want of which the men of
Lancashire were living on one meal a
day; and so he said to the Mexican
minister, “Wait, Mexico will rise again.
You see how we are situated. We
can’t help you now.” 7Well, they did
wait.

Napoleon made every effort to in-
dace Lord Palmerston and Lord John
Raussell to intervene and break up that
blockade. Assoonasit becameknown
to the spinners of Lancashire that their
government was moving in that direc-
tion, they met in Freetrade Hall, and
let it to their everlasting glory be
known, that those men who were work-
ing one day a week and had one meal
a day, crowded that hall, and declared:
“No; we will live on one meal a day.”
And the thunder of that applause
reached Downing street and made Lord
Palmerston think it would be better
to be cautious, and so he informed Na-
poleon that Great Britain would not
join in any intervention to- break the
bloekade.

The Pope was mixed up in this con-
spiracy, for he had blessed Maximil-
lian and sent him outte found Em-
pires at our door, and desiring to help
the cause along, Pins IX did the silliest
thing of all his long life. He prepared
a document and recognized the Con-
federate States, the only crowned head
that ever did so. I really think this
infallible old bachelor made a mistake.
Now came the vietory. Man had
done all he could; it was time for God
to intervene. He is called the Lord of
Hosts, because He commands the af-
fairs of Heaven and earth. When men
come to batfle they throw down the.
gauge and appeal to Him to give the

- victory to the right. When the hour

came He moved. But He didnot move

. in the intérests of the Southern Con-

federacy nor in the recognition of the
Pope. He did just the reverse. He
intervened for the cause of Freedom.
He caused to pass across the sea to
Europe the three wonderful sentences:
“Lee has surrendered,” “Davis is cap-
tured,” and “The Confederacy has col-
lapsed.”

The Pope didn't like that telegram;
it was not what he desired. But now
came the hour that Seward had waited
for, for three years, and Abraham Lin-
coln said to him, “See about thatnote
to the Emperor,” and Seward took-a
paper and wrote a communication to
his Tmperial Majesty Napoleon ITL. in
a very courfeous manner, for they are
very courteous when they wish to say
anything very sharp. He informed
his Imperial majesty that they had

| waited with great patience in this

country, and they did not wish to dis-
turb the harmonjous relations between
this country and France, and appealed
tq his. majesty by all the affection en-
tertained by the American people for
4iim, that he would ease-the sensitive-
ness of the people by ordering the
evacuation of Mexico.

Thet was not a very long letter, but
it meant a great deal. Napoleon III.
read what was between the lines. He
knew that it meant Grant and Sheri-
dan: and Sherman, the laureled heroes
of this world, and fleets and conquering
armies 300,000 strong, fAushed with
vietory, who wanted to go north to
wives and children and sweethearts,
but who ywere willing to stand fast a

- little longer if Government needed

them. He knew that you would have
bheen glad to have crossed the Rio
Grande and assisted his armies in a
hasty departure from Mexico. That
is why some of you were not discharg-
ed until weeks,. and in some cases
months, after the war was closed.

- Thus we owe our Republican life, our

Democrasic institutions to you and

your dead comrades, whose graves we .

ghall cover in a few minutes with these
blooming wreaths, emblems of the

quickly dying generations of men and ,

of the ever blogsoming beauty of these
dead men’s great glory.

"It is well that we halt a moment
here to-day, in the march of life, to
pay a tribute of patriotic respect and
veneration to the men who are gone.
The ranks of the nation’s veterans are
thinning fast. Death has the majori-
ty. Soon will we all who meet to-day
have passed "over to the majority, and
the nation will be in the hands of men
whose. memories go not back to the
days of the ecivil war, We.are swépt
along by the resistless march, of years.
‘We halt here.a moment to pay this
tribute, but Time’s bugle blows “Boots
and Saddles,” even while we think of
our dead. We must fall in again and
move forward to new: positions. As

-we halt thus to lay “floweis oh the
- graves of our -dead, ufiay -this -aet of

“tenderness make us better citizens, in-

erease our patriotism, and teach usthe
true use of lifs, and may opening bud
and blossom of this sweet May day
suggest the beanty of the resurrection,
while we are moving forward with the
years. . : '

“The Great Republic is no more”
said the I.ondon Times, in the dark
days of the rebellion. Behold the
great Republic to-day, with tearful
eyes and uplifted hand, declaring that
her heroes have not died in vain.” The
great Republic lives in her people; in
her churches; in her school houses; in
her trade and commerce; in the grati-
tude of millions of hearts and happy.
hours. The great Republiclives grand-
er than ever, lives for centuriss, strong,.
and growing stronger. In the beauti-
{ul words of another, I say:

“In the birth. and life of this repub-

lic there is nothing common or ordina-
ry, but every feature ismarked as with
the sign of an extraordinary event.
With a single convulsive gasp there
was thrown into the lap of the world a
man-child of full proportions, and pre-
ternatural’ maturity of stature and
strength,- able at once to- stand and
walk alone. And the birth of this Re-
public was the resurrection of the spir-
it of human liberty from the dead, the

bursting of the tomb and rending of |

grave clothes. The birth of this ehild
was to the world the breaking of fet-
ters, the opening of prison doors to
them that were bound. Changing the
figure, in the prolific soil of the new
world the tree of Liberty was destined
to obtain its largest growth.

IWe are told that there was found
among the rubbish of Egyptian ruins,
an earthen vase containing a handful
of grain like unto wheat. There was
good evidence that the vase had held
the grain more than 3,000 years. They
were bronght to.Ameriea and the grain
was sowed. It germinated, sprouted,
and bore grain as-fresh and beautiful
as if the seed were of last year’s har-
vest. The seed of liberty lay buried
under the despotisms of the ages, lost
amidst the rubbish of oppressive en-
actments. A few fearless men stole
the vase from under the {hrone of the
tyrants, and set sail for an unknown
shore. The hand of God was on the
helm, and He brought them to this
American coast. They broke the vase
on Plymouth rock; the bard granite
opened its besom to receive Lhe seed;
it sprung up a goodly tree, whose
branches now have spread fo this, and
beyond, this far west, and cover with
their shade 50,000,000 of people. As it
is the mission of the Christian church
to spread Scriptural holiness through
all lands, so is it the holy mission of
this Republic to spread the Gospel of
Human Freedom through the eartlr;
arouse the nations that sit in darkness
and in the shadow of death; open an
asylum for the oppressed, and thus efii-
ciently aid in bringing in speedily the
Jubilee of Universal Emancipation.

Reverently and fruthfully may this
nation say: “For this cause came I
into this world that I might bear wit-
ness to the Truth.” Therefore is the
destiny of {his Republic in the keeping
of the Almighty God; therefore isit
that the people havg suffered so great
afflietions, that the grace of God might
be glorified in the sight of the nations,

as the spirit of liberty, tried in the-

furnace heated seven times, comes
forth without the smell of fire on her
garments. But these soldiers went
through fire that the nation might live.
e come to honor you to-day.

And you, ye spirits of our honored
dead, can you look down to-day and
join in our rejoicing overa regenerated
nation? e cover your ashes with
flowers to-day as you in days gone by
covered the horrors of war with a halo
of glory. Green be your graves and
honored evermore. You made in life
and death a proclamation of American
spirit and American greatness te the
world, and that proclamation
“Oppression shall hear in her temple of blood,
Andread on her walls the handwriting of God.
Niagara's torrent shall thunder it forth;

It shall burn in the sentinel star of the north;

It shall blaze in the lightning and speakin
the thunder,

Till the chains of oppression are riven nsunder

And Freedom her right has trinmphantly won,

And the nation her beauntiful garmentsputon.”

What of thefuture? The soft young
feet of this nation stand only atthe
entrance of a broad and high table
land of greatness. What of the future
when we are as populous as Europe?
Lord Macaulay said, “Your republican
institutions can not stand when you
have great cities and men in them who
would kill you for a dollar; and when
that time comes some Caesar or Napo-
leon will seize the reigns of power.
Then the man on horseback will come
in.” He did not know us. He did not
see that you who saved the nation in
the days of civil war, would seize the
“man on horseback;” that a million
hands would lay hold of his bridle-
rein and back horse and man into the
sea; and then standing by the brink
you would lift np those hands and
swear that a government of the people,
by the people, for the people, shall not
perish from the earth!

Listen to an allegory. “Before us is
a vast plain covered with orchards and
vineyards and harvest fields. In its
center stands a magnificent temple,
with columns towering high and beau-
tiful to the base of a dome which car-
ties beauty still higher, until the whole
is crowned with a statue tall and no-
ble, which: seemed to breathe the breath
of life. "Around all four sides of the
temple stand tall columns in regulari-
ty and beauty, on which rests the su-
perstructure. They are beautiful col-
umns, and carved with skill from pur-
est marble, and with chiseled fruit and
foliage, the admiration of all who see
them. There are keepers to this tew-
ple. JMany keepers, for the building is
the envy of a strong and malevolent
enemy, ever watchful to deface its
beauty or destroy its greatness. .And
the keepers sleep, sleep at foot of col-
umns they were set to guard; and
while they slept the enemy came and
began his vandal work. In the center
stood the main- pillar, the largest and
strongest which supported the dome
and its beautiful statue. The enemy
gather around it and sitrike heavy
blows to start it from its base. The
building trembles and rocks, and the
sleeping watchers are awalkened.

That temple is the Great Republic;
those surrounding pillars are our in-

_stitutions of liberty; our schools, our

churches, our public works, which clus-
ter on all four sides of ourland. That
central pillar is the Unily of the Re-
public. The watchers are the people.

‘While we slept; the bands of treason
came, and made their way with
much destruction through the porti-
coes of the temple, and struck ponder-
ous blows at the central pillar, the
Unity of the Republic, and the land
shook and trembled as with the earth-
quake’s throes. Then the people awoke.
Then the loyal of the nation sprang to
arms. Like the Knights in ancient
story they formed a living rampart
around the mnation’s unity and life.
Heroically they stood and fought. They
felll They died! Died —— but that
central pillar fell not. They died, and
their green graves flll the land; but
the magnificent {emple of the Repub-
lie, with its lofty dome surmounted
by .the strong angel of Iiberty, re-
mains unmoved,and the watchers,learn-

ing wisdom from the past, with its.

sufferings.and its sacrifices, will never
slomber more.”

- EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE.
LINCOLN, Neb., May 26, 1883.
X left Chicago one hourlate, the train

had accepted  the invitation and paid
the first installment on sleeping berth,
but had not arrived; butgas they-did
*not arrive we moved on 110 strong, in-
cluding a number of ladies. While
killing time in Chjeago I ran against a
short, dark complexioned man, who
pretended to know me. Ile said his
name was John C. Welch, wholesale
jeweler, Chicago, St. Louis, Minneapo-
lis. He would have named all of the
large cities in the west had I not stop-
ped him.

Nothing of note occurred while we
passed through Illinois, our first stop
of importance being at Burlington,
Iowa. ‘We were there two hours. The
party strolled about town as their sev-
eral tastes directed. As Ihad notbeen
fed since leaving Chicago, my first duty
was to find a hotel: I failed: I sup-
pose there were some there. I found
one fourth-clags or worse restaurant,
where I enjoyed a most excellent meal,
on beefsteak, fried to a crisp. My feel-
ings, after finishing, were somewhat
akin to those of the boy who had just
been whipped by his father. He said
he was most miser'ably relieved.

Burlington, so far as I could see, is a
fine town. Many good buildings, busi-
ness and residence, and the most mis-
erable streets it had been my fortune
to meet. Here we turned in. By the
way, I occupy the upper berth, section
6, car A. Thelower berth is occupied
by Mr, and Mrs. W. G. Doty, of the
Argus, Ann Arbor; a very pleasant
couple. In our car are Strong, of the
Nashville News, Haskins, from Con-
cord, Jackson county, Steele, of Wayne,
Dr.and Mrs. W.W. Elmer, of Bay

of Bay City. The car, and in fact all
of the accommodations furnished, are
first-class. The two sleepers are the
best Pullman coaches, one reclining
chair ear, dining car to Omaha, one
common coach and one smoking car,
make up the train. TWhen we awoke,
Thursday morning, we were at Villisea,
having gone 225 miles over C.B. & Q.
track. Breakfasted in dining car at
Red -Oak, a town of 4,000 inhabitants,
where a street car running over a
wooden, track stood backed up to the
depot waiting for passengers. At Pa-
cific Junection, the last stopping point
east of the Missouri river, we were meb
- by a committee of ten from Platts-
mouth, among whom was a good look-
ing, hearty gentleman, who introduced
himself, by saying that he had been
bed-fellow with Maj. Saimuel Wells, at
the meeting of the National Agricul-
tural Association abt New York. .His
name is D, H. Wheeler, and his ac-
quaiutances address him as ‘Major.
He left with: us a supply of the premi-
um lists of the State Agricultural So-
ciety, of which he is secretary. The
next interesting objeet was the bridge
over the Missouri river to Plattsmouth.
That is built on stone piers 60 feet in-
height above high water, and extends
the same distance into terre firma, to
solid rock. It was here that we saw
the first appearance of Lo and his fam-
-ily. A young squaw peered timidly
over the bank of an eighty-five feet
cut in the clay bank, at the train be-
tween the Dbridge and Plattsmouth.
At Plattsmouth the Mayor delivered
an address of weleome, and the B. &
M. band gaveusa serenade. Carriages
were furnished to show the party
around. A part of the gang rode out
to the preminm orchard that bore the
largest apple in the world, shown at
the centennial. Affer a stay of two
hours we recrossed the river to Pacific
Junction, and from there to Council
Bluffs. Here the first familiar object
that met my gaZe was a Buchanan
wagon, standing on the platform at the
front of a large implement warehouse.
As the city is a mile or more from the
depot, but few ventured that far away
from the train, and they were left.
We crossed over to Omaha, under es-
cort of a committee, under the leader-
ship of Mayor Chase and Mr. Thomas
Gibson, Secretay of the Board of Trade
of Omaha. The party were taken di-
rectly to the Grand Pacific hotel, for
dinner, and a more ravenous crew
never struck a hash house.

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JEFE DAVIY' CAPTURE,

The Story of the First Man Who Laid
Hands on. Him.

No Xeminine Apparel Seen---A Cir-
cumstantial Account ofthe Sar-
priscand Quick Scizure.

Philadelphia Times,

Kasper Knobel, the first man o lay hands on
Jefferson Davis when thelatter was a fugitive
after the downfall of the Confederate govern-
wment, now lives in Philadelphia. At the time
of the capture Mr. Knobel was a private in the
Fourth Michigan eavalry. Hisnarrative, which
was contributed to The Weckly Times, isas
follows:

On the evening of the 7th of May, 1865, the.
Fourth Michigan cavalry regiment, to whick I
belenged, was ordered to start immediately,
without knowing whither or why. We rode on
the whole night, only making a short patse to
tske s lunch. We did likewise the following
sy, but had in tho evening to take refuge
from s thunder-storm in some woods, where
we sought to shield ourselves in the best pos-
gible manner against the inclemency of the
westher, The nest morning, somewhere be-
twween nine and ten -o’clock, we met n vehicle
with only three wheels, driven by a colored
man. Col. Pritchard bade him halt and an-
swer our questions. He told us hahad fallen

in with a troop of “Yankees®™—it became evi-
dent he did nov know the difference between
Tnion and Confederats: soldiers—who had
taken a wheel from his ivagon, probably to
preyent him from revealing their flight too
quickly, for, as he said, it was a sure thing
thal they were trying to escape.

Such was the story of the negro, and now
thereason for our being engaged in this ex~
citing chase flashed upon us—ihat we were
hunting for no less noble a prey than the
beaten Jeader of the Confederacy, on whose
hend the government bad set a large prize.
Our commsnder, 232 matter of course, took
note of this statement, and ascertained the ex-
seh place where the meeting had isken place.
Then we were ordered io hold onrselves in
readiness, A harder work than we had yel
done way impending. Those who bad con-
fidence in themselves and their horses for a
further ride of forty or fifty milés were told to
announce themselves. e hundred and
twenty-eight men did so, I among the rest, and
weo started. Twelve o'clock at night, between
the Sth and 10th of May, we arrived &t Irwins-
ville, Irwin county, Ga., where Davis, accord-
ing to all probability, was to be found.

In whispered tones we were ordered to dis-
tribute ourselves in gronps of thirteen in all
directions, and beon the loakout for all sus-
picious persons in the place. The group to
srhich I belonged, after having ridden on for

nearly amile,discovered a camp-fire in a south-
western direction, which was near extinction
—a very suspicions circumstance—that made
our heartabeat guicker with joyous anticipa-
tion. It being, however, yet dark we could
do nothing else for the present than impatient-
1y wait for the dawn of day. The eastern sky
scarcely reddened before we advanced as
poiselessly as possible and almost stumbled
over two tents, whose inmates evidently were
yet slumbering, aud who thus could be easily
surprised. 1 was foremost in entering one of

these tents, and, sure enough, found the fugi-
tiva snd his famil: there in profound

y lying
sleep.

Jefferson Davis rested in & gray costume on
theleft s:de of the tent. As soon as he was
awake and had com&rehended the situation, he
tried, evidently for the purpose of concealment,
1o cover himself with something—I can nof at
this time tell exactly what, but of resistance he
offered none atall, I then hurried tothe other
tent, whereIfound a part of the staff of the Con-
federate leader. Here, also, perfect quietude
xeigned, easily explainable by the exertions
and excitement incident to their flisht, They

eere surprised to the extent that I tore away a
saddle from mnder the head of one of the
sleeérling officers, atid they all surrendered un-
g itionally, without oifering the: least resis-

ce.

Not until the capture of Davis snd his asso-
ciates had been thus accomplished was the sig-
nal shot thathad been agreed upon the pre-
vious day fired, which soon brought Colonel
Pritchard and his companions to the scene of
action. This shof, however, was, to our great
astonishment, st once responded to by a heavy
fire from the neighboriug woods, which fire we,
of course, auswez:ed. By ihis skirmish we had
one young man killed, his heart being pierced
by a bullet, and one wounded. Our astonish-
ment increased greatly when we took one of
our assailants prisoner and discovered that he
belonged, like  ourselves, to the Union army.
They formed, in fact, a pari{of the First Wis-
consin cavalry regiment, and had, like our-
selves, arrived the avening before in the vicin-
ity of [rwinsville without knowing or having
the slightest ides of the presence of Davis, sti
less of our own. The victims of this fatal en—
counter were buried with military honors. We
had g breskfast, to us, as a matter of course, a
very joyous one, in which Jefferson Davis and
our other prisoners participated, and then we
rode;back to headquariers.

Such is the true history of the capture of
Jefferson Davis, and, as every one can see, it
differs materially from the commonly accepted
story, not alone in respect to the feminine ap-
paxel and the bowle-knife, but_also in regard
10 the short enconnter between Union soldiers,
which furnished, so to speak, the last victims
on the allar of the ambition of the Confederate
leader. Ihave a very inieresting relic of this
affajr in my possession. Afier having entered
the tent of Davis and sccomplished his cap-
tore, a traveling-bag was found among what
little baggage there was, containing a shirtand
three collars, besides children's soiled linen.
These naturally became interesting spoils for
the: soldiers, who diskributed them among
themselves. * One of these collars is still inmy
possession. The collar, which, for good and
gufficient reasons, at this time has mo very
clean Jook, bears this proud inscription:

“This collar was worn by Jefferson Davis at
the time he was made prisoner of war, May
10, 1565, and was taken from him by Easper
Enobel, private of company A, fourth regi-
ment] Mickigan_cavalry, at Irwinsville, Irwin
couaty, Ga.®

wrong way; he always screwed it from lefi to
right. A3 soonashe had accomplished his
wish he unscrewed it again, and then screwed
itin again the second time, rather more easily
than the first, and 80 on many times. When
he had bpeomedby practice t;l)lera.bly + perfec:;
inZscre - and unscrewing, he gave it up an
tonksnmem%ther amnsemangr.. One remarikabla
thing is that he counld take so much frouble in
that which is no material benefit to him. The
desire to accomplish. s chosen task seemsa
sufficient inducementto lead him totake any
amount of trouble.

A COURIEE FOB NAPOLEON.

Charles Mnrte[’é Ride From Warsaw
to Paris,

Philadelphia Record.

“Lonce enjoyed the high honor of carrying
letters from the Emperor Napoleon to Josepb,
ine,” yosterday remarked Mr. Charles Martel
2 French wig-maker, at No. £02 annut street.
Mr. Martel, a veperable looking gentleman,
who is in his eighty-fourth year, feels very
proud of the services rendered his commander-
in-chief onthat occasion. Whenever he can
be persuaded to falk of the affair his wrinkled
countenance lights up with emotion, and the
,0ld man relates with evident pleasure the par-

gulars of how he came to be selected courier,
and-how well ha discharged the task assigned
bim, ~

Mr. Martel was rather disposed to evade the
interrogatories of his visijjor at” first, but ke
was eventually prevailed uponio tell the story.
“The emperor was advancing upon Aoscow
at the. time I speak of, which
was in ihe early part of the year
1812, Mr. Martel began. “The army had
arrived at Warsaw when Napoleon issued an
order for a courier to instantly seb out for
France. I was bul 13 years of ageat the time,
and was a drummer boy in the Fourth regi-
ment of hussars. Our general camo to me,
knowing that I was & good horseman, and told
m@ that the emperor wanted to see me. Upon
Deing led into the presence of Napoleon, I
found three other soliders there, who had also
been recommended by their respeotive gen-
-erals to actas couriers, His excellency had
summoned the four of us, in order to ses for
himself and make his own selection. WhenT
entered the camp Napoleon smiled, and, turn-
ing o my general, ag ted: “Do you thinik the boy
will do?” ‘I‘hou‘gh I was only a lad, and knew
nothing of the contemplated mission beyond the
fact that there was along distance to be covered
on horseback, I was ambitious to be selected.

. You may imagine how my heart leaped when
my superior vividly recounted to the em-
peror the tricks he had seen me perform with
several of the cavalrymen’s horses. I had
Jearned to ride well, and evenat the age of
13 I could manage & horse as well as
any body. Napoleon appeared some-
what pleased at the recommendation
of my general, and remarked:

‘He will do.” “He then selected another man,

much ofder than I was, because at the time it
was customary to send'two couriers by differ-
ent routes with the same messages, for fear
that if only one were digpatched the letier
would not reach its destination. After dis-
missing the other two soldiers my comrade
and I remained to_receive our instructions.
VWhen all was ready and we were about to
mount our horses, Napoleon said: *I think the
bgir will arrive first, though his route is nine
miles Jonger.” Such encouraging words from
the emperor of France fairly set me wild, and
I resolved to hand my packet of letters to

Josephine Defore my companion, thongh I

should fall dead at tho feet of the lady the
moment after doing so.

“L securely placed my package in a bel
around my waist. The only food I took was
gome crackers, a few slices of beef and a flask
of brandy, which I stowed away in my saddle-

llzaﬁséi Upon receiving the word ‘go’ I sprang
. ghily

into the saddle and dashed away, close-
ly followed by the other courier. I
etermined to draw away from
fore arriving at the forks of the road.
Digging my _spurs_ into the -horse)
En.ve him the whip, and ina few moments I
ad the satisfaction of seeing him falling be-
hind enveloped in & cloud of dust. X mounted
a fresh horse everytwelve miles along the
road, which wers kept in the government
stables for the especial wuse of the govern-
ment's couriers. Ior sixty hours Irode slong
in this way. Though I was very much fa-
tigned I never gave up, for I'was determined
1o prove the truth of ‘the emperor’s prophecy
that I would arrive first. Night and day Isped
along through the snow and rain, with only
one idea on my mind, and that was to win  the
race. The distance was over 500 miles, but I
managed to get to Paris one full hour ahead of
my competitor. -Arriving at Josephine’s
mansion, which was seven miles outside of the
city, I was immediately ushered into her re-
ception parlor, though Iwas covered with mud
. from head to foot. The noble lady graciously
took from my hand the letter, and, with a
simple ‘thapk you,’ furned away and departed.
The emperor caused a message to be conveyed
to me tendering his sincere thanks for whatl
had done.” i
