OUR WESTERN TRIP.
R XO. 4. :

The ride from Teadrille to Pueblo

. onthe return trip was an exciting one
to some of the passengers in the rear
car of the train. Leaving Leadville at
about two P. Jr, we were in Pueblo for
_supper ab six, distance 118 miles. In
going down the grade and avound the
curves some of the more nervous were
afraid of going into the river, and
finally referred the matter of safety to
Capt. Tibbets, onr condnetor, and his
reply was, “Our engineers know how
to handle the automatic brake, and
with that set it is impossible for the
train to leave the track.”” At Pueblo
we were all pleased to find our com-

fortable Pullman sleepers ounce more,

and being well tived, “turned in” pret-
ty early. Awoke mnext morning in
Colorado Springs, a place of about 6,
000 inhabitants, and pronounced by
those who went “down town” to be the
preftiest town they had ever seen.
Broad streets and fine stone buildings.
We couldn’s get any Iiquor here with-
out a prescription from a physician,
but as we had a.number of the profes-
sion with the party we experienced no
inconvenience in this way. No saloons
allowed in Colorado Springs. Here
we found the ground covered with
about an inch of snow.

Our next ride was five miles overthe
Dranch of tho Rio Grande to Maniton,
where we arrived for breakfast at the
Manitow House. This is a place of
about 500 inhabitants, and one of the
meost famous summer resorts in the
west. The property here is mostly
owned by English people, and the ho-
tels are frequented by people who come
from that country tospend the sum-
mer months. IIere are located some
of the most famous mineral springs in
the world. The water from one of them
tastes like that drawn from a freshly
charged soda fountain, without the syx-
up mixture, and flows in a very large,
strong stream. Another we visited
was equally strongly impregnated with
iron. Breakfast over, and all took to
carriages for 4 ride, Five persons
could secure a three-seated rig, with
driver and guide, three hours, for S5.
The first point visited was the famous
Garden of the Gods, within a few min-
utes’ ride of the hotel. The Garden is
a large park, with a gently urdulating
surface, sodded with Buffalo grass and
with here and there a clumyp of serub
oak, and every few rods a huge rock of
red sandstone standing up in all shapes,
sizes and heights up to 330 feet, the
height of the slab that stands at the
left of the gateway. This rock is per-
haps 400 feet long by about 40 or 50
feet thick at the base, like a great flat
chip that had been dropped from above
with force to make it stand upon its
edge. Others of the same style are
numerous but of less size. We rode
through the Garden to Glen Erie, where
is the home of the president of the D.
& R. G.road, a pallatial sfone man-
sion built in this little valley in the
mountains, which arise to a dizzy
height ab either side. Reburning to
the hotel, we next visit TUte Pass, a
road cut alongside the mountains, nsed
by teamsters in hauling lumber from
further up the mountains. The day
before our arrival one of the teamsters
was coming down this road, and when
just below Rainbow Falls his brake
gave way, and the best that he could
do was to save himself by jumping
from the load. 'The load and feam
went down the cliff about 130 feet, the
wagon a wreck, one mule dead, and
the other near enough dead to nol be
worth taking oub of the ravine, To
the falls was as far as we went up this
road. Here a stream of water that
could easily run through an 18-inch
tile dropped over a ledge about 50 feet,

presenting a very picturesque appear- |

ance. Affer dinner a portion of the
party, the writer among the number,
walked up Williams Canon tothe Cave
of the Winds, about two miles, and in-
to the cave, whicl. is at the side of
what is known as the amphitheater,
where the rocks extend 300 fest high
on one side and 280 on the other. But
few visited the cave, asto reach its
mouth meant to climb a winding path
and stair to within about twenty-five
feet of the top of the highest cliff, and
as the bottom of the cave is nearly on
the level with the bottom of the can-

on it required considerable climbing,

This cave is pronounced by those who
have visited both, to be a more won-
derful cave than the mammoth, and is
richer in alabaster formation than any
known cavein the world. There are
numerons. stalactites as large and long
as a man’s arm, of pure almosf trans-
parent alabaster, and the finest coral
crystalization of the same material.
It was in the amphitheater that the
writer, by stepping back into a erevice
near the top of the cliff, suddenly dis-
appeared from the party, and asthey
did not see him come out again they
supposed they were leaving a dead edi-
tor in the mountains, All prepara-
tions were made for appropriate funer-
al eeremonies, to be held on the train.
They were not held.

At Manitou we secured a few plants
of the mountain sage, a most beautiful
silvery plant, growing in the red bar-
ren sand herein abundance. One of
these specimens may be seen growing
at Mrs. Alexander’s flower gavden. At
three P. 3. we return to Colorado
Springs to our sleepers, to:leave them
no more until we reach Chicago. Next
morning we spend a few hours. in Den-
ver, where we take breakfast atthe

tinued directly east through Kansas,

" by way of the great Republican Val--

ley, which is literally alive with graz-
" ing cattle. . On Friday morning we
were in the timbered part of Kansas,

At .Atchison
we stopped for breakfast, and had two
hoursto see the city. Here we mab

Mr. Harwi has a large two-story and

basement hardware and agricultural
imrlement store, and appeared tobe
doing a large and successfal business.
By his direction we found J. V. Orr,
of fhelaw firm of Martin & Orr, and
learned, incidentally, that Jim is about
to be married to a daughter of the
Governor. Those who knew Jim in
Buchanan would hardly believe such
audacity of him, but it was stated as a
serious fact. The next point of inter-
est was Kansas City, which may well
be called the city of magnificent views.
We arrived here in time for dinner at
the Blossom ITouse and remainec un-
til nine r. at. In the meantime we
were taken about the city by carriages
furnished by the city. Kansas City is
one of the liveliest business places we
have mef, and the citizens take pride
in having the people know it. Eighty
passenger trains came into the city
daily, and freight in proportion. In
our ride we were {aken to the bluff,
where an excellent view of that part
of the city lyingin Kansas may behad,
the Lluff being aboub 150 or 200 feet
high. In this part of the city were
seen evidences of the recent cyclone
that passed along that way a fow
weeks before, in unfoot‘ed buildings,
brick blocks with the roof and one
side gone, but mostly repaired. The
city authorities have instituted a plan
of street grading, by which the streets
are brought down to the level witheut
‘much regard to the condition of the
adjoining property, and to see a brick
house standing up on & perpendicular
bank of clay thirty or foity feet high,
cut down on aline with the wall of
the house is no uncommon sight. The
appearance led to the idea that bal-
loons might be in good demand for cit-
izens fo reach their dwellings from the
street level. This is western enter-
prise, and will undoubtedly present a
more pleasing appearance when the
lots shall have been graded down to
the street. In the carriage with the
writer were Rev. Mr. Hallock; of West
Winsted, Conn., Mr. Fay, of Michigan,
and Mz Sweet, « manufacturer of gal-
vanized iron cornices, of Kansas City,
and member of the City Council, whose
explanation of thesurrounding scenery
made the ride a very pleasantone. The
only thing t6 mar the pleasure and

cast a pall of sadness over the frip, be-

ing the remarks of two of the citizens
standing by the roadside. One asked,
“Why don’t they be a hearse?” and
the other veplied,”*Hush, chile! Dey
don’t hab a hearse in high toned funer-
alsno mo’.”

The party visited the large packing
establishment, where 6,000 hogs per
day go into one end of the establish-
ment, live hogs, and come out at the
other, side-pork, hams, &e.

In explaining to us about the city
being considerably larger than the ter-
ritory included in the corporate limits,
and the city charter was such that the
limit eould not be extended, the ¢ues-
tion was asked why the subject was

"not referred tothe legislature, when

AMr. Sweet explained, that there were
too many “Mossbacks” in the legisla-
ture. This being a new term to our
Connecticut friend, an explanation
was asked, which was, that they were
native Missonrians, whose chief beau-
ty and ability lay in their long hair,
which hangs about the shoulders in

‘ringlets somewhat after the style of

witeh stirrups in a horse’s mane, and
is a perfect stranger to comb; who
hold an abhorrence to anything that
has the appearance of improvement,
and are perfectly happy with their log
cabin in the woods, a shot gun and a
supply of old rye whisky. It was nof
long before we were rewarded by a
view of oneof these curiosities, and
were enabled to understand why it is
that the tide of emigration is not to
Missouri, for the finest eountry seen
in the entire trip was in Northwestern
Missouri, extending about 150 miles
east of Xansas City, along the Hanni-
ble & St. Joseph road. These “Moss-
backs” are all Democrats. No excep-
tions to this rule.

The water used for drinking pur-
poses here, as in other cities along its
banks, comes from the Missouri river.
In the river it looks like what you will
usually find in a mud puddle in a clay
road; decidedly muddy, but when it
comes onto the table is as clearas
erystal and not unpleasant in taste,
having been allowed to settle ina large
reservoir, and carefully drawn off be-
fore using. On ihe whole, we were
well pleased with Kansas City, and so
well pleased with the entire trip that
upon leaving the city we ruoshed into
the smoking car and adopted the fol-
lowing resolutions:

Notice to Overseers of Highways
and Others. -
The Laws of Michigan make it the
duty of every owner, occupant, or pos-

cause to be cut down all the Canada
thistles growing thereon or on the
highway passing through or by the
same, 50 often asis sufficient to pre-
vent their going to seed, and if the
owner, possessor, or occupant of land
shall knowingly suffer any Canada

Lle to a fine of ten dollars for every
offence.

It is further made the duty of the
Overseers of Highways to see that the
provisions of said law are carried into
effect within their respective road dis-
triets, and they are regunired to’give
notice to the owners, possessors, or oc-
cupants of any lands within such dis-
trict, where Canada thistles shall be
growing, to cause the same to be cub
down within five days from the ser-
vice of such notice. In ease such own-
er, possessor, or occupant shall refuse
or neglect to cut down the same as re-
quired, spch Overseer is thereupon au-
thorized and required to enter upon
such land and cause all such Canada
thistles to be eyt down with as little
damage t0 growing crops as may be.

. Each Overseer is to keep an account
of the expense of cutbing on each par-
cel of land entered upon therefor, and
to offer a statement of such expense,
verified by oath or affirmation, to"the
owner, possessor, or occupant of such
lands, and requiring him to pay the
amount thereof. Every Overseer who
shall refuse or neglect to discharge the

-duties so required of him, in relation

to the destruction of Canada thistlés,
will be liable to a fine of twenty-five
dollars, on conviction. .

I think it will only be necessary for
Overseers to notify land owners of the
facts of this law, and then I think the
ownelrs, possessors, or occupants will
fake care of Lhiem; but if they do not,
I wish -every Overseer to do his duty,
and if he will eall at the Township
Clerk’s office, if necessary, he will be
furnished with the proper notices to
serve, and any other informatioh-want-
ed.

Prospeet of Running Local Railway
Trains by Electricity.

What Mr. Edison Says About Xt---His
Experiments at Menlo Park--=
The Roads Anxious to
Use Xt.

¥ow York Journal.

The incorporation of a .company for applying
electricity as a motive power to 1railways
throughout the United States, having among
its incorporators Messrs. Thomas A. Edison
and Stephen D. Field, two noted electricians,
formed » topic of considerable interest in rail~
road and electricsl circles yesterday.

Mr. Thomas A, Edison, the celebrated elec-
trician, was visited by a reporter. He stated
that the organization had been formed to oper-
ate the inventions already in existence for the
use of electricity as a railway motive power.
He had, he said, been operating a railroad at
Menlo Park by electricity for the past two
years and a half and had found if to work ad-
mirably. Only’ in one instance had he lost
power equal to two and & half horses, and that
was during a very heavy and unexpected rain
storm.

“The manner in which it is proposed to oper-
ate the railroads by clectricity,” he continued,
“is by means of a central rail laid between the
existing tracks, for which old and worn-out
rails might be used, this rail acting as one pole
and the other two forming the other. The
power would be transmitted by a ceniral en-
gine with the use of powerful dynamos, and
the electricity wounld thus be supplied to the
rail, from which it would be taken up by the
motor attached to atrain where there are two
or more cars attached. In the case of street
surface the motor could be carried underneath
and would not necessitate an extra éarriage for
a motor engine, The whole operation would
be similar to the endless rope by which cars
are drawn along in Chicago and other cities.
The method of stopping would be by means
of & “clutch,” where by the electric power
would be thrown out of gear so far as it .oper-
ates onthe drawing or driving power of the
motor, while at the same time the current
would still be kept operating on the motor so
that & start can be effected at a minimum losg
of power similar to the shifting of a belt on &
shafting,

The advantages he claims for tha new inven-
tion is that it will effect & saving of 33 per cent
in the amount paid for coal under the present
system of steam locomotives. There would
also be & glight saving in the matter of the
wear and tear of the two different styles of en-
gines or motors.

“For the present,” continued Mr. Edison, “I
do not think that eleciricity will be generally
adopted for heavy freight trains, or for pas-
senger frains.over long distances, but for street
cars, elevated railroads and other short lines
it will be found invaluable, Already we have
applications for the use of our patents from
Coney Island, Long Branch, Fairmount Park,
Saratoga, and from the elevated railroads in
New York. Inthe case of the latter it will
effect not only a saving of 83 per cent in the
matter of coals, but it will also” do away with
one man on each engine, and further save the
annyance now experienced in the matter of the
shower of sparks and the smell of sulphur
which is 80 unobjectionable,”

The exact form the motor attached to a train
would take he could not, he said, atpresent
give, but he believed it would iake one of the
shapes of Mr. Field’s patonts, The matter of
snow would be ro impediment to the transmis-
sion of power, asasort of cow-caicher had

with the central rail through which it wounld
be transmitted that it would at all times and in
the severest storm be entirely cleared off.
Any rate of speed could be obtained "according
to the power used at theceniral depota.

hen asked if he thought steam as a motive
powers would be. eventually superseded by
electricity, Mr. Edson said that "he had mno
doubt such would be the case, but mnot for
some years to come. Steam, he said, is now
and will be essential to the generation of elec-
tricdy, but he believed that means will sooner
or later will be found to obiain electricity from
the earth without the use of any machinery
whatever.

He asked if he was making any further ex-
periments in regard fo electrical confrivances.
Mr. Edison replied that hewas not—other than
commorcially.
