Faith Remedies.

It isndt
uncommon now for persons to wear
around the neck a suspended miniature
sachet of silk contalning gum cam-
phor as a defense against fevers, mea-
sles, and small-poxt A string of-red
coral beads, or in liew thereof a bit of
scarlet. yarn abiout the neck,is even
now considered a necessary protection
of the infant from various ills. Some
persons who are periodically afilicted
with rheumatism cairy either a small
potato or a horse chestnut as a charm
against the attack of the dreaded foe.
This sort of nonsense is not confined
to the vulgar or ignorant, forin at
least two -instances one wag a doctor
of divinity and the other a man of lib-
eral education and cosmopolitan ex-
perience.

The cure of warts has always been
associated, more or less, with the oc-
cult or unknowable.

The crop reporbof the Secretary of
State for August, made up from re-
ports of 1,001 correspondents in 738
townships, 652 of whom are in the
southern four tiers of counties, con-
tains the following,that is of general
interest in Michigan: ’

According to the record kept at the
office of the State Board of Health, it
rained on 57 of the 92 days in May,
June, July, the total amount falling in
the three months being 25.34 inches.
The average rain-fall at the Agricul-
tural College for the 17 years, 156480,
was 81,02 inches. Thie last heavy rain
began, here at Lansing, on the 20th
and continued every day to and in-
cluding the 27th of July. Previous to
this .there had been a few days of fair
weather, during which time most of
the wheat in the southern part of the
state was placed in shock. A corres-
pondent in Lenawee writes on the 21st
of July “probably 75 per cent.of wheat
in this vicinityis in shock and capped.
5 per cent. in barn, and 20 per cent,
yet to be cut. A week of good weather
is followed by one and one-half inches
of rain this morning and more com-
1ng.’1 -

Wheat has been considerbly injured
both by sprouting and discoloration,
but only a very small amount has been
entirely ruined. An examination of
the special reports show that the white
wheat, particularly the Clawson, which
is the principal white variety known,
suffered most from the wet weather.

A large portion of the corn on low,
wet land is entirely ruined, and only
on the highest, driest soils ean anaver-
age erop be expected.

The hay crop is large in quantity but
would have been poor in guality even
could it have been properly saved. At
the time hay should have been cut, that
on the lower lands was under watfer. A
correspondent in Clinton writes, July
80, that “water stands two feet deep
where the grass would have cat one
and one-half tons to the acre.” Only
a portion of the crop has been secured
in good condition. Other crops have
of tcourse suffered from the excessive
web.

August 1, the yield of wheat per
acre was estimated lower than on the
first of July for every county in the
southern four tiers. We make no es-
timate of the total yield in the state,
preferring to await the returns from
the threshing machines, which will be
received about September 1.

In the southern four tiers of coun-
ties, and also in the entire state, oats
are estimated to yield 84 bushels, and
barley 23 bushels per acre. Meadows
and pastures are in fine condition, so
is also clover sowed this year.

The outlook for apples and peaches
is becoming less promising with each
month.

The experience of the telegrapher’s
brotherhood with the XKnights of La-
bor has created a feeling akin to dis-
gust with the Knights of Labor among
other trades. with beneficial resulfs to
the tradesmen.

Why did the X's of L. fail to con-
tribute the necessary funds to keep the
operators in idleness until the tele-
graph company should in despair sur-
render at discretion to the “brother-
hood,” and turn over to John Camp-
bell, Master-Workman Morris, and Tom
Hughes the management of their prop-
erty and business?

“The trouble with the XKnights of
Labor was this,” said a gentleman who
is prominently identified with one of
the local assemblies, “the average werk-
ingman will insist upon associating-
clothes with labor. They attended the
meetings of the strikers and found
them to bea party of well dressed
young men and women, wearing clothes
such as a rule neither they nor their
families wore either Sundays or holi-
days. They were characterized as
dudes. The young men smoked cigars
or cigarettes instead of pipes, and look-
ed much more like clerks in dry goods
stores or like book-keepers than they
did like what some of our people
thought should be the outward and
visible signs of laborers. The linemen
were all right, because they wore jump-
ers and overalls, and appeared in their
shirt slesves occasionally, but the 845
suits, white neckties, boiled shirts-and
stovepipe hats were too much for many
of the laboring men, who didn’t think
such things consistent with people who
called themselves laborers. That was
the real cause ot the apathy among la-
boring men here who are consistent
members of the Knights of Labor, and
who have never before refused to con-

" tribute liberally in aid of a strike.”

The South Bend Tribune of August

They
then bounded into the huge vehicle and
starfed away in merry mood for home.
The boys are required to attend school
two hours each day, six days in the
weelk, and are also given practieal in-
straction in farming.—Jackson Palriot.

THE NATURAL BRIDGE

OF VIRGINIA GRAPHICALLY DESCRIBED

BY A RECENT VISITOR.

Chas. Dudley Warner in Hartford Courant.

The most interesting picture in the
dull waste of our old school geography
—the interest in it being heightened by
its association with Washington and
Jefferson, and the wonderful climbing
exploit narrated by Ehhu Burritt—was
of the natural bridge. The writer is
glad to be able to report for himself
that a visit to it did not dispel a single
boyish illusion, and has to confess that
pictures utterly fail to give any adeguate
idea of the grandeur of this freak of
nature, or of the noble beanty of the
region of which it is only one of the at-
tractions. We left. the railway at a
way-station one sps¥kling exhilarating
morning, and mounted the top of a
coach for the drive of three and a half
miles. The road, rising and descending,
follows a small stream thromgh culti-
vated hills, up a gradual sscent that at
length brought us to an elevation of
about 1,600 feet above tide-water.
Here in a slight depression among the
hills, but commanding an extensive
view, are the clustered buildings of the
old and new hotel, capable of accom-
modating three hundred guests. Above
the hotel on one side is the splendidly
wooded Mount Lincoln, and on the
other the open summit of Mount Jef-
ferson, from both of which the pros-
pect is very extensive. A road crossing
the stream before the hotel ascends a
slight hill and passes over the bridge,
which is not visible from this point.
The roadway is ninety feet wide, and

greenson each side, so that the traveler
could pass over it withoubt seeing if,
though the chasm is visible on either
hand.

The bridge is, in fact thrown over a
narrow, deep chasm, something like a.
mile in Jength. We descended to it by
a steep path in the forest, passing on
our way a very pretty cascade, and two
of probably the largest arbox-vite trees
in the world. Both are superb veter-
ans, fluted and twisted, with branches
broken and beaten in the storms of
centuries, and the larger has a circum-
ference of eighteen feet. Their age is
estimated at fifteen hundred years.
Reaching the bottom of the ravine, we
came to the rocky bed of another
stream, clear and shallow, and turning

. to the right the gigantic arch burst

ghock of surprise, It is so massive, 80
high, so shapely, the abutments rise so
golidly and spring into the noble arch
with such grace and power! We were
not prepared for its majesty. The ig-
pression deepens as we advance and
stand under it. Through the arch is
the blue sky, over the top is the blue
sky, great trees try in vain to reach up
to it, bushes and vines drape and soften
its outlines, but do not conceal its rug-
ged massiveness, It-is still in the
ravine, save for the gentle flow of the
stream, and the bridge seems as much

The rock of the bridge and the jut-
ting butiresses above is a superb study
of color, scarcely equalled in any rock
color I know for variety and beauty of
tone. But one singular freak deserves

Exactly over head, on the highest |
spring of the arch, is the figure of a gi-
gantic spread eagle. Itis the eagle of
our coat of arms. Thehead, the spread
wings, the claws with the arrows, are
all perfect. It seems to be formed by
discoloration of the rock rather than by
lichens. However it is made—and it
could not be more striking if it were
painted— it is ancient. The French,en-
gineers who madea survey and measure-
ment on the bridge during the revolu-
tionary war, noticed it with wonder, and
in their printed report they drew from
it 2 happy augury of the success of the
Americans in the struggle. 'What makes
the figurg itself more remarkable is that
a discolored patch under it isa very fair
representation of a crouching lion.
