A Dainty Dish.,

The Jackson Patriot tells of a lady
who claims that she eats those quarrel-
some, belligerent little birds, the Eng-
lish sparrows, that are driving all our
native birds out of the cities.

DANGER AT EVERY TURN.

HOW DEATE LURKS IN COMMON THINGS—
HEED THE WARNINGS OF DOCTORS, AND
STARVE—XLAUGH AND GROW FAT.

‘Wasliington Republic. :

The medical journals,and particularly
The London Lancet, which arrogates to
itself & wisdom gteater in degree than
that possessed by any of its contempa-
raries, are publishing from time totime
statements in regard to the dangers sur-
rounding life that may well make us

ause and consider the question: “Is
the human race doomed to extinction ?”

Outside of thenatural eauses that should

end life after a longer or shorter term,

governed in its duration by the laws of
heredity, by occupation snd our own

proper care and diligence, we find as a

race we are exposed to dangers on

every side, little dreamed of by the
average individusal, insidious in their
approaches, and as hard .to gmard
against as any unseen and unknown foe.

The prineipal dangerslurk in the most
common things, and sre found in all
our surroundings. The air we breathe,
under the examination of the skilled
chemist, is found impregnated with
deadly gases, and to bear uponits wings
the concealed fructification of crypto- .
mia, the fatal advance guard of diph-
theris, cancerous affections and other
malignant diseases. The water we
drink is filled with infusoria and ani-
malcula, that once received in the

. system become internal parasites and

gnaw away at our vitals until life be-
comes a burden and death steps in as a
welcome deliverer, or else it holds in
solution mineral substances that deposit
themselves in the form of incrustations
within onr most delicate orgsns, and
wrench us with pain while slowly wind-
ing up our thread of existence. The
food we eat is not only dangerous onsc-
count of having become stale and poison-
ous by ageand chemical changes occuring
in its formation, but also by reason of
the many adulterations and chemieal
imitations made by the tradesmen
whose motive is gain, not fair dealing.
So, too the liquors and fluids we drink
are all more or less adulterated, more
or less poisoned, by the chemists’ dia-
bolical skill. The advocate of temper-
ance is no safer than the foper, for the
teas of China and the coffees from
everywhere areas often the subject of
adulteration as is the brandy thatis
innocent only in its entire freedom from
the juice of the grape. If we bathe,
danger surrounds us on every side, not
simple the danger of being drowned, but
thedanger incident to taking the bath at
an improper seson, or with a tempera-
ture too high or too low. In regard to
these it has been demonstrated that it
is dangerous to bathe when the weather
is chilli or a cool wind is blowing; also
when the weather is warm and the body
heated; so, too, when one is hungry, or
immediately after eating. Thenawarm
bath is dangerous, because it is ener-
vating, and & cold bath becauseit causes
& sudden shock to the system. The use
of soap in the bath isalso attended
with danger on account of the fat of
animals dying from diseases frequently
being used in its manufactnre. Next
in_order comes the insidious effects
arising ;from bad drainage, sewer gas
and bad ventilation, These things
make the near neighborhood of our
dwellings and the interior of our houses
unfit places for staying or residing.

.Even our clothing, particalarly stock-

ings, is a source of danger from the use
of poisonous dyestuffs used in its manu-
facture; and the paper with which the
walls of our houses are covered is often
fatal to life from like cause. Our beds
are not exempt from danger, the hair
in the maftresses or the feathers in the
pillows often being the lurking-places
of disease, while the clean, white sheets
and spreads may be contaminated by
contact with the foul ones from some
bed of sickness, while in the hands of
the washwoman., Sleep itself is dan-
erous, if indulged in to too great a
egree, and the absence of it necessarily
isfatal., - ’
Ontside of the catises of disease and
death—and they are enough-—aremany
more hidden away in our every-day en-
joyments and: employments. In the
cigar, cigarette and pipe lurk carbonic
oxide, sulphuretted hydrogen, prussic
acid, picoline bases and nicotine, and

sometimes opium and other poisonous

drugs. Even the act of Kkissing is
fraught with dsnger, and may be the

- means. of conveying disease from one

person to another. Certain plants are
poisonons tothetouch, and when burned
in onr grates or fireplaces may prove
dangerous by the subtle essence they
give off in the smoke. Coal gas from
furnace is deleterions, and nnder-
mine the strongest constitutions, snd

" the go-called illuminsting product

which we burn all niglit in a vain effort
to get light fills the air 6f our rooms with
haﬁ a score of poisonous vapors. And
now it has been discovered that there is
danger in reading books and news-

apers, danger -of both mental snd
Eodily poisoning, as well as the serious
impairing of vision. e .

These are only afew of theevils inci-
dent to our modern ciyihzatxon, but
they tesch us that to live a-long and
healthy life requires the utmiost care

. and circumspection. The safest rile, T

take it, to avoid all these multi-form

evils, is to abstain_from drinking snd *

eating to avoid being poisoned, to abstain
from bathing, living in or out of a
house, wesring clothing, reading, using
fuel or light, and, in short, pretty much
everything which goes to make life
endurable,
all, .
A glance at humanity in general,
however, shakes our faith somewhat in
all the above scientifio deductions and
statements of facts, The careless go-
lucky individual, who eats, drinks and
makes merry, alike regardless of cause
or effect, so far as all the insidious
poisons are concerned, appears to enjoy
life and get along yemarkably well.
The poisoned air, food, drink, clothing,
houses andsurroundings agree with
him, He. laughs and grows fat. He
does not know, nor does he trouble him-
solf to find out, why so large a percen-
tage of careful people are always sick.
Perhaps in large quantities and
tharoughly mixed all these poisons
agree with the human system. Perhaps,
after sll, poison is the one element we
shounld aconstom ourselves to the uss
of if we desire to keep well.

“How do you expect to accomplish
that?”

“By my inventions. I am now work-
ing at a chair, to be used for theatres
and for railroad cars, which I believe
will supersede any chair now in vogue.”

“Has the dounble stage been used
snywhere else but at the theatre you
founded ?”

“I beliove not. When I devised that
stage, and finally secured the means
and backing to build it, the most pre-
posterous objections were mada fo it,
and it was gravely declared and proved
that when the stage was built it would
not lower or raise. Before that it was
demonstrated clearly that it would kill
people. Now, it has been in operation
for several years, and it has never
stuck, never killed anybody, never been
subject to the least accusation.”

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"SCALP-TAKING.
AN OLD: INDIAN’S ACCOUNT OF THE ORIGIN
OF THE PRACTICE.
‘Cor. Helena, (Mon.)Independent. -

The newspaper man had quite a long
and interesting talk with Otowatse, as
he called himself, and among other
things asked him the purpose of the
Indians in sealping their enemies, and
where and how the oustom originated.
Otawatse replied that the custom had
now become one of revenge and hatred,
but that scalps at one time were only
taken to show after a battle: how many
of their enemy had been slain. A war-

party, by comparin C
scnlgs taken with the number of their
own warriors missing, could tell which
side was victoriousin point of execution
on the foe. The origin of the custom,
he said, was only explained by tradi-
tion. The tradition isin substance as
follows:

Hundreds of years ago—perhaps
thousands—when the Indians were all
one tribe and under one great chief,a
dispute arose in the tribe as to who
shounld become chief, the old chief hav-
ing died withont leaving a son to sue-
ceed him, There were two principal
aspirants for the chieftaincy and each
of them had a strong following. The
dispute ended in dividing the tribe and
in war. Previous to this time scalping
was unknown, as there were no enemies
to scalp, the land being occupied by
only one people. Peace was never
made between the two factions. The
chief of one side had a beautiful daugh-
ter, and one of the leading warriorswas
s suitor for her hand. The chief, as &
condition tfo consenting to give
his daughter te her warrior lover,
required him to Xill the ohief
of the opposing tribe (his old-time
rival for the chieftancy), and to bring
him proof-of the sact. The warrior
accepted the condition. If was many
long miles. to the camp of the enemy,
and the snow was. deep, but he immedi-
ately set out upon his mission. After
1ying in wait near the enemy’s camp for
days, and undergoing great suffering
from the extremfe cold wit:hog.i:hJ hmiing
an opportunity of caxrying out his plan,
he ég?ally, ozie night, boldly entered
the camp, walked into the great chief’s
lodge, slew him, and cutting off his
head to take back with him as proof,
started fo return to his own people.
The next morning the murder was dis-
covered, also the murderer’s fracks in
the snow and drops. of blood which had
fallen from the dead chieftain’s oap-
tured head. Two hundred warriors
startedin pursuit of the murderer. They
almost overtook him, and he could hear
them on his track. He wasalmosttired
ont and the dead chief’s head was grow-
iug heavy, yet he sfruggled on with it
through the snow and the cold, deter-
mined not to relinquish the proof which
would win for him his bride. The pur-
suers pressed him so at length that he
threw away every weight but his tro-
phy. They finally gained on the weary
brave so fast that 1t-seemed that he
must either relinguish his prize or be
captured, which of course woénld be
death. Whipping out his rudeknife (it
was before the time of steel knives among
the Indians), he hurriedly stripped off
the scalp from the dead man’s head and
sped on. Thus lightened of his load he
made his own camp in safety. The scalp
was accepted as sufficient proof that he
had fulfilled his mission, the old chief
no longer withheld his consent, and the
bright-eyed daughter of the forest be-
came his own. Thus originated the cus-
tom of sealping among the American
Indians.

CHOLERA BY TELEGRAPH,
Pittsburg Commercial Gazette.

There is a theory held by some
geientists that disease may be trans-
mitted by electricity, and that over the
wires cholera can pass from Egypt to
Europe and from Europe to America.
Prof. Hardin, of Baliol college, Oxford,
who is here on s visit, was asked about
this theory, and answered :

‘I think that a power which transmits
sound, movement and heat mightalso
transmit certain impalpable influences
of disease, but this is at complete
variance with the germ theory. Some
have gone so far as to hold that cholers
could come from Egypt on the regular
telegraph wire, but I can not conceive
such & thing possible. In the first
place the operator at the Egyptian end
of the wire would have to be suffering
from cholera, which conld hardly be if
he were at work. Theonlyone affected,
too, conceiving such a thing as this,
wounld bethe operator on that particular
line, and he could not transmit it any
further, unless he shounld go on working
his instroument when he is taken sick.
Any cuf off would end the circnit by
which disease might be transmitted. I
don’t think it possible that electricity
can spread disease under any known
circumstances.”

A Pittsburg physician, who was
asked for an opinion, said: “You don’t
expect me to oppose the views of a man
like Hardin? I should be langhed at.
All the same I have been studying this
new theory and I am inclined to believe
it. XElectricity is so strange and isso
little: understood that nothing about it
twould surprise me. Theideasaboutthe
contagions nature of cholera, however,
have changed. You could wear the
clothes a cholera patient died in without
& bit of danger, and I don’t think it can
ever become epidemic in the United
States or Europe again. It is to easily
checked and yields foo rapidly to
cleanliness.”

HOUSES AND HOMES IN THE
GREAT CITY.
Scientific American.

“The population of New York cily is
nearly 1,600,000, and for dwelling pas
pose in whole or in part thére is said to
be 78,368 houses. Of these 49,565 are
exclusively occupied as dwellings. The
total number of families.is 200,000, and
of this number only 32,100 own their
houses. The remainder pay rents.
Within a comparatively brief period
large numbers of what are known as
apartment houses of flats have been
erected. For the most partthey consist
of large buildings about fifty feet wide,.
ninty feet deep, and six stories high.
Through the center is a hall and stair-
way. On each side of the hall way on
each story, the space is occupied by a
series of connected rooms, small in'size,
ordinarily intended to consist of a par-
lor, kitchen, dining xoom, bath room,
and thieé bed "rooms, with sundry
olosets. These apartments, collectively

~ealled “aflat,” are oramped and contract-
ed,affording but alimited amount of light:
and air. The: rental run from $30 to
$70 per month, depending upon the
Jocation of the building.

Tor better flats: the rents are from
$100 to $500° per month; for the latier
sum large and. superiox af)artments‘,.in.
aten story fireproof building may be
had, with passenger elevator, efc. For
entire dwelling' houses, of three or
four stories, with. nine to thirteen
zooms, the “rental varies from
$600° a- year to 8,000; the finer
housés costing inuch more.

The song spread like wild fire
through the army of the Potomac and
took a deep holdon the soldier’s heart.
It was sung at the camp fire; upon the
march; it was heard in Texas and Ala-
bama; through  the Carolinas; down
the Mississippi; along the streets of
captured Richmond; its echo ran
through the north, and fo-day the
never-dying reverberations are heard
from Maine to Califorpia, and from
Canada to the gulf of Mexico. As we
stood there, the words almost uncon-
sciously came from our lips, and soon
we woke the valley to.echo with the
music of the grand old song.

empress of Russia,” ‘“more expensive
than common brine,” as imperial brine
hasa right to be, “but promising ad-
vantages that most people would be
glad to purchase at a much higher
price,”—these, with recipes for “Brag-
get,” “Ink Powder,” a “Grand Ptisan
or Diet Drink of Health and Longev-
ity, by a Celebrated French Physician,
who lived nearly 120 years,” doubtless
on his owvn mixture, and a highly gen-
teel ‘“Remedy for Noisome Vermin,”
which, “if applied with only the tip of
a pin will cause theinsect to be instant-
ly deprived of existence,” jostled each
other in this quaint record of the dark
age in which & woman was supposed to
‘‘superintend her family arrangements,
investigate her accounts, instruct her
servants, and keep within the bounds
of her husband’s incoma.”

SOMETHING FOR PHILANTHRO-
PISTS.
Chas, W. Ward in The Century.

Let us add a snggestion to American
philanthropists: Endow amusements!
So far, we fear our social scientists and
benevolent benefactors have bestowed
their efforts too exclusively upon the
hospital and asylum side of society, or,
when they have pushed out beyond the
limits of hygiene and sanitary regula-
tions, have been too ready too stop
with establishing reading-rooms, work-
ingmen’s clubs, holly-tree inns, and
free lyceum’ lecture courses, ILiet us do
0o less than we are doing for the sick
poeople and the bad people, but—in the
name of all that is human—Ilet us have
s larger thonght slso for the blue peo-
ple, that neglected class who may have
learned how fo think, and been ‘‘re-
formed” and “cultured”™ from head to
foot, but who have naver learned one
accomplishment, indispensable to a lib-
eral edneation,—how to laugh!

‘We repeat, then, for the eyes of phil-
anthropists, public benefactors, and
social* economists—not fto mention any
readers of a patronizing disposition who
mng be thinking o fmaking their wills
and casting abount them for an *object”:
Endow smusements; back up talent in
its efforts to brush off the rust from the
jaded and stupid folk; found institu-
tions. for the promotion of mirth; es-
tablish anti-dyspeptic: schools and soci-
eties for the suppression of bile; en-
courage lycenm amusement courses in
the towns, and build and support a
Theatre American in every city.

MOONSHINE WHISKY,

NO PROFITS IN THR ILLEGAL BUSINESS—
HOW THE DISTILLING -FRATERNITY
HAVE BECOME UTTERLY DEMORALIZED.

M. Quad, in Detroit Free Press, .

Let any man except a government
official, thoroughly investigate the
moonshine business in South Carolina
and Georgia und he cannot help but

find something in extenuation of the

illicit distillers,

Tt is.rare to find a moonshiner who is
not a farmer. In forty-nine cases ouf
fifty he is also & poor man. He lives
up in the valleys of the mountains where
he is sure of nothing but a good corn
crop, and he lives in the most primitive
style. His homeis a log cabin of the
poorest description, ignorance sur-
rounds him, and he has to work hard
for whatever orop his lands yield. It
is not one out of six who owns a foot of
land, each holds his home by paying
rent. Take the toughestlookingmgoon-
shiner in a Southern jail and you will
find the only charge against him is that
of illicit distilling and its results. You
will be told that he is honest in his-
denlings with individuals, a hard-work-
ing man and, in some instances, s prom-
inent church member.

There are two excuses which the
moonshiner assigns for his course in
defying the laws of the land. TUp to
the war there was no government tax
on whisky, arftd almost every southern
%la.ntation was supplied with a still.

very planter made whisky and nearly
every man drank it, and it was looked
upon as & natural beverage. Begin a
conversation with & moonshiner and he
will at once advance the argument:

“If my father conld mske whisky,
why can’t I?” .

“There was no tax then.”

“But why should there be one now?”

“Wel], it is the law.”

“So they say, but if there was no law
twenty years ago why should there be
one now?”

You may argue and discuss, but you
cannot convince him that it is a crime
in him to follow in the footsteps of
those who were never disturbed in
doing as he does. He may be good-
hearted, but he is ignorant. He knows
nothing of the world outside of three or
four counties around him, and he looks
upon the government as an unjust
tyrant imposing unjust duties and fore-
ing their collection.

The other excuse is his poverty, As
I said before, his main crop is corn.
He may raise a few potatoes to sell, but
very few, and he never has any garden
truck to dispose of. After his land
rent is paid for in corn he must market
the rest to sugply his family with what
is needed. reenville is a market for
points in the mountains thirty miles
away. If the moonshiner can borrow
or hire a second mule or horse (he gen-
erally owns one), and hire a wagon he
must take three days over the late fall
roads to get a market. If each trip
brought him $5 for his load he would
be elated. He is in fact shut out from
markets. He can raise corn, but he
cannot get it to market in any way to
realize a profit. He must have clothes
and provisions, and how shall he get
them?

There is the corn, and here are creeks
and ravines and hiding places, and whis-
ky can be carried away six gallons at a
time and sold for ready cash to men
calling themselves the respectable por-
tion of the community, Some one has
& second-hand still for sale cheap, two
or three neighbors are ready to form a
copartnership, and itis by a natural
turn of events and an arbifrary train of
circumstances that the farmer turns
moonshiner. The still is purchased,
set to work in some spot supposed to be
safe from the revenue officers, and the
work of earning coarse clothes and hum-
ble provisions goes on.

I talked with half a dozen moon-
shiners regarding the profits of illicit
distilling. There are none. If the
owner of the best forty-gallon still in
the mountains was left at peace for
five consecutiveyears he conld not earn
the money paid the average mechanic.
He must buy his corn, run risks of ac-
cident, “tote” his whiskey’down to the
towns, and the men who buy of him
take advantage of his situation. He
must sell his “Mountain Dew” for $1 a
gallon, and he is the one who takes all
therisks.

No one can point to a moonshiner
who has greatly bettered his previous
circumstances. He may have paid off
some old debts, reclothed his family,
and put by a few dollars to pay for
medicines and s visit from the doector,
but 11{1e has not purchased land or live
stock.

Eight or ten years ago one moon
shiner could not have been bribed with
$1,000 to give another away. They
were o fraternity in which every man
felt honor bound. All this has been
changed. When s still was captured by
some stroke of good luck, it was given
out-that this one or that one had be-
trayed the locality. Thus suspicions
were aroused of each other, and inorder
to get even actual informers cametothe
front. Moonshiners who were arrested
were promised immunity if they would
betray others, and in this way the fra-,
ternity was demoralized and at this time
is nearly broken up. There is not now
irf operation one still where there used
to be ten, and every third resident of
the mountains is & spy upon his neigh-
bors.

Whenever a raid is made and a still
captured, an informer leads the officers
o the spot. For promises or cash he
leads the raid against a neighbor whom
he has known all his life, and in some
instances it is & man whom he has en-
couraged to enter into the business,
The result is to create .a thirst for ven-
geance, and when the moonshiner is
again at liberty he will demand blood.
It is rarely that resistance is offered
the revenue officers when their identity
is known, and the moonshine informer
who has any prudence will keep far
away from the mountains. Many of
them have been shot, and family feuds
have covered many a dark rock with
plashes of blood.

‘While the moonshiner must obey the
law, he has more excuses than any other
criminal for breaking it. It is a ques-
tion with him, he thinks, whether he
shall live or starve. No man xeasons
with him, but one set betrays him and

the oiticers capfure him. Heé is Hung
into jail to be tried when convenieiit,
the witnesses are mainly men who are
worse than himself, and the punishment
is in most cases far greater than a man
in other circumstances would receive.

HCR YSTALLIZED HELL>”

After all this she has to collect
herfhusband’s bones, roll them in birch
ba.r!t and carry them sbout mpon her
back. In some tribes a roll of bark
with no enclosure is fastened to the
widow, and she is compelled to wear it
for two years, after which shemay mar-
Ty again.

MADAME MALIBRAN'S WONDER-
FUL POWERS. -
Youth's Companion.

One of the greatestiof the world’ssing-
ers was Mademe Malibran. She read
music at sight, and could sing anything
she read.

“You cannot play anything,” she once
said to Ole Bull, “‘beib ever so intricate, -
but T can sing it after hearing it.”

The violinist accepted the challenge
aud plays caprice, full of technieal diffi-
culties. Malibran sang it correctly,
though it was a labyrinth of musieal
phrases. “I cannot, even sat this day,
understand how she did it.”

This greatest of singer once challengell
the greatest of violinists, Paganini, toa
musical duel. It wasabtsasoriee in Paris,
and composers, musicians and singers
were present. NMalibran sang one of
her spirited and difficult arias, and then
challenged Paganini to play it without
seeing the music.

“Madame,” answered the violinist,
Lowing, **how could I dare, with all the
advantages you possess in beauty and
your incompsarable voice, take up the
glove?”

But the company pressed him so
strongly to ““dare” that he sent for his
violin. After a simple introduection, in
which he now and then gave the theme
or Malibran’s song, he played the whole
melody with such briiliant variations
that the amazed company applauded
him as the viector. The most emphatic
in proclaiming his mastership was
Malibran.

The vocalist died a vietim fo her own
ambition. At a great musical festival
in Manchester, England, she sangaduet
with a soprano who held a trill fora
time with greaf effect. The soprano’s
success so stimulafed Malibran that she
determined to surpass herself.

She forced o tone two notes higher,
and held it with so much strength and
for so long a time, that the audience,
amazed, at the vocal feat, broke ont
into tumultuous upplause. The effect
brought on hemorrhage;in a few days
the oreat singer was dead.

VERY RICH MEN.
Youths-Companion.

The present age is notable for the
rapid increase of enormous fortunesin
the hands of a few men. Thisis more
conspicuous, perhaps, in the United
States than in any other country.

There are at least three men in New
York whose wealth may be fairly
guessed to reach nearly or quite $100,-
'000,000. There are probably more
than three men on the Pacific slope
whose respective fortunes reach or ex-
ceed that colossal sum.

Those who are worth twenty millions
are, of course, more numerous; while a
man whose fortune is only a million,
and whose income is therefore only
sixty thousand a year, has come to be
looked on as by no means =a person of
great wealth.

The accumulation of these enormous
fortunes is a very modern fact with us.
Two hundred years ago, there was
probably not a man living on American
soil worth a quarter of million of dollars.
A citizen of Boston or New York in the
last century whose property amounted
to one hundred thousand dollars was
asccounted 2 man of large fortune.
Even thirty years ago, amillionaire was
looked upon as exceedingly rich.

The growth of the country, the easy
and infinite channels of speculstion,
the rapid spread of the railway, tele-
graphie, and other similar systems, the
development of mines, the fast increase
of planted aress, have opened the way

not many years ago, wonld have
seemed incredible.

These great fortunes are recognized
and dreaded as a real danger. They
concentrate in single hands a source of
power which is not only vast, bub is ir-
responsible. Gold cannot buy happi-
ness, or health, or the redemption of
the soul. Yet its power of purchase is
otherwise well-nigh unlimited.

The hundred millionaire can only
spend a small portion of his income -on
his personal comfortand luxury, and that
of his family and friends. Evenif he
loves show and splendor, takes delight
in the erection of stately palaces, the
laying out of noble parks, the rearing
of beautiful gardens, or rides & hobbyin

| making curious collections aof jewels or

bric-a-brae, a surplus of revenne still
remains, after gratifying every wish
and whim, burdensomely large. -

So he goes on accumulating. He in-
vests and reinvests. He cherishes an am-~
bition for political honors; and buys
up wire-pullers, cancusses, conventions
and elections. He feels a raving for
power, and absorbs the control of great
railway lines. He desires to influence
public opinion; and so Ppuwchases a
majority of the sharesof & widely-circu-
lating daily paper, whose columns he
“Inspires” with a view to his own aims
and interests.

Thus, with the immense power with
which his millions endow him, he be-
c¢omes a sort of dictator. He cando
more to affect the prosperity or the mis-
ery of the community than any gov-
ernor or president. Acting solely in
accordance with his own interests, he
can ruin shareholders by the hundred,
he can reduce whole regions to unpro-
ductiveness as well as great manufac-
tories to silence.

Such power, so won, o0 held, so used,
is indeed a peril 1o the republic. But
the way to avert this peril without vio-
lating the feeedom upon which our in-
stitutions are based, isaproblem which,
as yet, American statesmanship has not
solved. Tt is not easy to see how aman
who goes on piling up his fortune by
methods not contrary t6 law can be
checked or hindered in so doing; nor
is it easy for legislation to atback a
power, made so formidable by its eca-
pacity to seatter gold right and Jeft
without stint, in resisting any assgult
made uvon it
