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THE SIGNAL FOR THE FEAST.

A coronation is always signelized by
acts of imperial clemency, and in this
respect the ukase issued by Alexander
IT. on the Tth of September, 1856, re-
mains memorable. It granted a com-
plete amnesty to all the political offend-
ers of 1825-28 and of the Polish re-
bellion of 1831, who were still in exile
or prison;also, pardons to press offend-
ers, military defaulters, and to about
5,000 other individuals in jails. The
empire was entirely exonerated from
military conseription during the term of
four years. A new and more equitable
nssessment of the poll-tax was decreed.
Most of the digabilities which weighed
upon the Jews was removed. Thousands
of crown serfs were menumitted and re-
ceived grants of land. Finally, the chil-
dren of soldiers who, under the former
reign, had been brought up by the state
to enter the army were restored to ther
parents. These truly wise largesses
gvoked the most cordial popular grati-
tude, insomueh that the Czar began his
reign as a people’s darling. He was so0
well aware of this that heconceived the
grandiose idea of giving a banguet to
200,000 of his poorer subjects from
Moscow and the adjacent villages in the
plains around Petrowski. Preparations
were made for this amazing feast by
eovering a square mile with fables, and
the tables with hunks of beef, bread
and casks of Kkwass. Unluckily, the
impatience of the guests did not allow
them to wait till the day of the dinner.
A flagstaff had been erected in the mid-
qle of the plain, and it had been ar-
ranged that the signal to “fall-to”
should be given by the hoisting of the
flag.

Dear SIR: In reply fo your inquir-
ies, I will say that the character of Un-
cle Tom was not the biography of any
one man. The first suggestion of it
came to me while in Walnut Hills, Ohio.
I wrote letters for my colored cook to
her husband, 2 slave in Kentucky. She
told me that he was so faithful bis mas-
ter trusted him to come alone and un-
watched to Cincinnati to market his
farm produce. Now, this, according to
the laws of Ohio, gave the man his free-
dom, since if any master brought or
sent his slave into Ohio he became free
de facto. ‘Bub she said her husband
gave his word as 5 Christian to his mas-
ter that he would not take advantage of
the law—his master promising him his
freedom. ‘Whether he ever got it ornot
I know not.

It was some four or five years after,
when the Fugitive Slave law made me
desivous of showing what slavery was,
that T conceived the plan of writing the
history of a faithful Christian slave.

[c assumed somewhat the character of
the migration of a whole people. In
the quaint thought of some of our fore-
fathers themselves it was aptly likened
to the exodus of Israel from the Egypt-
iau house of bondage.—Jchn Fiske, in
Harper's Magazine.

As
a consequence of all these impositions
we are compelled to pay for the barrel
of salt one dollar and five cents! Ifit
had not been for the outside charges it
is easy enough to see that we could
liave compelled the manufacturer to
deliver as the barrel of salt and thirty-
two cents in money. Mr. Yapleis an
immensely great and long-headed
Greenbacker——a benefactor of his race.

IBRATANEE

George A. Post.

We here present the readers of the
RECORD with an excellent likeness of
the youngest member of the present
Congress, and the voungest man ever
elected to our National Legislature.

Geo. A. Post, of Susquehanna, Penn-
sylvania, enjoys this distingnished
bonor, representing the 15th District
of Pennsylvunia, comprising the Coun-
ties of Bradford, Susquehanna, Wayne
and Wryoming., Mr. Post is only
twenty-nine years of age, of fine phys-
ieal proporiions, a smooth face strongly
maked with more than ordinary char-
acter for one of his years, and is one of
the most popular and promising young
men of his State.

Mr., Post was born in Cuba, N. Y.,
September 1, 1854, removing at the age
of seven years to Owego, in that State,
where he resided until 1873, receiving
his education in the Owego Academy,
and the Oswego Normal School. He
then removed to Susquehanna, Pa,
shortly after entering the service of the
Erie Railway, in which he was soon
promoted to o position of responsibili-
‘ty. He was elected Mayor of Susque-
hanna when only twenty-two years of
age, which position he Lilled with dis-
tingunished ability.

Mr. Post, while in the railway ser-
vice, and during his. mayorship, im-
proved his evening hours by reading
law, and so naturally apt was he in
mastering the intricacies of Blackstone,
that in a few years he was admitted to
the bar. The politicians of northern
Pennsylvania began to see that Mr.
Post had won a standing on the tidal
wave of public popularity that would
elect him to Congress as a Democrat
in the 15th Distriet, which in the pre-
vious Congressional election had given
a Republican majority of 4,621. Con-
sequenily he was placed in nomination
last fall by the Demoecrats. and elected
by a plurality of 2,454 votes over the
Hon. C. . Jadwin (Ind. Rep.), whose
term expired with the Forty-seventh
Congress. This great vietory by a
young man of only twenty-nine years
of age over a gentleman who had serv-
ed dcceptably in Congress, and who in
age is many years his senior, isthe
greatest enconium that an appreciative

constituency could pestow on the char-

acter and ability of Mr. Post.

Mr. Post is prominent in other than
politieal honors. He is a leading mem-
ber of the Knights of Honor, having
been Grand Director (executive head)
of the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania
for three years, and the representative
from his State to the Supreme Lodge
of the United States for four years, and
in 1850 was one of the Presidential
electors from Pennsylvania. Heis one
of the owners and editors of the Mon-~
trose Demoecrat, the organ of the Demo-
cracy in his district, and has been an
active campaign orator almost from
boyhood up.

Mr Post is married, and has already
become one of the most popular mem-
bers of Congress now in Washington.
He is very unassuming, and impresses
the student of human nature as a
“coming man” in our national affairs.

To rhow your readers what a large
body of assistants our Congressmen and
Senators require, I have collected at
great pains tfrom the official records the
following facts, with which the publie
generally are not acquainted:

The total number of employees and
sub-ordinate oflicers of the House is
277, divided as follows: Under Speak-
er, 35; Clerk, 39; Doorkeeper, 153; Ser-
geant-at-Armes, 8; Postmaster, 16; An-
nual Clerks and Messengers to Com-
mittees, 51; Reporters, T.

The Speaker’s salary is $6,000 with a
private secretary at $1,800, and two
clerks, one at $1,600 and the other at
$1,400. The Chaplain of the House re-
ceives $900. The Clerk of the House
84,500; Doorkeeper $3,000; Sergeant-
at-Arms $54,500; Postmaster $2,500.
The subordinates to the above officers
are compensated, 7 official reporters at
83,000 each; 6 clerks at 83,000 each; 4
at $2,500; 38 af 2,250; 26 at$2,000; 4 at
31,800; T at $1,600; 2 at 81,500; T at
$1,440; 47 at $1,200; 4LakS1,000; 16 at
$900; 11 ab 8840; 43 abS620; 11 at
$600; 2 at $500; 29 at $400. The sala-
ries ageregate nearly $350,000, to which
add the salaries of the 826 Congressmen
at 835,000 each and we make the dis-
covery that simply the personel of the
House costs the country nearly $2,000,-
000 per annum, or an average of about
820,000 per each day in session.

The Senate side of Congress have a
larger proportion of aids than the
House, there being a total of 282 sub-
ordinates to 78 Senators. Theré are
in the Vice-President’s office 2, Chap-
lain 1, Secretary’s office 81, Sergeant-at-
Arms 9S, Engineer’s department 10,
Post Oflice 7, Clerks to commirttees 48,
Official Reporters 5, their salaries being,
the President of the Senate 88,000, his
secretary 82,500 and messenger 81,440,
The Chaplain receives $900, the Secre-
tary of the Senate $6,000, Sergeant-at-
Arms $4,500, Postmaster $2,250, and
Engineer $2,160; Below these there are
2 clerks at 53,000 each, T at 22,500, 30
at $2,250, 2 at $2,000, 5 at $1,800, 42 at
$1,440, 10 at $1,200, 11 at $1,000, 21 at
$900, 1 at $840, 32 at S720, 6 at 5600, 260
pages at $400, and 5 official reporters
at $5,000 each, the roll aggregating
$295,000. The 78 Senators receive an-
nually $465,000, making the personel of
that branch of Congress cost the peo-
ple three-quarters of a million dollars
annually.

The above figures include only the
salaries, and do not represent the ag-
gregate expense of Congress, which
averages in total about $45,000 for each
days session.

The personel of the Senate averages
$10,000 to each Senator, while that of
the House reaches only $6,000 to each
Member. If the House indulged inthe
same ratio of expenditure that does the
Senate, it wonld cost £3,250,000 a year
for the personel of the former body,

- against $2,000,000,its present expense.

The average number of days that

' Congress is in session during a year is

about one hundred, of four hours each
day, a total of four hundred hours per
annum, at an expense of 810,000 per
hour, or $166.66 per minute. Thecom-
parative cost to England for its Parlia-
ment is about $30,000 per hour, or $500
per minute.

Over 2,000 bills have thus far been
introduced in the House, covering al-
most the whole groundwork of our
statute. The total number will no
doubt reach five or six thousand before
the end of the session, but three forths
of them will never be heard from after
having passed into the bands of the
various committees. Hundreds of bills
are introduced by members to please
and tickle the ear of some individual

- or collective constifuency who imagine

that every measure presented to Con-
gress is carefully considered by that
body; but the Congressman or Senator
who can secure the passage of a bill
wins a trophy which he may generally
tyear in his “belt” with pride.

self, and is just as much a robber of the
people who must buy his silver as is
Mr. Chapin with his. valuable iron
mine, and the arguments that will
bring one into disrepute -before the
people, will equally apply to the other.,

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OSTRICHES IN FLORIDA.

An Attempt to Raise the Giant Birds
for Tlicir Feathersin this Country.

[New York Sun.]

A few days ago My, Charlton Jones
of Sylvan lake, Florida, left this city
with three pairs of fine ostriches, which
he recently received from Nubia. Mr,
Jones intends to raise ostriches for
their feathers. Although the climate
of TFlorida 3is mnot quite like
that of Nubig, yeb he thinks it is very
probable that the giant birds will
thrive and multiply in their new dwell-
ing place. In different places in North
and South Africa there are many os-
trich farms: where the birds are raised
specially for their feathers. The feath-
ers are usually cnt off only once a
year, but ostriches -which re-
ceive special care  yield annu-
ally two and even three crops of
feathers. When it is considered that
ostriches live from forty to fifty years,
and that yearling birds yield remarka-
ble feathers, it is clear that an ostrich
farm ought to be profitable. The arti-
ficial breeding of ostriches is perhaps
the best paying branch of agriculture.
About three years ago chicks just out
of the ezz were sold at $20 fo $25
apiece; 2t 1month of age they brought
$30 to £35; at 6 montis, $65 to $100;
at a year, $100 to $150, and at 2
years about $250. A pair of ostriches
of full age—that is, 5 years old—then
commanded $300 to $450. But now, as
the number of ostrich farms has been
greatly increased, a pair of good os-
triches can be bought at $200.

The ostriches yielding the best feath-
ers are found in North Afriea, but their
number is rather insignificant. Since
1862 the ostrich farms have greatly
multiplied in Cape Colony, Natal and
the Transvaal, countries lying at the
same distance from the eguator as
Florida. During the last twenty years

the nnmber of domestic ostriches in .

those countries has increased up fo
100,000, and their yield of feathers
amounts to aboubt $4,500,000 worth.
Egypt raises only about $1,000,000
worth of feathers, and Algeria, Tunis
and Tripoli altogether hardly $100,000
worth. True. the ostrich feathers
raised in the latter countries are supe-
rvior to those raised in South Africa, but
the difference is mnot very great, and
the feathers of Cape Colony are often
sold for those of Egypt.

The hatching of ostrich chicks takes
forty-two days. The eggs are about six
inches long and five inches wile, and
are ejual in bulk to twenty-four hen’s
eggs. The ostrich chick in a few days
reaches the size of an ordinary hen. It
is covered with light brown down,
thiough which, on the back and wings,
project black needles like those of the
hedge hog. The chick of 1 month is
of the size of a torkey, and its down
has begun to change into minute feath-
ers. The body of an ostrich half a
year old is about the size of that of an
average man. JIis feathers reach a
good size, but they are not cast off be-
fore it becomes a yearling.

Young ostriches are usually kep%
separate from the grown up ones. They
feed upon grass, corn, and leaves.
They are kept in small flocks of from
twelve fo fifteen birds, in & place sur-

rounded by a diteh or a
fence of creeping plants. How-
ever insecure the fence may be,

the ostriches never atiempt to pass “it
It of*en happens that domestic ostriches
attack men, and particularly strangers,
although in the wild state they usually
shun man.. When attacking 2 man an
ostrich sfrives to strike him with its
feet. Such blows are very dangerous.
There have been cases in which the
spine of a horse has been broken by
them. If a man has no arms to defend
himself, and no way to escape, the best
thing for him to do is to throw
himself on the ground, for then the
ostrich cannot strike him a hard
blow. hen enraged, however, the
ostrich does not leave its victim, but
watches him until he rises, and then
furiously renewsthe attack. Under the
circumstances 2 man has only one
means of escape. namely, creeping fo
some place of safety, such as a tree, &
river or ditch.

The fights among male ostriches are
very savage and bloody. The males
bravely defend their nests, and they sib
on the eggs from 5 p.m. to 8 a.m,
when the females fake the post and re-
main on the nest until § p. m. While
on the nest the ostrich laysits neck on
the ground, so that an inexperienced
person might mistake it for a heap of
earth. On leaving the nest even do-
mestic ostriches muke several jumps
and curious motions calculated to mis-
lead their enemies. In case of danger
ostriches try to hide themselves in
bushes or behind stones. Wildeats,
hyenas, jackals, wolves and tigers are
the enemies of ostriches in their native
land. The tricks to which these beasts
resort in order to break the ostrich
eggs are well known. Ostrich farmers
usually bait the beasts with poisoned
meat to save their flocks.

Borlevards in France.

The ministry of public worksin Paris
has received from its officials a statistic-
al account rvelating to the plantabions
now existing along the sides of the
routes nationales, or great public roads,
whick are still almost as well main-
tained as ever. The total length of
these roads themselves is about 22,000
English miles; and of this distsnce no
less than 9,000 miles are planted with
lines of trees forming an avenue.

The taste for boulevards has thus
spread from the capitaland the big
towns to the most disiant parts of
France; and the pedestrian or bicyelist
who finds his way on to one of these
grand thoroughfares is likely not to be
gratified by finding that there is a ve-
freshing shade cast upon it by the
avenue throngh which it runs. In fact,
in a short time the chances will be much
greater that the main road is a boule-
vard than that itismot. For itis in-
tended to extend the plantationsin the
same way to some 4,000 more miles; so
that there will remain only 9,000 miles
unplanted, where the nature of the soil
is supposed to be too unfavorable to
plant with any success.

The actual number of the trees al-
ready planted is given in the return,
and amounts to considerably more than
2,500,000. The principal kinds em-
ployed are elms, white poplars, acacias,
planes, ashes, sycamores, and dimes;
but in several of the southern central
departments the walnutis commonly
seen, and in others the chestnut; in the
eastexn Pyrenees and the HauteMarne,
the mulberry; in another part of the
Pyrenees, in the Jura, the Loire, and
others, the cherry; in Eure and Marne
the pear; and perhaps some othersin
places specially adapted for them. No
favor is found for the oaks, which in
Devonshire often make by their shade
& sort of quagmire of the lanes.
