The King- o f the Chews.
Bennington has tlie distinction of 

having Hie largest dealer in tlie world 
in genuine spruce gum. His average 
sales c.f this singular commodity reach­
es 12,000 pminils annually. The busi­
ness cae. only be siiccessiully carried 
on from about October 1 to June 1, as 
the hot weather would cause tlie gum 
to run together and solidify into mass­
es, which would greatly impair its ap­
pearance and commercial value. Tlie 
largest portion of the. gum is obtained 
in Canada, though considerable quan­
tities are procured in’New Hampshire, 
Maine and Vermont. . Yearly 75 per­
sons are employed more or less in cer­
tain months gathering and cleaning 
tlie gum. The gum-gatherers go many 
miles into the forest, erect a cabin and 
stay long enough for each to collect 
100 pounds. Upon their return home, 
the women and .children free tlie gum 
of all dirt and bark and sort it into 
different grades. A woman by hard 
work can clean about ten pounds a 
day. 'The gum is procured by means 
of a pole in sections, similar to a fish­
ing rod, having a chisel at one end aiid 
beneath that a cup which will hold al­
most half a pin t. Amass of gum at 
almost any height along the trunk of a 
tree may he reached and caught in the 
cup. It is a singular fact that when 
the crop of gmn has been closely gath­
ered in any particular section tlie trees 
ever afterward refuse to exude gum in 
paying quantities. The lumberman, 
the blight, the incendiary and the gum- 
gat h ever have made such havoc among 
the spruces that in a few years more 
gum in free supply will almost cease 

j to be nu article of commerce. Boston 
consumes tlie most spruce gum of any 

| city in tlie United States, though Chi­
cago follows closely upon “tlie Hub.” 
Frequently orders are received from 
chewing or “yanking” parties in Maine. 
Tlie parties consist of young people, 
and he wiio chews the longest and 
loudest receives as a prize the entire 
supply of gum ordered for tlie occasion.

The official report of the condition 
o f  the Illinois wheat crop is not the 
most flattering.

The Ant-Monops met in Chicago 
yesterday in small numbers and nom­
inated Ben. Butler for President.

Ilenry IVaterson heads the Kentucky 
delegation to the Chicago Democratic 
Convention.

The Hew Ilaven Register, Democrat­
ic, proposes to have the Republicans 
nominate Randall for President. His 
probation is not yet fully served.

Mr. Ilewett is trying bis band at 
writing a tariIf-for-revetiue-only bill to 
present to Congress. It is interesting 
to see whether he will have better suc­
cess than Mi. Morrison.

Col. F. B. Stockbridge lias publicly 
announced that bis name must not be 
used in the coming canvas for Govern­
or. He is going to leave the state for 
health’s sake, and wants to be out of 
politics.

It will rest with the Chicago Con­
vention In July to determine just who 
the Democratic party is. The little 
circus they have been having over 
Morrison’s bill in Congress has some­
what scattered their forces.

From May 1 to September l  it is un­
lawful to kill any wild water fowl or 
snipe. The killing o f the teal duck, 
mallard duck or gray duck is unlawful 
except between August 1 and Jarnuuy 
1, following.

The Senate Committee that iuvesti- 
ted the Copiah, Mississippi, murders 
suggested that if the next election in 
that state was not plainly and undeni­
ably free and fair, that the section In 
the fourteenth amendment to the con­
stitution providing for the reduction 
of representatives be enforced. It is 
probably this suggestion that lias had 
the good effect on the citizens of that 
section and lodged the murderers in 
jail

Gen. J. B. Weaver, in reply to ques­
tions at the close of bis speech in this 
place, said that on the prohibition 
question he personally was a Prohibi­
tionist, and on that question his party 
in Iowa was with the Republicans. The 
following we find in the Iowa State 
Register, published at ahe capital city 
o f Iowa, the home o f  Mr. Weaver, 
which goes on one step furtlierin prov­
ing that he is not a man who means 
what he says, or is a demagogue of the 
first-class:

“After the most exciting session prob­
ably In the history of Iowa Legislation, 
the House yesterday noon reached an 
emphatic decision on the Prohibition 
question—ordering tlie engrossing of 
the Kennedy Bill by a vote of 51 to IS 
—a strict party vote, with the Republi­
cans all voting for it-C urtis being 
absent, ill—and the Democrats and 
Greenbackers voting solidly for it. 
The bill is the same as the Donnan 
bill with the word “ now"—in speaking 
of the penalty statutes—left out.

To reach this there had been a fore­
noon of brilliant and exciting action, 
filled up with sensational and supreme 
moments. The opposition felt they 
were on the last possible line of suc­
cess, and fought with desparation and 
also consummate ability. They resort­
ed to every possible parliamentary ma- 
neuvre, and taxed the Republican lines 
with its bare majority to the utmost of 
its brain and mettle. But under the 
splendid Republican leadership, with 
Speaker W olf’s clear head and master- 
hand to .guide the way through the 
many artful and tangled points to 
which the oppositon resorted to involve 
and trap them, as they came to the line 
o f victory—clearing away one after an­
other all the stumbling blocks set in 
their way—they ordered the bill to en­
grossment. A  man not o f the strongs 
est mould in the chair, or inferior lead­
ership on the floor, -would have lost 
the day to the Republican and tem­
perance side—and the people o f Iowa 
can never express tlie full measure of 
gratitude that they owe to those true 
and strong men who led, and the true 
and strong men who followed as with 
the impulse-and courage of one man, 
in winning this memorable victory o f 
yesterday. It  was a fever of alternate 
hope and fear on both sides. But the 
balance o f success was steadily set­
tling, as question after question was 
disposed of, to the Republican side. 
The perliminaries of votes on license 
and substitute bills were gone 
through with, and managed with 
such consummate Republican skill 
as to leave the party nearer victory 
ejich step. The Greenbackers, all pro­
fessed Prohibitionis.ts,and with Prohibi­
tion In their party-platform, were driv­
en by General Weaver, who was on 
the floor, as a team o f so many tame 
horses to help the floundering Demo­
cratic cause, and not one Greenback 
vote was put on record during the day, 
which was not placed to the betrayal 
of prohibition. It Is a humiliating ex­
posure o f  all the Weaver-Greenback 
cry o f prohibition, in their platform 
and campaign last year, and leaves the 
Greenback party in the light—and in 
the records o f the State—as being the 
most abject and discreditable o f all the 
servants o f the saloon. Yesterday 
proved that the saloon was Indeed the 
connecting link in the bargain last 
year made between the Democrats and 
the Greenbackers. The deluded tem­
perance people who were then deluded 
by Weaver and nsed by the saloons, 
may now see the perfidy of their lead­
ers in all its deformity.”

The following appeared in the De­
troit Evening Journal:

“ Gol. A. H. Morrison, the'veteran Re­
publican politician o f  Berrien county, 
is in the city to-day. He expresses 
himself as confident o f Republican 
success this fall, both in the state and 
nation. He regards Luce as a grow­
ing candidate for Governor. “I know 
him well,” said Col. Morrison, “ and he 
is a capital man. He would poll an 
immense vote, and can be elected.” Of 
Presidential candidates Gen. Grant is 
liis first choice and John A . Logan sec­
ond. He believes, however, that Bob 
Lincoln is more likely to be nominat­
ed than any of the leading candidates 
at present.”

Attorney General Wan Riper, in a 
written opinion given in reply to a re­
quest from Trustee Roberts, maintains

INSIDE A BASE BALL.

T h e  P o p u l a r  T o y  m a d e  t o  B o u n c e  
a n d  N o t  t o  B o u n c e .

[New York San.]
In  all the toy, game, and sport'ng 

goods stores the new supply of ball? for 
the game of base ball has been laid in, 
and the halls, lyiDg in paste­
board compartments and rolled 
up in tinfoil, or having their cover­
ings colored red or blue, are as 
pretty as so many Easter eggs. 
The first-class regulation ball for this 
year is not different from that in use 
last year. It costs $1.50, and sells at 
wholesale at the rate of $15 a dozen. 
It weighs about five ounces, and when 
thrown on a board floor sounds like a 
young paving stone. It  is just about 
as solid and as heavy as a turnip of the 
same size, and though it is perfectly 
round and smooth, and the stitches arc 
almost even with the leather, it stings 
tlie uncalloused hand of its catcher us 
if it were red hot or covered with 
prickers.

Base balls are dear because they are 
made by hand, and they are made by 
hand because they'must be wound very 
tightly, carefully, and evenly. The 
basis of each ono is a little lump of 
I’ ara rubber, round and weighing an 
ounce. 'Wound around this in every 
direction is worsted yarn. In some 
balls, after a thick layer of yarn is 
wound on, the ball is dipped in rubber, 
then more yarn is wound on; then it is 
dipped again, and finally yet more is 
wound on and then the cover is fitted 
over it. One ball affected by many 
profes ionals has a thin skin of con­
crete midway between the cover and 
the rubber. Girls make all the balls. 
The process is something like that o 
making certain mixed drinks, wherein 
the bartender puts in lemon to make 
them sour and sugar to make them 
sweet. Players want what is called 
a dead ball, that is, one that 
won’t bounce much. A stone will bounce 
more than a base ball ought to. So the 
rubb r is put in to make it bounce just 
a little, and the yarn is wound tight and 
concrete is added to stop it bouncing at 
nil. Thus the happy medium is reached. 
Sometimes moulded vulcanized rubbei 
is used.

The best balls are covered with 
horseskin because it is strong and tough.. 
Many of these are sewed with catgut 
but in damp weather the catgut loosens, 
and therefore at such times those balls 
are used which are stitched with flax.

Professionals have agreed upon tli 
best form of ball and have ruled that It 
shall accord with these specification

“ The ball must weigh not less than 
five nor more than five and one-quarter 
ounces avoirdupois. It must measure 
not less than nine nor more than nine 
and one-quarter inches in circumfer­
ence. It must be c omposed of . oolen 
yarn, ancl shall not contain more than 
one onnee of vulcanized rubber in 
mould form, and shall be covered with 
leather.” . _______  ____________

THE [VaiNCE OF FILIBUSTERS.

T h e  W o rltl-T V I<!e P cC ils  o f  G e n , H e n -  
n in g s o i i ,  a n  E n g l i s h m a n .

[B en : P a rley  P oore .]
The prince of filibusters, so far as 

they were seen at Washington, was 
Gen. Henningsen. He was an English­
man by birth, and, after having received 
a military education, he left for Spain, 
when 19 years of age, to serve in the 
forces of Don Oarlos, as a staff officer 
of the part’san chief Zumalacarrequi. 
After many acts of reckless heroism lie 
was captured, and on the death of the 
partisan returned to England in 1835. 
Two volumes from the youthful officer’s 
pen tell his story of a ’’Twelve Months’ 
Campaign, with Zumalacarrequi.” He 
did not let his sword rust long in idle­
ness. Schainy], the prophet of Circassia, 
had unfurled the banner of rebellion in. 
the Caucasus, ancl young Heuningsen 
promptly repaired to his ranks. 1'rom 
the simny vales of Spain to the snows 
of liussia was a strange translation, bnt 
it was sufficient for him that a weak 
side needed a brave sword. Henning- 
sen’s life in liussia furnished the mate­
rial for half a dozen volumes, published 
at various periods when peace drove 
him to enforced retirement. Such occa­
sions were rare, however.'

The Hungarian revolution of 18-18 
and 1819 found him serving with dis- 
tiucti m under Kossuth, and ho was ap­
pointed governor oE Comoon. Henning- 
sen achieved a European reputation in 
the disastrous struggle aud was lionized 
on llis return to England. Young, 
handsome, with great literary talent, 
honored with the fr.endship of Welling­
ton, he still yearned for fresh fields of 
adventure. He followed Kossuth to 
America, where his reputation had pre­
ceded him, and society welcomed him 
everywhere. He married a southern 
widow lady, Mrs. Conelly, of Burke 
county, Georgia, a niece of Senator 
Berrien, a devoted and cultivated 
woman, l'or a while he devoted him­
self to literary work, and published 
some once popular books of travel and 
fiction. But the fingers, cramped by a 
pen, were itebiug to grasp a sword-hilt, 
and tbe opportunity soon presented it­
self. The exploits of William Walker 
in Central America were astounding the 
world, and attracting to his side the 
brave and adventurous of every land, 
k ever since tbe days of Cortez had the 
world seen such a career as that of tbe 
once “ immortal” fifty-six who sailed 
from California in a little vessel to con­
quer an empire and imperil the peace 
of two continents.

Hm liug-.en threw himself into the 
rants of the AmericanpLalan: with his 
i n  enthu-Lisui. Ji is fortune and his 
life were freely ri ked, and although 
he lost the one and exposed the other 
on a s.-cre of well-fought fields, he 
never regretted his experience with the 
so-ealled “Filibusters.” “I  feel 
proud of having been one of them,” he 
wrote me, “ and qu'otly glory in my 
retirement at having been able to com­
mand and control, besides securing 
their personal devotion aud attach­
ment.” His comrades he considered 
the best soldiers the v\ orld ever saw, 
and Lis experience entitled his opinion 
to respect. They were mostly Cali­
fornia is. “ California was the pick of 
the world, and they we:e the pick 
of California.” With only 270 fighting 
men opposed to 4,000 allied Central 
Americans, and encumbered with 800 
or 400 non-oonibatants, Henningsen 
held the Plaza of Granada for s jven- 
teen days and nights of incessant fight­
ing. They were poorly sheltered or 
not at all, disease and death were 
daily and hoxu-ly thinning their ranks, 
but from leader or men there came not 
a whisper of surrender.

Belief, ridiculously small in number, 
but invincible cf courage, came at last. 
A hundred of those paladins whom 
the world calls “ filibusters” disem­
barked from the lake steamer, and 
with a cheer and a volley carried four 
barrica 'es and effected a junction with 
their beleaguered comrades. Henning- 
sen leisurely evacuated and burned the 
town, leaving his gage of defiance be­
hind him—a lance stuck among the 
ruins with the taunting inscription: 
“Aqui fue Granada.” “ Here was 
Granada.” Then a United States navy 
captain’s interference conpelled the 
starving heroes to surrender, but 
tbe Hiad of Central America was past 
forever. During the early part of our 
civ.l war, Gen. Henningsen commanded 
the Wise I egion of Virginia. He was 
rapidly a-hieving a distinction, wai-- 
ranted by his military fame in smaller 
arenas, when he incurred the dis­
pleasure of Jefferson Davis, who had a 
singular genius for ignoring or sup­
pressing the abilities of his subordin­
ates. Hepningsen had injudiciously 
anticipated tlie verdict of posterity by 
sjieaking contemptuously of L’ avis, and 
the latter could never forgive such 
prescience. Alter peace, he lived 
quietly n Washington, a general favor­
ite wherever his amiable disposition 
and stainless character were known. 
He was a warm and. active friend of 
“ Cuba Libre.” At one time he visited 
the “ever faithful isle,” with a view to 
taking a personal part in the insurrec­
tion, but tbe opportunity did not come, 
and be died in jieace at home.

SUNDAY NIGHT IN CH IN ATO W N .

T il in g s  iu  M ott Street "Wlilcli Stidkc 
tbe  S tra n g e r  as E n igm atic.

One of tbe liveliest places in New 

York on a Sunday evening is the lower 
part of Mott s’reef, from Chatham up 
to Park. It is lively with a life that 
is an enigma to the stranger.

From nightfall till nearly midnight 
the sidewalks, tlie stoops, and the steps 
leadiug to the basemen s swarm with 
Chinamen. It seems as though all the 
Chinese in the city were gather, d 
there. The buildings on each side of 
the s’reet are occupied almost ex­
clusively by Chinese tenants, who are 
shy of m juisitive sight, eers, and keep 
their blinds and slimlei pretty closely 
drawn. The street is never bright 
with lights, hut its ne irest approach to 
brightness is on i-'unday evenings. 
Then it has a kind of holiday appear­
ance. ’J here are two or three buildings 
in the upper slo. ie • of wlii li festivities 
c.f : ome kind appear to l  e going on. 
Strange no s :s come from the wuidows 
—noises like the clashing of cracked 
cymbals, the piping of toy fifes, ancl the 
clatter of unstrung snare drams. For 
all that can be heard in the streets, 
these r d en’.ous noises are made sol­
emnly and for some grave purpose; no 
s-oundof the human voice reaches the 
ear. The rooms in which these things 
are going on are brightly lighted. All 
the stores are open and rows of China­
men, standing around, line the walls. 
The stranger can look through the 
window of a basement and see a Chi­
nese barber shaving one of his country­
men. The victim winces, but takes his 
punishment as something which must 
be endured.

Almost without except’on tbe China­
men are Cantonese. Nine-tenths of 
them wear the dress of their native 
country. Square-crowned felt hats 
seem to be considered tbe correct 
thing. In some of the stores the mer­
chants are so different from the other 
Chinamen that they seem like repre­
sentatives of another race. They are 
the solid men of Cli'natown. They 
look as the mandarins on tea chests 
would look if draped in the less elabor­
ate garb of commercial life. Their 
clothing is of fine texture, and it was 
evidently made with great care. Long 
ago the Chinese abolished buttonholes 
—the tailor’s friend, as the moth is the 
furrier's friend. A  curiously constructed 
“ frog” and catch serve asbationhoie and 
button. Fashions do not change, cloth 
fabrics are lasting, and the rich Chinese 
merchant’s outer garment endures for 
years upon yeais. These autocrats of 
Chinatown are seldom seen outside 
their pla es of business. An agreeable 
combination of spicy odors pervades the 
atmosphere of their stores.

The Chinamen who make a holiday 
of Sunday night seem to be very much 
occupied. The swarms around the 
doors ave engrged in interested talk. 
The men hurry out of basements 
and disappear in tbe entrances f  om 
stoops. Evidence of the Chinese ad­
miration for labyrinth’ne arrangement is 
shown at nearly every basement door 
which leads not into any room, bnt into 
a narrow- passage that runs parallel 
with the sidew alk. Within the door 
the view is cut off by a torn in the pas­
sage. Some of these places are gam­
bling rooms or oj ium resorts, or both 
combined. There isn’t another place 
in K ew York whore ha] f as many persons 
can b - seen about on a Sunday evening, 
•where it is not ; ossibie to find the side 
entrance to a bar-room ajar not far 
away. Tlie stranger naturally falls to 
conjecturing what the attraction can he 
that thus draws so many Chinamen to 
Chinatown, aud occupies them till mid­
night.

There ave always curiosity seekers 
strolling np and down the sidewalks. 
The Chinese do not appear tosec them. 
Hoodlums go through the street iu 
small mobs, and the Chinamen hear the 
infliction philosophically. Now and 
then a couple of young women with 
faces of wax-Lke pallor, hurry along 
the sidewalk. The stranger says to 
himself that they are opium fiends, 
going to hit the pipe at some joint. 
Ten to one they are shop girls going 
home from a stroU on tho Brooklyn 
bridge, _________________

Cancel- an d  Skin  Diseases.
[Popular Science Monthly.]

In regard to the relative frequency of 
these diseases in this city aud country 
it may be stated tbe nunfber of persons 
afflicted is very largo, and appears to 
be increasing; at least 15,000 new eases 
of skin disease occur in this city yearly 
among the poor, while there is no 
proper hospital for their care. In the 
matter of cancer the needs of the city 
are still more painfully evident. The 
malady is reported by the registrar gen­
eral to he on the inovease in Great 
Britain, aud the mortality from it has 
increased in New York of late years, ac­
cording to the returns of the board of 
bealtb, as may be seen from tbe follow- 
lowing figures:

“In 1869 there were 301 deaths from 
cancer, being a little over one per 
hundred of deaths from all causes. In 
1879 there were 572_ deaths from cancer 
in this city, or a little over two per 
hundred of all deaths; that is, in ten 
years the proportion Of deaths from 
cancer had nearly doubled, one death 
out of every fifty being from this dread­
ful disease. In 1880 there were 659 
deaths from cancer, or 2.06 pei> cent, 
of all deaths in this city; in this latter 
year cancer actuaUy caused more deaths 
than scarlet fever, this being a vary 
light year, with 618 deaths from this 
latter disease. In 1882 the mortality 
tables showed 731 deaths from cancer 
in this.city, or more than two daily. 
During these fourteen years, 6,843 per­
sons died of cancer in New York city. 
P atients .suffering from canter are wel­
comed in no hospital; in most institu­
tions they are absolutely refused, and 
nowhere ih this country are cancer 
eases grouped, together with a view ol 
studying the disease as to its nature 
and cure.” ___- _________ .
