The skin of the por-
poise makes a very superior, soft and
pliable leather, and the estimated val-
ue of each individual for its oil.and
skin alone was placed at $20. Last
auntumn it was discovered that the
flesh made quite a savory dish, and it
became so popular at the fashionable

| watering places along the coast that a

Philadelphia firm recently made a prop-
osition to take all that may be caught
along the coast this season, with the
view of working much of it into mince
meat. The Cape May company, it is
said, will reject the offer, as it alveady
has offers from prominent Philadel-
phia and New York hotels and restau-
rants, and it is believed that there will
be a demand for the meat which can-
not he met.

The meat is red and juicy, and re-
sembles in appearance beef, but is more
solid, finer grained, and very tender;

How to Color Marble Orange.

To color marble a beautiful yellow
without injury to polish or hardness:
A neutral chloride of ironis first dis-
solved in 90 per cent of alcohol, and
after gently heating the marble to be
colored in an oven or over the fire the
solution in queskion is applied by means
of a brusb, a sprinklér, or even by pour-
ing. The strength of the solution is,
of course, proportioned to the depth of
the color desired, and care is requisite
also in regard to the degree of temper-
ature. For the production of light
tints it is considered preferable to ap-
ply very diluted solutions repeatedly.
On the marble becoming perfectly dry
1t is moistened with water or exposed
to moist air, when the decomposition
of the salt of iron takes place in the
upper strata, and the process of color-
ation is complete, all that remains to
be done being to polish the surfaceif
neecessary, or it may be simply Tubbed
off with a wet cloth.

Washington Letter.
IVASHINGTON, April 20, 1885.

The colored people have figured con.
spiecuously in recent events at the Cap-
ital. Delegations of colored politicians
and colored bishops and clergymen
called at different times at the TWhite
House, Each delezation delivered an
address {o the President in which sonme
notable things were said, and each lis-
tened to a reply from him, which was
marked by significant assurances. The
colored people of the District celebrat-
ed the anniversary of their emaneipa-
tion with a long procession, muoch
musie, much enthusiasm, and many
spectators. The pageant was a very9
motley, social and characteristic one,
presenting many amusing scenes and
incidents. President Cleveland stood
on the portico of ihe White House and
reviewed the line as it passed. The
day’s festivities were closed by speech-
es from Frederick Dougluss and other
colored. orators. In the course of his
remarks Mr. Douglass said, “The power
and vitality of the Democratic party
had been greatly underestimated. It
still lived, although it had indulged in
crimes and vices enough Lo kill & dozen
parties.” Speaking of Mr. Cleveland,
he asked if he would keep his promise
of March the fourth? “He might,”
continuied the orator, “adopt a policy
of indifference toward the negroes of
the South, or he might pursue a tem-
porizing one—a policy of good Lord
and good Devil; or he might accept
the Mississippi and South C(Carolina
plan and keep by fraud and blood 153
electoral votes for a Democratic candi-
date in 1SSS; or he might sustain a
course of fidelity to the Constitution,
protecting white men and black men

The Afghan Boundary Negotiations.

The constrained attitude of England
toward the Afghan question and the
somewhat novel bearing of Gladstone
in his explanations to the British Par-
liament have given anew and more
general interest to the Anglico-Russian
controversy, and people are beginning
more earnestly to inquire what it is all
about. To understandingly present
the matter it will be necessary to re-
view briefly the story of English nego-
tiations with Russia, and this, as it is
compiled from both Russian and Eng-
lish sources, will, we doubt not, prove
sufficiently explicit, and certainly in-
teresting.

The annexation of Mery to the Rus-
sian Empire brought the dominions of
the Czar into immediate proximity to
those of the Ameer, a fact of which
the English Government jealously
took note. It was even urged by some
English spokesmen that the voluntary
submission of the Mery elders should
be made a casus belli, and from a heat-
ed discussion of the subject there was
cenerated some soreness hetween the
two governments. Yhen, therefore,
in March, 1884, Sir Edward Thornton
made representations to the Russian
Minister concerning the English view
of the incorporation of Mery he did
not find the Russian Government dis-
posed to enter into the question. The
‘Minister answered, however, that with
regret to the importance of an entente
cordliale between the two empires in
CentTal Asia, the Russian Government
had two years before proposed to have
- the precise boundary of the Afghan re-
cion exclusively under English influ-
ence accurately marked off. Butb as
this proposal had been rejected by Eng-
lish influence accurately marked off.
But as this proposal had been rejected
by England, Russia had now no propo-
sition to offer.

The annexation of Mery caused the
Inglish Government to take a new
view of the original proposition, and
on its subsequent renewal by the Rus-
sian Government it was agreed, though
not without some delay, that there
should be a joint commission of one
English and one Russian ofticial to de-
termine the north-western frontier of
Afghanistan. Thus in May, 1884, both
- governments stood committed to the
settlement of all disputed points by a
joint commission on the spot. It
shiould be stated that England desired
to have an Afghan representative on
the commission, a proposal to which
Russia refused toaccede, and the yield-
ing of this point by the English Gov-
ernment was severely criticised by the
forward school both in England and
India, who maintained that the Ameer
should fix bhis own boundary in con-
junction with England without any
Russian interference.

This sentiment incited the Ameer to
Destir himself, possibly influenced also
by Sir Henry Rawlinson and men of
his opinion who resented the Russian

policy and desired to circumvent fhe
%ommission.. To do this the occupation

y Afghan forces of the debatableland
was thought fo be an effective and de-
cisive way to render unnecessary the
deliberations of the commission.
Through their ageney it appears the
seizure of Penjdeh was proposed, an
indication of the intention appearing
in an article published in the London
Times June 9. Immediatele M. De
Giers, the Russian Minister, sent for
Sir Edward Thornton, and gravely pro-
tested against the proposal to substi-
tute the seizure of strong positions by
Afghan trobps for the deliberations of
the joint commission, and reminded
bim of agreements made in 1872-8, in
which the Czar consented to recognize
Badakshan and Wakhan as within the
limits of .Afghanistan on the express
condition that England would use her
undoubted influence to restrain the
Ameer from extending his dominions
beyond the territories in effective pos-
session of Shere Ali and]Dost Mahomed
and to prevent aggressions on indepen-
dent Turkoman tribes, which covered
Pendjeh,

Though the justice of the protest
was not challenged by ithe English
Government, there does not seem to
have been any repressive influence put
upon the Ameer, and about the end of
June the Afrhans made a seizure of
Pendjeh. At that timethere was not

and there was not Ieast sign of any in-
tention on the part of Russia to send a
single Cossack into the disputed terri-
tory. But the ill-advance on Pepjdeh
changed everything., It excited an en-
ormous commotion throughout tbe
whole debatableland, and the Russians

Then again Russia set forth her con-
ception of the proper basis, namely,
the territory in effective occupation of
Shere Ali and:'Dost Mahomed, and re-
minded England of her promise to re-
strain the Ameer within the limits of
Afghan terrirory., To this England
replied, giving an absolute refusal to
say auything whatever. Russia pro
tested for the third time againstthe
aggression, declaring it could not fail
to neutralize the effect of the coneilia-
tory intention of the two powers, and
create obstacles to the success of delim-
itation. .

General Zelenoy, the Russian com-
missioner, fell sicktwo weeks before
the time, Oct. 1-13, the commission
was to meet, and the Russian Alinister
proposed that the date of meeting be
postponed till the end of January, and
that Pul-d-Xhatum be the trysting place
instead of Sarakhs, as Dbefore agreed.
The English Government declined to
accede to this. The Russians then
urged that there be a definition of the
zone of survey before the commission
began its work. The English insisted
that this matter must be decided by
the commission on the spot. In De-
cember the Russians first learned that
the English Government did not re-
gard Penjdeh and Pal-i-Khatums as
outside the territory of Afghanistan,
and M. Lessar was sent to England
to explain what Russia regard-
ed as the Afghanistan territory. In
January the Afehans made a further
advance, throwing a foree toward Sari-
vazi, in despite of the warning that if
they contimf®d to be aggressive the
Russians wonld advance to Pual-i-khisti.
The Russian Government protested to
London, and advanced her line. The
English Government, misled by a mis-
taken conception of the facts, demand-
ed the withdrawal of the Russian
troops. The Russians declined, and
the demand was not urged.

The latest English proposal is, sin-
gularly enough, practically that made
by the Russians last antumn, suggest-
ing forihe soutbern line of the zone
of survey the frontier claimed by Rus-
sia and for the northern that which
England held to be the proper bound-
ary, that is, aline drawn from Shir-tepe
on the Heri-rud to Sari-yazi on the
Murghab. 7The Russian answer to
this, though known to be conciliatory
and pacifie, has not Leen officially re-
ceived, and the present prospect is
very favorable to an aveidance of war,
even though it may cast some sidelong
reflections upon English arrogance.
This is what the trouble is all about.—

Louisiana Corrvespondence.
NEWw ORLEANS, April 14, 1885.

BuoRANAN RECORD:—According to
promise I will attempt to give youa
short account of the trip from New
Orleans to Florida, the 7eal land of
Flowers. Leaving the Crescent city
March 12, we pass oub of Lonisiana
through Missigsippi, Alabama, and
the northern part of Florida, to Jack-
_sonville, the Chicago of the Sountl.
Daring this ride of about thirty hours,
we pass through Mobile, Pensacola,
Tallabassee, and wniany other cities
and villages of more or less impor-
tance, bub until we reach Jacksonville,
on the east coast of Florida, very little
is seen that reminds one of Northern
life and cnterprise, but here elegant
stores are well-filled with large stocks
of goods, business imen arve active, new
Luildings are being erected, old ones
repaired, and improvement is stamped
on everything.

On the way to Jacksonville, up the
St. Johns to Palatka, we pass several
beautiful little towns, nestling down
among the palims and live oaks, where
are located the lovely homes of many

quiet retreat where snow and ice are
n.ever:'seen, and the aw is constantly
laden with the perfumes of tropical
fruits, to the more active scenes of
Northern life,where the climate is more
changeable, and not only gets much
colder in winter bub several degrees
colder in summetr,

At Palatka we take what is very
properly called “The Orange Belt
Route,” and affer winding around
many pretty little lIakes and nice large
orange groves, we reached Reddick,
the winter home of Dr. Roe, Eilis
Clark and Henry Lough. We reached
this place about sun-down, Mareh 14,
and found the Doctor sitting out on his
veranda, in summer attirve, entertain-
ing Charles Clark, one of Buchanan’s
former business men. The soil in this
vieinity is muech better than the aver-
age Florida lands, Sixteen miles south
of here is the plucky little town of
Ocala, just recovering from the effects
of a fire that destroyed nearly the
whole business part of Lhe place. Just
sonth of Oecala lies some of the best
land I have seen in the slate, and
great numbers of fine large groves
prove that the location is appreciated
by men of means.

The next stopping place of impor-
tance is Leesburg, a beautiful place
situated on a high ridge of good orange
and vegetable lands. The main streets
are covered with clay making a nice
hard road-bed, and along the side-
walks are hundreds of large sweeb
orange trees, many of them in front of
the stores and business houses, and all
loaded with fruit. In this part of the
state, and especially around lakes Weir,
ITarris, Eustis and Grifin, are the
lomes of many wealthy, cultured and
happy people. To be convinced that
this is the home of the orange, one
need only do as the writer did, take a
carriage and make a trip out through
the country visiting groves from one
to twenty years ¢Id, and varying in
size from one to eighty acres, the lat-
ter belonging to Mr. Cunningham, the
originator of the celebrated Cunning-
ham orange.

‘Trom Leesburg we go by steamer to
Fort Mason, and from there to Astor
by rail, where we take the splendid
steamer Chattahoochee up the St.
Johns river to Sanford. Ilere we
again take the tars, and after a ride of
about five hours across the state, pass-
ing many towns that have sprung up

-~

pot on Satruday last. e volunteered |-and made a wonderful growth during

the last two years, we find ourselves
in the city of Tampa, where real estate
has doubled iv value many times ur-’
ing the last three years. TFine hotels,
stores and residences are now standing
upon ground that was away out of
town and considered almosb worthless
then.

From Tampa we embark with the |
mail ecarrier in.a small sail boat, and
after experiencing some rougii sea,
with & head-wind, we finally make the
twenty two miles across IHillsborough
and Tampa bays and reach IToint
Pinellas, a sprip of land from four to
eight miles wide and about twenty
miles long, extending down between
Tampa bay and the gulf, making it as
exempt from frost as places on the
main land from one to two hundred
miles farther south. No damaging
frost has touched this place for many
yvears, and we see flowers, garden veg-
etables, etc., in a flourishing condition.
Ripe tomatoes, sweeb potatoes, bests,
radishes, ete., have been gathered from
gardens all winter. ITere, too, are
seen nol: only the'orange, lemon, lime,
figs, ete., common to the northern part
of the state, but mangoes, gavas, paw
paw, Avocade pears, Jamaica apples,
Mamey apples, bananas, cocoa nuts,
dates, and many varieties of real fruits

are had. This, too, is admitied to he
one of the healthiest, if not {2e health-
iest, place in Florida. I.saw only one
doctor on the Point, and he isan invalid
from the North working, in an orarge
grove for his health.

Mexico’s Bad Drainage.

When Humboldt visited the City of
Mexico he recorded the depth of Lake
Texcoco at sixteen feet and ten inches.
To-day its greatest depth i3 six feet and
eight inches, and scientific observations
showthat the botiom of the lake is
rising at the rate of one and one-half
inches annually. Its bottom is now bub
nine feet below thelevel of the principal
streets of the capifal, and at this rate,
unless the lake is drained, it is shown
that before many years the City of
Mexico will be permanently under
water. The sewage of the city is now
drained into the lake, which, in sum-
mer, is not more than three feet lower
than the boitom of the main sewers,
while in the rainy season the rise of the
water in the lake causes the immediate
backset of all sewage. It isno wonder
that Mexico's death rate is high. No
efforts are being made to drain TLake
Texcoco.

A regular cooking craze exists here
in the most fashionable cireles. Young
women who are infatuated in the study
of howto make Irish sfews, and the
greatest belles of the town spend
hours before pretty little toy stoves
of their own studying the myster-
ies "of marmalade and mayonnais.
There are a half dozen or more notable
cooking elubs for men here, some of
which have achieved a wide reputation.
The State in Schuylkill, as it is called, is
the most famous. Lafayette undoubt-
edly sat at its board, and there are tra-
ditions afloat of how the Father of his
Country, with an apron on and his
slecves rolled up, pared potatoes and
helped make -soup under its roof.
Lately the club celebrated its 152d an-
niversary. Itownsan islandin the river,
which, in the formation of - the origi-
nal Union, was left as a joke out of the
country, a principality in itself, and it
is called the State in Sehuylkill. Every
member has to don a peculiar costume
and help prepare the dinner and brew
the punch. Every applicant for
membership must ssrve an appren-
ticeship at cooking before he is ad-
mifted. The Rabbit club is another
cooking organizalion, and there are a
number more that combine fishing and
rowing with the art of frying and broil-
ing. There are dozens of men in the
Fhiladelphia club who, if the chef does
not get up a souflle to suit them, can
and often do go into the kitchen and
cook it themselves. JTarge sums of
money ave spent for dinners, and the
private dinners of some of the old banks
and trust funds are exccedingly elabor-
ate affairs.

A movement has just begun 1o have
cooking tanght in the girl's normal
school with a view of giving the feach-
ers who go forth to the public schools
such a knowledge of §it that they may
De able to make practical lousckeepers
of the rising generation of girls. The
ladies at the head of this movemeant are
Miss Pendleton, the sister of Homn.
George H. Pendleton, and Miss Mere-
dith, a daughter of the late William AL,
Meredith.

A dozen or more dining clabs havs
sprung up, all of them unijue. The
Clover club, for instance, makes it a
point to invite any stranger of couse-
quence who happens to Le in town on
the set dates of its monthly dinners.
The resuit is that governors, patent
medicine men, statesmen, dentists, edi-
tors, song and dance men, railroad
presidents, actors, negro minstrels—a
mediey of the most surprising character
—meet avound its festal board. Every
one is expected to countribute to the en-
tertainment if called upon, and from
the beginning until the ending of the
dinner some one is on the floor singing,
dancing, telling a story, making a
speech, doing a card trick, or amusing
the company in some original manner.
Actors and others sometimes come in
disguised and kick up fictitious rows, to
be taken out by moeck policemen. Be-
tween times the whole company, num-
bering 100 or mere, sing comic songs
and click their glasses in chorus.
Every one bas to throw off dignity for
the time being, and no man is safe from
jokes and interruption while speaking.

Now fashioned gallows may not al-
ways work as well as might be desired
by a fastidious murderer, but all the
horrors of modern drops which do mnot
work and officious sheriffs who do, are
not as bad as the cool, calculating
method in which they used to puta
man out of this world in *he good old
times of 150 years ago. Somewhere
near the middle of the last century the
writer of a diary to whose pages 1 have
had access went on “‘a pleasure irip to
Springfield, in Massachusetts,” where, to
cheer his somewhat melancholy spirits,
he was “invited to attend a hanging.”
To the execution he went, and, I should
imagine by the naive remarks in his
diary, he was much edified and con-
soled by the spectacle.

The condemned man was led from his
cell at 11 o'clock in the morning and
taken to the place of execution, where
he was mebt by a most distinguished
company, everybody of importance in
the colony, with a mighty rabble, being
present to give him a well-attended
exit into the unknown. Religious sery-
ices of a protracted wnature were in-
dulged in, the poor wretch on the gal-
lows being subjected to a reading of
various cheerful legal documents and
long “prayers and sermons by ye lead-
ing ministers of yo place and many
soulful catechisms.” At 11 -o’clock he
was brought out, at 3 he was swung off,
and, as the diarist remarks, “ye mur-
derer seemed greatly affected by ye
prayers and questionings and speeches
and suffered much.”

I look
with dread on the growthof every blade
of grass, as they are only waiting now
for it to be high enough to graze the
horses. For two months I shall not
know what real peace of mind is, for
Indian warfare can only be truthfully
told by a person who haslived on the
frontier. Pardon mymention of anxiety.
But I know full well how much you suf-
fer from the separation from your hus

band.” In less than a month from the
date of this letter Gen. Cus*~r, his two
brothers and fwo other relatives er

slaughtered by the Indians. -

The Latest Twenty-four-Hour Clcck.
[Chicagzo Herald.}

A clock on the tweniy-four hour prin-
ciple, possessing probably the simplest
method yet introduced for iudicating
time upon the new enumeration, is giv-
ing satisfaction in London. It has only
one hand, the long minute hand, and
the figures around are placed as hereto-
fore; 1nstead, however, of indicating
the hours, they indicate the minutes
only, which are marked from five to
sixty. The hours are shown on a sunk
dial revoliing wunder the upper dial, a
space being left in the upper dialin
which the mext hounr figure comes for-
ward instantaneously upon the minute
hand completing its cireuit of sixty min-
uvies. In short, the solitary hand marks
the minutes and the sunk space shows
the hour.

Xerosene in Cold Weather.
{Boston Budget.)

Anm oil inspector oiffers this explana-
tion of why kerosene oil lampsdo not
give as good lignt in cold weather as at
other 1imes: “*Wisconsin test prime
light oils will thicken with the cold at
temperatures varying from zero to 20
degrees above. Yreezing separates the
particles of paraffine from the remain-
der of the oil. They are attracted by
the wick and fill the pores, destroying
its capiliary power and inecreasing its
tendency to incrust and char in burn-
ing. The best kerosene oils for burn-
ing in cold weather are water white,
colorless oils of light gravity. These
cost from 2 to 3 cents per gallon more.”

WATCHING THE PEARL DIVERS.

Both Rich Gems and Dangerous Encmies
¥Yound in the Gulf of California.

Our Loat was a seven-ton affair,
manned by four oarsmen, three divers,
the cook, a telegraph-rope man, and the
ladies aforesaid—though the chaperone

Our
divers were handsome, mahogany-hued
young fellows, but when once inside
their grotesque armor, with its bulging
eyes, they became objects of terror, the
more uncanny when seen through
twenty fathoms of water, down among
the denizens of the deep.

Imagine a stout
six-footer carrying 200 poundS of his
own weight, covered wilh forty pounds
of armor on his chest, fwenity on his
back, plates of iron enclosing his arms
and legs, a massive helmet with great,
gaping lanferns for eyes, shoes of lead
on his feet—at least 120 pounds of metal

e clothes on him—and you can readily un-

derstand why any species of fish should
desire a more digestible meal.

At the spot to Dbe searched, anchor
was cast, and one of the divers sent ount
as a seout, to reconnoifer and report
whether the locality was rich enough to
pay for working. Over the edge of the
boat he scrambled, and through ihe
clear, greenish crystal we could wateh
his downward course till a darkening of
the waters announced that his leaden
shoes had disturbed the soft sand of
the ocean floor. The telegraph man
held his wire with a hand as steady as
though its sinews were of steel, and sey-
eral moments of breathless anxiety
passed before a jerking of the ropes an-
nounced a message from the under
world. A delicate pull, succeeded by
two stronger ones, was the preconcerted
signal, if our scout found the field
worth working. So overboard the other
two divers were tossed, ome climbing
hand over hand down ouranchor chain,
the other shooting head foremost to the
bottom like a lump of lead.

For three long hours we waited under
a tropic sun that sent its fiercest rays
upon ‘our blistering noses, consumed
with fears for the fate of our late com-
panions who, twenty fathoms below,
were treading the coral-paved avenues
of a sunless city, which imagination
peopled with mermaids and other mys-
terious ereatures.

Coats of Mail Worn by Arabs.

Coats of mail are shill in use among
some of the Soudanese Arab tribes.
Whether original or a copy, says Col..
Colbourne, in speaking of one of these
coats of armor, it was undoubtedly the
dress of the Crusaders. The hauberk of
mail was fastened rouud the body by
the baltan, and formed a complete cov-
ering from head to foot. The long two-
handed double-cdged sword was borne
between the leg and the saddle. The
wearer of this medieval garb was Shiek
Mohammed Sebekh of the Halawin tribe
of Bagarra Arabs. His armor had been
in his family 310 years. The horse’s
head was-encased in steel, and its body
covered with a quilt thick enough to
torn @ spear. It was shaped like the

armor one reads of in Froissart.

The armor does mot appear to have
"been forged by these p&ople themselves,
but was handed down; as among the
Soudanese Arabs, 45 an heirloom from
generation to generation in the families
of the chiefs. Hence the inference that
this armor dates everywhere from ilie
times of the Crusades, of which it may

i be regarded as @ remarkable reminis-
