Not Bad to Know.
Silver that is not in frequent use will 

not tarnish if buried in oatmeal.
Turpentine and spirits of ammonia 

will remove paint spots from any kind 
of cloth.

Mustard water is said to be excellent 
for cleansing tlie hands after handling 
odorous substances.

Grease spots can sometimes be re­
m oved by using borax and water, one 
pound of borax to one gallon of water.

A  tablespoonful of powdered alum 
sprinkled into a hogshead of water and 
stirred will precipitate to the bottom 
all the impure particles.

The best way to brighten a carpet is 
to put a half tumble^ of spirits in a 
basin of water and dip your broom in 
it and sweep over the carpet once or 
twice.

Kerosene is recommended for clean­
ing windows and mirrors. A  cloth 
should be dipped in the kerosene and 
rubbed quickly over theglass, followed 
by a piece of chamois. The polish 
which it gives will be something like 
plate-glass.

AValking, running, horseback riding, 
lawn-tennis, swimming, rowing, skat­
ing, bowling, hand-hall and general 
gymnastics are the exercises hest adapt­
ed to girls, and, for that matter, to any 
persons who wish a healthful and well- 
balanced rather than an abnormal 
physical development.

In cleaning gilt ware there is a dif­
ference to be observed between articles 
gilt by fire or by the galvanic process 
and articles gilt by imitation gold, such 
as frames, for instance. Eor cleaning 
articles gilt by the first-named meth­
ods, one part of borax is dissolved in 
sixteen parts of water. AYith this so­
lution the article is carefully rub-bed 
by means of a soft sponge or brush, 
then rinsed with water and finally 
dried with a linen rag. I f  at all con­
venient, the article is warmed previ­
ously to being rubbed, by which means 
the brilliancy of it is greatly increased.

Slightly soiled white woolen [articles, 
knitted or crocheted, may he made to 
look as well as new if they are careful­
ly rubbed in flour. Cover them with 
flour and rub gently, as if washing, un­
til the flour becomes dark. Shake out 
the article and rub in clean flour until 
all soil is removed. Shake well and 
haug in the wind until no atom of 
flour remains in the wool. Of course 
one would not care to cleanse in this 
way articles that are worn next to the 
hotly, hut for shawls, capes and head 
coverings flour answers admirably.

An experienced foreman, whohas an 
eye for philosophy, says that tools ap 
parently partake of the temper of those 
who use them. A  short grained man 
has nicked bits; the impetuous man, 
broken ones; the lazy man, dull ones; 
the careless man, badly dressed ones; 
the man with one idea, one dress for 
all kinds of work; the soft man can 
rarely keep the edge of a tool from 
turning, while the -good-natured and 
even-tempered, man has the best tools 
in the shop, andis pestered continually 
by ill-tempered workmen who come to 
borrow from him whenever they have 
a particular piece of work to do. Jt is 
quitelnteresting to note the similarity 
in the temper of workmen and their 
tools.—Scientific American.

The legislature is worrying over 100 
sections of a new  tax  law, with about 
half of it  considered.

The minority representative bill lias 
been passed by the State Senate, and 
becomes a law, notwithstanding the 
governor’s veto.

Telephone customers in Indiana have 
been notified that their cantracts will 
he lapsed on June 80th, on account o f  
a la w  recently passed in that state re­
stricting the rent o f telephones in that 
state to S3. Th at w ill he about the 
effect of the bill now before our own 
legislature should it he so unfortunate 
as to become a law.

That wonderful Bartholdi Statue of 
Liberty enlightening N ew  Y o rk  
city is expected soon to arrive at its 
destination in  N ew  Y ork , and great 
preparations are being made to receive 
i t ;  that is, to treat well the French­
men who bring it. The city is still 
passing the contribution box for funds 
to build something for the statue to 
stand upon.

The legislature is worrying over a 
bill to regulate the charges of the Bell 
Telephone Company for their tele­
phones. The business is managed in 
this state by the Michigan Telephone 
Company, who pay the Bell company a 
royalty o f §20 per year for every tele­
phone they have and as a consequence 
the machines come high to those, who 
use them. A  reductionin these charges 
would be very acceptable to those who 
use the telephones, and the Michigan 
legislature m ay succeed in doing so 
when it  can regulate the action o f the 
U nited States patent law, under which 
the charges are made.

There appears to be a fair prospect 
that gold coin w ill soon be sold at a 
premium in  this country. The N ew  
Y o rk  bankers who sailed under the 
w ell known nam e o f gold hugs, are 
hoarding the yellow metal, and to aid 
their nefarious scheme the Secretary 
o f the Treasury is manipulating the 
government disbursements so that the 
treasury is beiug drained of this kind 
of coin and its place being filled by sil­
ver, o f which there are $11,000,000 
more than on March 1. This is one of 
the ways in which the new  adminis­
tration is bringing about good times.

The jo in t tax committee o f  the legis­
lature has agreed upon a new tax law  
which is now under consideration by  
the Senate. U p  to  the commencement 
o f procedure to sell, the new  law  is 
alm ost a copy o f  that enacted in 1SS2, 
and the remaining part something after 
the style o f that o f 1S69, w ith  a few  
changes, one o f  which Is a provision 
that no mortgage or other instru­
m ent, in any w ay affecting the title of 
the lands, m ay  be recorded until all 
taxes are paid. I t  also provides that 
when personal property is assessed 
and m oved before the tax is paid, the 
claim m ay follow  the goods, he collect­
ed and money returned to the place of 
assessment. On the whole the propos­
ed law  is but little different or better 
than the one that has proven so utter­
ly  a failure in  the collection o f taxes.

The M ackin-Galligher case, for at­
tempting to steal the vote o f the citi­
zens o f Chicago, has received a new  
lease o f life. In  the decision on the 
writ o f errors the Chicago judges dis­
agreed. This leaves the verdict and 
sentence valid,, but the case now goes 
to  the U n ited  States Supreme Court, 
and the thieves get a lease o f  liberty 
in the m eantime. T o  ordinary m or­
tals this looks lik e  a useless delhy of 
justice. These tw o men have been 
found guilty and make no denial of the 
charge, and have been sentenced to the 
extreme penalty o f the law , yet the 
execution o f the sentence, is delayed on 
the mere technical question of wheth­
er they must be proceeded against in 
one w ay or another. That an infa­
mous crime has been committed by  
these tw o m en there is no question, 
and the punishment is  a term o f  yearn 
in  State prison. These, points decided 
upon, technicalities should be giyen*an 
unimportant consideration.

Michigan has passed the danger of 
having a capital punishment law  foist­
ed upon them: by the bill for that pur­
pose having been killed in the Senate.

The.legislafcure rarely passes through 
a fu ll session without giving the State 
a new  school law . The measure now  
under consideration proposes to make 
o f each township one school district, 
with all o f  the schools or sub-districts 
under fu ll control of a hoard o f three 
directors in the township. This is sim­
ilar in m any respects to the plan in In ­
diana, where one mau, a trustee, does 
all of the school business, such as em­
ploying teachers, disbursing funds, &c., 
for the entire township. B y  this 
means the school, with forty pupils 
well advanced and in a wealthy dis­
trict, has the same amount of money 
as the poorer district with but twenty 
pupils. The wages for teachers is uni­
form  throughout the township, wheth­
er the teacher be required to teach the 
higher branches o f mathematics and 
manage a full and unruly school, or 
teach nothing hut the rudiments and 
in the smallest schools.

The- Treasury Losing Gold.
The gold In the treasury continues 

to decrease, while that in the N ew  
Y o rk  hanks increases. The rate of 
treasury loss is about §2,000,000 a 
m onth. This is equal to the monthly 
coinage of silver. One reason fo r  this 
loss of gold is that the silver certifi­
cates are not available for all descrip­
tions o f paym ent„as is the case with 
gold and greenbacks. Besides, w hile  
the silver dollars are legal tender, the 
stiver certificates are not, and can thus 
he refused on presentation. This caus­
es them to flow into the treasury, where 
they accumulate at the expense of its 
gold. A t  times, it is true, these silver 
certificates are in demand for the south 
and west for the purpose of moving  
the crops. They are delivered in these 
sections at the expense of the govern­
ment, and this mitigates tlieir tenden­
cy to continually fa ll back into the cof­
fers o f  the government. F or the pur­
pose o f increasing the receipts of gold 
the treasury is now urged by some per­
sons to discontinue the practice o f  re­
ceiving greenbacks in  part payment o f 
duties on imports. A s  we have sever­
al tim es said, however, no manipula­
tion  o f the treasury can do more than 
stave off fo r  a tim e the inevitable end 
of our present (.forced silver coinage, 
and which is the substitution of silver 
for gold in the current circulation.—  
Chicago News. • ’

“Tim e is a great healer of all wounds.” 
Less than two years ago Christendom  
was shocked at the mention o f the 
name "C opiah ," for w ith it was asso­
ciated the m ost damnahie political 
murder ever committed. Print M at­
thews, o f the State o f Mississippi, a 
prince o f noble men, was the victim. 
The bloody story w ill beat'repetition  
ju st as often as the D em ocratic party 
force it into public gaze. H e  was the 
owner o f  eight large plantations. H e  
and his wife were natives o f Missis­
sippi, of the highest culture and char­
acter. Every church in that vast coun­
ty  had been built by their benevolence. 
Every school in that county had been 
endowed by that educated man whose 
sons and daughters, graduates o f  col­
leges, vied with him  in acts o f public 
and private charity. B u t in the eyes 
o f bloodthirsty bourbons M r. Matthews 
had one defect which made it  absolute­

ly  necessary that he should die. H e  
Was a  Republican. The day before the 
election a body o f  white leaguers drew 
rein before his princely mansion and 
presented this dire alternative. “I f  
Print Matthews votes to-morrow morn­
ing he votes at the peril o f liis life.” 
The hearers o f the decree pleaded with  
Him not to sacrifice his life for the sake 
o f exercising the rights of a freeman. 
This was his answ er: “I  have never 
wronged any of you nor given cause 
for offense. I  have tried to do you all 
good, hut I  will die a freeman, and to­
morrow I  shall cast an open ballot at 
the polling place.” The next morning 
lie made his way through a crowd of 
armed Democrats, and carrying an 
open ballot deposited it in the box. H e  
turned and fell, pierced by thirty-three 
bullets. These facts cannot he gain­
said. More than one hundred witness­
es testified before the Senate investi­
gating committee that no man could 
have anything against the murdered 
man except that lie voted the Republi­
can ticket. The day following the 
murder a great mass meeting was held 
in Copiah, and adopted resolutions of 
thanks to the assassinators of Print 
Matthews. These resolutions o f "con­
dolence” wore sent to the wife and 
daughters, and given to them ju st as 
they were returning from the grave 
where the loving father and devoted 
husband had been buried. N ow  comes 
the sequel. J. L . Mead, who was chair­
man of the committee which drafted 
the barbarous resolutions approving 
the cold blooded murder, and who was 
chairman of a subsequent committee 
appointed to warn the Matthews fam i­
ly  that they must never dare to meddle 
with politics in Copiah county again, 
has ju st been appointed postmaster of 
Hazelhurst, by President Cleveland, 
probably for the reason that he is not 
an “offensive partisan.” Can anything 
better than this he expected from a 
Democratic administration which re­
ceived 14S o f its electoral votes from  
the solid south ? In  other words, can 
the leopard change his spots or the 
Ethiopian liis skin? These are ques­
tions which no one but Grover Cleve­
land can answer. Thus fa r  all sym p­
tom s tend toward a negative reply.—  
Lansing Republican.

TH E  SOUDAN RAILWAY.

A.u U ndertak ing o f  T ast In flu en ce  U pon 
the fu t u r e  o f  A frica .

(St. Louis Globe-Democrat.]
The railway which the English govern­

ment has decided to build in the Sou­
dan from Suakim is, it seems, not to 
be stopped at the hills midway 
In the desert, but to he pushed 
straight across the country from  
tho Bed sea to the Nile at Berber. 
The evidence which this abandon­
ment o f the File route gives that its dif­
ficulties were not appreciated by Gen. 
Wolseley last autumn, need not now be 
enlarged upon. The undertaking is, 
however, so important in its immediate 
aspects, and must inevitably wield so 
vast an influence upon the whole future 
of the Soudan, that its building will be 
watched with widespread and peculiar 
interest. I f  the plans outlined by recent 
English papers have been carried out, 
the first sections of the road, the engin­
eers, clerks and 200 of the navvies, must 
by this time be very near Suakim, i f  not 
already there and at work.

The line is to be the ordinary fu ll 
guage of four feet eight and one-half 
inches; the material will all he sent out 
in ten mile sections, complete and 
ready for laying, and It is expected that 
from twenty to twenty-five miles of it 
can bo laid in a substantial manner each 
week, though this belief seems over­
sanguine in view of the extreme heat of 
summer, the distance from the place of 
manufacture, and the hostility to be ex­
pected from Osman Digma’s followers, 
and probably from the Bishareens as 
well, further west. There is, however, 
little need of preliminary surveying, 
that having been thoroughly done, by 
Maj. H. G. Proufc, under direction of 
Gen. Stone, in 1875, and having since 
been carefully gone over by experienced 
engineers. The' road will in all prob­
ability, therefore, be in operation by 
early fall.

The line will in the main follow the 
great caravan route of the Arabs, thus, 
of course, touching all the wells, which 
for the eastern half of the journey are 
numerous but small. The distance is 
given on the war map as 241 miles, 
though some of the routes are forty or 
fifty miles longer. For about a dozen 
miles from Suakim the road Is over a 
gravelly plain, hut it then plunges into 
the mountains, rising at the ill-fated 
Sinkat, a dozen miles further on, to  
over 950 feet above the sea. I t  contin­
ues through gorges and valleys till it 
reaches the fertile oasis of Ariab, 119 
miles from the coast, which, is the chief 
point of defense for the line. The mount­
ains are left a few miles further on, and 
from the Bak wells, 173 miles from  
Suakim, the road ,to the Nile is a tree­
less, waterless and stony plain, crossed 
at one point by a belt of sand dunes 
five miles wide and rising nearly 
seventy-five feet above the plain.

This belt will cause the chief mechani­
cal difficulties of the undertaking, for 
except at one or two points there will 
be no roek cutting in the mountains, 
and it  is thought that all cutting may 
possibly he avoided. There will also be 
little earth work and no masonary 
except for culverts Indeed most 
o f the route is practicable for 
wagons. Gen. Earle, it will be 
remembered, marched over it with 
his Krupp guns, and Sir Samuel Baker, 
who has crossed it three times, insists 
that the tramp for an army would he 
“ merely an agreeable promenade.”  
This belief is not shared by the authori­
ties, clearly, or the railroad would not 
he built.

Being built, it will, as already inti­
mated, eventually change the future 
destinies of the eastern Soudan. The 
railroad has been again-and again urged 
upon grounds of political wisdom and 
commercial expediency. Lord Dufferin 
was an earnest advocate of the road, 
which he believed would give a death­
blow to the slave trade of the Soudan, 
and Gen. Gordon some years before ad­
vised the construction upon similar 
grounds.

T he R ea l D ixie.

^dishes aro set before him. His majesty 
selects the simplest, and quenches his 
thirst with buttermilk or iced sherbets, 
which are served iu delicious profusion 
iu magnificent china howls. Dead si­
lence is observed by the few favored 
courtiers who stand around the walls 
of the apartments. The royal butlers 
silently hand the various dishes. A s  
the king eats lie addresses those whom 
he may deign to honor with his notice, 
and these fortunate ones bow low, and 
answer in humble affirmatives, “May 1 
be your sacrifice, Asylum of the Uni­
verse. So . it is.”  “ It happened ex­
actly as your majesty ordained;”  and 
so on.

The same kind of language is used 
by the royal priuces in addressing their 
father, and they would not presume to 
attempt to sit in the royal presence; but 
as in Persia no son would sit in his 
father's presence unless ordered to do 
so, this is more due to filial respect than 
the awe of majesty. Tho king rinses 
his mouth and wipes, his hands over a 
golden bowl, and then bo rises and the 
meal is served to the princes. On leav­
ing them it goes to the courtiers, and 
lastly the royal farrashes pick the bones, 
and literally lick the platters clean. The 
royal dinner, served at 9 p. in., is a 
repetition of the breakfast; generally it 
is enlivened by the playing of the brass 
hands, or by tho music of the native 
musicians attached to the court.

F urbish ing Up the C om m onplace  D etails.

It lias been noted how cunningly Ten­
nyson can gild and furbish up the most 
commonplace detail— as when he calls 
Arthur's mustache “ the knightly growth 
that fringed his lips,”  or condescends 
to glorify a pigeon pie, or paints the 
clown's astonishment by this detail, 
“ the brawny spearman let his cheek 
bulge with the unswallowed piece, and 
turning stared;”  or thus characterizes a 
pun, “ and took the word and play’d, upon 
it, and made it of two colors.”

In Memoriam.
N ew  Troy, May 25 ,1SS5,

Mr . Ed ito r :—On the 30tli occurs 
the annual decoration of the soldiers’ 
graves; and as we assemble around 
those humble but never-to-be-forgotten 
mounds, which hide from cur view the 
ashes of fathers, brothers and friends, 
we come as mourners in one common 
sorrow. Upon tlie face of marble col­
umns we have carved the names and 
deeds of that heroic band, who sleep 
the sleep which knows no waking. By 
a series of wise legislative acts we have 
provided for tlie wants and necessities 
of those who came hack to their liorth- 
eiii homes with maimed limbs and 
shattered constitutions. But aside 
from /these acts of remembrance, one 
class of sufferers from that dire con­
flict have been allowed, by a prosper­
ous nation, to go down to premature 
graves unheard and almost unnoticed. 
I  have reference to the widows, who, 
in their humble homes, cared for the 
child at their breast or the toddlers at 
their knee, teaching them that the 
bread and water meal that poverty en­
forced upon them was hut the com­
munion service between God and Na­
tional Liberty. Under these self-sac­
rificing mothers’ tutelage those boys 
and girls have now grown up into a 
generation of noble men and women, 
occupying prominent positions in the 
social world, and honored members of 
the home circle. Y et these mothers 
who so nobly performed their duty, 
and in so doing withstood every_ tempt­
ation with which it is possible for vir­
tuous womanhood to be assailed, have 
been required to eke out a miserable 
existence upon the meager income of 
eight dollars per month.

During the closing hours of tlieEorty 
ninth Congress two bills laid’ in the 
hands of the joint conference commit­
tee, waiting legislative action. One 
of these must die in that committee 
for the want of time. The first was to 
increase widows’ pensions from eight 
to fourteen dollars per month. The 
second would; have tlie effect of mak­
ing a rich man richer, and add further 
glory to a name which was already 
buried from sight by the laurels of 
fame. "With a shout of exultation this 
ward o f millionaires was carried tri­
umphant over the bowed heads of ten 
thousand weary, careworn, gray haired 
Avar AVidows.

Members of the Grand Army of the 
Republic, as you stand by the graves 
of your fallen comrades, the shadows 
of the past and the substance of the 
present will form an unbroken column 
o f boys in blue; and as tlie grand 
reveille sounds for time and eternity, 
may you feel that it  is your duty to 
give your voice, influence and vote to 
secure for those fallen comrades’ wives 
a more substantial recompense for their 
years o f  martyrdom.

Hoping these few  lines will not jar 
upon the sensibilities of those whom I  
am always proud to call my father’s 
comrades, I  still remain the friend of 
the widows, whoever and wherever 
they may be.

Washington Letter.
W ashington, June l, 1SS5. 

Unless some of the subordinate offi­
cers of Mr. Cleveland’s Administration 
change their course, they are in dan­
ger of bringing about a condition of 
affairs that may prove very embarrass­
ing to tbe President. They do not fall 
in readily Avitli Mr. Cleveland’s repeat­
edly expressed views about retaining 
in office faithful and efficient officers. 
During the week one of the most irre­
proachable and capable official of tbe 
Treasury Department Avas dismissed. 
He had not voted for twenty years, 
and therefore the most liberal inter­
pretation of “offensive partisanship” 
which has been adopted by tlie present 
regime could not be made to apply to 
him. The gentleman not being able 
to unders'tand why lie should be so 
summarily disposed of, made an effort 
to learn the wherefore of his removal. 
The matter Avas finally taken over to 
the White House, and the President 
said he had known nothing about it.

And this is the Avay things go on in 
other Departments Avbich are doling 
oat patronage. The postmaster of a 
certain city recently met the Repre­
sentative from liis district and said to 
him: “When Avill the guillotine begin 
to work in our section ?” “Yen ' soon,” 
said the M. C. “Well,”  said tlie P. M„ 
“ if charges are filed against me, I  will 
go and see about them.” So the other 
day the P. M. visited Postmaster Gen­
eral Yilas, and said: “I  understand 
charges are filed against me. I  would 
like to have a copy of them, or see 
them.” The Postmaster General re­
plied, ‘W e cannot make this office a 
court of inquiry to examine into charg­
es.” “But do you propose to make it 
an inquisition where men are tried, 
convicted and sentenced withoutknow- 
ingthe crimes AA'ith which they are 
charged? I  want to see Avliafc lam  
accused of.” The Postmaster General 
persisted in his refusal, and the post­
master left, saying he would appeal to 
a higher court. Should that postmas­
ter succeed in reaching a higher court, 
he will be met, undoubtedly, with the 
charge of “offensive partisanship.” 
When Mr. Cleveland gave that shib­
boleth to the Democracy, he invented 
a phrase that is synonymous with "To 
the A'ietors belong the spoils.” It is- 
only another way of stating the policy 
of the Administration, and history will 
so Avrite it.

This may be a reason why Samuel J. 
Randall placed Mr. Cleveland in nom­
ination for a second term. Tbe boasts 
made for Mr. Randall; concerning liis - 
influence at the White House, have 
been very pleasant to him. His-ac­
tions since Mr. Cleveland became Pres­
ident have been such as to encourage 
boastfulness on the part of his adher­
ents and personal admirers. Go Avliere 
you will in any of the Departments, 
day after day you will find Mr- Ran­
dall, accompanied by obscure persons 
from different States hunting about 
tlie rooms of secretaries in search of 
places. He is still expecting to reach 
the Speakership of the Forty-ninth 
Congress.

During the week Mr. Cleveland made 
some changes in the domestic menage 
of his household. He- dismissed the 
French man-cook avI io  prepared deli­
cate dishes for President Arthur, and 
placed aii old colored woman, one of 
the assistant cooks of tlie White House, 
in charge of his culinary department. 
The President's cook is paid out of his 
OAvn pocket, and Mr. Arthur gave chef 
Fortin, dismissed, a salary of $1,S00 a 
year. Mr. Cleveland has discharged 
his predecessor’s steward also, who is 
a prominent figure of the Executive 
household. The steward is a govern­
ment officer, and gets a fixed salary of 
$1,SOO. Although he is the President’s 
caterer, and is appointed by him, he is 
under a $20,000 bond! and is responsi­
ble for everything that is brought into 
the White House. I f  a new carpet or 
some furniture is bought for one of 
the rooms, the bill is not paid by the 
commissioner of public buildings, until 
the steivard has approved it by certi­
fying that the goods have been receiv­
ed as described. The President has a 
great deal done for him at public ex­
pense. I f  it Avere not so, a President 
would necessarily have to be a A'erv 
rich man. Everything pertaining to 
the official branch of the White House 
is paid for by the government, hut to 
meet private expenses the Executive 
is compelled to draw heavily upon liis 
$50,000 salary.

The simultaneous occurrence of earth­
quakes and hurricanes in Spain and its 
neighborhood has led Mr. R. A. Proc­
tor to make some interesting calcula­
tions. A  change of half an inch in tho 
barometer over an area of 100,000 
square miles—about equal to that of tho 
British Isles with the contained seas— 
would mean a variation of some 42,600 
million tons in tho weight of tho air 
resting on that surface; one foot of ex­
tra tide extending outward ten miles 
would give an extra weight of 750 
million tons on a coast 100 miles long. 
Greater variations of barometric press­
ure occur, over much larger areas; and 
tides sometimes roach several feet be­
yond their usual limits, on much greater 
lengths of coast

“ i  take it, then,”  Mr. Proctor con­
cludes, “ that we may fairly consider 
that the external action exerted on the 
earth’s crust, as the tidal wave sweeps 
upon a shore line, as winds heap up the 
seas there, and as atmospheric pressure 
increases and diminishes—especially 
during the progress of great storms— 
must play a most important part in pro 
dueing subterranean disturbances. At 
every moment of time millions and 
millions of tons of matter, in the form 
of water and air, are being flung hither 
and thither over the. surface of tho 
earth. Can we wonder if, apart from 
interior causes of disturbance, the crust 
shows signs of occasional fluctuation?”

Mr. Rockefeller, the Standard Oil 

man, has purchased good horses in 
abundance, and now has as fine a col­
lection of roadsters with fast records as 
there is in the country, while his barn 
in Hew York city is not surpassed for 
completeness and elegance by any simi­
lar establishment of the kind in the 
world. It is situated on Fifty-fifth 
street, having a frontage of fifty feet 
on the street, and being a three-Story 
building, constructed in the most sub­
stantial and elegant manner of brick 
and stone.

On tbe ground floor the entire front 
of the building is occupied by a harness 
room, which is a lofty apartment 5Sx35 
feet and fitted np in the most luxurious 
style imaginable. The floor of Geor­
gia pine is kept so clean that one might 
eat from it, and the walls are finished in 
ash and other woods, the decorations 
of the room being in a similar style. 
Plate-glass windows let in an abundance 
of light daring tbe daytime, and when 
service is required of the horses or men 
after nightfall there is an elaborate sys­
tem of lighting by gas all the different 
portions of the barn, this being regu­
lated by electricity, so that the gas may 
be used in or turned off from any de­
sired portion of the building.

As one enters the carriage-room he 
sees on his left three or four carriages, 
they being a portion of a dozen vehicles 
which the Rockefeller family use on 
state occasions, and alongside of these 
elaborate affairs are four road-wagons 
with spidery wheels, all finished in the 
most substantial manner and built to 
carry weight with safety at a high rate 
of speed. Then there is a coach, a 
village cart for the children, etc. On 
one side of the room is a large harness 
and hit case, in which also are kept a 
number of saddles. Three coach har­
nesses, three double harnesses, and four 
single ones were in the case when a re­
porter visited the barn not long ago, 
and the display was certainly an at­
tractive one. The hack of the case be­
ing of black velvet, caused the harness. 
to show off to the best advantage, and 
interspersed with them were over forty 
bits of various designs, all polished to 
the highest degree.

The harnesses of the. oil-millionaire 
are hung on gold-plated brackets which 
cost $10 each, being manufactured to 
his order, and the saddles are disposed 
of in a similar manner. In fact every­
thing about the barn denotes the pres­
ence of great wealth and an evident de­
termination on the part of its owner 
that his barn should be bigger, and bet­
ter, and more costly than anybody else’s. 
The wheels of the carriages rest on strips 
o f carpet that would adorn any draw­
ing-room, and the robes that protect the 
millionaire and his children when they 
go ont for a family drive on a day that 
is cold are made of the most"" expensive 
furs. There are sealskin robes that cost 
$400 or $500 apiece, otter robes that do 
not come mock cheaper, and afghans on 
Which months of high-priced labor have 
been spent, but not a buffalo robe in 
the place. Buffalo robes are not expen­
sive.

MY HOUSE IN S T U T T G A R T .

A C orrespondent Tells o f  H er H om o in  
a  G erm an F lat—A  Cosy P lace.

[Stuttgart Cor. Courier Journal.]
Our house presents five front-door 

bells to correspond with the respective 
flats. The bell rings, the servant moves 
a pump-like handle which communicates 
with the front door, and thus the visitor 
is admitted. The Hew York fashion of 
telling your name and errand through a 
speaking-tube before entering has not 
reached Stuttgart.

The largest room in the flat is at once 
dining-room and parLor, and contains 
three lovely pieces of furniture that are 
genuine antiques—a writing-desk, clock 
and- sideboard. The floors are all waxen 
or painted, with immense rugs in the 
center. The dining-room wall is pret­
tily papered. The pictures are all 
water-color landscapes of German scen­
ery.

Two large book-cases contain the 
works of Goethe, Schiller, Lessing, Hum­
boldt, Shakespeare and many of the 
minor poets. In one corner there is an 
immense white porcelain stove, the 
crowning ornament of which is a lava 
punch-bowl. There are lace curtains 
and stands of plants at each window, 
and handsome portieres at the doors. 
The room impresses you at first glance 
by its air of refined simplicity. It is not 
crowded with gewgaws under the name 
of bric-a-brac.

But my room is the prettiest of all. 
On the center of the rug stands my table 
holding my few books, my pretty work- 
basket and a Flemish mug full of flow­
ers from our garden. At one end of 
the room is my upright piano, on which, 
there is a bust of Beethoven, a Russian 
bowl, Miss H. B’s photograph, and a 
vase of sweet peas as large as those we 
saw in Boston. Three of the pictures 
on the wall are handsome, the other 
two unhandsome, St. Sebastian and The 
Last Supper. You know I never did 
like sacred pictures; it is so uncomfort­
able to see a man pierced with arrows 
and yet looking serene as an angel. To 
moderate the asceticism I put a few pea­
cock feathers under one and a Japanese 
fan under the other. Of course, you 
will say it is incongruous, but every­
body thinks my room is charming.

Hear niv Tittle bedstead, which is 
pretty and delightfully comfortable, 
there is a stand which holds a growing 
plant, while its real purpose (unsus­
pected) is a shoe-box. Over the wasli- 
stand there is a large swinging glass; 
beneath it there is a set a shelves con­
cealed by a curtain of pretty chintz like 
tliat of the window hangings. The 
chest of four drawers (all in order) is a 
beautiful piece of old furniture for 
which Gretchen has made me a tasteful 
pin-cushion. The wardrobe is pretty 
and roomy and there is an immeu-je art* 
chair, seductively comfortable.

TRAPPING IN NEW YORK.

A  P rofita filo W in ter  C a llin g -S o m e  Facts
o f  G eneral Interest.
[Cor. New York Sun.] *

One of the most remunerative as well 
as exciting occupations of the moun­
taineers of Ulster, Greene, Delaware and 
Sullivan counties, is hunting and trap­
ping wild animals in their season for the 
purpose of selling their pelts. The fur 
trade in the first-named county the 
present season is much lighter than 
usual, notwithstanding that the open­
ness of the winter early in the season 
was considered unusually favorable for 
trapping. The pelt of the skunk is the 
only kind that keeps np anywhere near 
its former ordinary yield.

There are four grades of skunk skins, 
ranging from very black, which is the 
most valuable, selling this season at $1 
a skin, to what is known in the trade 
as “half-striped,”  the value of wMch is 
about one-half that of the black. The 
“ long striped" are valued at 30 cents a 
skin, those nearly wMte at 15 cents. 
The fur is known in market as “Alaska 
sable,”  and there is a great demand for 
it. A  hunter of Marhletown, Ulster 
county, has this season sold seventy-six 
skunk pelts, and that he expects to get 
more is evident from the fact that at the 
present time he has sixty traps set. This 
trapper expects to catch and dispose of 
300 skunks and their skins this winter. 
This, he says, is is not up to his average 
by a great many.

Bearskins also form a large article of 
trade in these Catskill counties. Rears 
arelshot or trapped in Ulster, Delaware, 
Sul ivan and Greene counties. A  bear­
skin in good fur is valued at from $12 
to $20. Cub and yearling skins are 
worth $8. The sMn of a 400-pound hear 
was recently sold in Shandaken for $30. 
The bear meat also is sold, bringing 
from 10 to 25 cents per pound. The 
bears found in the counties named are 
the common black bears, and for them 
there are a great many hunters, 
as there is little or no danger in hunt­
ing them at this season. Their fur is 
now prime, hut the meat poor.

Red fox skins are often brought to 
market, and are worth this winter about 
$1.25 each. The skm of the black fox 
is more valuable, bringing from $50 to 
$150, but this animal is no longer found 
in Ulster county or its vicinity. The 
skin of a silver fox is worth from $40 to 
$75, while the pelt of the cross-bar is 
valued at $2, sometimes $3.50. The 
former is seldom or never found here. 
The latter is also rare, The “ cross-bar”  
is named from the fact that there is a 
white cross over the foreshoulder of the 
fox. The red fox is plentiful in Ulster 
county. The fur of tho wood-gray fox, 
being coarser, is held at from 80 cents 
to $1.25 a skin.

The skin of the muskrat is brought 
to market here in large numbers. A 
prime spring ratskin will bring 15 cents; 
a fall skin never sells for more than 
5 cents; a winter skin brings about 12 
cents. The Esopus creek, as far up in 
the rocks as Marhletown, the Bendoud 
creek to Haponaeh, the branches that 
run through EUensville to Homowaek, 
and the tVallkili> creek are all excellent 
places in which "to find and trap the 
muskrats. The best time to get them is 
during a freshet, when the water runs 
np in. their nests, forcing them to come 
out. They are then easily shot, and 
boys frequently shoot or otherwise take 
as many as twenty-five water rats in the 
course of a day. The skin of the musk­
rat is used mostly in this country to 
trim ladies’ cloaks.

Mink skins are valueless compared 
with the prices obtained a few years 
ago. The fur, when fashionable, 
brought to the hunter from $3 to $5 per 
pelt. Since sealskins are in and mink 
skins are out, the latter goes begging at 
50 cents a skin. Mink sldns are only 
handsome six weeks in the year, as they 
will begin to get dingy and brown in tbe 
middle of January. Minks get new 
coats about the middle of November, 
and then they are known to the trade as 
“full furred.”  The skin, when prime, 
is of a flesh color, and worth little or 
nothing to the trade.

The fur of the raccoon has assumed 
considerable importance in the market of 
late years, and is used to a large extent 
in fancy trimmings. TMsfur is very 
plenty in this region, and an experi­
enced hunter will have no trouble in 
securing two or three in a night in the 
hunting season. The skins are worth 
from 60 cents to $1. One hunter in 
Shandaken has received an order for 
twenty wildeat skins from a well-known 
Hew York gentleman, who wants them 
with their heads on. He did not tell 
the hunter what he wanted to use them 
for, hut he wfll pay $5 a skin for them. 
The hunter has killed ten of the cats, 
all immense fellows, and is very san­
guine that he will get the other ten be­
fore the snow goes away.
