Every Yankee that came 
here to put up his money and do some­
thing we froze out. By and by they 
got tired trying and they quit. Now 
we’d like to get ’em to come here, hut 
they won’t do it. It’s too late We’re 
dead for a fact, stranger.’’

The Typhoid Epidemic at Plymouth, 
Pa.

In all the medical literature upon 
the subject of typhoid fever, the late 
epidemic will undoubtedly he consid­
ered unique. Seldom, if ever, in the 
history of any disease, has tlie excreta 
of a single patient directly communi­
cated its poison to so many people. 
Between 700 and 1,000 were inoculated 
almost simultaneously; during the time 
from Ma“cli 2G to April 1, and this in 
a little mining town having less than 
2,700 inhabitants. The population was 
in a ripe condition for the develop­
ment of the typhoid genus, as they liad 
been drinking river water contaminat­
ed with sewerage. A  new supply of 
water was received on March 26, from 
a presumably pure mountain stream. 
But, most unhappily, tlie excreta of a 
typhoid patient living near its banks 
had been thrown within a few feet of 
the water, and with the melting of tlie 
snow was carried into it. The stream, 
now released from ice, soon filled the 
nearly empty reservoir, but an eighth 
of a mile distant. The great outburst 
of fever occurred between April 12 
and 18, the time of incubation of the 
typhoid germ being from 10 to 20 days, 
and during the weary weeks since then 
the town lias been but one large hos­
pital. As many as ten deaths have oc­
curred in a day, and almost 300 fami­
lies have been at one time dependent 
upon charity; $1-1,000 have already 
been distributed, but there is still des­
titution. The town, even now, is in a 
very unwholesome condition, hut in 
spite of tlie terrible warning they have 
received, tlie local authorities are do­
ing little or nothing for its improve- 
men t.—Scientific American.

Imitation Ivory.
Imitation ivory is made of various 

substances, hut the common potato 
seems about the most unlikely thing 
from which to manufacture it. The 
“ murphy” has to he put through a rath­
er elaborate chemical process. When 
it is completed, it is said to be of a 
creamy white color, hard, durable and 
elastic. Furthermore, it can he easily 
colored while still in tlie pulpy state. 
Celluloid is one of the most perfect 
imitations, and at the same time, it is 
about as inflammable as gunpowder. 
There ought to he a law forbidding the 
manufacture of children’s toys from 
this dangerous substance. I  once had 
a hall of celluloid which was seeming­
ly as hard as marble. But by just 
touching a lighted match to its polish­
ed surface, it burst into flame which 
could only be extinguished by plung­
ing it into water. Nice material this, 
for little girls’ bracelets and necklaces! 
I  never wore any celluloid collars or 
cuffs after that experiment. Small 
wonder, though, that it catches fire so 
easily, when you come to consider that 
it is made of gun-cotton and camphor 
gum.

A  Cat Tw enty Years Old.
The following obituary of a vener­

able tabby-cat is going the rounds. She 
has certainly left an enviable record: 

Louisville, Hy., has just lost one of 
her most useful and respectable citi­
zens in the person of a tortoise-shell 
tabby-cat, twenty years old. She had 
inhabited a railroad depot there for 
fifteen years. When she came it was 
overrun with rats, which did vast 
amounts of mischief. She soon brought 
the ravenous rodents into subjection, 
and it is estimated that she had slaugh­
tered no less than one million in her 
time, with her own jaw-bone. More­
over, she had given birth to some eight 
hundred kittens, to continue the work. 
Of course she did not die a natural 
death, no cat was ever known to do 
that, but she was crushed under the 
wheels of a car.

Specific Gravity o f  American Woods.
Of the four hundred and thirteen 

species of trees found in the United 
States, there are sixteen species whose 
perfectly dry wood will sink in water. 
The heaviest of these,is the black iron- 
wood of Southern Florida, which is 
more than thirty per cent heavier than 
water. Of the others, the best known 
are the lignum vite and- mangrove. 
Another is a small oak, found in the 
mountains of Western Texas, South­
ern .New Mexico, and Arizona, and 
westward to the Colorado desert, at an 
elevation of five thousand to ten thou­
sand feet. A ll the species in which 
the wood is heavier than water belong 
to semi-tropical Florida or the arid in­
terior Pacific region.—Scientific Amer­
ican.

In Oregon a man has made a com­
fortable house by shingling over the 
stump of a hollow fir tree. The room 
is nine hy ten feet, with a door and 
window. There are plenty of larger 
stumps that would have furnished 
more room, hut it Is not often they are 
found already liollpwed out.

Garden Bakings.

Cucumbers for pickles may be sown 
as late as the middle of July.

A  gardener without a grindstone is 
in bad circumstances. Keep the tools 
sharp.

Use white hellebore or Bubacli for 
the current worm, and be sure you get 
it on the worm.

Place your coops of young chickens 
beneath the plum-trees. The chicks 
will help to rid them of tlie curculio.

Mr. A- W. Cheever, of the New Eng­
land Parmer, considers pine needles 
the most successful strawberry mulch.

Keep a watch for tlie first appear­
ance of pear blight. Cut off affected 
branches some distance below the 
point of visilile infection.

Ice-water, applied at midday, is 
claimed to be fatal to the cabbage 
worm, while it is harmless to the 
plants. It is, at least, easily tried.

A  remedy for the rose hug is to 
shake it off the vines or bushes when 
it is torpid, as in early morning, and 
kill it, or uSe Bubacli.

T. T. Lyon, of South Haven, Midi., 
states that in his locality the Victoria 
currant is nearly exempt from .attacks 
of the borer, while other varieties suf­
fer severely from this cause.

It is said that no fruit makes better 
jellies than the black currant, and that 
the demand for this fruit is increasing. 
IVe are glad that so good a use has 
been found for this extremely handy 
and prolific fruit. To most persons it 
is unpalatable in the fresh state.

It is said that a very little sulphuric 
acid will kill plaintaius, dandelions, 
and other weeds in lawns. Tlie acid 
may he carried in an opened-mouthed 
bottle, and applied by dipping a stick 
into the liquid and touching the end 
to the heart of the plant. Be very 
careful to avoid permitting any of the 
acid to touch the hands.

Lorenzo Snow, one'of the high coun­

selors, having reached the acluanced age 
of three score years and ten decided to 
have a family reunion, and, consider­
ing that lie had a No. 1 wife with two

It is known locally as 
the pintoe, and we see no reason why 
it should not become very popular as 
an ornamental table fruit at this sea­
son, the shipping qualities being near­
ly perfect.—American Grocer.

She freed herself 
from the task by plac.ng the child into 
a kettle o f concentrated lye.

Senator Sherman says: “ I think the 
administration is groping along, doing 
as little harm as possible, but at the 
same time restoring the rebels to pow­
er whenever there is a chance. It is 
hard for us to see them trying to re­
store these men to power again after 
we have fought them down.”

Some villian appears to want to 
wreak vengeance on Porepaugh’s show. 
A  number o f attempts have been made 
to wreck the train the show is travel­
ing on, one o f them resulting in the 
ditching of a D. L. & H. express train, 
and a number o f other depredations 
imperiling the lives of the employes.

The Egyptian obelisk that lias cost 
so much trouble and expense to remove 
to Hew York, and which has with­
stood the blasts of centuries o f Egyp­
tian climate is said to he crumbling 
before the Hew York breezes, and it is 
estimated that about fifteen years is 
all that will he required to reduce the 
pillar to ruin.

A n  example o f the work o f whisky 
is that o f  Wm. Drummond, of Chicago, 
at one time Chief Justice of Utah, who 
was convicted in the Chicago Police 
Court, o f stealing stamps from a  pack­
age o f  papers in the street mall boxes, 
and was fined $5. He is old. ragged 
and infirm, and confessed that he stole 
the stamps in order to get a drink.

Thos. James, a member o f the Illi­
nois legislature, was arrested on charge 
o f criminal assault on a twelve-years- 
old girl who was acting as page in the 
assembly room, hut on the trial Mr. 
James proved the action to he a black­
mailing scheme o f the girl’s father, to 
exact money from him, and he was 
discharged.

The trial of Mrs. Yseult Dudley, for 
shooting OTJonnavan llossa and not 
killing him, now in progress in Hew 
York, compares very favorably with 
that of Guiteau. The prisoner is just 
about as incorrigible, and gives the 
officers a good job to keep Fee quiet 
The jury after being out five minutes 
pronounced her not guilty and insane.

Gen.Logan, since liis re-election to 
the United States Senate, is meeting 
with a continuous ovation wherever lie 
goes, especially is this true in the East. 
Boston, Hew "fork, Philadelphia,Wash­
ington, ard other large cities, make 
his coming the occasion for banquets 
and grand receptions, and at Portland. 
Maine, he was the central figure. I f  
this means anything, it tends to the 
prospect that he has not yet reached 
the acme o f  his public career. There 
is at present no man who would he 
more popular as the head o f  a Republi­
can- national ticket than Gen. John A . 
Logan.

Democratic members of Congress 
are already contriving schemes to an­
nul the force o f the civil service laws, 
just as i f  they expected to always re­
main inpower: When the Republicaus 
were in power they shouted long and 
loud for reform of the civil service, 
hut they have another tune, “ To the 
vietor belongs the spoils.

A  delegation of about thirty Mexi­
can editors and a few ladies including 
two daughters o f President Diaz, are 
being feasted and otherwise entertain­
ed in Chicago in true Horthern style. 
When they return to their Mexican 
homes, they will he so: filled* with the 
glory, of Chicago that the balance of 
their trip will disappear in insignifi­
cance.

Tom Hendricks took a first-class 
Democratic bath at Atlantic City, Mon­
day. He appeared among the bathers 
in black pantaloons reaching to his 
feet and a dark blue coat all buttoned. 
He waded around a few minutes to 
the depth of his knees, and then re­
turned to the shore. Considering the 
great risk, the courage he displayed in 
exposing that part o f his person beiow 
the knees to the water, is highly com­
mendable. ' w

The question o f the United States 
becoming possessor of the Sandwich 
Islands is a matter of discussion. The 
United States lias about the same need 
for the Sandwich Islands that she has 
for the South Pole. Either would 
make an excellent place to station a 
fleet and garrison of troops. The prin­
cipal productions are lava and earth­
quakes, being perhaps the most pro­
fusely and regularly productive of 
these two articles o f commerce of any 
equal area of the world’s surface.

There appears to have arisen a dif­
ference o f opinion between the admin­
istration and Mr. Burcliard, director 
of the mint. The administration has 
asked Mr. Burehard to resign, hut as 
the law regarding his office provides 
that he can be dismissed on charges 
sustained by the Senate only, lie refus­
es to resign, and the administration 
proposes to apply the toe of the Presi­
dential stoga to him. The outcome of 
the fight will he viewed by the public 
with special interest. W e have a very 
limited amount of good opinion o f any 
Republican who will bang on to an of­
fice under a Democratic administra­
tion when he knows that he is not 
wanted there.

Quite a degree of excitement has 
been raised by a series of disasters that 
have occurred in the past four years 
on the Fickenscher farm, about four 
miles northeast o f South Bend. The 
last o f these was the mysterious shoot­
ing and instant killing of George, the 
youngest member o f the family, Satur­
day, June 20, and followed on Wednes­
day by the burning of the barn, with 
entire contents, including-a number of 
horses. Two of the older brothers are 
under arrest for the murder o f George, 
hut no one outside of the officers ap­
pear to suspect their guilt. Other dis­
asters have preceded these which have 
given rise to the belief in the fatality 
connected with the farm.

There are lots of fellows 
down in this corner of the State who 
swear by that fellow just the same as 
i f  he knew better than make such 
speeches, and such allusions to liis 
“greatest effort” ’ are exasperating to 
them in the highest degree._

Joseph Chesterfield Mackin is now on 
Ihe rack charged with perjury in tes­
timony given in his ballot-box stealing 
case. The ont-come of the case will 
depend greatly upon the kind of jury 
impennaled. The penalty in Illinois 
for perjury is imprisonment not less 
than one nor more than fifteen years. 
The limit of punishment in the case of 
election frauds is entirely too light to 
be suited to Mackin’s case, and for this 
purpose o f giving him sufficient sen­
tence to fit that offence, it is to be 
hoped the charge will be sustained.

L a t e r . — This morning’s Chicago 
papers contain the annoucement that 
the jury found Mackin guilty, and 
placed his punishment at five years in 
the penitentiary. He will probably 
appeal to the Supreme Court.

Southern'Russia is overrun with lo­
custs. Hot such as we have here, and 
known as the seventeen-year locust, 
hut what is better known here as the 
Kansas grasshopper. Of tiie pest the 
Inter Ocean says:

It is a trifle more than an inch in 
length from head point to wing tip, is 
slender, and of a grayish color merging 
into light yellow as a rule, and lias the 
remarkable ability to devour three or 
four times its own weight daily. Tt is 
the most industrious feeder imagina­
ble. These insects are produced year 
after year in comparatively small num­
bers, and then there will come a sea­
son 3 ’hen in the most unaccountable 
manner they spring into life by the 
billion, and then it is they become the 
most dismaying of destructive plagues.

The locust is endowed with marvel­
ous powers of flight. It does not fly 
like the ordinary grasshopper, a few 
feet or yards at a time,hut rises into the 
air like a bird and is capable of trav­
ersing the air for distances as to the 
extent of which there is much disa­
greement, but which are comparative­
ly immense.

The observations made in Kansas 
seem to correspond'witli these reported 
from Russia. "When a swarm of these 
locusts rise into the air they are gen­
erally numerous enough to darken the 
sun like a vast cloud, and when they 
descend toward the earth, the sun 
shining brightly, the phenomenon to 
one looking up is that of a heavy snow 
storm, the glistening gossamer wings 
when catching the beams of the sun 
appearing, to be perfectly white, while 
it is impossible to distinguish the body 
of the insect. When the army has 
alighted it moves straight ahead over 
the ground, devouring every particle 
o f vegetation in its path, and such is 
the destructive capacity that a great 
field o f  young corn lias frequently dis­
appeared in a day before the ravages 
o f the locust army.

The facts of the plague under which 
Kansas, suffered would seem like in­
ventions were we to recount them, 
though many an unfortunate settler 

■ who was completely ruined and com­
pelled. to move away because of his

losses through “grasshoppers”  mav he 
able to testifiy that exaggeration is im­
possible In instances the rare por­
tions of the army have moved upon 
the advance so rapidly as to overrun it, 
and the railway cuts have been so 
packed with the living mass that a lo­
comotive was unable to force its way 
clear until, after hours of hard work, 
the track had been shoveled clear. 
Crops were utterly destroyed, and Kan­
sas was literally desolate of vegeta­
tion.

The pest in Russia seems to be even 
more wide-spread and stubborn, since 
the means successfully employed to 
check the disaster in this country are 
unavailing there. There is no means 
of combatting an army of matured lo­
custs. They must be fought in the 
egg or when first hatched. The island 
o f Cyprus has been notably affiicted by 
these torments for many years. In 
1880 there were 230 to’ns of these eggs 
collected and burned, but in 1SSI the 
armies were larger than ever, and in 
the autumn of that year, 1,330 tons of 
the eggs were collected and destroyed. 
The next year increase was less, though 
it is estimated that 103,000,000,000 
of locusts were caught in the screens 
and traps set for  them. In 1SS4 
about 56,000,000,000 were captured; 
and last summer, such was the good 
result o f the persistent fighting, the 
crops of Cyprus were not molested.

Secretary of the Interior; twelfth, 
Robert B. Vance. Assistant Commis­
sioner of Patents; thirteenth, James 
M. Morgan, of South Carolina, Consul 
to Melbourne; fourteenth, J. Ernest 
Meire, Consul toHagaski, (commission 
withdfawn); fifteenth, James Black­
burn, of Kentucky, Collector of Inter- 
tal Revenue, but appointment cancel­
ed; sixteenth, Charles M." Shelley, of 
Alabama, Fourth Auditor of the

hut a faded flower”  sort o f story to 
tell of the Union heroes honored wich 
important offices. Here is the record : 
W. F . Vilas, o f Wisconsin, Postmaster 
General; J. C. Black, of Illinois, Com­
missioner o f Pensions. Seventeen ex­
rebel soldiers to two Union soldiers is 
the picture presented.

Our Legislature has passed and Gov.
- Alger has approved a sweeping meas­

ure to prevent the circulation of ob­
scene literature, introduced by Col. 
Sellers, of Cedar Rapids. By its provi­
sions any person who sells, lends, gives 
away or shows any obscene, lewd, im­
moral or indecent publications o f any 
sort; or who offers to do so; or who 
has any such thing in his possession 
with intent to sell, loan, show, distri­
bute or give it away; or any one who 
gives information where such publica­
tions may he procured; or who hires 
any one to do so ; or permits any child 
to distribute such matter, shall be guil­
ty o f misdemeanor, on conviction 
whereof he shall he punished by im­
prisonment in the county jail not more 
than three months,or by line not exceed­
ing one hundred dollars, or by both, in 
the discretion of the court. On com­
plaint, all municipal Courts and Jus­
tices of the Peace shall issue warrants 
authorizing the city and county officers 
to search persons, and on conviction, 
the offensive publications shall he de­
stroyed and the fact entered on the 
Court records. This sweeping bill 
found no opposition, all respectable 
men agreeing as to the deadly and pes­
tilential character of the vile traffic 
aimed to be suppressed. The Con­
necticut Legislature passed at its last 
session an excellent law, which took 
effect June 1. It provides for the im­
position o f  fine or imprisonment or 
botli on persons selling or keeping for 
sale publications devoted to criminal 
news or stories of crime. It is said to 
have alreaJy purified the news stands. 
Connecticut has set a good example for 
other states to follow.—Kalamazoo

MECHANICAL.

The glues generally used have the 
inconvenience of leaving, yellowish 
traces, which have a disagreeable ap­
pearance, especially if the articles to be 
joined together are transparent. The 
following process yields a glue, gum, 
or cement which is absolutely color­
less : Mix in a stoppered bottle sixty 
parts of chloroform and seventy-five 
parts of caoutchouc cut into very small 
fragments. When it is dissolved, and 
the mixture is quite fluid, add fifteen 
parts of mastic in tears, and let the, 
whole d'gest for eighty days. The glue 
thus prepared is used in the way com­
monly directed for joining glass, por­
celain, etc.

Ix estimat'ng the power of rain, 
Prof. Tait calculates that the amount 
of force requisite to convert one pound 
of water from the sea or from moist 
earth into vapor is equal to the force 
exerted during one-half hour by a 
horse. This is given out again in the 
form of heat as it condenses, aud the 
pound of water falling as rain would 
cover a square foot of ground to the 
depth of rather less than one-fifth of an 
inch. Thus, one-fifth of an inch of rain 
represents a horse power for half an 
hour on every square foot; or, ou a 
square mile, about a million horse 
power for fourteen hoars. A  million 
horses would barely have standing 
room on a square mile.

By this qirocess, which is in general 
use in France, two qiieees of lioru can 
he joined tog.ther so perfectly that 
they will appear as one qiiece: The 
pieces of horn are first heated before a 
fire, and the edges where they are to he 
joined carefully scraped, until they fit 
together exactly ; the workman then 
takes a qrair of qrineers, previously 
heated quite hot, and after moistening 
the edges which are to ho joined, 
presses them together firmly and quick­
ly. I f the operation is skilfully qier- 
forrned, a qierfeet mint will re ult; aud 
after the edges have beeu dressed 
smooth, with ft, fine file, and polished 
with tripoli and water, it will he hard 
to tell w! ere the two qiieees are joined 
together.

W e extract from a foreign journal 
the following formula for a cement, 
which is very nearly col n-leis: 8 even tv 
parts fine cut, quire India rubber, which 
has not been v.dcan •/.< <1, dissolied in 
100 parts of ehlornfm m ; when the rub­
ber is thoroughly di solv. d, add fifteen 
quarts gum masti •. It v. ill re.,u.re sev­
eral days to di’ solve, and it mu.t he 
kept in stopqiered bottles, out of the 
reach of heat.

I t is said that U.e sand used in the 
manufacture of in rrms .s row used by 
a Paris comqiauy to make white bricks 
and blocks, said not to be in lived by 
frosts, ra ils, etc., aud to be veiy light, 
the specific gravity be'ng only l.uO to 
1.83 of clay l.r clcs The -and is fiist 
strongly pressed Ly liy Iran lie power, 
and then bale d in ovens at a very high 
temperature.

When the zinc is once thoroughly cov­
ered, the current may be increased 
without any risk of qieeling off.

I t is well known to electricians that 
the best steel makes the best perma­
nent magnet. But the magnetism of 
steel deqiends upon how hot or how 
cold the metal is. For example, steel 
loses its magnetism if subjected to a 
temperature of 100 degrees below zero; 
it also loses its magnetism when heated 
to yellow heat— that is, between red 
and white heats.

Tlic Brazilian Method.
The differentiation of development 

asserts itself even in devouring oranges. 
In the region of the Rio Amazonas it is 
one way, and in the region of the Rio 
Query it is another. Here the eater 
begins by transfixing with a fork the 
vegetable globe in the neighborhood 
of the south qmle. Then with a sharp 
case-knife (which is not a cheese-knife, 
as rn'gkt be inferred by the etymolo­
gist) he makes through the rind a cir­
cular cut which may he likened to the 
antartic circle. Next he slices off the 
whole of the arctic zone. Then, cut­
ting from north to south, he slices off 
the rind in meridian? from ono polar 
circle to the other. The rind thus 
having been' removed, and the lus­
cious sqihere being still transfixed and 
held in his left hand before him, the 
eater, with the knife in the right, slices 
off the trordeal regions and puts the 
pieces I.j Ids mouth on the fiat side or 
pierced with the j oint of the cutting 
instrument. In which operation a sixth 
of the substance of the fruit is wasted 
in removing the rind, and another 
sixth in c: sting away tlie core; bat 
with the best of oranges by retail at 
less than 1 cent apiece, no matter.— 
Cor. Pittsburgh Telegraph.

Remarkable Ruins in Ceylon.
Kandy, an ancient capital of the 

Island of Ceylon, has a history as old 
as the Pyramids, and ruins as remarka­
ble as anything in the far East, Carved 
pillars, fragments of temqile.i and stone 
slabs, skillfully wrought, arc scattered 
through the jungle and ove grown by 
dense forests, altfsting to both materi­
al greatness and far-reaching antiquity.

W ashington, June 30,1S85. 

The Democracy of the District of 
Columbia are having their disappoint­
ments in common with those of the 
States. The Inauguration Committee, 
which from time to time v’as expand­
ed so as to include all wrho liad aspira­
tions for office, embraced a number of 
excellent Democrats.

For some reason or Other the idea 
prevailed that the President would se­
lect from this committee the District 
officers to succeed the Republicans, 
who would of course walk the plank 
at any early day. But they still hold 
on; and the impression is abroad that 
their successors will not betaken from 
the Inauguration committee. When, 
the Chairman o f the committee went 
to Albany to report tbe prospective 
magnificence of the arrangements, and 
the scale of grandeur on w’hieli every­
thing had been projected, the Presi­
dent’s reply w’as that he preferred as 
quiet an inauguration as possible. He 
appreciated the motives of the com­
mittee but did not thank them.

It  was obvious on March 4th, that 
Mr. Cleveland was bored, and the 
committee have better understood 
every day since the significance of his 
remarks to their Chairman when he 
told him of the grand time they were 
then preparing for him. Certificates 
of membership of the Inauguration 
committee have ceased to be consider­
ed passports to executive favor.
- Heither Tammany nor Tilden comes 
in for anything in tlie President’s Hew’ 
York appointments of Saturday The 
appointments will occasion much bit­
ter disappointment. Tammany lias 
long since given up the hope o f getting 
either of the three great places, and 
their whole efforts were directed to­
wards preventing the county Democ­
racy from getting the Collectorship. 

.With this view’ they were trying to 
bring about the appointment of some 
man outside of the city. Tilden rec­
ommended Simmons, and confidently 
expected, it is said, that the w’eight of 
his endorsement would be sufficient to 
tip the balance in his favor. Hubert 
O. Thompson recommended Mr. Hed- 
den, but the appointment will he a dis­
appointment to-liim, as he wanted the 
place himself, and had no idea Hedden 
would get it. Yet the fact that Thomp­
son recommended it w’ill be sufficient 
to make Tammany irreconcilable to 
Heddcn’s appointment. They claim 
that Thompson, will control the Cus­
tom House. But none .of the politi­
cians got just what they wanted, and 
the appointments are sure to he in per­
fect accord with the policy laid down 
by the President from the first. Hed­
den represents the business fnen, with 
a leaning towards the county Democ­
racy; Beattie is a county Democrat, 
but is more particularly Whitney’s 
man, and for that reason, if for no oth­
er, will not he acceptable to Tilden, 
and Burt is a mugwump, representing 
the most pronounced type of mug- 
wumpery, going hack among the 
“astrays” from Folger.

Adjt-Gen. Drum, of the army, thinks 
that there is room for reform in the 
system o f education at West Point. 
He would throw open the school to a 
larger number of students and have 
only a picked number of them actual­
ly appointed in the army. He believes 
in giving a large number of students 
a military education and then in send­
ing them back to civil life, where they 
can be useful as "military professors at 
the schools throughout the country in 
helping to keep up the various militia 
organizations, and in case of an emer­
gency could be relied upon for organ­
izing and handling troops. The pres­
ent system at West Point has a ten­
dency to make a boy over into a ma­
chine, and to give him false notions of 
bis position in life. Hone of the boys 
there are taught anything about their 
own country! Hone of them come out 
of there with any correct notions about 
the character of this Government. 
Their after life in the army tends to

make them creatures of routine, ex­
cessively timid and conservative, All 
of tlie great Generals o f the war were 
West Point graduates who had left the- 
army and gone hack to civil life 
Through their absence from the army 
in their contact with people they had 
acquired that broadening of the mind 
and knowledge of men which after­
wards made them successful generals. 
The advantage of sending graduates of 
West Point back into civil life through­
out the country would soon he seen in 
the improvement of the military or­
ganizations.

The administration’s curiosities are 
coming into prominence with the sum­
mer season. Mr. Hendricks is the lone 
fishermen, Mr. Kelley the white ele­
phant, Mr. Bayard the Jonah. The 
President hasn’t found the whale yet, 
but lie is anxiously looking for it to 
come along and swallow his Secretary 
of State.—Hew York Tribune.

Secret o f Josh Billings’ Success.
[Denver Tribune Interviow.l

“ What is the secret of my success? X 
ca£ attribute it to only one thing. 
When, I  think of a story that I think is 
good,. I  write it down, and add. nothing 
to it. If its a good shot It hits the 
mark, if it misses, no harm is done. 
Some men say a good idea and then 
spoil it by adding something to. it. 
I  hey try to make it more forcible —em­
bellish it. That's wrong. Almost any 
writer can take a good idea and make a 
colnnn, but there are few writers who 
can take a column and reduce it to an 
idea. A  man can say a great deal in 
three lines; then what’s the use of more? 
The other day in Sew \ork an ad­
mirer asked me what I owed my success 
to and I told him brevity. He wanted 
me to give my definition of the word 
brevity. I replied that brevity was the 
long and short of i t  Ho seemed as­
tonished at the truth, of it. But that's 
what brevity means, and I couldn’t have 
given him a better idea of it i f  1 had 
used a column of words.”

Mr. Shaw does his writing whenever 
opportunity offers. He always carries 
with him a number of slips of blank pa­
per; and whenever or wherever he is, 
when he has a new, crisp idea, he jots 
it Sown. Then at his leasnre he reads 
these slips over, culls from them what 
he considers the best, and destroys the 
rest.

Spears of the Hatlenclowas.
I Soudan Letter.!

Tlie Hadendowa spear is from six to 
seven feet long. The handle is of a 
piece of hard mimosa or acacia, thinner 
than a broom-handle. There is a long 
socket attached to the blade, into which 
the wood is driven and fastened. At the 
reverse end there is commonly a piece 
of twisted iron, or telegraph wire, which 
serves the double purpose o f weighting 
the handle, so as to counterbalance the 
blade, and to prevent the weapon being 
pulled from the grasp. The spear-head 
or blade is rarely more than two inches 
broad by eight inches long. Going into 
tattle the Hadendowas grease their 
spears from blade to hilt, so that it is 
impossible to wrest the weapons from 
their hands in a struggle. The spears 
used by the tribes up the Mile are much 
more formidable weapons. The handle 
is from seven feet to nine feet long, 
made of male bamboo- wood. It is fur­
nished with a terrible broacl-bladed 
long spear-head, like that of the Haden- 
dowasj kept bright as a. mirror and 
sharp as a razor.

The blades are sometimes fourteen 
inches long and five inches wide. In 
truth, au Arab spear np the Mile looks 
more like an elongated trowel-blade 
than anything else. Shovel-heads our 
soldiers used to call them. They make 
a fearful wound, and it was with one of 
these Col. Burnaby was struck in the 
throat and killed. Being exceedingly 
light weapons, although badly balanced, 
tbe Arabs can handle them with great 
dexterity._________________

G a t l in * ;  G u n s .
[Cliica'o Jourui!.}

The Gatling gun weighs about 1,500 
pounds and is precisely of the same de­
sign as the ordinary cannon. There 
are «en chambers that revolve in the 
barrel proper, and each chamber has an 
independent lock. The main barrel is 
eighteen inches in diameter. The si Q 
of cartridge used is that of the ordinary 
45 government rifle caliber. Each feed 
drum contains 240 rounds. The tiring 
is done by operating a crank; the cart­
ridge i-exploded by a hammer which 
works with such great rapidity that 120 
cartridges are fired in a minute. The 
movement of the gun can be so ad­
justed as to make it either stationary or 
oscillating, so that the gnu practice can 
become either scattered or centrifugal in 
its execution.

A t 700 yards the Gatling gun has been 
known to hit a 12x15 feet target 39(5 
times out of 400 shots. At 1,200 yards, 
413 out of 500 shots have struck a 9x25 
feet target. . To show the rapidity with 
which the gun can be worked, it might 
he explained that the time occupied in 
coming to action front from trot and 
firing is ten seconds; limber rear, mount 
and off, thirteen seconds.

AUSTRALIAN GOLD MINING.

Lack; o f a Shiftless Family— One of the 
largest Nuggets Ever Found.

[San Francisco Call.]
“ A  nugget country that has been only 

partially worked is just as good a field as 
virgin soil, ”  continued the miner. “ The 
spots that have not been, touched may 
fce the very nests of the precious metal. 
In the early Australian days the gold 
diggers were as slatternly in their meth­
ods as the slovenliest girl tlffit ever 
swept with a 'broom. They hacked at 
this spot and then at that; they ran 
a drift in one direction and then in an­
other, deserting them both before they 
were finished. Now I can inform you 
that thoroughness in mining is as essen­
tial to success as in any occupation in 
this world. There never wete before or 
since such superficial workers as gold 
diggers. The nature of the work seemed 
to~ undermine the staying qualities of 
their character. It was feverish, fasci­
nating, fluctuating. It soon trans­
formed the steadiest man into__ a fickle, 
excitable, nervous and changeable per­
son. Looking over a gold field in Aus­
tralia these traits of the men that 
worked there were written on the face 
of the earth. Here there was a digging, 
there another, and yonder another; it 
was patchwork entirely. In nugget 
mining it Is dangerous to leave a single 
foot of ground unworked. The fortune 
o f a lifetime might thus be passed by 
and lost forever. There are many in­
stances o f just snch cases. I  remember 
one that Impressed me so forcibly that I 
shall never forget it or the lesson it 
taught.

“ There, was a  poor, shiftless fellow, 
with a wife in rags and children in 
squalor. He had been denied credit, for 
a  sack o f flour at the grocery in the 
camp. A  more hopeless or wretched 
HFe one never- saw before or since. All 
the lines of intelligence and feeling had 
gone out of bis wife’s face. It had the

cold, changeless look of a' skull. It was 
just such a face that one sees when hope 
has gone out of the life of the person. 
The children were nearly naked and had 
that hard look that people get who are 
poorly fed. The man was a desolate 
looking being. The whole family used 
to go into the diggings together and 
shift about until they had got enough 
to buy something to cat. They kept 
sinking lower and lower. Apparently 
they were on that fatal iuoliue of mis­
fortune that some families get on and 
whirl downward with a fury till they 
are plunged into the lowest abyss of 
poverty. You often see this strange 
fatality attend a family or a branch of 
a family. There seemed no hope for 
those poor people.

“But one day they straggled into the 
diggings, not having energy enough to 
push on abreast of the workers. They 
fell to picking a little pillar that had 
been left standing in the midst of the 
diggings, all about it having been 
worked. I do not think it could have 
been more than three feet across, cer­
tainly not more than six. If, was a spot 
that had been neglected, as the diggers 
pushed their drift ahead. Tin squalid 
family began work on this solitary pil­
lar; all they hoped was for a few grains 
to feed them for the day. The sun was 
shining down upon them warmly. As 
the man continued listlessly, the “ sun­
light was caught up by a speck In the 
pillar that glistened and flashed. The 
eye of the poor fellowsaw it; ho thought 
h* s work for the day was done. He knelt 
down to clean away the dirt from the 
bright spot. As he did so the shining 
metal grow to larger proportions.

“ Immediately the whole family was 
around it in eager haste to uncover it. 
The further they cleared the soil away 
about it the further it seemed to recede. 
After working two hours with growing 
astonishment they saw the full outline 
of their prize—one of the largest lumps 
of gold ever found. That was the luck­
iest find ever made. Men had crossed 
seas to discover such a nugget, fc’orne 
of them drove their picks within a few 
inches of it, yet it was left to this shift­
less hanger-on to uncover and become a 
wealthy man through its possession.”

REFORMING THE POLICE.

R oller Skates To Re Worn W hile on Duty
—A Prominent Chemist's Suggestion.

“ ■y?e sell three times as many apples 
as of any other kind,”  said the manager 
of a firm of pie bakers who do business 
on an extensive.scale. “ Ve manufac­
ture it the year round, and It is our 
leading article. How many kinds of 
pies do we make? nineteen—apple, 
mince, lemon, peach cranberry, black­
berry, currant, plum, cherry, straw­
berry, rhubarb, raspberry, grape, goose­
berry, whortleberry, custard, cocoannt, 
pumpkin and lemon cream. You will 
notice that apple is at the head of the 
list. It is standard goods. It leads 
everything else in winter, and in sum­
mer they sell steadily, though, of course, 
not so largely after berries come in. It 
is lucky for us that it is so, as our 
profit is larger on apple pie than on any 
other that we make, unless it be 
pumpkin.

In winter mince stands next to apple. 
It begins to go about Thanksgiving, and 
never stops until about the 1st of May, 
Lemon, dried peach, cranberry, dried 
blackberry, custard," eoeoanut and 
lemon cream go the whole year round. 
In spring rhubarb is quite popular, and 
it has a run for a time. But tho berries 
come in soon, and then strawberry takes 
the lead, closely followed for a time by 
cherry. As soon as fresh peaches arrive 
in the market they stand next to straw­
berry as the summer pie.

From middle of May to the last of 
July is the halcyon season for the pie- 
eater, In rapid procession we send him 
strawberry, cherry, raspberry, goose­
berry, blackberry, grape and whortle­
berry, in addition to the regular stock. 
From the last of July on tho whortler 
berry is a popular pie. The blackberry 
does well, too, and later oh the pump­
kin begins to move. Then Thanksgiving 
comes again, and the mineo .takes 
another boom. That’s the way we 
make the rounds.

That is 
the reason why I, tho poet, tender my 
hand to thee, the great man.
