A Portable Vat for a Sheep Dip.

Shieep should be dipped twice a year.
They suffer a great denl from virmin,
which are destroyed by the dipping.
After shearing, the ticks greatly annoy
the lambs, upon which they gather
from the shorn sheep, and prevent
their growth. ‘I'he lambs, at least,
should be dipped, to free them from
these pests, but it is well to dip the
whole flock, as a safeguard against the
prevalent scab, and other skin diseases.
A very good dipping vat may be readi-
ly made of one and a quarter inch
tongue and grooved pine boards, put
together at the joints with pitch, and
is furnished with handles, by which it
can be moved from place to place. It
may be six feet long, three feet wide,
and three feet deep. The sloping ends
have cleats nailed across them on the
inside, Ly which the sheep are assisted

I to get out of the vat, upon a draining

floor placed to receive  them. The dip
is made of one pound of coarse, strong
tobaceo, and. one pound of sulphur,
steeped in five gallons of Doiling wa-
ter. It is most effective when used at
a temperature of one hundred and
twenty degrees, and the sheep should
be left in the dip long enough to have
the wool satwrated, and the skin well
soaked by the ftluid.

Women in India.

An Anglo-Indian newspaper thus
comments upon the published letter of
a Hindoo woman:

“She writes with a good deal of fem-
inine emphasis, but she amply proves
her case. that the rich and poor, the
old and young, of her sex, suffer much
misery and pain and degradation
through the strict observance of social
institutions invented by men for their
own advantage. lvery woman on the
death of her husband, even of a child
husband, is condemned to a life of per-
petual widowhood. DBut a man may
not only marry a second wife on the
death of his first one, but can marry
any number of wives at one and the
same time. ven if he has only one
wife be continues to live in the bosom
of his own family, and has never, un-
der any circumstances, to submit to
the tender mercies of a mother-in-law,
In India the boys and girls are betroth-
ed indissolubly almost as soon as they
are born. At the age of eight at latest
a husband must be found for .every
givl. Girls are generally, - perhaps,
married at this age, and their parents
are still at liberty to send them to
school until they are ten years old.
But after that the leave of the mother-
in-law must be obtained. ‘Buteven in
these advanced tiines.” exclaims our
correspondent, *and even in Bombay—
the chief centre of civilization—how
many mothers-in-law are there who
send their daaghters to school after
they are ten years old? Thus the
girls are taken away from school just
when they are beginning to vndersiand
and appreciate education. Even givls
belonging to the most advanced fami-
lies are mothers before they are four-
teen, and have thenceforth to devote
themselves to the hard realities of life.

“The unfortunate Ilindoo bride may
neither sit nor speak in Lthe presence of
any elder member of her husband's
family. She must work with the serv-
ants, rise early and go to bed late, and
be perpetually abused and frequently
beaten by her motherdin-law. She
mush live in the most rigid seclusion.
Her hushand, who is entirely depend-
ent on his family, can never take her
side, and {resh himself from college, is
apt to despisz her for her ignorance,
and to tolerate her as a necessary evil.
Ihe children either die off like weakly
seedlings or grow up without vigor.
The women lose their beauty at twen-
ty, are long past their prime at thirty,
and old av forty. But a worse fate
awaits them if, instead of being Hin-
doo wives, they become Ilindoo wid-
ows. “Of this wretched fate our corres-
pondent fortunately knows nothing
personally, and so cannot ~w:ite from
experience, But there are 22,000,000
widows in Tndia, many of whon: losb
their nominal husbands wnen they
were children, and none of whom can
ever mar:y again. Ior the rest of
their lives they are deprived of orna-
ments and colored garments, their
heads are shaved, they are condemned
fo the coarsest clothes and poorest
food, and wear out their days in seclu-
sion as, the lowest drudges of the
household."—Harper's Weekly.

The Stone Forests of Arizona.

Lithodendron City as yet does nob
figure on the maps of Arizona, Itdwells
in the mind's eye of o mixed lot com--
posed of laymen and scientists, who
have pitched several tents on the banks
of tho Lithodendron River, and, bap-
tizing the spot with the limpid waters,
have christened it Lithodendron City,
only to jump the claim on the follow-
ing morniug and found another city of
the same name at mgh$, perhaps thirty
mile; away, so that Lithodendron is
almost anywhere along the banks of
that river that fows quickly along, like
s0 ne laggard that hus fallen behind the

Half an hour
passed, and then the wood-cubter ap-
peared with a wild look on his honest
countenamee.

turned to stone. ‘It's jokin’ ye air,’
says T, “Ye'll live to see the day T'm
not,” says Ifather lalone; and more
power to him, I've done that thing. Tl
projuce me resiguat on av yer honor’ll
give me 1in and paper and some one to
write; I'm on the home track the very
night. Matter? Look at the ax! Div-
il a piece of wood but’s turned to stone!
The first Lit av a tree I found, I lnid
off me coat aw’ fetehed it a blow, when
it flew out of me hands, and the tree
let out & stream atl ght balf amile long.
I trielfive, an’ each one was harder
than the other, and in the bush was
stone birds a-slee in’ on the limbs, and
each twig weighed o ton.”

Pat was thus the first to discover a
feature of the valley that formed one
of ibe quests of the party, namely, the
famous fossil forests that have been the
won:ler of every one who has visited
this region.

The slope of the river, here about
fifty feet in he'ght, presents a remark-
able appearauce. Nob a green object
is to Le seen, hut all about, strewn here
and there, some erect and others pros-
trate, lie myriads of pieces of strong
trees, limbs, trunks and branches of
{timt-like hardness-—the remains of a
once mizhiy forest. 3o thick are these
in some places that one can almost 1m-
agine that th s is the 1.ed of some creek
with all its polished bounlders Iaid bare,
only that the remains have all the
structural beaufies that characterized
them when alive. The cause of the
wholesale desfruction of the stone for-
ests is undoubtedly due to the extremes
of heat and cold that have snapped
them off and hurled them to the ground.
The soil here is soft and sandy, with
some clay, perfectly adapted to the
preservation of the remains. The size
of some of these trees shows that many
of them might have compared with the
extant sequoin of the National Park.

One trunk was 225 feet long and about

five feab in d ameter, and so finely pre-
served and photogra el in the rock,
as it were. that until the ax glanced
fromits flint-like bark and sparks of
fire followed, oue could hardly realize
the change that had taken place. The
trunks that are lrcken show remark-
able features, and a company, it is said,
has Leen ovganied to eut them up into
various articles of ornament, which
when polished present a marvelously
beautiful surface. The color of the
wood is preserved, smd veins of the rich-
est red run here ard there. anon chang-
ing to yellow, gray or Dblue. The re-
markable coloring has given rise fo
curious and erronecous impressions in
the mind of the noble red men (prinei-
pally Navajoes) thiat summer in the lo-
cality. They have a legend that their
forefathers were a vast and powerful
tace and that they conquered a mighty
giant that Jived on the Lithodendron.
The fossil trees they consider his bones
or parls of the skeleton, and the red
stains, and even the lava beds, the
blood which ran from him.—Cor. New
York Evening Posl.

As to the stranger, he has long since
disappeared with the securities, and
the unsuspicions innocent never sees
him again. This “dodge” is a stupid
one, well known to every Pavisian, re-
counted in the daily papers at least a
dozen times each year—and yet it al-
ways succeeds, and always will succeed
in certain cases.—J. J. Ross, in Week-
Iy Magazine.

WASLINGTON, Sept. 21, 1885.

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NSWSPAPZR AND MAGA2INE EDITING.

-
A Want Whiclhr Ts Appirent—The News.
paper Editor's Work.

‘0ot Chicazo News. ]

It is o little remarkable and slightly
ridiculous that the magazine editor does
not do any editing. He merely selects
and arranges matter for publication—
which in great newspaper ofices is in-
trosted to st ordinates. This want of

- editingz is painfully appavent in every is-
sue of the magazines, where solecisms,
mistakes of fact. and blemishes result-
inz from slovenly editing arve only too
common, The systems of newspaper
and magazine editing—if the Ilast de-
gerves to be called editing-—are radie-
ally difterent.

The newspaper editor, armed with a
relentiess heart, an unflinching hand,
and a Llne peneil, goes through a man-
uscript like a surgeon with a dissecting
knite, He has besides his literary repu-
tation at stake. like a magazine editor,
his business and political interests also
— for newspapers are strictly business
enterprises, which magazines are not
always; there is more than one promi-
nent magazme in this country run by
a great publishing firm as an advertise-
ment, and one or two as literary pas-
times very much as other capitalists
keep yachts and trotters,

There is, of course, a very great differ-
cnce in the manner of the two sorts of
editors. The newspaper editor must be
brief - sometimes he must be brusque.
He is always polite if heisa first-
class editor, but his eye often wan-
ders to the big lrazen-faced clock
hanging sbmewhere in the office, by
which everytbing isrup, and when he
says his time is limited he is telling the
truth; he knows the very minnte when
the clang of the presses in the sub-cel-
lar of the printing ofitce must begin.

The maga.ine editor, on the contrary,
is disposed to be conversational. Me
has a whole month before him to ar-
range the matter fora publication about
as g as the Sunday edition of a great
New :ork daily, and as many months
as he chiooses to deliberate where the
pictures shall goin an article on “The
rrobable Shape of the Sea Cow's Tail in
the Paleo. oi¢ Period,” or “‘Operations
Before Tripoli in 1806, by Capt. Hal-
yard and Commander Lanyard, U. 8.
N.,,”and othér subjects of contempora-
neous human. interest.

The newspaper editor, on the con-
trary. has about twenty four hours te
edit an article on the Npamish treaty,
for example, going over the whole
ground of commercial treaties, the con-
stitutional rights of house and senate in
ireaty-making, its effect on the tariff,
its status “in dierent sections of the
country. the whole thing to te com-
pressad into three-quarters of a column,
with the certainty that if he slips up
one2, every one of his esteemed contem-
poraries will Le hounding him next
morning. and that Le will never
be able to write another line
on the subject of commer-
mercial treaties without being reminded
in a printed chorus, with the charming
frankuess of newspaper men, that he is
a monumental  ohn donkey, and this
continual grind going on every day in
the week and every week in the year,
and a thousan1 other things of as much
importance as the Spanish treaty press-
ing him; withliterature and art demand-
ing to be heard as much in a newspaper
as in & maga ine. verily, the newspaper
editor is torn to ink and misery. 1
nust again vepeat that this typieal edi-
tor lclongs to a great and powerful
daily.

A Market for Stale Bread.

It doesnt seem to
make any diJerence to them how old it
is, pro iding it is not moldy, and their
taking it in this way has been a great

A PICTURE OF DE3SOLATION.

The Xacific Coast of South America—

Saltpeter and Guano Beds.

[CEE Cor. Inter Ocaan.]

The coast from Callao’ to Valparaiso
is a panorama of deselation —a constant
succession of bleak and barren eliffs,
with not a green or Iovely thing for
1,500 miles. The vessels steaming up
and down always hug the shore, within
hearing of the bark of the sea lions and
the sereams of the water birds, millions
of which haunt the coast, and have cov-
ered the rocks with the guano that so
long enriched Pern. Nowhere are birds
and seals so numerous, and their bones
and e crement, with the deeayed fish
they have carried upon the rocks, are
often found in masses, hundreds of feet

* =deep, baked hard like clay, in a région

where the sun shines twelve hours each
day and rain never falls. This is the
guano of eommerce, millions of tons of
which have been shipped to. Europe to
enrich the impoverished soil of that
eontinent. :

Within the coast from ten to fifty
miles, and stretching for hundreds of
miles, areithe famous beds of nitrate of
soda, which,purified is saltpeter, Leing
in themselvizs an idexhaustible source of
revenue to THEir owners, and containing
enoagh of the Smaterial to supply the
world for 1,000 ygars. These deposits,
more profitable ~thgn silveror guano,
were discovered accinlentally by a va-
grant Englishman nam\ed George Smith,
but were not aperated) to an; oxtent
until recent years. 1 oV nitrate having
been found a valuablec
chemical forms, is in def@
over, and millions of d¥llars worth is
shipped from the ports aiang the coast
-annually. Pefore its valge was fully
known & pumber of far-sighted men lo-
eated -*‘claims,” after ther fashion in
vogue In mining camps evdrywhere, and

thex the. government ¢
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" and tormd any further pre-empunou.
But the original locations cover-enough
of the deposit to supply the market for
a century or two, and to keep up prices
they have formed a pool, a monopoly
combination, under which they charge -
from 32 to§3 per cwt. for what costs
them about 15 cents. These owners
live in London and Paris, and count
their profits, whilethe mines are worked
by superintendeants or “administrators.”

There is apparvently no limit to the
stuff, the Lead stretching up and down
the coast ‘romi 0 to 400 miles. The
surface of the country is as complete a
picture of desolation as unature ever
framed. ¢ m one side is the Vacific
ocean, with its great swells sweep-
ing almost around the* glote, as
regnlar and constant as the throb- °
Dings of the Thuman pulse. On
the other side the impenetrable
Andes rise in o range whose altitude
averages 15,000 feet, and whose peaks
tower 30,000 and 22,060 feet ahove the
sea. Petween the ovenn and the moun-
tains for *,000 miles, with a varying
widtlr from twenty to fifty miles, lics a
strip ot driiting sand which no rivers
water and where rain never falls. Al
the water used by the inhabitants is
taken from the occan. ‘thab tor me-
chanieal purposes beivg unsed in its nat-
urat condition, and that used for food
being coudensed into steam and purged
of its salt by wmachinery. There is not
a well or a spring along the coast, and
drinkiug-water is an article of merchan-
dise like ice or flour, costing about 7
cents o gallon to the consumers.

nder the sand of this desert, which
drifts before the wind like snow, uature
has Iaid the ted of nitrate. No one
knows how it was formed, and man has
not attempted (o measure its extent.
The sand is first shoveled off, and then
a crust of sun-burnt clay from four to
twelve inches thiek is removed. This
discloses a ted of white material that
looks like melting marble full of mois-
ture, and as soft as cheese. The strata
is often four or five feet thick, and aver-
ages two or three feet. It is broken
up by crowbars and shoveled wto carts,
in which it is taken to crushers, which
grind it up into particles as large as
pobbles. Lhese ave lifted by elevators
into great vats, where it is boiled un-
til dissolved in ordiaary sea water.
Then the solution is run o f into a series
of shallow iron vats, exposed to the
air, which being moistureless, and
heated by constant sunshine, causes
apid evaporation. The salt from the
water mixed with the nitrate causes
crystallization, and after a certain pe-
riod of exposure to the air and sun the
vats are found to be covered w on the
bottom and sides with white sparkling
crystals, like alabaster, undex a bluish,
yellowish liquor. This lignor is care-
fully drawn off, for it is even more valu-
able than the saltpeter, and is conducted
by pipes to another crucible where it is
boiled and chemicaily treated uatil it
produces the iodine of commeree, usetul
for a hundred medical and chemical
purposes aud costing as much ner ounce
as the saltpeter brings per 100 weight.

The liquor having Leen withdrawn
the saltpeter is shoveled wpon drying-
boards where i6 is e:posed to the sun
for awhile, then put into bags aund
shipped to Europe and America. 1t is
graded like wheat and corn, according
to quality. The highest grade goes to
the powder mills, the ne .t to the chem-
deal works, and the third to the fertil-
irer factories, where it is made into
manure. The iodine is packed in little
casks and covered with green hides,
which shrink with drying until they are
as tight as a drum-head, and keep out
wmoisture.

The Queen’s Cottage at Kew.
{London News.]

Only such a king as George III would
fisve built snck a place. 1t is a little
brick cottage with a straw-thatched roof
and diamond-paned windows. Itis clad
in ivy, and its door-handles are ‘“‘rus-
tic” pieces of stick, and ils doors can
never have been anything but wood un-
adorned. The iron-work is now itself
warped and split by the weather until
they look more like the “rustic’ doors
of a transpontine theatre than the ver-
itable doors of a queen's cottage.

It was never intended for living in.
It isa place merely for Iunching or
drinking tena in. There are two rooms,
one up and one down, and there are
lean-tos on each side comprising just
the offices necessary for providing teaor
luncheon. The down-stairs room is
foored with brick tiles, hasa uaint
little white marble mantelpiece, and an
iron fender, bought, perhaps, originally
for half & crown. ¢ uear old-fashioned
ron arm-chairs, mo-leled on the “rustic”
idea, stand round the walls, which are
rolored slightly and hung all over wiith
mgrav.nis of  Logarths paintings.
Henee it is known as the Hogarth
Lo00m.

‘There are faded, old-fashioned chints
curtains at the windows, both up-stairs
and down, and though it is {o be pre-
sumed it has not stood just as it does
from the days when Ceorge IIT de-
lighted to reside at Kew, it might have
done so for anything to the contrary in
its appearance. It has been shut up
for many years, and the gravel walks
about it have been overgrown with
“ifleas uutil they are hardly distinguish-
able.

Collecting Posgage Stamps.
[Whiteha'l Review.]

To judge from a recent price-list, the
nania for collecting postage stamps
would seem to be as great as ever. A
well-known dealer, whose catalogne is
before us, ofers the 8-penny blue Natal
of 15537 for 20 pounds sterling, the half-
peso rose of Peru for a smilar amount,
the 15-centime of Reunion for 30
pounds sterling, an unused Maruitius
envelope, issued at 1 shilling, for 35
pounds sterling, and the plate of twelve
distinet varieties of old Mauritius for a
frite of 25 pounds sterling. For some
of the first issues of the South Ameri-
can republics prices are asked, which
would, we should imagine, amply repay
a search in the countries they came
from and serve to replenish the empty
cofers of state of such a needy country
as Folivia, the early stamps of which
are almost as extinct as the do:lo.

Some 1 nglish stamps are also rare,
notably the black **V. R.” of which
ouly a few examples are known to be in
e istence, and the high values of more
recgnt I1Ssue.

Chromos, Machinery, and Now-Fangled
Notions Have Spoiled tho Market.

“The business is about as dead asT
am,” said a white-haired dealer in old-
style ULric-a-brac. The place was a
second toor front, used as both stove
and living-room. “‘Fifty years ago there
was lots of money in it, but there’snone
now. We can't compete with machinery
and new-fangled notions.

On cardboard
it didn’t cost mucl;, but on silk it was
expensive. How did we make the bairs
lie fiat? e soaked them in hot water,
and ironed the whole thing with a very
hot, heavy flatiron. ‘The samplar I
showed you I sold in 1842 for $530. 1
bought it back at an auction last week
for a half dollar, and I was the only
bidder.

“South sea and West India shells and
cornls used to sell well. They were for
the mantelpiece and for whatnots.
Whatnots are gone outb of fashion novw,
along with what they nsed to bave on
them. Yandsome shells would bring in
the old days from 23 cents to §1 a piece.

IN THE REDWOOD REGION.

‘Work of California Lumber IMen—Ilow
the Logs Are Moved.
[Cor. San Francisco Chronic]e‘.]

The redwood of California is the only
tree of its kind in the world, its only
real relative being the Sequoia gigantea,
found in a few places on the Sierra
Nevada., The area of the redwood, or
sequoia sempervirens, is limited to u
a few counties of the Coast range, ex-
tending from Monterey northward. It
is essentially the product of a moist
climate, and is practically limited to
such portions of the Coast range as are
composed of or covered by the sand-
stones of the petrolenm formation. In
Santa Cruz, Monterey and Santa Clara
counties the territory ° producing
this valuable free is only from three to
eight miles wide. It grows in clusters,
and is not found like the pine and fir,
in forests of a uniform density. Conse-
quently, many portions of the redwood
territory contain hitile or mnone of the
timber which grows most plentifully
along the deep, moist ravines. The
redwood forests were a wonder to the
first immigrant, who had been accus-
tomed to think a tree threefeetin diam-
eter a giant, and one twice that a fable,
to be told in the same breath as one of
Baron Munchausen’s stories. When
they found trees twelve or fifteen feetin
diameter, with a trunk towering a hun-
dred feet high, without a limb, their
stories were hardly believed and tested
thé crednlity of our eastern friends,
until overshadowed by the discoveries
of their congener, the Sequoia gigantea
of the Sierra Nevada.

Notwithstanding the beauty of these
lords of the forest, the settlers pro-

cecded to chop them down with the |

same ¢agerness that they would shoot a
seven-pronged buck or a statély elk, un-

Or jumber ojtamnea Irom-one or toese
giants. Cne man in the vicinity of
Saratogo built a house and barn and
fenced in forty acres with high rail
fence from a single tree. It was com- ~
mon fo split straight boards twelve feet
long, & foot wide and s half-inch thick,
which counld easily be dressed into sid-
ing for a house. Tt was not uncommon
to cut 75,000 feet of plank from one
tree. Two hundred thousand shingles,
or “shakes,” were often made from one
trunk. When a tree failed to split
Treely, it wasleft to be destroyed by fires,
which were thoughtlessly kindled by
nearly all who worked-in the “forests in
early days, the victims of fire being as
numerous as those of the ax.

At first the destructions of the forests
was limited to such portions as were ac-
cessible to wagons, but as the demand
for lnmber increéased and railroads facil-
itated the carrying of lumber to distant
points, new methods were invented
which made it comparatively easy to
strip the ravines and mountains to the
very heads. This is accomplished by
what is called a “skid’” road.  As thisis
in universal use from the most southern
point of the redwoods in Monterey and
Santa Clara counties to Puget sound,
your readers will be interested in a de-
scription of it. A mill site is selected
as near the redwood groves as the na-
ture of the ground will permitthe build-
ing of a wagon road, the place being
generally were several wooded ravines
converge together. The wagon road i3
sometimes very expensive, being carried
across rocky canyons, or around steep
side hills, involving the cutting away
of buge redwood roots or the blasting ~
out of hard ledges of rock. Some of
these roads are built on declivities
where “getting off the grade”, means a
rough and-tumble descent hundreds of
fect into a rocky guleh below.

The mill being located, then com-
mences the building of a skid road up
the ravine to be first worked out. A
road e¢ight or ten feet wide is made with
a grade as uniform as the ground per-
mits. Sometimes tk  rToadway has to
be raised eight, ten, . perhaps fifteen
feet, with log pens filled with earth.
After the grade is completed the road is
laid with timbers resembling railway
ties, two or three feet apart, and sunk
into the ground the depth of the stick.
At cither end the ties or timbers are
held in place by braces extending from
one to the other, locked in by tenons
and corresponding notches.  Without
these Lraces the first log coming down
the road would be certain to leave it in
Tuing; with them a road will bear the
transportation of logs an entire season,
or until the gulch is exhausted of iim-
Ler. When finished, the road, with its
cross-timbers just abeve the ground, re-
sembles a winding stairway, and the
dense shade of the overhanging trees
gives it & romantic and -enchanting ap-
pearance.

A trip up the stairway a half mile or
less to the scene of active operations
takes the romance out of the scene.
Great trees ave being felled, sawed in
proper lengths, and tumbled or slid
down to the roadway. Generally the
bark is rexzoved from the logs to facili-
tate their sliding. In case the road is
stecp it may be omitted. Cna flat road
the tree must not only be peeled, but
the skids must be greased to facilitate
the sliding of the log train, for several
are fastened tlogether by dogs and
chalns to make aneven run, one log
pulling its neighbor along or holding it
back, as the case may be. A “bull-
whacker,” who has worked I s team of
four yoke of cattle up these :tairs with
his terrible bunch of braided thongs,
now hitches to the frain and starts his
team. If the road is +well constructed,
and he has judeed correcily of the force
of gravity and the resisting friction, he
engineers the train safely to the mill. If
he thinks the logs will slide and over-
take his team, he putsa chain around
some of them, making what he calls a
rough lock. If the trainis too heavy ho
detaches some of the logs, so the cattle
can pull the remaining part.

It re,uires a great deal of experience
and good judgmert to *‘guleh” logs.
Ffometimes with ail due cantion a tram
of logs will start into rapid motion
down the incline. Then the only way
to save the team is to lash them into
a run to keep them before the logs. If
overtaken the teain is likely to be
maimed, crushed and killed Ly being
dragged over the rough road. A good
teamster, who can guleh logs without:
injury to his cattie, gets the highest
wages. Whenanox is innred it is
slanghtered and dressed for beef. Many
of the logs are so large that they have
to Le blasted before they ean be got into
the mill.

A Dietary Blunder.

Most persons might naturally be
aware that the primary object of drink
is to satisfy the thirst, which means a
craving for the supply of waters to the
tissues—the only nuid they demand.and
utilize when the sensation in question
is felt. Wateris a solvent of solids,
and is more powerful to this end when
employed free from admixture with any
other solid material. It may be fav-
ored, as in tea and otherwise, without
impairing its solvent power, but when
mixed with any concrete matter, as in
chocolate, thick cocoa, or even with
milk, its ecapacity for dissolving—ihe
very quality for which it was demanded
—is in great part lest. Lo plentiful is
nufriment in.solid food that ‘the very
last place where we should seck that
quality is the drink which accompanies
the ordinary meal.

Here at least we might hope to be free
from an exhortation to nourish ounr-
selves, when desirous only to allay
thirst or moisten our solid morsels with
a draught of Huid. Not so; there are
even some persons who must wash down
their ample slices of roast beef with
draughts of new milk—an unwisely de-
vised combination even for those of
active habit, but for men and women
whose lives are little occupied by exer-
cise it is one of the greatest dietary
blunders which can he perpetrated.

One would think it was generaily
known that milk is a peculiarly nutri-
tive fluid, adapted for the fast growing
and fattening young mammal—admira-
Dble for such, for our small children;
also serviceable to thosewhose muscular
exertion is great, and, when if agrees
with the stomach, to those who can nob
take meat. For us who ha e long ago
achieved our full growth and can thrive
on solid fare, it isaltogether superduous
and mostly mischievous as a drink,

The Guanaco of North Patagonia.

The guanaco is very similar to the
Nama. They roam the plains in great
numbers and are the mainstay of the
Indians. The weight of a full-grown
one is 350 pounds, and their flesh is
equal to the finest beef. 1he hair on
the old ones is quite long and badly
matted, but on the young it is about
two inches long, very thick, fine and
silky. On the back and sides it is col-
ored, but, the breast is white. The In-
dians cut the skins so that the white
forms some regular figure, and several
of them are rejuired to make a Tobe
about seven feet sjuare. The iribes in
the south of Patagonia salt the skins
and ‘afterward rub them soft, but along
the Plata they tan them by some process
that makes the inside red. They sell
for from §13 to $25. Robes inade from
the skin of the American ostrich are
also to be obtained. These are very
beautiful, the feathers being very thick
and soff,, but they are easily spoiled.

The Oldest Paper in the World.

The oldest paper in the world, The
Pekin Gazette, has lately taken a new
lease of life. This venerable journal,
alone almost in a changeless land, has
changed its form. ZFEstablished in the
year 911 The Pekin Gazette has heen
published regularly since 1351. TUnder
the new arrangement three editions are
published—the first, the XKing-Paon,
printed upon yellow paper, constitutes
the official gazettc-of the middle king-
dom; the second, the Hsing-Paou (com-
mercial journal), “also. printed wupon
yellow sheets, contains information in-
teresting in the trading community,
while the third, the Titani-Paou (pro-
vineial gazette), printed upon red paper,
consists of .extracts from the other two
editions, The total cireulation of the
three issues is 15,000 copies. The editor-
ship is confined to-a committes of six
-members of the-Acadgmy of Han-Lin,
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
