Of this, 1 could have sworn, deliber­

ate falsehood I knew not wliat to 
think. Was it possible I could have 
mistaken the man’s meaning, attached 
undue importance to his words, and 
twisted them into a-significance never 
intended by him? 1 could not have 
done io.

Young Mr. Lamar is'his father’s 
secretary, and so on. in  none o f the 
eases named does the father’s talent 
seem to have been transmitted to the 
offspring.—Philadelphia, Telegram.

From Onr Country Homo.

Bussia boasts o f 1,250,000 goats, most 
ly owned be Jews. 'J'hey are largely 
o f the common sort, though a few  A n­
goras and Cashmeres are raised.

Bemember to save all the coal ashes 
for mulching the ground around cur­
rant and gooseberry bushes next spring. 
W e find this to be almost a complete 
preventive o f injury from the currant- 
worm.

There are now more than 300.000 
persons in England who use the bicy­
cle and tricycle, and the capital invest­
ed in the manufacture of these ma­
chines is §15,000,000, employing 10,000 
men. *

W e should not cease our warfare 
with weeds because the season is draw­
ing toward its close. The plants that 
have escaped our vigilance are now 
ready to seed the ground for an abund­
ant crop next season. Gather and de­
stroy them before they scatter their 
harvest. Surely it is easier to destroy 
one weed now than a thousand next 
spring.

A ll fowls that feather slowly are us­
ually hardy. For instance the Brah­
mas. F or it is owing to the fact that 
tho drain on the system occasioned Ly 
quick feathering does not weaken 
them. Slow feathering while growing 
is indicative o f hardiness.

Among tho more intelligent and pro­
gressive class of porlc-riiisers, there is 
a constantly growing desire to produce 
more lean in proportion to fat than 
the ordinary corn-fattened hog affords. 
This is a good reform in the. grow­
ing of pork, and the favorite breed of 
liogs soon will be the one that has the 
largest proportion of lean meat to the 
amount of fat.

During the season of ICO days last 
year, one hotel at Saratoga paid one 
market hill o f §125,000. Among the 
items were beef 00,000 lbs , mutton 1S,- 
000 lbs., lamb 20,000 lb s , veal 7,000 ihs„ 
pork 1,500 lbs., fish 20,000 lbs., salmon 
0,000 lbs., butter 20,000 lbs., milk 05,- 
000 qts., cream 10,000 qts., poultry 00,- 
000 lbs., game 35,000 lbs., squash 900 
doz., eggs 24,000 doz.

Have you forgotten or neglected to 
cut out the dead wood from your rasp­
berry and blackberry hlants? It  is not 
yet too late to do it. Keep the branch­
es pinched in tp about a foot in length, 
so as to give the cane with its branches 
the form o f a tree. I f  the canes have 
grown so tall that they are in danger 
o f lopping over, they should be staked. 
I f  new plants are desired o f any o f the 
blackcap varieties, cover the tips o f the 
longer canes slightly with soil.

Should a rich man come to you and 
request the use o f §50, at no interest, 
you would he some taken aback by his 
cheek. IIow  much less cheeky is it in 
a neighbor to come and request the use 
o f  some new or servicable implement 
o f yours, that cost you the sum o f §50, 
on which you get no interest, except­
in g  through its service to you ? That 
tool is money to you, and it has none 
but a cash value. Can you afford to 
expend money for the direct benefit o f 
your neighbors? It is not that we 
would deny the value o f an accommo­
dation, but we do say, down with the 
habitual borrower. He is a pest to the 
community. His farming methods re­
flect no credit on himself, or his neigh­
bors. l ie  is in one sense a pauper 
among liis fellows. Let us lend a con­
siderate hand to all, but never aid a 
good-for-nothing, when he can keep 
afloat i f  left to himself. Some people 
have too many life-preservers.

The floor is well dusted 
with lime, and then covered with 
straw cut,up in  a fodder cutter. When 
a week lias-elapsed the floor is scraped 
over clean with a broad Scraper made 
for the purpose, which mixes the ma­
nure, straw, and lime together. The 
whole is then wheeled out into, a yard, 
and put into a heap, where it soon de­
composes, and makes a better manure 
than the droppings alone. As the 
floors o f  the poultry house are o f earth, 
some o f this is scraped up ivitli the 
manure, and- helps- to  improve it by 
keeping it from  -overheating.

Interesting Facts About Eggs.
F ive million dozen eggs are annual­

ly imported from  the Dominion, the 
greater portion from  Quebec and On­
tario. The egg import from Europe is 
also large, hut tlie liens o f the Canadas 
are by far the largest factors in  this 
trade, and the trade increases every 
year. Eggs pay no duty, and when we 
reflect, that this product comes from 
millions o f humble sources—the poul­
try yards o f small farmers—and that 
it is only the surplus that goes to 
market, we may well wonder, where 
and how the billions o f eggs consum­
ed in the United States are produced. 
It is an interest that may he rated at 
many tens of million dollars. Y et it 
is not among the enumerations o f the 
National Census. Let us hope that 
the next census, the eleventh, w ill cov­
er this important field. It  is probable 
that the egg consumption o f our fifty- 
five million inhabitant? is not less 
than three billion a year, at tbe valu­
ation o f from twenty-five to thirty 
millions o f dollars. There are “egg 
trains”  on the railroads o f the north­
ern frontier, and the cities and villages 
of New England draw most o f their 
eggs from the border, to which they 
are brought by the railroads o f Canada. 
The import o f eggs at Ogdensburg 
alone, was valued at one hundred and 
fity thousand dollars for the last fiscal 
year. As many are entered in several 
other collection districts; at Buffalo, 
and in two districts in Maine, nearly 
three times this traffic in imported eggs 
is done. These eggs are taken from 
the original packages, carefully exam- 
imed by -caudle or lamp light, and then 
repacked, the defective eggs being laid 
aside. I f  transportatian is not imme­
diate, the eggs are placed in  cold stor­
age warehouses, where the tempera­
ture is a few  degrees above freezing, 
and there kept until shipped. The 
world must he fed, and while the im­
perial West feeds famishing Europe 
with grain, and the South sends cotton 
and tobacco, the favored people o f the 
United States need not begrudge the 
hard-working farmers o f Canada, the 
contribution they are able to make to 
our needs from their little farms.— 
American Agriculturist.

Yersehicdenlielt.
San Francisco fishermen say the seals 

and sea lions in the harbor must go. 
They consume 44,000 tons of fisli a year 
—enough to supply the whole city.

The popularity of southern Califor­
nia as a sanitarium is such that there 
are over 200 cottages, worth from S000 
to §2,500 -apiece, in course o f construc­
tion in Los Angeles and suburbs.

They are making fun of a lawyer in  
Illinois who spelled Rhode Island “ Bo 
Diland,”  hut there is no excuse for rid­
icule.

It cost §3.22 per 
yard.

o f the 400 women employed in the na­
tional tobacco factory at Valencia. 
Spain, though the disease Taged vio­
lently in that city1, and the Medica 
World recalls that tobacco worker 
were also noticed to enjoy exemption 
from attack during an epidemic at 
Amsterdam.

•Hens like to have their liberty and 
to roam over the garden and fields and 
to select their own nesting places in 
tlie barn or among the bushes or tall 
grass in tlie vicinity o f buildings, hut 
the profits to their owners under such 
circumstances are not always sure to 
be satisfactory. Hens in the garden 
are generally unmitigated nuisances, 
surely so i f  they are your neighbor’s 
liens. . Many persons seem to  think 
that poultry cannot be profitable unless 
they can have, tlieir full liberty, and 
can obtain most o f their living from  
what they can pick up while foraging 
on their own account. But this is a 
mistake. Hens running at large, un­
less closely watched and cared for, sel­
dom pay very well. They often have 
to scratch too hard for their living, and 
wliat eggs they lay1 are largely lost, or 
in-some way wasted. Then the chick­
ens get caught by hawks, foxes or oth­
er animals of prey.

San Francisco papers report the 
death lately in that city, in the most 
wretched state of destitution, o f a well 
known character, Johnny Skae, who, 
seven years ago, was reported to be 
worth ten millions o f dollars. H e was 
employed at Virginia City as an opera­
tor in the California Telegraph Com­
pany when the four bonanza kings— 
Flood,- O’Brien, Mackay, and Fair—

. were developing their operations con­
nected with the silver mines in Cali- 
fom ia ’and Virginia City. They-com­
municated with each other in cipher. 
Skae discovered the key to this cipher, 
and became aware, long in advance of 
every one- else, o f the marvels which 
were to astonish the public. A ll the 
money he could command or borrow he 
invested in shares o f the tw o mines, 
and when the allotment was finally 
settled and public excitement hadsome­
what cooled, it was found that the tel­
egraph operator was worth §3,000,000. 
B ut h ew a sn ot content, and specula­
ted largely in  much less safe invest­
ments, so that When, the commercial 
crash-came soon after i t  quite ruined 
him. i H e disappeared from from view, 
until a year ago, when a policeman in 
San Francisco found him lying in the 
street at night, hopelessly drunk, with 
only a few  small coins.
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Chicago papers are now saying that 
Emory A . Storrs died without money 
enough to pay his lutier.tl expenses.

Goldsmith Maid. the famous trotte-, 
died Seplemiier :U. The Maid was 
sold for SloO, an l afterwards for $10,- 
000, and for a number o f years was 
known as the queen o f  the turf.

There is strong indications now of a 
brush at arms between Russia and 
Turkey. The entire Europe appeal's 
to be resting on a hot bed of coals, that 
needs only a little blowing by some 
crowned head to make it break out all 
over at once.

The new postal cards are beginning 
to appear. Owing to a failure on tlie 
part o f the contractor t * furnish suita- 
able material on the fust lot. nearly 
every o lav it the country was out o f 
cards for a time, and it was then that 
the great convenince o f tlie titti» cauls 
was fully appreciated.

One hundred and seven years ago, 
upon a peculiar and lofty ground of 
vantage, overlooking the Hudson, now 
the historic spot of America, was fought 
the decisive battle of our Revolution.

Then- monument has arisen l Their 
structure Is completed! O . er one hun­
dred and fifty feet a classic shaft arises, 
upon a bluff twice that altitude, and 
overlooking the rare scenery of our 
majestic Hudson.

Wliat Grand Opera Costs in Paris.
The stage of the opera house occu­

pies nearly two and a half acres. The 
sitting accommodation is 2,156. The 
dressing rooms are 334. The stair­
cases number 6,319 steps. The gas 
burners are 9,209. The doors are 1,606. 
The water pipes are four and a half 
miles long. The cords aud ropes for 
managing the scenery, etc., measure 
in all 150 miles. Everything is colos­
sal at the opera, and the cost of build­
ing it amounted in all to $20,000,000. 
The expenses of the theater are enor­
mous. The annual gas hill amounts in 
round numbers to $50,000. The sweep­
ing out costs $8,000 a year, the authors’ 
fees and the droit des panvres—i. e., 
the tax on the receipts for the benefit 
of the poor of Paris—amount to $100,- 
000 a year. These three items alone 
absorb the $160,000 subscription al­
lowed by the state to the managers of 
the opera. The singing artists cost 
$17,000 a month; the artists of the bal­
let, $5,000; the choruses aud corps de 
ballet, $7,000. In  short, the average 
expenses per month are $S0,000, and 
the average receipts $76,000,—Paris 
letter.

The Birthplace o f  Great Southerners.
A  nicely worded paragraph is going 

the rounds of the press under the title 
o f “Henry Olay’s Birthplace.” I t  calls 
it Ashland, Ky., and treats it with 
pathos and feeling. The fact is, Henry 
Clay was not born in Kentucky at all. 
Ho was a Yirginia boy, who first saw 
tlio light in Hanover County, and did 
not come to Kentucky until he was over 
19. The greatest men of both Ken­
tucky and Tennessee have been born in 
other States. Ben Harden, the great 
orator of Kentucky, was born in Penn­
sylvania; George M. Bibb, Tyler’s Sec­
retary of the Treasury, was born in 
Yirginia; and Henry Wattorson, of the 
Courier-Journal, first saw light in 
Washington, D. C, As to Tennessee, 
the matter is still worse. Before the 
war it bad hardly a man of national 
prominence who had been born within 
its borders. Presidents Jackson and 
Johnson wore born in North Carolina, 
as was also J. lv. Polk  and H. L . 
White, who, it will he remembered, was 
a Presidential candidate in the cam­
paign of 1836. Parson Brownlow was 
born in Yirginia, and came to Tennes­
see as a circuit-riding Methodist 
preacher. Felix Grundy, a Virginian 
by birth, had made a reputation and 
become Chief Justice of Kentucky be­
fore be moved to Tennessee, and Hor­
ace Maynard, a rCassaeliusetts college 
graduate, emigrated to Tennessee and 
started life as a tutor. Aaron Y. Brown, 
the law partner of James K. Polk, and 
Postmaster General under Buchanan, 
came into Tennessee from Yirginia at. 
the age of 20, and Sam Houston, Gov­
ernor o f the Stato, Senator in Con­
gress, and founder of the Texas Re­
public, was a Virginian by birth.—  
Cleveland Leader.

Its progress is sub Lie i.ud slow, but 
sure. ‘Give me a liilr.i uni,1 was Archi­
medes’ phrase, ‘and I  can move the 
world.’ Give a political manager one 
hundred active young men, aud with 
tlie results of their work lie can control 
and govern a city. In the city of the 
writer that task is accomplished with 
fewer. Let the earnest young men of 
a  eh locality work logclliev, become 
each one a representative unit of infhi- 
e .ce, gather together the units, conse­
crate their power, and tli y  wii l consti­
tute a momentous govecu'ng force, hav­
ing the virtues without the vices of a 
political boss—the power without the 
license, the use without the abuse, all 
the power for good divorced from all 
its debasement for evil.”

A, raratlise  fo r  Ilest-Seekers—B o a t in g  

Bathing and Blne-Flsliin^.
ICor. Boston Herald.]

From the time when the Horsemen 
visited the place in the eleventh cen­
tury, or perhaps from creation's dawn 
down to the present day, is an tucket has 
always been an island gem in ocean set­
ting.

20,080 FEET IN A SECOND.

G reat Speed G iven  to  P ro jectiles—Seven 
T hickness o f  B o ile r  Iron  P ierced.

’ [New Y ork  Sun.]
A  little man with a dark mustache, 

who stood in the sand out at Sandy 
Hook, dived one hand into his coat sud­
denly and flashed out a metal cartridge 
two inches long. It was packed with 
powder, and had a hole through the 
center from end to end.

“ I f  you lit that,”  ho said, “ It would 
fizz away harmlessly, just like a Fonrth 
of July flower-pot. Watch what It 
does when I let it off in this gun barrel."

A  common smooth-bore, breech-load­
ing gun barrel that the man had bought 
in town for §3 lay in the sand. It was 
just 4 feet long, and had a bore 5-16 of 
an. in ch in  diameter. In front o f it, 
resting right against the mu -zle o f the 
barrel, was. a little square target. It 
was made of nine sheets of boiler Iron 
screwed together tightly.

The 
superiority o f the cartridge over any­
thing that has heretofore been gotten 
np in the same line is the immenso 
power ic imparts to tho pro'ectile, and 
the groat reduction of the straiu usually 
caused upon the gun by the force of 
the explosion necessary to fire a pro 
jeetile. These results are secured by 
arranging the powder so that tho force 
generated at the moment it is ignited 
will be comparatively small, and will 
increase continually' until the whole 
charge is consumed. This arrangement 
starts the projectile gently at first, and 
then imparts to it a gradually increased 
motior, and equalizes the strain upon 
the walls of the gun.

“ To a: complish this, the po .vder, which 
is o f very fine grade, is packed in the 
shell in a solid mass, and then perfor­
ated with the central hole, so that when 
it is ignited by a primer it will throw a 
stream of fire downward through this 
perforation. The stream oE fire ignites 
the powder along the internal walls of 
the perforation, and, as this perforation 
is comparatively small, the volume of 
ga-es generated at first is correspond­
ingly small: but as the combustion pro­
ceeds the fire surface continually in­
creases until the entire mass o f thopow 
der is consumed. By properly propor­
tioning the size and shape of the powder 
cake relatively to the projectile to be 
used,, and to the length o f the barrel 
through which it is to be driven, the 
force exerted upon the. projectile by the 
powder may he' regulated practically at 
will, and so as to do the most effective 
work in any given ease.”

“ Can this principle le  applied to can­
non as well as small arms.'”  was asked.

“ Certainly.”  the little man replied. 
“ All that is necessary is to pierce tho 
solidly packed powder longitudinally 
with a number of holes instead of one, 
and then make corresponding holes in 
the head of the shell, and arrange tho 
head so that tho holes can communi­
cate with each other. This can he se­
cured by the introduction into tlio pow­
der cake perforations of a number of 
tubes projecting rearwardly from the 
cartridge head, so that they will rest 
against the breech-lock o f tho cannon, 
and leave a space between the lock and 
the cartridge head. Tho construction 
insures the instantaneous and sim­
ultaneous ignition of the powder 
perforations at their head. It is 
essential that- the powder cake bo 
hard and dense, so that the fire can not 
penetrate into it, bat will burn only on 
its surfaces—that is. as distinguished 
from cakes made of granular powder, 
which, though solid in form, are gran 
nlar in structure, and burn in all direc­
tions through their mass. This method 
will maintain tho maximum pressure 
uniform all the way to the muzzle; and 
overcome the inertia oE the projectile, 
instead o f applying a maximum pressure 
suddenly before the iuertia of the heavy 
projectile is overcome, and suffering a 
reduction of velocity thereby.

“ "We haven't tested the cartridge in a 
cannon yet,”  the littlo man said, “ but 
with small arms we have propelled a 
projectile 20,080 feet per second, and 
that beats the record for speed, as the 
perforation of the boiler iron plate heats 
tho record in overcoming resistance.”

Cooking: on  tlic  Stagjo.
[New Orleans Times-Democrat.]

A  novelty at a Milwaukee convent 
commencement was an exhibition of 
cooking on the stage. Oil stoves were 
used, and the curtain rose upon a very 
pretty young lady in the act of taking a 
loaf of bread from a tin where it had 
just been baked. Another, e jually 
pretty and expert, put newly kneaded 
rusks in the oven to bake, while a third 
turned her attention to preparing a 
fricaseed chicken.

ENGLAND’S AFRICAN COLONY.

K ick  Soil and  Salubrious C lim ate—"What 
tht» B oers Say o f  It.
[Cot. Lviidon Thnts.]

Big things are done nowadays, and 
done" unnoticed and unknown. There 
are probably not many of the ordinary 
public in England who know that early 
in this good year o f 1885 the Liberal 
ministry added to the English empire 
a new colony or domain equaling Spain 
in area. And yet this was done by a 
simple, unheeded proclamation in that 
never-read publication, The London 
Gazette. I  his newest colony of “ £ec- 
huana,”  or whatever its ultimate tit'e, 
lies in the heart of temperate Africa. 
Its official limits are “ the parts of South 
Africa situate west of the boundary of 
the South African republic; north of 
the colony of Cape of Good Hope; east 
of the twentieth meridian of east longi­
tude, and south of the twenty second 
parallel o f south latitude.”

It Is situated on the great central 
backbone of Africa, and is, for tho most 
part, a plateau of from 4,000 to 0,000 
feet above the sea level, and healthy to 
a degree for Europeans. Entering the 
district from the south, the general 
character of the country is that of open 
and undulating plains, for the most part 
bare of forest trees, but dotted with 
patches o f camel-thorn shrub. This lasts 
for about 100 miles, after which the 
country becomes pleasantly and at times 
densely wooded, except where it is 
mountainous, as in the neighborhood of 
the “ stony’1 towns of the chiefs Ons- 
seitsi and Sichele. The main cause of 
this absence oE trees lower down is the 
enormous demand for Wood created 
when the diamond diggings made Kim­
berly a populous center, using endless 
steam engines. It is commonly reported 
that for ten years every day there en­
tered Kimberly about 1U0 wagons, each 
carrying on the average of twenty trees, 
chiefly cut up in these districts.

There Is much good, rich soil, and In 
all the bottoms Indian corn, millet and 
wheat yield good crops, even under the 
rough and-ready agriculture of the na­
tives. Gvcr all these plains and hills 
there is a capital grass—so much so 
that tho Boors tell one another It is the 
best pasture land in South Africa, a 
fact farther evidenced by the great num­
bers o ‘ cattle and sheep owned by the 
natives of tho parts from time immemo­
rial. until, in recent years, there has 
Lecn wholesale robbery at the hands of 
freebooting white men. But although 
the Boers among themselves are so con­
vinced of tho excellence o f the country 
as actually to name part of it after 
Goshen, that laud o f flesh-pots 
and fertility, and to re.ard the 
whole of the once prosperous native 
territories as a Naboth’s vine­
yard of great price, they none 
the less sedulously propagate, the idea 
that the whole country is valueless to 
any except the hardiest o f Boer farmers, 
'there are even leading statesmen of the 
t ape Colony misled by these interested 
Boer allegations so far as to report offi­
cially that the country is one o f “ dry 
farms”  only, where none but Boer farm­
ers can make a living.

Water supply is naturally the chief 
difficulty, and no doubt along the trade 
roads at certain seasons but little water 
is to be found on tho surface. Kiver 
courses abound, and in most parts good 
water is found at a reasonable distance 
irom the surface. There is a natural 
water supply running through the coun­
try at certain seasons of the year from 
the eastward, but of this the Boer farm­
ers are well aware, and it is one great 
complaint o f the natives that the Boers 
on the Transvaal side have con­
tinually encroached on the headwaters 
o f the rivers on which are situ­
ated the chief o f  the native “ plow 
lands.”  Thera are miles upon miles o f  
real and black soil here, with but few

stones or rooks, at present covered witn 
rich grasses, and, wherevor turned up 
by the natives, yielding excellent crops 
of Indian corn, millet, wheat and pump­
kins. In short, it seems undoubted 
that for agricultural purposes those 
groat treeless plains are.exoellont.

these plains have long been the home 
of pastoral farmers. When Europeans 
first penetrated here they found tlic 
natives rich in o on and tho plains af­
fording, in addition, ample sustenance 
to countless droves oE hartebeest, giraffe, 
wildebeest, claud and buck of all kind.. 
Sheep, goats and cattle all flourished in 
this country. Horses also do well until 
they fall victims to tlio dreaded “ horse 
sicknes's.” __________________

Tho W aters r f  Utah.
[Fostoii Budget]

There is in the extreme north of Utah 
a magnificent subterranean reservoir of 
first-class soda water, bubbling and ef­
fervescing out o f the ground in such 
quantities that all America might be 
supplied. In the extreme south, on the 
road to Orderville, is an exquisite cir­
cular lakelet that is always just full to 
the brim with water as clear and as 
green as beryl. And wherever the water 
overflows the lake’s edge it incrusts the 
ground and the grass and the fallen 
leaves upon it with a fine coating of 
limestone, so that the brim is perpetu­
ally growing higher and higher with 
the imperceptible but certain growth of 
a coral reef, and in course o f genera­
tions the lake will become a concreted 
basin..

Between these two points are scat­
tered all o . er the country springs and 
pools o f the strangest waters. There is 
one pool only a foot deep, and situated 
at a high altitude, that refuses to free o 
even in the severest winters. There is 
another that mysteriously replenishes 
itself with half-grown trout. One 
stream that I saw, though clear as crys­
tal to the eye and tasteless, stains all 
the vegetation it flows over a deep 
brown. A  warm spring near Salt Lnko 
City is the strongest sulphur in tho 
world. A  “ hot spring a few miles off, 
with waters so hot that you can hardly 
put your hand into them, and as bright 
as diamonds, is one of the most remark­
able combinations of chemicals ever an­
alyzed. __________________

Sacrificing; to  tho Shark.
UT.ikuVIp' ia Press.]

Some of tho coast negroes of Africa 
still worship tlio shark and regard its 
stomach as the road to paradise. They 
offer it poultry and goats two or three 
time a year, and at least onee a year 
try to propitiate it by offering a 10-\ear- 
old chilli. The little victim is bound to 
a post in the sands at low water, and, 
as tho tide rises, mingles its shrieks and 
screams with that of its mother until 
the ravenous fishes drag it out of sight.

A  Congo B ur Ini Sacrifice.
[Exchange.]

In his now hook on the Congo coun­
try Henry M. Stanley tells this story o£ 
the Iranian butcheries perpetrated to 
appeaso the gods when a chief dies. Tho 
victims are slaves taken in battle or 
bought for the purpose of religious 
butchery:

“ The mourning relatives finally se­
cured fourteen men from the interior, 
and, being notified by tho villagers that 
the execution was about to begin, M. 
Yangcle and his friend proceeded with 
a few of their men to view the scene. 
They found quite a number o f men 
gathered around. The doomed men seen 

- were kneeling with' their arms bound 
behind them in the neighborhood of a 
tall tree, near the top of which the end 
of a rope had been lashed. A  number 
of men laid hold of the cord and hauled 
upon it until the upper part of the tree 
was bent like a bow. one of the cap­
tives was selected, and the dangling end 
of the rope was fastened round his neck; 
the tree sprang several inches higher, 
drawing tho man's form up, straining 
the neek and almost lifting the body 
from the ground.

“ The executioner then advanced with 
liis short broad-1,laded falchion, an i 
measured his distance by stretching his 
weapon from the position he intended 
to strike across the napo of the neck. 
He repeated this operation twice. At 
the third time he struck, severing the 
head clean from the body. It was 
whipped up in tho air by tlio spring of 
the released tree and sent rebounding 
several yards away. The rcmaiuiug 
captives were dispatched one after an­
other in like manner. Their heads 
were unfleshed by boiling, that the 
skulls might decorate tlio polos around 
the grave. The bodies were dragged 
away and thrown into the Congo; 
the soil saturated with the blood was 
gathered up and buried with tho defunct 
chief.”

The C onsum ptive P orta l.
!f l i i  -ap) News.]

It has long been held that, inasmuch 
as consumption gathers the greatest 
number of victims between the ages of 
25 and 85 years, mankind must he more 
susceptible to tho disease between the 
ages o f 25 and 35 than at other times of 
life. A  writer for 8'cience has made 
plain the fallacy of this reasoning by 
calling attention to the fact that while 
it has been customary to reckon the 
mortality of each period of life as a 
fraction o f the entire mortality for all 
ages the reckoning should be made on 
tho basis of the entire number of living 
persons of the particular ago tinder con­
sideration. That is, i f  we would deter­
mine what per cent, of persons between 
25 and 35 years of age die of consump­
tion, we must compare the number of 
those who die at that age with the whole 
number of those of that age, not of all 
ages, then living.

The results of estimates made in this 
manner by au eminent Prussian seien- 

i tist shows that the theory that a man 
after having passed his 35th year 
gradually acquires an immunity from 
consumption is false. Indeed, the 
figures show that a man’s liability to 
death by this disease increases steadily 
from the period between 10 and 15 years 
of age until he is 70 years old, when it 
falls off rapidly decreasing as the years 
accumulate.

A  similar estimate concerning women 
| shows that they are more frequent vic­

tims to consumption during childhood, 
but that during the third decade and 
thereafter their liabilityfco disease di­
minishes.

The court­
house cost §275,152, the money for 
which was raised by a lottery, which 
was drawn in Alexandria, Va.

Chicken coops are 
more common on the roofs of d wellings, 
and in the thickly populated portions of 
town your neighbors’ cocks wttken you 
at daylight with reminders .of St. Peter.

ITis Success as a R a ilroa d  B u ild er III Soiltli 
A m erica.

(Cor. Philadelphia Press.]
According to onqof tlio monuments 

of the spirit of American energy and 
enterprise, albeit embodied in a man of 
doubtful reputation, is the railroad that 
connects Mollendo, a port of Pern, ivith 
Lake Titicaca. Ibis lake is the liigliest 
body of water in the world, lying in a 
great basin between two ranges of the 
Continental Cordilleras, 15,000 feet 
above the sea.

On the bosom of this wonderful lake 
is the island—the Eden Of the western 
world—where tradition says Jlaneo 
Capac and Mama Capae, tho Adam and 
Eve of the Inca race, were born. From 
this little garden sprang a race that has 
never been surpassed in industry and 
will always furnish the most interesting 
topic of study antiquarians and philoso­
phers have ever known. Here are the 
magnificent temples and palaces which 
Prescott describes with such a vivid pen 
and which Pi-arro stripped of their 
treasurer.

The man who built the railroad was 
Harry Meiggs, the partner of llalston, 
the California hanker, who drowned 
himself in the Golden Gate; the friend 
of Flood, O’Brien, Mackay, Sharon, and 
one of the princes of the golden era of 
’49. Bret Ilarte has written of him, 
and Mark Twain has used him as a text. 
He committed forgeries in San Francisco 
years ago, and when his crime was dis­
covered, took a boat and rowed out into 
tlio bay, as Ralston did twenty years 
afterward, but, instead of jumping over­
board, he climbed upon the deck of a 
schooner, purchased her, and sailed 
away from the scene of his remarkable 
career.

He went to Chili first, and then came 
to Peru, bringiug much of his wealth 
and all o f his irresistible energy which 
he applied to the difficulties that had 
staggered this country, and overcame 
them. From Ecuador to Patagonia, 
through Peru, Bolivia and Chili, his en­
terprise extended, and tho result is a 
scries of railroads at right angles with 
the coast, connecting the interior of the 
country with the seaports, and giving 
the estates and the mines in the moun­
tains, the sugar haciendas and the ni­
trate beds, easy outlets to the ocean. 
He sent back money to California, to 
reimburse those who had lost by his 
forgeries, with good interest, hut re­
mained there till he died, one of tho 
richest, most influential and famous 
men on the coast.

W est In d ia  Sea Shells.
[New York Sun.]

“ Conch shells,”  said Thomas F. Mc­
Carthy, commonly called Tommy Shell, 
pointing to a pile of them lying under 
his awning at Burling slip and South 
street, “ come from the hays and beaches 
of the West India islands. These pret­
tiest ones are gathered at the isle of 
June. The native beach-combers, who 
gather them, are called eonks. They 
find them near the shore, where the 
water is about four feet deep. They 
bring the shells to Hew York in their 
own vessels, using them to fill out a cargo 
of fruit. They arrive here only in May, 
June and July. There will be no more 
ships laden with conch shells in Hew 
York this season. The shells are worth 
25 cents a pair, and are extensively 
used in decorating gardens and lawns. 
If they were cleaned and polished they 
would sell for a good deal more.

“ Buttons and cameos used to be made 
from them, but- now jewrelers, with one 
exception that I  know of, have dis­
carded them, and they aro not much 
sought after except for out door decor­
ating purposes. A  while ago there was 
a man in in How York who bought 
them from me and made them into or­
naments. He never took the common 
conch shell, but chose the king and 
queen variety, which are much hand­
somer and more cabinet-like in shape. 
He said the business didn't pay, and 
got out of it. Conch shells, I fear, will 
never be in vogue again for household 
decoration.”

How Flying Fish Ely.
[Cor. Nature.]

An excellent opportunity of observing 
the aerial means o f propulsion in the 
flying fish was afforded md during a 
six days’ calm lately when crossing the 
hay of Bengal. I  watched day by day 
some hundreds rise tinder the hows of 
the Ship. The water surface Was a 
glassy calm. As each fish rose it spread 
its wings at once, apparently heating the 
surface with them two or three strokes 
before they steadied out. I say appar­
ently, for it was not a definite beat so 
mn h as a struggle to rise. The tail 
Which, of course, under water was in 
rapid motion to escape from the ship,

. now gave ten or a dozen rapid beats, 
which could be counted by the ripples 
on. the still surface, and the fish was off 
in aerial flight.

As each fish lost the impetus of the 
first rise, which generally happened at 
about forty yards, the binoculars- 
showed us the anal fins,, which had till

fiow'teen fully extended, drooping to 
feel tho water. As soon as the surface 
was felt the tail was introduced and 
five or six smart strokes, also indicated 
by ripples, brought the impetus up 
again and carried the fish about another 
thirty yards, when another droop sent 
it on again, and so forth, some o f  the 
older fish traveling in this way 400 to 
500 yards. The younger fish frequently 
fell ’ awkwardly in this attempt to re­
gain impetus. "When waves are run­
ning it requires a clever fish to gain im­
petus by a few judicious strokes on the 
crest of a wave, and many a fish tum­
bles over in the attempt.

I once saw afiph rise close to the ship’s 
quarter, and it flew parallel with the 
ship, pursued below by a dolphin or 
bonita. The latter followed .every 
sway of the flying fish, keeping almost 
under it. A t the’  first dip of the tail 
the pursuer made a dart forward, hut 
missed it, and again dogged its prey by 
keeping just under it. On the second 
dip the tail wont into tho pursuer’s 
mouth, and there was an end or tho 
flyer. It always struck me that it 
seemed a strain on the fish to keep the 
Wings extended.

Chinese "Who D rag Carriages.

Trot, trot, trot, along the smooth, 
sunny but bamboo shaded high road, I 
have a littlo leisure now to observe these 
astonishing rickshaw coolies. They 
•wear the enormous traditional mush­
room Chinese hat, suitable in case 
either-of boating rain or fierce sun, un­
der which are tucked their hard-plaited 
pigtails - f o r  even a coolie would feel 
himself disgraced were he minus a pig­
tail. They are bare-footed, bare-legged, 
bare-armed, and wear just sufficient 
rags to save themselves from the charge 
of indelicacy. Their skins are sallow, 
their Mongolian faces are pinched, their 
stature is small, their limbs seem atten­
uated and loosely put together.

And yet these demoniacal-looldug 
wretches, whom to call “ brethren”  is 
indeed a heavy demand on our charity, 
throw’ themselves forward into the 
shafts and drag their carriages with 
their passengers, who may he ten or 
may be twenty stone, not at a walk or 
a shuffle, or an amble, but at a good 
round trot at about six miles an hour. 
They neither flag, punt nor perspire, 
but keep up this pace for two or three 
miles at a stretch. Would not the most 
renowned European athlete or pedes­
trian he but. a feeble coney in compari­
son? Moreover, these coolies have to 
content themselves at the end of their 
journey with 5 cents—a cent is a  frac­
tion le. s thau a halfpenny. They exult 
if they receive 10 cents, and consider 
the donor an ulter fool if he gives them 
15 cents.

The Temple to-day comprises two of 

the four great iuns of court—Lincoln’s 
Inn, Gray’s Inn, Inner Temple, Middle 
Temple—which, taken collectively, con­
stitute the backbone of the legal polity 
of England. Fen Jonson describes them 
as “ tlio noblest nurseries of humanity 
and liberty in the kingdom.”  They are 
all o f groat age and the recipients of 
rich revenues. The income of the Mid­
dle Temple alone (not the richest of tho 
four) from the single item of rents is 
alout 13,000 pounds sterling yearly. 
All the inns of court are unincorporated 
Voluntary societies.

In our modern nomenclature the 
name “ inn”  may seem a strange one for 
an institution of learning, but the term 
is a literal rendering of the ancient title 
hospitia applied to them in the I atin 
records, as distinguished from public 
lodging-houses tdiversoria). Each inn 
consists of a hall, a chapel, a law li­
brary, a set of rooms for"the benchers 
and a large number of houses divided 
into small suites known as “ chambers,”  
and occupied chiefly by barristers, solic­
itors and students, though tenancy is 
not restricted to these classes.
