The Michigan Soldiers’ ITome Cowm-
missioners, at a recent session at
_Grand Rapids,changed the site for the
Home from the east sids of the city to
one mile north of {he city, on Grand
river. The grounds have 200 rods of
water fronf, and are said to be much
better than the first selection, and will
be donated by the city. The plans for
the building have been adopted. The
building will be 238 feet {ront by 112
feet deep, the main part four stovies
and the wings three stories, and is de-
signed to accommodate 100. The cost
of the building will be about 3100,000.

-

A GOOD REPUBLICAN MAJORI-
TY IN THE LEGISLATURE.

The returns from Ohio ratber sur-
prised both the Republicans and Dem-
ocrats. Belore the election the former
claimed the State by aboat 8,000 plu-
rality, while the latter elaimed it by a
plurality of 15,000, vet the returns
show that it has gone Republican py a
plurality of anywhere from 15,000 to
23,000, and that the legislature will be
Republican by a good majority, thus
insuring the ve-election of Hon. Jolm
Sherman to the United States Senate.
There were four tickets in the ield,
Republican, Democratic, Greenback
and Prohibition. The election was for
State and-county oflicers, for thirty-
seven Senaters and 110 Representa-
tives of the General Assembly,and upon
four amendments to the Constitntion—
one changing the State elections from
October to November, and one chang-
ing the term of office for Township
Trustees. )

The following is brief sketeh of
Judge Foraker, the successful. candi-
date for Governor:

«Joseph DBenson TForaker was born
near Rainsboro, Ilizhland county, Obio,
on July 3, 1846. During Ins Loyhood
he worked on a farm. At the age of
16 he left this employment and enlist-
ad as a private in the eighty-ninth
Ohio infantry. Ile served with the
third division of the fourteenth army
corps in the army of the Cumberland
until the close of the war. On Aug.
26, 1862, he was appointed a sergeant,
and was made a first lieutenant March
1.4, 1864. IIe was breveted captain ‘for
eflicient services during the campaign
in (Georgia and North Carolina’ on
March 19, 1865, and when his regiment
was mustered out he was serving as
aid-de-camp on Gen, Slocum’s staff. Ie
participated in all the Dbattles of the
Cumberland, excepling Chickamauga,
at which time he was employed in de-
tached service. -

At the close of the war the young
soldier became a student at Salem ae-
ademy, Ross county, Ohio, and in the
fall of 1866 entered Ohio Wesleyan
aniversity at Delaware, as a freshman.
Ie remained there two years, and then
enfered Cornell university, where he
was graduated in 1869, in the first class.
In the fall of the same year he was
admitted to praectice at the bar in
Hamilton county. He was supervisor
of ‘elections in Cincinnati in 1876. The
next year he was the Republican can-
didate for common pleas judge, and
though unsuccessful, ran ahead cf his
ticket. In April, 1879, he was elecied
to the superior court of Cincinnati.
ITe resigned this position, after hold-
ing it three years, on account of ill
health. Two years ago Judge Foraker
was the Republican candidate for gov
ernor of Ohio, when he was defcated
by George Hoadly. He wasmarried in
1870 to a daughter of ex-Cougressman
Hezekiah K. Bundy, and is the father
of four children.”

OTIIER ELECTIONS.

NEWARK, N. J., Oct. 13.-At the char-
ter election here today, Mavor Haynes,
Democratic, was re-elected by & major-
ity of 350. The Republicans carry all
the other city ofliices and elect nine out
of fifteen aldermen, the same number
of school cowmmissioners and 8 out of
15 chosen freeholders.

CHATTANOGSA, Oct. 18, ~The munici-
pal election here today was closely con-
tested. The entire Republican ticket
was elected by a reduced majority.
Mr. Sharp, late chief inspector of the
postoffice department, was elected may-
or. XNo disturbances occurred.

IxpraxaroLnts, Ind, Oect. 13.—-- A
drizzling rain nearly all day prevented
a full vote being polled on the city
election, notwithstanding the prelimi-

test. As usuoal the Republicans suffer-
ed most from this cause. The official
figures may change the present proba-
bilities, which are that the Republi-
cans elect their Mayor and a majority
of the Counecil, the Demoerats their
Clerk. and a majority of the Board of
Aldermen. The Democrats will have
a majority of one on joint ballot of the
two bodies. The issue was the pro-
posed increase of the saloon tax to
5100, the full limit allowed by law,
and on this the Demoecracy win, as by
their control of the Board of Alder-
men they can defeat it.

Gen. Lee is making a canvass for
Governer of Virginia in his uncle’s
saddle, waving the rebel flag as a
means of rousing Democratic enthusi-
asm. Democratic papers in the North
carefully suppress these facts, but pre-
tend to be dreadfully shocked at the
waving of “the bloody shirt”.—Delroit
Post.

It is a well-known fact that rainy
weather cuts down the Republican
and does not iacrease if it does not di-
minish that of the Demoecrats. But

Rev. C. C. Olds,
chairman of the committee on temper-
ance, made an able report, whieh was
unanimously adopted, sustaining the
well-known views of Bishop Merrill,
as set forth in a letter to the Inter-
Ocean, not many weeks ago; which
received the negative action of the
Detroit Conference, so fur as his allu-
sion to political parties was concerned
It is a wellknown faet that Bishops
Bowman, Andrews and Woodin share:
the views of Bishop Mer:ill against
placing the welfare of the temperance
cause in the hands of a third politieal
party. In Georgia and other Southern
states -where prohibition has made gi-
gantic strides through local option the
question is not made a political issue
at all.—Lansing Republican.

Alfre! E. Moore, of Winsted, Conn.,
made a forty six mile journey in thir-
ty-ive minutes in a balloon, the 21th
of Sepember.

gtill as death.”—~Scientific American.
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The Great Explosion.

The blowing up of Flood Rock, in
Hell Gate, New York, yesterday, was
the greatest explosion -ever produced
An area of solid
granite, nine acres in extent, was de-
stroyed by the explosion of the enor-
mous quantity of 280,000 pounds of
rackarock and dynamite. The force
exerted by this prodigious mass of the
most powerful explosive substance
known was something almost inecon-
ceivalle to the ordinary mind; yet it
had been necessarily carefully calculat-
ed by the engineers.

The work of excavaling and prepat-
ing Flood Rock for this explosion wus
begun in 1875, and has been in pro-
gress ever since. A shaft was sunk to
the depth of sixty feet. Xrom this
small galleries and tunnels at a depth
of tifty feet were carried in all direc-
tions under the reef, until it was thor-
ougbly honeycomed. In these galler-
ies and tunnels, at intervals, were
large chambers. The lengthv of the
galleries and tunnels was about four
miles. The shell of rock left above
them varied in thickness from 10 {o 24
fest. As much rock as was practicable
was cut out and carried away. The
shell was left snpported by 4067 rock
columns, fifteen feet sgquare. In these
columus 3-inch holes were drilled, and
charged with dynamite, TForty-eight
of the charges were connected by cop-
per wires covered with rubber, so that
all would be fired together, as the
shock of exploding these would ex-
plode all the others.

Now that the explosion has occuried,
several years will be spent in remoy-
ing the debris. Then there will be 26
feet depth of water where the rock
island used to rise above the surface,
directly in the path of navigation. It
is estimated that the expense of remov-
ing all debris will be about $600,000.
There now remains fwo other great
rocks to be removed, called Great and
Little Mill rocks. Gen. Newton thinks
that about $1,000,000 will suftice to re-
move these, after whicli all the ancient
terrors of Ilell Gate will be abolished,
and in its place will be a broad and
deep channel, 1, 200 feet wide, with no
obstructions.—Detroit Post.

The lowest possible yield
of eggs per acre is letween $900 and

reeled off, the profits, after deducting
all accidents and expenses, are safely
caleulated at $2,000. These figures
apply to California and the Southern
States.—Pliladelplia Pre s.

attorney, executors, admimstrators or
assigns, to which payment well. and
truly to be made, 1 bind myself, my
heirs, executors and administrators
firmly Dy these preseunts, sealed with
my seal and dated the ninth day of
October A. D. 182s.

'Che condition of this obligation is
such that it the above bound
his executors and adminstrators shdll
on or before the first day of January,
vearly and each year during the natur-
al life of the said and and
the life of the survivor of them, pro-
vide for and deliver to them at the
house where they, the said --— and
, now live, the following articles
of good quality, to wit: Eight bushels
of rye, twenty of corn, one barrel of
flour, twenty bushels of oats, three
hundred 1bs of pork, one hundred of
beef, ten:lbs. of Old Ilison tea, four
1bs. of colfee, twelve 1bs. of loaf sugar,
fitty 1bs. brown sugar, four gallons of

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ENGLISH CARS AND LOCIMOTIVES.

Tha Ympresston: They Make TUpon
American Observer.
[Harper’s. Magazin».}

The first Impression which an Amevi-
can who is experienced in railvoad
teavelimg in his own country derives
from the e.terior aspect of an English
train i3 untfavorable. The cars, as he
must necessarily eall them, seem to be
stmall; they laek, apparently, the weight
and solidity of the Awmeriean passen-
ger coach; the compartments aro
nATLowW, the ceilings low, the
ventilation apparently doubtrul. They
stand upon two, three or more
paics of gaunt hizh ° wheels, to
the axles of which their springs are di-
rectly geared. He misses the little in-
dependent vehicle, the track, or bo.ie,
with its four or six small, compact.
solid-looking, wide-fanged  wheels,
which sustain each end of the car—that
rolling gear which looks so strong, so
adapted to ine.uality of rail or curvve,
so resourceful against disaster, anl so
complete in its ejuipment.

The cars are smaller—there is no
doubt of it. They are narrower and
they ave shorter, and to the American
eye they look even shorter than they

really are, Lecause they have no
pro ccting platforms at the ends,
no overhauginz roof or hood,
but are buckled up close to
each other and their contact con-

trolled by small metal buffers, the
springs of which allow a play of from
eighteon inches to two feet and a half
between car and ear. The Miller plat-
form, the Janncy coupler, the link and
pin-—of all the familiar devices of the
unitel States. there is not one fo be
seen. The brakes: None visible. Nor,
for the matter of thaf, a brakesman.
This in'luential and numerous person
has no existence in 'mgland. Lhere is
not even a rudimentary type of him.
That you do not find him is the first
stern infimation you receive that in
English railroading there are no auto-
crats. The wheels are fitted with
brakes, however, and the trained eye
notes i rnbber hose connection between
the carriages, quite ditferent in its ap-
plication to that known at home, bLut
which nevertheless betokens the air-
brake.

He takes acconnt of the distinctions
of class, and reflects upon his country’s
veiled progress in that regard in che
matter of parlor cars and limited ex-
"press trains. Then he finds that there
are no baggage masters to waft the vola-
tile Saratoga to its doom, as his awn
newspapers would express it. There is,
perhaps, a luggage van or two, cr there
are in the earriages themselves lugzage
compartments according to the way in
which the tran is made up, the length
of  ourney it is to take, or the custom
of the particular line wnder observa-
tion. His final contemplation is perhaps
devoted to the engine, and, if be has
ever given any of his attention to the
Ameri an locomotive, it filly him with
a deep voncern. e recalls the impos
ing splendor of the latter, its comforta-
ble and lo ty cab of oiled and polishe:d
wool, its gay brass bell, the soul-stiv-
ring whistle. the neble head-light and
the cow destroyingz pilot, the great cin-
der-consuming smoke-stack (unless it
be a hard-coal burner, in which case
that feature shrinks to moderate pro-
portionsy, the powerful drivers and
eompact ¢ linders, the eccentric con-
necting rods, all its parts radiant with
the glitter of polished stecl or bur-
nished brass, or decked with appropri-
ate vermilion or emerald green.

In all of these matters the English lo-
comotive compares with if much as a
lawn-mower does with a New York fire-
engine. Ik is a humble, awkward, green
or monochromatic machine. It has
neither polish nor decoration about it.
There is no eab. The engiueer aud his
fireman—that is to say, the engine
driver and his stoker, as they are stylel
in England —perforin their duties with
only such shelter as is afforded by a
board screen in front of them, pierced
by two round apertores filled with stont
glass, techuically kno wn as “'speetacles.”
‘The smoke stack is short and thick,
there is an unsightly green hump on the
back of the Loiler: the cylinders are
under the front of the latter, instead of
on each side before the drivers; the
wheels are all large, and the body of the
engine is perched bigh up above them,
and looks top-heavy and dangerous.

The whole thing is rigid and stil-
looking, and to the observer who has
had to do with the external aspects of
locomotives it is unprepossessing and
unlovely. The practical American en-
gineer whistles thoughtfully as he sur

veys it, and wonders to himself how,

long it would Le bafora he would ditch his
train if he had to run on a new western
railroad with such an engzine.  Where
would he be on a sharp curve, or how
would such running-gear adapt itself to
an unevenly balanced track? The low
center of gravity of the American loco-
motive, the weight distributed well
down between the wheels, the play of
the small, broad flanges under the pilot
truck, and the external gearing of the
driving-wheels, all give the American
engine an appearance of stability which
impresses not only the layman, but also
the expert.

In 18t0, only 1,76¢
men were engaged at the works; this
number had risen in 1870 {o 7,034; now
it is over 20,000, If the women and
children are taken into aecount whose
livelihoo | depends upon the establish-
ment, we find a working class popula-
tion of not fewer than 65,8531 persons,
of whom nearly 24,000 livein the houses
owned by the works.

The various departments of Rrupp's
undertaking number eight, and com-
prise the works at Essen, three colleries
at lssen and Bochum, 547 iron ore
mines in Germany, mines near l.ilbao,
Fpain, the smglting furnaces, a range
for testing ordnance at Meppen, besides
other places. There are eleven smelt-
ing turnaces, 1,342 puddling and reheat-
ing furnaces, 439 steam boilers, and 450
steam engines of 185,00) horse power.

Something About Sunstroke.

Prevention—Don’t lose your slecp;
sleep in a cool place; don’t worry; don’t
get oxcited; don't drink too much alco-
hol; avoid working in the sun if you
can; if indoors, work in a well-venti-
jated room; wear thin clothes; wear a
light hat, not black; put a large green
leaf or wet cloth in 1it; drink water
freely and sweat freely; if fatigned ov
dizzy, knoek off work, lic down in a

cool place, and apply cold water and

cold cloths to your head and neek.

Cure—: ut the patient in the shade;
loosen his clothes abont the neck; send
for the nearest dodtor; give the patient
cool drinks of water or black tea or
black coftee, if i can swallow. If his
skin is hot and dry prop him up, sitting
against a tree or wall: pour cokil water
over the body and limis and put on his
head pounded ice wrappeld in a cloth or
towel. Ifyou can't get ice, use a weot
cloth, and keep fresheming it. 1 ut if
the patient is pale and faint and his
pulse is feeble, lay him on his Lack,
make him smell hartshorn for a few
seronds, or give him a teaspoonful of
aromatic spirits of ammonia or tincture
of ginger in two tablespoonsful of water
In this case use no cold water, but rub
the hands and feet and warm them by
hot applications until the eirenlation is
restored.

A WINDOW ARTIST'S WORK,

How Decorative ‘Craps Arve Lnid to Catch

" the Unwary Dry Goods Purchaser. =

{&t. Paul Pioneer Press.]

Bo thoroughly is window decoration
recognized as one of the necessary
methods of advertising that every large
dry goods establishment employs a pro-
fessional window dresser, and experts
earn from $1,500 to $3,000 per ycar for
this work. A Kansas OCity window

and New York dressers average from
$2,000 to §3,000. The northwest has a
veritable artist—one of the born-not-
made kind- in this popular branch of
decoration, in a gentleman having
the good fortune at an early
period of his career to be the possessor
of a grandmother who devoted
heiself to the cultivation of a flower
gurden and his asthetic taste in the
matter of colors at one and the same
time. So both by inberitance and in-
struction he came info a perception of
the vefined beauties of color combina-
tion which is the basis of his skill in
decoration.

Cne of his earlier exhibitions of this
gift was during the visit of thé Villard
party, when, being given carte blanche
by his employer, he put abtout $20,000
worth of the richest fabries—plushes
that cost $12 per yard and laces worth
$30 per yard—into a triple window. dis-
play that opened the eves of the visitors
very wide indeed, and gave them in-
ereased respect for a community able to
enzourage such lavish expenditure on
its account. During a subsequent visit
to Paris and other European capitals
he made a special study of win-
dow decoration as an art. “‘There was
a modiste’s window in the Boulevard
Hausmann,” he said “where the displays
were changed every day, and I have
spent hours before it, studying color
harmonies that scemed little sbort of in-
spiration.”

This artist thinks that the secret of
the art is congruity. There must be
not only a harmony of colors and pro-
portion of parts, but, as well, accord in
the nature and uses of the articles dis-
played and rclation to the season or
special occasion. For instance, in the
spring he would make his windows airy
and light with the dainty fabries to be
worn m warm weather, summer silks,
cambrics, percales, and the trimmings
to be used therewith; but with the ad-
vent of frosty days he greets the eye
with the comfortable woolens and
darker colors thereto suitable, while
mid-winter finds his display warmed
into luxurious richness wiih furs, heavy
silks and brocades, cut velvet, plushes,
ete. 1{ harrows up his asthetic soul to
be foreced to putin juxtaposition arti-
cles which could nof be worn together
or not in some way related.

“Those embroideries and laces scream
ai each other,”” he said, pointing to the
airy festooned canopy over one of his
displays, “but I didn't have enough
laces of the right width.” Ile hasa
method of his own to make these fes-
toons of lace hang right, rolling them
up in a bundle and tacking his strips at
cither end in an ingenious way. While
these canopies are hardly consciously
noted by the average window gazer,
they have an effect in giving a finish
an:l setting of the main display not
otherwise obtainable. Every artist
knows that the accessories are of almost
as much 1inyortance as the central fig-
ures in his picture. Asked how he
went about “doing” a window, the
gentleman declared that he honestly
couldn’t tell —he ust went in and began
moving things around, and by the
time he had his material well in hand
the design had begun to work itself
out.

Flowers and Courtship in Japan.

In houses wherein reside one or more
danghters of a marriageable age an
empty flower-pot of an ornamental
charvacter is encircled by a ring
and suspended from the window or

This takes place at a time when
he is fully assured thatboth mother and
daughter are at home, and I need
searcely say that neitber of them is at
all conseious that the young man is tak-
ing snch a liberty with the flower-pot
outside their window.

It is believed that a young lover so
engaged has never bzen seen by his
Iady or by her mamma in this act of
sacrilege—at any rate, my friend tells
me that during bhis long residence in
Japan he never heard of any one being
detected in the act or inferferred with
in any way. The factis, this act of
placing a preity plant into the empiy
Lower pot is eguivalent to a formal pro-
posal to the young lady who dwells
within, and this eastern fashion is, as I
think, a most delicate and harmless
way of | roposing to a lady. Theyouth-
ful gardener having settled his plant
to his mind retires, and the lady is free
to act as she pleases. If he is the right
man she takes every care of his gift,
waters it and tends it carefolly with
her own hands, that all the world may
see, in a +word, that the donmor is ac-
cepted as a suitor.

Separating Iron Ore.
{New York Times.]

Herr Wenstrom, a Swedish engineer, .
has invented -a machine for separating
iron ore, apparently one of great utility
as an ad unct to the appliances of iron
furnaces and one of which use can be
found at rolling mills and engineering
works. A hollow cylinder is caused to
rotate horizontally by means of cog-
wheels at its ends. In the center of the
cylinder is a kind of drum of iron bar:
which is made highly magnetic by an
electric apparatus.

Iron ores are fed over the cylinder as
it rotates, and if the fragments ndhere
to it so long as the magnetic action of
the jron drum suffices to o ecr the neces- ¢
sary action, tut fall off on the reverse
side in three distinet heaps according to
their richness. The feeding must b
done very carefully and the ores mnst
first be crushed. The power re nived is
very small. .

GDDITIES OF SALUTATION.

&% Index of Nutional Character—Some
Amusing Formns—Irksome Castoms.

In Spain, “‘How goes
it¥’ and Spanish grandees wear their
hats in the presence of their sovereign,
te show they are not so much subject
to' him-as to the rest of the nation.
Whén the royal carriage passesifis the
rule to throw open the cloak to show
that the person is unarmed. In the
West Indies the negroes say: “Have you
had a good sleep?’ In the sickly dis-
tricts of Egypt where fever was com-
mon and dangerous, they salute by say-
ing, ‘““How goes the perspiratin? Do
you sweat copiously?’ “Is it well with
thees’ and the inhabitants kiss the back
of a superior's hand as an extra civility,
the palm also. ]

Some natiohs séem to consider that
they evince the most delicate atténtion
and respect in their greetings by ave-
moval of some partof their wearing ap-
parel, or by temporarily appropriating
some portion of the dress of the ones
greeted. The Ethiopian will take the
robe of another and fold it about his
own waist, leaving bis friend but seant-
ily clad, ‘while the Japanese . Temoves .
his slipper when “he meets ‘a superior;,

sxclaiming; - “Hurf ~me ' not,” and

Other salutations are of so complex a
nature that this form of politeness is
most decidedly irksome and can only be
nequired after the most assiduous prac-
tice. Speaking of the customs  of the
inhabitants of an island in the straits
of the sound, a French traveler tells us
that “they raised his left foot, which
they passed over the right leg and from
thence over his face.” He, however,
omits to enlighten us whether he had
received previous instruction and train-
ing before taking part in this singular
proceeding; but the effect on a middle-
aged gentleman of aldermanie propor-
tions in performing such an acrobatie
salutation oThand would mnot, one
would imagine, be unattended with
awkward resnlt. Although not so diffi-
eult of accomplishment the inhabitants
of the Philippines are lovers of a some-
what complex attitude in their saluta-
tions, which consist in bending the body
as close as possible to the earth, placing
the palms of the hands on the cheeks
and then slowly raising one foot in the
air, with the knees beunt.

Edelweis in Mild C.imates. 3
[ altim re Su-.]

Writing on the subject of edelweiss
Mr. Buriridze, of the Trinity college
botanical gardens, DIublin, points ouf
that ihe plant is easily grown in Ing-
lish gardens from seed. 1t is sown in
common garden earth in a cold frame,
and when large enough each little plant
is placed ina small pot in a mixture of
loamy carth and old lime rubbish; or
the plants, he says, are equally well
pleased by a mniche in a sunny rock
garden, provided asupply of their favor-
ite lime rubbish or old mortar be af-
forded them. Contrary to the gener-
ally received opinion, the edelweiss is a
plant of extremely easy culture from
seeds as here directed, and, further,
zood rresh seeds of it are quite readily
obtainable from the usual sources of
seed supply.

Grological Epochs.
{Xaturas.}

AL Faye has promulgated the follow-
ing hypothesis regarding the relations
between the geological epochs and the
stages of the terresirial cosmogony.
The history of the earth he dividesinto
six stadia. 7The first is that in which
the earth was a glowing ball. The see-
ond he -ealls the antezoic period, in
which total darkness supervened on the
extinetion of the earth’s glow. The
third is the primary period, during
which there was a feeble illumination
from the sun which was just then com-
ing into existence. During the second-
ary period the sunlight went on in-
creasing as the sun itself grew larger
and assumed its proper shape.

In the fifth stadium, which is that of
the tertiary period, there was complete
solar illumination, and the sun soon at-
tained the maximum of its activity,
while in the last stadium, that of the
quaternary period, there has been a
slight diminution of the solar activity
(rather surmised than demonsirated),
accompanied by the disappearance of

' @very cosmogonic influence and the es-

tablishment of perfect stability in al-
most all directions. Oscillations in the
earth’s crust and feeble voleanic mani-
festations are almost the only instances
of cosmogonic change still observable.

An Interesting Discovery.

An interesting discovery has lately
been made at Sidon. Some natives who
were excavating for -stone, after pene-
trating throngh the alluvial soil, dug
through a deposit of blown sand six
meters in depth, below which they
found a stratum of earth containing
fiint and stone implements, fragments
of coarse red pottery and other objects,
among Wwhich a clay whistle may be
noted. Ifis clear, therefore, that the
Phoenician city-of Sidon was preceded
by an older settlement, whose inhabit-
ants were still in the stone age.
