The Michigan crop report for Qcto-
ber, issued from the oflice of secretary
of state, is made up from returns re-
ceived from 777 correspondents repre-
senting 625 townships. The number

of acres of wheat threshed up to about
Sept. 26, in the southern four tiers of
counties, as’shown by the records kept
by threshers, was 240,231, the yield
from whick was 5,203,083 ,bushels,; an
average of 20 85-100 bLushels per acre.
The number of acres threshed in the
northern counties’was 16,786; yield
892,599 bushels, averace 19 8-100 bush-
els per acre. The yield per acre in the
southern counties Is 17-100 of a bushel
more, and in the northern counties 2
22-100 bushels less than reported. On
this basis the probable total yield in
the state will be 30,837,361 bushels,
Wheat in stack has been; considerably
damaged by rain. Comparatively few
stacks have wholly escaped injury. No
attempt has been made to accurately
estimate the amount of damage done,
but it is quite certain that in numer-
ous instances thelloss from this cause
will very nearly equal the extra profits
anticipated from an exceptionally large
yield. To the questior, which variety
of wheat has given Lhe highest yield
per acre, 231 correspondents in the
southern four tiers of counties answer
Clawson, §6 Fultz, 36 Egyptian, ¢ Lan-
caster, and 57 answers are divided be-
tween 22 other varieties.

In the northern counties the
Clawson leads all other varieties. The
average yield ol oats as far as thresh-
ed is 36 62-100.

ver sown this year is reported at 87

per cent. Corn is estimated to yield 67

bushels of ears or about 33 bushels of

shelled corn per acre in the southern
counties and 50 bushels of ears or
about 29 bushels of shelled corn per
per acre in the northern counties.

_ Potatoes are 78 per cent. in the
the southern and 90 per cent. in the
northern counties. There is very gen-
eral complaint of heavy loss of potatoes
by rotting. Winter apples will yield
about one-half of an aversge~Lansing
Republican.

WIn.m:As, In this competitive age,
time is a very valuable element in eve-
ry business transaction, a greabamount
of which is yearly wasted in the extra
time spent by jurors, witnesses, county
officers and others in doing the crimi-
nal, eivil and personal business of the
county, which could be saved to the
tax-payers by a more convenient locd-
tion of the county seat, and which, if
estimated at the ordinary cash value,
would,in a short time, be fully sufii.
cient to build all the necessary county
buildings in solid form, with all the
necessary improvements, and

WneRE4as, It will become an una-
voidable necessity for the county of
Berrien to build a new court house in
the near future, (the only thing that
can justly excuse the Board of Super-
visors from af ‘present inaugurating
the preliminary measures necessary to
the performance of that duty, is the
heavy bonded indebtedness of some of
townships of this county,) and the
cost of a new ccurt house, built on the
present inconvenient site, would be in-
creased at least 25 per cent, in conse-
quence of the increased cost of the
transportation of the mnecessary puild-
ing material, over the cost of the same
if delivered at a more accessable place.

What the Supervisor’s Did.

Besides the regular routine business,
they appointed John M. Glavin, of
New Buffalo, to enforee the fishing
laws of the state, that refer to the
catching of fish in-Lake Michigan, in
pound nets. This was done in conse-
quence of the report of the committee
appointed last June to investigate the
manner in which the fishing business is
being conducted, that they found six-
teen-pound nets belongng to residents
of other states; that they were set as
close as forty rods from the shore, in-
stead of one mile, as required by law;

to be living worms; which he suspected
were introduced with the water into the
cooler, not with the ice. Ubon melting
some of the ice alone, the worms were
still ot served, and the water submitted
for examination was some that was thus
obtained.

i rofessor I eidy was surprised to find
a number of worms among some floc-
culent sediment, mainly consisting of
vegetable hairs and other debris. Be-
sides the worms, there yere also imma-
ture Anguillulie, and a number of Roti-
fer vulgaris, all living. It would ap-
pear that these animils had all been
contained in the ice, and had been lib-
erated on melting. It was an unex-
pected source of contamination of drink-
ing water that Professor Leidy had pre-
viously supposed to be improbable.

Herr Soberg, o Swedish engineer, has
produced anew explosive which he calls
*romite,” and with which expcriments
have iust Leen made at the fortress of
Waxholm. 71he manuafacturer claims
that the explosive may be manufactured
without any elatiorate machinery; that
it cannot explode even when closely
confined, except when united, and that
it cannot free e,  While its strength is
very great, its costis small. The ex-
periments were carried out with a
breechloader discharging shells to a dis-
tance of 1,0 0 yards, all the shells ex-
ploding with great effect; the blasting
operations were enfirely suceessful. A
number of engincers and military of-
ficers witnessed the experiments, which
were declared highly satisfactory.

Inooulntion in India.
[Gentleman’s Magazine,]

Inoculation has been practiced from
time immemmorial in certain regions—
as a religious rite—but not universally.
Vaceination of the natives was intro-
duced in 1864, and the only objection
that ean be urged against it is that it is
giving rise to a very serious difficulty
by removing one of the most potent
checks to that overpopulation which is
threatening India as the most serious
evil of Pritish rale. In a large district
north of Allahabad where neither inoe-
nor uaccination is  prac-
ticed, 95 per cent. of  the
population are marked, and *‘in the lan-
guage of the country each small-pox
marked case representsa death from the
disease.”

The growth of public opinion among
the natives during the last twenty
years of vaccination experience is curi-
ously shown by the fact that at fivst, in
villages under the inspection of o li-
cers earrying qut the female infanticide
act, only the girls of high caste were
brought to the vaceinators. XNow this

is changed, the boys are vae-
cinated and the girls left un-
vaceinated. The explanation of
this is that among the castes

in question the family dishonor of hav-
ing unmarried daughters is decmed so
great that female infanticide has only
been suppressed by stringent legislation.
When vaccination was first praeticed
the pre,udice against it was so decided
that the girl infants were offered in ex-
pectation of its fatal results, but in-
stead of this “‘the Loys in these families
were swept o in numbers by small-pox;
the girls lived.” Here was a selective
experiment of peculiarly instruetive
character, the variation in the relative
number of -the sexes being so easily
determined.

Wear and Tear of Gold.

fAl. G. Mulball in Contemporary Review.}

The annual loss of gold, by attrition,
vhipwreck, fires ete., is very small, not
quite two tons, or 250,000 pounds ster-
ling. According to Jevous, gold coin
loses 2 per cent. in 1060 years—that is,
147,000 pounds sterling per annum on
the actnal amoant, 736,000,000 pounds
sterling. The loss by shipwreck cannot
possibly bte higher than one-sixth of the
ratio of loss in a sea-borne merchandise
—say, 2 pounds sterling forevery 1,000
pounds sterling shipped; and the quan-
tity of sea-bone gold in 1871-80 as aver-
aged 50,400,000 pounds sterling per an-
num, the Joss by shipwreck would bhe
101,000 pounds sterling. If we allow
32,000 pounds sterling for loss by fires,
we make up a total wear and tear of
280,000 pounds sterling, or two tons, the
existing stock being a trifle under 11,-
000 tous.

MecCulloch used to reckon for jewel-
ers, loss, wear and fear, etc., about
one-fourth per cent., which would be
nearly 4,000,000 pounds sterling a year
of our present stock. The ‘‘consump-
tion” by jewelry is probably even more
now, but this nowise affects the ques-
tion of a yossible gold famine, since the
jewelers consumption goes to swell the
uncoined reserve. It would appear
that eighty years ago the uncoined re-
serve was betfer understood than fo-

usé—for manufactures and coin. If
there’ is a deficiency of coin the plate
will be melted and coined. If there iy
a superabundance of coin it will be
melted and manufactured.”

SPORT IN THE ADIRONDACKS.

Deer-Hunting with Tanoce and Lantern—
Urinazing Down a Buck.
fAd'rydacks Cor. Philadelphia Press.]

Cne quiet night a companion and my-
self were detailed to go out upon the
lake and bring in a deer for the pur-
pose of replenishing our supplies. We
departed in different directions, each
having in the bow of his boat a crude
lantern, manufactured on the spot, in
which was tucked several candles, and
behind which was tacked a broad piece
of hemlock bark for the purpose of
throwing the occupants of the boat in
the shade. 1 was seated immediately
behind this lantern in the Low of the
boat, while the guide was sitting in the
stern with a paddle. The stars were
shining brightly when we left the camp,
and my guide paddled so noiselessly
that I could not hear a ripple. I could
not see the guide from my position, and,
as not a word was spoken, I was to all
intents and purposes alone.

_‘Lhe boat crept along near the shore of
the lake, the lantern lighting up a great
path before us, and as we proceeded
everything assumed the most fantastic
appearance. The great forest trees,
their monstrous trunks, fallen logs,
stumps broken in the hurricane, piles of
rock, clusters of shrubs, occasional
masses of tall grasses, all presented a
wild and ghostly sight as we moved
slowly along. The silence was oppress-
ive, broken only by the cry of the dis-
tant loon, the hooting of the owl and
the barking of wild beasts far off. We
must have foated this way nearly two
hours without seeing a deer. I imagined
a hundred times that I heard the foot-
steps of a deer on the bank, or saw his
eyes glistening among the bushes.

i was becoming cramped in my posi-
tion, as I could not move an inch, my
gun retaining the same position
1 gave it when we started, and still we
glided on noiselessly: The guide now
makes the first sound, which resembles
the low purring of a cat. I knew by
this that game was near by, but I coygld
see nothing as the big lantern in front
of me shut the deer entirely from my
sight. My gua was in readiness, how-
evet, and soon the boat swerved a lictle

to one side, which enabled me
to see upon +the bank a mon-
sirous buek standing as though

he had attempted to flee, but had
turned his head for a parting look at
our light. His fore feet were upon a
higher bank, which made him appear
even more large than he was. His head
and antlers were carried with the dig-
nity of a sovereign; his _eyes gleamed
like two monstrous diamonds.

1t was a magnificens sight for a hun-
ter, and one that I ¢can never forget.
As-this was my first deer hunt, 1 had
asked my guide before leaving camp
what point I should aim for, and he
told me to strike the deer just above
the shoulders. When I fired my gan
the explosion blew out the lantern, and
we were left in inky-darkness and si-
len e. *‘t.id I hit him?” I enquired.
i think you did,” was the reply. We
pushed rapidly for the shore. and in a
moment the guide was standing over
the prostrate deer and ripping his
throat open with a huge knife. In a
few moments the carcass was stowed
away in the boat, and we were sailing
ifor camp Ve found our companipns

.asleep in their sardine box, from which

we aroused them and ordered them to
help drag the deer into gcamp.

PROFICIENCY IN RIFLE PRACTICE.

The United States Army Gun —Efliciency
of the Piece—Five Forces.
[Cor. St. Louis Globe-Democrat.]

Any intelligent man, with ordinary
attenton and perseverance, will find
that he can, after a little practice, hif
an ob:ect the sive of the present mid-
range tavget at 400, 500 and even 690
yards with a degree of- accuracy that
will positively astonish him. 7The guns
are all right nowadays, and will shoct
straight enough if they ave held prop-
crly and sighted correetly. It is, in nine
cases out of ten, the man behind the
gun who is responsible for the crovked
shooting of the weapon. Xost
warlike nations have adopted repeating
rifles, or, as they should be more prop-
erly called, magazine guns. Ouvrs is the
exception, and I suppose we can not,
therefore, be classed among the warlike
nations of the earth. Other countries
seem to give but little attention to the
individual, merely strivingto get the
finest and most destructive rifles manu-
factured, only to place them in the
hands of the stupidest of men. Now
with our own little army, although we
have no magazine gun regularly
adopted, yet so thoroughly drilled is
the soldier in the handling of his piece
that it becomes a most destructive
weapon in his hands, even though a
single-loader, and I do not believe any
army of the size in the world, however
armed, could stand up briore us ai any
reasonablz range for any length of
time.

The United States army gun is the
Springfild military rille, caliber 45, and
has the ordinary front and rear plain
open sights, which enable it to stand
the roughest kind of usage on the front-
jer, and yet be always ready for in-
stant service. It wouid be a mistake to
put other than plain open sights on a
service rifle, as the wear and tear of
active service would before long knock
any other kind to pieces, and soon ren-
der a good rifie as worthless for shoot-
ing purposes as an old piece of gas-pipe.
Perhaps finer results could be gotten at
longer ranges with elegant peep and
globe sights, such as are in common use
at Creedmore, Walnut hill and other
crack ranges; butb the sights for the re-
cruit and soldier should be something
that he could not easily disarrange even
if he tried to do so; and the Springtield
rifle is now blessed with just such sight-

-ing attachments.

If civilians or any others inferested
in the subject conld te present at any
of the government rifle-ranges (and
there is a target range at every fort,
arsenal, and garrison in the country),
ke could then see for himself officers
and soldiers alike, almost any day dur-
ing the target season, knocking out

&r, but rather a cnrve somewha;
sharper at its ending than in its begin
ping half.

A great
deal of the poor shooting of our modern
rifles can be traced directly back to de-
fective ammunition.

By defective ammunition T do not
mean poor powder and poor lead, bub
the mistake which ismade in not having
sufecient powder and mno more, only
enough to drive a bullet of a certaix
weight through the air true to the mark.
Many cartridges have too much powder
for the weight of thelead, while others
have not sufficient. The present service
cartridge, which is composed of seventy
grains of quick powder and a bullet
weighing 500 grains, comes nearer to
the true qualification of a perfect car-
tridge than any heretofore adopted and
used by the government. ’

Every physician knows that bacteria
12 to be found swimming along their
fatal way in_the veins of patients in
typhoid, scarlet, puerperal, and other
fevers, to say nothing of small-pox, dip-
theria, mneasles, septicxmia, and the
rest, that they are of material sub-
stance, and that they propagate each
after its kind and not affer another,
showing active force and individual ex-
istence. This individual existence and
continuing active force, In fact, is seen
to exist in the earliest and most minate
form of life, in the initial atom of bio-
plasm, as one may say.

The old distich in relation to the great
fleas that have little fleas “to worry
and to bite ’em, while little fleas have
lesser fieas, and so ad infinitom,” if
possibly vulgar, is certainly true, and
shows that the idea of the animal para-
site is not at all a novel one. Even the
litile fiy has his parasite, that may be
observed when he dies on the window-
pane, and hangs glued there in a tiny
fuzzy mould.

To avoid this parasitical growth, or to
destroy it, then, demands our best ef-
forts, let us find it where we may; and
regarding it as a malevolent and malig-
nant enemy, it is something curious to
see that the cleanliness which is next to
wodliness is its only exterminator.
Plenty of water, then, plenty of sun-
shine, plenty of air—the great cleansing
processes of mature—will be our safe-
guards against our general enemies, the
especial enemy needing still more ese-
cial measares.

Even the pres-
ent small door will probably be nailed
up, and the entrance be made from wn-
derground, so as to have no break in
the symmetry of the lines.
