Vaecine Viras.

In 2 cowhouse at the side of the old
turnpike road, in the quaint village of
CosCob, Ct., two calves can be seen al-
most any day strapped to a beach, their
feet sticking up in the air and lots of
quills protruding from their bodies.
Around the room are raizors, knives,
bundles of quills and ropes. A manis
usuallyin attendance. This is a vac-
cine factory, one of the first establish-
ed in this country. The quills remain
for a short time in theflesh of the
calves. As soon as they become filled
with mucus—vaccine, as itis called—
they are pulled ont, sealed upair-tight
and in time do duty all over the world,
finding their way to Germany and Au-
stralia. Some people imagine that the
calves are killed by the process, or.are
injured so as to be unfit for use. This
is not the case, but it is claimed that
they are made more healthy by having
these sores, for that is all the harm
done to them. They seem to suffer
very little; and after a few days frisk
about as lively as ever. Calves of two
colors are preferred at the factory—
white and red—and only strong and
healthy ones are selected. “Oftentimes
people come to the factéry to be vac-
cinated,” said the attendant:to the re-
porter. “They are so afraid they won’t
get the right stuff—pure calf vacecine.
T am not adoetor, and the doctors don’t
like it very well; I just take this
knife I cut the ealves with; so I cuf
the arm as I cut the calf. I pull out a
quill from the calf "and puf it in the
cut or seratch. They smile, take a
look at the calf and go home sure that
it'’s took.”—New York Herald.

On paying a visit the polished Jap-
anese must, on enteving the house,
kneel on the matting at the door of
the gues room, “with the back not too
high,” place both hands on the mat-
ting,. with the thumbs and index fin-
fiers togetber and bow—that is croucl
Jower—rvespeet fully and repeatedly,ask-
ing after the health of the visited and
his family, it heis an intimate, If
not. he will malze his bows in silence.
When the host—who has meanvwhile,
and also kneeling, drawn back the
slides which form the room door—asks
the visitor to enter, he should make
several refusals, saying, “This is quite
sufficient; please do not mind.” 'This
decorous, humble, <eprecating demean-
or, of which the short sighs or “ughs”
form part, is known as kenson—-a term
takon from the Chinege, whose ancient
philosophers reckoned it among the
most valuable of the {rue virtues. It
is one of the notes of the true kunshi,
or superior man according to Confu-
cian ethies. When at last the visitor
is prevailed upon to come in, the form-
er obeisance is repeated inside the
door. These forms, of course, have
their orvigin in the immemorial custom
of sitbing, squatting, and reelining on
the floor in the total absence of chairs
or other seats.

Washington Corvespondence.
XNov. 16, 1883.

Probably no member of the Cleve-
Iand Cabinet is so little known to the
public as the Seeretary of War. Mr.
Endicol was a long tinie making him-
self felt even in Washington. Ilis or-
der sending certain oflicers to their
regiments, and his brief struggle with
General Sheridan were the only inei
dents of his official career until the
contest for the DBoston Collectorship
began. No sooner had his State’s in-
terests come up than Seecretary Endi-
cott showed all the eagerness of a par-
tisan to control the spoils. In present-
ing Mr. Saltonstall he dwelt on his de-
scent, his high position, Low he had
never been a partisan, and lastly, urg-
ed his standing with the Independents.
He played upon the President's well
known faith in fthe Mugwumps, znd
perstuaded him to pass by the Demoe-
racy of Massachusetts. The Seecretary
of War is much elated overhis: victory.
He has now the cotract of carrying
Massachusetts next year for the Ad-
ministration as the fulfilment of pled-
ges given in the Saltonstall case.

Secretary Endicott’s Washington res-
idence is the one formerly occupied by
ex-Senator Pendleton, who is now
Minister to Germany. It is a hand-
some house on Sixteenth street, and
during Mr, Pendleton’s oceupaney was
famous for its hospitality. If Mr. En-
dicott keeps up its reputation, so-long
maintained by the wealthy Ohkio Sena-
‘tor, he will have a good deal on his
hands besides his official duties. Mr.
Pendleton alwavs gaveone formal din-
ner a week during the seasonm, and
rarely ever dined without a few spé-
cial guests. .And then his hounse was
always open upon two or fhree even-
ings every week.

The members of the Cabinet who
will not entertain extensively are See-
retary Lamar, Attorney General Gar-
land and Postmaster General Vilas.
Secretary Lamar is living in ratber
.modest bachelor gquarters upon the
sixth floor of the Portland Flats, and
can do little beyond giving an oceas-
ional dinner fo some of his friends.
Mr. Garland refuses all kinds of invi-
tations. He makes no calls and re-
ceives none except on business. He is
especially opposed to dinners. Mr. Vi-
las is: keeping house, and is said to
have an. independent fortune, but his
house is foo small for large entertain-
ments.

There probably never was a Cabinet,
Minister or public man bere, who had
50 many houses furnished and kept up
as Secretary Whitney. He has an ele~
gant one in the most fashionable guar-
ter of New York, another in Lenox,
Mass, one out in the country here be-
yond Georgetown lheights, and the
Freylinghuysen mansion in this city is
being fitted up for him. While-the
last mentioned is being prepared, the
Secretary bas taken a furnished house
on Massachusetts avenue,

Senator Logan has bocglit and fitted
up for a permanent home an old man-
sion-on Meridian Hill near this city.
Mrs, Logan has put a great deal of old-
fashioned furniture into if, that has
made it look very quaint and home-

hung up blankets made by the Navajo
Indians as portieres.

SotTH BEND claims to he the frst
city in the United States to successfully
operate an electric street railway. The
Tribune of last Saturday thus explains
the arrangement:

“The first thing is a large engine
house, containing three dynamos for
generating the current. In this case
they are run at a high rate of speed by
water power. From these a cuirent is
sent through a large copper wire sus-
pended over the track, .
The current completes its circuit by
means of a wire extending from the
large copper wire to the car, where it
works an electric motor, which fur-
nishes the motive power to the car
wheels. It goes from the wheels to
one of the tracks, whence it finds its
way back to the engine house. To
make this track a perfect conductor
strips of brass arc laid under the joints
of the rails. The motor is in the bot-
tom of the car, and as the car goes along
the track the connecting wire follows
by means of an ingenions little deviee
called a ‘traveler, which slides along
the big eopper wire. The motor con-
veys the power to the axles of the car
by means of chain and gearing. The
speed is regulated by a device placed at
each end of the car. It consists of a
small eylinder, on the top of which are
two eranks working horizontally after
the manner of the ordinary street car
brake, only they are not quite so large.
One of these handles regulates the
speed and the other the current. If the
driver desires a speed of four miles an
hour he places the speed handle at a
certainnotch. Then in order tostart the

letting on the current or turning it off

at pleasure. Thehighestspeed allowed

by the regulator is eight miles an hour.

The covers had been taken
from the fomr gayly painted pillars or
talont posts that stood at the corners of
the central square in the room.

The dead Indian sat upon the floor hs
if alive, was covered with a blanket, ex-
cept his head, which wore a_crown, and
near by stood his mask and some other
fixtures. Iis face was painted with red,
and there was nothing ghastly or death-
Iike in Lis look. Wec remained for somo
time, and were kindly treated. I was
told that the singing, shaking of rattles,
and beating of sticks on the floor con-
tinues all night, and that when the timo
comes for cremating, the body is usually
taken out through the opening in the
roof—never through the front door—and
carried 1o the funeral pile. ’

Although we were in attendance next
day at 10 o'cloek, we were too late to
sce the initial proceedings, for we met
il » mourners with their long sticks ro-
torning from the fire, and when wo
reached it, beyond the rauch on tho
beach, the hody was nearly consumed.
A rile of wood, lavge sticks four or fivo
feet long, had been laid uwp, corn-cob-
house-wise, and a smaller pile put in~
side, c¢n which the body, wrapped in its
Dlanket, was Iaid. Logs were then
added above the body, crossing others at
the corners thus produced, and a few
Indians in attendance used long poles to
keep the burning stieks in place; somo
women were scated in the grass not far
away. Therewas no odor, and completo
decorum and decency 8o far as behavior

vas concorned.

Still, I believe, some of the mission-
aries combat the eremating custom,
which I think worthy of perpetnation.
After ihe body is Durnt, the ashes ave
£rthered and put ip a box or trunk, and
doposited with the * personal possessions
in the tomb, which is erected over a spob
in iheir cemetery, and consists of a small
square wooden house, the four sides of
the roof running up to a peak; these toy
houses, six to eight feet high, are gayly
painted, and present a really pictur-
csque appearance. I tried one day fo
make my way throngh an old part of
their cemetery, but I found myself in o
under-~
growth , and could make no headway.
The old dead houses werefalling into de-

. eay, and cverything inside them had
© been stolen or perished, and grass and
. weeds grew uwp inside almost to the

house roofs. The canoes of the dead,
that had been hauled up by the houses,
had also rotted; ravens croaked on all
sides--it was almost dismal and funereal.
—{Sitka Cor. American Register.

Ircland’s National Emblem.

The shamrock, which i3 the emblem of
Ircland, is not known Ly its flower, but
by its leaves; it is a little trefoil, as is
clover, but is very rare Iin England and
Bentham,
in his “Dritish TFlora,” says that
Oxalis acetocella, or wood sorrel, is
ihe original shamrock; it hasa pale pink,
almost white, flower, which is said to be
very plentiful iIn woods in April. He
also states that purple Dutch clover

" (Prifoloum repens), which we all know

so well, is now accepted as the sham-
rock. The tradition runs that St.
Patrick, when preaching in Erin, gath-
cred a shamrock and used it to illustrate
the doctrine of the Iloly Trinity.- From
this circumstance the trefoil has become
accepted as the national cmblem of the
Tmerald isle.—~—f{Exchange.

Seismic Trouble Ahead.

M. Delaunay, of Paris, predicts thad
carthquakes on a grand seale will occur
next year cither when the carth’is under
the Inluence of a planet of the first
rank, like Jupiter, or under that of 4
group of asteroids, or at a time when
the sun and moon are nearest to our
planet simultaneously.

I cannot bo trespassing on
sacred ground, for does she not belong
to us? when I tell you she is young and
pretiy, with Dblack, lustrous cyes, and &
Per\'mling air of refinement and delieato

the mamner bornz Of cowrse Mark
Twain know when he was a pilot on tho
Mississippi that it was Dbut one of the
vieissitudos of his vavied career, as was
also his after exporience in mining
camps. Doubtless he had an idea of &
wife even then, which he found real-
ized long afterwards in this attractive,
high-breed girl of Elmira, N. Y.

e follows Stuart Mill and many of
our own illustrious men in saying that
ho owes his success in life to his wife.
Ii is a delight to see her happy eyes
dance as merrily as any one's over the
quaint speech and irresistible stories of
Dor husband. And then their threo
children, each one with so much indivi-
duality—such  gentle reproductions of
their mother. They already write as
naturally as they talk. Notwithstanding
{h-ie frequent letters and the telegrams
Mrs, Clemens eagerly veads, nothing
could keep her long away from them.
This vistb is almost her first separation
from them. Mr. Clemens said, “My
wife ean trust Providence just about
forty-cight hours—no longer.”

Tlow can I tell you with what enjoy-
ment we sab avound the room; some
thrown carelessly on the wide lonnges or
lying on cushions and rugs before the
L:re, all listening to Mr. Clemens, whose
genial flow of charactevistie speech,

unlike any one we cver heard,
would be reswmed if we 1o~
belled at his pauses. Ile some-
times smoked his corn-cob pipe,

for no one objects to tobacco ab “Care-
away Cottage,” while he walked about,
drawing out the best portraiture of all
classes and conditions of men. He re-
called scenes in the mining camps, or in
the Missouri town where bhis father as
sheriff rcconstructed the town, and his
mother as private executor of family law
administered the whippings at home.
IIis brother ravely did anything wrong,
but if he did the punishment was in-
ilicted on the mischievous member, 2s
ihe mother seemed to think nothing of
{he kind counld eome amiss with theclder
son.

There is no inclination to take and
keep the floor in Mark Twain, TIc
laughed as heartily and enjoyed as
cagerly the contributions of others in
the circle {o the general conversation as
it he were not the very quaintest, droll-
¢sb man in all owr land.

Iwas especially amused at a little
history cf the clder child: The parents
discovered that she was secretly writing
a life cf hor father; at nicht they stole
tho infantilo MGCS., while the lilliputian
authoress slept.  hMark Twain, with fruc
sense of fun from that on, posed hefore
his historian  with reference to her
sizing him up in her manuseript; in one
cE the chapters they filehed the mexi
night they found something Jike this: “I
suspect 1ather knows that I am writing

his  life, for lhec acted to-day
as if he kncw I was writing

about him,” and then she went on to
write commeoents on her father's habits,
something ahout her impression ihat
sinec her mother had Imown him there
was a decided improvement in his usc of
strong language. All this from a grave
little woman of perhaps 10 ycars scems
very droll, with Iis telling. {Mbs.

ThisIlaw
requires that the word “limited” chall
always be printed or written or painted
in conncction with the name of the cor-
poration, 10 warn the public thai
tacy mut Jouk to the corporation only,
and nct to the stoctholders, for ths pay-
ment of corporation debt.

One is stiil on
exhibition; the other has been sold to
the duke of Devonshire, and will be
rlaced among the thousand and one
curiosities and ravities which adorn hig
more than regal mansion at Chatsworth.
