John Whitfield’s Wife.
John TVhitfielil was one of those 

men who involuntarily remind us of a 
noble old Newfoundland dog; chival­
rous to women, gentle to children, and 
repelling all petty annoyance with a 
patience that really had something 
heroic in it. Old merchants with 
shaven chins, who carried umbrellas 
and rode to business in the omnibus, 
called him “sure”. Young merchants 
who drove to their offices in cabs, and 
thought they were paying commerce a 
compliment, called him “slow”. Peo­
ple generally believed him to he a 
bachelor, yet he had nothing of that 
undeveloped, withered, selfish look 
about him which is usually character­
istic of the single state.

A  SRbstitnte for tlic Hot-Beil.
Those who cannot conveniently have 

a hot-bed may grow a sufficient quant­
ity of plants for the family garden in 
shallow boxes placed in front of the 
window in the kitchen, or any other 
room in which a fire is kept Make a 
light box o f a length equal to the width 
of the window, about eighteen inches 
wide, and four inches deep. Bore a 
few small holes through the bottom 
for drainage, but do hot push the shav­
ings out of tlie holes. Eill the box 
with line rich soil, and place it across 
two chairs, or upon a bench in front of 
the Window, Plant the seeds in rows 
running crosswise.

Early cabbage, cauliflower, tomatoes, 
pepers, and egg plants need to be start­
ed in such a bos: q r ln  a hot bed. Gar­
deners used to think that celery plants 
should be started in tins way also, but 
of late we believe tliat the seeds of 
this vegetable' are usually planted in 
finely prepared beds in tbe open ground.

The Number of Divorces.
There are’ people who have worked 

themselves up into the belief that in 
an average shipload of husbands and 
wives nine-tenths of them would he 
glad of a chance of separation, especial­
ly if there was a possibility of some­
body being killed off and got out of the 
way. They say, “See the number of 
divorces.”

• Food or Exposure.

With cat­
tle there is not supposed to be a very 
great loss o f  vitality other than to 
maintain tlie machinery of life and 
motion. This is supposed to be about 
2J3 per cent, of the weight—hence this 
amount o f food is used in the economy 
of nature for this purpose. The in­
crease or decrease in this per cent 
must depend upon conditions, under 
which the animal is kept. I f  per 
cent, are the normal conditions, then 
exposure will increase the cost in a 
regular proportion. Getting poorer is 
a visible result of this arithmetic 
which it would seem any farmer could 
figure out, and readily subtract from 
his profits.

Some were for fu­
sion or die, and others could not have 
fusion choked down them. They have 
had enough of it. On the whole, the 
prospect for doubling teams with De­
mocracy is not encouraging.

The State Board of Equalization for 
this State, consisting of Lieutenant 
Governor, Auditor General, Secretary 
of State, Treasurer and Commissioner 
o f State Land office, will meet August 
10, next, to adjust the assessed valua­
tion of the several counties for the tax 
o f the next five years.

In the labor troubles at East St. 
Louis, Friday, resulted in the Deputy 
Sheriff’s firing into the crowd with 
Winchester rifles, killing four persons 
and wounding two, one a woman. 
Their only provocation was that the 
crowd was hooting at them. The 
shooting looks very much like cold­
blooded murder.

The free coinage o f silver dollars 
would throw the twenty or more per 
cent of profit now taken by the govern­
ment into the hands of thehonanz 
mine owners, hut as the bill was de 
feated it is interesting to know that of 
the 1GS votes against it, TO were by 
Democrats and 03 by Republicans, and 
o f the 12G for the hill, 97 were by Dem­
ocrats and 29 by Republicans.

James C. Happle, the Democratic 
Senator of Hamilton county, Ohio, one 
of the number from that county who 
hold their positions by fraud at the 
elections, has thrown his party into a 
coniption fit by resigning. He could 
not stand it to have the figures of his 
fraudulent election thrown under his 
nose so often. There are three others 
whom the committee will most likely 
resign in due time,rand the four places 
be filled by the Republicans who were 
properly elected.

Ex-Speaker Randall remark - on the 
floor of the House, that he believes the 
Civil Service law to operate against 
Democrats and in favor of Republi­
cans,, and for that reason he wantsthe 
law' repealed. The fact that the ex­
aminations must he made impartially 
and without reference to politics what­
ever, the best fitted having the prefer­
ence, makes a frank acknowledgement 
of inferiority, from good Democratic 
authority.

It is now affirmed that the President 
proposes to get even with the Senate 
for rejecting his appointments by not 
appointing any one to the places until 
after the adjournment, though the 
statutes require appointment as soon 
as practicable. Of course lie can easi­
ly evade the letter of the statutes by 
not finding it practicable to appoint 
any one. A s quite a number o f those 
rejected by the Senate belong in the 
category of ballot-box manipulators, 
vote-stealers, crooked workers, embez­
zlers, ex convicts, and immoral persons, 
it remains to he seen how much capi­
tal Size Ho. 19 will make out o f it. 
Obstinacy sometimes is a good useful 
thing, hut it may he carried to such 
an extreme as to be very dangerous. 
Besides, what will the mugwumps say 
When they find such pinks o f political 
propriety as Chase and Pillsbury still 
holding on to their offices, though they 
have been rejected as unfit even by 
some o f  the Democrats themselves ?— 
Chicago Tribune.

The F irst Step.
Section 4,7 iG of the United States 

Statutes provides that “no money on 
account of pensions shall bo paid to 
any person or to the widow, children, 
or heirs o f any deceased person who in 
any manner voluntarily engaged in 
or aided or abetted the late rebellion 
against the United States,”

Section. 3.4S0 provides that “ it shall 
be unlawful to pay any claim winch 
accrued or existed prior to the 13 th 
day of April, 1801, in favor o f any per­
son who. promoted, encouraged, or in 
any manner sustained the late rebel­
lion.”  It  Is further provided that “no 
pardon heretofore granted or hereafter 
to be granted shall authorize the pay­
ment o f  such account, claim, or de­
mand until this section is. modified or 
repealed.”

In the last Presidential campaign 
and in the one proceeding, a great 
many conservative citizens expressed 
the feat- that if the Democratic party 
secured the control of national affairs 
that a way would he opened to settle 
or pay the old claims of ex-Con feder­
ates against the government and to 
provide pensions for the men who 
wrere disabled while fighting iu the 
armies opposed to the government. 
This fear was hooted at by the Demo­
cratic leaders, and every stump speak­
er of prominence put himself on record 
in the denial that anything so unreas­
onable Would he thought of by the 
Democratic party. This, however, did 
not quiet the fears of the people in the 
Vest, but it seemed to have some dif­
ference in States like Hew York. 
There were men there who had been 
Republicans, and who had been earn­
est Union men, who ridiculed the idea 
of there being any danger in that di­
rection.

It appears, how'ever, that the House 
Committee on the Judiciary has rec­
ommended the very thing that the loy­
al people feared the Democratic party 
would do. That is to say, the commit­
tee has instructed Mr. Oates to report 
favorably his bill to repeal the sections 
of the Revised Statutes referred to 
above. The Democrats on this com­
mittee are Tucker, of Virginia; Ham­
mond, of Georgia; Culberson, o f Texas; 
Oates, o f Alabama; Rodgers, o f Arkan­
sas; Bennett, of North Carolina; Col­
lins, of Massachusetts; Seney, of Ohio, 
and Eden, of Illinois. The Republi­
cans ou the committee are Taylor, of 
Ohio; Parker, of Hew York; Ranney, 
of Massachusetts; Hepburn, of Iowa; 
Stew-art, of Vermont; Caswell, of V is- 
consin. The Chairman o f the commit­
tee is Mr. Tucker, and it will be seen 
that it is essentially a Southern com­
mittee recommending a measure to re­
peal a law that discriminates, against 
ex-Confederates.

This is the first step in the Demo­
cratic platform. IE the laws specified 
are repealed the way is open to such 
legislation as the Democratic majority 
in Congress may please to take. Just 
what will be the next step it is not 
easy to say, but the first one is a long 
stride toward accomplishing what the 
loyal people o f tills country have be­
lieved that the Democratic party 
meant in the end to accomplish. If 
these laws are repealed, the claims of 
all those who took up arms against the 
government or who favored the rebel­
lion may he presented and paid. The 
repeal of the laws will, in short, open 
the gates to all of those who hold 
chums for damages against the govern­
ment for the effort it made to preserve 
the Union.—-Inter Ocean.

The W orld 's W heat Supply.
Statements derived from official 

sources place the total wheat product 
of the world hist year at 2,100,000,000 
bushels, Of this aggregate Europe is 
credited with raising sixty per cent, 
largely in Russia. British India pro­
duces fourteen per cent. The export­
ing countries altogether raise almost 
one-half of the total of the world’s pro­
duct. The separate figures are given 
as follows: Great Britian. 82,000,000;
Russia, 209,000,000; Chili, etc., 25,000,- 
000; Australasia, 37,000,000; India, 
288,000,000; United States, 357,000,000; 
and Canada. 35,000,000. Total, 1,033,- 
000,000 bushels. That is about twice 
the size of the largest wheat crop ever 
raised in this country

visible supply oE the breadsuffs in this 
country gives totals for wheat and 
flour:

These figures do not include stocks 
in the hands of farmers. The state­
ment shows that there is an ample sup­
ply on hand to meet every demand 
that will he made on our surplus.

These totals of the crop of the world 
show that there is far from being an 
over-production of wheat, and that 
there is; no likelihood of any such 
thing happening. The enormous ag­
gregate given is, after all. hut a bushel 
and a half to each inhabitant in the 
world for a year's supply, while the 
consumption of the English speaking 
people alone is about five bushels pet- 
head per annum. If, theD, all people 
should be induced to use more wheat 
for food, double and treble the largest 
total product ever reached could he 
consumed for bread and seed. The 
value of wheat before It was moved 
last year was equal to §1 per head for 
the entire world’s population. Evi­
dently, there Is yet room to develop 
trade and open the way to dispose of 
all the wheat surplus -it is possible for 
the United States to produce.;—Detroit 
Tribune.

The recruiting of the Mormon 
Church still goes steadily on, notwith­
standing the general legislation against 
Its cardinal principle of polygamy. A  
band o f over 200 converts will leave 
Liverpool for Utah on the 17th Inst, 
and two other pilgrim bands will start 
from the same port for the mecca of 
lust during the month of May.—De­
troit Tribune.

SOME FACTS ABOUT TH E  HINDOOS.

Synopsis o f  a Missionary's le c tu re  on 
T heir Beliefs and Characteristics.

The Rev. Dr. H. L. Scudder, lecturing 
on India, said the Hindoos had two great 
beliefs. One was the doctrine of fate and 
the other the transmigration of souls. 
According to the former man was a mere 
puppet, for with them everything was 
Settled by fate and everything was the 
result of what they termed the decree of 
the head. If a Hindoo did a had tiling it 
was fate that impelled him, and lie had 
to do good or ill as it was decreed.

The doctrine of transmigration was the 
hardest thing to get out of their heads. 
They believed that a good life here 
meant an exalted birth and high station 
in the other world. If a man lived a 
mixed life here he would come hack as 
a man again, hut if his life were totally 
bad he would come hack as a tree or 
mineral. Their code prescribed a special 
birth for each sin. One who stole grain 
would be bom a rat, if he stole fruit he 
would be bom a monkey, if he stole from 
a Brahman he would he bom over again 
1,000 times and each time take the form 
of a sxiider. There was no escape from a 
predestined birth.

The Indians were noncommittal, but 
very inquisitive and loquacious to a de­
gree. "When one refused to talk he be­
lied his race’s record. Their form oi 
reasoning was analogical, and, like all 
orientals, they preferred Simile. Many 
of them were possessed of great meta­
physical acumen. They were the great­
est liars on eanh, and could lie one out 
of almost any belief. They were sunk in 
i-ice to a low degree.

The worship of snakes was quite com­
mon, and they believed the cobras had a 
separate world to themselves. Snake­
charming 5vas d hereditary profession, 
and they lured cobras from their holes 
to destruction by playing softly on a 
flute.

The 5vomen were weak and 5-icious 
and by nature unfaithful, hut 5\-ere pos­
sessed o f great lingual flexibility, being 
able to out-talk their liege lords at will. 
Ho language could describe their degra­
dation. AYomen there had but one god, 
her husband, an d her only religious act 
was to be his slave.—Chicago News.

To-morrow (old Christmas Day) is the 

eighty-fifth anniversary of the birth of 
Myfyr Morganiog, archdraid of the Brit­
ish isles. Wales has never been without 
its representative of the gwyddon (chief 
baxd or laureate of Britain), whose duty 
it was to sing with his harp that ancient 
tune known as “The Monarchy of Brit­
ain” before the army on the e\-e of its 
entering upon a campaign.

1 HEW WHITE HOUSE.
A PRIVATERESIDENCE T O  BE BUILT  

FOR T H E  PRESIDENT.

X h c  E a rly  H i s t o r y o f  th e  F lvst N utional 
llnU sling in  A m erica —D esigned  A fter  
a  .Dublin I'nI-ice—Its  A ttem p ted  D e­
stru ction  b y  Dvitlslv Soldiers.

Y?a s h ix o t o x ,  April G.—Senator Morrill’s 
bill, winch has been reported favorably by 
the senate, and is likely to pass both houses, 
is designed to furnish the president an appro­
priate dwelling place. The pro ent W hite 
House has long since been inadequate to the 
demands o f  a  president’s residence. Out of 
the thirty-one rooms in the building, there is 
but one room  on the first floor, the family 
dining room, and six chambers on the second 
floor are all that is IcEt for  the use of the 
president's family. The rest are devoted to 
the requirements of official receptlons, and to 
the executive offices.

This is a very different state o f  affairs to 
the days of that good housewife Mrs. John 
Adams, who used to have lines summing 
from  ouo pile o f lumber to  another in the 
Fast room, and liang the clothes there to dry 
on wash days.

The president's house has been the scene o f 
more changes, and business o f  importance 
to the welfare o f  a  greater number o f  people 
has been, transacted within, its walls during 
the past eighty-six years o f  its existence than 
in any building in the world. It was the first 
public building erected in  Washington. In 
March, 1792, the commissioners having 
charge o f the new- capital city advertised in 
the Now Y ork  and Philadelphia papers “ for 
a plan fo r  a president’s house to  be erected in' 
the city o f W ashington/’ offering as apiTze for 
the competition the liberal sum o f §500 for the 
accepted Mesign. The successful one among 
the fifteen applicants was James Hoban, a  
young Irishman. He pleased the commission 
ers so well by  his talent that they gave him a 
large salary to  superintend the construction 
o f  the house. Hoban’s plan, it  was after­
wards found, was not such an original con­
ception as they at first supposed, for he 
closely copied the plan o f  Duke o f Leinster's 
palace at Dublin, so that the present White 
House is almost a duplicate o f that palace.

The above sketch o f  the “President’s  pal­
ace,”  as it  was then called, has b  -en handed 
down to ns from  those days. A  fitting ac­
companiment to it would be  this extract 
from a  description o f the city b y  John Cot- 
ton Smith, at that time member o f  congress 
from Connecticut He wrote: “One wing o f 
the Capitol only had been erected, whi -h, 
with the president's house, a mile distant 
from it, both constructed with white sand­
stone, were shining objects in dismal con­
trasts with the scene around them. Instead 
o f  recognizing the avenues and streets por­
trayed on the p’ an of the city not one was 
visible. The Pennsylvania avenue, leading, 
as laid down on pap. r, from_tlio Capitol to 
the presidential mansion, was nearly the 
Whole distance a deep morass covered with 
elder bushes, which w ere cut through to the 
president’s hou e.”  Here is a contrast with 
the Pennsylvania avenue of to-day.

THE PRESENT WHITE HOUSE.
In 1T92 the com er stone o f  the White 

House was laid, and though the neighboring 
hills o f Maryland and Virginia were full of 
excellent marble they were unaware o f it, 
and a  sandstone from a Virginia quarry was 
used in, the walls o f the building. This sand­
stone was afterwards found to be such a poor 
building material that it  became necessary 
to give it each year a coat of thick white 
paint to keep it from  crumbling away. The 
house is lTOxtli feet in dimensions.

The original White House cost about §250,- 
000, and when John Adams and his family 
first occupied it, but six of its rooms were 
furnished. In 1SI4, on the invasion of 
the city by  the British troops, President 
Madison fled, from  the city to a place of 
safety in Maryland, but his wife, Dolly Paine 
Madison, remained to fulfill an engagement 
for a dinner party which she had made, not 
believing that the British would reach the 
city before the next tiiiy. While the guests 
were assembled at the banquet a servant 
rushed in, with the startling mtc-lligence that 
the enemy was on Capitol hill. Then there 
was a s-ampei-. The guests fled in all direc­
tions and half an, hour later the Briti-k 
soldiers were iu the house. Finding a glori­
ous dinner spread in the east room  they re­
galed themselves first, then pillaged the house 
and set fire to- it. The wines which the 
soldiers found In abundance at the deserted 
feast so fired their brains that they made a 
bunglmg job  o f the inc ndiary portion of 
their raid and but little damage was done to 
the building. It was not until 1S17 that the 
house was restored.

When General Jackson was president in 
1S29 the grand portico was added, with its 
Ionic columns, which add such a grandeur to 
the building. Sin- e “ Old HickoryV’ time no 
other important change has been made In the 
building, except refurnishing and its annual 
coat o f  paint, These expenses, together with 
the original cost o f the building, foot up to 
nearly §500,009.

THE SITE TOR TIIF SEW PRESIDENT S HOUSE.
The site for the new oiuKung proposed by 

Mr. Mon-ill’s bill is located directly soutn or 
in  the rear of the present IV into House. A n  
appropriation of §009,009 is asktd to begin 
the erection o f  n building precisely similar to 
the prescut one and to be connected with it 
b y  a broad corridor, the new building to l.e 
used as the president’s private residence and 
the old one fo r  the executive offices.

While the bill is before congress there will 
lie considerable chafing of the members advo­
cating it, on tile ground that they are only 
the ones who possess the ‘ "presidential bee’ 
and are voting to feather their future nest

THE SALVATION A.ffMY,
WHO PURPOSE CARRYING OUR CIT­

ADELS OF SIN BY STORM.

A n  In te rv ie w  W ith  Gen. M oore, C om ­
m a n d er  o f  th e  A m erica n  Salvation 
A rm y —A  H isto ry  o f  T ills "W onderful 
O rgan ization  and Its  P oun ders.

He w  Y ork, April G.—There are few  news­
paper readers who have not heard o f the 
campaign against old “ Nick,” which is being 
canned on b y  the Salvation A rm y on the A t­
lantic seaboard.

Y our correspondent met recently Gen. 
Thomas E. Moore, the commander o f  the 
American Salvation Avmy, who tallied freely 
of the plans and methods o f their forces, from 
which the following was gathered:

GJIX. TH03IAS E. 110 ORE*
N o -one would suppose to look into the 

pleasant face and; mild eyes o f  Gan. Moore 
thathe would be able to cope with such a 
cra fty  and treacherous enemy as his is said 
to be. Nevertheless, I  question ifth e  enemy

has a  more thorough knowledge o f Ike weak­
nesses o f the human family than this Gen. 
Moore. H e was fo r  a  time an outfitter, or 
something o f the kind fo r  the British army, 
and there he saw how men would scramble 
fur the privilege o f  enlisting as soon as the 
pvospect o f  a  war became known, and often 
the more hazardous the undertaking appeared 
the more eager were men to risk their live:-. 
Here were men forsaking business and home, 
often encouraged b y  their wives, to fight 
England’s senseless battles in  the torrid heat 
o f  A frica or among the fevers o f Asia. 
Moore saw this fondness o f man for noise and 
show and excitement and conquest could be 
turned to account iu Christian warfare.

It is"said that It was Mrs. Booth, the wife 
o f Gen. Booth, o f the Salvation Arm y iu 
England, who first suggested the idea. She 
is a  bora Yankee, and having witnessed how 
men, sensible enough at other times, through 
the simple agency o f a drum, fife and torch­
light procession, during one of our political 
campaigns, will become so enthused as to 
accept any political doctrine their leaders give 
them. Hero was the suggestion for a novel 
Christian campaign. Gen. Booth being a 
thorough soldier, as well ns a clever business 
man, modeled the scheme after tlie plan of 
an army, adopting the same terms through­
out as being ones with which the masses were 
already familiar. Gen. Moore, the outfitter, 
designed the costumes, and thus was this 
army organized.

Gen. Moore says the “ hidea”  originated 
with the apostles, was taken up b y  Ignatius 
Loyola iu the sixteenth century, but revived 
in its fullness by William Booth iu 18G5 in 
London.

The army overrun England infifteen years, 
when they undertook the conquest of this 
country. In 1S5S1 the invaders landed on our 
co.ast and effected a footing In Baltimore. To­
day they have construct* d  forts and barracks 
in all the principal cities cast o f the Missis­
sippi, though their skirmish lines extend far 
beyond, one outpost having been effected in 
Idaho.

‘ "Stonewall Jackson.”  -‘Kansas Jack.”

Out o f some G-H) officers stationed iu the 
150 posts in this country are selected two of 
the typical ones. Capt. Westbrook wax one 
of the first Salvation “ lassies”  to land on 
our shores. She is not possessed o f a  very 
liberal education. Grammar and she are 
perfect strangers, and though she plays fast 
and loose with her h’s she is a worker who 
has not ceased shouting since the day she 
iainlc 1. Field Inspector and Treasurer Mil­
ton K. Light, strange to  say, is a  converted 
New York drummer.

Until 1SS4 the Salvation Arm y in this coun­
try was under the charge of Gen. Booth of 
England, Gen. Moore being simply a com­
missioner. When it became necessary to ac­
quire land here, on which to construct forts, 
Gen. Moore found it would 'lie impossible for 
Gen. Booth, being an alien, to hold the prop­
erty In li's name as he does all the posses­
sions, am,milling to millions, in England. So 
he broke off all connection with the English 
forces and has had his army incorporated 
under the laws of the state of New 
York, their property being held by five 
trustees. l ie  also abandoned many o f the 
“ dime museum features”  o f the meetings. 
“ Ash Barrel Jimmy,” “ The Converted Seal,” 
and like curiosities are exhibited only by the 
American branch of the English army, which 
is also meeting with wonderful success here.

When a convert enlists in the .Salvation 
Arm y he does'so on the condition that he 
obey his .superior absolutely. He is r.ot to 
expect any compensation for bis services. He 
must even supply his own uniform, and must 
keep himself in condition to fight, not only all 
summer but night after night as long as he 
lives, on the principle that the enemy never 
sleeps, therefore he cannot. After a long 
and severe trial the recruit or cadet may 1 e 
promoted to the rank of lieutenant, and 
later to captain, when he is entitled to draw 
pay at the rat-* o f §5 per week from the profits 
o f the fort's post at which he may lie placed. 
The army funds are derived from collections, 
which arc an important feature o f the war­
fare. The ins-'-tu" from this source is about
$75,109 a  year.

W k  n a raid is contemplated on a new 
town, a iv.p'ain, lieutenant and cadet an 
ordinal to rdvum e on it. They secure i
“bai racks” in the town, after which they 
parade the streets with a  banner and drama. 
I f  they are arrested and locked up so much 
the better, it attracts attention. Notoriety 
is half the buttle won. When the barracks 
are reached the crowd follows, and then the 
battle begins in earnest, ending sometime:; 
after midnight. Next day a  report is sent to 
headquarters of the number of prisoners cap­
tured.

Ridiculous as all this may appear, don't 
our people do just such fool things in cam­
paign times? S. H. Horgan.

planchette, the strange little heart-shaped 
board with a pencil at its point which used

left, the “no”  on the right On the le ft and 
right hand lower corners respectively are 
written “ good evening" and “good night” 
Underneath the letters o f the alphabet are 
the figures in a row, the whole arranged like 
this:

He was a handsome young mail, 
with a  rich voice and a  brilliant eye. He 
went wi st and became a theatre manager. 
He had flu atres in Cincinnati and Louisville. 
In  those cities he was very j  opular, as man, 
managt-r and actor. Ho played Mmst-lt the 
leading male roles in the stock companies he 
managed. He played Macbeth to Charlotte 
Cushman's Lady Macbeth at her last appear­
ance iu Cincinnati before her death, during 
the tour slir made after she became ufllictvd 
with the cancer that put an end to her life. 
Macauley did not suffer even m comparison 
with Charlotte Cushman.

Afterwards he fell into difficulties and lost 
his i rc pel tv. The last play o f any note that 
he appeared in was “ The Messenger from 
Jarvis f-Vctlou,’ ’ with which he went on thu 
road for several years. His wife, who sur­
vive. him. was Rachel Johnson, herself a 
talented a< tress.

FORT BOWIE, "ARIZONA.
T h e Station  to  W h ic h  C aptain  C raw ford ';!

B o d y  W as D rou gh t.
A  place o f considerable importance this 

oid fort is becoming latterly. It is from  this 
paint that news o f  the hostile Indians is sent 
t i  IVashiugton, when any news arrives that 
can be depended on for two days at a time. 
One day Geronimo is captured, the next day 
he escapes. Then he is recaptured, and, 
presto! next day he is goue again.

Here at this fort, which you sec in'tUe pic­
ture, he promised faithfully to  appear and 
deliver himself up to the United States 
authorities and thereafter keep the peace. 
Instead o f doing so, he fled to  the mountains 
as fast, as he and a  few trusty braves could 
get away, considering that; they were loaded 
down with 200 rounds of ammunition each.. It 
was the third time Geronimo had broken his 
solemn promise to the United States govern­
ment. He is as treacherous as a weasel. The 
safest way to  dispose of him next time ho is 
caught null be to shoot him on sight. But 
when will he be caught to Stay ?

This old fort, to which brave Capt. Craw- 
ford's body was brought by  slow, sad marches, 
has a history o f its own. The story dates ns 
far hack as the second year of tho late civil 
war. In July, 1802, Gen. C'arleton camped 
here on his w ay east to the war, with a bodj 
o f  California volunteers. He stopped hero 
because water was struck at this spot 
TVater was more precious than gold on thosi 
long desert marches. It was necessary t< 
guard the springs from the Apaches, in oi-dei 
to keep the route of travel open. So a com­
pany of soldiers was left, and tho place was 
named Fort Bowie.

There wa3 not a recommendation to the 
spot except that springs of fresh water were 
there. It was down in the heart of a savage, 
desolate mountain region. The mountain: 
slope to the north. Their sides are covered 
with sage brash and cactus, and the ground 
is wild and broken' with rocks.

The place is oil the military route from 
Tucson to Santa Fe. The soil is like much ol 
the rest o f  the country hereabouts, only bar­
ren from  want of irrigation. As that is 
being accomplished the region of what the 
old geographies called tho Great American 
Desert is gradually being transformed Into 
grain fields and gardens. They say the word 
Arizona means “  arid zone.”

Bowie is the oldest garrisoned fart in Ari­
zona. A t the outbreak o f the war the other 
military stations were abandoned, and when 
Gen. Carieton left the little company of Cali­
fornia volunteers at this place in 1802 there 
was not a United States soldier in the terri­
tory. The Apache Indians were as hostile to 
the government then as they are noiv, and 
when they saw the other forts abandoned It 
is said they fancied they had conquered tho 
United States. I t  is to bo hoped Goronimo’s 
repeated escapes wifi not incline them to the 
same opinion now.

Fort Bowie has boon greatly improved in 
the last few  years.

T h e N ew  Y o rk  M erca n tile  IGxcliangc.
The experiment is going to be tried in  New 

Y ork  o f transacting One hundred different 
branches of trade under one roof. It is to  be 
a wholesale bazaar, on the principal o f  one of 
the retail shopping marts, only that here 
large quantities of goods will be sold, and 
then only through samples. I f  the scheme is 
successful it will work a revolution in some 
of the methods o f  New Y ork  business. The 
promoters of the enterprise have so much faith 
in it  that they have just completed a build­
ing for the purposes of the exchange, of 
which. the accompanying cut is an excellent 
representation.

A pril 7, was the day set apart for  the dedi- , 
cation o f this building. It is situated on the 
corner o f Hudson and Hnirison streets in the 
midst o f the wholesale grocery and produce 
district ,

This exchange, though tho youngest, prom­
ises to bo the liveliest of them all. It was or­
ganized in" 1S73 b y  a  few dealers in dairy 
products; it now numbers some 800 members. 
Its success is largely due to tho catholic

spirit o f its governing committee. They 
realize that this is the age of combination and 
co-operation, and consolidation, and they 
hope to have’ the sellers o f  butter and boots, 
o f  dry goods and drugs, as well as grocers meet 
together on the same floor fo r  barter and ex­
change and the prices which rule hero will 
likely rule the country.

A  K ed F la g  R o fo ro  n  M ad F u ll.
I  can hardly understand flow the Morgan 

syndicate are gifted v illi so little foresight 
and common sense as to attempt to put up 
the price of coal in tho face o f the stand taken 
by tho labor party, more especially when 
they show sueli enormous power. Some 
weeks ago I  ventured to poiut out to 
these capitalists that labor was begin­
ning to assert its power, and yet I 
And that a  combination, representing a 
capital Of Over §600:000,000, are banded to ­
gether with a view to advancing the price of 
one o f tho necessities of life.

REV, W H. WILBURN.
"h o  D ou g h ty  C ongression al C haplain 

W h o  M ade th o  YamouS! Prayer. 
Rev. TV. H. M ilbum has gone and done it. 

He is only less of a  sensation than “ ’Ostler 
Joe”  was last week.

The gentleman is the chaplain of the 
United States house of representatives at 
Washington. He is known tho country over 
as “ tho blind preacher,”  from  having quite 
lost the sight of one eye, and almost that of 
the other, when he was a boy.

REV. W. H. MTLBURN.
Blindness did not prevent him from  study­

ing for the ministry as soon as ho was old 
enough, however.

The future chaplain was bom  in Phila­
delphia In 1S23. "When only 20 years old he 
was admitted as a  preacher in the Methodist 
Episcopal church. He was a famous itinerant 
through the southern states. It is said that 
lie. traveled in  that capacity over 200,000 
miles. Nor is the present his first experi- 
?nco oven as chaplain o f the house o f repre­
sentatives. He filled that office thirty years 
ago under Buchanan. A fter his term of 
service was over there he went to England 
and lectured with great success. He is an 
eloquent and attractive speaker. The fact of 
his blindness adds an interest which has a 
touch o f a-omance to  his ministerial labors.

Rev. Mr. M ilbum  is also well known as a 
writer, having published several books, 
im ong them “ Rifle, A x  and Saddlebags,” 
and “ Pioneers, Preachers and People o f tho 
Mississippi Valley. ”

He is accustomed to doing unusual things, 
as also to taking his own head for things. 
Once he took it  into his head that he would 
not be a Methodist pi-eacher any more. Then 
he had himself confirmed iu the Episcopal 
church. But whether there was not enough 
emotional religion in the Episcopal fold, or 
for some other reasor, he was not satisfied 
there and returned ti t  e Methodist denomi­
nation in  1S72.

As chaplain o f the house, he is accustomed 
to inform the Almighty of the sins of the 
American people in the most vigorous and 
unmistakable manner. The prayer which 
has stirred up so much comment was one in 
which he prayed the Lord to rid the laud of 
brokers and stock gamblers and other people 
who do not earn then- bread by the sw-eat of 
their brOw.

Chaplain M ilbum is now jihysically, al­
though in  his filth year, as strong and ro­
bust as most men o f  30, and his intellect is 
of more than common power. Hu can give 
more accurate descriptions of Westminster 
Abbey, Cologne Cathedral, Notre Dame and 
other Old W orld monuments he has 
visited than can the majority of those per­
sons who have not been dependent on other 
people’s eyes and on their sense of touch. He 
:au describe tho rocky outlines and 
mountainous declivities of the Sierras and of 
the R ocky mountains, and tlv? picturesque 
beauties of the Blue Ridge with a force and 
vigor combined with accuracy rarely 
■qualled, even b y  writers who still retain 
their sight, while ho has been blind since he 
was 5 years old.

The reverend gentleman is of tali and com­
manding presence. Broad chested and in­
clined to stoutness, he is the picture of health. 
A full, uutrinuned gray beard floats way 
down liis vest, while his black hail-, streaked 
with silver, is brushed bac-k from his high 
tin-head and hangs in bushy luxuriance upon 
the collar of his clerical coat. His strongly- 
marked features bear a kindly exprssiou, and 
aro every now and then lit up b y  a pleasant 
smile. While talking he fixes his eyes upon 
the person whom he is addressing and tha 
sightless orbs appear to look straight into the 
soul o f his listener. He is a most entertain­
ing talker, and one of his favorite hobbies is 
the subject o f health and its promotion. He 
is a very Jew in his selection of food, posi­
tively eschewing all hog meats, and he treats 
himself to a regular course of currycomb 
and rough towel, cold water, oil and sun­
baths every morning. As bo himself says, 
be is One o f the best groomed men in the 
country.

Tile Pan E lectric Inventor.
The inventor of the Pan Electric telephone 

and the head naturally of the companies 
formed in opposition to the Bell Telephone 
company is J. Hoi-x-is Rogers. He is the son 
of Dr. J. W . Rogers, a graduate of Prince­
ton and a poet. Of liis son, J. Harris Rogers, 
tho inventor, a correspondent says “ he is in 
the neighborhood of 28 or 30 years of age. Ho 
is tall and slim, with a large head, something 
the shape and type of Roe’s. His forehead is 
very broad and high, his eyes are deep set, 
his nose is straight, while his thin-lipped 
mouth is shaded b y  a light brown mustache. 
The lower part oi' liis angular face is smooth 
shaven. J. Harris Rogers was educated in 
London and Paris. He has a good reputation 
as an electrical expert and was tho spe­
cial protege o f Professor Henry, of the

Smithsonian institution. Young Rogers has 
a perfect dignity of manner, and one of the 
most musical o f voices. He is the very op­
posite of bis father. He is as re-c-rved and 
cool as his father is expansive and excitable. 
He is one o f those types of young men who 
are not found outside of the south. Ho is 
mild mannered, quiet, almost meek in ap­
pearance. A  man who would never provoke 
a quarrel, but who would not walk one inch 
to avoid one. In peace ho is dove- 
like; iu a quarrel he is tigerish. His devo­
tion to his father is one of the most marked 
traits o f  his character. The two are almost 
inseparable. They never act without con­
sulting each other, and if  they ever want to 
have a jolly time they go out together in­
stead of hunting up strangers. J. Harris 
Rogers has undoubted talents, and will cut a 
still larger figure in  the history o f o;n- 
times.

Miss Field was bom  in St. Louis, Mo. Her 

father was Joseph 2£, an Englishman, aud 
a talented author and actor. But his chief 
claim to distinction is that ho was the father 
o f Kate.

The lady wios educated In Massachusetts 
and in England. Abroad she made the ac­
quaintance of distinguished, literary people. 
She was a favorite of Walter Savage Lan- 
dor, aud she cherishes pleasant personal 
reminiscences o f that old lion  o f the English 
world of letters.

Kate has been malting a stir in the world 
for a quarter of a centux-y now. She has 
been readei-, actress, business woman and 
lecturei-. In Great Britain she earned a pile 
o f money in a way which is a  real credit to 
this clever woman. It was when the Bell 
telephone was first invented and put upon 
the market over the water. Professor 
Graham Bell wished to introduce it through­
out the United Kingdom. Miss Field 
traveled with the invention from  city to city, 
exhibiting it and lectui-iug about it. In her 
clear words and musical voice she explained 
tho wonders c f the now machine. Thoi sands 
of people heai-d her, aud were captivated 
b y  both the invention and the gii-1 lecturer. 
Tho tour was a great success. Miss Field 
took Stock in the telephone company for her 
pay, and soon was worth §40,000.

The story should havo stopped there and it 
would have been a good one, hut the talented 
young woman c-amo back to  her own coun­
try, embarked much, if  axot all this bravely 
earned money in a co-operative dress associa­
tion and lost it.

So she had to start out out in the world and 
go to earning money over again. She has 
been lecturing throughout the country this 
year on Mormonism, and is just carrying on 
tbe agitation in Washington, in the hope of 
keeping congress aavake on the subject. She 
has been in Utah personally, and investigated 
the much-wiving fraternity. The full horrors

buying and jumping mining claims. They 
were shrewd bargainers, and in time all be­
came wealthy. Senator Hearst is ouo of 
those groat landholders to whom the signs of 
tho times seem to give warning to pack up 
and go. Ho owns 40,0.00 acres of some of the 
finest farming lands in California, near San 
Luis Opisbo. His wife went to Washington 
at the beginning of tho winter as plain Mrs. 
I-Ienrsfc. She is still there. She received n 
dispatch the other day that she was now 
Mrs. Senator Heai-st.

Senator Hearst has lived mostly among the 
mines, ami rather prides himself on his home­
spun ways. While a man of power and in­
fluence, he will make rather an eccentric ad­
dition to the senate. *
