Protection of Vineyards from Frost.
The damage which may be done in 

vineyards by frosts in spring is so se­
rious that in some French districts 
great care is taken’ to light fire; as 
soon as the temperature falls danger­
ously near freezing point, and to create 
clouds of smoke over the vineyard to 
prevent radiation as. much as possible. 
In one district in France, a telegraph 
inspector, Lestelle, has introduced an 
ingenious arrangement for rendering 
this smoke protection automatic, and 
applying it as speedily as possible in 
moments o f danger. Tii the center of 
the vineyard he places a mercureal 
thermometer. When this falls to two 
deg. above freezing point, the mercu­
ry closes the eirenit of a small galvan­
ic battery. This sets in motion a com­
mutator worked by clockwork, which 
sends the current from a small Rulim- 
korff inductor through several circuits 
of wire in succession. Corresponding 
to each of these circuits is’ a heap of 
combustibles laid ready, and an igni­
tion apparatus, which is fired by the 
current. These heaps of fuel are 
placed some forty meters apart, and 
are of course so composed that their 
ignition is certain, and that they will 
smoulder and give off a miximum of 
smoke. With this apparatus the costs 
and the unreliability of night watch- 
in early spring are done away with, 
and also the delay attendant on light­
ing the fires I f  a sudden frost comes 
o d , the whole vineyard is enveloped in 
a few seconds in a cloud of smoke. 
The cost o f the apparatus is given as 
about .§10 per acre, for which space 
three fires are necessary to insure per­
fect protection.—Sai. Am.

Overdoing the Boycott.
The boycott is a two edged weapon, 

and in ninety- nine cases out of 100 it 
must boycott labor much more than 
capital.. * In nineteen cases out of 
twenty it is simply a farce, as men of 
ordinary manhood will always buy and 
sell as suits them best, regardless of 
arbitrary orders, and the general result 
of the labor boycott is simply labor 
boycotting labor. It is a moderate 
estimate that fixes the losses to labor 
this year,by reason of the paralysis of in­
dustrial enterprise by labor disturb­
ances, at a thousand million of dollars 
There wore a million men idle last 
year by the general depression in our 
productive industries, and the loss to 
labor and to the’ consuming’ power of 
the country was not less then $500,OCO,- 
000. This year, when the season open­
ed with increased confidence that 
promised the diffusion of capital into 
industrial channels and enlarged em­
ployment for labor, labor lias foolishly 
boycotted itself by driving all capital 
out of industrial enterprises that can 
get out, and by postponing all improve­
ments that are not absolutely indispen­
sable. Tiius has labor boycotted labor 
fully a thousand millions for 1SS0, and 
when will the confidence so wantonly 
destroyed he restored and the channels 
of industry again send out enlarged 
demands for labor? We appeal to in­
telligent workingmen to boycott tlio 
suicidal boycotters who arc simply 
making labor boycott labor.—Phila­
delphia Times.

Texan Snakes
Thelargest rattlesnakes are in Texas, 

on the Lower Rio Grande, where they 
sometimes attain the length of twelve 
feet and are liea-vy in proportion. The 
smallest are the “horned” rattlesnake- 
of Arizona, New Mexico, and Southern 
California, which seldom reaches the 
length of two feet. They have two 
little excrescences over the eyes, and 
are full of devilment. They have rat­
tles, hut seldom use them, preferring.to 
lie half hidden in the sand until step­
ped on, when they remonstrate. The 
sand or “desert” rattlesnake, is also 
small, and pretends to he on neighborly 
terms with the prairie dog, whose bur­
rows lie occupies. I  have reason to 
believe that when the rattlesnake in­
serts himself in the bosom of a prairie 
clog’s family he does so on fraudulent 
grounds and is unwillingly entertained. 
The prairie clog carries no life insur­
ance, and cannot afford a quarrel, and 
the snake is mean enongh to take the 
advantage of him. There is a little 
brown and comical owl who likewise 
takes up residence with the prairie 
dog, but he makes at least a show of 
earning his rent by remaining at the 
entrance and acting vis janitor, politely 
bowing to everybody wlio passes. 
Neither snake, clog, nor owl seems to 
mind the other’s presence, but are ex­
ceedingly sociable.—Nashville Ameri­
can.

Echoes .it Sen.

The echo fog signal devised by Mr. 
Frank Della Torre, of Baltimore, has 
been tested at Fort Carroll, by order of 
the Navy Department. This apparatus 
.consists of a single barrel breech-load­
ing rifle, provided with a large funnel 
or speaking trumpet on the muzzle, a 
box of cartridges, and a tripod. The 
first experiment was made from a tug, 
at a distance of half a mile from the 
fort. With the discharge of the ride, 
a distinct echo was heard by those on 
board the tug, without the use of any 
receiving apparatus other than the un­
assisted ear.

When a boat intervened between the 
tug and the fort, two echoes were 
heard, the fainter one coining from 
the vessel. In favorable weather, the 
echo has been beard four miles. The 
steam whistle of the tug was also tried, 
but gave less distinct echoes than the 
sharp report of a rifle. A  passing 
steamer, about a mile from the tug, 
gave a distinct echo. Mr. Della Torre’s 
signal was intended primarily to pre­
vent collisions with icebergs in heavy 
weather, when it was impossible to be 
aware of their presence except by 
means of an echo, but is equally appli­
cable in advising a ship’s officer of the 
neighborhood of another vessel or oth­
er obstruction to navigation.—Sci. Am.

Ten Strawberries For §5.
Fruit dealers are reaping their liar- 

vest in selling choice fruits at a very 
extravagant price.

“I just sold ten strawberries for §5,” 
said a dealer to me yesterday evening; 
“ That would be about $32 a box for 
the same class of fruit. You would 
ho surprised,” he continued, “ at the 
money some people will pay for these 
luxuries. It is no trouble at all some­
times to get §10 a quart for good, 
large strawberries, and I frequently 
sell grapes as high as §10 a pound. 
Perhaps, taking it all in all, grapes are 
the most expensive fruit we sell. We 
can get almost any price for first-class 
fruit of this kind. I  have often sold 
pears as high as §3 apiece, but, of 
course, these are exceptional sales. 
But the amount of money spent every 
year by the fashionable young men in 
choice fruit Out of season and -choice 
flowers ont o f season is almsot beyond 
belief.”—N. Y. Cor, Philadelphia Times.

The following formula for preparing 
a tonic to prevent the falling out of 
tlie hair is highly recommended: 
Quinine sulphate, 20 grains; glycerine,
1 fluid ounce; cologne, 2 fluid ounces; 
bay rum, 2 fluid ounces; rose water, l l  
fluid ounces, ltuh the quinine with 
the glycerine, and add the other in­
gredients in order named. The addi­
tion of fluid extract of jaborandi is re­
commended to stimulate the growth.

When an itinerant merchant comes 
to a city and attempts to dispose of 
wares, those business men affected by 
such, rush pell mell to the printing 
office and use their endeavors to get 
the editor to give the interlopers fits, 
and the public a sermon on patroniz 
ing home institutions, which request 
is usually granted. But when a snide 
concern comes in selling rubber stamps, 
etc., which conflcts with a printing 
office, these men so eager to secure 
the newspaper men in their behalf, 
are the first ones to lay in a supply. 
Consistency thou art a jewel.—E x.

A  Vermonter tells how he conquer­
ed a kicking cow, as follows: “1 tied 
her short in the stable, and, lifting one 
of her forefeet so that the knee would 
be bent up close, I  made a loop of a 
small rope that would slip easily over 
the knee and up on her leg when so 
bent, holding the foot up from the 
ground. After so adjusting the loop 
I  would slip a small Tound stick in be­
tween the rope and the joint of her 
knee so that the loop would not come 
off. She had to stand on three legs, 
for if she moved down she would go.”

According to the American Rail­
roader, it costs a little more than 20 
cents a mile to run a locomotive, on 
the average. Nearly S cents of this is 
for fuel, 7I4 for pay of engineer and 
fireman, ) i  cent for oil and waste, and 
more than 4=% cents for repairs, A  
ton of coal will run a locomotive twen­
ty-four miles, a pint of oil will run 
eleven miles, and a pound of waste 
one hundred and twenty-three miles. 
The locomotives of a railway like the 
Northwestern run a half million of 
miles a month.

Alfred Krupp owns probably the,, 
largest business .in the world depend­
ent on one individual. The works 
within tlie town of Essen occupy more 
than 500 acres, half o f which are un­
der cover. According to a census tak­
en in September, 1SS1, the number of 
hands employed by Mr. Krupp was 19,- 
005, the members of their families 45,- 
770, making 05,3S1 persons supported 
by. his works. Mr. Krupp owns 547 
iron mines in Germany, lie, owns four 
sea steamers and there are connected 
with liis Essen works 42 miles of rail­
way, employing 2S locomotives and 
SS3 ears, 09 horses with 191 wagons, 
and 40 miles of telegraph wires, with 
35 stations and 55 Morse apparatuses. 
The establishment possesses a large 
chemical laboratory, a photographic 
and lithographic atelier, a printing 
office with three steam and six hand 
printieg presses* and a bookbinding 
room. The establishment even runs a 
hotel Essen.

An exchange says, “A fter you get 
on your ear and make up your mind to 
‘stop’ your paper to make the editor 
feel humiliated, just poke your finger 
in water and then pull it out and look 
for tlie hole.

I f  you 
were to get mad and burn your Bible 
the hundreds of presses would still go 
on printing them, and if you Were to 
stop your paper and call the editor all 
sorts of ugly names the paper will still 
he published. And what is more you 
will sneak around and borrow a copy 
of it every week from your neigh­
bor. It would be much better to keep 
your vest pulled down and your sub­
scription paid a year in advance.”

een Union soldiers, some o f them crip­
pled from wounds received in the ser­
vice.

John T . Rich is looming up as the 
probable candidate for Governor on 
the next Repuelican ticket. There is 
probably no man in t he state who would 
meet with, more popular support then 
he.

Secretary Yilas may stop to inquire 
what the city of Madison, Wis„ means 
by electing a Republican mayor. It Is 
the Secretary's home and has usually 
been soundly Democratic. The city 
is evidently becoming offensively par­
tisan.

There is strong talk of a change of 
treaty stipulations between this country 
and our neighbor on the north, making 
embezzlement and robbery extradita­
ble offenses. Such an arrangement 
will greatly reduce the migration to 
the provinces.

Of all Americans, Grover Cleveland 
Is the most reckless. With a disgrunt­
led party at his back, the responsibili­
ties of the American people on one 
shoulder, an incompetent cabinet on 
the other, he now proposes to rush 
blindly into matrimony.

The common practice among ladies

coming one of unusual censure. The 
wholesale slaughter of wild birds con­
sequent upon: this freak of fashion, is 
attracting attention In all quarters.

The scattering that lias been made 
among the 1SS4 aldermen, and the 
railroad bribe givers is truly interesting. 
The amount of aristocracy that is be­
ing built up in Sing Sing is astonishing.

Cleveland people have recently been 
badly scared by the presence of a blue- 
!sh fog that old citizens claim has not 
appeared since the cholera plague of 
1866, when it was seen, and it is now 
believed to be the forerunner of an­
other visitation of that disease. All 
parts o f Europe arq using precautions 
against the spread of the disease from 
its present quarters, in Italy. Noth­
ing is said of any blue fog  in the in­
fected districts of Europe, but they 
have plenty o f the cholera.

The B. & O', switchmen’s strike in 
Chicago was settled Saturday by the 
obnoxious non-union men requesting 
to be transferred to other points, which 
was done, and the dignity of the union­
ists properly recognized. The conta­
gion;, however, spread to the Lake Shore 
yards and seventy-five of that compa­
ny’s men went out because eight non­
union men, who had been in the em­
ploy o f the company eight to sixteen 
years, and still remained. The objec­
tion made to the men was that they 
remained loyal to the company during 
the great strike o f  1881, A  most ex­
cellent: reason why the company should 
discharge all others before them.

It is still evident that the fools are 
not all dead. The Baltimore and Ohio 
switchmen in Chicago yards, with the 
exception o f seven, belong to the 
Switchmens’ Union. It was a galling 
disgrace to the Union men that these 
seven men should be given employ­
ment, and could not be forced to join 
the clique o f which the others formed 
a part. The disgraced Union men 
nursed their grievance in silence nntil 
Monday o f last week, when they could 
stand it no longer, and informed the 
company that unless these seven men 
were discharged forthwith, the others 
would quit work, which they did at 
one o’clock Friday. No other com­
plaint. I f  the company will follow 
the dictates o f  good horse sense they 
will employ other non-union men and 
allow these kickers to locate their hab­
itation in the southeast corner of sbeol, 
on the shortest notice.

The New York Evening Post is send­
ing out a pamphlet entitled “A  Bill to 
Promote Mendicancy” , being a reprint 
o f editorials attempting to prove that 
the Blair bill, , while assisting in the 
education o f the illiterate o f the South, 
would prove a curse to that section by 
teaching that section to depend upon 
government, and building up a per­
manent mendicancy, In eight o f  the 
states in. Dixie an average o f  over 
fifty pet cent, o f the voting population 
cannot read: the ballots they deposit. 
This fact is o f itself the greatest source

of danger to the government. It is, 
perhaps, true that great progress has 
been made since 1863, hut there is cer­
tainly room for improvement, and the 
sooner the improvement can be made 
the belter. The mendicancy part of 
the problem is most'likely more theo­
ry than practice.

Among the bills introduced in the 
House Monday was one by Mr. Bur­
rows. To provide for ttie transporta­
tion of foreign mails. It directs the 
Postmaster General, before the 1st of 
July, 1S86, and every five years there­
after, 1,0 enter into contracts with the 
lowest responsible bidder at a rate 
not exceeding 50 cents per mile on the 
outward trips of actual nautical miles 
traveled between the terminal points, 
for the transportation of mails for the 
United States between any port of the 
United States and the ports o f the 
Pacific and South Atlantic oceans, the 
Gulf o f Mexico, and the Carribbean Sea. 
The ships with which such contracts 
shall be made shall be of American 
register and manned by American 
crews, and the contracts shall extend 
for a term o f  five years, and all vessels 
so engaged shall In time o f war be sub­
ject to purchase or charter by the 
United States at reasonable rates. 
The President is authorized to enter 
into treaty negotiations with the gov­
ernments of the several countries of 
Central South America, Asia, and the 
islands of the Pacific, for the concert­
ed support o f such steamship mail 
faclities as may be established.

Conclusion o f  Hon. J. C. Burrows’S 
Speech.

The conclusion of the speech of lion. 
J. C. Burrows of Michigan, delivered 
during the debate on the appropria­
tion for the postoffice department, is 
herewith presented. The speech was 
directed in part to the report on the 
appropriation hill made by the Repub­
lican minority o f the committee on 
postoffices and post-roads, previously 
presented in the House by Mr. Bur­
rows;

„I f  there lias been any one thing in 
the last 15 years to which the Demo­
crats seemed more ardently attached 
than any other It was reform in the 
civil service. In season and out of sea­
son, in public and in private, by speech 
and platform, it has coveted every oc­
casion to make solemn protestation of 
its devotion to this new-found object 
of its idolatry. I Laughter.] Its en- 
thusiam at times would brook no re­
straint. Although reform and the 
Democratic party never had any per­
sonal acquaintance until 1812, when 
they met for the first time in a liberal 
Republican convention, yet from that 
hour there sprang up an attachment 
between them which has been abso­
lutely phenomenal. Some slight con­
ception of the wgrmth of its devotion 
at that time may be gathered from live 
following declaration preserved In Its 
platform of 1S72:

“ The civil service of the government 
has become a mere instrument of par­
tisan tyranny and personal ambition, 
and an object o f selfish greed. It is a 
scandal and reproach on free institu­
tions, and breeds a demoralization 
dangerous to the perpetuity of Repub­
lican government. We therefore re­
gard a thorough reform o f the civil 
service as one of the most pressing 
necessities of the hour; that honest}’, 
capacity, and fidelity constitute the on­
ly valid claims to public employment; 
that the offices of the government 
cease to be a matter of arbitrary fa­
voritism and patronage, and that pub­
lic station shall become again a post 
of honor.”—(Democratic platform, Ju­
ly, 1872, Baltimore.)

In 1870 the Democratic party renew­
ed its vows of fidelity with such earn­
estness as to banish all thought of the 
possibility of betrayal, in the follow­
ing language:

“Reform Is necessary in the civil 
service. Experience proves that effi-. 
cient, economical conduct of the gov­
ernmental business is not possible if 
its civil service be subject to change 
at every election, be a prize fought for 
at the ballot-box, be a brief reward for" 
party zeal, instead of posts of honor 
assigned for proved competency, and 
held for fidelity In the public employ; 
that the dispensing of patronage should 
neither he a tax upon the time o f all 
our public men, nor the instrument of 
their ambition.’’—(Democratic plat­
form, St. Louis, Mo., June 27,1870.;

In 1S80 its ardor bad somewhat cool­
ed, and was fast settling down into re­
spectful consideration, as the follow­
ing declaration in its platform disclos­
es: “ We pledge ourselves to general 
and thorough reform of the civil ser­
vice."

In 1SS4 six words, compressed into 
one curt short sentence, measured its 
waning regard: “ We favor honest
civil-service rerorm.”

As a reassurance to public distrust 
of Democratic sincerity Mr. Cleve­
land’s letter of acceptance said: “ The 
selection and retention o f subordinates 
in government employment shall de­
pend on their ascertained fitness and 
the value of their work. Public em­
ployment will be open to all who can 
demonstrate their fitness to enter it.” 
So fully was the Democratic party 
committed to the doctrine of reform in 
the civil service that there was no es­
cape from it, except in the bad faith 
in publicly renouncing the law, or the 
secret evasion, which would be both 
bad faith and hypocrisy. Soon after 
the election Mr. Cleveland, having no 
further use for the people, pointed out 
how the Democratic party might es­
cape from its pledges to the people and 
fill the public offices with the adher­
ents of the Democratic party. in uIter 
disregard of the letter and spirit o f the 
civil service law. This was in a letter 
to Mr. Curtis, from which Mr. Burrows 
quoted as follows:

“There is a class of government po­
sitions which are not within the letter 
of civil-service statute, but which are 
so disconnected with the policy of an 
administration that removal therefrom 
of present incumbents, in my opinion, 
should not be made' during the terms 
for which they were appointed, solely 
on partisan grounds, and for the pur­
pose of putting in their places those 
who are in political accord with the 
appointing power. But many now 
holding positions have forfeited all 
just claim to retention, because they 
have used their places for party pur­
poses in disregard to their duty to the 
people, and because, instead of being 
decent public servan ts, they have prov­
ed themselves offensive partisans and 
unscrupulous manipulators of local 
party management.”

The term “ offensive partisan” makes 
Its appearance ia this letter for the 
first time since the election, and open­
ed a broad avenue for escape from 
Democratic pledges. In  hoc signo Vin­
ces., [Laughter.]

The postmaster-general was not 
slow to seize upon the suggestion o f 
the president-elect, and before he bad 
been in “his office GO days lie issued one 
of the most remarkable letters ever 
emanating from the head o f any de­
partment under any administration. 
This communication is marked “confi­
dential” and signed officially by Wil­
liam F . Yilas, Posmaster-General. 
This document Is so unusual to say 
the least, that I  beg leave to quote it 
in full:

[Confidential,-!
PpsTOFFrcE Department, JOffice of Postmaster, General, > 

Washington, April 2 9 , }
D e a r Sip. :  The continued Illness o f  Mr.Hay* 

WIU delay hia coming for some time yet to the de­
partment, and I  thlukit desirable that some action 
should he taken in  the way o f  removals, and am 
impatient to assist our people in securing relief to 
which they are justly entitled from  partisan post­
masters I  have had a, conTerence with the Vir­
ginia delegation and they will soon bring in their 
cases, ana I  shall hope tom ato the earliest remov­
als in  that State. A s  soon as they shall he ready,

and I  hope within a week, X desire to appoint il pin 
three to ten in a county in Virginia, amounting to 
several hundred altogether, i  had inteuded to in­
vite yourself and the Democratic delegation front 
Ohio to meet me this week aud consider the plan 
upon which we should proceed in making remov­
als in Ohio. But I  understand it  will he incon­
venient for some to travel hither now, and it  has 
occurred to me that perhaps the same eud might 
ba accomplished ky writing. I  shall beg you, 
therefore, to consider the suggestions I  moke os to 
the methods o f procedure, and if yon can adopt 
them and get some cases ready within the next 
two or three weeks I  think within the mouth o f 
May X can give substantial relief that will take 
away the Importunity and discontent. ‘ X think 
that from 10 to-25 per cent, o f the fourth-class 
postmasters iu Ohio might be removed within the 
next two-months, auu great good accomplished- 
thereby, if our people will adhere to a proposed 
plun.

This is, iu short, to pick out the most obuoxious 
and offensive parlisaus in each county, to the num­
ber o f a  sixth to a quarter o f all, and choose first- 
class men to take their places. I  will require no 
more proof o f their partisanship in these selec­
tions than the affirmation o f  knowledge on the 
part o f a representative or Senator that the post- 
master has been an active editor or proprietor o f 
a Republican uewspaper, printing offensive articles, 
easily shown by slips; or  a stump sneaker, or 
member o f a political committee, or officer o f  a 
campaign club, or organizer o f  political meetings, 
or that his office has been made the headquarters 
o f political work, or  that his clerks have been put 
into the performance o f political duties. Possibly 
other acts o f equal force m aybe noted iu. some 
cases, ir th e  representative does not know the 
fact, it  should be established by some affidavit o f 
some person whom he can affirm to he o f  nnques- 
tioued credulity, or by  some documentary evidence.

In recommending lor appointment, I  beg the 
representative wilt state tue age, business, and 
what kind o f business experience, and adcscri£. 
tion ot the bnsiness character o f  the applicant, 
and also o f his habits and standing in the commu­
nity, aud when there are various candidates I  shall 
be obliged by any explanation which the repre­
sentative cau give.

This necessarily imposes a little trouble, and 
vet not very great, but it seems to me reasonable 
to require very extraordinary care and trouble 
enough to be taken to represent surely tho facts. 
The earliest removals and appointments ot this 
kind will challenge the keenest scrutiny. The 
former must be justifiable aud the latter beyond 
criticism. Some mistakes have perhaps occurred, 
and oitr adversaries arc keenly interested to make 
the most o f every fault because they have perceiv­
ed a strong current ot general approbation o f the 
purposes o f the administration.

In  rendering this justice to our people which 
consists o f  the removal o f  and substitution ot our 
friends. I  feci that is very desirable to proceed 
with extreme care, and that I am correctly repre­
senting the President's wishes and proposes in 
earnestly soliciting that every step may be taken 
accordingly. I  may add that as the common good 
is infinitely boyoud the welfare o f any one person, 
however groat his place, so appointments to fur­
ther a more personal end, should be absolutely 
for hidden, the recommendations upon that basis 
mav well expect disfavor.

I  shall very willingly take up tho case o f any 
district or any county whenever they are ready, 
audlahalL he glad if  the representative cau per­
sonally attend and go over them. Papers should 
be sent in as soon as possible, find will be then 
carelnlly*briefed in the department, and when so 
made ready appoiatmeuts can be made with great 
rapidity.

Should you think It desirable to have a personal 
conference before this is begun I  thall be very glnd 
to meet the delegation.

But as I have lelt it desirable to relieve them 
Of unnecessary journeying and expense, I  have 
written a similar letter to each representative 
from Ohio and respectfully solicited responsive ac­
tion in accordance with tue spirit ot it.

The foregoing communication was 

addressed to the Democratic members 
of Congress from the states of Ohio, 
Indiana and Virginia, and no com­
ment can make Its impropriety more 
apparent.

On ’ lie 4th day o'f March, 1885, the 
president-elect in his inaugural address 
declared that “ the people demanded 
that the application of business: princi­
ple to public affairs,”  and the “civil 
service reform should he in good faith 
enforced.”  While, these liigli-sounding 
words were ringing in the public ear the 
post-master general is writing a 
"confidential” letter to Democratic con­
gressmen -‘to get their cases ready,” 
and he thought “from 13 to 25 per cent, 
of fourth-class postmasters in Ohio 
might he removed within the next two 
months.” This is the “application of 
business principles to public affairs." 
[Laughter.] While the echo of these 
words was yet ringing into the public 
ear the postmaster geueral quietly 
whistles to his side the whole uncount­
ed pack of hungry office-seekers and 
sets them upon the track of honest 
officials with instructions to hunt them 
down aud hold them at bay until the 
postmaster general could take their 
official life. This, Mr. Chairman, is re­
form in the civil service! This is “do­
ing business behind glass doors.” 
[Laughter.] The whole history of 
American politics discloses no parallel 
to this.

Without going into the subject of 
the disreputable appointments made 
by this administration Mr. Burrows 
noted that in the 2,233 presidential 
post-officee 1,078 had been freshly filled 
with Democrats, 2!>0 being in case of 
suspensions and removals. In the 
first democratic year there were 8,035 
removals in the fourth-class offices, or 
744 a month, 28 per day, or 1 every 15 
minutes. This is the way the admin­
istration fills out its reform pretense 
in only one department. The country 
was advised by Mr. Iliggins at the end 
of three months of the administration 
that of the 85 internal revenue collee- 
torships 02 were already filled with 
democrats, and the hundreds of em­
ployes under them were being con­
stantly changed. The same with the 
customs offices and post-offices, Iliggins 
said. This is on the pretense of restor­
ing Jeffersonian simplicity and Jack­
sonian honesty. Mr. 13 nr rows compar­
ed the above record with a page of the 
nation’s history in the days of the fa­
thers touching the questions of remov 
als in civil service. Washington made 
nine removals in eight years, all for 
cause : John Adams nine iu four years, 
none for political reasons ; Jefferson 39 
in eight years, none for party purposes; 
Madison five in eight years; Monroe 
nine in eight years, and John .Qmncy 
Adams two in four years. The first 
six presidents holding the presidential 
office for 40 years, removed only 73 
office holders;. 73 in 40 years. The 
democratic post-office department has 
made more removals than that in 40 
minutes. And yet the democratic 
party lias the effrontery to look the 
American people in the face and de­
clare that it has returned to the prac­
tices o f the fathers.

Let ns have done with this farce of 
reform. The people are sickening of 
it. It was quite an attraction in the 
beginning, but it has ceased to draw, 
and you had better ring down the eur- 
t ’»In and put out the light§ if  you would 
save the performance or the perform­
ers from public ridicule and contempt. 
Take it from the boards or it will be 
hissed off by a disgusted public.

And here let me say that the crown­
ing infamy o f this whole business of 
reform lies in the dishonorable meth­
ods employed to secure the removal of 
honest, capable officials. If you would, 
say to a republican, “ I want this office 
because you area republican, and I 
want it for a democrat because lie is a 
democrat,”  that would be honest and 
manly.

But you say, “ we can not do that, for 
we are committed to the doctrine that 
removals shall not be made for parti­
san reasons, and that honesty, capacity, 
and fidelity shall constitute the only 
valid claims to public employment. 
W e must seem to keep this promise to 
the public if we blacken the good name 
of every republican official iu the land.” 
And so you permit, nay, not only per­
mit, hut invite charges to he made 
against faithful and upright public 
servants upon which they are remov­
ed or suspended for causes. But when 
the su s p e n d e d  official or his friends 
ask co he advised of the nature of these 
charges, then this reform administra­
tion replies, “ that is a sealed volume, 
and you cannot be permitted no open 
it.”

.1 am not alluding now” to the 
controversy going on in the oth­
er end of the capitol. I  have in 
mind an instance within my own 
knowledge. Two government officials 
in my own city, o f unquestioned in­
tegrity and unimpeachable character 
in public and pri vate life, were removed 
from office, and when I  demanded of. 
the head the department to he. advised 
of the nature o f the charges preferred 
against lbem> I was informed that I 
could neither have a copy of the 
charges nor be informed of their sub­
stance. These charges against those 
men are only harmless because no im­
putation can possibly destroy public 
confidence in- their official character.

In  this refusal" to disclose the nature 
o f  these charges lies the infamy o f this 
whole business. Men of the highest, 
character in public and private life 
against whose fair names the breath 
o f  suspicion even has never come, are 
turned out o f office aud branded with 
some crime which they are not premit-. 
ted to know, and cannot, therefore, dis­

prove; and these charges, however 
false and infamous, unknown and unan-' 
swered, unanswered because unknown, 
pass into .the permanent archiver o f 
this nation.to remain so long as the 
government shall' stand. This, I re­
peat, is (he crowning infamy of this 
whole business, and ought and will 
consign any party that approves it to 
deserved retirement.

But I  am suspicious the Democratic 
paitv has been deluded into the belief 
that such a course will lead to great 
'party advantage and contribute to its 
future success. You argue that Ibis 
method is a three-fold victory; first, 
you say, we get the Republican official 
out and a Democrat in, which is of 
prime consequence; second, by with­
holding all knowledge of the grounds 
upon which removals are made we 
will keep from the people the real 
cause, which is purley a political one. 
and continue the deception that we are 
reformers; and, third, by denying to re­
moved officials the right to know and 
answer the charges made against them 
the suspicion will obtain that they are 
removed for some malfeasance in office, 
and in the approaching campaign we 
have hut to point to the long list of

SOME HORSE TALE.
A BRITISH LESSON FOR BEGINNERS 

IN DRIVING.

H a ,r  t o  H o ld  I5otli Y ou rsc li nml T o u r

A n Englishman, Mr. S. Sidney, lias m it ­
ten a n ew  book about tho horse. O f course, 
he loots a t the matter entirely from the Eng­
lish point o f  view, but horses are horses tho 
world over. The American horse hook has 
yet to/be written. Y ou  will bo surprised to 
know there is scarcely one in  this country 
that is worth a  rap, and such as there are 
are chiefly rehashes o f  English literature on 
the subject.

GOING STRAIGHT:
One interesting chapter o f Mr. Sidney’s 

book is devoted to driving. There is much 
to be learned from  it  b y  Americans.

In driving yon must hold your bauds as in 
the picture, whether you  have one horse or 
two. Y ou  must appear- to manage your 
steed without the slightest effort.

For a carriage that a  man is to drive him­
self he should be measured for  the seat. The 
position approaching the upright one is to he 
altogether avoided. “Nothing looks worse 
than to see a driver obliged to throw his 
head back i f  he pulls up suddenly,”  says Mr. 
Sidney. For this reason care must be taken 
not to have the seat too high. The hands 
should be about on a level in holding the 
reins. H old tho elbows easily so that they 
will just dear the kips.

TURNING TO THE RIGHT.
The illustration needs no explanation. The 

left holding the reins, with the right yon 
hear lightly on the right hand one in the 
manner shown.

Hold your whip in  the right lianil, always, 
nearly upright. But i t  is hardly ever to he 
used. Remember that. A  spirited horse 
needs no urging beyond a  touch, which is an 
indication o f his master’s will. The whip is 
only to he used freely when the animal re­
fuses to  obey. A nd then even the harness is 
to he carefully examined, to make sure noth­
in g  is wrong with it, making- that the cause 
for the horse's fractiousness. "Whip always 
in front of the pad, upon tho foreleg or 
shoulder. A  pair of horses coupled too close 
to the pole will throw out their hind quarters 
when stopped suddenly. Both should he har­
nessed so that when the reins are crossed 
they wili draw evenly.

"When turning to the left advance your 
right hand and grasp the left hand rein, in 
the manner indicated.

Mind your eyes all the time, and never let 
the reins lie  loose. Hold them firm enough 
to keep them from  slipping at all times, yet 
lightly, so as not to pull too much. Train 
your horses under aU circumstances to wait 
till you  tell them to go, before starting. 
Labor with them until you have made them 
understand this.

When you wish to stop your team, do it in 
the manner indicated in the picture, not 
pulling your hands up to your eyes in  the 
disgraceful fashion o f some drivers. Simply 
shorten up the reins with a turn o f the 
w rist

N o more are yon to poke your nose out 
towards the horse’s ears and lean forward 
when you  drive. Y ou  are to sit up­
right, in an easy, commanding position, aud 
manage your horses from the shoulder and 
w rist This advice from  Mr. Sidney is ad­
mirable:

“The rationale o f driving may be compared 
to  steering a boat There must bo no pulling 
and hauliDg first one side and then the other. 
The slightest movement w ill be felt on a 
well-broken, well-bitted horse, and antici­
pated—just as much pressure as is needful to 
keep theheadstraight; this pressure on either 
rein is, or should he, very slight”

Our authority does not go  in  very strongly 
fo r  holding the reins in  one hand. It may 
look very fine, hut it leaves the driver at the 
m ercy o f any sudden movement the horse 
m ay make. Especially in  the beginning of a 
journey a good driver always takes the 
reins in both hands, and holds them thus as 
long as there is the least possibility o f  a horse 
turning to the right or le ft  And even if  ho 
does for a little while hold them in the left 
hand he always keeps his right hand Where 
he can grasp them instantly in case o f  need. 
I t  is to be fearetl that Mr. Sidney never had 
any experience o f “sparking”  over American 
country roads.

WHERE GLADSTONE MADE HIS GREAT 

SPEECH FOR OLD IRELAND.

T h e  H ou se  o f  C om m ons Xs a  S m a ll H a ll,
and H a rd  to  G et In to —M em bers W ear
Xlielr Hats in  Session.
Next to the American civ il war, the settle­

ment o f  Ireland’s troubles is the most im­
portant history that has been made in the 
last half o f the Nineteenth century—-if they 
are settled, that is to say. Every lover o f 
civilization and progress is hoping that they 
m ay he, and that they inay be decided as 
Ireland wants them to be.

Nothing is more remarkable than the 
change which has taken place, both in Great 
Britain and America, in  the sentiment on the 
Irish question. Home rule fo r  the unhappy 
island was an idea scouted with derision by 
all but a  handful o f  dreamers and malcon­
tents twenty years ago. “ Solid” Americans 
and Englishmen alike ridiculed i t

Bat the Irish began to come over to Amer­
ica  b y  the thousands. Shipload after ship, 
load o f  them, exiles from  their native isle, 
landed at Castle Garden and scattered thence 
throughout the length and breadth o f  the re­
public.

A long with hint he brought his love for  the 
old  country, the hapless mother land. He 
thrived and begot children b y  the half score. 
To every one o f  these he gave as a secret 
trust the love o f  Breland and the remem­
brance o f  her wrongs. These children in 
turn thrived. They got education and money 
in this free land. They became lawyers, 
editors, congressmen, high officials and mil­
lionaires, and they multiplied. H ow  they 
did multiply and increase! And every one 
o f  them to a mart, and every daughter among 
the women cherished still the remembrance 
o f old Ireland and. her wrongs. Behold I 
A lm ost before anybody knew it there was a 
new Ireland in America—rich, United and 
strong. I t  became an  element that no politi­
ca l assiront dared ignore- Then at hut the

“ solid. “ Americans themselves "began to seb 
that Ireland had wrongs and it  suddenly be­
came cleai- to  tho solldesfi that the Green Isle 
ought to have her own sayso about her own 
affairs.

'So the change came about. It camo about 
the same way in  Great Britain.

The Irish element, united under intelligent 
leadership, became too strong to bo ignored

GLADSTONE RISES TO SPEAK.

Those who have followed English politics 
havo watched Gladstone gradually growing 
to tho occasion. Y ear by  year the course of 
natural statesmanlike development has 
brought him to the lofty piano whence the 
other day ho looked bcnignantly down on his 
fellow countrymen and proposed home rule 
for  Ireland.

He is the most splendid figure in  European 
statesmanship to-day. I f  he carry home 
rule for Ireland, ho will be the grandest figure 
in Europe in  the Nineteenth century. Bis­
marck cemented a nation with blood and 
iron, but Gladstone will have freed a peopl.' 
by  die divine arts of pieace. It is better, 
far better, to be Gladstone than Bismarck.

Undoubtedly the greatest day o f the pre­
mier’s life will be that on which lie intro­
duced his hill forborne rule for Ireland. They 
say there never was heard such cheering In 
the house of commons in all the centuries as 
when be arose to introduce his bill. It was 
so tremendous that it disconcerted him a lit­
tle, and he paled before it when he first arose.

V ery different is the English house of com­
mons from  our American house of repre­
sentatives at Washington, and the difference 
is not in favor of the British organization 
either. For one thing, an English member 
has no particular seat through the season. 
It is first come, first served. A  member may 
preserve a scat .to himself fo r  one night b y  
putting his card into a  little brass receptaclo 
at the back o f  a chair. He may also secure a 
squatter’s claim by  placing his hat upon a 
chair beforehand. This is called “hatting,” 
and is very common. But it must be the 
hat which the member wears for the day; 
consequently ho is obliged to walk around 
bareheaded while his hat guards his seat.

Our American congress begins its sessions 
at 12 noon, which is a very  decent hour. 
The English parliament does not commence 
until A, public business at 4:30.

The sessions are therefore prolonged till far 
into the n ight But this suits the late retir­
ing for which the English are so famous. 
Mr. Gladstone began speaking on Ms home 
rule measure at 4:35, aud kept it  up three 
hours.

Another feature o f the British house which 
an American will not like is the difficulty of 
getting into i t  Strangers must be invited 
b y  a member, and have a ticket to show the 
police that line the doorways and corridors, 
before he can get inside. But there is only 
room for 200 in the strangers’ gallery. There 
are often 1,000 applicants. Visitors’ names 
must, therefore, he balloted for, and this 
must he done a week ahead o f  tho proposed 
visit, so long is the list o f persons applying.

The present parliament house is upon the 
site o f  an old one which dated back to the 
time o f  Edwai-d Y L  The visitors’  entrance 
to both the lords and the commons is through 
a  beautiful long marble gallery called St. 
Stephen’s halL The legal duration oi one
Eartiamont is seven years. Members o f  both 

ouses sit in session with their hats cn. This 
is an old custom and a bad one.

ONE HUNDRED AND TWENTY FEET 

BELOW THE OCEAN’S SURFACE.

A D iv er 's  D an gers and D ifficu lties.
C hat W ith  th e  M oii W h ose  P riv ileg e  i t
Is  t o  H e lp  T hem selves to  A n y th in g
A m o n g  th e  O regon 's  Treasures.

Ne v  Y ork, April 13.—Mi-. Merritt, o f the 
wrecking company that has charge o f the 
sunken Oregon, was seen at his dock, at 
Stapleton, Staten Island, where is kept the 
powerful machinery and peculiarly-built ves­
sels requisite for this harzjirdous business. 
Mr. Merritt was not in tbe very best of 
humor in speaking o f the Oregon, He wished 
he had never undertaken the job. In their 
business the risks are tremendous and the 
profits uncertain. I t  is based on the no 
cure, no pay principle. “ Here we have had 
a force o f  some thirty odd men, besides a 
steamer and schooner, hovering over the 
wreck for  a month,”  continued Mr. Merritt, 
“ and we have accomplished very little. A  
New Y ork newspaper, becoming impatient at 
our delay, engaged a  single tug 
and a  couple of divers to visit 
the wreck and make an immedi­
ate investigation. The reporters in
charge of the expedition got so deathly sea­
sick that they insisted on returning home. 
The tug itself was nearly swamped in the sea, 
and tho expedition, which ended in a day, 
cost the paper over §3U0. That newspaper 
has spoken less harshly o f our work since.

A DIVER DESCENDING TO THE WRECK. 
The reason we cannot work while the sea is 
rough is this; Even when there is but an 
ocean swell the boats rise and fall as much 
as ten feet with every wave. Now, the diver’s 
life depends on the signal or “life”  line being 
kept taut, as it  is by jerks on this line that 

* he communicates his wishes to those in the 
boat above; so yon can understand how im­
possible it would be to work with this boat 
bobbing up and down: on tiie surface o f  the 
ocean at the rate o f  ten feet in  ten seconds. 
Oh, yes, our men have been all over the decks 
o f  the Oregon. Their first business was to 
anchor buoys and set guide lines, so that the 
diver need not waste time in groping his w ay 
about the ship. Y ou  see, there is no 
north, south, oast or west to guide 
him on the ocean’s bottom. He drops 
down on the vessel’s desk precisely as a  spider 
drops from  the ceiling. He fastens his line 
there, and, like a spider, continues to lay 
lines that w ill guide him on his return. The 
greatest obstacle In the w ay o f  the diver’s 

; work is the tremendous air pressure required, 
which is over sixty pounds to the square inch. 
The air pumps are driven b y  steam power; 
which is something exceptional in diving 
work.”  Mr. M erritt being called away, left 
us with one of the divers who has been down 
among the Oregon’s treasures. He was a 
short, broad-shouldered man with a  deep 
chest, bronzed face, keen, deeply-set eyes and 

: square jaws. He was inclined to be reticent, 
but willingly donned the great copper helmet 
and diving armor with its leaden-Soled shoes 
t0> enable the artist to make the sketches pre- 

: sented cere with. A fter considerable ques­
tioning he described his visit to Mrs. Mor­
eau ’s stateroom, in 'Which he expected to find

a  sachel o f dinmonds but'wns ’disappointed.

IN  MRS. MORGAN’ S CABIN,
He said that in  grojnng for  loose packages of 
any kind they searched tho ceiling and not 
tho floors o f  the cabins, ns tho great majority 
of articles were fighter than tho water at that 
depth. He believed that a great many val­
uable packages would be found, pressed 
against the ceiling Of the saloon, butitbeiujf 
so high ho had not yet been able to devise 
way of reaching them. “ I’m  rigged to g< 
down and not float up ’gin the ceiling of a 
cabin,” ho said. Later Mi-. Merritt said: 
“Yes, there is reported to be $1,000,000 
worth of property insido the Oregon, one- 
half o f which is in tho shape of personal 
baggage. One man claims to have $300,000 
in securities in one of tho mail lags. Tho 
cargo is after all the safest object for us to 
work for. On its recovery our pay is based 
on salvage; with personal baggage and mail 
we trust to tho generosity of the owner, 
which seldom pans out richly. M e receive 
no pay from tho steamship compaiij-. T he, 
orders to our divers though are to first ex­
amine the hole in the Oregon’s side to s.e if 
her plates are bout inward or out.”

MARTIN IRONS,

H ie  T-cailcr or t lie  S trikers o n  th e  G ou ld  
KaU roads.

.T! o ekairman of the executive committee 
of the Knights of Labor, district No. 101, is 
Martin Irons, o f St. Louis. He it was who 
precipitated the strike on the Missouri Pacific 
railroad by  ordering tho members of the 
Knights of Labor employed on the Gonid_ 
system to quit work until their grievances 
were heeded. Mr. Irons is a Scotchman, 
stubborn, aggressive and self-reliant In 
this respect lie is said to resemble no man 
more than his antagonist, Vice-President and 
General Manager Hoxie, o f the Missouri 
Pacific. It is a contest in  which the leaders 
are well matched. I f  the support on both 
sides were also oquallybalanced there would 
he a chance o f victory resting with tho 
righ t

One o f  the results of the prominence given 
to Mr. Irons by  this strike is a flood o f tele­
grams and correspondence which pom s in 
upon him every day. The m ajority o f  these 
letters bring encouragement, advice and sub­
stantial support The autograph fiend is 
also hounding him. H e has received a  re­
quest with an accompanying check o f  $50 
fo r  a  five-page article from  one o f  the maga­
zines. Through his present notoriety h e has 
also received a letter from  a sister who has 
been seeking him  for  twenty years. His 
mother, it appears, died in New Orleans 
after the war leaving considerable property. 
T hey advertised in every way for  Martin in 
order that he should receive his share o f tho 
estate, hut were never ablo to find him un­
til now-. _____________________

T lie  L i t e  “ .B uckshot”  F orster.
"William Forster, anEnglisli Quaker preach­

er, died in Tennessee while advocating freedom 
for the negro. His son, the late W illiam E. 
Forster, died recently in England, having 
spent the latter years o f his life in  the en­
deavor to prevent legislative freedom fo r  tho 
Irish people. It is an illustration of the in­
tense feeling which seems to he inborn in tho 
average Englishman toward his Irish neigh­
bor. Win. E. Forster was a  strong Liberal in 
his time, and during our war was shoulder to 
shoulder with John Bright on the side o f tho 
Federal states and in opposition to slavery, 
while his last words, it is said, were: “No 
homo rule for Ireland.”

William E. Forster was bom  in Dorsetshire, 
England, in ISIS. In 1SG1 he entered parlia­
ment and has been returned continuously 
since. On tbe call to office o f Mi-. Gladstone 
in  1880 Mr. Forster became chief secretary for 
Ireland. Here he supported the refief dis­
tress bill and was tlio author of tho compensa­
tion for disturbances bill. In 1SS1 ho intro 
duced some coercive hills that wero bitterly 
opposed b y  Parnell and his party, who 
adopted the policy of obstruction b y  a system 
of dilatory tactics; and a sitting, commenced 
on Jan. 30, was protracted through the night 
and the whole o f  the next day and the fol­
lowing night, causing intense excitement 
throughout the kingdom. After the house 
had been sitting for the unprecedented period 
of forty-two hours, the speaker, on resuming 
the chair, Feb. 1, forbade further speaking 
and put tho question. On tho following day. 
Mr. Dillon, Mr. Pain ell, Mr. Finegau and

twenty-eight other Irish members were sus­
pended, the three named being removed from  
the house by: force.

'Though Secretary Forster promised at that 
time that the prosecution act, which he was 
armed with, would not bo employed to repress 
agitation, immediately after the act re­
ceived royal assent, the counties o f Clare, 
Galway, Kerry, Leitrim, Limerick, Mayo, 
Roscommon, Sligo and several baronies in 
the county o f Cork, were proclaimed and 
several persons were arrested, among them 
being Parnell, Dillon, Cexton, Father Sheehy, 
a Catholic priest, and Mr. Boyton, a native 
American, these were locked Up in Kflmain- 
kam jail. “ Suspects”  were hurried to jail 
on all sides, ahd a reign o f terror prevailed.

Then it becamo evident that to proceed  
with this policy the whole Irish'nation would 
have to he iraprisened. This being impracti­
cable a new departure b y  the government 
was announced and Mr.- Forster resigned. It 
was in a speech in  parliament later, in ex­
plaining his reasons for resigning, that Mr. 
Forster gave Parnell the title o f “ the un­
crowned king of Ireland.”

Mr. Forster whs undoubtedly a well-hated 
man. His nickname, “ Buckshot”  Forster, 
was bestowed upon him during the heat o f  
Irish troubles connected with tho suppression 
o f tho Land League, Mr. Forster hqving ad­
vocated tho substitution of buckshot car-, 
fridges for the usual ball cartridges used by 
the Irish constabulary.

In personal appearance Mr. Forster was 
bizarre and uncouth. He dressed in  such ill- 
fitting clothes that i t  was a standing joke in 
the house tlmt they were cut and made by 
liimsolf. But all this uncoil thne-s of niauner 
and simplicity o f stylo were the result o f 
design. Tho same affectation of simplicity 
characterized his spsoebes. They- were rough 
and unrhetorical and boro all the marks of 
extemporization, althoi gh they were always 
carefully prepared and sometimes rehearsed 
for weeks beforehand. His ambition was 
great and, though few won Idsuspoet it, he Was 
extraordinarily vain. He had the courage to 
maintain his convictions at whatever hazard, 
and oven his worst enemies admit that he 
was brutally honest

THE WHITE CROSS.-

A S ociety  tlinfc is ISmloavoi-iiig, to  T ro -  
inottt rnrity .

Ono o f  tho latest; societies which have 
sprung up to combat a social ovil is the So­
ciety of the White Cross. It already num­
bers more than 1,000 members in New York, 
and is establishing branches everywhere. Tho 
objects of tho order is included in the follow­
ing rules, to which every young man sub­
scribes on joiuingthe society:

1. To treat all women with respect, and 
endeavor to protect them from wrong find 
degradation. 2, To endeavor to put down all 
Indecent language and coarse jests. 3. To 
maintain the law of purity as equally binding 
upon men and women. 4. To endeavor to 
spread these principles among m y compan­
ions and fry  to help m y younger brothers. 5. 
To use every possible means to fulfill the 
command: “Keep thysolf puro.”

The leader of the White Cross movement 
in America is the Rev. B. F. Do Costa, D.D., 
rector o f the Protestant Episcopal Church of 
•St. John the Evangelist, W est Eleventh 
street, New York. Ho is o f Huguenot de­
scent and o f an old Boston family, being born 
in 1801. Ho received his degree from  the Col­
lege o f William and Mary- and is a member 
of the Boston university-. He spent a  num­
ber o f y-cars in study ami historic research in 
Europe, acquiring largo stores o f rare material 
relating to early American history. He was 
chaplain of the Eighteenth aud Fifth Massa­
chusetts infantry. Ho wa? in the battle of 
Bull Run and went through tho peninsula 
campaign. Before this ho built a church at 
North Adams, Mass., in 185S and
afterwards was r.elor of S t Mary’s, 
Newton Lower Fails. Disabled some­
what Ijy hardship in tho war, he 
assumed the editorship of The New York 
Christian Times in 1S03, having previously 
shown unusual literary abilities and attracted 
attention as a writer. He afterwards edited 
The Episcopalian, and in 1882 and 1S83 wasih 
charge of The Magazine of American History. 
Ho lias contributed largely to the magazines 
and has published some thirty volumes. His 
work on the “Pre-Columbian Discovery of 
America” attracted much attention, and is 
now one of the rare A m e r ic a n a .  He also 
wrote a novel, “The Rector of Roxburgh,” 
under the noni de plume of “William Hick- 
ling.”  He is equally at home in the.learned 
discussions of historical societies, where ho 
forms such a promiuent figure, and in  circles 
for tho amelioration of poverty and sorrow. 
Ho maintains that the social _ evil is the 
greatest of all evils, and that vice alone can 
make our polities dangerous and bring the 
downfall of the nation. Ho is an ablo and 
eloquent preacher and one of tho best known 
men in New York, bis services being in con­
stant demand for every- good work having 
in view tlie moral and intellectual elevation 
of the people. In 1882 he began moral purity 
work, and in February, 1884, organized tbe 
first White Cross society in America. Tho 
work, has now spread all over the United 
States, being, lilto temperance work, unde­
nominational Dr. De Costa bolds that the 
White Cross, purity, and tho W hite Ribbon, 
temperance, must go together.

Promote*! to Succeed Gen. Teiry.

To the vacancy- created b y  the promotion 
o f Gen. Terry the president has nominated 
C ol Thomas H. Ruger. Gen. Huger was a 
New Y ork boy, but was appointed iu 1850, 
at tbe ago o f 17, to West Point from Wiscon­
sin, from  where ho graduated with high 
honors in 1854, he being'the third in his class 
and Gen. O. O. Howard the fourth. Enter­
ing the Engineers, as his rank entitled him to 
do, he was engaged for a few months on the 
construction of the defences of New Orleans, 
but the following spring, April 1, 1S55, re­
signed and opened a law business at Janes­
ville, iu which he was occupied until the. out­
break of the civil war, six years later. His 
first command in the war was as lieutenant 
colonel of the Third Wisconsin Volunteers iu 
the summer of 1861. He became colonel of 
this regiment In August, and was 
on duty in  Maryland and in the
Shenandoah valley during that and 
the succeeding year, taking part in the 
combat at Winchester, May, 1802, and in the 
battles of Cedar mountain, August 9, 
aud Antietam, Sept. 17. He was made 
brigadier .general o f volunteers, Nov. 
29, 1862, and as such took i>art jn the battles 
of Chaucellorsville aud Gettysburg in 1801 
He ivas engaged also in  suppressing the draft 
riots in Now Y ork  in that year. Transfirred 
to the west, be took part in Sherman’s cam­
paign of 1864 to Atlanta, and then as a divi­
sion commander of the Twenty-third corps 
in Geii. Thomas’ Tennessee campaign against 
Hood, serving with the western army- until 
the surrender of Johnston.

After the war, Gen. Ruger was made colo­
nel o f tho Thirty-third infantry in the regu­
lar army, and brevet brigadier general for 
gallantry and meritorious services at Gettys­
burg. He was for a time provisional gover­
nor of Georgia, and held other commands at 
the south throughout the reconstruction 
period, and until 1871, when he ‘ served as 
superintendent of the Military academy at 
West Point for  five years, until 1S70. Then 
he returned to Atlanta and took command 
of the department of the south. He had, in 
1809, on the reduction o f the number of regi­
ments, been transferred to tho colonelcy of 
the Eighteenth infantry, and with this regi­
ment proceeded to the west on the reduction 
of the southern garrisons. A t the time of 
his recent nomination, Gen. Huger was in 
command of tho School o f Application and 
the post at Fort Leavenworth. ' *

THE REV. JOHN JASPER.

T ho F roaehev W h o  T ow s T hat tlie  Sun 
D o  M ove.

A  newspaper wag, writing to his journal a 
letter from  the capital o f Virginia about this 
colored divine, has the impudence to head 
his letter: “ Richmond’s Most Celebrated
Ereacher.” .The worst o f it is- that this is 
fact, too.

Rev. Jasper has a substantial church, all 
his own. It is in tho heart of “Africa,” as 
tho northern part of Richmond is called. It 
is attractive looking, built o f brick, is large 
enough to hold 500 persons, and is always 
filled. That is more than hundreds of white 
doctors of divinity, who presido over the 
richest of city congregations, can say Of 
theirs.

Rev. Jasper’s sheep are well dressed, too. 
They come o f  the cream of tho Richmond 
colored society, which prides itself on its 
blood, the best blood o£ Old Virginny, sab! 
It is more than half right, too ; at least it is 
just about half T ig h t ;  for the negroes of 
Richmond are half 'white, a very largo num­
ber o f them; and not a .few are cousins b y

not Tnany Tremovei 'to 'co lonels, judges, 
congressmen, generals and even presidents 
that have been.

To people like these handsome, lazy quad­
roons, mulnttoes and oetoroous, Jasper 
preaches. His col­
lections are liberal, 
and there cannot 
be seen a ragged or 
untidy negro iu the 
c o n g r e g a t i o n .
Their clothes, the 
women’s, outvie the 
peacock for splen­
dor o f color and 
silldncss. The men 
strut in b r o a d - 1 
cloths and white 
vests, and white 
neck ties. There is 
really no reason 
w hy they should v~ 
not bo well dressed, zi 
These Richmond 
negroes go out to 
service at watering places and seashore re­
sorts during tho season. They get high wages, 
and they are besides the most inveterate 
beggars in America. The half worn or even 
new, handsome garment, which they cannot 
beg away from  the luckless watering place 
sojourner, the dollar or half dollar which 
they can’t coax out of him, isn’t worth hav­
ing. They ought to he well dressed, bother 
them.

Jasper, himself, appears resplendent in 
fine black broadcloth, with gold shirt 
studs and a  white necktie, aud a watch 
chain. He is three-quarters black, and 
nearly 70 years old now. He is tolerably 
well informed in hooks, hut uses the negro 
dialect persistently in his talk This is ■ a 
peculiarity of most negroes in the south. 
Many of them can read and write well—ex­
cellent English, in fact. But they associate 
only with their own race away from school. 
Hearing only the negro dialect in ordinary 
conversation, it  is difficult to see how they 
can over learn correct English under such 
conditions.

Jasper still adheres to his doctrine that the 
sun do move. He plants the statement on 
the Biblo and stakes his last hope o f  salvation 
upon it. White persons, strangers in  Rich­
mond, frequently go  to his church. It is ono 
o f the lions ot the city. Among these 
stranger visitors some tune since were Mr. 
and Mrs. Moncure D. Conway. “ M. D. C.” 
gives an amusing account of the sermon. 
The preacher was evidently flattered b y  the 
presence of his distinguished auditors, and 
yet was straggling not to appear so. He 
went out of his way to  administer sounding 
whacks to learned people who do not be­
lieve the word of God.

He never fails to do this, for among his 
own congregation are some black sheep, at 
least yellow sheep, who refuse to admit that 
‘ ‘the sun do move.”  They say they only go 
to church “ for style,”  like white folk. - Says 
Jasper:

“ There is some folks beak that is not keah 
for the lovo o f God, hut jes’ to catchup 
somethin’ to carry away and laff a t ”

The Pan Electric Telephone company in­
vestigation threatens to becomems celebrated 
a case as the Credit Mobilier scandal. Our 
readers m ay not have followed the investiga­
tion as it drags through tho hands of a con­
gressional committee. The facts, as far as 
outsiders can get at them, are these: There is 
a powerful organization called the Bell Tele­
phone company. It has the telephone busi­
ness of the United States largely in its control 
Opposed to it is tho Pan Electric company, 
ostens-'bly at the head of which are Dr. J. 
Rogers and his son. Members o f  congress 
and even of the cabinet have stock ill the 
Pan Electric company, and aTO accused of 
using the influence of their official position to 
forward the interests of tho company. It is 
war to tho knife between tho Bell and the 
Pan Electric concerns, and they have law­
suits pending in the United States courts to 
determine the patent rights of each.

CASEY YOUNG.
Gasoy Young, o f Memphis, Tenn., is the 

secretary of the Pan Electric company. He 
declared before the congressional committee 
that tho Bell Telephone company controls 
the newspaper press o f the nation and all 
congress, too. That, he says, is the reason 
why so many papers are hounding certain 
high officials so persistently and demanding 
then- resignation. He says these journals 
are well paid for their services.

Gasey Young is a shrewd, determined 
man. He is a lawyer and a Democrat and 
has been a  member o f four congresses. Ho 
is not in  at present, however.

ing off on tobacco is undoubtedly telling on 
him, and itsoems to be an interesting scientific 
and religious fact that the physical annoy­
ances that' follow such a reform cannot he 
removed b y  praj’er.
