Xevgro Mortality.
The annual dealii rate of the colored 

people in the cities of this country, and 
especially in Southern cities, lias been 
much larger than tlie death rate of the 
whites, the ratio in Washington for 
several years having been nearly -2 to 1. 
But reports from Savannah, published 
liy tlie.Hew Orleans Times Democrat, 
indicate that tlie colored death rate in 
that city has become alarmingly large, 
and far greater than any rate hereto­
fore noted there in the absence of an 
epidemic. While the rate for the 
white people is said to have been only 
12.1!), that for the colored people is 
said to have been 122.04, and the rate 
for colored children under 5 years is 
reported to have been 001.0" per 1,000. 
This seems incredible. If, Jiowever, 
the figures are correct, the white resi­
dents of Savannah have not done their 
duty by their black fellow citizens. Such 
an enormous mortality must be the 
result of neglect, want of medical at­
tendance, lack of food and care, and a 
total failure on the part of the city au­
thorities to enforce ordinary sanitary 
regulations.—New York Times.

In 
this condition, if it should become 
seasonable, the silk revives its growth, 
but the tassels do not recover. Then, 
for want of pollen, the new silk is un­
able to fill tlie office for which it was 
designed. The pollen from the replant­
ed corn is then ready to supply the 
silk, and the filling is completed. He 
says nearly all abortive ears, so com­
mon in ail corn crops, are caused by 
the want of pollen, and he has known 
ears to double their size in this filling.

Carothers 
then by frantic efforts released him­
self, but not before he was badly 
scortched.

Herman Reedly was digging a well 
at McAlister, I. T. He arranged a 
charge for blasting, lighted the fuse, ' 
and was hoisted toward the surface 
forty feet above; When half way up 
tlie rope- broke, and he fell to the bot­
tom. He tiled to grasp and extinguish 
the fuse, but was too late. The charge 
exploded, Herman was blo wn nearly to 
the top of the well, and fell back dead 
with every bone in his body broken.

Sam Jones on W h isk y  and Politics.
Sam Jones, in a receut sermon at In­

dianapolis, paid his respects to the 
Prohibition politicians. His remarks 
will apply as well to Michigan as to 
Indiana. He said:

“You all have got this liquor ques­
tion in a great muddle here in Indiana. 
Let me tell you, we fired our gun down 
in old Georgia, and you will hear It re­
verberating all over this country pretty 
soon, if  you have not already heard it 
here. I  will tell you we are running 
on liquor-down in Georgia. W e are 
voting on liquor down in Georgia.' AYe 
have not got any politics in it at all, 
and liquor is no more a political ques­
tion than. “ thou slialt not steal”  is a 
political question; not one hit. AVe 
have stripped it of politics down there. 
Now, in  our counties where we have 
elections, the tickets read this way: 
“For whisky” —“Against whisky.” And 
as I  have told them on the stump down 
in Georgia, when a fellow can walk up 
and vote one o f those tickets “for 
whisky” he is eleven-tenths dog. All 
the human in him is dog, and the ani­
mal is turned to dog, too, and ho is 
just dog alL over. You all strip poli­
tics ouc. of this question up here in In­
diana, and vote on it simply as a moial 
question. That is what it is. It is a 
moral question, and you politicians get 
out of the way. There is no politician 
in God’s world that can saddle my vote 
against whisky and ride into office on 
it; and if you fellows want offices you 
can go saddle a barrel. That is the 
best way to get in. Let us fellows 
that want to put it out, put it out. It 
is whisky that we want to put out, and 
not some fellows into office. AYhenev- 
er a fellow goes to mixing politics and 
whisky, you can just put it down, he 
is beaten out on the other side and 
wants to get in office on the prohibi­
tion side. Now put that down. I 
never voted for St. John, hut *1 am as 
strong a prohibitionist as ever lived 
and died, and I  will tell you what 1 
did do. Every time I got a chance to 
vote against whisky in n:y State or to 
speak against it, I was against it, 

^through and through. Lot ns strip 
this from politics, and all that is per­
sonal, and let us put the question on 
its own merits. I f  you ail want it 
here, vote it in, and if yon don’t want 
it, vote it out. That is the way to do 
it. AVe have got it out of 120 counties 
iu Georgia. AVe have got seventeen 
counties left and we are manufactur­
ing legs now for the barrels in those 
counties, and we a re just going to walk 
them out; and, thank God, I shall live 
to see the day when I can say "to my 
boys, ‘Boys, stay in Georgia, and you 
will live and die sober men. You can­
not find a drop of whisky for sale in 
my State.”

Mr. Eugene Higgins, the appoint­
ment clerk o f  the Treasury Depart­
ment, held the position of underkeep­
er in Libby Prison during the war. It 
was he who thought that to he a Re­
publican was charge enough to he 
brought against any man.

The Chicago Knights o f Labor have 
shown their good sense and elevated 
themselves in public estimation by ex­
pelling all anarchists and communists 
throughout the district assembly, which 
includes over one hundred local assem­
blies.

They Bought Bugs.
The folly of buying goods of ped 

lers was plainly illustrated the other 
day. A  lady who is famous for seek­
ing bargains was shown some rugs by 
a fellow who is canvassing the city-, 
and after some parley agreed to buy 
four rugs at §20, which was four dol­
lars less than the asking price. She 
bought the rugs, and the fellow went

And this is only one more 
proof of the gullibility of many of our 
people, who are fooled into the notion 
that they are getting something for no­
thing, when in fact they are paying ex­
traordinary high prices.—Elkhart Re­
view.

Attention has already been called to 
the fact that a pension with a large 
amount of arrears has been granted to 
Stockslager, the Asssstant Commissi­
oner of tlie Land Office who draws a 
salary of §8,500 a year from the govern­
ment, and for the last six weeks has 
been almost constantly absent from 
his desk, in violation of the pledges" of 
the President, attending to his cam­
paign as a candidate for Congress in 
Indiana, and there are other similar 
cases to illustrate the inconsistency o f 
the President’s vetoes. One of the 
most flagrant of them is the bill grant­
ing one year’s salary(§3,000) §500 for 
the burial expenses, and an unnamed 
sum for the expenses of the sickness ot 
James G. AVintersmitk to his “ heirs- at 
law.” AVintersmith served two years 
as door-keeper of the House o f Rep­
resentatives, and died last summer, 
l ie  was a Kentucky man, and served 
in the Confederate army. His “heirs 
at law” consist o f his father, Colonel 
Dick AVintersmith, a well-known 
sporting man and lobbyist of this city, 
a clever, genial gentleman, who tells 
a story well, and is a great favorite at 
the clubs and drinking places. He 
will receive §3,500, and as much more 
as the expenses ..of his son’s illness 
amounted to, because the latter hap. 
pened to serve two years as door­
keeper of the House of Representa­
tives. Mrs. General Hunter, whose 
husband served fifty years in the army 
and bore numerous wounds as evidence 
of his courage and fidelity, gets no­
thing for his funeral expenses or the 
expenses of his last illness. She does 
not even get a pension. Even had the 
President permitted the hill to become 
a larv, that granted her a pension, she 
would not have drawn during the. rest 
of her life as much a: the President 
allowed the genial Dick AVintersmith 
to receive as a gratuity, or as much as 
Fitz John Porter will receive' every 
year.

Cleveland and Pensions.
"Washington, July 2.—President 

Cleveland has writen some very amus­
ing messages to Congress and has made 
a lot of fun o f poor old soldiers whose 
hones were broken and whose consti­
tutions were shattered by disease, fight­
ing for their country, while he was 
practicing law in Buffalo. He has 
seen fit to refuse a pension to a woman 
because she was the step-mother of a 
soldier who gave his life for the Union, 
although it was shown that she eared 
for him from the time he was an in­
fant and was dependent upon him for 
support in her old age. Commissioner 
Black has refused a pension to a poor 
old colored women who gave three 
sons to the service because at the time 
o f their enlistment she could not have 
been dependent upon them, as she was 
a slave. In  many other instances the 
adminstration has stood like a stone 
wall between the clamoring cormor­
ants and the Treasury, hut in some he 
has not. The President signs the 
hill by which Fitz John Porter is re­
stored to the army and enabled to draw 
§3,375 per year for tbe rest o f his life 
without doing anything whatever to 
earn it, and vetoes the hill granting a 
pension of §50 a month to the aged 
Mrs Hunter, whose husband served for 
nearly a half a century in three wars 
and countless Indian engagement with­
out having ever been accused o f  dis­
loyalty or disobedience of orders.. I f  
there was ever afaithful and gallant, 
soldier General David Hunter was 
one. Unfortunately for his aged wid­
ow, he was the president- o f the court- 
martial which tried Fitz John Porter 
and dismissed him from the army. 
Porter, is given a pension o f $3,375 a 
year the same week that Mi's. Hunter 
is denied a pension of §000 a year. He 
is able to draw a salary o f  §7,500 a 
"year as Police Commissi mer at New 
York, while she, nearly SO years o f age,

The patient 
now lies in a trance apparently asleep.

Startling: Statistics Showing the 
elation o f  Lim a, Peru*

Senator Gaston, the chief of the bu­
reau of morchantile statistics in Lima, 
Peru, has prepared a sensational docu­
ment, the points of which Consul Brunt 
lias sent to the state department. He 
says:

“There are only 100,000 population in 
Lima; 34 per cent, of these are minors, 
47 per cent, single and widowed, 19 per­
cent. married. Statistics show that 46 
per cent, of the births in 1884 were the 
fruit of wedlock, and 54 per cent, illegit­
imate. It is, therefore, more than evi­
dent that over two-thirds of the popula­
tion of Lima live in a state of concubin­
age or something ot that character, 
rather than in. legal or family ties. In a 
word, of the 100,000 people in Lima, but 
little more than one-third live in family 
ties.

There are 33,914 persons under age, 
34,159 females, and only 30,OSS active 
producers, so that every able-bodied man 
lias to support more than three persons. 
The cost of food, clothes, etc., may be 
reckoned at §15.02 per head per month. 
Each man able to work should earn 
§45.06 per month. This amount is only 
obtained by the most limited number. 
A condition of the most abject poverty 
prevails, which shortens the life of the 
people. The consuming class is con­
stantly increasing, and every man forced 
to shoulder the musket is a new burden 
laid on the shoulders of the producers. 
It is, therefore,shown that the population 
of Lima does not rest, as it should, on a 
family basis, and that from a lack of la­
bor power and excess of unmar 
ried females there is wanting 
that great producing element which 
is a principal factor in well- 
established communities. The result of 
all .this is a never-ending struggle be­
tween air educated minority andtlie pow­
erful resistance of ignorant masses, who, 
almost irresponsible for their acts, enter­
tain a deep-seated prejudice for those 
they hold to be their oppressors. These 
are a suspicious, selfish mass, refusing 
all efforts toward their own. self-regener­
ation, without habits of order, unable to 
respect laws of which they are ignorant, 
living in intellectual darkness, and gen­
erally in moral depravity, their existence 
passes by without a thought being given 
to then- advancement, their preservation 
as a race or their hereafter.

AVhen it comes to pursuits, 64,956 are 
without any.. Eveix among those mar­
ried not one-fifth of the offspring survive 
the first year’s existence, and the reason 
assigned is that the parents can not pro­
vide them with the proper nourishment,

Even more lamentable is the fate of 
those numerous unmarried women whose 
children never know their fathers. For 
them there is no employment, no protec­
tion, no support. AVhen their children 
live they grow up weaklings owing to 
the privations they undergo, and they 
generally end their days in a hospital. 
And this condition is due to the indiffer­
ence of our government and to our own 
character. Premiums are given to use­
less and unsubstantial objects, while tal­
ent and honorable labor go unrewarded. 
Immense sums are subscribed to build 
sumptuous temples side by side with the 
hovels where the poor die in want and 
misery. Hundreds of people exist in 
deep and narrow unhealthy dwellings, 
while in the main street of the city are 
extensive convents and monasteries, cov­
ering acres of ground and affording shel­
ter to a handful of useless andidle monks 
and nuns. On this account there are 
more churches and convents than mu­
nicipal schools, more children and women 
than men, more soldiers and Chinese 
than active citizens, more beggars than 
laborers, more priests than men of sci­
ence, more illegitimate than legitimate 
children, more ignorance than enlight­
enment, more corruption than morality, 
more gunpowder than bread. Prom this 
indifference the little good among us is 
gradually disappearing. It lacks sup­
port and appreciation. It is, therefore, 
necessary in our own interest and in that 
of orir descendants to change this vicious 
order of things, to reform these, dreadful 
abuses, to punish these offenses with, se­
verity and to afford instruction, protec­
tion and support to those women and 
children so deplorably unfortunate in 
their present state.—St. Louis Globe- 
Democrat.

One of nature’s most tromen tons chemical

Here are mountains, and waters, and rocks, 
and: mud, and heat The springs appear to 
bo the venting boles o f subterranean 
mineral factories and machine shops. The 
heat comes from  away down deep some­
where,, heaven knows where.

The springs are reached b y  the Missouri 
Pacific railway. Iron Mountain route. I t  is 
the only lino to the springs. Hearty all 
travelers pass through S t  Louis on the way 
thither. In  that city  the Iron Mountain 
route’s courteous and, accomplished passen­
ger agent is Mr. H. 0. Townsend. Ho will 
give ample information to invalids and 
others seoking the healing waters.

The Arkansas hot springs may he properly 
eonsidered the Baden-Baden o f America. 
Rheumatism, gout and skin diseases are 
cured here. The waters da injury to those 
who have heart-disease or consumption. 
Baden-Baden in the old world prides itself 
on its ant'quity. The ancient Romans them­
selves used to visit the springs, there to be 
cured o f  then' high-nosed ailments, and in a 
museum o f antiquities at tho place the relirs 
of those distinguished visitors are preserved 
and shown.

BIRD S-E Y E  V IE W .
The Hot Springs were known to  nnd used 

b y  the Indians ages ago, long before the 
w hitem an ever entered theuglv l.n t pie- 
tnve-qne valley in which they are situated. 
The land upon which they iliw  belon gs to 
the United States government. They are 
atth> foot o f  Hot Springs mountain, which 
is a  part o f  the government reservation 
The town o f  Hot Springs is a  long, strag­
gling ; ttlement on  both sides o f  the raviu ' 
at the foot o f tw o mountains. The springs 
are on the east siJe. On the east is Hot 
Springs mountain, on  the west W est moun­
tain. Government has expended a large 
amount o f  money on the creek formed by 
the outflow o f the springs. Once it was 
availed in and arched over, but hurst forth 
where it was not avanted, and made another 
large hot spring, and the work had to bo 
undertaken over again.

The j esiduit pof u’ atiou ot the town of 
H ot Springs is about 7,000. The visiting 
and invalid population includes members of 
congres-', doctors o f divinity, gamblers, 
lawyers and ladies, a great mixture.

Hew springs occasionally t nrst np and 
bubble over. There are now seventy-on' o f 
them know n. The wa‘ er c f  th « hottest wilt 
cook an egg in fifteen minutis. The gov- 
eminent authorities have built two giva* 
tanks avhieh together lin'd 50,000 ,  alien-s of 
avater. The avater from the springs is led 
into these tanks. Th y  fill at night aud 
their contents are ieady for use next day. 
It is from tin sa tanks that the baths are
supplied.

A R M Y  AXD  X A V Y  lTOSFJTAT,.
The ground is leased from the government 

hereabouts, and tmoit it hotel keepers aud 
bath mutineers erect sit ’ll improvements as 
are desirable for their business. The springs 
are open the year around, February is 
is said to be an undesirable month to-visit 
them, on account o f  the rainy season. It is 
hot, too, in midsummer. Hotel accommo­
dations are good and constantly improving.

The government is building a  handsome 
and costly newr hospital here for  sick army 
and navy men. It is not yet completed. A  
better spot foraTJnitel States hospital court 
not have been selected, fo r  the H ot Springs 
constitute the most famous health-giving 
waters in the United States. There is some­
thing very peculiar about the waters. They 
aro not strongly impregnated with minerals. 
Some lime, silica, a veiylittle  itou, carbonic 
acid and salts o f  soda, potash and magnesia, 
very small qualities o f  each are found on 
analysis. The fluid is mostly a  pure hot 
water.

a  r a t h : h o c s e .
Met so powerful is it  that it is said i f  an 

old  drunkard w ho is pickled through and 
through in  alcohol l>e put into a  bath and 
kept a few  minutes, and then taken out,, the 
water will be quite black with the impurities 
that have been soaked out o f him.

Besides the springs that are leased, there 
is one very large ono, called “Mud Hole,”  
which is free to the public. Black, white 
and mulatto get into the m uddy water, to­
gether, and remain as long as they like. 
It is the resort o f the poor, who here, for 
once in their lives, get a  bath.

Another peculiar spring is called “ Com 
Hole.”  Here ladles a n l gentlemen o f the 
highest walks o f  society in separate com­
partments sit ahont with their feet in the 
hot mud and water for  the very unpoutlcal 
purpose o f  soaking their corns off. The pro­
cess is remarkably successful. Bathing in 
the H ot Springs waters induces profuse 
perspiration. L iver and kidney troubles are 
alleviated. The sick man seems o f  ten to be 
made over new.

' THE LATE JUDGE DAVIS.

One o f  the Purest and H ost H onored o f 
Public- H e r .

THE LATE JUDGE DAVID DAVIS.
Judge David Davis was b om  in  Cecil 

county, Maryland, March 8 1815. B y  the 
exercise o f  extreme-and oftentimes pinching 
economy, young David Davis succeeded in 
passing the collegiate course at Kenyon 
college, Ohio. He then studied law  in the 
Massachusetts academ y o f  law. Thus equip­
ped Mr. Davis in 1S81 came West and: located 
in  Pekin, TazSwell county, Illinois. Ha 
was then very poor, and wishing to  chan-e 
his location walked from  Pekin to Bloom­
ington, in  the same state, a  distance o f  forty 
miles. A rriv ing  in Bloomington in 1S35 lie 
a t once began the practice o f  law, acquir­
in g  a  practice that was constantly increasing 
up to the time o f  his elevation to the: bench.

He was the colleague o f  Abraham Lin­
coln, Jndge Logan, Gan. Gridley, O. B. 
Fickten and other legal giants o f  that period 
whose lives are- 'a portion o f  the history o f 
the country. - ,

In: 1844 Mr. Davis was elected to the pop-

ular branch o f the- assembly, where he ac­
quired life first experience in  legislative 
work. He was first called to the bench in 
1848. A t  once his friends recognized that 
Davis had found the part in  life fo r  which 
nature and education had so welt fitted him.

In 1803 President Lincoln, appointed Mr. 
Davis to  the highest judicial attainment of 
tlm aspiring jurist—-an associate judge o f  
the supreme court of the United State*, 
This appointment was made more as an 
acknowledgment of Mr. Davis’ ability us 
a  jurist than as a reward for service ren­
dered to Mr. Lincoln. Mr. Davis more 
than justified the president’s expectations. 
In  the'winter of 1S7G-77 the Illinois legisla­
ture after a stormy session elected David 
Davis te represent tho state in the United 
States senate. When Frostlent Garfield was 
slain Sm ator Davis was affected by the sen­
ate as vice-president pro tem.

THE CEREMONY OF RECEIVING THE 

HAT IN THE OLD CATHEDRAL

A m erica 's  Hew Cardinal—Tile Successor 
o f  B ishop Carl-oil in the See o f  B alti­
m o r e — The H istoric Cathedral — Tlie 
M em ber o f  tho Pope’s H oblc Guard.

B a l t i m o r e , June 30.—The long-heralded 
ceremony o f  imposing the cardinal’s berretta 
on Archbishop Gibbons took place to-day, 
with alt the solemnity and gran leur of a 
Roman Catholic church ceremony. The 
marvel on an occasion o f  this kind fe hon- 
tbe aged prelates endure these long cere­
monials in their weighty robes and in  a 
warm and crowded church. A  further 
marvel is where do all the people come from  
and how deeply interested they app?ar to 
be in all this pom p and pageant. I t  was 
expected the deep lovo in  which Archbishop 
Gibbons fe field b y  all clas-es o f  citizens 
W'oultl bring a  tremendous crowd to tho old 
cathedral, to witness bfe recaption o f  fresh 
honors, but the number o f  the people was 
beyond anfc'pation.

The see o f  Baltimore takes precedence of 
any in America since 1784, whan the Rev. 
John Carroll, a rel­
ative o f  the cele­
brated on? o f Car­
rollton, was chosen 
s u p e r i o r  o f the 
priests o f  the Ro­
man C a t h o l i c  
church in  Amer­
ica. Cardinal G.b- 
bons is the succes­
sor o f Father Car- 
roll, and now  more 
than ever the am­
bassador o f Rome 
in America. He is 
a  busy churchman, a  hard worker and a 
close student He is now  on? o f  the young­
est members o f  the college o f cardinals. His 
rise in the church has been remarkahl*. 
Born in Baltimore July 23, 1834, ordained a 
priest Jane 30, 1SGI, appointed vicar apos­
tolic o f Horth Carolina in 1803, installed as 
bishop o f  Richmond in 1872, promoted as 
coadjutor archbishop o f Baltimore In 1S77, 
assuming the full archbishopric upon the 
death of Archbishop Bayley. he has 
reached th? crowning honor o f  his life, 
being the second American who has 
reached the height o f tho cardinalate. A t 
the first cardinal camo from  the north, it 
is peculiarly fitting that th j second should 
he the head o f  the province which in­
cludes so m any southern states. Arch­
bishop Gibbons’  priestly career began with 
the war, and few  m?u have done more to 
aid the south in  h?r onward progress since 
the return of peaco. In  personal appear­
ance tho archbishop is slender and rather 
delicate. His features nro clear cut; and 
h is'k indly blue eyes and gentl? manners 
make stanch friends for him everywhere. 
His ability is o f  a  high order as a  writer, 
aud as a speaker he fe always clear in argu­
ment and simple in style, but it fe principally 
os an administrator that he has won his 
highest reputation.

CA RD IN A L GIBBOXS.

THE BALTIMORE CATHEDRAL.
The grand old cathedral in  which the 

ceremony took place dates from  1806. The 
site had been the camping ground o f a  por­
tion o f the French troops under Count , 
Rochnmbeau, who, after the surrender o f

Yorktown, remained here until Tbo close of 
the war. The cathedral was fifteen years 
building. I t  and the archlepiscopal resi­
dence, w ith the grounds attached, occupy 
one-half o f  t i l ' largo square bounded by 
Cathedral, Franklin and Mulberry streets 
nnd Cbaries avonue. Cathedral and Charles 
streets are tho two most fashionable 
thoroughfares in tho city. There is ait 
ancient appearance about the great granite 
walls of tho cathedral, and the general archi­
tecture o f tho massive structure is unlike 
any other church in the Country. I t  will 
seat more people than any other church in 
Baltimore ' W ith its old paintings an.d 
mngnifi -ent marble altars, this edifice is 
one of the special objects of interest to 
strangers.

Two grand organs, one in the sanctuary 
and the other, a mammoth ono, in a gallery, 
supply tho accompaniments- to the regular 
chon- a n l the choristers who chant tho 
Gregorian music for tho masses. Tho sanc­
tuary extending in front oE tho three altars 
fe very large, and needs to be, as on an 
occasion like the on? of to-day, when there 
were hundreds of church dignitaries present 
Tbero nro threo galleries, ono of which fe 
occupied by the choir, null the other by 
Sisters of Charity and tho orphans from St 
Mary’s asylum.

After :ho impressive pontifical high mas-, 
in which a sermon was ; reached by the elo­
quent Archbishop Ryan, of Philadelphia, iho

One of the love­
liest spots in Amer­
ica fe Lake Chau­
tauqua and its neigh- 
borho xl. I t  fe a gem 
set in the rim of 
northern Hew York.

It is twenty 
miles l o n g  
and two to 
five m i l e s  
wide. Here,

co il i-i.oagh for 
blankets, and in the evening a  cozy fire is 
often comfortable. The fishing in the lake 
nnd its tributaries fe unsurpassed. Mtis- 
kallonge, bass and siinftsli are caught easily. 
In tho fall there is good duck shooting. Tho 
ducks hover about Chautauqua’s woods and 
waters oil their way south for tho winter.

It is the Sunday school people who have 
made Chautauqua. They discovered it 
about twelve years ago and they took pos­
session o f  i t  In 1874 the Chautauqua 
Slimmer School and Assembly was organ* 
fee-1. It lias met there in July an l August 
every year since. The oyg infection was 
oiiginally what might be called a Sun lay 
Sehoal institute. Tuose who established it 
were largely Metho lists, but other denomi­
nations are well represented ill tho society. 
A  corps of instructors were appointed and 
lectures mi 1 instructions given, mostly on 
sacred history.

ranean sea. A  model o f  Solomon’s Temple, 
o f Jerusalem, nnd o f th? great pyramid, are 
among the attractions These are ot great 
siz \ and strikingly illustrate the lectures-on 
subjects pertaining to them. A  museum of 
sacred and general antiquities is also found 
in the assembly’s collection. The grounds 
include 133 acres o f  beautiful shadel land­
scape. They are laid out in w*alfcs, drives, 
and parks, and the whole is lighted by  
electrici.y.

There ar? numarous other buildings o f 
interest O-i? o f them fe the Hall o f Philoso­
phy, as it fe called.

H A L L  OF rniLOSOPHY.
The Chautauqua assembly soon found it 

had more upon its hands than it had bar­
gained for. There were so many person*, 
young and old, that wanted to learn so many 
things at once—some of the ;e even outside 
the direct Sunday school field.

On> c f  the crying evils o f the day was the 
vile dime literature, wh'ch was poisoning 
ch 1 Iren’s minds. Could not tho association 
do some hing to sion it? They thought they 
coni I. Dr. J. H. Vincent, the Chautauqua 
instructor, shouldered the task He, in co i- 
nection with able assistants, organized what 
grew to bo the now famous G. L. S. C  That 
means the Chau tauqua Literary a n l Scien­
tific circle. It became a  new organization, 
now regularly chartered as the Chautauqua 
university. "  .

It fe composed of pupils all over Amer­
ica, who study various branches o f  
science an l literature at home, in local cir­
cles, under directions by letter from  head­
quarters. It has done immense good. In 
the summer there are meetings for tho'P 
who can attend them in tho uniqu? ‘ ‘Hall o f 
Philosophy,”  which you se?  in  the piciur-. 
It carries the thought back to the classic, 
beautiful days when Socrates and the other 
Greek philosophers taught in the porches 
and in the open air.

The Circle now has a  regular coarse o f in­
struction, and the students graduate at the 
end o f four years A nybody—black, white, 
young o r  old, mate or female—m ay belong 
to the univorsity, for the education is go t at 
home in spare moments. Examinations are 
carried on by  letter.

WILLIE HAHN.

The Xnventor's Luckless. L ot Illustrated 
In the O riginator o f  tlse Bicycle..

The usual luckless lot o f  the inventor is 
well exemplified in  the career o f  Pierre 
Lull ol no nt tbo undoubted originator o f the 

bicycle. H e was 
n o t . only the in­
ventor but the 
first maker, rider, 
teacher and - ex­
h i b i t o r  o f th? 
“ wheel.”  He has 
been a firm be­
liever in the uni­
versal introduc­
tion o f  this nfethod 
•of traveling an d ,

future o f the bicycle jn , the face o f  obstacles

without number. . Ha has lived to know 
that tligre are at present in use 500,000 
bioj’ oles. O-befs have reaped fortunes as the 
fruit of his invention, while hfe reward is 
a position in the workshops of the ■ Pope 
Manufacturing company at Boston, and the 
little glory that an arlie’ e like this may 
give him.

The original two-wheeled velocipede was 
patented in France in 1816 b y  Baron Von 
Drais, and was called the Draisine. It 
Created a sensation at the time and was the 
subject o f  satire and much comment. En­
closures Were built wherein the beaus of tbe 
period could practice balancing themselves 
on the new machine and exhibit thair agility 
before th nr admiring belles.

THE DRAISINE,
The above illustration is from a print of 

1S19. I t  shows to the veriest detail the Drai­
sine o f  that d iv. The rider balonc?d himself 
dn a saddle midway between th? fore and 
hind wheels, which were of equal diameter. 
The front wheel turned as does the present 
bicycle, while there was a cushioned arm 
rest to give steadiness to  the arms. The 
machine wjls.propelled by paddling with the 
feet, and when sufficient momentum was ob­
tained, or when going down an incline, rests 
were provided for  the feet at the axle o f the 
forewheel where we now have tho pedal. 
A ll that was needed at that time was a sub­
stitution o f pedals fo r  tbe foot rest. Slill 
this vehicle was in  use for fifty years, until 
Lillemont added pedals to it. It is said that 
our Charles Samr.er disported himself in life 
younger days on a Draisine ou the classic 
roads o f Cambridge, where the bicycle is 
now a  common sight.

I t  was in 1803 that Lillem ont cOncelV d 
the idea of a iding pedals to tho Draisine. 
He was then 19 an 1 had left his bom? near 
Ifancy, in France, for Paris where he 
found employment with a manufacturer of 
baby carriages and invalid chairs. His pay 
was fo small lliat it was a fu ‘ 1 year before 
he could purchase a n l beg the parts o o cs -  
sary to complete his macbiu>. B.it now his 
real trouble began when ho .'Utemp'ed to 
r i !e i', as any on? can understand who iris 
trie l it and remembers his early expar - 
enc a Supposing the reader was given one 
o f Ihemodern bicycles t i  ride. He had never 
sc-en a machine like it before, and was not 
certain that it ever could be propelled safely. 
Supposing also that in b  s success as a rider 
depended the introduction of the machine as 
a vehicle? How many bicycles would he in 
use to-day? Y et this was the task Lalle- 
mont bad ke'ore him; heavy and awkward 
as liis machine was he had to demonstrate 
its use. But with 
a persist! hey, th e. 
outcome of neces­
sity, h? succeeded 
so well that in 
July, 1SG8, he had 
c o n f id e n c e  suf­
ficient to give his 
f i r s t  public ex­
h i b i t i o n  in the 
streets of Paris.
T h e poorly con­
structed machine; 
s o o n  s h o o k  to 
pieces on the pave­
ments of Paris. No 
ono assisted the young inventor with mean3 
to make another, so he was obliged to 
abandon the idea.

Then Lillemont looked to America, where 
he believed the people were quicker to catch 
at new ideas, He gave his whole energy to 
acquiring sufficient mean: to carry him 
across the Atlantic, He arrived in America 
in July, 1S05, with the two wheels of his 
machine. He sought out Connecticut, the 
land o f wooden clocks and nutmegs, and 
settled in Ansonia. He soon found employ­
ment, and from savings from  his earnings 
was enabled to Complete a second machine 
in a few months after his arrival. Then he 
tried the first real journey on it, which was 
from Ansonia to Birmingham, Conn., a dis­
tance of four and one-half miles. Just 
twenty years afterwards Thomas Stevens 
starts on his trip around the world on a 
bicycle, but it is a question whether he un­
dertook liis jouraey with more trepidation 
than did Lallamont this one to Birmingham,

THE FIRST HEADER.
For the illustration of an incident in this 

first journey we are indebted to the maga­
zine Outing. The picture explains itself. 
This accident occurred while going down 
a  hid- Lillem ont had no brake. He yelled 
in  French to have an old farmer and his 
wagon give him room. The farmer, on 
turning round, spied ths strange apparition 
that was evidently chasing him, jerked 
wildly on the rein*, so that Lallemont, to 
avoid collision with the bewildered driver, 
deflected his wheels to one side, taking 
what is technically called a  “ header,”  
from which he^carries a scar on hfe face to 
this day.

A  man named Carroll advanced money to 
obtain a patent May 4, 1SC6. But did not 
have capital to manufacture it. nor could 
capital lie secured. Lallemont returned to 
France, where he found a  manufacturer 
willing to assist him, and did, but the war 
of 1S70 put a stop to their work. He after­
wards received 10,003 francs for his interest 
in the American patent, which expired in 
1SS3. Fortunes are being made in the manu­
facture of the “ wheal”  to-day, and its in­
ventor plods along as an obscure but light­
hearted factory hand.
