A  S h yin g  H orse.
To tlie inquiry, Why does a horse 

Shy? the National Live Sioclc Journal 
replies: Because lie sees something lie 
does not understand, and is filled with 
a greater or less degree of fear, some­
thing as the boy feels when he shies 
at tlie burying ground, and goes around 
to keep clear of it. Xt may he some 
new or unusual object that the horse 
sees, or it may be an imperfect view 
of it. Even a familiar object, if  it 
comes to view suddenly and unexpect­
edly, it will cause a horse to shy or 
jump, just as an unexpected object or 
sound causes a nervous person to start. 
When, a person is so startled, how 
much would it improve the matter to 
be scolded tit or given a cut with a 
whip? Just as much as the same, 
treatment would in the case of the 
horse. Harshness only aggravates the 
matter.

The more the horse is scolded and 
whipped, the more nervous lie gets; 
and every time he passes the place 
where the fright and whipping occur­
red, he Will recollect the unpleasant 
affair, and he will begin to prick up his 
ears and fidget, ready for another jump. 
Give him the lines, and he Will go by 
in a hurry. The proper way is never 
to strike or scold a horse that is start­
led or frightened. Speak to him coolly, 
calmly, and kindly; give him time to 
see and collect his scattered senses, 
and make him feel that you are his 
friend and protector. When he sees 
that all is right, there is an end to all 
further trouble. We have seen a horse 
refuse to cross an unsafe-looking 
bridge; hut when the driver took him 
by the bits and walked ahead, the 
horse cautiously followed. Next time 
he required no coaxing or urging to 
cross the bridge. He might have been 
whipped into it at first, hut was not 
the milder course, although a little 
trouble, tbe better one? The horse 
showed bis confidence in tbe driver 
ever afterward.]

T lie  Suti'o Tunnel.
This great work is frequently talked 

of in a most ignorant way. The Christ­
ian Union explains it fully as follows;

It is a huge tunnel that has been run 
under the mountains, to tap the fa­
mous Comstock Mines of Virginia City, 
Nevada, and afforded a sluice-way and 
escape for the floods of hot water with 
which the deep, lower levels of these 
mines tire deluged. The temperature 
of the water is 195 ° ,  and twelve mil­
lion tons, or three million gallons, are 
carried through the tunnel every twen­
ty-four hours. The tunnel is four 
miles long, and the water is conducted 
through it by means of a closed pine 
flume, thus confining tlie immense 
masses of vapor that would arise from 
so vast a body of water. When the 
water leaves the tunnel It has lost hut 
seven degrees of heat, and is utilized 
for mechanical purposes by the tunnel 
company, after use being conducted 
through a second water-way tunnel 
eleven hundred feet long, and thence 
flowing a distance of one mile and a 
half and emptying into the Carson 
river. The useful qualities of this 
vast stream of hot water are great, and 
have been recognized by the dwellers 
along its course. In one instance dams 
have been built, forming pools in which 
men and boys have the advantages of 
a hot-water bath, It is used also for 
all the purposes o f°a  laundry, and a 
tract of a thousand acres, belonging to 
the tunnel company, is irrigated .by it. 
In addition, there is a plan on foot to 
lead the water with iron pipes laid un­
der the sur face of the earth and “pass­
ing near the roots of thousands of fruit 
trees, and also to make it further sub­
servient to man’s benefit by supplying 
artificial heat to hot-houses, in which 
early fruit and vegetables can thus be 
brought to maturity.

Fire Prom Steam Pipes.
'Glaser’s Annalen says: After wood 

lias remained a long time in contact 
with steam, hot water, or hot air pipes, 
the surface becomes carbonized. Dur­
ing the warm season, the charcoal ab­
sorbs moisture. When again heated, 
the moisture is driven olf, leaving a 
vacuum, into which tbe fresh air cur­
rent circulating around tbe pipes rap­
idly penetrates, and imparts its oxygen 
to tlie charcoal, causing a gradual 
heating and eventually combustion.

The rusting of tlie pipes contributes 
also to this result, inasmuch as tire 
rust formed during tlie hot season may 
he reduced hv the heat of the pipes to 
a condition in which it  will absorb ox­
ygen to the point of red heat.

The same article also notices that a 
building was set on fire by pitch dis­
tilled out of a pine plank placed near­
ly three inches above a steam pipe, 
which dropped on tlie pipe and took 
fire.—Set. Am.

A  deed covering thirty-three pages 
of legal cap paper, averaging eleven 
words to the line and thirty-two lines 
to the page, thus' containing 11,610 
words, was recently recorded in Mc­
Intosh County, Georgia.

To polish plate glass and remove 
slight scratches, rub the surface gen­
tly, first with a clean pad of white cot­
ton wool, and afterward with a similar 
pad covered with cotton velvet which 
has been charged With rouge. Tlie 
surface will under this treatment ac­
quire a polish of great brilliancy, quite 
free from any scratches.

A  bridge oif concrete, thirty feet in 
span with a roadway thirteen feet 
wide, and capable of supporting a load 
of 200 tons, was-recently built in Switz­
erland in a single day. Two months 
time was allowed for the complete 
hardening of tlie concrete, after Which 
time heavy traffic began without ap­
parent injury to the structure.

A  new and rather curious applica­
tion of the steam whistle has been 
made at tbe Jacksonville, Illinois, In­
stitution for tbe Deaf and Dumb. A  
whistle four feet in length and twelve 
inches in diameter has been placed on 
the pinnacle o f the boiler house and is 
used as a signal to awaken the inmates 
of the institution, etc., who, although 
they cannot hear, are made sensible ot 
Its various signals by tlie vibration it 
gives to tbe buildings.

A  new kind of concrete now being 
used quite extensively in France is 
composed of eight parts sand, gravel 
and pebbles, one part powdered cinders 
and one and one-half parts unslaeked 
hydraulic lime. These materials are 
thoroughly beaten together, the mix­
ture forming a concrete which sets al­
most immediately and becomes in a 
few days extremely hard and solid. It 
may be improved by tbe addition of 
one part cement.

A  wart on his nose drove a Cali­
fornia man to suicide, though Oliver 
Cromwell carried a wart of enormous 
size on his nose, and managed to make 
himself respected. The Californian 
was very foolish and impetuous.

A  cement that will resist, sulphuric 
acid, even at boiling heat, may be made 
by melting caoutchouc at a gentle 
heat, and stirring in from six to eight 
per cent, of tallow. Then mix in 
enough dry slacked lime to make it 
the consistency o f soft paste, after 
which add about twenty-five per cent, 
of red lead, which causes the mass to 
set bard and dry. A  mixture of caout­
chouc in twice its weight o f linseed oil, 
and the addition of an equal amount 
of pipe-clay, will form a paste that will 
resist the action o f most acids.

County Clarion and Farmer's Vindi­
cator, made a flying trip to "Washing­
ton not long since.

The Senate, last week, rejected the 
nomination of Clinton Rosette to be 
postmaster at DeKalb, Illinois. He is 
the editor o f a newspaper at that 
place, and upon the death of General 
Grant published a vindictive editorial 
while attacking his memory. After 
declaring that “ Imperial Grant”  was 
dead, lie said that his bones should be 
laid beside those of Benedict Arnold. 
He declared that Grant was a traitor— 
that lie had tried to establish an empire 
in this country; aud the entire article 
was shockingly abusive of the dead 
soldier. This article was read to the . 
Senate, and without a dissenting vote 
the nomination was rejected.

Mr. Eugene Allen, o f Milan, Mich., 
has perfected an instrument for the 
transfusion, of blood directly from one 
animial or person into another, which 
promises to overcome the only hereto­
fore existing obstacle to the success of 
the operation, the clotting of blood and 
dangers following from the injection 
o f such clots. In recent experiments a 
sick sheep was placed at one end of 
tlie instrument and a healthy-one at 
tlie other, aud a very visible change 
for the better was the result in. the. 
sick one. Tlie other was then allowed 
to bleed as long as blood would flow, 
and was resuscitated by blood taken 
from a calf.

H. M. Morrison, one o f the largest 
manufacturers of machinery in Glas­
gow, lias decided to come to the United 
States and erect extensive works eith­
er in Pittsburg or Philadelphia, His 
specialty is -machinery for hauling in 
mines. He says: “One o f the chief 
reasons for coming here and going in­
to business is that Americans have a 
feeling of distrust of manufacturers 
who are not on the ground, as it. were. 
YVe will also be able to make - a great 
saving in tbe matter of cost of produc­
tion of. machinery intended for the 
American market. My calculation is 
that, notwithstanding the higher price 
we will have to pay for labor here, we 
will be able to effect a saving of at 
least thirty-five per cent. This: is a 
great inducement, when W6' se.ei the 
vast field that is open to us. I  do not 
think there is much likelihood o f our 
neglecting to avail ourselves of the op­
portunity.* .

Ain. E d i t o r :—I wish I  might trans­

port all my friends for  a few  moments, 
to the spot where I  am sitting. That 
length o f time would suffice some of 
them, I  am sure, though to me there is 
a wonderful fascination in these hills 
I  have spent hour after hour In con­
templation, at one moment thinking it 

. a most desolate scene, at the next pro­
nouncing it  wonderfully lovely. I 
seem to he in an immense crater form- 

, ed by some grand upheaval of walls 
clothed with buffalo {grass, instead of 
lava. A ll around are bills trending in 
divers directions, hut with a general 
outline approaching a circle. The sun 
seems nearer than ever before, and its 
rays fall with greater force and direct­
ness than elsewhere. There is not a 
tree to protect us from those rays, and 
were it not for the breeze that scarcely 
ceases, they would he unbearable. In 
the glare of mid-day, with the mercu­
ry marking 100 °  or more, this region 
seems indeed to comprise “all the 
waste-land of God’s earth.”  But when 
eventide approaches, or when .clouds 
overshadow portions o f  it, its beauty is 

! wonderful. Yellow or gray in the 
sunshine, “deeply,, darkly, beautifully 
blue”  in shadow, rise the slopes, white 
through the gaps or from between the 
clouds streams o f  golden light touch 
into glory the nearer valleys.

The buffalo grass is never green aa 
your grasses are, but always of a yel­
low tint; and yellow is  the prevailing

color of the flowers just now ; the only 
notable exception being the white 
“iiorii poppy” and “snow on the moun­
tain.”

To a lover of Yature; the coming of 
a storm is an event. Suddenly, from 
behind some “draw,”  a mass o f dark 
and angry-looking blue or gray clouds 
appear, forked lightnings dart over the 
liill-tops, and the “muttering storm in 
the distance is heard.” Yery'soon rosy 
gleams are playing almost constantly 
about the hills and thunder is reverber­
ating among them. Yonder you see the 
rain descending, while-here are a soft­
ened light and strong breeze. Yeai’er
draws the storm cloud; no w it has reach­
ed us. and a torrent descends for a few 
moments. Perhaps as the shower pass­
es, you see a triple rainbow spanning 
the sky, or two complete ones, such 
sights being of frequent occurrence. 
Step out but a few paces now. How 
you slip and stick in the wet “gumbo!” 
Would you suppose farming could be 
done in such soil? Y et the ordinary 
grains and vegetables of the temper­
ate zone are raised from it. This year 
a drouth causes a shortage m  early 
crops. Lately there lias been plenty 
of rain, and the late crops are “looking 
up.” Raspberries, gooseberries, service 
and buffalo berries, plums, currants 
and sand cherries grow wild in the 
Hill Country,

Rapid City has an altitude of 3,500 
feet, and is located just outside a pass 
that furnishes entrance through the 
foot-hills to the Black Hills,—hence 
called the Gate City—and is in a great 
measure a supply town for the Upper 
Hills. To Eastern eyes it presents a 
strange appearance. Good frame and 
brick blocks, tents and “shocks” (board 
shanties) stand in friendly proximiLy. 
About twenty-five brick structures are 
now building, those for business pur­
poses representing a value of $200,000. 
The Public School Building cost $20,- 
000. The main streets are being grad­
ed, sewer-pipes laid, street car tracks 
and water woi-ks undertaken, and 
electric lighting contemplated in the 
near future. Verily, ye Westerner 
shows his faith by liis works! Where, 
except among the energetic dwellers 
in the “West,” would a town of 3,000 
inhabitants or less undertake all 
these improvements. “Some are near­
er the frontiers on feather beds in 
(eastern) towns than others on fir-twigs 
in the backwoods.”

Yowhere have I seen a more order­
ly town. Yotwithstanding the num­
bers o f men standing about the. streets 
in the evening, there is no tumult or 
rowdyism, and the roads about town 
are more quiet than near towns in the 
States.

In my next I h ope to he able to tell 
you of the mines and scenery of the 
Upper Hills. I have heard a great 
deal, but prefer to give mv own im­
pressions. Daily rains have kept me 
rather closely housed for some time 
past. L y n n .

D em ocratic E xtravagan ce .

A  few days before the adjournment 
of Congress Mr. Cannon, of this state, 
made a speech in the House on. the 
surplus resolution, which contained 
some very pertinent details of govern­
ment expenses, important as showing 
the general character of the Democracy 
from a strictly adminstrative point of 
view. Those details deserve special 
consideration for the light they throw 
upon the pretensions of the Democracy 
to economy.

The Democrnctic press has tred very 
hard to make the (ieople believe, that 
this is an era of frugality. The
numerous pension vetoes are cited as 
a proof of Air. Cleveland’s devotion to 
retrenchment. Something over a hun­
dred such hills were vetoed, amounting 
however, to a saving o f  less than six  
months o f  his own salary. Over
.against this claim to economy must he 
set this indubitable fact, shown in de­
tail by Air. Cannon: In the first year 
of its power the new adminstration 
asks appropriations for the service of 
the government to the amount of §3S3,- 
715,676.11 for 18S7, which is $53,S21,- 
056.07 in excess of the expenditure of 
1SSC. Yotwithstanding tills great 
sum, It is over $23,000,000 less than 
the estimates the heads of this Dem­
ocratic adminstration asked for. The 
sum asked for In those Democratic' 
estimates was over $106,000,000.- Here 
It should be remembered that the ap­
propriations for 1SS6 were made under 
a Republican adminstration.

There is no escape from the force of 
these facts. It Is utterly Impossible to 
explain them away. Those who care 
to follow Air. Cannon step by step in 
his facts justifying this resume can do 
so, for the Inter Ocean publishes his 
speech so far as it bears at all upon 
this point, hut it is not neecessary to 
burden ones’s mind with dry statistics 
in order to feel the force of the general 
facts in the case. Indeed, there Is no 
escape from ' these facts. AH the in­
genuity of experts can not explain 
away the bed-rock on which this ar­
raignment of the adminstration rests.

"We do not doubt that the President 
would like to give the country an, 
economical adminstratlou, hut the 
trouble is lie does not know how to do 
It, and is not trking tne right course to 
learn. Instead of setting himself to 
the task of understanding the mighty 
engine which he is obliged to run, Air. 
Cleveland busied himself with such ut­
terly insignificant details as private 
pensions. Having a taste for that sort 
o f trifles, he indulges it f  reely, spend­
ing the time which should be devoted 
to the great economies to trivialties. 
It is as if an architect, ehapgecl with 
the construction of a house, should 
neglect the masonry, plumbing, car­
pentry, decorations, and most likely, 
intent only upon economy in the pur­
chase o f  door-knobs.

Mr. Cannon baying shown the enor­
mous increase of the appropriations for 
ISS7 over the expenditures for 1SS6, 
pertinently asks, “ I f  in the first grant 
o f  appropriations made under the 
Democratic adminstration, with the 
election next fall staring it in the face, 
it expends that much more than was 
expended the year before, what will 
the appropriations and expenditures 
be next year in event the people give 
the party further lease o f power and it 
feels firmly seated in the saddle?"

"Whatever answer may be made to 
this inquiry it is certainly high time 
for the people to realise the gravity of

power of speech, his muscles being 
drawn into knots and liis limbs drawn 
up. His physicians declared the Case 
Asiatic cholera, but there are some 
doubts that the diagnosis was correct, 
and it is thought that the patient was 
suffering from a severe attack of chol­
era morbus. A t Aliladore there have 
been eight fatal cases of this disease.

provides for a*damage suit against any 
person employing the fugitive laborer, 
against whom an edict of excommuni­
cation is published in a further provis­
ion forbidding the extension of food 
or shelter to him “ under disabilities.” 
I t  is the general impression in the 
Yorth that slavery was abolished near­
ly a quarter of a century ago; but here 
is proof of (lie existence of a fugitive 
slave law now operative in Georgia. 
It would almost seem that this law 
was conceived in the same bead that 
conceived the disfranchisement of Del­
aware in 1873—the ‘ ‘Roman-like head” 
of Air.

MEXICO, ANCIENT AND MODERN.

P resco tt ’s S tory  a  3:’a iry  T a le—W h a t C or­
tez D id —M odel'll M e x ico ’ s ^Resources.
Ill a recent number of The Popular 

Science Monthly All-. David A. "Wells 
knocks the romance pretty much out of 
Mexico, ancient and modem. He inti­
mates that Prescott’s story of the con­
quest of that country is largely a fairy 
tale and that the rude Cortez with his 
Spaniards did not destroy a splendid civ­
ilization at all. In order to magnify his 
triumplis Cortez aud liis fellow Spaniards 
portrayed these people iu royal robes; 
set them up in palaces and adorned 
them with something of this nobility and 
grace of the Spanish hidalgos. But their 
tools and then- weapons tell the story.

These were all of stone. The Aztecs 
belong to the stone age, and their instru­
ments are inferior to those used by the 
savages of Vancouver's island aud the 
Feejees.

Having no domestic animals or beasts 
of burden, or roads or any means of 
transportation except men’s backs, it 
would have been an impossibility to sus­
tain a population of 300,000 people in the 
City of Mexico with food or water, the 
water near the city being, then as now, 
salt and undrinkable. And it is now 
conceded that the population of all the 
Aztec tribes-did not exceed 250,000.

The great idol and sacrificial stone in 
Mexico belonged to tlie Toltecs, a su­
perior race living further south, who 
with their fine steel tools were' able to ex­
ecute the famous sculptures of Central 
America.

As to Modern Mexico, its resources 
have been greatly exaggerated. It is 
situated on an immense table land 5,000 
to 7,000 feet above tlie level of the sea 
with a very dry, temperate climate; but 
it has no navigable rivers, and altogether 
is “one of the very poorest and most 
wretched of all countries, and not likely 
to develop into a great civilized, rich and 
powerful nation.”

Poisonous E lem en ts o f  Stale M edicines

Recent microscopic investigation has 
shown chat saline and acid solutions, 
tinctures, extracts, infusions and decoc­
tions are fertile soil for the growth of a 
variety of plants. Probably nearly every­
thing in the way of liquid preparations 
standing in their wrappers on tlie drug­
gists’ shelves, and the tinctures, extracts, 
etc., that are not fresh, will show vege­
tations under a moderately strong glass. 
These plants flourish at the expense of 
any medicinal virtue that the mixture 
may be supposed to contain, and in them­
selves are tonic or poisonous elemeiits, 
produchig in many oases serious distur­
bances of the mucous membrane and 
often changing the diseases for which 
they are swallowed into something worse.

THE PICTURESQUE BURIAL. PLOT 

AT NEW LEBANON, N. Y.

T h e  G reat, D e m o c r a t  S le e p s  A m i d  H is
A ncestors In tlie  C ountry B u ryin g
Ground—A  "W hite-D raped  C atafalque.
H is  I-utest P ortrait—G ram ercy H ark.

A t  New Lebanon, Columbia county, N . Y .,  
the mortal remains o f Samuel Jones Tilden 
were buried, Saturday, Aug. 7. There, in  the 
little country hamlet, his life  started, seven­
ty-two years ago. When i t  had worn out 
the body and taken its flight to unknown 
realms, the d a y  m old it  had inhabited was 
given back to the same kindly eavtlv at New 
Lebanon.

The portrait in the illustration is from  
a  photograph ta­
ken o r t ly  a  few 
weeks before Air. 
Tilden died. For 
t h e  p a s t  t e n  
m o n t h s  he had 
been gaining in 
flesh and strength, 
and there was rea­
son to  helieve that 
he had years o f life 
before h im  yet. 
There was even 
talk o f nominating 
him fo r  the presi­
dency in 13SS, with 
Rival candidatesor without his consent, 

will undoubtedly breathe more freely now:, 
old and infirm as the Sage of Greystone 
was. He was the shrewdest political organ­
izer o f  his time.

Rumor had the distinguished old man be­
trothed to more women than was the luck o f 
any other bachelor o f his time, yet he lived 
and died single. There is not even the record 
o f  an eaiiy love disappointment, such as in­
vested President Buchanan with romantic 
interest, to  gild Tilden’s blunt unvarnished 
bachelorhood. He appears to have remained 
single because he liked it  best that way. Had 
h e chosen he might have been, a  bachelor 
president. There is every reason to  believe 
that he might have died president had he ac­
cepted the Democratic nomination in  1SS1. 
H e could have had it*also in  1SS0. A s it was, 
he was a  president maker, and perhaps that 
was as much consolation to  him as having 
the office for  himself. A t  any rate, it was 
fa r  less bother. His letter o f  declination in 
ltjSi gave the nomination to Air; Cleveland.

THE PRESIDENT AT THE BIER.
The president attended Air. Tilden’s fun­

eral and stood with bowed head beside the 
coffin o f the great master Democrat. Sev­
eral members o f tbe cabinet also came over 
from  W  ashington to Grey stone to be present.

A  striking and pleasing feature o f  the scene 
as the body lay in  state at Greystone was the 
absence o f  heavy black drapery about the 
revered remains. The catafalque, where the 
body lay in state in his own room looking 
out over the Hudson, was covered with snow- 
white hangings. I t  was beautiful and 
unique.

Many famous men have ,;died like a  tree at 
the top first,”  as Dean Swift said o f  himself. 
Air. Tilden was spared that most sor­
rowful kind of decay. For some
years his body has been practically 
dead. He was so paralyzed that
it  is hard to see how lie kept in the flesh 
so long. His vocal chords ceased to  act sev­
eral years ago, and he could only speak in a 
whisper, so low  that the listener had to bend 
his heau close to Air. Tilden's Ups to bear. His 
left hand was useless; his right hand shook so 
that if  he washed to extend it in greeting to a 
friend it had to be shot forward with a sud­
den impulse to make it m ove at all!

W hen ho walked it was with a slow, shuf­
fling step, painful to be seen. His hearing 
was the only sense that remained to him per­
fect. Y et his mind was strong, and crystal 
clear to the last. He was so helpless that for 
some years he has had to  be fed like a child; 
yet within .a few months he dictated and 
issued a  document so vigorous and statesman­
like that it  waked up the whole country. The 
document was his letter to Senator Hawley 
on our need of coast defences and fortifica­
tions, I t  commended ifself to members o f 
both political parties.

The. Tilden burial plot is o f  unique and 
beautiful design. Probably Air. Tilden him­
self planned it, fo r  it was the work o f  no or­
dinary mind. The p lot is in the village ceme­
tery, and is laid out in circular form . In the 
center are buried the statesman's father and 
mother. A  tall marble burial urn. is placed 
above them. Then a circular walk runs 
around their graves. A fter that conies- a 
circle Qf f  our burial pilots, then another circu­
lar walk, then another round o f grave plots. 
Four walks radiate from the central graves, 
where the Tilden ancestors repose, out to the 
circumference o f the wholeburial plot. Air. 
Tilden is. buried in the northwest corner grave 
o f the inner circle. How his grave looks yon 
see from  the picture.

tilden’s grave.
It is a peaceful country graveyard. The 

thoughts o f the Sage o f Greystone turned to 
that in  his old  days, rather than to  the more 
pretentious cemeteries nearer New Y ork  city. 
His fam ily were Presbyterians.

Greystone is a  beautiful country seat on a 
Hudson river hill, above the village o f Yon­
kers, nine miles from  New Y ork  city. Air. 
Tilden’s city home, at Gramereypark, in New 
York, was a  luxurious and beautiful man­
sion. I t  had been originally two houses, 
which were made over into one. Its choicest 
treasure is its vast librai'y o f 30,000 volumes, 
which New Y ork  city  hopes to possess as a 
legacy from  the sage.

A t  the age of So Air. Tilden was a most suc­
cessful lawyer. He became rich in railroad 
and- mining enterprises before being elected 
governor o f New Y ork, in 1S75. His estate is 
estimated at ST,000,000, to be divided among 
more than twenty heirs.

THE .ESTHETIC WEST.
ART SCHOOLS AND BUILDINGS IN 

INTERIOR CITIES.

C h ica g o / C in cin n a ti a n d  St. B on is  a rc  
’B ecom in g  B ea u tifu l, i f  N o t  G ood —B e a l 
P rogress in  t lie  In d u s tr ia l an d  D e cora ­
t iv e  A rts.

Numberg’shand 
Geht auf alle land;

Said the legend o f  the iron-hearted old burgh­
ers who made her fame and name. Not rich 
in classic scholars or the lore o f the schools, 
not famous fox* prowess in  war or shrewdness 
in government was the old walled city. She 
had not even great wealth, as wealth is 
counted among bankers in  our day. Y e t 
Nuremberg’s hand laid itself like iron upon 
dll the cities o f  the middle ages. Her com­
mercial supremacy made itself felt among 
them all. Y e t that passed away mid left— 
what? Nuremberg's hand still was upon all 
the lands. I t  is manifest to-day, not only in 
Europe; but in far Am erica the influence o f  
the quaint old city is as strong as i t  was in
her "best days.

ST. LOOTS MUSEUM. OF ART.
Ancient Nuremberg iron. work and brass, 

work, Nuremberg wood carving and ivory, 
painted glass imitated from.her church win­
dows* made centuries ago, are studied fo'this

d a y .'  In, St. Lotus youngblaaksinithsbelong­
ing to  the School o f  Fine Arts study intently 
the exquisitely wrought iron w ork o f  the city 
which Longfdlow  has written about in one 
o f his strongest poems. Wealth drops away, 
the supremacy o f war and commerce depart, 
b;it good work lasts forever.

It was Nuremberg's skilled mechanics that 
have made her glory enduring. It is the les­
son for America to learn to-day. The true 
'artistic spirt is that which advances the com­
mon industrial occupations and brings them 
to  their highest excellence and beauty.

A rt is not a  number o f  pictures banging hi 
a  gallery. I t  is that which makes: beautiful 
the landscape, which makes the carpenter 
work solid in  its construction and perfect in  
its finish. It is that spirit which prompts the 
worker to complete whatever ho touches in  
the best possible maimer.

This principle o f tho application o f the ar­
tistic spirit to the common industries o f life 
has taken deeper root in tho west than in  the 
east. The result is seen in all the large cities 
o f  tho interior and o f  the west.

In S t  Louis there is, in the tniesense of tho 
term, one o f the best art schools In the 
country. It is called the School o f Fine Arts, 
and has been for  seven years connected with 
the Washington university. I t  has a  museum 
o f  curios and art works, presented by  W ay- 
man and Isabella Crowe. The director o f the 
school is Professor Ives. Its wise aim is not 
to imitate old masters, hut to give simply a  
training o f  the eye, hand and brain, which 
wiX assist the iron molder to make better 
stoves, and the tapestry designer to give us 
more beautiful wall jiaper-

The American landscape looks as a  rule as 
though it  had been clawed up and thrown 
arouml loose. ■ The art spirit that is now 
being born and trained in the west will in 
time change this till the country will look like 
a series of lawns and gardens and beautiful 
pictures. “The work to be done in tbe west,” 
says Professor Ives, o f the St. Louis A rt 
school, “is to do something with raw" 
material.”

There are not many copies of old European 
pictures in the St. Louis A rt museum. But 
there is what is better, reproduction o f  works 
o f  the finer industries in metal, wood, Ivory, 
porcelain, etc. The school is doing a  noble 
work, and w ill make a great impression on 
that part o f  the country.

CHICAGO ART INSTITUTE.
Chicago is a  magnificent money-making 

city. Except in the buying o f foreign pic­
tures with the wealth made in Chicago the 
universal western art movement has not yet 
made itself greatly felt there however. It 
has an art school called the Chicago A rt 
institute. The handsome structure shown in 
the illustration is at present in process o f 
erection for the Institute. Not much progress 
has been made in the one important field o f 
tho industrial arts. The only competent 
American designer and decorator in the 
whole city is a  graduate o f  the St. I.ouis A rt 
school. But all this will be changed speedily, 
Chicago people say.. Tlie city is too new to 
have done mueli but create wealth so far. 
Tho fire was a  great blow, too. For many 
years nothing could be attended to outside of 
the line o f strict bread and butter getting. 
Now there is more time, and Chicago energy 
will be  equal to this call, as it always has 
beeu equal to every other. There is a pottery 
club in the city, mul the art institute is at­
tended b y  400 pupils.

BUFFALO LIEUART AND ART BUILDING.
Skipping in  a line east w e find that the 

little city o f Buffalo has made creditable pro­
gress In art. F or twenty-four years it has 
supported a fine arts academy. A  beautiful 
new library building has been erected, and 
in this there are accommodations for the 
academy, which has so long upheld tlie 
banner o f art in Buffalo.

The movement begins to show itself in im­
proved and beautiful homes for the people, 
which are springing up all over the country. 
I t  is especially gratifyiug to note the change 
in tlie building of country homes and farm 
houses that lias come about in the last tcu 
years. This pleasing and artistic rural ui chi 
teeture is a sure sign o f the growth of the art 
spirit.

THE GALATEA.
THE ENGLISH CUTTER YACHT THAT 

COMES TO CAPTURE THE CUP.

H e r  D es ig n er  E x p ects  She "Will F u lfill 
H is A m b it io n  b y  P ro v in g  T h a t B r it ­
an n ia  N ot O nly B u ies  t lie  W ave  b u t 
Is M istress o f  th e  Seas.

From a 1 that has been said on this side of 
the Atlantic about J. Beavor "Webb, tlie 
designer o f the English yaclits Genestaaud 
Galatea, one would have imagined him to be 
a bearded and grizzly old tar who had spent 
his whole life among tar ropes and canvas.

But in  reality ho is 
a type o f  a sporting 
gentleman. He is 
an enthusiastic stu­
dent o f  sea. racing 
and soa racers, just 
as w e  w i l l  find 
young men giviijg 

rtlieir time and tal- 
'ents to tho develop­

ing meuts o f the turf 
"  and horseflesh. Mr. 

H\Vebb has had the 
^ambition s in c e  a 
.youth of develop­
ing a type o f yacht 
that would be the 
fleetest in theworld, 

one that would capture the international 
challenge cup, known as the America’s cup, 
which the yacht Am erica w on over all the 
yachts in Europe in 1851, and which has been 
successfully defended b y  American yachts on 
several occasions since. Britannia may rule 
the wave, but she cannot in  truth be termed 
mistress of the seas as long as that cup re­
mains on this side of the Atlantic. So with, 
this purpose In view, Mr. Webb has been 
studying and designing yachts fo r  years.

The Galatea is an improvement on the Ge­
nesta, and so confident is Mr. W ebb of her 
success in  tho coming races that he has given 
up yacht building to come here and engage 
in  other business.

Meeting him the other day in his sumptuous 
office, In W all street, New Y ork, he said: 
“Yes, I  anx satisfied with the Galatea. She 
did not show her best work last season, owii ig 
to the lack o f a proper crew, but with the 
continuous drilling they have had during 
then- transatlantic voyage, we" expect to 
show you some fast sailing, and If the Gala- 
tea carries the cup homo " with, her, yon may- 
say”  (throwing a loss with his fingers) “good- 
by  to the cup forever.”

ON THE GALATEA’S DECK AT SEA.
The hopelessness o f ever regaining the cup 

will not be due altogether to the lack o f  fast 
sailing qualities on tlie part o f American 
yachts, but to the peculiarity o f  English 
yachting rules, which makes a  virtue o f  small 
breadth o f beam, so that the wider beam 
yachts -of the Yankee type would have to 
give English yachts o f the same length of 
keel a considerable time allowance, which 
would preclude their winning a  race. Mr. 
TiVebb has suggested a  mean o f the yachting 
rules Of both countries to govern these inter­
national contests, but neither Side will listen 
to it.

Ml*. W ebb hat come here as agent for the 
English manufacturers o f  corrugated steel 
boiler furnaces, which congress has recently 
permitted to enter free o f  duty.

Mr. Webb is an extremely modest man.

did. not look like an Englishman lie said: 'N o , 
I ’m an Irishman, bu t do not say anything 
about that.”

For thirty yearn or more the Jolly British 
tar has been making y-acliting a  scientific:! 
study, the result being the evolution of the 
cutter type Of yacht, and with it the opportu­
nity o f recovering the America’s cup- '-The 
challenge Mr. W ebb sent last year Was a - 
double-barreled one. I t  was for the Genesta 
and also tho Galatea, which was then on the 
stocks. The idea was that in case he did not 
bringdown the America’s cup with tho first 
shot he would with the second. This chal­
lenge came at a  time when the Americans 
were unusually ill-prepared. In running over 
the list o f  yachts we possessed it was found 
there was no sloop large enough to compete 
with the coming Britishers, Bub through 
the patriotic sportsmanship o f a few gentle­
men the Priscilla and Puritan sprang into 
existence within tlie six months .allowed be­
tween the reception, o f  the challenge and tbe 
race. So the Puritan and the Genesta meas­
ured their speed side b y  side, and though the 
Genesta failed she became a gauge b y  which 
other English yachts’ speed could be tested, 
mid as the Galatea lias proved herself faster 
than the Genesta, the clianees o f  our losing 
tho cup this year are exceedingly great

MAIN SALOON OF GALATEA.
Lieut. Hemi built the Galatea not only for 

tlie purpose o f challenging for the America 
cup, Dus also w uu m e object o f  having a 
cruising yacht which would he a home for 
himself and wife. How far he has Succeeded 
in the latter respect is shown in  the accom­
panying view o f Galatea’s main saloon, taken 
from a  photo b y  AVest. This view shows 
clearly that the narrow yacht, above all 
other forms, affords the best space to tlie 
designer for  interior arrangements. An ab­
solute breadth o f fifteen feet on a deck entire­
ly  unobstructed, together with high bul­
warks, gives a great deal o f  deck room, while 
tlie apartments below can only be equaled in 
a large steamer or schooner. The main 
saloon is nearly Hft«cn. feet wide, a largo and 
elegant apartment, as is seen from  the draw­
ing, with more than ample headroom. From 
it a  long passage leads aft to the foot o f the 
companion and to tlie ladies’ or after cabin. 
On the starboard side is a  large stateroom 
with another on tlie same side forward o f the 
saloon, while under the floor is a large space 
for sails and storage.

Since tho Galatea arrived in this eountiy 
there lias been nothing from those who 
visited her but admiration for the eourteous- 
ness o f Leftenant ’Eun—as his saitoi-s call him 
—and his sailor wife, who accompanied him in 
his voyage o f  over a inonCu across the 
Atlantic.

ItOSS RAYMOND.

ROSS RAYMOND’S EXPLOITS.

D u e  A Vliose T r a i l  o f  R a s c a l it ie s  E x te n d s  
A c r o s s  t h e  C o n t in e n t .

Ross Raymond, one o f the most successful 
swindlers o f  the age, is now in  jail in New 
York for indulging in his favorite pastime of 
passing bogus cheeks. Through the courtesy 
o f Inspector Byrnes we are enabled to give 
his portrait, as secured for the Rogues’ Gal 
lory, in the ho;K> that in ease lie escapes con­
viction tliis time newspaper men and hotel 
keepers, whom he has a  perfect mama for 
swindling, will be chary o f him.

Raymond's aliases would make a city-di­
rectory in themselves. His American career 
began as a nqiort- 
er on a  Ran Fran­
cisco paper in 1S72.
Being possessed of 
a  good presence 
and an exception­
ally- fluent xien. lie 
earned money- rap­
idly, but here, as 
elsewhere, his suc­
cess as a newspa­
per writer simply- 
enlarged his facili­
ties for  swindling.
When liis iniqui­
ties began to pile up so that there was 
danger o f ms uemg imprisoned, he turned 
his face eastwai-d, leaving a trail o f swindles 
across the continent and .along the Atlantic 
teaboard and in Europe. His exploits will be 
recalled in Virginia City and on The Denver 
Tribune, in Ogden, Omaha, Chicago and on 
The Times and Enquirer, o f Cincinnati. Here 
liegot into an altercation with the circus 
owner Robinson’s son, and a sear which ho 
received then has done him good service in 
his stories o f his alleged war experiences.

In 1ST? lie was on The Baltimore American 
and later in Philadelphia, and finally on Tlie 
New York Herald, where he wrote the de­
tails o f President Garfield’s sickness and 
death. He was doing first class work, mak­
ing SI 2d a week anil swindling right and left. 
About this time he learned that a. Miss Lizzie 
Lindermau, whom lie had known in Cali­
fornia had fallen heir to $100,000. He made 
violent love to her on paper, Induced her to 
come east, married her audsquandered her for­
tune. He then paid attention to a  doctor's 
wife. The doctor, getting one o f Raymond’s 
pictures from her room, used it  for jiistol 
practice for several weeks so as to familiarize 
himself with Raymond’s features. After­
ward he is said to have used the pistol on 
himself.

His career from this time on could scarcely 
be credited. He made a tour of the southern 
states marked b y  a constant, succession o f 
swindles and escapes. A fter touch ing at Bos­
ton he started a  news bureau in London. He 
was next war correspondent in Egypt. Then 
he turned up in  Australia and escaped trou­
ble there b y  fleeing to tlie Sandwich Islands. 
Ho was next heard o f in the East Indies. Rt 
Calcutta he ran a home with forty eight ser­
vants and the richest o f equipages. In 1SS4 
ho loomed np again in Paris in a  red fez :uid 
Turkish costume as Raymond Bey-, a repre­
sentative o f  the kbedivc o f Egypt. Ia  a  few  
days lie disappeared, leaving fabulous hotel 
and other bills unpaid. He then made a raid 
on our foreign consuls and few o f thrill es­
caped.

Raymond has undoubted genius as a 
swindler. I t  was the experience o f those who 
knew him that he could go into a place a per­
fect stranger and in  a few  hours so work 
upon the credulity o f  people-he met that they 
would be more than willing to trust him with 
anything. As he usually wanted to lie 
trusted, this mesmerizing faculty stood him 
ia excellent service. It is estimated that only 
a  small portion o f his exploits are known. It 
is to he hoped ho will now be effectually 
caged.

H o w  H is  Oottago H a s B een  E n larged  
a n d  B eau tified .

On the estate o f  twenty-seven acres pur­
chased b y  President Cleveland On Georgetown 
Heights was a double two-story stone cottage 
having nine large rooms. Shortly after the 
purchase president Cleveland intrusted to 
Messrs. AVilliam M. Poindexter &  Co., o f 
Washington, the duty o f preparing plans for  
completely remodelingand extending the cot­
tage.

tinie OEIts purchase b y  tlie president In  an­
other is shown the remodeled stnicture Which 
retains scarcely it Vestige of the original 
dwelling.- The two-story stone house seems to 
have entirely disappeared, and on the site 
stands as beautiful a  suburban villa as can be 
found anywhere. There are few  localities in 
this part o f the country where the stretch of 
landscape is as diversified as it  is at this ele­
vation lookingsouthward from the president’s 
private residence. Other executives have 
been owners o f  real estate at the capital, but 
President Cleveland is the first to build a 
country home for himself in  the neighborhood 
o f  the White House.

Tins REMODELED HOUSE.
The improvement in the house has been se­

cured through the addition o f a  roomy attic 
story and two-story piazzas on tw o sides of 
the building, facing south and west. A  n ew . 
addition has been made to tbe extension, also 
to be constructed o f  stone, which will contain 
tho kitchen, with servants’  rooms overhead. 
The interior o f tho building lias been arranged 
to suit tlio wants and tastes of Mrs. Cleve­
land, whose interest in her suburban home is 
not less than that of the president. Nearly 
every afternoon since the workmen began op­
erations Mrs. Cleveland lias found it a pleas­
ure to watch the progress o f their labors, 
while the president also finds a new diversion 
from the cares of state in seeing tho homely 
cottage transformed into a beauti ful dwelling.

Of course all tho modern improvements, 
conveniences and appliances for household 
com fort will be put in. When- completed 
there wiH be a  dining room, reception room, 
two parlors, one o f which the president in­
tends to occupy as liis study, on the lower 
floor, besides tbe pantries and large kitchen. 
On the second floor trill be three chambers 
and dressing rooms, bath rooms, closets and 
servants’ rooms. The attic story will contain 
four commodious chambers. From tlie road­
side the view wiU be very- picturesque, with a 
good setting o f  trees and an extensive sloping 
lawn on all sides. Tho grounds have been 
very-much improved during the president’s 
possession of the property, untl landscape gar- 
denei-s have been engaged to further adorn 
the grounds and lay- out new- approaches from 
the main road to tho building.

Tlie president expects to take possession of 
the house about (lie 1st o f October, and dur­
ing Mre. Cleveland's visit north next month 
arrangements will be made for furnishing her 
suburban home according to her o v a  taste.

HERBERT SPENCER.

l&volu t um ist, Vhiloscjpliei* suuX A u th o r  o f  
th o  i*X>rin oip les o f  S o c io lo g y .”
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HERBERT SPENCER.
One of the great minds of England is pass­

ing away- from among men. Herbert Spencer 
has been troubled for years with persistent 
insomnia and nervousness. When lie visited 
America in 1882 ho carried a. hop pillow with 
him everywhere to produce sleep. But the 
obstinate trouble seems to be getting the bet­
ter of him at last. Herbert Spencer is not a 
very- old man, as wo count age now. He was 
bora in Derby, England, in 1S20. He is not 
as old as Gladstone by- eleven years, nor has 
his life been passed amid anything like tlie 
wear and tear through which the great pre­
mier has lightly- carried liis 70 years.

Mr. Spencer was educated by- his father, 
who was a teacher in Derby-. He early 
showed great fondness for mathematics and 
natural history*.

He was intended for a civil engineer, and 
engaged in that profession at first. But so 
many other young men crowded into it that 
the field was overstocked. Young Spencer 
abandoned it to try- Ktern.ture. If lie had had 
his beginning in our time lie would have 
found tho journalistic and literary field 
crowded to such a degree that the civil engi­
neer's profession would bo emptiness in com­
parison.

Next to Charles Darwin, llerbeijf; "Spencer 
lias had influence on the scientific thought of 
his time. The two minds were similar, ex­
cept that Darwin’s ran rather to the field o f 
active experiment mid research among ani­
mats and things, Spencer’s more to  develop­
ing philosophical thought in  the study-and 
library-. Spencer was as ardent an evolution­
ist as Darwin, but lie was more interested in 
evolution as applied to government and 
society. When only 22 years old he published 
a series o f papers on the proper sphere o f  gov­
ernment. He took the humane and onlighb 
ened ground that too much government was 
worse than none at all.

His first important work was published in  
1830, when ho was 30 years old. I t  was “Social 
Statics; or the Conditions Essential to Human 
Happiness Specified, and the First o f Them 
Developed.”  It is a striking fact in iiio career 
o f this grs at thinker that that first book o f 
his has never been excelled, if, indeed, it lias 
been equaled, b y  anything be wrote later.

Little ia known o f  liis private life; at least 
it seems as i f  there was little to know. He is 
a quiet, elderly-bachelor, and has dwelt in a 
Loudon lodging house time out o f mind 

FOR PUBLIC PRINTER.

G en . l in g e r s , o f  B u fi 'a lo , L ik e ly  t o  S u c­
c e e d  S. P . B o u n d s .

Tlie jiosition o f public printer is considered 
a very- important one la  tlie government, as 
he controls about2,o00 employes and expends 
over $2,000,000 a year in the work of printing 
and binding the various government publica­
tions. Mr. S. P. Rounds having resigned, his 
successor is su’d to he Gen. Rogeis, o f Buffalo.

GEN. "WILLIAM FINDLAY ROGERS.
William Findlay Rogers was born in Forks 

township, Easton, Pa., Jan. 1, 1S20. His 
grandfather, Joseph Rogeis, came to Amer­
ica from  Ireland in 1780. His father, Thomas 
J. Rogeis, was by- trade a printer. He was 
an officer in tho war o f 1S12. Gen. William 
F. Rogeis imbibed liis military Spirit from 
both liis father’s and his mother’s relatives.

His first work was done on The Easton 
W hig as printer’s apprentice. In 1884 lio 
ven t to Philadelphia and obtained work on 
Tho Philadelphia Inquirer. In 18-10 he came' 
to Buffalo and began “ sticking ty-pe”  on The 
Courier. This he left for work on The Re­
public, a  paper then entirely independent of 
The Cornier, but which was afterwards con­
solidated with its larger rival, and which has 
now suspended. Gen. Rogers established tbe 
lust Sunday newspaper in  Buffalo—The 
Weekly Republican. This paper, however, 
soon ceased publication. He then went back 
on The Courier, where he remained‘ until the 
outbreak o f  the rebellion.

Shortly after his return from  the war he 
was appointed- city auditor. A t  the next 
election he was made city comptroller, and 
afterwards was elected mayor. In  18S2 he 
was chosen to represent the district in  con­
gress, whither his father had been elected at 
the beginning o f  tbe century. He was ap­
pointed ma jor general o f tlie Fourth di vision 
N. &., S. N. Y .,  in January, 1879.

SOLICITOR GENERAL JENKS.

The Senate Confirm s J oh n  G oode’s  Suc­
cessor W ith o u t D eb ate .

W hen-thS senate refused to confirm Mr. 
Goode, o f Virginia, after he had held tlie im­
portant position of solicitor general for a 
year, it was supposed there would ho some 
difficulty- in securing an incumbent for the 
position that would meet with their "approval, 
but on receiving the nomination of George 
A , Jenks, o f Pennsylvania, the: senatepaid 
him the high compliment o f -confirming Ills 
nomination immediately. .

the office o f assistant secretary- o f the interior 
to take charge o f  the estate of the late Mr.

The position o f  solici­
tor general has a salary- o f $7,000 attached to 
ig  He is also paid $10,000 a  year for  manag­
ing the Dubois estate.

Dolph, o f Oregon, is one of the most beauti­
ful women in Washington.

'Tim A m erican  E d ito r  W h oso  D eten tion  
XIas l ia is e d  Sueh a  Huhhtih.

Tlie arrest and detention of Editor Cutting 
by  tlie Mexican authorities'has attracted tlie 
attention of tbe whole continent, and illus­
trates the bitter feeling that exists between 
neighbors on the hanks of the Rio Grande. 
This animosity- comes from  the long series of 
depredations which the lawless bands on both 
sides o f the river have practiced on one an­
other for years.

The facts in tlie present rupture are 
about as follows: Mr. Cutting, while an 

American citizen, 
lives in tlie Mexi­
can town El Paso 
del Norte) and edits 
an  d publishes a 
newspaper called El 
Oentinela. In this 
journal, which is 
printed ill tlieSpan- 

ir ish language, he at- 
fj1 t a c k e d  a  rival

named Medina,who 
had issued a  pros­
pectus for the pub­
lication of another 

newspaper. He denounced the now en­
terprise. as a  scheme for swindling ad­
vertisers. Medina promptly- had re­
course to a Mexican court, and forced his 
assailant to sign a  retraction. Mr. Cutting 
immediately crossed the Rio Grande, and 
published in an American newspaper known 
as The El Paso Herald a  card reiterating his 
assertion that Medina was a  swindler. On 
Mr. Cutting’s return to Mexican soil he was 
arrested a second time on Mexican soil and 
kept in jail a month, when he was offered by- 
the supreme court of Chihuahua his freedom 
upon bail. This lie is reported to have re­
fused, on the ground that he had appealed to 
the United States government for redress, 
which scorns to be slow about coming, and in 
tlie meantime tbe whole "border becomes in­
flamed. It is safe to say that this affair 
will be diplomatically healed between the 
governments, but that the hostility which it 
has engendered will cool without some blood 
spilling is not so certain.
