“COFFEE BOILERS.”

BOUNTY-PAID RECRUITS OF THE
ARMY OF THE POTOMAC.

AVhat a Prieate Saw in the Fiel€ and on
the Murch—=Cowavdice of Uupatriotic
IWreteches an Line of Battlo -~ A Dis-
graceful Crew.

The potent cause of the demoralization of
the Army of the Potomae was the worthless
character of the recruits who were supplied
to the arny in 18645. In 1864 requisitions
calling for 00,006 troops were made on the
north. So thoroughly eshausted was the
breed of fighting men in the north thaf bus
169,000 of the enormous mumber of men
raised by purchase ever stood in Lattle ranks,
and they stood there because they had been
urable to celude vigilance or corrupt the hon-
esty of the guavds who accompanied them
from the recruiting bLarracks to the front.
Since man has been on earth the race has
been divided into two classes, one of which is
the eriminal class. This class Iives by plunder-
ing the producing class. They live by theft,
by murder; by cheating, by pandering to the
ignoble vices of men. When the northern
townships—inspired by confidence, and not by
patriotism, as the rising generation is taught
—biegan to pay bounties for recruits to fill the
quotas allotted to them the criminal class of
Ameriea quif preying on sociesy at large and
turned their attention to swindling the gov-
ernment. They accepted the bounty oflered
DLy the towns and enlisted. When the boun-
ties were paid to them they deserted and en-
listed in another town, to again desert.

Bounty jumping was the safest and most
profitable business in the United States dur-
ing those days. The boldest and most intelli-
gent of the criminal class never appeared at
the front. They escaped. The weak, the
disensed, the feeble minded joined the army.
They were the scum of the slums of the great
Ewopean and Amerivan cities. To these
were added the rakings of rural almshouses
and the ne‘er-to-wells of villages. The re-
cruits were fainthearted and stupid. Many
were irreclaimable blackguards, wholly given
over to numerous ignoble and innumerable
vices. They were moral lepers. They were
conscienceless, cowardly scoundrels, and the
clean-minded Awmerican and Irish volunteers
would not associate with them.

Directly after the battle of Cold Harbor
these pretended soldiers began to be motice-
able in the Army of the Potomac. They were
not the heavy artillery men drawn by Grant
from Washington to make good his losses.
Wehad no better troops than those. But
thess men +were the bounty-paid recruits.
They were the white slaves whom greedy and
unpatriotic men, who preyed on the necessi-
- ties of timid communities, gathered from the
slums, from Castle Garden, from the alms-
houses, from the cots of wvenerezl hospitals,
from the bars of criminal courts, {from prison
cells, and from the unnatural parents of
weak minded sons. After gathering the foul
creatures they kept them in pens and private
prisons. Over the doors of these foul dens
swung signs, and blazoned on them in gilt
letters were shameful legends which an-
nounced that within a man dealt in alleged
men, and that the honor of townships could
be pawned there. A Mississippi slave dealer
tvas a refined and honorable gentleman in
comparison with & northein bounty broker,
who sold men to the townships which filled
their quotas by purchase. I have seen theso
foul recruits, many of them unable to speak
English, vermin-infested, rough skinned,
stinking with disease, their eyes running mat-
ter, their legs and arms thin and feeble, their
backs bowed, and their ratlike aund idiotlike
heads hanging low, join the army, to be vir-
tually kicked out of the decent commands
they were billeted on. They were scorned,
Kkicked and cursed by the volunteers as mangy
cwrs. These degraded men formed the “coffee
boilers.”

I first saw systematic “coflce Loiling,” a
sare sign that discipline was relaxed, at Cold
Harbor. Inthe woods to the rear and right
of my battery groups of unwounded men
cooked and boiled coffee. These men had
dropped out of their conmands as they ap-
proached the battle lino and had hidden in
thewoods. There wera scores of them in the
army at Cold Harbor. There were hundreds
of them around Petersburg. O, these “coffee
boilerst” How my gorge rises against them?
They sneaked away from their regiments
during battle or while marching to batile, to
rejoin them hen on the march. They were
always present -when rations were issued:
They were never present when cartridges
were supplied. They were, without excep-
tion, thieves, They robbed the dead. They
stole from the living. 'They were strongly
suspected of killing wounded men o’ nights.
More cowardly creatures were never clad in
the uniform of English speaking pcople. They
plundered houses. They frightencd wemen
and little childdren. They burned dwellings,
To call o soldier of the Army of the Potomac
a coftee boiler was. an insult to be promptly
resented.

‘These worthless creatures weakened cvery
battle line they were forced into. No matter
how brave a veteran soldier may be, he relies
on the men on cither side of bhim to stand
there until they fall. He relies on them to
accompany him in the advance, and to be by
his side when slowly falling back hefore a
superior foree. It is essential that a soldier
hears the voices of his comrades twhen be is
charging. He must know that his comrades
are as stanch fighters as he, Thenhe can fight
with comparative comfort, How was it with
the larger portions of the bounty paid re-
crnits? It did not lie within the power of any
regimental officers to hold these undiseiplined
blackguards steady under fire. Dozens of
times I have seen them break and ran, throw-
ing away their avms as they fled, yelling, to
! the rear and to their coffee pots. They wveak-

ened the Dattle lines, as no man can fight
when surrounded by cowards, who are casily
panic stricken, and who are unrestrained by
any consideration of pride from ignominious-
Iy running away to save their lives.

No man really enjoys o battle. One has to
string up his nerves and take a firm grip on
himself morally, and hold himself in tho hat-
tle flame for a few mometits until warmed to
passion. The impulso is to run oub of the
danger. The men the bounty brokers sup-
" plied to the army had no morality, no senti-
. ment except of fear, and they could not and
would not stand fire. They desired fo live to
cnjoy the spending of the money they had re-
ceived. Sothey shirked, and ran, and boiled
coffeoc in the rearuntil gathered up by the
provost guards and sent to their regiments.
They were disciplined somewhat. during the
winter of 1564 and 1S65. Previous to the
spring of 1865 the larger portion of the
bounty paid recruits would not have been
worth burning Confederate powder to kill, as
their presence in our ranks impaired the. effi-
ciency of our army. They could have been
safely killed with clubs.

After the battle of June 18, 1864, the. en-
listed men frequently discussed the condition
of the Army of the Potomac. They sat o
nights in: groups behind the intrenchments,
and talked, talked, talked of the disintegrat-
ing force. which Grant: commanded. Enor-
mous losses of prisoners were reported, losses
that- wero . incurred whils charging earth-
. works, which fact clearly showed that our
" troops had surrendered after reaching
the Confederate intrenchments—surrendered
wather than attempt to take themor to return
fo our line under the deadly accurate. fire of
the Confederateinfentry. Many of the vol-
. unteers vehemently asserted that the bounty
paid recruits really deserted during action to

Investigating Tyrotoxicon,

At the July meeting of the Michigan Loard
of health Dr. V. ¢, Vaughan reported ths
results of his investigations on tyrotoxicon or
cheese poison, which has recently been dis-
cussed at some length inthe medical journals,
He put several gallons of normal milk into
clean bottles with glass stoppers and found
the poison in one of the bottles after it had
stood for three months, In some instaneces it
appears much earlier. The production of the
poison is in all probability due, directly or in-
directly, to the growth of some micro-organ-
ism.

In the cheese, milkand cream, in all of
which the essayist found the poison, there
was present more or less butyric acid, and it
may be that there is some intimate relation
between butyric acid fermentation and the
production of the poison. He adds that there
is a great similarity between symptoms of
peisoning by tyrotoxicon and those of cholera
infantum, cspecially the viclent choleraic
diarrheea, to which the best medical anthor-
itics now restrict the latter term, This inyes-
tigation is-of especial interest, asit tends to
throw light upon the cause of a disease which
carries off a great many infants, and it is nob
impossible that the inquiries in this direction
will result in 2 material lessening of the ratio
of infantile mortality.—Chicago Tribune.

EXPLODING A SUBMARINIS MINE.

A novelty in harbor defense is shown in
the illustration. The officer is standing in a
bomb-proot shelter on shore watching the
movements of a hostile flcet in the karlor
through a telescope.  This telescope isso ad-
justed that on woving it to follow the conrsa |
of tha vessel a metallic pencil is moved over a
plate of glass in a line corvespording with the
path of the vessel. As the vessel approaches
a submarine mine it is, shown or. the glass by
the pencil moving toward a series-of metaltic
buttons inserted in the glass and correspond-
ing with the location of the different mines in
the barbw. When the vessel is immediately
aver a mine the pencil and a button come in
contact and the mine is exploded. There-
cent trials of this system proved that as it
performed the woirk automatically there was
no danger of a preimature or faulty explosion
through the nervousness of the operator.

The first international yacht race of which
we have any rvecord was sailed at Bermuda
i 1849, between the English cutter Pearl and
the American yacht Brenda. The Brenda
was vietorfons. It was the performance of
the yacht America in the race around the Isle
of WWight, in 1831, i whien she distanced the
sixteen competing yachts, that awakened
seamen to the possible improvement; in yacht
moddeling, and brought abiout 2 revolution in
yacht building.

THE GALATEA AND MAYRLOWER.

The above sketeh of the Galatea and May-
flower as they appeaved in running belore the
wind in one of the recent races gives an ox-
cellant idea of the nunber of sadls that aro
crowded on to a modern yacht, and also the
bLeautiful curvesthe outlines of these sails as-
sume when filled by the wind, It is in the
shape, size and management of sails that the
areatest improvements have heen made of
Iate years.
