Many de­
clare it the equal, in general utility, to 
the sewing machine or telephone: It 
is perfectly wonderful jn its operation, 
and yet so simple in its action that a 
child can learn to use it m  a few min­
utes. It  consists o f  a pair of scales 
which announces with unerring accur­
acy the value of any number of tons, 
pounds or ounces at any price. Tor 
instance, a ham is  placed on the scales. 
It weighs 12%  pounds, and the price is 
12% Cents per pound. A  sliding 
weight is moved along the scale beam 
until the ham is balanced.- In the 
notch where this weight stops will be 
found the worth of meat in dollars 
and cents to a fraction. Again, sup­
pose a,grocer is asked for 50 pounds of 
tea. The price is IS cents. One indi­
cator is set at 50, the amount wanted, 
the other at 78,. the price o f the tea. 
Tea is poured into- the scoop until’ the 
scale is balanced, when the quantity of 
tea is found to be as correct as if sev­
eral minutes time had been consumed 
in making the calculation.

The Pecan Tree.
Tile pecan tree is found in a wild 

state in the woods of the various sec­
tions of the South and West. It grows 
to a very large size, and hears yearly 
many bushels of fine flavored nuts. 
Though little or no attention has been 
paid to these valuable crees, cultiva­
tion greatly improves them, the nut 
growing much larger and improving in 
flavor. The pecan tree lives at a great 
age, and continues long in bearing. 
There is no good reason why it should 
not be grown extensvely in all parts of 
the United States. It is well adapted 
to almost any kind of soil, doing well 
even on rocky hills and waste land. 
There is no nut or fruit tree more val­
uable and requiring so little attention. 
Every farmer, in my opinion, should 
have his nut orchard, and cultivate 
especially the pecan for home use or 
sale. The nuts always find ready sale 
at fancy prices. In planting the trees, 
the only object is to obtain good fresh 
nuts, and of a good early variety, of 
large size, from which to grow the 
trees. I f  it is preferred to set out the 
plants, get healthy trees of a good va­
riety one or two years old,—Scientific 
American.

Progi‘ess o f tlie Daft Electric R ail 
• w ay  Motor.

A  new and more beautiful electric 
locomotive for the experimental sec­
tion of the Ninth Avenue elevated 
railway, in this city, is now nearly 
ready for operation. The intermedi­
ate conducting rail, Which is now of 
iron, is to be replaced by a bronze rail, 
as the rusting of the rail interfered 
with the conductivity. When these 
improvements are completed, the mo­
tor, it is believed, will prove to be a 
great success.

The Daft motor has been used for a 
year in Baltimore on the Hempden 
Street Railway, which is two miles in 
length, and is one of the most difficult 
roads in the country to operate. There 
is one grade of 358 feet to the mile on 
an 89 degree curve; another of 319 feet 
to the mile on a 75 degree curve; and 
a third of 275 feet to the mile on a 40 
degree curve. With horses and mules, 
they were able to make only four miles 
an hour. With the electric motor, 
eight are made. The cost of operating 
witli horses and mules during eight 
months and twenty days was between 
$4,700 and $4,800. lyith the Daft mo­
tor during a like period, 32,907 more 
passengers were carried, and the cost 
was only $3,160. The motois that do 
that work each weigh 5,000, draw nine 
tons, and cost $2,500.—Scientific Amer­
ican.

Good, sound, ripe fruit is by many 

physicians considered the most beau­
tiful of foods. Surgeon Evans, in 
“How no Prolong Life,”  says: “ The 
beneficial efforts of a fruit diet both 
in health and disease cannot be over­
rated; it is a man’s best food if he 
truly desires a long life. In  fact, he 
may live entirely upon it in better 
health than the majority of mankind 
epj'oy. Good, ripe, sound fruit is never 
a Cause of disease.” Dr. Wallace, in 
his “Physiantcrophy” says: “My expe­
riments, as well of others, testify to 
the fact that a broken down constitu­
tion may be rebuilt upon a fruit diet, 
and that a healthful person can he re­
tained in health upon the same; thou­
sands of consumptives and other pa­
tients have gone to grape countries, and 
using the ‘grape cure’ have recovered 
health and vigor.” Dr. Hichols of Lon­
don tells ns of his successful treat­
ment of fever: “Ho medicine but
grapes and oranges going down the 
patients’ throats,” Another authority 
says : “ The juice of the orange taken 
in large quantities has been found to 
be a specific for many descriptions of 
fever, and an unsurpassed one.”

Crater Lake, Oregon.
A  party sent out under the com­

mand of Captain Clarence E. Dutton, 
of the army, has succeeded iii making 
a complete survey of Crater Lake, in 
Oregon, a body of water whose shores, 
with the possible exception of one 
point on the south, have never before 
been touched by the feet of white men. 
The party’s boats were hauled 100 
miles by mule teams, dragged by a de­
tail of soldiers up the snow-clad sides 
of the ridge which surrounds the lake, 
and lowered by ropes from the crest to 
the water, 900 feet below. One hun­
dred and sixty soundings were made, 
tbe result of -which gave the general 
character of the lake bottom. Two 
large submerged cinder cones were 
found, respectively 800 and 1,200 feet 
high, the rest of the bottom being flat. 
Captain Dutton believes this to he the 
deepest body of fresh water on the 
continent. The greatest depth attain­
ed by the sounding line was 2.005 feet. 
—Scientific A meriean,

There is something strange about 
the Democratic party. In the North, 
all of its speakers; make free trade 
their chief topic o f discussion, while in 
the Southern States, no man can secure 
a nomination to congress on that tick­
et unless he be pronounced and une­
quivocally against free trade.'"

The V ote on Blaine and Burrows.
Mr. Blaine’s majority in this district 

was even 1,658. Mr. Burrow’s was 352; 
change hut 177 votes and Mr. Sher­
wood is elected.—Kalamazoo Gazette.

The above is a fair sample o f  the 
style o f argument by winch Democrat­
ic papers hope to deceive the voters in 
this congressional district. The basis 
o f the article is a palpable misstate­
ment of the positive strength o f  Mr. 
Burrows in this district, as represented 
•by the vote o f 1SS-I. In  that year Mr. 
Blaine received in Berrien county 1,1-15 
votes, in Cass 2,761 votes, in Kalama­
zoo 1,515 votes, in St. Joseph 3,261 
Votes, and in  Van Bureu 4,210 votes, 
making a total o f  19,201 votes. In the 
same counties Mr. Burrows received, 
in. Berrien 4,407, in Cass 2,692, In St. 
Joseph 3,133, In Kalamazoo 4,317, in 
Van Buren 4,015 votes, making a total 
of IS,504 votes, So that the total vote 
received by Mr. Blaine exceeded that 
received by Mr. Burrows G10 votes, in­
stead o f  1,306 as falsely stated in the 
paragraph quoted above. As showing 
Mr. Burrow’s personal popularity at 
that election it is instructive to note 
that in the first congessional district 
of this State John Atkinson, one o f 
the most popular candidates ever be­
fore the people for their suffrages, 
received 1,766 votes less thau Mr. 
Blaine. In the Fifth district, Mr. Fitz­
gerald, a man o f  great personal popu­
larity, who had held no office o f arty 
note in his life, and had almost no po­
litical enemies, received 347 votes less 
than Mr. Blaine. In the Seventh dis­
trict, Mr. "Weeks, the Republican can­
didate for congress, received 1,102 
votes less than Mr. Blaine. In the 
Ninth district, Gen. Cutcheon received 
1,091 votes less than Mr. Blaine.

These figures show that instead of 
Mr. Burrows being personally unpopu­
lar he was, even in 1881, notwithstand­
ing his long term of service. in the 
house and the defections which neces­
sarily arise from the fact that a repre­
sentative in congress must be responsi­
ble for many federal appointments by 
the administration, Mr. Burrows was 
one of the most popular candidates for 
representative in congress in that 
year. Since 1834 Mr. Burrow’s eminent 
sevieds in behalf o f his district have 
made him much stronger as a candi­
date than in 1SS4.

A s to the change of 177 votes asked 
by the Kalamazoo Gazette, that paper 
is respectfully notified that there will 
be a change at the next election of 
more than tin times that number of 
votes, but they will be changes from 
the Democratic to the Republican can- 
date, and will elect Mr. Burrows by a 
majority at which eveu the Gazette 
cannot cavil.—Kalamazoo Telegraph.

The Third Party.
The election in Maine settles the 

future o f the third party. It is not to 
he a serious factor in American poli­
tics. It has no future before it. Pro­
hibition has a great future, thank God! 
but not the Prohibition party.

The disappointment o f the third 
party Prohibitionists, wlio are but a 
very small part of the Prohibitionists, 
over the Maine election is very great. 
They had everything in tlieir favor and 
they expected great things. They have 
aroused no public enthusiasm and 
their vote show’s no signs of healthy 
growth. It is true that in an off year, 
when no National issues are at stake, 
they have cast about 3,500 votes. But 
let us see what this means. In 1SS0 
the Prohibition party in Maine east 
41S votes; in 1882, 381; in 1SS4 (for 
Governor, In September), 1,190, and (for 
President in November), 2,100. In the 
election, Sept. 7, in Yermont, the most 
the Prohibitionists can claim is that 
they have held their own. The YOte 
in 1SS4 was 1,752, and 1S8G it was 
1,S82, a gain o f just eighty votes.

Here is a real gain, but it is not all; 
the gain expected, nor is it the gain 
which would have appeared if  there 
were a real conviction growing up that 
prohibition is a  proper issue to base a 
party on. The Prohibitionists are 
never wreary of comparing their party 
of ‘ ‘moral ideas with the

under its names of the Liberty party 
and tlie Free Soil party, which were 
the ancestors of the Republican party. 
But the anti-slavery party showed a 
very different growth from this prohi­
bition party. In Maine the anti-sla­
very third party had 104 votes In 1S40, 
4,S36 In 1844, and 12,990 in 1S48, and 
67,379 in 1S36, being a majority of 
about 23,000. In Yermont the third 
party cast 319 votes in 1S40, 3,034 in 
1S44,13,837 in ISIS, and 39,501 in 1S5C. 
We will take the other representative 
State, that o f Massachusetts. That 
State cast 1,621 votes in 18-10 for Mr. 
Birney, 10,860 for the same candidate 
in 1844, and 38,658 for him in 1S4S, and 
gave Fremont a majority of 50,000 
over Buchanan and Fillmore in 1830. 
That is the way a party grows that 
has vitality. The Prohibition party 
nowhere show’s any evidence o f taking 
hold, as did the earlier third party, of 
the conscience of the people.

I f  we may then say that the Prohi­
bition party is a substantial failure, 
the question must next be answered: 
Why is this so? Will not the people 
respond to an appeal for prohibition? 
Certainly they will, and it is chiefly 
because they wish to fight the saloon 
by prohibition in every other way that 
they refuse to accept the Prohibition 
party. They have common sense, and 
they see that prohibition Inis hitherto 
gained glorious victories by moral ag­
itation and that the political methods 
of the third party actually endanger 
prohibition.

Besides, we can not conceal it. from 
ourselves that the third party Prohibi­
tionists axe showing themselves much 
more anxious to make much more o f 
their party than to promote temper­
ance. There is

A  GROWING AND JUST SUSPICION 
that political ambition has more to do 
with their methods than a love o f  tem­
perance. This is seen in the fact that 
their declared policy is “No compro­
mise,”  which has the remarkable 
meaning o f no voting for a prohibition 
ist unless he flies our political flag. So 
they will set np a candidate o f  their 
own against an active and pronounced 
prohibitionist o f  the old parties, when 
they know perfectly well that to do so 
Is likely to elect a saloon man. They 
prefer a saloon man to a Republican or 
a Democratic proiubjjtjpnist. Now, 
the common sense of the people will 
see through that nonsense.

Their utter impracticability is seen 
in their method o f fighting the saloon. 
The common-sense method of fighting 
the saloon ig to take every mpji you 
can get, and to retreat never. The po­
litical Prohibitionists liaye only one 
policy, and that is State prohibition or 
nothing. Common-sense people regard 
free trade in rum as the lowest stage, 
and total prohibition as the upper 
stage, and they move forward just ns 
fast as they can. The political Prohi­
bitionist, i f  we can judge from bis con­
stant policy, actually prefers foe open 
hell o f  the unrestricted saloon to every­
thing else except absolute prohibition. 
He will not shut up one unless he can 
shut up all. I f  lie can not make it im­
possible to open a saloon, he will not 
give any help to makelt hard or expen­
sive. He will give no assistance to a 
community wrhich wishes local prohibi­
tion. N o connty shall be helped to 
assert its option whether the saloon 
shall be suppressed in its limits. It 
must be the State or nothing.

W e believe that it will be found very 
difficult to get up a really vital party 
for temperance or honesty or chastity, 
because such duties will appeal to 
honest men in all parties. W e believe 
that it will be more than difficult—It 
will be impossible—to put any vitality 
into* this ao-ealled Prohibition party, 
not because men love their old, parties 
so much, but because the policy of its 
leaders is unintelligent and is hostile 
to  the cause it purports to serve-—Jfem. 
Xoffo Independent.

The Prohibitionists of Evanston 
have nominated a man by the name o f 
Bailey for the Legislature, and openly 
proclaim that they intend to defeat 
Mr. Neely, the Republican candidate. 
Gf course they do not expect to elect 
tlieir owu nominee, but they can aid a 
Democrat. They will probably find 
out after awhile that is a poor way to 
gain favor with Republicans.—Inter 
Ocean.

Two constitutional amendments will 
be submitted the people at the state 
election this fall. One authorizing'the 
board of supervisors of a county to fix 
the compensation for all services ren­
dered by the county, and to adjust all 
claims against the county, and the 
sums affixed shall be subject to an ap­
pear. The other is to fix the salaries

day is a  very happy one, at least in  Paris. 
Every grand lady's dog is far better known 
b y  her friends than her children, for tlio lat­
ter remain in  the nursery with nurses and 
governesses, drive out and dine alone, are 
novel-seen in  the drawing room, while Nero 
and Finetto aro over at their fond mistress’ 
side; they have theirprivileged com er or seat 
in. the reception rooms; after the mistress, 
they are the ones next saluted b y  callers and 
guests; the best tidbits o f  q. sumptrous table 
are given to Gyp and Mopps; in  their best 
bib and tucker they are driven in  madamo's 
carriage, in  which the best places arc reserved 
fo r  their dogship. A t  the present day the 
aristocracy o f  dogs is" ns well defined as the 
aristocracy o f their masters, and dog brain is 
not so dull as to he oblivious to tho great dis­
tinction made in their favor; tho noted pet 
dog o f  Paris knows its rank and looks down 
on plebeian churls accordingly.

A  chic dog has life fashionable tailor, and 
he would think himself degraded i f  he did not 
have his things made at tho renowned dog 
tailor, Ledouble. The trousseau of a dog varies 
according to the race to which he belongs; 
it is composed o f shirts, vests, coats, artistic 
collars and the variety o f ornaments to ho 
put on them, bracelets,’ leashes and llower 
boutonnieres.

CROCODILES AND HIPPOPOTAMI.

W hat Henry Stanley Says o f W ork and 
Sport on tiro .Congo.

“The most dangerous savage foes we 
have to fear,” cays Mr. Stanley, “are tins, 
crocodile, hippopotamus, and the buffalo. 
We lost five men during my last visit to 
the Congo from, these animals; three 
were killed by crocodiles, one by a hip­
popotamus, and one by a buffalo. There 
are large numbers of liipopotami along 
the Congo and Its tributaries, and thoiis- 
npon thousands of ci-ocodiles. The latter 
are by far the most insidious foes we 
have, because they are so silent and so 
swift. You. see a man. bathing in the 
river,” said Mr. Stanley, with one of his 
vivid graphic touches; “he is standing 
near the shore laughing at you, perhaps, 
laughing in tlie keen enjoyment of tlie 
bath; suddenly he falls over and you see 
him no more. A  crocodile has ap­
proached unseen, has struck liini a blow 
with his tail that knocks him over, and 
lie is instantly seized and carried off. Or 
it may be that the man is swimming; lie 
is totally unconscious of danger; there is 
nothing in sight, no tiling to stir a tremor 
of apprehension; but there, in deep water, 
under the shadow of that rock, or hidden 
beneath, tlie shelter of the trees yonder, 
is a huge crocodile; it has spotted tlie 
swimmer, and is watching its opportun­
ity; the swimmer approaches; he is 
within striking distance; stealthily, si- 
lently, unperceived, the creature makes 
for its prey; the man knows nothing till 
he is seized by the leg and dragged un­
der, and he knows no more. A  bubble 
or two indicate the place where he has 
gone down, and that is all.

“For a dread, unspeakable horror,” 
Mr. Stanley adds, “there is no death by 
wild beasts like that of being killed by a 
crocodile. It is worse than being taken 
by a shark; for the shark must come to 
the surface and let itself he seen; whereas 
thecrocodile strikes unseen and from be­
low.

“The danger of the hippopotamus is 
that you come upon it unnoticed. You 
are floating down the" river or rowing 
against the stream, no danger in sight, 
when you may be suddenly upset by a 
hippopotamus over which you have un­
consciously floated, and the chances are 
that before you well know where you 
are you are bitten iD. two hv a snap of 
the beast’s tremendous jaws. But the 
danger from the hippopotamus is not so 
great as that from the crocodile, because 
it does not lie in wait, and is not a 
stealthy animal. "We naturally kill the 
crocodile whenever we get a chance to 
do so, but tlie Congo aud its tributaries 
are full of them.”

On the subject of sporting, Mr. Stanley 
says: “We do not care to encourage 
sportsmen to come to Congo. The dis­
tance a man has to walk and the fatigues 
he has to endure before he gets on to tlie 
ground are so great that he becomes 
played out, and gets the fever, and runs 
imminent risk of succumbing to the 
climate; and then theie is an outcry 
about tlie dreadful climate and its terri­
ble effects on Europeans. Sport is all 
very well in England, where a man may 
go into the stubble, or on the heatliei’, 
and shoot bis hares or his grouse, or 
whatever it may he, and cover lxis ten or 
fifteen miles a day, and be hack to din­
ner and bed at night. That Is a grand 
thing; it does a man good.

“But to go out sporting in Africa is 
another thing. You go out into tlie for­
est to find something; perhaps, after a 
mile or two, you sight a beastie; gener­
ally, however, you will have to go far­
ther, for all animals avoid settlements, 
unless driven to them from lack of food, 
and go deeper into the bush. In sight 
your beastie may he at a distanqe of 400 
ox* 500 yards. You at once set to wprk to 
approach within 100 yards. You preep 
along stealthily through the high grass, 
the perspiration is pouring from yon; yon 
are all aquiver with excitement, and 
your heart is heating so violently that 
you can hardly hold your arm steady, 
while your eyes are full of the seed-dust 
of the grass, which you shake off as you 
make your way through it. The grass, 
you must understand, is sometimes as 
much as fifteen feet high. A t length, 
perhaps, you get, as you think, within 
striking distance; you prepare to fire; but 
while ypu are doing so the beastie has 
got wind of you, and is gone.

A t  the Close o f  
the war there were 
201 ' gover n  m o n t 
hospitals contain­
i n g  s i c k  a n d  
wounded. Nearly 
a  year afterwards
t h e r e  were yet _
maintained thir ty- GEV s i e o t s s o i t .  
four hospitals; Government meantimo 
helped its maimed and sick soldiers ns 
well as could be done in their scat­
tered homes all over the Union, For 
one thing, it  distributed among tliein a  gigan­
tic batch o f  wooden legs and arms, “frco 
gratis for nothing.’'  Whatsoever old soldier 
wanted an  artificial limb at either end of his 
trank g o t one.

InslSGG a soldiers* national home was estab­
lished by  act o f  congress. A  board o f  nine 
managers was constituted. To them was 
given authority to  establish one central home 
and hospital and as many branches as they 
thought best Under tbisauthority at length 
five homes were established.

The five homes for  disabled soldiers are re­
spectively the eastern-, western, northwestern, 

southern and cen­
tral. The eastern 
branch was the lirst 
cue started. It was 
organized at Au­
gusta, Me. The su­
perintendent o f one 
o f tnese soldiers* 

v homes is called a  
^governor. The gov ­
ernor o f  the homo 
at Augusta is Gen. 
Luther Stephenson, 
Jr. In  November

States soldiers from  New Y ork  and New 
England. A  fountain o f medicinal water, 
called Togas spring, flows here.

One who has himself been a United States 
soldier is always selected for the office o f gov­
ernor o f  a home. Tho superintendent of the 
central branch is Gen. M. R. Patrick, a strict 
military disciplinarian. The Central Home is 
situated at Dayton, O. Here is one of the 
mostbeautiful spots in the country, though 
the grounds of all soldiers’ homes are beau­
tiful.

The Dayton hospital was the second one es­
tablished under the law o f 1800. It is the 
largest o f  all the branches. I t  occupies a fer­
tile farm  o f  G27 acres. Its landscape and 
greenhouses are noted. Some o f the choicest 
plants known to botanists are to bo found in 
its conservatories.

M ary Lowell Putnam, of Boston, is tho 
gentle patron saint o f the Dayton, O., Sol­
diers’ Home. She 
lost her only sou 
in the •war, an of­
fering to his coun­
try, A f t e r  h i s  
death she built a 
monument to him 
in the shape o f a 
library f o r  th e  
good Of other sol­
diers. She g a v e  
thousands o f  books, 
papers and p a m ­
phlets to the home.,
T h e  collection is 
named the Putnam 
library. Her in - gen*. Jacob sharp; 
terest in  i t  and the invalid soldiers 
has never died out. Sho still makes 
additions to the library from  time 
to time, and works for  her soldiers in 
other ways. There is also another collection 
o f reading matter in  this well provided home, 
called the Thomas; library. Thera aro over 
5,200 inmates m  the Dayton home. From its 
location in  the center o f the state it attracts 
a  great number.

Gen. Jacob Sharpo is  governor o f  the 
Northwestern home. I t  is  at Milwaukee, 

Wis., three milt's 
from  Lake Michi­
gan.

Guests from  tho 
great hotels at Old Point Comfort, officers 
and them families from  Portress Monroe and 
residents o f  the villages hereabouts swell the 
audience.

One o f  the things that will attract the visi- 
itor’s attention here arc the thousands of sol- 
idiecs’  graves, in rows, with their little white 
fheadstones. Whatever the men were in life,

stones:, There are 1,S00 veterans at the 
southern home.

'Last o f  all. in 1SS4, congress established 
yet a fifth soldiers’  home TVest o f the Missis­
sippi river,, I t  was opened last spring, at 
Leavenworth, Kan. Its superintendent is 
Col. Andrew J. Smith. I t  already has more 
than 1.000 inmates.

There landed on our shores recently a  com­
mander who chums that the drum beat o f  his 
arm y can now be heard around the world, 
ifitfe forces fight under the banner o f the Sal­
vation Arm y, o f  which ho was the founder. 
This commander Was'Gen. W illiam Booth, a 
tall, long-haired Englishman. H e was a  
Methodist preacher; who gave himself up to  
revival work among the masses o f  London. 
H e found, he says, these difficulties in  the 
w ay to  his success: “M y first idea was simply 
to  get the people saved andsend them to  the 
churches; This I  found impracticable. First, 
they would not go  when sent. Then again

shoulder because they were poor, and lastly 

\  w a wantedtbo converts to assist us in saving 
F,otners. 1$oIt was the Salvation A rm y became 
£.«>necesa(y.i Tho four cardinal principles on 
V  winch it/w as founded were these: A  method 
v b f getting'among the people; attracting them 

to us; saving them and then employing them 
to save others.”

the like ns mediums to draw the crowds She 
is a Yankee b y  birth and carried to England 
a  memory o f tho enthusiasm created by  a fife 
and drum while enlisting soldiers for  tho civil 
war. A t  any rate, military methods were 
adopted in this novel Christian warfare, and 
it  has met with success equal to that o f  a  
political campaign carried on through the 
same agencies. I t  appears there is an unborn 
desire among some o f  our people for military 
display and glory, and to  these the Salvation 
•Army fills the long felt w ant It gives the op­
portunity for  a  ’ceaseless military campaign 
without the danger o f  carnage and slaughter.

The army was organized twenty years ago. 
but it was only six yearn ago that an attack 
was made on the American eitadelof siuby 
the Salvationists. Since that time the army 
lias overrun a  great portion o f the co u n try , 
establishing forts in many o f the principal 
cities, until their outposts and sharpshooters 
have pushed their way abuost to tho base of 
the Iioekies.

A  couple o f  years ago a rovolt occurred in 
the American branch of the army. Maj. 
Moore, who was at that time in charge o f 
the American .forces, led in tho mutiny anil 
has sinco maintained his forces under his 
command, calling themselves the American 
Salvation Army. Frank Smith, in  charge of 
tho remnants o f tho army that remained loyal 
to Gen. Booth, tells o f this mutiny thus 
“Yes, Maj. Moore wasiu chai'ge o f the army 
but unfortunately fell into financial fogs 
aud, after a  time, disquieting rumors reached 
headquarters, which rendered inquiry abso­
lutely necessary.

TFe have just had a gala week for  the two 
leading secret societies o f the United States. 
While the Free Masons were meeting in Ft, 
Louis the Odd Fellows wore holding a  grand 
reunion in Boston.

There was an order o f  Odd Fellows in Eng­
land perhaps a  century ago. Some men who 
had belonged to it there cameto America and 
established the organization here. The grand 
lodge o f  the society in tho old country was at 
Manchester. A fter a time the members in 
tho United States cut loose altogether from 
the English society and formed for  their own 
country the I. O. O. F.—Independent Order 
of Odd Fellows. The foundation o f the order 
is supposed to refer in some w ay to tho 
brotherly friendship o f  David and Jonathan, 
and its avowed objects aro “to visit Ihe sick, 
relieve the distressed, bury the dead and edu­
cate tho orphan.” The American organiza­
tion is now more than G00,000 strong.

Twenty-three years ago the sovereign 
grand lodge of Odd Fellows met in Boston 
for its annual reunion. I t  has not been held 
in  that city since, until now.

To hold their own, therefore, 
they started within their order the Patriarchs 
Militant. The circlo lias already been joined 
b y  great numbers. The uniform is a  hand­
some to d  showy one. How, therefore, when 
downy-lipped Odd Fellow boys wish to make 
a splurge on parade days they can do it  with 
the best. Tho chevaliers o f  the Patriarchs 
Militant wear, in  fa ll dress, a  double-breasted 
military frock  coat o f  black broadcloth, gor­
geously set off with two rows o f  bright, glit­
tering, golden buttons. Tho same is bril­
liantly trimmed witli gold, the grade, how­
ever, being made distinctive. The chevaliers 
and non-commissioned officers wear shoulder 
knots Of a plaited gold cord, worked in  scarlet 
doth, one and three-quarters inches Wide. 
Golden cross bolts add to  this shiny coat; Tho 
commissioned officers, however, have stripes 
and cord. Tho chapeaux are worn in  full 
dress; that fo r  officers being stiff, o f  black silk 
plush, trimmed on the right side with black 
satin rosette edged with; scarlet, gold and 
black points, having on  left side a scarlet and 
black oval rosetto, with crossed crook and 
sword in golden embroidery on a black silk 
velvet center. . ------------

PRESENT ODD FELLOWS’  HALL IN BOSTON*.
The meeting in Boston was iinuigu ated by 

a banquet iu  the present Odd Fellows hall, 
Which appears in the picture. Of that ban­
quet It was said that the chaplain’s prayer at 
its beginning was as short and satisfactory as 
tho menu was long and satisfactory. Gover­
nor Robinson made a brief aud hearty address 
o f  welcome, and Mayor O’Brien, o f Boston, 
made another. Tho scene was lighted bril­
liantly with tlio gay costumes of tho wives, 
daughters and sisters o f tho members. Tho 
women themselves belong to tho Daughters 
of Rebecca, which is sort o f side table to tho

HEADQUARTERS.
The R t Aldemar’s hall o f entertainment is 

one of the quaint old mansions o f  St. Louis, 
bnilt iu the architecture o f tho beginning of 
tbis century, like tho White House, nt Wash­
ington, and Jefferson’s residence nt Monti- 
cello, with a lofty  columned portico in front.

The St. Aldcmars are a wealthy lodge of 
Knights Templar. They have a ladies’ circle 
o f  sixty-one members. The house was richly 
furnished and decorated for this occasion. 
The ladies’ circle tool: the matter of entertain­
ing the stranger guests in hand, and made it 
as much o f a success as a church, fair. They 
remained personally on the ground and saw* 
that all who came had a lunch. They offered 
tea, coffee, ice water and all tha good luneha- 
bles that hungry guests might desire, but of 
wine or beer or whisky, ne’er a drop. They 
held fast b y  the inborn temperance principles 
o f the feminine sex

The interior o f  St. Aldemar’s was charac­
terized by  artistic taste in decoration. Flow­
ers and plants are in abundance. Tho head­
quarter room o f  the eommandery contained 
chairs of cherry, upholstered iu leather, vel­
vet and plush. There was a  dreamily beauti­
ful sitting room, draped in blue, for ladies ; 
there was a snuggery for the male sox abso­
lutely gorgeous in Its appointments ; likewise 
a smoking; room of tbe same. land.

Tho St. Aldemar eommandery is fifteen 
years old.

The stunning feature o f tlio conclavo, how­
ever, was perhaps What was called a charity 
concert, given at the St. Louis fair grouuds.

INTERIOR OF HEADQUARTERS.

They filled the air with a 
pandemonium o f  sound, yea, they made 
Rom e bowk A t  that monstrous contest o f 
fuss there were sixty bass drams • and 200 
snare drums, and no less than 1,500 boras o f 
various lands. Long live Gilmore!

There is considerable wild guessing as to the 
number on the ground that day. The crowd 
was estimated b y  each guesser at from  40,000 
to 150,000, according to the enthusiasm o f bis 
temperament. But it was a great day any­
how. The sights that called up most admira­
tion were the representations of a Greek cross 
and a Passionist cross, formed by tho evolu­
tions oE soino o f the commanderies in  their 
prize drill exhibitions. The figures are in­
tricate and hard to produce.

Tho parades o f the Knights Templar form 
some of the rare occasions when a  man m ay 
put off his customary, black clothing,; qi*- at 
least, m ay put on colors. He takes advantage 
o f  tho privilege with alacrity. Once every 
three years, at least, tho true knight is splen­

did inpurple and gold and white. W e  are 
all fond Of gewgaws.

The cross of Malta is the distinctive badge 
o f  tho Knights Templar. Some o f the sym­
bols and rites o f  the Masons havo come down 
from  a time as old ns the. history of matt. 
In tho lost period o f Egyptian glory, before 
tho pyramids were, or the Sphinx had pro­
pounded her cruel riddle, these symbols hud 
their place and meaning. In  the sacred 
Eleusinion mysteries their significance was 
fSSiUiar. Jews, Greeks, Romans, adepts of 
India, Rosicracians aud Christian knights 
have alike employed them.

EPISCOPAL CHURCH CONVENTION.

C h ic a g o  to  h e  H o n o r e d  T ills  T e a r  fo r  tlio  
F ir s t  T im e .

The general convention of the Episcopal 
church in tho United States will tako place 
on Get. 0 at Si James church, Chicago. Tho 
delegates will number 500, andits sessions will 
continue for several weeks.

s t . j a m e s  cn u R crr . Ch ic a g o .
The genera I convention is composed of two 

houses—th - houso o f bishops, which includes 
the total number of diocesan, assistant, and 
missionary bishops; and the house of deputies, 
composed o f four clergymen and four laymen 
from each diocese throughout the country, 
and one clergyman and one layman from each 
missionary jurisdiction. Tho house of bishops 
and the house eC deputies meet separately, 
the former with closed doom, the latter o. en 
to the public. Either house, may inaugurate 
proceedings, but before legislation is 
effected the consent of both must be 
had. In  case the bishops propose 
an act, it  must bo concurred in by 
the deputies before it  can become a law. A ny 
proper,til act which the deputies may have 
passed is subject to a negative on the part of 
the bishop* In ease the bishops are silent 
su ’ll a:i art becomes a. law. In live house of 
deputies the clergy ami laity vote together, 
except upon Important points, when they 
vote separately, in which case, before a deci­
sion can bo had, there must bo a majority of 
either order. A  vote by  dioceses may he 
called for, in which case each order (that is 
to say, each representation of four persons, 
whether clerical or lay) has one vote—not 
four. The vote of a  diocese consequently, 
.since it is composed of four parts, may ho 
divided.

The third Episcopal bishop of Illinois, now 
styled Chi'-ago, is a native of Geneva, X. Y ..

ago. He was or­
dained a Presby­
terian minister in 
ISOO, and labored 
for more than ton 
years in that de­
nomination. lie  en­
tered tho Episcopal 
church iu 1872, and 
was advanced to 
the priesthood that 
same year. He was 
ordained Bishop of' 

r e v . w. e . i i ’ l a r En . Illinois iu 1775. Iu 
1883 he was made president of tho nearly or­
ganized Western Theological seminary of 
Chicago. Under tho vigorous administra­
tion of the present Bishop McLaren tho 
Episcopal church i:i Chicago has made rapid 
strides. Bishop McLaren's “ Catholic Dog­
ma; the Antidote o f Doubt” is best known 
among his writings.

Generation after generation have heard tell 
of Conn "t i ait’s “leather man,” but here is 
the first time that hi.; quaint figure has been 
portrayed by an nrti t. It is another triumph 
of i.'.a.mit.m'.ous photography, for in no other 
way coul l the old hermit’s portrait be cap­
tured. Fo shy is he i.f public scrutiny that it 
would be impossible for an artist to sketch 
him. The instantaneous photograper ha; 
been gunning for him for a long time. Sports­
men can umlerstan 1 tho difficulty of bringing 
down such rare game as this. To .T. F. Rogers 
is the credit due o f capturing a photogranh 
of this ram avis, and on the wing at that. 
The old man had just seated liimself to cat, 
when the photographer quickly linlimbered 
his camera on him, and fired just as tho shy 
leather man discovered that the eyelopean 
eye of the camera was beaming on bim. This 
accounts for the coy cxpresfe.i ljo weal's in 
the picture.

THE LEATHER MAN*.
Almost everybody in Connecticut knows 

the “leather man.”  Everything about him 
is leather. His hat, coat, breeches and 
traveling sack aro made o f coarse tanned 
stuff which ho has patched and sewed to­
gether himself. I t  is seldom that this eccen­
tric individual speals a word. Year in and 
year otit ho tramps about tho state, obtaining 
Uls food from  the kind-hearted people along 
the route, Always visiting the same houses, 
knocking at the kitchen door and pointing to 
his mouth, his wants are supplied.

W ith almost no variation ho makes his ap­
pearance at each placo along his route ouco 
in thirty-f our days. Oil a  regent occasion a 
woman shouted to him : “Come hero and get 
a bowl o f coffee.”  A t once the quaint fellow, 
Who is said to understand no English tongue, 
turned and followed her to the kitchen door 
where a  huge platter of meat, potatoes and 
bread was put before him. Depositing on 
tbe ground his huge gripsack ° f  rough 
leather, in  which he carried his ax 
and other tools, ho threw back his 
variegated leathern tunic and revealed be­
neath a  parti-colored woolen shirt, mended 
and remended. This was open enough at tho 
uecktosliow a breast which hacl about the 
same color and consistency as that o f an ox. 
His trousers were o f the latest London fash­
ion, wide-flowing to  bagginess, and were 
composed o f  two-foot- patches o f  leather 
joined b y  rude leathern thong?. His shoes 
were shaped something like a  Chiilaman’s, 
with soles at least three inches tt iek.

CHICAGO UNIVERSITY.

A n  Institution o f  Historical Interest—Tlit 
Donglas Monument.

Aw ay back in 1S55, Hon. Stephen A . Doug­
las proposed to donate the site for a university 
upon lands owned b y  bim in Cottage Grove, 
then somewhat south c f  the city o f Chicago 
proper. Rev. J. C. Burroughs, then pastor o f  
the First Baptist church, negotiated with Mr. 
Donglas, hoping to secure the establishment 
o f  the institution under tho anspices of tho 
Baptist denomination, and an arrangement of 
that character was entered into,, ten acres o f 
ground near Lake Michigan, fronting on Col­
lege Grove avenue, being donated for the 
purpose, on the condition, that a.building: to 
cost not less than $100,000 should bo erected 
thereon within a specified time. Amplo 
pledges of money were obtained, and on July 
4,1857, tho corner stone o f  Chicago university 
was laid, addresses being made on the occa­
sion' by Mr. Douglas, Hon. I. X . Arnold and 
several contemporaneous divines of ’promi­

nence. The institution was formally opened 
the year following, Rev. J. C. Burroughs be­
ing the first president, a  position ho held con 
tiuuously for fifteen years.

CHICAGO UNIVERSITY.
The war ot the renemon. tbo Chicago fire 

and tno panic or i :w  naa m e eueeo 01 remli'i- 
ing worthless a very largo proportion of tho 
pledges made at tho inception of the enter­
prise, and from these blows the university has 
never rallied.

Dr. Burroughs w:is succeeded in tho presi­
dency by tho Rev. Lemuel Moss, Hon. 
Alonzo Abernethy and Rev. Galusha Ander­
son, respectively. Tho latter gentleman made 
heroic efforts to stem the tide of adversity, 
by  personal solicitation, but the task was too 
great, and bo gave -way. A t  this tune tho 
property .was laboring under an incumbrance 
o f  $3(10,(100, and the Union Mutual Life In­
surance company, who held the Ibortgare 
was finally compelled to take possession of 
the property. During the past few years 
efforts at redemption havo been put forth 
anew-, but tbe board of trustees have finally 
decided to close the institution. I t  is thought 
tho property m ay be purchased and re-estab­
lished as an undenominational college, 
though it is reported that the property will 
be purchased by Archbishop Feehan and 
-turned into a  Roman Catholic college.

And so the Vicissitudes o f time—rival war, 
a  great [ire in which $”00,000,0(10 o f property 
were destroyed in a night, and a  financial 
crash that prostrated the business o f the 
country, have defeated the beneficent pnr- 
posc o f the “Little Giant,”  and, like his own 
hopes of the presidency, the child o f his ben­
evolent desire is likely to par:; to other hands, 
and may eventually be diverted to uses 
widely different from those contemplated in 
those ante-bellum times when Cottage Grove 
marked the southern limit o f tho Garden 
City, beyond wbicli were swamps and weeds 
and water, where now aro thickly populated 
districts, and tho location o f some of tho 
largest manufacturing establishments in the 
country.

Sot far from tho university grounds, in an 
open spot facing the lake, stands the Douglas 

monument, reared 
b y  a venerating 
commonwealth tc 
the memory of liiir 
who. perhaps, next 
t o  Lincoln, w a t 
mort beloved by 
the people among 
whom he lived and 
died. The design 
of this memorial is 
striking, t h o u g h  
not elaborate, and 
its favorable loca­
tion bus made it the 
Mecca of many ad­
mirers of the dead 
s ta  to  sm a u , who, 
with their children 
iml children's ehil- 
iren. nave Molted 

upon tuis remnant 
of human greatness and remembered that 
what Douglas most desired was withheld 
from him, aud that he would havo much 
preferred the presidency in life to all the 
monuments that au admiring constituency 
could roar to his ashes and memory when he 
should have passed beyond tho realm o f hu­
man endeavor.
