How we Taste.

Strictly speaking, with the tip of the
tongue, one can’t really taste ab all
If you put a small drop of boney or oil
of bitter almonds on that part of the
mouth, you will find, no doubt to your
great surprise, that it produces mo
effect of any sort; you only taste it
when it begins to diffuse itself, and
reaches the true tasting region in the
middle distance. Butif you put a 1lit-
tle cayenne or mustard on the same
part you will find that it bites you im-
mediately—the experiment should be
tried sparingly—while if you put it
Lswer down in the moulh you will
swollow it almost without noticing the
pungence of the stimulant. The reason
is that the tip of the tongue is suppli-
ed only with nerves which are really
nerves of touch, not nerves of taste,
proper; they belong to a totally differ-
ent main branch, and they go tn a dif-
ferent center in the brain, together
with the very similar threads which
supply the nerve of smell for mustard
and pepper. That is why the smell
and taste of these pungent substances
are so much alike, as everybody must
have noticed; a good sniff at the must-
ard pot producing almoss the same. ir-
ritating effects as an incautious mouti-
ful. 1When obe is trying deliberate ex-
periments oo the subject, in order to
test the varying sensitiveness of the
different parts to different substances.
it is necessary to keep the tongue quite’
dry in order to insolate the thing you
are experimenting with and prevent
its spreads to all parts of the mouth
together. 1n actual practice thisresult
is obtained in a rather lndicrous man-
ner—DLy Llowining upon the tongue be-
tween each expiriment with a pair of
bellows. To such nndignified expedi-
ents does the pursait of science lead
the modern psychologist.

A PROCLAMATION,

By the President of the United
States:

It has long been the custom of the
people of the Unifed States on a day in
each year especially set apart for that
purpose by their chief executive, to
acknowledge the goodness and mercy
of God and to invoke His continued
care and protection.

In observance of such custom I,
Grover Cleveland, President of the
United States, do hereby designate and
set apart the 25th day of November,
instant, to be observed and kept as a
day of thanksgiving and prayer.

On that day let all our people forget
their accustomed employment and as-
semble in their usunal places of worship
to give thanks to the ruler of the uni-
verse for our continued enjoyment of
the blessings of a free government, for
a vrenewal” of business prosperify
throughout our land, for the return
which has rewarded the labor of those
who till the soil and for our progress
as a people in all that makes a nation
great.

And while we contemplate the infi-
nite power of God in earthquake, flood
and storm let the grateful hearts of
those who have been sheltered from
harm through His mercy be turned in
sympathy and kindness toward His
visitations.

Let us also in the midst of our
thanksgiving remember the poor and
needy wifh cheerful gifts and alms so
that our service may, by deeds of char-
ity, be made acceptable in the sight of
the Lord.

THE OLD “DOBBIN.T

The fact is that we had a rovenue cutter
service before we had a navy. Alexander
Hamilton, the first secretary of the treasury,
recommended it as long ago as 189, and his
suggestions were acted on in 1790, so that the
service is now nearly a century old. Hamil-
ton reconmmended the “emmployment of boats
for the security of the revenue against con-
traband.”

The first boats were small, sharp-bowed
sloops, meant: to coast along the bays and in-
lets and keep @ sharp lookout. They were of
very light draught. There woere ten of theso
single masted little vessels in the first batch
ordered.

It was not: long till tho small fleet grew. In
a country in which, from the beginning,
wealth.wancl, population bave increased faster
thah Wis ever known before, ten revenue
cutters yvere not long sufficient to do the
work. In 1799 the Ukited States revenue
cutter fligivasiadopted. It is that which ap-
pearsidt the top of this column, ensign and
pennant; the ensign with sixfeen vertical
alternate red and whife stripes, and a union
containing a blue eagle on a white ground
surmounted by thirteen blue stars. Whez-
ever yousee that device, at home or in for-
eign ports, you will know that there is a ves-
sel belonging to the United States revenue
marine seryice.

TheTevenus vessels do gogo foreign ports
noiv. They take part in our wars. Im 18512
they took a conspicuous part. The ensign
with the sixteen vertical stripes is familiarin
the waters of the world. Some have made
famous expeditions to the Arctic regions.
One of the most celebrated among these is the
revenue cutter Corwin, noted for her cruises
to Alaska, Wrangel land and other frozen
regions. What did she go to those outlandish
places for? Well, partly to prevent the traffic
in Jliquor and other unlawful goodsin Alaska,
partly to hunt for missing whalers and to
protect the seal fisheries.
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REVENUE CUTTER LEVI WOODBURY.
‘Once she went to Siberia to bring home the

crew of the Rodgers. But long ere this the

small, sharp pointed single masted sailing
cutfers had changed and growninto Jargeand
small steamers, armed and equipped equal to
men-of-war. About thirty years ago the J.
C. Dobbin was built—a topsail scheoner.
Years - before that the revenue marine vessels
had changed from the single masted sloops to
the: type of topsail scheoner with itstwo
masts. The Dobbin was the last of the
schooner type. The old Dobbin appears in
the second: illustration.

The vessel in the third illustration, the
Woodbury, shows the modern type of
revenue steamer. Small steamers belonging
to the revenue service are called steam
launches. WLere we started +ith ten
little boats for this arm of government in
1790, there are now forty, mostly larke ones.
The coast guard has kept pace with the
growth of the country. Twenty-five of these
vessels are steamers of 130 to 500 tons. The
ﬂé_s;. steam vessel in this service was built in
1848. '

SCHOOL SHIP CHASE.

Officers in the revenue marine service are
required to be practically educated for its.
duties. Thereis a system of instruction and
promotion as rigid as ab West Point or the
Naval academy, at Annapolis. The course
of instruction is passed on board the school-
ship Salmon P. Chase. It Iasts two years,
and is very thorough. When he enters on
the course, the young man. becomes a cadet.
At its.close he becomes a third leutenant.
The cadet must be between fhe ages of 1S
and 25, perfectly sound physically, and have
book qualifications: equal to those required
by the examination at Annapolis. He is
thoroughly instructed in all the duties of
navigation, from the work of common sailor
to that of commander. He must likewise
bave a military drill, The Chase makes
foreign cruises every year, to give the young
men practical experience.

The whole marine force, officers, privates
and engineers, at present numbers 1,016 men.
©Of these 800 are private sailors. Our coasts
are divided into: districts, each under the
Jurisdiction of collector of customs for a
given port. Certain of the revenue marine
officers.are detailed as. inspectors of the life-
aving service.

AINNESOTA'S STATE FAIR GROUNDS.
TWe are enabiled to present this week almost.

| a birds eye view of the new and extensive

fair grounds, situated midway Letween the
twin eities of Minneapolis and St. Paul, and
to Le used by the state of Alinnesota. The

| vast inclosure is about a mile square. It

contains, besides the main building, a dozen
or more conmmedious structures for exposi-
tion purposes and the accomodation of
visitors, a fine race track, with a grand stand
—shown in n separate fllustration.

THE GRAND STAND.

Though of comparatively recent construe-
tion, the enterprise and hopefulness of the
people of Minnesota is shown by thevapidity
inwhich the work was pushed toward comple-
tion, and by the breadth and magnitude of
the plan which they have laid down. The
buildings ave so isolated that a conflagration
in cne caunot spread to the others, while
plenty of room is in this way allowed for
the enlargementiof the structures as the de-
velopment of the various branches of ex-
hibits warrants the extension. The citizens
of the great northwest have great faithin
the futuve of their tervitory, in testimony of
which their new state fair grounds of Ain-
nesota is the latest evidence.

A. T. STEWARTS PALACE.

THE NEMESIS WHICH FOLLOWED
ITS PROPRIETOR'S PURPOSES.

How the Bequests of the Millionaire
Dry Goods Prince Have Been Diverted
From Their Original Purposes=iVhat
DMrs. Stewart’s Death Reealls.

The grave which covers the late Mys, A. T.
Stewart hides from view the only object
which kept the nams of the great millionaire
merehant prince from being forgotten. A.
T. Stewart died April 10, 1576. It had been
his ambition through life to leave certain
monuments that would perpetuate his name
in lieu of the heirs with which he was nnpro-
vided. And these monuments should be
live institutions that would grow on the
solid foundations he had provided, and
thrive on the business impulse which
he +would infuse into them. With this
view the shrewd and heartless litile man
worked and delved for years upon Jyears,
unaware that a structure 1o be permanent
must be accompanied with a sentiment of
affection in those left to preserve it. A name
to be revered in.the memory of man must
have attached to it a good record, otherwise
no amount of marble, or iron, or stone can
perpetuate it.

STEWART'S MARBLE PALACE.

So Stewart,besidesfounding the greatestdry
goods establishments this continent ever saw,
connected his name with ofhey institutions
on no Jess grand a scale.” He controlled the
carpet mills of the country at the time of his
death. He owned two of the finest hotels,
the Grand Union at Saratoga and the Metro-
politan, of New York, Three New Yok
theatres were among his possessions, while
his marble palace on Fifth avenue was

- adorned with treasures from every land.

He had about completeéd a colossal hotel for
working, girls, with the purpose of providing
them with the maximum of comfort at the
rminimum of cost.

He founded Garden Cityon the spacious

- plains of Long Island, an extensive monu-

ment to his memory, he thought, in perma-
nenb real estate. The forfunate inhabitants
of this favored Garden City should also pos-
sess huis remains, to honor as leng as the $2,-

When Stewart was about
to build his marble palace he solicited esti-

Stewart to supply the marble for the build-
ing. ‘Chis was at a time when labor was
cheap. The war came, and quadrupled the
prices paid labor. The poor quarryman soon
found that it would involve all of his earn~
ings for Years to fill even a portion of the con-
tract, so ho appealed to Stewart; who was

just reaping the fruits of his tremendous
corner in cotton, to relent a little on his con-

tract. He begged him, even with tears, buti
the more he beseeched the morethis Shylock
insisted on his pound of flesh, A
contract is a contract, was the only
answer Stewart would givehim. The quarry-
man was rendered bankrupt, and as he saw
his Jittle home and quarry gokbled up he died
broken-hearted. His last words wers thab
“happiness was not likely to come to Stewart
in a mansion secured at the price of his life’s
blood.” His prophecy was only too literally
fulfilled. 7Tl:e house was finished, everything
that money could purchase or excellent taste
devise for the comfort of its interior was pro-
cured, and yet Stewart avoided it like a
pesthouse and slept in the Metropolitan hotel
in his endeavor to obtain rest, and only went
to his marble mansion to die.

The housa bas always had the appearance
of aprison, with watchmen assentinels parad-
ing through the interiornight and day to
protect its art treasures. Aa's. Stewart also
kept away {rom the house as long aspossible,
and when she did return she remained, to all
intents, o prisonery for but very few were
allowed to approach her. She was not a
happy woman, and it has been said of her
{hat Ler last was unquestionably ber happiest
hous,

REV. WASHINGTON GLADDESX.

Besides his poverty, he was very early left
fatherless.

From the farm young Gladden gravitated
to the newspaper office. VWhen only 1S years
old he was a reporter on The Oswego Gazette.
But it occurred to him here thata young man
who had a figure to cut in the world needed
more education than he bad, as far ashe had
got. He began to prepare himself for college,
therefore, spending his spare time and money
for this purpose. If the young men and girls

THE CROTON AQUEDUCT.

SOURCE OF THE WATER SUPPLY OF
NEW YORK CITY.

A Great Conduit of NMasonry, Thirty-five
Miles Long=Derilous Journeys Through
It—=The Walter of Twenty-three Lales.
The Reservoirs.

Wo hear often in ono way and another
aboub the Croton river, whence New York
gets its water supply. Bub not many per-
sons outside of that city, or inside, for the
matter of that, have any very definite idea of
its whereabouts. Itis associated in a myste-
rious way, in some minds, with croton oil.

It is a very modest littlo river in itself. Its
importance eomes from the fact that it is the

R outlet of twenby-
three Jakes of pure
soft water that lie
in the elevated re-
gion sixty miles
north of New York
city. These lakes
are so many nature
al -reservoils in
which is stored the
water supply of itho
gveat city of a mil-
SECTION OF AQUEDCCT. lion and a half of

“people. .

Three hundred and thirty-nine square miles
arc included in the region drained by the
tweuty-three lakes. ‘The lakes are empticd
into small streams, which mingle their waters.
The original source of the Croton river is the
waters of three springs in Putnam county.
These run out into three pretty little brooks.
The brooks unite in a scciable way near
Owentown, N. Y., and run along together,
and that is how the Croton gets its start.
Then immediately afterward come into it the
waters of the twenty-three lakes, and soit be-
comes of suflicient importance to furnish the
water supply of so many people.

This means only the present supply. That
has been found inadeguate, and new ~water
sheds have been built to take in yebt other
lakes. A new aqueduct is in process of erce-
tion, too. It will be a year or two before ib
is finished. When it is, New York will have
a purer, nobler water supply than any city
since ancient Rome, except, perhaps, Glas-
gow.
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OUTLET FROM RESERVOIR.

Bubt the mew aqueduct is not yet com-~
pleted. This paper deals with the present or
old one.

Croton river enters the Hudson at Teller's
point, forty miles above New York city.
Six miles above the mouth of the Croton
river, and thirty-five miles north of Central
park, the present aqueduct begins. Up near
Owentown is &4 great mataral basin called
Croton lake. It holds 500,000,000 gallons of
water. At the southwestern end of this lake
a gigantic dam is built, and here the great
thirty-five mile aqueduct starts. The dam is
250 feet wide, and 45 feet high.

The aqueduct trails across ravines, tennels
through solid granite hills, and leaps high
over rivers. It crosses Harlem uuder the
floor of High Bridge in a huge pipe about
twenty-three feet around. At intervals of
every half mile it is pierced by a pipe to ven-
tilate it. In the frst Nustration sach a ven-

tilator appears in cross section.

In thio second illustration the Ceotral park
end of the aqueduct is seen. Here, thirty
feet underground, begin the forty-eizht inch
meips that conduct the water through the
cit = This point is known as the pipe gallery.

INSPECTING AQUEDUCT.

In Central park are two: reservoirs, and
there is a third one down in the city at Forty-
second street.

Sometimes once a year, sonmetimes oftener,
it is mnecessary to inspect the whole thirty-
five-mile lenigth of ageduct. The chief en-
gineer personally goes through it front end to
end. Occasionally it is allowed to run quite
empty, and the engineer and workmen—rid-

-ing machines that are halt bicycie, half hand

car—pumyp themselves through the dank
archway.

I3t is a pokerish business altogether. In
there is pitch darkness, except at the man-
holes of the ventilators. The men bhave taken
their lives in their bands. Any forgeifulness
on the part of a gatekeeper, any misunder-
standing of orders—such as letting the water
in too soon—and whish! they would be
drowiied like blind kittens.

BOAT INSPECTION.

Accidents have come fearfiilly near hap-
pening more than once. Tt is necessary to
travel twenty-four howrs to complete the
whole length and malke repairs, sometimes
remaining in the aqueduct during that time.
Once the engineer ordered the gafe keeper at
Croton dam to let the water in at 11p. m.
The gate keeper misunderstood and flooded
the aqueduct at 11 in the forénoon. It was
all the men could do to reach the mnearest
manhole and climb up the ladder before they
were borne down Dby the rushing tide. The
water was already to their waists, and they

-staggered while trying to keep their feet in

the tearing current. The coolness and pluck

of the engineer kept them from getting

panicky, and saved them.

The water is nof always entirely drained
oub of the aqueduct, Then enough is left in,
about five feet, to row over the course in a
metallic boat. This is scarcely less dan-
gerous than the other. The boat is easily
upset and sunk, and then for those who lose
their heads, as poor humanity is -apt to doin
trying sitnations, there is the added danger
of drowning, Fortunately only one life has
ever been lost in the great conduit.

The aqueduct was finished in 1842 and cost;
without the reservoirs and distributing pipes,
£8.575.000.

JOHN P. RICHARDSON,

The Nowly Elected Governor of South
Carolina.

Governor-elect John Peter Richardson, of
South Carolina, comes from one of the oldest
foamilies of that state, where he himself was
born in 1881. He is a sonof tho late Gov-
ernor John P. Richardson and a great-grand-
son of Gen. Richard Richardson, who was a
prominent man in the Palmetto state both
before and during the revolutionary war,
and four of whose descendants have been
governors of South Carolina.

man, beforehe had
completed his 14fh
year, and then, ac. COMMODORE GHERARDL
cording to the custom of those days—
the reverse of the present—having Dbeen
half a dozen years at sea, euntered
the Naval academy in 1852. He was
made & passed midshipman that year,
a master in 1855, and was commission-
ed as lieutenant in that year. The out-
break of the civil war found Lieut. Gherardi
attached to the Lancaster, of the Pacific
squadron. Retnrning to the Atlantie coast,
he was made a lieutenant commander in 1562,
and took part in the bombardment of Fort
Macon that year. Next he commianded suc-

- cessively the steamers Chocura and Port

Royal, in the western gulf blockading squad-
ron, in 1863 and 1864. In the latter vessel he
teokz part in the batile of Mobile bay, Aung. 5,
1564. Later in the war he commanded the
Pequot. Ini366 he was promoted to be com-
mander, and 1874 was commissioned as cap-
tain, while he reached his present: grade Nov.
8,1834. During the twenty years since the
end of the war he has performed duties com-
mensurate with his various grades, the
Jamestown, Pensacola and Lancaster being
among the vessels he has commanded, while
for a time lie had charge of the Naval asylum
at Philadelphia. Commodore Gherardi isa
fine looking, diguified officer.

Voleano Dust os a Teriilizer. .

Mr. Pond, the government analyst of New
Zealand, has proved by actual experiment
that the dust thrown out during the recent
volcanic_eruptions is of a highly fertilizing
kind. He obtained samplos of the dust from
three different places, and sowed a quantity
of clover and grassseedsin each. The soil
was kept moistened with distilled water, so
that no manurial elements might; e imparted
by the water used. In all cases the growth
was almost as vigorous as in rich volcanic
soil. The rapid growth of the plants and
their color show that the dust is a benefit to
ﬁi;oil on which it ha: fallen.—Cleveland
