Many 
thousand men know from bitter expe­
rience that §1,000 a year is not a suffi­
cient sum to support a family with the 
present average American woman at 
the helm, and yet the?average of skill­
ed mechanics in the United States do 
not reach §800 a year, so that sober, 
second thought causes every prudent 
young man of limited income either 
to marry a woman who is his inferior 
mentally, hut a jewel in the kitchen, 
or defer marriage until he has amassed 
a competence, or can marry a fortune. 
I f  he be of an emotional nature he 
may throw aside prudential considera­
tions and wed a pretty face, a smatter­
ing of music, etc., and waken a few 
months latter to find that he has also 
married sloth, superficiality, headache, 
tic-do uloureux, kidney troubles, hys­
terics, cheap sentiment, gossip, sickly 
distressed children, an ungoverned

Sleep a Preventive o f Headache.
A  scientific writer says: “Sleep, if 

taken at the right moment, will pre­
vent an attack of nervous headache. 
I f  the subjects of such headaches will 
watch the sj'inptoms o f its coming, 
they can notice that it begins with a 
feeling of weariness or heaviness. 
Tins is the time a sleep of an hour, or 
even two, as nature guides, will effect­
ually prevent the headache. I f  not 
taken just then, it will be too late, for, 
after the attack is fairly under Way, it 
is impossible to get sleep till far into 
the night, perhaps. It is so common 
in these days for doctors to forbid 
having their patients waked to take 
medicine if they are asleep when the 
hour comes round, that the people 
have learned the lesson pretty well, 
and they generally know that sleep is 
better for the sick than medicine. But 
it is not so well known that sleep is a 
wonderful preventive of disease—bet-' 
ter than tonic regulators and stim­
ulants.”

Laundry Hints.
A  spoonful of oxgall to a gallon o f  

water will set the.colors of almost any 
goods-.soaked in it previous to washing. 
A  teacup of lye in a pail o f water will 
improve the color o f  black goods. 
Hapkins should lie in lye before being 
washed; it sets 'the color. A  strong 
tea of common: hay will preserve 'the 
color of French linen. Vinegar in the 
rinsing water for the pink, or green 
calicoes will brighten them; sdda 
answers the same end for both purple 
and blue. To bleach . cotton cloth 
take .one large spoonful of sal soda 
and one pound of chloride of lime for 
thirty, yards; dissolve in clean soft 
water; rinse the ;cloth thoroughly in 
cold'soft water, so that it may not rot. 
This amount :o£ cloth may be bleached 
in fourteen or fifteen minutes.

M J M B E E  4 7 .
Angora Goats in California.

I  was on the summit of Tallac, 
nearly 10,000 feet in' elevation, at sun­
set. I  there found nearly.- 200 Angora 
goats camped for the night on rocks 
about thirty feet east of and below 
the summit. They were in full sight 
of Tahoe and the best views from the 
summit. There was Bne, green moun­
tain pasture,* soft-soiled bedding, and 
shelter down below them a mile or 
two, but they preferred The rocks of 
the summit and the keener air and 
magnificent mountain pictures. Their 
bed was nearer the stars, and they 
would have the very earliest sight of 
the morning sun. Four hundred of 
this breed of goats were,’ five years ago, 
every one killed by lightning near the 
same spot. They were the property of 
the same owner, Mr. Gilmore of Glen 
Alpine Spring's. Many of them were 
pure or half-pure breeds, The herd 
was worth at least §0,000. They were 
dead several days before they were 
discovered,'so that not even their pelts 
were saved* These goats are not herd­
ed; they take care of themselves 
altogether, and except for being salted 
—that is, supplied with salt to lick 
twice fa||week—they get no care or 
watching. They are shorn once a 
year and yield three to four pounds of 
mohair, which is worth 50 cents a 
pound. Mohair is used very largely 
for railroad car cushions. Seven years 
ago there were no mohair factories in 
the United States; now there are some 
forty of them. But for the disaster 
named Mr. Gilmore would now have a 
herd gof about 2,000.—San Francisco 
Bulletin.

H ow to Preserve Flowers.
A  French journal says that flowers 

may he perserved with all their natur­
al brilliancy and freshness by dipping 
them into a mixture made as follows: 
In  a well corked bottle dissolve six 
drachms of coarsely powdered clear 
gum copal, add the same quantity of 
broken glass, and fifteen and a half 
ounces (by weight) of pure rectified 
sulphuric ether. The flowers should 
be dipped into this varnish like fluid 
four or five times, allowing them to 
remain in a currant of air for ten min­
utes between each immersion. This 
plan, i f  it does not interfere with the 
delicate texture of the petals, should 
be of use to flower painters, who have 
to hurry their work unduly because of 
the perishable nature of tlieir models. 
— Chambers' Journal.

Spontaneous Combustion o f  W ood.
Mr. Brainwood, Superintendent of 

the London fire engine establishment, 
stated before a committee of the 
House of Lords that by long exposure 
to heat not much exceeding that of 
boiling water, timber is brought into 
such a condition that something like 
spontaneous comoustion takes place, 
and that it may take eight years for 
the heat from pipes charged with or 
■used to convey steam, hot water, or 
heated air, laid among the joists of a 
floor, or in the heart of a partition, or 
elsewhere in a building, incased in 
timber, to induce the condition neces­
sary to the actual ignition of the tim­
ber.

A  Farm o f  the Future.
Weedless seed farms are to he the 

rule of the future. So let us hope. 
Weed seeds enough have been distri­
buted by being among the seeds of 
grass, clover and small seeds generally’. 
Some o f our worst seeds have been in­
troduced from Europe in this way, and 
it is high time that the agricultural 
societies of the country should follow 
the example o f a Bedford county, Pa., 
grange, each member of which has 
pledged himself to buy “no grass or 
other seeds from any farmer whose 
farm is known to contain Canada this- 
iles, wild carrot, ox-eye daisy’ or other 
noxious weeds,—Country Some.

V ercsluedenheit
An old lady of H ew Hampshire, who 

recently celebrated her eightieth birth­
day bv giving an elaborate supper at 
which every article, including the 
Cheese an,d butter, was made with her 
own hands, thus explained the secret 
of her vigor aud health: “I  never fret 
over things I  cannot help; I  take a 
nap; and sometimes two, every day of 
my life; I  never take my work to bed 
with me;-and I  oil the many wheels of 
a busy life by an implicit faith that 
there is a brain and a heart to this 
great universe, and that I  can trust 
them both.”

An instrument known as the Bar- 
rett-Helms telephone, invented hy two 
residents of Houston, Texas, has just 
had a successful trial at Gaveston. 
The test consisted in talking over a 
wire 830 miles long, that being the 
distance to Hew Orleans ana Teturn. 
The articulation was far more distinct 
and perfect than over the ordinary 
short circuits by the Bell telephone. 
The new invention differs from the 
Bell, Edison and all other telephones, 
inasmuch as it combines the effects of 
an induction coil and the helix of a 
handphone, causing them to act simul­
taneously and in concert with each 
other by winding the coils in the same 
direction and using a carbon dia­
phragm with three carbon contacts, 
providing for the use of a larger 
amount of battery. The recent test 
was made with three: cells. For a 
short distance iio battery whatever is 
required, the automatic dynamo-cur­
rent being sufficient to  articulate with 
with great distinctness and steadiness. 
The inventors claim that they can 
talk from Hew Y ork  to.San Francisco 
with tbe same distinctness as for a 
distance of 800 or 900 miles.

A  huge iron reservoir is being built 
at a remote spot in the outer harbor of 
Amsterdam for the storage of petrole­
um. It will be nearly tbirty-three 
feet in diameter and o f the same 
depth, and is calculated to hold 1,740,- 
000 gallons.

A  well digger at Cave Springs, Mo., 
after digging down twenty feet came 
upon a cave which has been explored 
for a quarter of a mile, and is said to 
be particularly interesting and beauti­
ful on account of its abundant stalac­
tites and stalagmites.

Hot long ago a lot of chests of tea 
were seized in San Francisco on their 
arrival from China, and in the chests 
were found 3,003 five-teal boxes of 
opium and 456 pounds of partially pre­
pared opium. This was sold at auction 
a week ago and fetched over §25,000.

The coldest place known is at Work- 
hojanck, Siberia, ^observations made 
during 18S5 giving the mean tempera­
ture of the year as 1 degree Fahren­
heit, of the mouth January as 56 °  be­
low zero, and the lowest "(temperature 
of the same month as 90 °  below.

Ten per cent, of the students in the 
University of Zurich are women, 
twenty-nine of them are studying 
medicine, fourteen philosophy and twij 
political economy.IgThere are now 48 
female students o f medicine in Lon­
don, and in Paris 103. 'Within the 
last seven years eighteen women have 
taken a medical degree in Paris.

Some eighteen months ago an 
English’farmer successfully amputat­
ed one o f the hind legs of a valuable 
and well-bred short-horn cow, the 
object being to retain the cow for 
breeding purposes, while a wooden leg 
was affixed to the stump. The cow is 
now a mother, and has a fine hull calf 
running by her side.

A n  order has been issued in Lower 
Austria forbidding manufacturers and 
tradesmen to sell nickel-plated cooking 
vessels. I t  is stated that vinegar and 
other acid substances dissolve nickel; 
and that this, in portions o f one- 
seventh of a grain, causes vomiting, 
and is even more poisonous than cop­
per.

A  young man of 20, one of a party 
of hunters in Colorado, left camp to gq 
out and set a bear trap. He did hot 
return in due time, and search waB 
made for him. It was six days before 
he was found, and then it was seen 
that in setting the trap both hands had 
been caught in it, and thus he had been 
held until he was frozen to death.

Cold-air machinery has been success^ 
fully used in the construction o f a 
tunnel at Stockholm by freezing tbe 
gravel before the excavation and keep­
ing it in that condition until the lin­
ing was in position. In  this way sev­
eral large buildings have been under­
mined’

Celluvert is a new material formed 
by passing paper or any fibrous form 
of cellulose through a bath o f nitrie 
acid. The glutinous surfaces so pro­
duced are then pressed together -and 
washed, when they form an extremely 
tough and hard substance, which is 
well adapted for use in the industrial 
arts.

To cement wood and glass together, _ 
mix some finely pulverized, well-dried ’ 
zinc-white with copal varnish, in such 
quantities as to produce a half-liquid 
preparation; spread this over the parts 
to be cemented, and it will be found 
that they will be joined firmly togeth­
er. This cement lias the advantage ! 
over many others in that it does not 
injure the most brightly polished oak 
wood, and will bear the test o f wash­
ing with warm water.

Ed Avery of Synhaven, Ya., shot a 
deer the other day and was stooping 
over cutting its throat when an other 
deer, a big buck, rushed at him from 
behind, striking him with grest force, 
and knocking him heels over head 
down a hill. The buck followed up 
the attack, and for half an hour man 
and deer fought with desperation- 
Avery succeeded in breaking the 
buck’s leg, and shortly after his broth­
er came up with a gun and killed the 
plucky animal.

A  mound near Liveipool, HI., was 
recently opened and several skeletons 
of very large men were found. The 
skulls were, so large that they would 
go over an ordinary man’s head, cover­
ing it to the shoulders. There was 
also found a small sceel anvil, perfect 
in form, and so hard that a file made ■ 
little impression on it. Also a set o f 
false teeth, o f copper and ivory, large 
enough for a giant, and o f excellent 
workmanship.

For attaching moldings and other 
light lumber a new kind o f nail has 
been contrived, which leaves no nail- 
holes. It is made with a point ait each 
end, and with an outwardly projecting 
head or shoulder midway the points. 
The nail is first driven into the wood 
by means of a punch which straddles 
the protruding point and bears on the 
head. When enough have been driven 
in, the molding is placed over the nails 
and driven down.

E d i t o r :—“Here we are again”  
at the end o f the railroad where we 
find the comforts of civilization. A  
well-furnished parlor containing an 
excellent Steinway piano, comfortable 
bedrooms well fitted, abundant and 
well-cooked food, capable employes, 
and by no means least, a landlord of 
agreeable presence, alert for the com­
fort of his guests, make tlie Interna­
tional Hotel a good one at which to 
stop.

and upon which the legislature should 
take some action by way of statutory 
enactment. Children are sent here by 
so-called charitable agencies to be plac­
ed in families. The main object is to 
get them out of the more populous 
cities and into other states. These 
agencies have no further care over 
them. "While the state may not prevent 
such importation it should find some 
methods of holding these agencies res­
ponsible for the care of their wards. 
In other words, other states should 
hold the same relation to their depend­
ents as Michigan requires the State 
public school to hold to its wards—that 
of care and protection until they are 
arrived at full age. A  child was 
brought here from Ohio and after a 
number of years the person taking the 
child made complaints to the agency 
through which it was received. The 
agency replied that the child had been 
in Michigan five years and was no 
longer a child of Ohio under the law 
but belonged to this State. Sometimes 
these societies entirely ignore these 
complaints.

State P iiblic School.
The State school at Coldwater is do­

ing the grandest work of any o f the 
public institutions. The Republican 
o f  that city gives the following points 
from the biennial report of the Super­
intendent, that are of interest:

“The state public school has complet­
ed twelve years of child-saving work, 
and the results are becoming more and 
more apparent. During this time 2.13S 
dependent children have been cared 
for, 1,112 of whom are now wards of 
the school and 795 are subjects of vis­
itation. The condition of the children 
at the date of making the reports, 
Sept. 30, 1886, was as follows:

During 1S85-8C the state agent visit­

ed 669 childrenin their homes, of whom 
501, or 76 per cent are doing well. Dur­
ing that period there were $82 who 
were subjects o f visitation under the 
law. Some of these are very bright 
and using all proper efforts to win an 
honorable place in society. The good 
character of the children is frequently 
indicated by the number of indentures. 
Sometimes the child and the person, 
taking it  cannot get along very well 
together and in such case the child is 
returned to the school and another 
takes it on trial. The whole number 
that has been indentured is 1,551, and 
the record of indentures is as follows:

Those indentured while quite young 
prove to be the most satisfactory and 
become more deeply attached to their 
homes. The agent’s report shows that 
92 per cent of all children indentured 
are no longer burdens and are likely to 
become honest and self-supporting.

The average cost per capita for 1885 
was §117.91, and but §69.72 for each 
child cared for. In  1880 it was §107.60, 
and §54.44 for each child cared for.

There is one question which is touch­
ed upon in all three reports and in a 
manner that indicates the opinion of 
the gentlemen preparing the reports 
that the importation o f children from 
eastern cities into our own state, is one

O f the 
three,'".perhaps Mr. Newton is m ost promi­
nently befofe the public just now, because of 
Iris recent utterances to a  newspaper reporter 
on the subject o f  mind reading. Ho has 
always been a  man o f  advanced views, and 
his series o f  sermons, preached in  the 
latter part o f 1SS3 and the beginning 
o f  ISSt on  the “Boobs o f  Moses,”  were 
considered so heretical b y  some o f  bis more 
orthodbx brothren o f  the pulpit that charges 
wejef preferred to Bishop Potter b y  them. 
But d ie bishop did not think best to order a 
trial o f  the alleged offending preacher, and in 
fact did not in  any w ay notice the charges, 
officially, for nearly a. year. Then ho said 
Mr. Newton had done nothing for  which he 
should he subjected to  trial. But in  January 
the bishop asked that the series o f  sermons in 
dispute be discontinued and the request was 
acceded to. Mr. Newton afterward brought 
the sermons out in  book form. In the recent 
interview with him  upon mind reading, Mr. 
Newton did not hesitate to  say that he be­
lieved the societies o f  psychical research that 
are springing up all over the world ore doing 
good, rising the statements made in thoreport 
o f the London society as a basis for this view. 
Mr.fNewtbn is a  Smooth faced, thoughtful 
mail o f  middle age, and his spectacles add to 
his countenance an air o f  studiousness that 
possibly might be missing without them.

LIFE SAVING SERVICE.

Gratifying R eport fo r  tbe  East Tear—H ow  
- a  L ino is §en t t o n  Sinking "SUip—B ring­

in g  a  Passenger Ashore in  the Breeches

* rpijbrt.of the Hinted States life saving service 
Ifi&past season- I t  was a  stormy year. Ter- 
Htjc winds, mighty waves and freezing cold 
played hWcoc with those who follow  the seas.

The report shows many wrecks. Tho lives 
of, nearly 3,000 -persons were endangered in  
consequence. Y et, out o f  all those thus iin- 
periled, less than-100; really lost their lives. 
The-life saving coastmcn are heroes.

One.'of them ijst attractive points o f  inter­
est iri, Washington is the headquarters o f  the 
chief bf. the life saving service.

pieces ’S0CF yards from  shore. "Tho rocket, 
with line attached, is shot towards the ship. 
The aim is always to shoot it  over the ship, if  
possible. Then it  w ill fa ll upon the opposite 
side, and the rope will be held in  the rigging. 
I t  can then be hauled down b y  tho sailors 
and made fast to  the ship.

This first rope is only a  sleuder and light 
one; another and much heavier one is made 
fast to its shore end. The slight rope once 
fast to  tho ship, b y  means o f  it the heavy one 
can be drawn through the surf and made 
tight and secure. Then, b y  means o f tho 
heavy cable, the crew can be taken ashore in 
safety. There was form erly much trouble 
and delay occasioned by  tho tangling o f the 
lino as it  was shot into tho air with tho rocket. 
That difficulty has been obviated by a  device 
which appears in theillnstration o f the rocket 
lin e box.

ROCKET LIKE BOX.
In  the upper portion o f  the picture is seen 

tho box, with the points o f  the pegs around 
which the lino is wound Tho line is simply 
carried in and out about these pegs, which 
are sharpened at tbe point and reach nearly 
to tho top o f  tho box. In  the lower part o f 
the illustration the bottom o f the box  appears. 
A  diagram o f  the inside is shown, as itappears. 
looking down into the box. The line passing 
around the pegs is seen.

When it  is possible, the lifo saving crew 
row  out to  a  wreck in a self righting boat, 
specially fitted for  shooting the breakers, and 
bring away men in that way. None but 
strong, able bodie.l and skillful men can be 
trusted, fo r  this service. Even then the res­
cuers themselves occasionally lose their fives. 
A  heartrending instance o f this kind it  was 
that happened on Lake Erie a  few  weeks ago. 
A  crew’ o f  heroes, every one o f  them, were 
actually lured to their death. They saw a 
schooner out hr the lake suddenly hoist the 
distress signal. A  terrific storm was raging, 
such that it  looked like death to go out fix tho 
boat. But the life saving crew did not hesi­
tate a  second. They ragged their boat and 
plowed through the awful waters to the 
schooner. When near her she suddenly took 
down tho distress signal and sailed away. It 
was only a  dodge on the part o f  the schooner 
people to get a  tug to steam out and talm 
them in  tow; Their lives and their vessel 
were in  no danger at all. Seeing they had 
been deluded, the six heroes attempted to row 
back again. Only half o f them live to-day. 
The boat capsized, and three were lo s t  One 
o f  them was the captain o f  the crew.

I t  has been fonnd that the five great lakes 
are more dangerous than the Atlantic ocean. 
Tbestorms that sweep across them are ter­
rific: They cause more loss o f life and ship­
wreck year in and year oat than storms on 
the ocean do. Lake Erie is tho worst. Storms 
from  whatever direction wind up by  sweeping 
across it and down the St. Lawrence valley.

THE RESCUE.
The breeches buoy, shown in  the last illus­

tration, is one of the most xiseful o f the life 
saving devices. Suppose the rocket line is  
safely lodged upon a ship. A  slide is passed 
back and forth upon the heavy cable which 
has next been made fast between the shore 
and tho ship. To this slide is attached the 
breeches buoy. I t  is an india rubber device, 
capable o f  carrying one passenger. The pas­
senger stands in it, his legs go down through 
holes fitted for them. Hence the name. The 
buoy comes well up around the arms and 
shoulders. Planted inside of this the ship­
wrecked person is drawn with the Slide at­
tached to the cable overhead swiftly and 
surely to shore.

WAR BALLOONS TO  PROTECT OUR 

DEFENSELESS SEABOARD CITIES.

The interest which has just been awakened 
to tho defenseless condition o f  tho wealthy 
cities o f the United States bordering on the 
sea and tho great lakes, prompted a  reporter 
to visit tho mysterious Professor Mezzereff, 
the apostle o f scientific warfare. Armed 
with a letter o f introduction, the professor 
was found in  his laboratory in  a quiet little 
village not a thousand miles from  New York, 
the location o f which is a secret A fter 
exacting a promise from  the reporter that 
somethings he saw remain undeseribed, the 
professor talked freely on the burning ques­
tion o f  coast defense. H e refused, though, to 
grant his portrait for  publication on account 
o f the danger it  would place him in on a  visit 
to other lands. H e had been offered §100,000 
by  the French government to  visit them, but 
he felt assured it  was only a  trap to  get him 

in  their hands. 
“W hen I  visit Eu­
rope,”  said the pro- 
'lessor smiling, “it 
is needless to say, I 
do it very  quietly— 
as an artist some­
times. Y ou  know 
I  am quite an adept 
in  oil; glycerine is 
t o y  f a v o r i t e ,  
though I  ‘  have a 
spontaneous burn­
ing fluid that I  
should liko to bring 
before some o f the 

professor mezzeroff. t y r a n t s  o f  the
world. Then I  travel sometimes as a clergy­
man. Y ou  see I  am a preacher, and have- 
done something toward making despots

quake Tor their smsl”  Just then an instan­
taneous camera, whose tiny  lens protruded 
through a  buttonhole o f  the reporter’s vest, 
snatched a  photograph o f  tho professor with­
out his knowledge. When ho sees this cut he 
must remember that he is an advocato o f 
“scientific methods,”  and tho reporter has 
simply introduced it into journalism, and 
thus secured his portrait.

Tho professor’s war experience began in  the 
Crimea; since then ho has been a  close student 
o f methods o f destruction besides taking a 
band iu  tho Franco-Frussinn and Turko- 
Bussian wars. For years ho has been teach­
ing natives o f downtrodden countries to 
manufacture and uso dynamite, not for the 
purpose o f  murder, but in  case o f  a  revolu­
tion. Just now he is devising a  war balloon 
and torpedo boat.

W o should waste no more time, said the 
professor, in  trying to wake up congress 
from  its Rip Van Winkle sleep, but de­
mand that without further delay ample 
means shall be provided for national de­
fense, so wo shall neither be insulted nox 
bulldozed, and shall have complete protection 
for life and property against nil nations. The 
strength and temper o f  European nations 
show that we stand in  peril o f either having 
our coast cities destroyed or paying several 
thousand million dollars to spare them. For 
either England, France, Germany or Italy 
could, in a  lew  days, place us iu  a position 
either to pay some such sum or have our sea­
board cities reduced to ashes.

When and where has the world seen snt-h a 
spectacle* as a  great country having 70,000- 
000 inhabitants with a vast seaboard and all 
the populous cities thereon defenseless and at 
the mercy o f  any nation possessing a  few  
first class ironclads? W e have untold wealth 
and inexhaustible resources, and yet we are 
without adequate 
means to defend 
them. Look, for 
example, a t  th o  
strength o f  E n g ­
land and France, 
w i t h  e i t h e r  o f  
whom w e m a y  
n a v e  trouble at 
any time, as the 
Canadian fishery 
affair clearly’  indi­
cates. Now- i f  war 
should begin be­
tween ns and Eng­
land wbat could 
s h e  send against 
us? She has 400 
s h i p s  ready for  
warlikc purposes, 
divided as follows:
23 first class, 30 
s e c o n d  class, 60 
third class, the rest 
are cruisers, coast 
defenders and troop 
ships. T h r e e  o f FUSE EXPLODER, 
them ca n y  four SO-tan guns each, besides 1:1 
machine guns each and a large number o f tho 
latest torpedoes. The rest carry 40-ton guus, 
35 and 25-ton guns. So with her immense troop 
ships always ready fo r  action she could land 
100,000 men in Canada in ten days without 
opposition. And these men with the help of 
somo war ships, could take and hold tbo 
northwestern states and cities till w e could 
orgauizo an army to dislodge them. In 
about the same time fifteen o f her best iron­
clads could reach our shores. Two o f  these 
could leave Boston in ashes and seven could 
perform a  similar- work With New York, 
Brooklyn and Jersey City, -while the others 
would follow suit with other cities. And, as 
Patrick Henry said, what have we to Oppose 
to them? Really nothing 1 Now this is no 
overdrawn picture. I t  is a reality which 
stares us in the face, and to get the best and 
speediest remedy Is the first duly o f every 
patriot in the country.

The plans recommended b y  the naval 
boards inform us that wo x-equiro eighteen 
new war ships, several forts, floating bat­
teries and torpedo boats. They say it will re­
quire seven years and an outlay o f $126,0Q0,- 
0U0 to get these ready to defend us. Now the 
question is, will an enemy oblige us by  wait­
ing seven years till we get ready to wl^qi 
them? "We rather think not! The late expe­
rience of France and Turkey and the history 
o f  wars prove that it is not safe to trust to 
the tender mercies o f  an enemy. But i f  an 
enemy would be so obliging as to wait, would 
we then he able to defend ourselves success­
fully against either the English or French 
navy? Again I  say no. Forts and ironclads 
are fast becoming obsolete, and before tho 
seven years have expired will bo perfectly fu ­
tile against the coming weapons of scientific 
■warfare. But these boards have notinform ed 
us what tbo country shall do for  protection 
during tho seven years that it w ill require to 
build the forts and ironclads. In this di­
lemma I  would propose the following imple­
ments, which will never become obsolete or 
useless, and will put us in a state of complete 
defense In two years or thereabouts.

Suppose that New Y ork  has a  number ol 
the best forts which skill aud money’  could 
erect.

Now I shall assume that I  am in command of

ten ironclads, which carry in all sixty 100-tor 
guns, and tho forts have the same number of 
equally good guus. Now I  have come to take 
New York, and I  will do it  in quick order. 1 
will place m y ships iu  a semi-circle, each 806 
yards apart, aud anchor say three or foul- 
miles from  the forts, aud give commands for 
all to fire at the same moment, and while I  
havo plenty o f solid shot-that weigh ono ton 
each aud which m y guns can throw ten miles 
with ease, yet I  will not use one o f  them, be­
cause science furnishes me with a more 
powerful and destructive weapon, which Eng­
land is now-making. I  will uso shells filled 
with spontaneous burning fluid, and each 
shell will contain twenty gallons. "With these 
shells we will commence to bombard the fort, 
into which we can throw 3,u00 shells in  four 
hours, containing in all 00,000 gallons. When 
these shells strike the fort they wilt burst and 
liberate the fluid, which ignites the moment 
it  comes in  contact with the. air. A  few  vol­
leys o f these shells would produce such a fire 
that i f  the fort contained 10,000 of tho bravest 
soldiers they would quickly be annihilated, 
for  besides the fierce fire produced, tbe fumes 
giv'en off would be as deadly as the mouth of 
an active volcano, and the country for miles 
leeward o f  the fort would be poisoned by 
these fumes. In this Way I  would have 
silenced tho fort in one hour, mid New Y ork  
would bo at m y mercy.

'V -v x
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FIGHTING IRONCLADS FROM BALLOON.
Y ou  ask what oar ironclads and torpedo 

boats have been doing during this cannonade. 
That is answered best by  the fact that 
the largest w ar ship wo are going to 
build will have only thirteen-inch 
armor, while the large guns o f the 
enemy can send a  solid shot one ton 
weight crashing through twenty-two inch 
thick steel plates, so that a  few volleys from 
the enemy Would make quick Work o f any 
ships sent against them, torpedo boats in­
cluded. Is i t  not, therefore, a  delusion to 
build forts and ironclads which cannot de­
fend us against scientific warfare? Europe 
has found out that science xvill soon render 
forts and war ships useless for  defense, and 
must we begin just where other nations’ are 
leaving off? H ow  can we defy and protect 
ourselves against any power?" The only way 
to destroy such a  fleet would he b y  the use 
o f  war balloons. They should possess great 
lifting power, and should be propelled and 
steered as is already accomplished in  France. 
They should be provided with apparatus to 
lower anchor, torpedoes and burning fluid. 
Stations fo r  the construction and filling of 
these balloons should be built in  different 
parts o f  the country, aud men should be 
trained to  make and use them. Balloons 
cohid he anchored at the stations for  the 
training o f these men, who, after some ex­
perience, should make trips in the balloons 
b y  sea and land.

A s tenders to these balloons xve should build, 
as soon as possible, at least 100 light, unar­
mored cruisers, which should carry a. num­
ber o f  these empty balloons and have appa­
ratus to make gas and fill them. They should 
also carry on board a  number o f trained 
balloonists, who would be ready for-work at 
all times, and in  addition each ship shonld 
have two o f  the largest guns, besides a  num­
ber o f the best machine guns, and should 
have a speed o f  at least thirty miles an hour. 
N ow  we shall describe how w e could destroy 
the ironclads o f  any enemy. For example," 
wo shall suppose that tbo war ships are an­
chored before the forts o f  Now York. The. 
cruisers would have -discovered them and

would commence a t'once to fill the balloons, 
and at the same time would have fired them 
guns to  warn-tho balloon stations on land o f 
the enemy’s approach, when the land stations 
would have their, balloons ready for action. 
Then from  sea and land these balloons would 
approach the ironclads, and after anchoring 
they would attack the enemy in this way; 
each balloon could lower torpedoes into tho 
sea in such a  way that tho tide would float 
them toward the war ships.

These torpedoes should bo attached with a 
lino thirty feet long, so that they would be 
much more likely to catch on to tho war 
ships. They should also, ho so adjusted as to 
float twelx’o feet under water, so the enemy 
conld notseo them, "and that they would catch 
and explodo where the ships are unarmored.

"When fifty  pairs o f these torpedoes have 
been lowered by  tho balloons they could then 
begin lowering shells o f  burning fluid into the 
ocean and on to tho docks o f the ironclads.

The w a r s h i p s  
would soon bo. sur­
rounded b y  fire and 
torpedoes.

ed b y  fire end the 
dense deadly fames 
o f t h e  burning 
fluid.

a  floating  touppuu. tinuous volleys of 
shells to  help the balloons F ifty  million 
dollars spent in  such implements would en­
able us to protect our coasts and cities and 
defy tho world, and these instruments will 
never become obsolete or useless. As the 
limits o f large guns havo nearly been 
reached our cruisers, carrying two each, 
would he able to protect our merchant 
marine.

The professor showed his invention for  ex­
ploding dynamite, o f which an illustration is 
given. He calls it a time exploder. Many o f 
these have been found on Fenians, but the 
English police were unable to comprehend 
them. They look like harmless brass faucets. 
Sulphuric acid is placed in the upper cham­
ber, and tbo lower inner chamber is wrapped 
with thin paper in quantity depending on the 
time required before explosion. The acid be­
ing allowed to^fall into the lower chamber 
eats its way through the paper to the fulmi- 
nato of mercury cap, there is a flash and the 
dynamite, in which this nffairisplaeed, is ex­
ploded.

A  floating torpedo, designed b y  tho pro­
fessor, is also shown. This is arranged to 
float under water at any depth below the 
surface, and can be fired either by  contact 
with object or with sulphuric acid, on the 
principle shown in the time exploder.

ABOUT TOBOGGANING.

A  Canada rnstim e B ecom ing Popular in 
Am erica.

Several valued acquaintances write asking 
us to  publish an illustrated article teilhig 
“all about tobogganing.”  It would take a 
long time to do that. There is a good deal o f 
It- The. e are somo things about is thatnever 
will and never can get into any newspaper.

To be sure tobogganing is simply sliding 
down a  snow and ice lull upon a flat bottomed 
sled and then walking slowly up hill, only 
for tho Cun of sliding down again. But tho 
possibilities there are in  that walk up hill are 
something which it is worth while to stop and 
contemplate. An enthusiast lias written a 
pretty little pamphlet on tobogganing, and 
he is particularly eloquent on the subject o f 
walking up hill. He seems to know ho w it is:

“Uphill wo clambered, and as I  felt the 
gloved hand of 
Dick’s younger sis­
ter upon m y sus­
taining arm, I., 
wished the climb 
might have been 
twice tho distance; Ujh 
aud right hero I  IJf 
want to say that if  
ever a woman loolcs 
fresh and young 
a n d  irresistibly '  
lovely it is When 
at the top o f  a 
climb up a tobog­
gan Slide she stops 
with her cheeks IHE IJPHIKL E0AD- 
flushed, her lips parted, and her eyes shining 
■with the exertion of the tramp. A t least I  
thought so when Iglanced into the glowing 
face o f m y pretty companion. "What a sight 
it was to look back down the slide as we 
stood at tho starting point.”

Artificial hills have been made where the 
natural ones nro wanting, and it  is said that 
these are even more successful than the nat­
ural ones, being smoother and having a more 
regular descent. To build one a place is 
chosen which has some natural descent. Then 
a scaffolding of heavy timbers is erected 
forty to fifty feet above the ground. A t the 
top o f the scaffolding a platfornT is rnado 
whence the tobogganists start. Descending 
from tbo platform, tracks or chutes are built 
in which the toboggans run. They lead to 
the ground at an angle more or less acute, 
according to the natural lay  Of the ground 
thereabouts. Sometimes as many as four 
chutes run from one platform* giving ample 
room for every adventurous tobogganer. 
Flaring sideboards are built to each chute, so 
that tbo toboggan will not leave the track.

Thus being substantially finished, the slides 
are next made ready for the revelers. The}’ 
are firmly packed with snow, rammed and 
jammed down. Then, to clinch matters, 
water is poured upon the snow and allowed 
to freeze. Last of all, this ice track is care­
fully planed off and swept to make it  as 
smooth as glass. Then it is ready. Down 
steep slides tbe sled goes with a  velocity that 
makes the head swim. Tbe rate is sometimes 
above d milo a minute. Tbe track at Sara­
toga, which is a model in its way, is one 
of the steepest in Am erica Perhaps tho most 
famous slide is that of the TeuqUe Bleue To­
boggan club at Montreal. The starting point 
of both that and the Saratoga slide is forty 
feet from  the ground, the track being length­
ened b y  natural slope o f the land to three 
times th at A fter reaching level ground, too, 
it is to be remembered that the gathered im­
petus o f  the icy  way is enough to drive the 
toboggan yet three or four times the distance 
of the length o f the track.

The toboggan itself is made to combine 
toughness and lightness. It is composed o f a 
strip of wood one-eighth to one-fourth of an 
inch thick, steamed and bent up in front to 
keep the slider from slipping forward. Cleats 
are nailed inside to give it strength. The 
newest and most approved pattern has also 
three or four wooden strips nailed upon the 
bottom lengthwise to serve as runners. There 
are hand rails along the side to keep the rider 
from  falling off, and the bottom and inside 
are warmly lined with cushions and fur.

DOWN HILL.
A  double toboggan is usually G feet long 

and 24 inches wide. A  single one is 4  to 5 
feet long and 1G inches wide. They m ay be 
easily obtained, already made, first class 
ones, too.

Now for the costume. O f course, either a 
sunlit or torehlit tobogganing scene would- 
be l-obbed o f half its brilliancy without a  pic­
turesque costume for tho players. The 
toboggan dress is made o f  blankets o f  showy 
Colors—cream, purple; blue* scarlet and 
orange. These have borders, and when the 
blanket cloth is cut into the costume the bor­
ders are picturesquely arranged. Men wear 
their blankets fashioned into a  blouse reach­
ing half way down their thigh. It is belted 
around the waist and worn with blanket knee 
breeches, long woolen stockings that reach 
to tho breeches, and moccasins. Women 
wear a blanket frock  or coat buttoned down 
tbe front, and finished with or without a  belt. 
The frock conies to the ankles sometimes, and 
sometimes not much below the knee, leaving 
the full blanket trowsei-s to show underneath, 
with the warm leggings and moccasins 
below.

The lady rides in front, the gentleman half 
lies down upon the toboggan behind her and 
steers the machine with his toe. The moc­
casin-clad foo t sticks out behind him, and a 
touch o f tho toe is sufficient to tarn the flying 
sled to  right or left. Leather boots are not 
allowed to be worn to steer withupon a  tob og -: 
gan track. They would destroy its smooth- > 

Rubber overshoes or moccasins oro;-

The coslumo described is sufficiently pic­
turesque. I t  is completed at tho top b y  a 
gay  woolen cap or hood, with a  long, narrow 
top, ending in a tassel.

Tobogganing is , ’ tho fashionable sport 
wherever in America snow and ice are this 
winter. I t  is a most exhilarating pastime, 
too, far better than any artificial indoor 
amusement. It is set going and maintained 
by  toboggan clubs, which have their own 
colors in costume, like baseball clubs. The 
members “chip in”  and share expenses.

I f  not all, this is at least considerable about- 
tobogganing.

P e o p le  X o s e  T h e ir  V o ic e s .

“Won’t you please ask that man to 
stop smoking?” said a well-dressed 
young woman to her escort as they 
rolled down Broadway in one of 
Jacob Sharp’s handsome rolling cars the 
other night. There was nothing un­
usual iu the request. In fact it voiced 
the wishes of all the passengers who 
were to leeward of the “two for o” weed 
that protruded from the lips o f an 
‘•"adopted citizen” on the front platform. 
The peculiarity was the voice itself. It 
was 'the most hoarsely tragic stage 
whisper that ever delighted the patrons 
of “the legitimate.”  The passengers, in­
cluding the reporter, who was hanging 
on to a strap with the grasp with which 
a drowning man is popularly believed 
to clutch the equally unsatisfactory 
straw, gazed at her with astonishment. 
She was robust and rosy, and when she 
had entered the car a few  moments be­
fore, her voice had rung out as strong 
an clear as that o f a country girl calling 
across the fields for “John” to come and 
“bounce” a tramp.

Her escort was as much puzzled as 
the rest, and In the same blood-curdling 
whisper that straggled through her 
bright smiles like a thunder burst across 
the sunset skies, she explained that on 
inhaling the slighest whiff of tobacco 
smoke she lost her voice. It made no 
difference whether the weed grew in 
Cuba or Connecticut, the effect was the 
same. No kind of smoke other than 
that of tobacco affected her in the least. 
While she was still telling these facts in 
labored aspirates, the “adopted citizen” 
having returned the butt of his cigar to 
its native element—the gutter—her voice 
came back again, clear and bell-like as 
before.
