A Flash of Lightning.
l  am not a detective by profession; 

indeed, I  should not care to be one. 1 
am simply a reporter for one -of the 
New York daily papers. But, either 
by sheer chance or because of some 
especial mental gifts, I  have been en­
abled several times to unearth the 
bottom facts in criminal cases which 
had. sorely puzzled the members of the 
detective force. So that now, whenev­
er a particularly interesting murder, 
robbery, or disappearance takes piece 
it seems to have become a matter of 
course in tlie office that.I should he the 
one to write it up.

The west side affair, however, came 
into my hands by chance, pure and 
simple. My wife wauted to go to the 
theatre. It was a warm evening in 
June, and L was not anxious to go, but 
what my wife wills usually takes 
place, and we went.

After the play I  would have taken 
the nearest route to the Brooklyn ferry 
and home. ITor some reason, best 
known to herself, my wife preferred to 
return by the one elevated railroad 
which happened to be the furthest 
from the theatre, though ‘ distant 
growls of thunder warned us of ap­
proaching storm, and we' liad no um­
brella. I  love peace even better than 
a dry coat, so we walked across town 
and took a train on that road, TYe 
were the only occupants of the rear 
car. She took a seat by an open win­
dow, while I  busied myself with my 
note book

The storm was coming on rapidly, 
the thunder growing louder and near­
er, and the lightning flashes sharper 
and more frequent, but I  paid little 
heed to them, until at last, as the train 
slowed down, while rounding a curve, 
one vivid blinding flash filled the car, 
paling the lamp light, and I distinctly 
heard a shrill cry, drowned, however, 
quickly by a crash of thunder. My 
wife grasped my arm excitedly, her 
eyes staring.

••Great heavens!” she exclaimed, ,fclid 
you see that ?”

“Yes, it was a sharp one.”
“No, no; I don’t mean the lightning, 

John. A woman is being murdered. I 
saw her by the flash. She is hanging 
from a window close to the track and a 
man is just pushing her off. Didn’t 
you hear her shriek V”

"Oh, nonsense!” I  said. ‘You  
couldn’t have seen all that. Some one 
was frightened by the lightning, and 
screamed—that’s all.”

“I  'tell you I  did see it. She had 
hold of the window sill, and the man 
stood in the window above her, trying 
to wrench her hands from it; I  saw 
his face plainly. He had a smooth 
face, and his head was bald—perfectly 
bald. I couldn’t be mistaken, John.”

She was considerably agitated, and 
would have had me get out at the next 
station and go back to the spot; but it 
was now’ raining hard, and, feeling 
sure that her eyes had deceived her, I  
flatly refused to leave her to make her 
way home alone at such a time.

Still, a poor man cannot weJl neglect 
the smallest chance of a good item, and 
when I  had seen her safely home I  
hurried back to NewYork and to tbe 
police station nearest the place, where 
I  found, somewhat to my surprise, that 
some time before a young woman had 
indeed been carried there, unconscious 
and so terribly injured by falling from 
the window of a lodging house a few 
blocks away that she had died within 
a few minutes. Nothing was known 
of her but that she had hired a room 
in the house about a week earlier, giv­
ing the name of Smith and paying in 
advance. Her landlady liad spoken of 
her as a quiet, ladylike person, who 
kept much bv herself and received no 
callers; and, as her room door had 
been found locked-inside, it was sup­
posed tbat she had lost her balance 
and fallen from the window while try­
ing to close the shutters- during the 
storm.
' I  saw the body. It was that of a 

medium sized woman, twenty-four or 
twenty-five years of age, with features 
of the ordinary American type. Her 
light-brown hair must have been hang­
ing loosely down her back when she 
met her death. In life she might have 
been thought a rather attractive look­
ing girl, despite an uncomon arid un­
pleasant thinness of thelips, but, lying 
there cold and dead, tbe face was not 
an agreeable sight, and I gladly turned 
away.

There was nothing about her to show 
her identity, the loose wrapper which 
she wore having no pockets, while her 
underclothing was unmarked and she 
wore only one. plain gold ring on her 
right hand; so, as I  could gain no 
further information from the police, 
and the lodging house was tightly 
closed for the night, I  simply wrote 
out a few lines describing the occur­
rence, as an accident, took them to the 
office and then went to a neighboring 
hotel to sleep.

There was evidently something in 
my wife’s story, after all, and I deter­
mined to look into i t  further while 
saying nothing to the police until I  
had some definite clew to work upon. 
In the morning, therefore, 1 took my 
wav to the lodging house.

The landlady was a respectable Irish 
woman who readily answered my 
questions without, however, telling 
me much more than I  already knew, 
and willirigly offered to show me the 
girl’s room.

“But it’s nothing ye’ll find,” she said, 
as she led. the way up-stairs, “It’s all 
just as she left it, poor thing; but 
there’s never a letter or as much as a 
scrap of writing, to tell where she came 
from or where her friends live.”

It was a hall bedroom on the third 
floor, plainly furnished, in the usual 
way, with, a bed, washstand, bureau, 
small table and-a single chair. The 
bureau stood between the window and 
the side wall of the house. A t the 
corner nearest the street was a door­
way into the next room. The door 
was closed. There was not the faint- 
estsign of anything like a struggle; 
The water pitcher upon tlie washstand- 
was filled, to the brim. Upon the table 
stood an ink bottle and beside it lay, 
in order, some paper and envelops and 
a pen. .The few toilet articles on wash- 
stand and. bureau were . also;neatly ar­
ranged, excepting a comb and* brush, 
which lay apart and askew before the 
glass, among some scattered hairpins, 
and which, with the position of the 
chair before the bureau, suggested the 
idea of a woman interrupted . while 
brushing her hair, and turning, per­
haps, to talk to some one who bad 
entered. On the foot of the bed, too, 
close by the chair, it was plain that a

person had sat. Otherwise that had 
not been disturbed,

Oil pegs behind the door hung a hat 
and two neat, dark gowns. The pock­
ets were empty. The bureau was 
fairly filled with plain underclothing, 
and in the upper draive.r was a box 
containiug a few sober colored ribbons 
and neckties, two or three little cheap 
trinkets and a purse with a small sum 
of money.

Preparing Killikinick.
The American Indians never smoke 

pure tobacco. It is always three- 
quarters adulterated with the “Bed 
Willow,” common along the Western 
streams, a shrub about eight 'feet high 
called Killikinick, or an herb called 
Larb, which grows on} the Boeky 
Mo untians. They cannot smoke tobac­
co as white men can, as it is too strong 
for them. The Larb has a small leaf 
half as long as a willow, and grows on 
the side of the mountian as a small 
shrub. That is merly spread out in the 
sun, and is then crushed in the hand. 
But with the red willow they cut 
switches or sticks three feet long and 
scraping off the bark on the outside, 
they whittle tbe inner bark up in curls 
all along the stick, and then toast it 
over the fire, until it is hard and dry. 
Then they crumble it  in their hands 
the same as the Larb. They often 
make immense quantities of this to 
use, asitis always preferred in the 
spring of the year when it is fresh. 
It has a very sweet flavor and odor, 
and is very much sought after by the 
Indians.

Very often in case of a storm com­
ing up quickly tlie Indians rush into 
the willow and build a sort of a little 
hut. They plat tlie ends of the wil­
lows together, making a little house 
about three feet high and six or eight 
feet long. They are termed "wickups 
These little huts are often used by 
white men in crossing the plains.— 
American Agriculturist fo r January.

Avoid Opiates.
The Manufacturers’ Gazette, we be­

lieve, speaks candidly when it says that 
the increasing use of opiates and other 
drugs intended to either allay or excite 
nervous activity is an evil in this 
country equal to if not worse than the 
excessive use of intoxicating liquors. 
Comparatively little is said of it in 
public journals, and there is no such 
crusade against it as there is against 
intemperance. The insidiousness of 
the drug habit makes it the more dan­
gerous. The great majority of those 
who begin the use of opium, morphine 
and chloral do it  under prescriptions 
of physicians, and often without being 
allowed to know-what they are taking 
until the habit is thoroughly fastened 
upon them. Such trifling with life and 
health by physicians should be made a 
criminal offense, and its victim or his 
friends should prosecute for malprac­
tice to the full extent of the law. It 
is a safe rule to take no medicines 
from any except those known to be 
trustworthy; and no physician is trust­
worthy who refuses to inform patients 
of possible danger from the drugs he 
may prescribe. So many have been 
wrecked in this way that the old secrecy 
about the composition of medicines is 
out of place, at least to the extent of 
informing patients that they are tak­
ing nothing liable to bind them in tbe 
hopeless slavery of some drug habit.

Six Million Barrels of Elour.
Whether the Minneapolis millers 

have made money or not in the last 
year, they have made an enormous 
amount of the best flour in the world. 
For the year ending Nov. 30 the output 
of the mills was 5,957,000 barrels— 
about 2 days’ work short of 6,000,000. 
For the preceeding year the production 
was less by nearly 500,000 barrels. Tbe 
Northwestern Miller says that 2,543,- 
000 barrels, or 42.7 per cent of the to­
tal output, was exported, as against 
33.4.S per cent for 1SS5. The flour sent 
abroad, of course, goes in jute sacks. 
Of that sold in domestic markets, 
about five-sevenths was packed m bar­
rels, and the Minneapolis coopers have 
supplied about 2,500,000 “packages.”— 
Minneapolis Tribune.

How to Become Hich.
“It is what a man saves and not 

what he earns that makes him rich,” 
said a man on the street. “I have just 
had an illustration in point,” said he. 
‘Among the recent bankrupts in a Mas­
sachusetts city is the brother of a man 
who works for day wages in a manu­
factory in tliis county. The Massachu­
setts man has had a regular salary 
varying from $2,000 to $4,000 per year; 
has had a smaller family and less nec­
essary expenses than his brother in 
Angroscoggin county, who gets only 
$700 to $S00 per annum. Yet among 
the bills in the insolvency court is one. 
due to the Maine man for $450 bor­
rowed money.”—Lewiston {Me.) Jour­
nal.

Artificial leather is being prepared 

in Germany, by combining with the 
skins from 5 to 10 per cent of sinews. 
Pieces of leather are washed, but, boil­
ed in alkaline lye, torn, “neutralized 
with hydraulic acid, and washed once 
more, to remove all traces of acid. To 
this are added sinews, which are treat 
ed similarly, and steamed in an acid 
hath until they are somewhat like glue. 
The materials are then mixed, pressod 
into sheets, moistened on both sides 
with a concentrated solution of alum, 
and the tipper surface receives a thin 
coat of caoutchouc in solution with 
carbon bisulphide.

An astounding disclosure was made 
in the New York Surrogate’s Corirt, on 
Wednesday of last week, when Mr. 
Charles F. Cbickering, the piano man­
ufacturer, • was called as a witness in 
the Paine will case. James H. Paine, 
miser and musical enthusiast, died in 
1885, and last February Mr, Chiekering 
was appointed administrator of his 
estate, supposed at that time to he 
worth about $30,000. On March 1st 
Mr. Ghlckering opened a brown paper 
package which the miser had intrusted 
to his care some eighteen years ago, 
without mentioning its contents. It 
was found to contain banknotes to the 
amount of nearly $400,000, of which 
$842,350.10 was in national currency, 
and worth its face value to-day. Over 
a quarter of a million dollars had thus 
been lying, in Mr. Chickering’s safe for 
eighteen years, unknown to him or to 
anybody save its miser owner. At 
compound interest the surii would 
have doubled itself during these years.

The prices one can command for his 
poultry depends largely on how the 
killing and preparation is done. The 
bird should be fat and have empty 
crops. No one is liable to be deceiv­
ed into paying the price of poultry for 
the little corn that may be m tbe crop, 
while its presence may'prejudice some 
good customer against buying. Don’t 
catch the birds by running them down, 
and then after chopping off theirheads 
allow them to flop about .violently, to 
bruis and disfigure themselves.. Catch 
them quietly ; then hold each bird firm-' 
ly and tie the wings and then the legs, 
and hang them alive one after another 
on a pole. When a small number are 
thus suspended, take a .sharp knife and 
’sever the head of eacli'fowl closly, Iet- 
’ting them hang afteward until all the 
blood is  out. If -the fowls are to, be 
shipped, plucking the. feathers should; 
he done dry, commencing at once 
while the body is still warm. -’Pull & 
few at a time the way the feathers lie, 
and they will come easily. Let the 

1 birds, hang until cold, when they 
should be wiped with a damp cloth.

Dedth has claimed another of the 
.prominent leaders of this country in 
the person o ! Gen. John A. Logan, at 
his hom&in Washington, Sunday af­
ternoon, from the effect of a rheumatic 
attach from which he had been suffer­
ing thepdst few weeks. Gen. Logan 
was one of‘the most popular of the 
leading .men of the country, and his 
death is a nation’s loss.

The estate of ex-Governor Croswell 
who died last week, is estimated at 
©50,000.

Gen. Logan died owning very little 
property and that so mortgaged that 
unless aid he contributed his widow 
must lose it.

Since the death of Gen. Logan, the 
fact that the President is afflicted with 
the same disease is creating alarm 
among his friends.

The death of General Logan removes 
one of the strongest and most popular

That Cleveland meant just what fie 
said when he made the remark that 
a public office is a public trust, is 
quite plainly illustrated in his appoint­
ment of Benedict, a Buffalo chum of 
Cleveland’s, as: public printer.

The law requires a man to be a prac 
tical printer and to have a knowledge 
of book-binding to he eligible to the 
positron. I t  is  asserted that Benedict 
never learned more of the art than the 
run of the cases; that is, he learned 
the boxes and how to pick up, slowly, 
straight matter; that lie never set a 

. piece of tabular work or a display job, 
has no experience in making up forms, 
going to press, and the other work 
which makes a practical printer, 
While Benedict was absent recently in 
Hew York the senate committee on 
appropriations was considering the 
urgency deficiency bill, which made a 
large appropriation for the government 
printing office. Benedict was sent, for 
but being away—by design, it is believ­
ed—his brother, who is said to be a good 
printer, went to the committee. When 
asked why the public printer did not 
present himself the brother stated that 
he was in Hew York on “important 
private business.” The committee 
concluded that if  the public printer 
could leave his office and go to Hew 
York on private business the office 
surely did not need an immediate ap­
propriation, and deferred action.

It is stated that Benedict will be 
called before the senate committee on 
printing, to stand an examination as 
to his qualifications, before practical 
printers, and that he is working day 
and night to be prepared for it. He is 
also working himself up among the 
Republican as well as Democratic sen­
ators. A  number who have notasked 
for appointments under the public 
printer have been surprised to receive, 
during the past fortnight, a letter, 
stating that so-and-so have been ap­
pointed, reappointed or retained to the 
credit of the senator. Some of these 
letters contained names of appointees 
whom they never heard of. Whenev­
er an application was received from 
a State where a senator lived whose 
influence was desired, the public print­
er seems to have jumped to make the 
appointment and charge it  to the 
senator, then notify him. It is said by 
Democrats that Republican senators, 
just at this time, have more influence 
at the government printing office than 
those in his party.

When the public printer first went 
into his office, he did not think of con­
firmation, it seems. He bluntly an­
nounced tbat the recommendation of 
senators, etc., would do no good; that 
he u as able to discharge or select em­
ployes without advice. One man, who 
is a protege of Senator Kenna, of West 
Virginia, upon being reinstated was 
told:

“I  do not do this for Senator Kenna; 
I  am not courting anybody; but I  do 
it myself for you.”

Another person applied with a letter 
from Senator Yoorfiees. The public 
printer is quoted as saying:

“I  cannot keep yon for Senator Yor- 
hees, or anybody rise. Besides* I  want 
these Democrats and Republicans to 
understand that they cannot influence- 
me in the slightest degree.”

When it dawned upon Benedict that 
he was not likely to be confirmed be 
began to make appointments for sena­
tors without application.

The Dow liquor law of Ohio has just 
been declared constitutional by a di­
vided court, the Republican Judges 
affirming its constitutionality and the 
two Democratic Judges denying it. 
The law is not satisfactory. The sa­
loon men savagely assail it because it 
taxes them at all, they insisting on 
selling whisky without hindrance or 
tax, and the temperance men object to 
i t  because it  fixes too low a tax and 
does not give to municipalities, like 
the Illinois law, the right to impose as 
high a tax as the city, or township, or 
county pleases. As it  stands now it 
fixes the absolute limit of the tax on 
whisky at only ©200 and on beer at 
§100, and is  destitute of the high-tax 
principle of local option altogether. 
This is one of the grounds of complaint 
against it. The Dow law gives local 
option to prohibit any saloon from sell­
ing liquor, but it does not confer on 
the people of the cities and towns the 
right to impose a tax higher than §200 
where the majority decline to adopt 
prohibition. The State law should fix 
a minimum tax on whisky of ©500 
and leave it  optional with the munici­
palities to make it higher or to refuse 
license altogether. That is the Illinois 
law, and it is the best temperance law 
in  the Union; but it would be still 
better if it fixed "the minimum State 
tax at ©1,000, payable in advance.

High license and local option com 
bined are the most practical legislation 
that can be devised for the restriction 
of the liquor evil. High license fights 
the seller only, but prohibition has to 
fight both the seller and drinker. Had 
the high license tax of this State been 
fixed at ©1,000. with the local privilege 
of making it higher, the law would 
have worked still better than it has 
with the §500 minimum, and it would 
have abolished more than half the sa 
loons in the State. High license, local 
option, and the revenue for the towns, 
rather than for the State, are what the 
people of Ohio need.—Chicago Tribune.

It is objected that, if the question of 
prohibition is submitted at the spring 
election, it will not be a fair test be­
cause there will not he time enough 
for a full discussion of the subje 
This same objection was made when 
Prohibitionists lobbied against submis­
sion before a former Legislature. It 
giyes away. their whole case. Their 
claim is that the people want prohibi­
tion. If they do want it they will not 
need any special urging to vote for it 
if they have a chance, and the sooner 
they have a chance the better. But 
now it is said they don’t want.it, and 
the-Proliibitionists want more time to 
persuade them to take it, and this .after 
not only the recent Prohibition cam 
paigu, but after several successive 
campaigns and many years of constant 
agitation. But if tbe people don’t 
want prohibition, then wliat becomes 
of the scolding of the Prohibitionists 
against the Republican party because 
it does not force what the people don’t 
want? Mhether the people don’t 
want it or do want it is exactly what 
the Republican platform proposes shall 
be found out by submitting the ques 
tion to the people, and tLis for their 
free and unforced judgment.—Lan­
sing Republican.

The Tribune hopes the Republicans 
of the incoming legislature will,Imme­
diately after organization, proceed to 
pass a joint resolution submitting 
prohibitory amendment to Ihe people, 
to be voted on at the coming spring 
election. It is entirely unnecessary to 
wait for petitions. The question has 
been before the people of the State 
long time and it is unquestionably the 
desire of a large majority of the voters 
that the amendment shall be submitted 
and the question decided on its merits 
by a popular vote. Keither Is it neces­
sary for the legislature to hold further 
discussion on the subject, Submit the 
amendment and let the voters pass up­
on it next spring.—Detroit Tribune.

PATIENTS WHO ARE DUPED-

The Kind of Deceit with Which a New
York Doctor Is Charged—A Question.
How York offers a fine field for 

mountebanks, as. every great city does, 
and they cultivate the field very 
shrewdlj and assiduously. A leading 
physician here, a  regular graduate of a 
noted medical school, a surgeon also and 
the author of various medical works, is 
declared by many Of his fellow-prac­
titioners to be a charlatan, at least in 
some of the methods lie adopts. They 
consider him very capable, quite learned, 
versatile, singularly astute, and an e x -, 
cellent judge of human nature. But 
they esteem him unscrupulous and over­
anxious to make money. He has made 
a special study of brain and nervous dis­
eases, and his studies may have taught 
him how easily men may be duped. He 
certainly appeals to the imagination of 
his patients; tries every way to impress 
them with his professional omniscience.

His rooms are said to be fitted up 
somewhat after the manner of a medi­
eval romancer, with urns, symbols, 
rich hangings, devices, and curiosities 
gathered in his travels. He himself, a 
striking figure, is, • during office hours, 
fantastically attired in skull cap and 
flowing robe, and approaches those 
coming to consult him with a lofty, 
sagacious, semi-mystic air. After they 
have answered a few questions and he 
has made a few physical examinations, 
he tells them exactly the nature of their 
disease, and with such an assumption of 
authority, such an assurance of positive 
knowledge, that any ordinary mortal 
must be convinced of Ms medical wis­
dom and liis wonderful penetration. He 
often resorts, it is said, to ingenious 
tricks, whiqh seems to demonstrate the 
truth of his diagnosis.

He will claim, for example, that the 
patient has an abscess in the liver—a 
very serious affection—and will puncture 
the flesh with a small, sharp syringe, 
and pretend to withdraw the pus, re­
ported to be a chemical mixture he has 
furitively introduced into the instru­
ment. The effect of this on the mind of 
a man believing himself afflicted with 
so dangerous an abscess may be readily 
imagined. The fancied pus removed, 
the abscess will heal; a complete cure is 
wrought, Mho would not pay liberally 
to be thus rid of a mighty peril?

This is the kind of deceit—often 
varied—that the doctor is charged with 
putting off on his patients. I have 
frequently been told by physicians who 
call him a charlatan that he seems to 
work many cures. May he not have dis­
covered that the best way to heal the 
ailing is to dupe them, to excite their 
imagination, to make a pretense of doing 
what has not been done? If he really 
heals the actual or fancied disorders of 
men may not his chicanery be justified? 
This is a profound psychological ques­
tion which it would be extremely diffi­
cult to answer. The peculiar doctor may 
be the Paracelsus of the nineteenth cen­
tury, who has a deeper knowledge of the 
phenomena of nature than he is credited 
with.—Hew York Cor. Chicago News.

An Overdose o f Laudmim.
It is said that when a man is drown­

ing, his entire life passes vividly before 
him. I  have often wondered if  the 
same thing was true of other modes of 
death. An acquaintance who was once 
at death’s door from an overdose of 
laudanum tells me he could hear what 
was said near him; could hear footsteps, 
remembered the laudanum, hut could not 
move.

Grandson o f Ono Who Signed the Dec­
laration o f Independence—“Rich, Vet 
living; in Sqnaioi' and Careless o f His 
Money.

"What is here sot down is t l io  story o f  a  
human paradox—a man whoso m e n t a l  
structure was of a. most extraordinary s o r t  
Bead and see if this is nob so:

James Henry Paine, who had been well 
known in Boston os a  capitalist, a newspaper 
man and a man of affaire generally, was 
blotted out, so far as his friends and acquaint' 
ances: there were concerned, in  1S54, by his 
own act.

Some time thereafter musical folk in  Hew 
Y ork began to get acquainted with a  very 
tall, thin man of ripe years, who hung round 
“Dingwell’s,” a  placo of refreshment, much 
affected bydevotees of melody and harmony 
in  the metropolis. H e was evidently wretch- 
edlypoor jind used to cat the leavings ho 
found fon rtlie ' tables in  tbo place. But he 
knen£aQ*abont music and could talk about it 
in  a  delightful way that made those who 

heard him open 
their eyes. So ho 
gradually g r e w  
to  he a  favorite 
with artists, musi­
cians a n d  publish­
ers in  spite of his 
ways, which were 
filthy, and his beg­
ging for something 
to' eat, which he 
never stopped till 
ho d ie d .  A  man 
who knew him a t 
Dingwell’s m a d e  a 
s k e t c h  of him, a n d  

J a m e s  H EX RV  PA E vE. i t  i s  from, this 
s k e t c h  that this portrait is t a k e n .

During all the time James Henry Paine was 
a  frequenter of Dingwell’s he was nover 
known, to spend any money in  the placo but 
ouca% fftieake had been given five cents on 
condition that he pay it  out for something a t 
once; But there was one thing for which he 
would a t any time spend money, and that 
was for- music. Music was his all in this 
world, and he would never miss a notable 
concert or opera. I t  is even suspected that 
he would have purchased decent clothes if  ho 
could not have obtained admittance to tho 
opera bouses and theatres without them.

He was also a  great churchgoer, bu t ho only 
wentwhere the choirs were fine. A gentle­
man who studied him often when he was un­
der the spell of music says: “I t  was inspir­
ing to watch him. His hard old face, with, 
the big nose and the marked features would 
grow soft and full o f feeling as he dranlc in 
the floods of harmony and melody that swept 
to hiin.acrOss.the great auditorium, for he al­
ways perforce sat way back against the wall. 
Ho did not seem to care for the book or the 
acting on the stage. The music was all to 
him.

PA1XE AT THE OPERA.
Paine also wrote for musicians often, and, 

i t  is thought, contributed to the press—per­
haps anonymously—to the day of his death. 
One of the musicians he wrote for was a 
young man named Idler, who one day in­
vited him to the house of hisparents. Prom 
that time the Luers kept their guest till hard 
times made them protest, and then he rented 
an attic room from them, and almost always 
got a  free breakfast from his landlord’stable. 
How he got his other meals has; already been 
told. ;

I t  was while ho was lodging at Luer’s that 
people in. Hew York began to find Out that 
the old man had money. He complained one 
moming to  Duer that a  roll of bills had been 
taken from a  hair trunk, in which all of 
Paine’s belongings were kept. But ashemade 
no greatfuss abontit, Luer thought i t  didn’t  
amount to  much. About the same time a 
theatre ticket speculator found out that the 
Oldman had moneyin plenty, wlnchhe would 
be williug to loan at ruinous interest, and be­
came from that time a constant borrower. 
Pew others knew about his wealth, though a  
casual acquaintance once saw a roll of bills 
stuck carelessly in the old man’s pocket.

“Pm safer than all the banks,” was Mr. 
Paine’s reply to the remonstrance his heedless- 
ness brought out.

By and by Paine died in the squalid little 
room he rented from the Duers. He had 
fallen on the ice in  City Hall park and Was 
taken to a hospital, where he was told that his 
arm, was broken and that his hurts were so 
serious that he must die or submit to hospital 
treatment. This he would not do and so the 
end soon came. When Paine was found after 
his fallhehad on only a  pair of army shoes, 
pantaloons and a shining black coat, but­
toned dose to the throat to hide the absence 
of a shirt.

After his. death there came an inquiry as to 
who were liis friends, and a  man named John 
H. Ward well, who thought Paine hadmoney, 
turned up. Wardwell claimed that Paine 
had made a will j leaving all his money to his 
“frieiM Jblm H.- Wardwelh” Of course there 
was a'contesfc Paine’s relations in  Boston 
don%.jyanthis money to go to any* one else, 
andl they 'deny the making of any will. 
Wardwell has. never produced one, but he 
has brought forward witnesses who swear 
to having signed it. The heirs {say 
that Wardwell went to Boston directly after 
Paine’s death and offered to give them half 
of what was. found an the miser’s trunk i t  
they would sign away their claims. All but 
one signed^ and i t  was his refusal that finally 
brought the whole wretched business to light. 
But only a  small sum was found in Paine’s 
trunk, and there is no doubt that some one 
got away with i t  ahead of Wardwell. The 
contest over the administration of the 
property brought out,, however, that Paine 
had a'deposit of $40,000 in  the Metropolitan 
bankjand that twenty years; before he had 
left a  bundle with Charles P. Chickering, the 
piano man, which had lain, in his safe un­
touched ever since. He notified the heirs and 
the bundle was examined. I t  contained nearly 
$400,000 in bills, only about $20,000 of which 
was outlawed!

James Henry Paine was the grandson of 
Robert Treat Paine, one of the signers of the 
Declaration of Independence. He was bon: 
in 1S12 in  the family residence in Boston and 
his' father was rich. But even in  school 
James Henry was voted “mean,” though
bright and sharp. When he was but 19 he 
became musical and financial editor of The 
Boston Post, and later wrote the money arti­
cles for The Traveller; B ut he was finally 
discharged from the latter paperbeenuse he 
used its columns to influence speculation, his 
way.. In  this manner he made a great deal 
of money, and, having been left a large for­
tune by his family, there is no doubt that at 
ona,;thneE he'wa§:wprth a t least $2,000,000.

' It ? i'il;ADrt^S' Athcj .boom 
His exposure in this m atter and in some 

other very questionable proceedings drove 
him from Boston, and he was never known 
of more by Boston people save once, when 
a  lawyer from that city caused the. swindler 
to  be arrested, and mode him disgorge fifty- 
six $1,000 bonds. These Paine got a t a  brown 
stone house ore Fifttf avenue, where ho went 
with tha man who caused tho arrest, and who 
says there was at least §1,000,000 in  the pilo 
from which, they were taken; What became 
of the bulk of Paine’s money is  a mystery 
th a t can be explained only by tho persons 
who, undoubtedly taking advantage of his 
carelessness

ST. PAUL ICE PALACE.

O ne o f  t lie  S igh ts a t  tlio  C om ing W in te r  
C arnival.

The coming carnival or winter festival at 
S t  Paul will outdo anything previously 
accomplished in  tha t line; a t least that is 
what the committee having charge of the 
arrangements claims. The programme be­
gins with a  grand parade something Kko that 
of the “Mardi Gras” wliicU takes place a t tho 
other end of tho Mississippi during the days 
preceding L ent The chariots in the parade 
will be drawn by buffalo, moose, elk, bears, 
ponies, horses and bulls, and, tbo smaller 
ones, by Esquimau dogs. There will also be 
floats illustrating the pleasing features of the 
northwest.

THE ic e  CASTLE.
Tho ice palaco will he the great center of 

attraction as a  matter of course. I t  will be 
217 feet long by 194 feet wide, the ground 
plan bring somewhat tha shape of a cross. 
The tower will be 135 feet high, with walls 
five feet in thickness. I t  is intended to em­
bellish the palace with statuary carved in 
solid ice. A  colossal figure of King Borealis 
for instance will be surrounded with Polar 
bears, seals and other animals of this mon­
arch’s domain. The ice wall surrounding tho 
palace will be twenty-three feet high.

In  tho palace grounds will bo camped an 
Indian village of 100 souls. Ample pro­
vision has been made for winter sports. 
There willbeatobboggan and curling slide, 
and snow shoe and skating contests will also 
form a feature of the amusements. On the 
whole the citizens of St. Paul promise to 
furnish a  spectacle for visitors and their own 
people such as is seldom seen.

EX-GOVERNOR PITKIN.

A  Prominent Man o f Colorado Called 
Away l>y Death.

I t  has been said of Frederick W. Pitkin, 
the ex-governor of Colorado, whose death 
was chronicled the other day, that he was 
“phre in, life, pure in politics and pure in  a m -  

bition. IF  o r  tli
rather than wealth 
was the idea he rep­
resented in  politics, 
and his friends hold 
that had not ill- 
health, in the form 
o f  consumption, 
fastened itself upon 
him ho would have 
long ago made his 
mark in national 
affairs.

His life history 
ex-Goverxor pitkix. may he briefly told 

as follows: He wasbom in Manchester, Conn., 
Aug. 81,1S37, and studied at the "Wesleyan 
university in  Middletown, his graduation 
taking place in  1858. His legpl education 
was obtained a t the Albany (N. Y.) law 
school, and after leaving this institution he 
settled down to practice his profession in Mil­
waukee. Here his health failed him, and in 
1S73 he sought recuperation in Europe, but 
was brought borne a  year later quite pros­
trated. Then he pushed further west in 
search of health, and found it in a mining 
camp in Colorado, then just admitted to the 
Union. Practice came with returning health, 
and he had secured some good mining prop­
erty when he was nominated to the guberna­
torial chair in  1S7S. Strong opposition could 
not defeat him, and two years he was re­
elected to the same high office. His adminis­
tration was marked by strong good sense. At 
the close of his second term he was spoken of 
for senator, but his iU-health would not per­
mit of his making the canvass.

T H E HEW  W A E YESSEIS.
TH E  CRUISERS AND GUNBOATS RE­

CEN TLY ORDERED.

W ar Ships that Are to Equal Anything 
Afloat in  Speed—Plans Purchased, from 
England—Rapid Construction Required. 
Activity in tho Navy Department.

The navy department a t Washington 
seems to have a t last awakened from the long 
sleep following the civil war. There is 
activity observed in  every branch, from the 
secretary of the navy’s office down. The 
energy of Secretary Whitney seems to be felt 
throughout the whole service. The office of 
the secretary has become one of the busiest. 
Models and plans of war vessels and arma­
ment are to be seen everywhere. Conspicu­
ous among them is a  model of the famous 
Japanese cruiser “Haniwa Kan,” which is 
to be used as a  pattern for the new cruiser 
Charleston. This model is pronounced to be 
a  masterpiece in  its way. I t  was made in 
Washington a t a cost of $2,500.

STEEL C RU ISER CHARLESTON.
The contracts were recently awarded for five 

new war vessels authorized by congress. We 
•present here careful engravings made from 
the official drawings.. The first is the Charles­
ton, to be built by the Union iron works of 
San Francisco, within eighteen months, a t a 
cost of $1,017,500. She is to be a duplicate, 
as far as possible, of the Japanese war ship, 
a t present the fastest afloat. Her length is to 
be 300 feet; breadth, 46 feet; draught, 19)4 
feet. She will be built of steel throughout, 
with a convex steel deck,, water tight com­
partments and every improvement that naval 
science has thus far devised. Hei* battery 
will consist of two 10-inch 2S-ton breech load- 
ing rifies and six 6-inch rifles, besides ma­
chine guns and torpedoes. She will possess 
engines that will develop 7,500 horse power, 
driving twin screws, which: will give her, i t  is 
expected, a  speed of twenty-two miles an 
hour.

T H E  BA LTIM O RE.
The Baltimore is to  be built by Cramp & 

Sons; for $1,325,000 within eighteen months. 
Her plans, as writ as those of her sister ships, 
•were purchased in  England. She is expected 
to  be the largest and fastest cruiserih-the 
world. She is modeled, i t  is said, after a  
Spanish cruiser—the Reina Regente—now 
building on. the Clyde. Her engines •will de­
velop 9,000 horse power; and her speed will 
be about twenty-tw^niles an bour.

The hid for the Newark is not yet given 

oat, but i t  is expected i t  soon will be. She is 
to  be 310 feet long; breadth, 50 feet; draft, 
J9feet. She* irill carry an armament of IS:

6-inch breech loacffiig rifies. and the usual 
secondary battery of smaller guns. Her 
machinery must be guaranteed to produce 
8,500 indicated horse power with a  speed of 
over twenty miles an hour. SUo will bo 
fitted with a convex steel deck like the. 
Charleston and overy other improvement 
possible. '

1,700-ton  gunboat.
One of the gunboats is to be built by Cramp 

& Sons, the other by the Columbia iron 
works, Baltimore. The latter is to be 870 
tons and 175 feet in  length. The picture given 
is of tho larger gun boat. Her length is to be 
230 feet; breadth, 36 feet; draft, 14. Her in­
dicated horse power T r i l l  he about 3,000, 
which is expected to give her a  speed of 
eighteen anffa half miles an  hour. She will 
carry 6: 6-inch breech loading rifles and a 
secondary battery.

The gtins for these vessels are being rapidly 
forged in tho 'Washington navy yard. The 
making of a  6-inch breech loading riflo re­
quires about two years time a t a. cost on an 
average of about 50 cents a  pound, so that a 
30-ton gun will cost $30,000.

The contractors of tho cruisers are bound 
under severe penalties to complete the vessels 
within the specified time and of the best 
workmanship and material. The gunboats 
are to be built within a year. *

A  DOMESTIC E A Y 0K IT E.
HISTORY OF THE CAT FROM THE 

EARLIEST TIMES.

Origin o f tlio Ret Names, “ Tabby" and 
“Puss” —Dow tlio Ancients Worshiped 
Cats—H ieir Old Time TJse ns Retriev­
ers—'When They Were Not in Favor.

Of all domestic animals there is, perhaps, 
not one which possesses so many warm 
friends and at the same time so many bitter 
enemies as the ca t -Nobody is simply indif­
ferent to a  cat. Every one either prizes this 
household necessity very highly or rise Very 
cordially bates i t  I t  must be ‘admitted, how­
ever, that the friends of the fells domestiqa 
very largely outnumber its enemies. A  per­
son not particularly interested in cats is not 
apt to have noticed the great dissimilarity in 
the general build and markings of various 
cats. Without a  doubt, the type which is 
given below is the ono most frequently met 
with. I t  is the animal whose midnight wail­
ings are so conducive to profanity on the part 
of the victims of the nocturnal serenade.

Tho two epithets most commonly employed 
in  reference to cats are “Tabby" and “Pussy.” 
These pet names have been handed down 
from generation to generation for-so many 
centuries, and have been so generally ac­
cepted, without question, by “Kfttie’s” ad­
mirers, that they are now popularly supposed 
to have been originally applied by  our fore­
fathers to their domestic rat. catchers as terms 
of endearment. This, however. Is far from 
being correct. “Tabby” was formed by drop­
ping the initial vowel of the Turkish word 
utabi (old French tabis, Spanish tabi) a  pecul­
iar kind of watered silk, imported from Bag­
dad. The name was originally applied to 
cats on account of the strong resemblance of 
their coats to the Bagdad silk. This view is 
materially strengthened by the fact that the 
term “Tabby” was not employed in  any of 
the countries where the (now) common type 
of cat was unknown. In  surii cases the do­
mestic animal had, by crossing, come to so 
strongly resemble its wild relative tha t only a 
very fine distinction could be drawn between 
them.

The familiar- title “Puss” has undoubtedly 
been handed down to us from the Egyptians, 
having been applied by them to their cat 
headed goddess, “Pasht,” several figures of 
which may be seen in the British museum. 
The name, however, which the Egyptians 
most commonly applied to then- cats was 
“Maou,” which, being properly pronounced, 
is an almost exact imitation of the sounds 
produced by “Puss” when she wishes to show 
her affection for any one.

There is no reliable record of the origin of 
the domestic cat, nor of the exact period at 
which i t  first became a member of the house­
hold. Old monuments, drawings and mum­
mied bodies, unearthed in Egypt, would seem 
to indicate that they were common there at 
least 500 years before the Christian era. They 
are also mentioned in some Sanskrit manu­
script dating back to 200 B. C., but i t  is ex­
tremely doubtful that the cat was known as 
a  domestic animal to either the Assyrians, 
Greeks or- early Hebrews. The early Greeks, 
i t  is true, employed animnls as ra t catchers, 
but these have been shown by Professor 
Rolleston to have been a  variety of marten. 
Cats are represented on old Roman tombs 
and frescoes, the dates of which cannot bo 
clearly determined.

Cats were regarded with great veneration 
by many of the ancients, and by some of them 
were actually worshiped. They were also, 
unquestionably, employed as retrievers, for 
on the tomb of KingHanna, in  the Necropo­
lis of Thebes, there is a representation of the 
king standing in a boat killing water fowl 
with sticks, while his favorite cat, Bouhald, 
stands a t his feet, evidently watching for an 
opportunity to display hie retrieving ability. 
A  similar painting in  the same city, shows a 
cat with a  water fowl in its mouth.

In these days when cats are almost as nu­
merous os horses, i t  seems strange that a t any 
tim nit should have beeu deemed necessary to 
protect them by law. Bat such was the case 
in Britain, where great value was set [upon 
the cats,-.which in all probability were 
originally imported from Rome. There were

regular penalties for destroying the animals, 
graded according to the age of the-feline.

One of the most common (although byno 
means strongest) arguments urged against 
making pets of cats is that they care nothing 
for persons—loving only places. This lino of 
reasoning, i t  must be admitted, seems to lock 
the great essential of truth. Cases are nu­
merous where a cat has recognized the step of 
her master when returning after a consider­
able absence. Besides which, in almost every 
family, .if ono jvrli closely observe, he cannot 
fail to • notice that “Tabby” invariably has 
certain favorites in the family circle, whoso 
slightest nod sho wifi promptly and cheer­
fully obey; while the simple approach of 
some other member of the household, with 
whom she is just as well acquainted, will be 
sufficient to cause her back to arch and her 
tail stand erect as she sullenly backs under .a 
convenient table or chair.

The cat, like everything else, hag a t differ­
ent periods of its history been caressed and 
petted by almost every one, while a t other- 
times it  has almost suffered extinction 
through its temporary unpopularity. But i t  is
human nature to lavish affection upon some 
animal or some thing, and this probably ac­
counts for the great mutual affection which 
seems to exist invariably between a  spinster 
(or, to use a  harsher term, old maid,) and her 
cat. .

I t  is not easy to obtain the full confidence 
of a Cat, although i t  is a particularly light 
task to forfeit it. But, after having made 
friends with “Pussy,” you may, without any 
difficulty whatever, maintain your pleasant 
relations with her, provided you never at­
tempt to “play tricks” upon her. One act of 
treachery is sufficient to forever alienate the 
affections of a ca t

The cat is just now looking up in Great 
Britain, where a  big cat show has lately been 
held a t the Crystal palace. The tabbies whose 
portraits we publish were prize winners a t

ERICSSON'S SOLAR ENGiNE.

The Monitor’s Inventor Completes An­
other Great IVork.

Capt: John Ericsson, the inventor of the 
“Monitor,” has added another to his long list 
of triumphs in engineering. This time it is an 
engine to be propelled simply bv beat from 
the sun. Ho has worked a t the problem for 
twenty years, and a t  iast pronounces it solved. 
The captain is now 85 years of age. The last 
twenty years of his life has been given to the 

Study of solar heat.
Among his inven­
tions maybe men­
tioned a thermome­
ter so sensitive that 

itke slightest cloud 
lor haze passing be­
tween i t  and the 
sun is recorded in­
stantly by a lower­
ing of the tempera­
ture. His researches 

i into the composi­
tion of the sun and 
its influence On the 
earth are of a  very 
minute character 
but this will Te- 
main unpublished 

until after his death, when, together with all 
his experimental apparatus, they will become 
the property of the Smithsonian Institution 
at Washington.

Study of the rainless regions of Africa, 
Asia, Southern California and Mexico, where 
the sun’s rays are seldom intei-rupted for a 
moment by clouds, prompted the captain to 
study a method for .utilizing the sun’s heat 
in a mechanical way. The result is the solar 
engine, which is thus described in Nature:

CAPT. JOHN ERICSSON.

ERICSSON’S SOLAR EN G INE.
The leading feature of the device is that of con­

centrating the radiant heat of the sun by. means 
of a  rectangular trough, having a  curved bottom 
lined on'the inside with polished plates so arranged 
that they reflect the sun’s rays toward a  cylindri­
cal boiler placed longitudinally above the trough. 
This boiler contains the acting medium, steam or 
air. employed to transfer the solar energy- to the 
motor, the  pistons and valves resembling those of 
motive engines of the ordinary- type. The great 
cost of large reflectors in one piece and the diffi­
culty of producing accurate curvature on a  large 
scale are objections which have been supposed to 
render direct solar energy practically useless for 
producing mechanical power. Capt Ericsson has 
overcome these objections by using a  number of 
flat strips of silvered glass three inches wide and 
twenty-six inches long, placed side by side on the  
curved bottom of the trough, and so arranged that 
the sunbeams falling upon them are deflected up­
wards against the bottom of the boiler. Such 
glass is inexpensive, and scientifically accurate 
work is uncalled for. The whole trough is 
arranged upon a  pivot which allows it to be moved 
so that Die sun shall always fall directly upon the 
reflecting plate. The trough is 11 feet long and 
16 feet broad, the boiler being of the same length 
and 6)4 inches in diameter. The motor is a  steam 
engine with a  working cylinder of 6 inches di­
ameter and an 8-inch stroke; the piston rod 
operates a  5-incIi force pump, and motion is also 
imparted to a  crank shaft and flywheel. The aver­
age speed of the engine during the trials of last 
summer was 120 turns per minute, the pressure 
on the working piston being thirty-five pounds 
per inch. Capt. Ericsson now says that he has 
finished the work to liis satisfaction, and th a t with 
motors costing but little more than steam engines 
an amount of work can he obtained in hot coun­
tries which would more than repay the extra cost 
of the sun motor in one year.

The illustration here given is of one of his 
earlier sun engines, but i t  shows the principle 
of tho machine perfectly.

REV. DR. EDWARD M’GLYNN

Prominent as an Advocate o f Henry 
George’s Land Theories.

; The case of the Rev. Dr. Edward McGlynn, 
pastor of St. Stephen’s Roman Catholic 
church in New York, has attracted general 
attention. In the late political campaign he 
advocated in public the candidacy of Henry 
George for mayor of New York, on the 
ground that the adoption of Mr. George’s so­
cial schemes would tend to equalizing the dis­
tribution of wealth.

“Pernicious activity,” in fact participation 
even in  politics by its priests is prohibited by 
the Roman Catholic church, and Dr. Mc­
Glynn brought down on himself a  reprimand 
from liis superiors. He was rebuked by liis 
archbishop and ordered to desist from further 
public speaking on socialistic subjects. I t  is 
now said that the outspoken priest has been 
removed from the pastorate he has held for 
twenty-one ’years to  a  church in  one of .the 
quiet Hudson river cities. Further than this 
lie has been summoned to Rome so that he 
may explain his views beforo tho college of 
cardinals and the pope, who will ‘judge 
•whether they are sound or not; Dr. McGlynn 
has. always been on ardent advocate of the ,  
oppressed, and i t  is expected that lie will 
plead not only his own case but'enlighten tho 
holy see on the purpose of the Knights of 
Labor and the numerous questions that are 
agitating the working classes in this country, 
about which he has kept himself thoroughly 
well informed. The outcome is awaited with 
anxious interest.

Dr. McGlynn wns’a  New York boy; edu-’ 
cated in the public schools and graduated . 
from its free academy; Afterward he went 
to Rome ,and graduated from the College of - 
the (Erppazanda. Ho was ordained a. oriest

in ;1S0C, and the following year President 
Lincoln appointed him on army chaplain; 
where he served three years. During his 
pastorate of nearly a  quarter of a  century 
he has distinguished himself by charity and 
piety ns well as by, his exceptional ability ns 
a speaker. He is an enthusiast in any subject 
he becomes interested in, and this has led 
him, no doubt, into his present predicament.

FIRST VICE-PRESIDENT

S. H. H. Clark, who has been chosen to 
succeed tho into Mr. Hoxio as first vicc-prasi- 
dent of the Missouri Pacific system, hails 
from Omaha.

. complexioned man and will no doubt be one 
of the .busiest men in the country for some 
months to come. Ho seems to  appreciate 
this, and, since his appointment, has trimmed 
his beard, which he had been in the habit of 
wearing long and bushy.

Mr. Clark was born in New York state 
and aid his first railroad work as brakeman 
on a gravel train on the Central Railroad Of 
New Jersey; Then he was conductor on the 
Pennsylvania road and after that became 
freight agent on the Long Island road when 
that line of rail extended only from Flushing 
to Long Island City. Sidney Dillon, who 
was one of the contractors a t work upon the 
extension of tlie road, liked Clark, and when 
the contractor became interested in the 
Union Pacific he made his friend general 
freight agent. Mr. Clark was afterward 
made general manager of the road, which po­
sition he resigned to take charge of Mr. 
Gould’s interest in Omaha, which included a 
street railroad system. This is the position 
he has resigned to take charge of the Mis­
souri Pacific system.

THE GRANT MEMORIAL.

One o f tlie Designs Submitted for the 
New York Monument.

JO SE PH  EOHTELER’S D ESIGN  FO R GRANT 
MONUMENT.

Echteler’s design contemplates a structure 
to be about seventy-two feet high. The 
lower part constitutes a mausoleum, to have 
an interior diameter of fifty-nine feet. The 
middle part of the structure is marked by 
emblematic groups. On one side North and 
South join hands in perpetual peace; the 
North places the palm of peace upon the 
broken implements of war, while the South 
lays a  laurel wreath a t tho feet of 
an eagle, which, hovers above. On the 
opposite side a  group represents Gen. 
Grant in full uniform, leaning on a sword, 
surrounded by a  family of negroes. The left 
face of the die shows the surrender of Lee at 
Appomattox The right ride, tho portal of 
the Capitol, where Gen. Grant trices the oath 
as president before Chief Justice Chase. On 
the pedestal in front is the simple legend, 
“Gen. U. S. Grant,” and about its base are 
the coats of arms of tho states.

The surmounting statue represents Gen. 
Grant on horseback, with flying coat. The 
right hand holds a  spy glass, (pointing coin- 
mandingly toward the enemy. A t the cor­
ners, supporting this statue, are four female 
figures, typifying Peace and Prosperity, In­
dustry and Invention, Commerce, Justice 
and Statesmanship. Two panels in relief 
show the general, during a battle, a t the 
head of a  column of infantry; and on the 
reverse ride, a  fierce battle between troops.

The upper parts of the structure are to be 
of polished granite, the lower part of rough 
stone, and the figures of bronze. Its cost is 
placed a t $500,000, and the time for making, 
according to this design, five years.

Among the fourteen designs submitted for 
the monument to cover Gen. Grant’s tomb, in  
New York, is one by Joseph Echteler, of 
which we present an excellent illustration.

A  Xively Bear Right.
