Roscoe Conkling.

I am told that in his home at Utica
Conkling has a package of over 500
“letters threatening his life. They
were received by him after the death
of Garfield and are couched in every
possible language and name every pos-
sible method of assassination as his
impending fate, The attempt to make
him bear the onus of Garfield’s death
was one of the cruel things that struck |
deep 1nto his sensitive nature and still
rankles there, though he discusses it
with an occasional smile and laughter
as some ridiculous thing forces itself
on his attention. When Garfield died
Conkling was living at the Fifth Ave-
nue. The bulletin-boards in that
vieinity announced Garfield’s condition
every five minutes, and greaf crowds
gathered in the streets and hotel corri-
dors, Conkling in his retiremenft in
the hotel knew nothing of what
was passing in the public mind with
reference to himself. He became
lace when a prominentpolice Cap-
tain ecam in to him, advised him
apprised of the anger of the popu-
not to go out of his room,
and said: *“We have in this hotel
policemen ir citizens’ clothes for the
purpose of proiecting you and the
house from tbe mob. Although you
may have no fear yourself you ought
to be prudent on account of the others
who are in the hotel. The crowd is
very much excited and full of denun-
ciations of vyon. It is unwise for you
to stir out of the hotel.”

Conkling put on his coat and haf and
walked acruss Madison Square to the
house of Gen., Arthur on Lexington
avenue. Once inside, he said: “Gen-
eral, have you any fear?” “XNo,” was
the clear response.

“Well, then,” said Conkling, “1 want
to take a walk; I-just feel like taking
Come with me.” That was how
it transpired that these two men, dis-
tinguished above all others by the
events of the hour, strolled along Fifth
avenne and Broadway and Twenty-
third street that night, fearless of the
populace that was crying for their
blood. The gieat fear of their friends
that they might be made victims of
the crowd was illustrated in Conkling’s
room, where a mumber of men had
assembled. DMr. Conkling, walking
back and forth, stopped occasionally
at the window in full sight of the
people on the street to read the bulle-
tin. e noticed that the occupants
had crowded themselves back to the
walls and refrained from going to the
window, aithough eyidently as curious
as himself to ascertain the condition of
Garfield as it was recorded from time
to time. Presently one of the visitors
sprang up and said: “I ecan’t stand it
any longer. I am going now.” Conk-
ling, in surprise, asked him what was
the matter, and got the response: *I
can't stand it to sit here and see you go
to that window every three or four
minutes, for every time you go there I
expect to hear a rifle shot and see you
fall¥” Looking around in the faces of
the others, Conkling found that this
man had only expressed the common
fear of them all. Yet through all that
period he never had any fear and never
anticipated any personal violence,

The part that Conkling took in at-
tempting to nominate Grant for a third
term has been written down as a part
of a great conspiracy. One of Conk-
ling’s friends said to me yerterday: “It
comes from his own lips that Conkling
did not see Grant after 1877 until the
306 had been obliged to strike colors atb
Chieago.

Conk-
ling believed sincerely that Grant’s
election would break up the Solid South
and be best for the country, He had
never had or asked favors of Grant.

Hog's Bristles.

The American hog, says the Boston
Commercial Bulletin, is grown for his
meat, is confined to his pen and is fat-
tened scientifically. The FEuropean
hog, on the contrary, leads a roving
life either in the streets or villages or
through fields and forest, feeding on
nuts and roots under the care of swine
herds. The German, Polish and Rus-
sian hog thus has plenty of exercise
and is thin and muscular. His bristles
grow long and stiff, are elastic and of
good color. American bristles as &
rule are soft, and very few more than
four inches in length, and 75 per cent.
are not two and three-fourths inches.
Eighty-five per cent. of them are gray,
which is a most wundesirable color.
German and Russian bristles run from
four to seven inches in length, and
some of the latter run up to 14 inches.
St. Petersburg and Leipsic are the
great bristle markets of the world, the
English procuring most of their bris-
tles from St. Petersburg, while the
Americans get most of. theirs from
Leipsie.

Following is the text of the prohibi-
tion. ammendment bill as passed by the
House at Lansing, and been referred
to the Senate committee:

“There shall be submitted to theelect-
ors. of this state, for their approval or
rejection, the following amendment to
the constitution of Michigan, to stand
as seckion 49 of article 4:

Sec, 49. The manufacture, gift or sale
of spirituous or malt liquors in this
state is proliibited, except for medical,
mechanical, chemical, or scientific
purposes. No property rights in such
spirituous, malt or vinous liguor shall
be deemed to exist, except to manufac-
ture or sell for the foregoing exceptea
purposes. The legislature shall enact
laws, with suitable penalties, for the
suppression of the manufacture, sale
and keeping for sale or gift of intoxi-
cating liquor. This proposition shall
be submitted to electors at the spring
election, taking place on the first Mon-
day in April, 1887, and the ballols
shall be canvassed as in the election of
supreme court judges and regents of
the nniversity.”

TWithout the aid of Democratie votes,
it will be necessary for every Republi-
can in the Senate to vote for the bill
It is known that all but one will do so
and it i3 known that all but one of the
fusionist_s will vote against it.

George W. Sickafoose,
formerly of this pl e, now engaged in
missionary work, at Portland, Oregon,
we have received the following ac-
count of the work done by his mission,
in a Christmas exhibition, as published
in the Oregonian:

Among the Christmas festivals that
gladdened our city during the closing
days of ’S6, that of the U. B. Chinese
Mission, corner of Second and Mill,
bore its part. ‘T'he commodious. neat-
1y farnished hall was literally packed
with interested listeners, the general
interest being shown by the preseice
of many of our young people from var-
ious parts of the city and from East
Portland, and a fraternal spirit by that
of good delegations of Chinese pupils
and their teachers from the other mis-
sions of the city.

There was entertainment for the
eye, the ear, the mind, and the appetite.
That for the eye began the moment
one entered the hall, and consisted of a
copious profusion of decorations, most
of them Chinese designs, among which
were revolving lanterns, exhibiting ex-
positions of numan aectivity and me-
nageries of animal life—a veritable
microcosm, all alive and going. The
ear was entertained by well rendered
music, in most cases all parts being
carried by Mongolian voices with true
musical skill. Afcer appropriate open-
ing service, Rev. P. C. Hetzel, of Salem,
who was the first to move for the es-
tablishment of the mission, offered
prayer, after which followed the pro-
gramme proper.

The pupils did honor both to them-
selves and their teachers, especially to
Rev. and Mrs. Sickafoose, who have
had charge of the mission during the
tbree years past. They have had an
able assistant in Mr. Moy Ling, who is

"a minister and well educated in both

Chinese and English. Fifty of the
pupils have been brought into the
chureh, and between 400 and 500 have
received instructions since the school
was founded—three years ago. The
mission is under the auspices of the
Woman’s Missionary Society of the T.
B. Church, which owns the property
occupied by the school, free of debt
and valued at about $1200. From
this beginning they promise to do no-
bly their part in helping to supplant
the Joss house with the Christian
chureh, M.

Breathing at High Altitudes.

The Alpine Journal contains a state-
ment of the results obtained by Dr.
Marcet from many experiments on
breathing while climbing at high alti-
tudes. - He first shows by experiments
at ordinary altitudes and in a state of
rest: that some persons make mucli bet-
ter use than othersof the air they in-
hale, inasmuch as their exhalation is
very rich in carbonic acid; this may be
expressed by measuring the volume (at
sea-level pressure and freezing tempera-
ture) of air inhaled to produce one gram
weight of carbonic acid. Dr. Marcet
himself had to breathe 15.5 liters of air,
while two younger men needed only
18,7 and 10.8 liters respectively; the lat-
ter had a remarkable power of keeping
his breath wunder water, and was little
troubled in mountain ascents.

Further experiments, conducted at
various altitudes up to 14,600 feet, show
that, as & person ascends, he breathes 15
to 25 per cent. less air (reduced, as
- above, to standard pressure and temper-
ature) to produce a given weight of car-
bonic acid; the action of air on the blood
in the lungs seems, therefore, to be fa-
cilitated with decreasing destiny, Itis
evident that this will materially diminish
the quickness of breathing that would
otherwise be required in rarefied air.—
Boston Budget. ¢

Not Captivated by Country Life,.

In truth, there is no country life in
Amaorica, in the English sense of the
word. There are plenty of wealthy peo-
ple ‘with little or nothing to cccupy their
time. But thiey have not taken to, the
soil, and that pleasant autumn round of
hospitality which the American lady so
admires in England is practically un-
knowr in the states. . Hospitality of the
most Javish description is practiced by
our kindly kinsfolk, But it is exercised
in town, or at the seaside, where hap-
pily, hotel life is rapidly being displaced
by “cottage” or villa housekeeping. If
the well-introduced tourist visits New
York or Boston any time between June
and October; the chances are that he
will find the brown-stone fronted house
to which his letters are addressed closed.
The ladies, at all ever&ts, will be at New-
port, or Saratoga, or Atlantic City, or
Long Branch, or at thiéi* summer place
on the Hudson. The head of the house,
if still in town, will take a running trip
now and then tosee them, or, if the
place is clnse at hand, will come in and
go out twice a day. If less wealthy,
they may be found at a seaside hotel, or
a “mountain resort,” or as “summer
boarders” in a farm-house. But any-
thing like a stated migration to a coun-
try-house in the midst of the owner’s
own woods and fields and coverts, not
to return until April or May, is almost
unknown,

The reason of this is mainly that the
Americans have not yet been captivated
by country life. They lavish fortunes
on their town houses, and build yachts
which are marvels of luxury. But the
idea of laying out an estate and living
on it does not attract them. They buy
“real estate®™—to keepand sell af a profit,
not to enjoy it. The institutions of the
states are against this. As the entire es-
tate of a father must be equally divided
among his heirs, the accumulation of
land is surrounded by difficulties, and

_the country is advancizg sorapidly that

the chances are in favor of the owmer
being tempted to sell his park for a city
site or to run a railway through his gar-
den. Nor must it be forgotten that the
English landowner, with his inherited
rank and responsibilities, has bonds
binding him to the soil which are un-
known to the wealthiest American. The -
latter has no farms to lock after, no ten-
ants to arrange with, no “position in the
county” to keep up.—London News.
An Antedote for Arsenic.

Dr. Joseph Jones, of New Orleans, re-
commends most highly the drinking of
large quantities of fresh milk in cases of
arsenical poisioning. His explanation
of its action is, that it dilutes the poison,
incloses it in its coagula, sheathes the
inflamed surface of the mucous mem-
brane, and when the stomach is capable
of absorption and digestion, it forms an
aliment of the greatest value. His ex-
perience includes more than thirteen
cases, all of which recovered.—New Or-
leans Times-Democrat,

An American Swindler in the Toils.

Loxpoy, Jan. 18.—A man named

Tar Palladium of a recent date con-
fained a very creditable showing of
Benton Harbor’s business and growlh
during 1886. The total number of
packages of fruit and prodace shipped
by rail and lake in 1886 is computed at
upwards of 1,500,000, which returned
net proceeds amounting to $750,000.
Twenty firms and individuals are en-
gaged in the shipping business.
Among the new concerns put in opera-
tion is a pickle and vinegar company,
who ship their produet all over the
country. Although only in. operation
the last four months of the year they
paid out a total of $6,000 for produce,
as follows: Cucumbers, $2,500; ap-
ples, etc, $2,200; grain, $1,300. The
company employs an average of fen
men during the whole year with a pro-
portionate increase in the busy season.
They will use the product of several
hundred acres of cucumbers during
the next season. The canuning com-
pany put up 422,000 cans, paid $10,000
for tomatoes and $6,000 for wages,
employing from 150 to 175 hands dur-
ing the season, chiefly boys, girls and
women. A large establishment, for
evaporating fruit bought 45,000 bush-
els of apples and 800 crates of barries
and made 4,000 berrels of cider, paying
82,000 for labor. Three other con-
cerns make cider, the total onutput be-
ing 13,000 barvels.

Jn the days andthe places when the writer
erijoyed the exciting sport now known s
coasting: they used, to call it “riding down
“hill.7 - Perhapy this wvasn’t so good o name as
that: applied now, but there used to be just as
much fun initall the same. The hill down
which, the young peoplo of Blankville used to
go spinhing at the speed of & limited express
train afforded aride of more than a mile, and
the village was. about two-thirds down. Be-
youd. the village in the valley thers was a
“figtand. a mill: pond, and if the road was
g66d tHe-ride could be considerably length~
ened. Most of the “riding” was done on
moonlight nights, when everybody who could
possibly turn out would do so.

THE OLD TIME WAY.

Everybody went up the hill together, and
it was a jolly spectacle to seé a hundred peo-
ple, more or less, toiling up the long hill,
dragging their sleds after them. The ma-
Jjority of the party would always be boys and
girls, of course, but middle aged men were
not at all unusual, and there would occasion-
ally be a lady who was on the shady side of
life’s meridian, But, of course, the older
ones did not always walk up with the rest;
they more often took comfortablo seats in a
sleigh drawn by horses, and sotrode both ways.
But if any of the youngsters had avoided
the toil of the sport in that way they would
certainly have been sent to Coventry.

_The styles of sleds varied. “Store” sleds

wore at a discount. Most were made by the |

The general was an
inveterate enemy of the practice of feeing
waiters. Upon one oceasion L und Mis. Lo-
gan, with a distinguished party, were at the
Crossmau house, Alexandria Bay, where a
bangquet was spread in their hounor. 'The
waiters naturully expected a rich harvest in
the way of fees, but when after the feast they
compared notes, it was found that the gen-
eral and his wife had given their waiter thehr
bills of fare as mementoes of the ocession,
while the only other tip that bad been re-
eeived wus one of fifty cents from & reporter
who accompanied the parcy.

MRS. LUCY F. BARBER,

The Woman of Alfred, X. Y., Who Dared
to Present Her Vote.

The little village of Alfred, Alleghany
county, N. Y., was thrown into a state of
considerable excitement on Nov. 2 by the
action of Mrs. Lucy F. Barber, whopresented
herself at the polls, and demanded, when her
vote was challenged, that she be allowed to
swear it in. This the inspectors of election,
Isaac M. Langworthy, Albers W. Lang-
worthy and Frank B. Goodwin, after a long
con"ultation, concluded to do, and Ars. Barber
had the satisfaction of knowing that at least
one woman in the Empire state had exercised
tho same rights of franchise as are accorded
to mmen, Mrs. Barber was afterward arvested.
The matter is of particular interest, since,
upon the outcome of this case, to a great ex-
tent, depends the progress of the woman suf-
frage movement in New York state.

Airs. Barber’s face, as shown in the picture
here presented, is that of a. bright, sensible
and withal a determined woman. Her hair
is short,

Mrs, Barber was born in Alfred, and her
maiden name was Sweet. Her husband is a
farmer: She was married to him quite
young, and is the mother of eleven children,
six of whom ave living. Four died in in-

. fancy, and one was crushed to death while
| coupling cars.

Twenty-five years since sbe
was baptized by Rev. N. V. Hull into the.
Seventh Day Baptist church in Alfred, of
which she is still a member. She is also a
member of the Women’s: Christian Temper-
ance union.

She says that she was led to offer her vote
by the cireular issued by Mr. Hamilton Will-
cox, stating that the provisions of law which
formerly forbade women to vote in this state
have been repealed, declaring it the inspec-
tors” duty to receive the vote of any woman
who has the legal qualifications, especially if
she take the “voter’s oath,” and giving the
opinion of leading lawyers concurring.

REV. A. CLEVELAND COXE.

Tho Episcopal Bishop of Western New
York and Xis Pronounced Views.
The Rev. Arthur Cleveland Coxe, Episcopal
bishop of western New York, is o man of
strong conservative views and of intense de-
votion to his clurch, and he never loses an
opportunity to protest against that which he
does not Lelieve to be right. So when ik was
proposed to erect a crematorium in Buffalo
he was first in the field to opposa it. That he
did not succeed in his efforts to prevent its
building is not because heis not a good
fighter. His views on the question of crema-
tion were set forth at length in an articlo co-
titled “Vulcan on Mother Earth,” which ap-
peared in a. recent number of The Forum.
This has attracted wide spread attention.
Bishop Coxe has always been prominent in
his controversies with those of the Roman
Catholic faith. In
iS69 he published
an open letter to
Pius IX answering
hisbrief convoking
the vatican coun-
cil. In 1872 the
bishop published in
7% Paris *1} Episco-
. pat de’l Occident,”
X a summary of the
history of the Eng-
lish church, with
refutations of the

Romanists’ at-
REYV. MR. COXE. tacks. In 1873,

with Bishop Wilberforce, he issued a serial
publication in defense of .Anglo Cath-
olicity as against either extreme.
He was in sympathy with the Ox-
ford movement, so far as that movement was
within the bounds of Anglo Catbolicity, but
when Newman went over totle Romanists,
Coxe broke from his Oxford associations.
Within the last few montbs he has been en-
gaged in a spirited controversy with the
Roman Catholic clerzy of Buffalo. Heas-
serted that he could show from Jesuitical
writings that that sect upheld and believed in
the doctrine that “the end justities the neans.”
The fathers of Caninus college in several
newspaper articles denied the bishop's nsser-
tion, and one offered the bishop $1,000 if he
would produce his Jesuit authority. This the
bishop has not yet done, and the controversy
is practically dropped for the present.
Arthur Cleveland Coxe was born in Jloiris
county, N. J., May 10, 1818. His parents re-
moved to New York city two years later.
WVhen he was 20 years old he was graduated
from the University of the City of New
York. Hereceived his theological training
nbt the general theological seminary of St.
Paul's chapel in New York and was made
rector of the Episcopal church in Morrisania,
N.Y,,in1841. After this he went to Hart-
ford, Conn., and in 1851 he made an extended
Turopean tour. He visited Rome twice dur-
ing the reign of Pope Pius IX and at the re-
quest of the bishop of Oxford, Bishop Wil
berforce, prepared and published in Oxford
that antbor’s “Proposals for a New Reforma-
tion,” foretelling the old Catholic movement
asabhand. After his return from Europe

he was given a church at Baltimore, where
he resided during the first two years of the

civil war, He visited tho battlefields, giving |

comfort and consolation to the wounded and
dying Union soldiers. In 1865 he was made
second bishop of the diocese of western New
York, succeeding Bishop DeLancy, senior
bishop, upon his death, in 1S66.
