The Strength of Snails.

Perceiving a common snaill, Helix
aspersa, crawling up the window
blind one evening, it occurred to me to
try what it ecould draw up perpendicu-
larly. Accordingly, I attached to its
shell four reels of cotton, fastening
one after the other until T acertained
that a greater load would exceed the
limit of its strength. I then weighed
the entire load and found it weighed
217 ounces, while the snail weighed
only i{ ounce. Thus it 'was able tolift
perpendicularly nine times its own
weight. I then made an experiment
with a larger snail weighing one-third
ounce, the load being composed chiefly
of the same material as the last, but so
placed as to be drawn in a horizontal |
position on the table. Reels of cotton
to the number of twelve were fastened |
to it, with a pair of scissors, a serew
driver, a key and a knife, weighing al-
logether seventeen ocunces, or fitty
times the weight of the srail. The
same snail when placed on the ceiling
was able to travel with a weight of
four ounces suspended from its shell.
I next tried it on & plece of common
thread, suspended and hanging loose
with another snail of its own weight,
which it carried up the thread with
apparent ease. After this I tried it on
a single horsehair strained in 2 horizon-
tal position position, but it had then
enough to do to crawl over this parrow
bridge without a load.—ZE. Sanford.

. FACTS AND FALSEHOOD.

It is an old saying that “no falsehood
is so hard to combat as a hali-truth.”
Indeed a report that has just ftruth
enough in it so that it cannot be flatly
contradicted and denied will do tenfold
the injury that a deliberate falsehood
can possibly. accomplish. The New
York Times, a journal that has ac-
quired a wide reputation for its fair-
ness and truthfulness, is guilty of
giving currency to- one of these non-
descript lies, that is most assiduously
copied by papers that have little the
repufation of the Times, to mislead the
people. The assertion referred to is
that “in the prohibition state of Ver-
mont there are 494 liquor dealers who
paid the Umted States tax in 1883 and
573 in 1886.*

The assertion is probably true, buf
it is false in the sense that it is wholly
and totally misleading, The inference
that it is designed shall be drawn from
the statement is that the prohibitory
state of Vermont has 573 places where
liguor i refailed to the public for the
convenience of anyone who wants it,
and that therefore the prohibitorylaw
in that state is a failure. That is
where the falsehood comes in. Under
the laws of that state each town has
an agent, appointed by the town au-
thorities, who can sell liquor only on
the prescription of a regular physician,
or, in cases of necessity, within the
knowledge of the town agent, He
must keep a register of the name of
the purchaser, the kind and quantity
of liquor obtained, and the use to
which it is to be put. This register is
open to the public and can be exam-
ined by anyone. These town agente
have to pay the United States tax that
any retail dealer has to pay. There
are dbout two hundred and forty-five
towns in the state, and, of course, that
number of town agents who payan in-
ternal-revenue tax, but these agents
are temperance men, and if any one
supposes it is an easy thing to pur-
chase liquor of one of them, it is be-

cause he has never had any experience |

in that direction.

There are in Vermont®
druggists who use spirituous liguorsin

Tndiana Correspondence.
Daxyis, Indiana.

EDITOR RECORD:—You will please
excuse the slight sensitiveness I may
séem to feel, over your comparizon of
the schools and school laws of Michi-
gan, with those of Indiana, as set forth
in the RECORD of Feb. 24.

Having traveled over the greater
part of the State of Indiana, and my
business, a part of the time, being of
. such a nature as to bring me in con-
. tact with the schools of the State, I
have had a fair chance for observa-
tion, the result of which, has led me
in my weak judgment to decidedly
favor those of Michigan. WhileI am
willing to give credit to the able
management of some splendid schools
in Indiana, I believe the plan of the
management of schools generally
under the laws of Indiana is far in-
ferior to that of Michigan. I have
not time nor space to enter into the
entire advantages of the one, and dis-
advantages of the other, but as youn
are familiar with the laws of Michi-
gan, I will only cite one or two dis-
advantages under the Indiana law.
The law provides that the people shall
elect. one Trustee for each township to
serve two years, chalgg__d With et
ownership and mangg¥ment of school
property, to_Jevy local taxes, employ
teachescause township institutes to
be held, make reports to county
Superintendents and commissioners,
aud constitute'a county board of edu-
cation, which adopts text books, etc.
The law also makes it the duty of the
several Trustees of the county to elect
one Superintendent for the county,
to whom they report, to serve two
years. [Ibis here that the law needs
correction. The Superintendent should
be elected by the peorle—IEd.]
Now, Sir, the Trustee of the township
nof only has the school, etc., in charge,
but all roads, bridges, ditches, drains,
and other township matiers so that the
township fnance is under his coatrol,
and he must give a heavy bond for
faithful performance, and his financial
qualifications are the only incentive to
his election. [Too much authority for
oneman., We have seperateofticersfor
such quties, which have no connection
with the schools, whatever.—Ed]
To give you a practical illustration:
One year ago this winter, we had a
small boy in the school for teacher.
No scholars., Why? Teacher don’t
know anything., Has he a certificate?
Yes. How did he get it? Don’t
know. Why don’t the Trustee inves-
tigate the matter? Trustee ean’t read
or write 8 word of English. Why did
you elect an uneducated man to run
your schiool? Because there is not an
educated man in the township who is
able to give a bond required of a Trus- |
tee. Again—This winter we have a
number of schools with no scholars.
TWhy no scholars? Because the teacher
don’t know anything. Why did Al.
C., the Trustee, hire such teachers?
Because the most of them are his
relatives, and some of them wish to
make a stake so they can go to school
a year. So we must educate Mr, C.3
relatives? Yes. - Again—\When I was
traveling, three years ago, Ichanced to
be in a township not far from South
Bend, where a Trustes, it was said, got
affronted by the complaints of some of
the patrens of two of the schools in
the township, whereupon, to get even
with them, he changed all the teachers
in the township, thereby breaking
up and virtually ruining every school
in the township. Now, these are by
no means isolated cases. The point L
wish to make is this: a Trustee has
the whole eontrol of schools.

John Walker IIolcombe, Supt. of
public instruction, says (school laws
of 1883. page 50) “The township Trus-
tee is clothed with almost autoecratic
power in all school matters. The
voters and taxpayers of the township
bhave but little if indeed any voice or
part in the control of the delails of
educational affairs. So far as the
actual authority is concerned the
Trustee is the corperation.” He also
has the election of, and consequently
the control of, the Superintendent to
whom he reports. He may La ignor-
ant or dishonest. Ile may elect an
ignorant ora dishonest Superintendent.
Consequently many unqualified ap-
plicants may be granted a certificate,
which is certainly done. Nor is it a
fact, that the best teachers of JMichi-
gan come over the line to teach.
[That is most cerfainly the case ab {his
point, and has been. so for a number
of years.—Ed.]

It is trae that under the Iaw all of
the teachers of the township receive a
uniform price, which is an advantage
to poor teachers. The price of teachers
in Indiana is better than in Alichigan,
and I sincerely hope there may le
better inducement to students in the
way of teachers’ wages. Buat I really
believe the plan of township officers to
superintend schools and examine
teachers, works the best results.

The Asuthorities Have Not Decided to
This Day Which Whipped.
F¥ederal and Confoderate Armies Fight
Two Days and Then Withdraw=TPor-
iraits of the Leaders on Both Sides.
Albert Pike’s Indians Use Tomahawks

and Scalping KniveMen. VYan, Doru’s .

Proclamation=A Fiorce Battle YWhose
Story Has Not Been Fully Written.

The battle of Pea Ridge was fought Fri-
day and Saturday, March 7 and.§, 1862, The
dead were buried on Sunday. If the fight
had taken place east of the Mississippi it would
have taken a prominent place in history.
But it was fought in the northwestern corner
of Arkansas, Railroads had scarcely pene-
trated: into that region yet, and telegraphs
were mysterious things which a good many
peoplé did not eéven believe in. Therefore
the full bistory of FPea Ridge has never been
written, Yet that fight is entitled to one
mnbappy distinction: It wasthemostbarbar-
ous battle of the civil war.

During the first years of the war, the south
bhad better generals than the north. _As early
as the summer of 1561, the Confederacy sent
anemissary west to
stir up the Indians.
against the United
States govern-
ment. This was
Albert Pike, the
poet, a man of tine

‘labored successful-

of the Indian ferri-
tory, the Creeks,
Chickasaws, Choc-

in America '} and Cherokees.
Chief John Ross, of the Cherokee nation op-
posed him, but at length yielded to theimpor-
tunitied of the tribe, and struck a hargaim
with the Confederate agent. Pike was the
regularly accredited commissioner of the
Confederate States of America’to the Indians,
He promised to pay to the red men the annu-
jties they had heretofore received from the
United States. He also promised to taka the
southern part of the Indian territory under
Confederate protection. Thiz inclnded the
country of the Choctatws and Chickasaws.
Pike’s design was to'secure in time the whala
Indian territory to the Confederacy.

The Indians raised a force of 5,000 men for
the war. Jefferson. Davis had authorized
Pike to enlist threo regiments. The Indian
agreement. was ratified ab a.mass meeting at
Tahlequah, the Cherokee capital. It was
signed by “John Ross; Principal Chief of the
Cherokee Nation.” It was secretly against
bis will, however. His wife, & young, well
educated woman, was: so: opposed to it that
she drove offf the men who tried toraise a
Confederate flag' over her house, and they
bhad to give np the attempt. This was the
last of August, 1861, Jobn Ross was nearly
white, having only one-eighth Indian blood.
He was 2 man fit for a gréat leader any-
where. He had cast his lot with bis:Tndian
bretbren, although his appearance gave no:
sign of the dusky blood in his veins. For
more than forty yearshe had acted as the
Moses. who led his tribe from barbarism to
civilization. Ho escaped north with his fam-
ily in the summer of 1862.

Ross' Indians, however, with those of
other tr#bes; joined the Confederate army
under Albert Pike, who was madea briga-
dier general.

In December, 1861, the Confederate general,
Sterling Price, who-had advanced again into
Missouri with 15~
000 men, made a
rousing, appeal to
the men of that
state to Join him.

which finally, including the re-enforcements
added from time to time, amounted to 12,-
095imen, Curtiswas an Ohio man,a West
Yot graduoate, and he had been a colonel in
the. Mexican war. He had been a congress
man from fowa, and'lived in that state when
the civil war broke out.

An instructive part of war history is got
fromseading the ¢correspondence and the re-
ports in the government archives. Nearly
all the generals in the field constantly beg the
department commanders for re-enforcements,,
and are answered that re-enforcements are
being forwarded as fast as possible.

In Halleck’s: instruction to Curtis he con-
stantly urges the latter to keep his men to-
gether, and not let the epemy fight him in
detail, “Throw out your cavalry carefully,”
says Halleck, “like fingers to the hand, so that
they can be drawn in oun the main body.”
Curtis, in one of his letters, declares that. he
must have cavalry horses, 400 new sets. of ar-
tillery harness and “10,000. pairs. of pants.”
Halleck auswers: back that “pants: will be:
sent,” but he cannot spare any horses.

Missouri and Arkansas were: the scene of
the most desperate guerrilla fighting of the
war, and this fact is also reflecfed. in Curtis’
letters. -Ho tells Col. Clark. Wright: “There
isa gx‘e&;ﬁ sef:of Togues about: Keitsville and I
hope you.will find and arrest and send back
the most of them, Another of Curtis’ orders
is very strict in regard to. protection of pri-
vate property. He will not: permit houses to
be entered, unless for spies, arins: or soldiers.
“Restrain your troops. from: acts of cruelty
and folly,” he directs Col. Wright.

This is the Boston mountains, a stretch of
hills 2,000 feot high.

Gen, Earl Van Dorn had been recently ap-
poiuted to the command of the Confederato
Traus-Mississippi
department, Many
regard Van Dorn
as the most brillisnt
cavalry officer of
the Confederacy.

March 2.1862. A salute of forty guns was
fired to welcome him, and he addressed the
troops. Ha issued a proclamation to. this
effect: .

“Soldiers! behold your leader! He comes
to show you tho way to glory and immortal
renown. He comes to hurl back the minions
of the despots at Washington, whose ignor-
ance, licentiousness and brutality are equaled
only by their craven natures. * = * The
flag of our country is waving on the southern
borders of Missouri, planted there by my
- hands, under authority from our chicf magis-
trate. * * * Shallit wavo there in melan-
. choly loneliness, asa fall leaf in our primeval
- forests, orshall its beautiful field and bright
stars flaunt in the breeze over tho bright bat-
talions of Arkansas, of Texas and of Louisi-
ana, as they are marshaling to do battle with
Missouri for victory, for lionor and for inde-
pendencel Awake, young meu of Arkansas,
. and arm! Beautiful maidens cf Louisiana,
smile not on the craven youth who may lin
ger by your hearth when the rude blast of
war is sounding in your ears!

Price had not retreated to Boston monntains
becauso he did not mean to fight. He wished
| to gain time for re-enforccment, and also a
favorable position for battle, He was joined
by Gen. McColloch and by Albert Pike with his
Indians. On the morning of March 5, Gen.
Van Dorn moved forward at the head of
about 23,000 troops, under Gens. Price, Mc-
Culloch, McIntosh and Pike.
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Halleck's orders to Curtis had been to keep
. the enemy south of Boston mountains. But
small detachments of his troops had been left
as:guards here and there along the route, as
he followed after Price, till his army bad be-
come stretched out very thin. They had
marched into Arkansas traveling at the rate
of twenty miles a day, an extraordinary
march under the circumstances. Curtis’
force was much smaller than the re-enforced
Confederatearmy. Curtis therefore fell back
north from the neighborhood of Boston
mountains and took a position nearer to Mis-
souri, at Bentonville. Hehad retreated from
Fayetteville. Van Dorn followed and the
Confederate army became in turn the pursuer.
Curtis resolved to dispose his forces about
Sugar creek, near Bentonville, and await the
battle which he saw must come.

Until be reached Sugar creek, however, he
was not aware of Van Dorn’s arrival in the
Confederate camp. It made things look
shaky for hislittle army, 25,000 against 12,000,
bat Curtis did not weaken. It was too late
to rum; if he had wanted to.

The reader will see from the map the dispo-
sition of the forces on each side. Sugar creek
flows first westward through a mountain de-~
file, then northward, skirting a clump of
mountains. The westerly portion of the
clump is called Psa Ridge. Thence the batile

gets its name. It is also sometimes called the
battle of Elkhorn tavern, from a house in
the eastern part of the mountain group.

In the map the blaclk, broken lines to the
northward indicate the Confederate troops,
the open ones a little south of them the
Federals. By a skilifful movement Van
Dorn had flanked Curtis on the night of
March 6 and gained hisrear. Thisthreatened
to cut off Curtis' communication with Spring-
field, Mo., and his supplies, The aspect was
black enough.

Gen. Franz Sigel distinguished himself hon-
orably in a skirmish on March 6. His camp
was the most westerly of Curtis” forces, being
near Bentonville, which appears on the map.

. Van Dorn passed through that town on his

way northward to get in Curtis’ rear. By
skillfully covering his right flank with a cav-
- alry movement Sigel managed to get off with
his whole supply train and convey it to Sugar
creek. Abont 600 men and five piecesof light
artillery were behind at Bentonville, and in a
moment they were surrounded with Confed-
erate cavalry and infantry. Sigel himself
‘was fortunately with them, however, having |
staid with therear guard, He handied-the
brave 600 so skillfully, ngw fighting, now re-
treating, alwaxs-flearer to Curtis and Pea
Ridge, that hefnanaged to bring them nearly
all off in-sifety, over o distance of ten miles.

Curtis’s front was to the south, from which

direction he expected the enemy to come.
Van Dorn on his

~ northward march
made a detour to
the west ond flanked
Curtis on the right
by amasterly move-
ment. Heleft Pike
and his Indians two
miles to Curtis
right, and another
small force to make
2 a feint on the fronb
while he dashed on
with. all speed to
maketherenl attack
on the Federal rear.
The surprise was complete. Nob tiil the
morning of March 7, did Curtis discover
what his enemy was up to. Then with the
utmost haste he wheeled his men about and
changed rear to front, and stretched his army
in line of battle across Pea Ridge. Van
Dorn’s force was twice as large as his own,
and included Indinns snd border Texans.

Curtis’ battle line extended east and west
across Pea Ridge between thiree and four
miles from Sugar creek to Elkhorn tavern.
With this hastily changed Federal front, the
two armies faced each otlier lilte this¢

Confederates cn the north, Federals on the
south:

The names are those of Van Dorn's and
Curtis’ division commanders. Gen. Alexander
Asboth had c¢harge of Curtis’ cavalry and
artillery. Cross Timber Hollow was a deep
and difficult ravine, covered with fallen trees,
between the two armies. Through this liollow
they had to reach each other.

Col. Osterhaus, of Chicago, opened the
fight by an attack on Van Dorn’s center
at 10:30 in the morning, March 7. Just ashe
commenced this movement word was hastily
brought to Curtis that his pickets had been
driven in.

So the battle was begun, Soon there was
tremendous fighting, The woods swarmed
with Confederates, who seemed to spring from
Jthe ground. Carr's division, on the extreme
right, had been: heavily attacked, and Oster-
haus was driven back. Curtis had ordered
+Gen, Davis to the relief of Carron the right,
.but Osterhaus’ men. came flyitig' back upon
the center. The order to Davis was counter-
manded, and be was told to stay and help
Osterhaus. He quickly changed his line of
Jnarch- under fire. Very shortly Gen. Davis
found himself anid Osterkaus fighting BlcCul-
loch, McIntosh, Pike and all Pike's Indians,
with the poet and Jobn Ross at the head of
them. Back he and Osterhaus wavered, and
then gathered strength and advanced again.
They swayed back and forth inastorm of
shot.

e It settled the fortune of the day
then. The Uonfederates broke and fled.
Both Gens. McCulloch and McIntosh fell
mortally wounded. Their forces tried to re-
form, but Sigel came up with two batteries
of heavy artillery and it was all over.
to help Carr. That day Cayr lhad fought

Van

Dorn himself was

in command here

most of the day,
and hero tho most
terrific fighting of

the battle took
place. Tarly in

tho day Col. Carr
bad sent to Curtis
for ro-enforce-
ments. They could
not bespared. Ho
fouzbt on, and
once more senb for
help, saying he could hold out no longer.
Again there was no assistance, “Persevere,”
said the commanding general. He did so,
till o fourth of his men Ilay dead, dying and
wounded upon the field. TVhen the left and
center wert safe, and Asboth, Gen. Curtis
and later Sigel himself, pressed to Carr's aid,
they found him fighting on still, with a shat-
tered army, and the ground for a maile:strewn
with his dead and wounded. ‘

The fighting was renewed hotly as ever fov
a time and Asboth was wounded. Then
night fell, and both armies bivonacked vpon
the field, with the dead and dying all about
them.

In the morning of March 8, there was more
fighting around Elkhorn tavern.. The force
of bLoth armies was concentrated there.
Sigcl’'s men with several heavy batteries bore
the it of ib.  Gen. Davis opened a cross
firc oun the Confederate left. Cannon thunder
and iron hail filled the air with terror, till at
Iast the Confederates could endurc it no
longer. Their batteries were planted upon
the hills of Pea Ridge. They turned to fly,
and Sigel’s men were dashing up the hills
after them. It was a picturesque sight.
Gurtis says in bis report:

“The upward movement of the gullant
Thirty-sixth Illinois, with its dark blue line
of men and its gleaming bayonets, steadily
rose from base to summit, where it dashed
forward, driving and scatterim.;; the encmy
from these commanding heights,”

So ended the battle of Pea Ridge. It was
not a victory for either side, but it ended. the
fizhting in that part of Arkansas and Mis-
souri. It was fought in a corner near the
border line of three states, Missowri, Avkan-
sas, Kansas and the Indian Territory. Van
Dorn encamped with his men eight miles
from the battle field, and buried his dead un-
dera flag-of truce.” Then he went his way
south of Boston mountains, getting off
with mnearly all his baggage. The loss on
cach side was about 1,000. Both armies bad
hod enough of fighting for a time. Curlis
encamped at Keitsville fo rest and care “for
bis memn,

Pike’s Indians tomabawlked their fallen foss
and scalped and mutilated them. A Confed-
erate officer, in a letter to The Richmond
Whiyz, declared that he saw the Texans doing
the same thing. On the other band, Van
Dorn charged that some of Sigel's men mur-
Qered several prisoners of war in cold blood.
It must be remembered that Pes Ridge was s
spavsmer of border warfare.

A FAMOUS SUNDAY FIGHT.

The Gray Bearded Pilot of {hoe Merri-
mac Deseribes the Battle,

The Confederate Ram Merriminc Accom-
plished Greater Work of Destraction
in a Single Half Day Than Any Cther
War Vessel Ever Built~But She Could
Not Whip Capt. John XEricsson’s DIon-
itor—~Battle of The Xron Clads, darch
9, 1862

On the shores at the mouth of the blue
Chesapeake this time of year the air is ‘mild
as June. Salt breeze and pine forest mingle
and give it bracing fragrance. Fig trees and
fringy cape myrtles live outdoors the year
around. It is one of the most delightful
spots. of the earth. Visitors to Old Puint
Comfort and Fortress Monvoe linger on day
after day. 'Travelers stopping at the great
hotel cast of the fortress sit Bour by hour in
the verandas. Anon they change and take a
sail over the bright waters with the eaptain.

Everyhody calls him the captain. Heisa
bale, gray bearded man with akeen eycanda
strong frame. He has been about the Chesa-
peake and Noriolk bay more yearsthan a
good many of our readers have lived. Year
after year, too, while the loiterers sit and
gaze, now ab the blue sky, now at the softly
rolling breakers which are even as blue, they
ask the captsain to tell them the story of the
Merrimac and the AMonitor fight.

MEERB{AG AND MONITOR.
Frof “Lossing’s Civil War.”]

The Capt“ﬁh was the pilot of the Meirimac
that day Gff Hampton roads, March 9, 1862.
The Merrimac was 2 fine new steam frigate.
When_¢he United States cfficer, Commodore
| McCauley. sct fire to his own government’s
navy yard at Norfellt and burned the ships,
the Merrimac was among those fired and leit
to consume. Thiswas April 21, 1861.

But the Merrimac was not entirely de-
stroyed. She was burned to the copper line.
Then she sank. To raiso her again, to it her
. out as a war vessel, was not a task of very

great difficulty for the Confederate govern-
ment, Her exterior pattern was changed
somewhat. In armor plating her, and other-
wise fitting her for naval warfare, the Con-
federates affixed to her bows a long, powerful
iron beak. In brief, when the refitting was
done, and the Aerrimac was furned out
of the Norfolk or Portsmouth navy
yard she became the siteam ram Vip-
ginia, the terror of every United States
ship afloat. Steaming up, head on, she was
able to send ber long, swordfish beak crashing
through the sides of the strongest wooden
ship. Thus, attacking vessels one ata time,
the Virginia was prepared to vanquish the
whole United States navy and commercial
marine. What is more, she had besn fitted
upin the United States govermment's own
navy yard, of good iron and steel belonging
to.the nation.

The new pattern given to her was the idea
of Lieut. Jobn M. Brooks, himself a United
States naval officer whahad taken the Confed-
erateside. Thebattering ram or false bowex-
tended out ahead of hei 83 feet. She had two
powerful enginesbelow the water line, Her
roof and sides were covered with oak over two
feet thick, and upon this was plated iron 6
inches through. The ranm: in front was also
composed of cak and iron. The vessel was
armed with soveral great guns for those days,
. carrying shot-of from 82 to 100 pounds, and a
120-pound shell.

Such was the ram Virginia. She is better
Eknown, Lhowever, the world over, by her for-
mer name, the Merrimace, and that is tbe
nawme which will be used in this story.

The Federal vessels lay about the roads noti
very near together.

“The Minncsota and the Roanoke were heie
near Fortress Monroe, the Cumberland and
Congress were oft yonder soith, near the
mouth of the Elizabeth river,”says the cap-
tain.

About noon, Saturday, March 8, the Tes-
eral lookouts saw something coming down
the Elizabeth river. It was, in fact, three
things, as they presently moved nearer. 1t
was three steamers.  Two:of them were ordi-
aary gunboats. The othber was aqueer looking
craft, appearing like the roof of a barnsteam-
ing down stream. Was fhis the Merrimac?
The little fleet came steaming down the rviver
and out into the roads. Quickly tho Xinme-
sota and the Roanoke made ready to wmeet
the newcomers.
Aerrimae at last, The Roanoke had abroken
shaft. She had to betowed out into the
water Dy tugs.

It does not take long to tell the story of
wiat followed.  The Minnesota growmided
vt ol vange of the Virginia, and could not
ho got off. 1k was ebb tide. Presently tho
Roanoke grounded ot Lhe stern.  Tho Uuited
States navy was not worth much moro then
than it is now.

Tha Congress and Cumberland were an-
choved nearest to the.coming monitor as she
steamed out of Elizabeth viver.

Thaere was some exchange of shots as the
Merrimae came booming on.  One shot from
ker disablzd soveral guuaners on the Camber-
land. The Cumberland was swung broadside
ucross the channel The Merrimac went at
her straight as an arrow and rammed her
iron beak into the Cumiberland’s side. A
great onening was made and water pouved in
a torrent into the Cumberland. Then the
Merrimac opened fire. Every shot hit the
mark, and the decks of the wooden ship wore
soon coverad with dead and injured. In
three-quarters of an hour the mortally Inir
sVip went down in fifty-four frct of water,
carrring dead. dying and wounded with her.
Somo were picked up in boats from the shove
and a few swam to land.  The Cuam-

berland’s topmast showedl obove wa-
ter, with her flag still flying. It was
the tarn of the Congress next. The

two companion guunbozts of the Merrimac
had attacked her. Seeing the fate of the
Cuamberland, Lieut. Pendergast, commander
of the Congress, ran her aground by means
of tugs,in order to prevent the Merrimac
from sinking her. The Merrimac, after sink-
ing the Cumberland began pouring shot into
the Congress. The aim of the Confederates
was marvelously accurate. Tho firing from
the Congress had no effect on the Merrimac's
sloping iron sides.

At 4:30 Lieut. Pendergast, seeing all was
over, hauled down the stars and stvipes, and
ran up a white flag in token of surrender.
The Confederates sent a tug to take formal
possession,

But the Congress was under shelter of the
Union batteries at Newport News, and they
opened fire and drove the tug off. It is said
they did not sce the white flag. Then the
Merrimac poured red hot shot into the poor
old ship again. Presently she left her and
bore down upon the Minnesota.

In this interval, the crew of the Congress,
what there were leffi of them, escaped to
shore in the boats. Next morning, of the 43¢
brave men and true who had composed her
crew, only half answered to their names at
roll call. Tho rest were killed, wounded and
missing,

There had come into Hampton Roads on
Friday, March G, the naval ship St. Law-
rencegg a.sailer. Seeing how the battle was go-
ing/ she had herself toived towmrd the
grounded Minnesota, and presently she her-
sclf grounded. Together the two helpless
vessels waited the onslaught of the:iron
beaked monster. There seems to have
been inexplicable ignorance of the channels
on the part of the Federal pilots, The Roa-
noke, the Minnesota and the St Lawrence
all ran aground.

The St Lawrence fired a broadside at the
Merrimac, which did not the slightest harm,
The Merrimac fired one single shell at the St
Lawrence. It went through the wooden ship
like a bolt of lightning. Then the St. Law-
rence, hors <du combuat, stole off liko a
whipped animal up toward Fortress iMonroe,

It was gefting dark. Theram and her at-
tendant gunboats drew off from the {ight and
steamed to Sewell’s point, where they
anchored. The hotshot the ram bhad throwa
last into the Congress had been for thopur-
pose of setting fire to her. This object was
accomplished. The battered ship burned to
the water’s edge. About midnight the fives
reached ber powder magazine, when she
blew up with & fremendous roar, and that
weas the end of the Congress.

About midnight a strange small crait came
and anchored beside the Afinnesota. The
Confederates who saw herr next morning said
afterwards she looked like a black plank with
a Yankee cheese box on top. The mysterious
small flat object was John Ericsson’s Monitor
aud this was her trial trip. She had come
into the roads that night just in time to hear
the last of the cannonading. Her commander
was Lieut, John L. Worden, U. S. N,

The “Yankee cheese box” that the Confed-
erates saw was a revolving tower or turret,
twenty feet in diameter and ten feet high,
bomb proof. Insidewere two 1l-inch Dahl-
gren camon, which could be turned and
aimed in any direction through the portboles
of the tower. The guns were revolved with
power from the double cylinder engine thaf
propelled the boat. The deck of the vessel
was nearly level with the water, and down
vuder this all the crew stayed except the
two who worked the gunswithin the turret.
The boat was sharpened ab both ends, 124 feet
Iong, 84 feet wide, and had a double hull
1ue upper hull projected all over the lower
one, and protected anchor, rudder and screw
propeller. Tho whole top was decked over with
heavy iron. The top of the turret was of rail-
road bar iron, armored over with iron plate,
liolesbeing left for ventilation. To get at the
Monuitor’s machinery, and damage her, a shot
would have to pass through twenty feet of
water and then strike a slanting heavy ictn
piate. Thus there was nothing a shot could
touch except the flat deck or the turret or
the low fat pilos house, which latter was as
lLieavily built as the turret. Thesmokse stack,
also protected with heavy iron boxing, was
Tuils teloscope fashion with slides that coull
be drawn within one another when the vessel
- was in action,

There was no way to get into lier cxcept
down a ladder through the turret, one mwan
at o time. Such was the invincible Jittle
demon of war that came down to meet the
Mearrimace. Ske wes builtin 100 days out
and out.

The Merrimac and Monitor fight was no
exception to the rule that the greatbattles
of, our war occurred on Sunday. ‘Sodid the
battle of Waterloo, and ‘many other great
fizlits the world over. .

Sanday, March 9, about 6o’clock in the
morning, tie sloping roof of the tremendous
ram loomed up through the haze, and bore
down upon the Minnesota. With her were
her attendants of the day before, the Con-
federate gunboats Patrick Henry, James-
town, Raleigh, Beaufort and Teaser. To-
gether they corried eleven guns. In the
battle of the day before Commodore Bu-
chanan liad been severely wounded by
# shot from the Congress, and in the ac-
tion of March 9, the command devolved
upon his first officer, Lieut. Catesby Jones,
The powder division onboard the Congress was
in-charge of Paymaster McKean Buchanan,
brother of the commander of the Merrimac.

Only one thing had prevented the destruc-
tion of the Minnesota in the action of Satur-
day, and that was the fact that she. was
grounded in water too shoal for the Mer-
rimac to come near her, Her misfortune had
proved her salvation.

The little Monitor followed in her wake
and when the Merrimas turncd her iron besk
forward, thero was tho cheese box directly
between lier and the Minnescta. Tho stern
guns of tho Miunesota opened on tho ram,
but sho vas invulnerable. I¢ her sides had
been perpendicular, somo of the filty great
shots which struck her frem Capt. Van
Brunt’s guns on the Minnesota, must have
penetrated her.

As tho ram approached, the little DMoni-
tor’s turret guns began to revolve and fire.
The ram answered with a tremencdous broad-
side. Omneconical shot from the hugo Arm-
strong gun penetrated the Monitor's tinwet
part way, but the bolt Lroke ofii and re-
‘mained sticking between the bars of railroad
iron, bent and flattened. “he relic is stil)
preserved. Other shot from the ram flew
around and over the Monitor without effect.
The little raft steamed around and around
her ponderous foe, seeking a paint of attack.
But there was none.  They pounded at cach
other tremendously, neither hurting tbe
other.

The Merrimar, finding she had made no im-
pression on the Mouitor, turned her guns onze
more upon the Merrimac and made a suvage
attack, which told terribly. At that momcnt
the little Monitor steamed up and piace:d ber-
self between the ram awd the Minnesota. The
Merrimac chaunged her position and oncemore
the big ram and the Little turreb ship grappled.
The Merrimac groumded and the Minne-
sota trained her guns directly upon bler,
She ot nfloat and turmed towards Norfoik,
the Monitor after her.

Suddenly the Merrimac tarned like an ani-
mal maddened and headed with all her foree
directly at ithe Monitor, seeking to run her
down. The iron beak grated over the level
deck, and the little raft came up szrenely
ready for ficht azain. The Merrimac was
more damaged than her antagonist. One
heavy shob penctratet the armor of the ram.
There was n:iore maneuvering amd more can-
nonading at cloie quarters, when suddenly
the firing ceased.

The Minnesota had been terribly shattered.
A shot.from the Merrimac had exploded the
boiler of the tug Dragon, scalding several
men. The Minnesota, by throwing over-
board some guuns and other heavy articles,
and by attaching several more tugs to pull
and strain at her, got out of her mud bed
Monday morning and went up uander the
shelter of Fortress Monroe.

In the two days’ fighting tbe Faderal
forces lost nearly 400 men and two valuable
ships; the Counfederate forces lost thirteen
men. The Monitor was struck with shot
twenby-two times, -on2 of which damaged the
pilot house somewhat. 7 ho Xerrimac’s long
iron Low had been twisted when she ran into
the Cumberland. Two of her guns were
Lroken, her sineke and steain pipes and Qlag
staff wero shot awaiy, and as sho steamed up
Norfolk bay it was scen that she sagged at
the stern.

“But what did tke Aounitor and XMerrimace
do next? “They never came together again,”
said the gray bearded captzin. “They watched
uround there a good while, the Merrimac pro-
recting Novfolk and the mouth of the Jumes,
the Monitor protecting the Chesapeake. Once
in a while cach one would come out and
scream arouind with her steam whistle awhile
mighty sassy, pretending to challenze. Duf
if the other scemed likely to take it up that
one Lacked off in a hurry. One was afraid
