A WONDERFUL CASE.

“I had been a medical student at R—
College for about two years,” said a
grayhaired doctor who was one of the
party around the cabin stove, “when I
met with a singular advenbure, It
was forty years ago, and only a few
lines concerning it were ever pub-
lished. The State prison was, located
in the same city., and although there
was no law to that effect, as is the
ease now, all bodies of dead convicts
not claimed by friends were turned
over to our college for subjects. It
sometimes happened, howevyer, that we
did not want them, as we drew from
other localities, and the classes were
much fewer in number than now. A}
the time I speak of we had three or
four subjects, and would not want any
more for weeks. .

“One day—it was in June—I re-
ceived a note requesting me to c¢all on
a conviect at the prison nmamed James
-Harney. e was a man only 28 years
of age, and had escaped the gallows by
a seratch to be sentenced to solitary
confinement for life. Judges stiil sen-
tence men to solitary confinement,
but it 18 well known that the sentence
is not carried out. After abrief period
in a dark cell the convict is set to work
with the other prisoners and treated
just the same. At thattime, however,
solitary confinement was a dungeon
darker than midnight, with ieave to
walk in a corridor lighted by lamps
half an hour every third day. Harney
was a stout, robust fellow, with a con-
stitution like iron, and had been in
prison over two years when he sent
for me. Some influential friends of
his had interceded with the Governor,
and ITarney himself had saved a
keeper from being killed by an insane
convich, and in consequence the terms
of his sentence had been modified and
mitigated. He was permitted to have
the run of a corridor, an ordinary cell
was allotted to him, and a part of the
time he carried the meals to the men
still in the dungeons. There was no
possible chance for him to eseape, and,
as he bad apparently resigned himself
to his fate, no one suspected him of
such an intention. Xe had got a note
to me on the excuse that he had some
important matters to reveal regarding
a robbery perpetrated on my father,
then dead. I went to the prison sup-
posing that was the convict’s sole
object. I was permitted to talk with
him with an iron grating belween us
and a keeper sitting o few feet away
tosee that T did not pass in any
article.

“Harney's beldness filled me with
astonishment. He began by stating
that he had heard I was an enthusiastic
student of anatomy, and that I had
written two or three articles for a
medical magazine on the subject of
suspended animalion and trances.
This was a fact; but as they had been
written and published after Harney’s
imprisonment, and as he was supposed
to be dead to the world, I could not
understand how he had become ac-
quainted with the fact. He put his
proposition entirely on the ground of
medical science, and it was no more
nor less than that he should die and
his body should be turned over to our
college. He stipulated that his body
should not go into the vat where the
subjects are kepl for twenty-four hours
after being received, and that I should
personally . wateh over it for that
Iength of time. If was only atter a
second visit that I was enabled to
fully comprehend his plans, ¥e had
discovered that he could die at will
and return to life at any hour not over
a day and a night distant. He said
that he had tried it successfully up to

“ten hours on several occasions, and

felt sure that he conld make the time
twice or three times- as long. A fel-
low-prisoner who had observed him
while in this state had assented that it
was a perfect counterfeit of death, the
heart ceasing its pulsations, the limbs
growing cold and rigid, and the punlse
being too faint to be felt. He appealed
to imny enthusiasm in, medical secience
to make bis escape from a life sen-
tence, and though I was at first firmly
opposed to the idea he brought for-
ward so many arguments, and pub
them to me so keenly, that T was won
over ‘ Y

s spledical  science must have dead
hodies to seeure benefits for the liv-
ing,’ he argued. ‘L'am a practical ae-

_monstration of a medical theory you

hold. You believe that human life
can be temporarily suspended, and you
have been ridiculed for your assertions.
Tlere is the opportunity to prove your
theory. I will die. All the doctors
will pronounce me dead. You shall
restore me to life. The case will
make you famous.’

“‘But your object is to escape from
prison, I protested.

“‘Granted. I killed anold man, who
had only two or three years to- live,
any how. I have been shut up two
years forit. It was my first and only
crime, and I have bifterly repented it.
Let me go out into the world and I
shall bea good man under another
name. The law will suppose me dead
and be satisfied.” > ©

“In.the end he overcame my fears
and scruples and T agreed to his plans,
but we were bafiléd at the very outset
by the fact that vacation was coming
om, while the colleze had more sub-
jects than it needed. . This was June,
you will rémember, and it would . be
near October before Harney’s plan
could be carried out, We could safely
Bgure in this case-the same as in ail
others. The prison doctor was an old
guack, who had secured his place
through politics. : It was -well-known
among the medical fraternity that he
was stupid and ignorant, and that the
patients who:fook - his doses‘were as
likely to die as to mend. When a con-
vict died, the case was nearly dlways
reported as typhoid fever.. The old
fellow appeared to recason that fhis
*was a viralent disease, which, he could

A Very Important Question.

The question whether, if the amend-
ment is adopted and enforced, the
peopls of the State of Michigan may
be compelled to pay several milljons of
dollars damage for the destruction of
property in bréweries and in the
liguor business which is now lawful,
.is a question of deep interest to all
tax-payers. Itis nofa guestion to be
lightly turned aside. TUnder the
United States constitution as it used
to be, they would not have to pay such
damages. But the adoption of the
Fourteenth Amendment has changed
the constitution. That amendment
contains three provisions which bear
upon this matter, as follows:

1. No State shall make or enforce
any law which shall . abridge the privi-
leges or immunities of citizens.

2. Nor shall any State deprive any
person of * * oproperty without
due process of law.

3. Nor deny to any person within
its jurisdiction the equal protection of
the laws.

Each one of these clauscs would be
apparently violated by an amendment
and laws that should declare that a
thing which is and always has been
property in all ages and countries, is
not property, and shall not have the
equal protection of the laws. But
this is not a question to be settled by
theories or stump speeches, it is a pro-
found question of law for the courts.
Ex-Justice of the Michigan Supreme
Court, Isaac Marston has published
Iis opinion that the people of Michi-
gan may have to pay damages if they
adopt the prohibitory amendment.
Of his eminent ability as ajurist there
is no doubt. The latest decision of
the highest court in the United States
next to the Supreme Court is that the
payment of such damages is the law,
for that decision stands as the law
until it is changed by the United
States Supreme Court. The TUnited
States Circuit Court, in the Waldruff,
et. al,, Kansas case, recently tried, is
as follows:

Between 1870 and 1874 defendants
constructed a brewery in Iawrence,
Ks. The building, machinery and
fixtures were designed and adapted
for the making of beer, and nothing
else, For such purpose they were worth
$50,000; for any other purpose not to
exceed $5,000. Af the time of the
erection of thke building, and up to
1880, the making of beer was legal,
but in that year a conostitufional
amendment was adopted prohibiting
the manufacture of beer except for
medicinal, scientific and mechanical
purposes, and in 1881 and 1883 laws
were enacted to carry this prohibition
into effect. Under these laws a per-
mit was essential for the manufacture
for the excepted purposes. To the de-
fendants this permit was refused. An
injunction was thereupon sworn out
from the State court enjoining de-
fendants absolutely from the manu-
facture of beer. IHeld that,in so far
as the constitutional amendment, and
the statutes passed in pursuance there-
of, deprived defendants of the use of
their property, acquired previous to
the adoption of the amendment, with-
out compensation, they deprived them
of their property without due process

of law, within the meaning of the |

fourteenth amendment to the Con-
stitution of the United Sfates, and
were void.

Justice Field, of the United States
Supreme Court, has given an opinion
which looks in the same direction.
These authorities are not to be an-
swered by prohibition stump speeches.
—Lansing Republican,

This history is so receunt and so brilliunt
that we cannot even now appreciate the won-
der and practical importance of a united Italy
and o consolidated Germany. At thehead of
Prussia were the Hohenzollerns, the family
of the great Fredericks, who had already
raised Prussin from a mere electorate to
leading kingdom; and have since 1863, by the
genius of Bismarck and his supporters, and
the valor of Prussian soldiers, driven Austria
from heir headship and made a North German
empire. In October, 1862, Otto Edward
Leopold Bismarck was made premier of
Prussia, with almost absolute control
of foreign affairs; and he at once enteved.

Schleswig-Holstein was annexed to Prussia.

Hohenzollern prince was placed on the throne
of Roumania and another proposed for king
of Spain. Then Louis Napoleoninterfered and
the Franco-German war of 1870 resulted.
The triumph of the German arms was $0
rapid and complete that the world ~was
amazed. Louis Napoleon was taken prisoner;
France deposed him and established arepublic.

RICHTER TAKING NOTES.

Alsace and Lorraine, which France had
taken from Germany two centuries be-
fore, were annexed to Prussin, and on
Jan., 18, 1871, King William, victorious
from the beginning of the war, was
proclaimed emperor of Germany at Ver-
sailles, the old residence of the French kings,
Three men now wielded the destinies of Ger-
many &nd dictated the politics of central Eu-
rope—Emperor William, Count Von Moltke
as head of the military establishment,
and, Bismarck as chancellor of the em-
pire. But there were many internal
troubles to deal with. There twas and
is a strong party in favor of a more
liberal government, another for peace and
free trade, and still another for a general
overturning of existing institutions, while thie
ever present discontent of the laboring classes
shows in constantly shifting phases. A relig-
ious question was first de:lt with, The powers
of the pope in regulating the Catholic hier-
archy in Germany were challenged, and from
1872 to 1850 the complications were numer-
ous. Then peace was made, and ab the recent
elections the priests supported the policy of
Bismarck. The Socialists threatened trouble,
and the empire was never quite free {rom ap-
prehensions of renewed trouble with France.
At length affairs took on such a threatening
aspect that Bis- v

marck asked of the
reichstag enlarged
powersin strength-
ening the army
and a bill to.organ-
ize it for seven
years, with many
details. To this
his opponents gave
the name of the
septennate. Itwas
defeated in the
reicbstag, So the
chancellor dis-
solved that body
and ordered a new
election. Herr §
“Windthorst and
Herr Richter were
badly defeated at
the election in Feb-
ruary, and Bis-.
marck has a work-3
ing majority in the
new reichstag.
But the curious
confusion of pol-
ics is illustrated
by the fact that
there were nine
distinet  parties,
viz., Conservatives, Imperialists, Centerists,
Septennate Centerists, National Liberals, ‘Tew
German Liberals, Socmhsts Alsatmns and
Poles. Certainly the most cranLy voter could
find a party to his taste.

The mew reichstag convened March $and
ab once adopted declarations in favor of
peace. The venerable Von Moltke was long
and:londly cheered as he took his seat amiong
the extreme supporters of Bismarck and the

. the strengthering of the army and voting
supplies to insure its continuance for seven
Yyears would at once convinge France that
her hope of revenge was baseless and then
peace-would be secured. Richter and Wind-
thorst had announced their willingness
to. agree to a three years' bill, but
a majority of the German pcople— have
voted for the septennate. And now is
peace assured? Diplomatesare more hopeful,
but the dark cloud of uncertainty still hangs
over Europe, and 4,000,000 men are kept
frained and ready at a moment’s notice to
spring to arms. Fraunce threatens on one
side, Russia is unfriendly on the other. Many
causes of dispute exist, and Frerich blood is
ap toa fighting heat. Can peace; then, be
maintained?

It
was used as a museum. and summer garden
by Shook & Gilmors for a time, and they put
the building fn about the conditizn it isnow
in, It is said that during the last ten years it
has Dbeen somiething of an incubus oa the
hiands of the Harlem road, and that negotia-
tions for itssale havo been frequent and
futile.

The purchasers are & number of New York-
ers who have formed a company whose inten-
tion is to build on the ground now occupied
by the garden a large permanent cxhibi-
tion building, and thus preserve this central
and historic ground for public use. The price
paid is 1eported to be $1,000,000. In 1873 Bar-
num offered $500,000 for the property, but

EBEN F. PILLSBURY.

A TYrominent New Englnnd Ioliticisn

ate. Eben F. Pillsbury wasbornin Kingland,
Me., sixty-two yemrs ago, and died at A]Is~
ton, Mass. Inhis e:n]y years he was a school
teacher, which profession he soon abandoned
for the study of law, When he had been ad-
mitted he practiced for a time in Lis native

town. In politics he was originally aWhig,
bub he became a Democrat in 1855. Upon
the breaking out of the war he was for a time
in favor of strong measures, but later
changed his front, as sindicated at the begin-
ning 'Of this brief sketch.

In 1566 hewas Democratic candidate for
governor, having for his competitor Gen.

oshua L. Chamberlain,

A FIGURE IN HISTORY.

Ex-Governor Willinm Smith, of Virginia,
and His <Carcer.

The newspapers have lately contained brief
notes to the effect that ex-Governor Smith, of
Virginia, is stricken with a fatal illness from:
which he can by no means recover. His
death may be expected any day, and perhaps
it will have been recorded befoxc this reaches
the reader’s eye.

William Smith was born in 1797 in King
George county, Va, He wasa figure in the
history of hisstate andof the nation. In his
early dayshe wasa mail contractor and because
of his repeated demands for extra comnensa-
tion he grew to-be 2
Enown as “Extra
Billy” Smith. He
was first elected
governor two score
of years ago and
when the war was
brought to a close

ernor, having been
elected this time be-
canse of his fighting
qualities as colonel
of the Forty-ninth
Virginia infantry.
Before the war he R
frequenily repre- EX-GOVERNOR SMITIL
sented his distvict in congress, and he
was on the floor of the house when
Lincoln was jnaugurated. He startled
everybody at that time by calling for cgg-
nog, which he drank on the floor of the house.
While zovernor lie was twice the nomince
of the Democratsfor United States senator,
and was beaten first by R. 3L T. Hunter and
afterward by James 3. Mason, by a coalition
of the solid Whig minority and the Calhoun
Democrats.

He canvassed Pennsylvania for Buchanan
in 1856, at Mr. Buchanan's urgent request,
and madc many converts for the Democrats
by his ingenious pleas. As a politician be
was dlstmﬂmshed more by dexterity than by
boldnpess. As a soldier during the war—he
fought on the Confederate side—he was. the
emblem of valor, ratheér than of tactical
skill. “Fall in, 1"01 ty-ninth Virginia,? will
come back to many a Virginian soldier as he
recalls the rallying cry to his rvegiment of
brave ex-Governor Smith.

Maj. Ben: Pelley Poore tells of an interest-
ing incident in the old man’s career- Maj.
Poore left the office of thenewspaper in which
he was employed one fine day during the
Pierce administration to go to the Capitol.
As soon as he reached the sidewallk he saw at
a short distance two men inan angry dispute.
They clinched and fell to the sidewallk, and
the major prescntly found that the under
man was his chief, the editor of the paper,
while “Extra Bﬂly was on top. By some
misfortune the editor had gone down with
“Extra Billy’s” thumb in bis mouth, and the

EMIN PASHA AND HIS AFRICAN JOUR-
NEVYINGS.

New Interest Felt in the DMatter Decause
of Tidings that the Plucky German
Doctor and Traveler is Sufe=Tistory
of IXis Life Worlk.

The news not Iong ago received that Emin
Pasha was safe, ut o compavatively re-
cent date, revives interest in his expedition,
and that of Henry M. Stanley, who has gone
to the rescue:

Dr. Emin (whom the ¢aliph bas now hon-
ored, though much too late, by giving him
the tltle of pasha, the hwhesﬁ g1£t in his
power), is by birth a §1lesm.n, and his real
name is Schniteler. Ho studied at Paris, Ber-
lin and Vienna, then cntered the Egyplian
army as physiciun, and in 1876 ‘was seut
from Cairo to Gordon, who was then gov-

ernor of the equatorinl provinces. Gordon

Pashe very soon

di, as his title then
was, the chief phy-
sieian, and employ-
ed him in several
diplomatic mis-
sions. Two of
these missions took
bhim to TUganda,
that negro country
on the southern
shore of Lake Vie-
torin Nyanza, the
young Arabiangs
ruler o[ which has / :

rible name through the massacre of
the  English Bxshop Huntington and
his ﬁ[l) companions. At that timo
an  ofiiver of Gordon, contrary o

the instructions of the luuter bad marched
with 300 men to the capital cmy of Uganda
with a pronoanced intention to occupy that
counfry. Emin Effendi was sent after hiim
with an order to instantly bring back the de-
tachment, in which he was so successful that
uot a sliob was fired to disturb the peaceable
relations then existing.

Of still greater fraportance was hissuzcessin
indacing the king of Unyoro—Gordon’s neigh-~
Tor of Albert Nyanza, the lake into which
the Somerset Nile enters from the cast—to
make a lasting peace, for it would have been
an casy matter-for this ruler to swesp Gor-
don and bis Iittle troop from the faco of the
eartb. In acknowledgment of these services
Gordon in 1878 mado Emin governor of the
Bgzyptian equatorial provinees, with the rank
of bey. It was no sinecure whiclk was thus
conierved upon him, and his work was not
wade-the lighter when Gordon soon after re-
signed his post as general governor of the
Soadan.

The slave dealers who had so long been held
down with iron rigor again raised their
heads; discontent showed itself on ecvery
band, and it needed such men as Emiu Bey
and the Italian Gessi, who had at the same
time been appointed governor of the Balr-
El-Ghasan, to bring ordef out of this general
chaos.

In less than two years most of the stations
were rebuilt andall, about forty in nunber,
connected by means of a weekly postal ser-
vice,.and the district very thorcughly purified
of the slave dealérs. And while formerly the
equatorial provinces had required for their
administrafion an annual subsidy of £38,000
Emin Bey three years later could show a bal-
ance of £8,000., Yet the taxes had not been
raised, only:strict economy and the abolish-

. ent of grave abuses had brought about this

result, Goodstreets had been made, wagons
built and ox’es ifiured to the yoke. 'lhe peo-
ple have leatned to weave and the prepara-
tion of soap and the collecting of cotton, rice,
indigo and wheat have been introduced.

With all this Emin Bey has found time to
explorcmost minutely his dominion and the
neighboring countries. In his. capacity of
governor he investigated the western coun-
tries of the Mwufan Nsiga, there took new
and correct surveys and collected much ma-
terial of an ethnographical and lirguistic
character.

Again, in the first half of last year he made
a second journey to the western shore of tha
Mwautan, crossed the lake to Kibero, on the
eastern shore, and then returned‘to the Wad-
elai, a little to the north of this lake on the
left shore of the Nile.

Itis bere that he hdas now for some time

| held his headquarters, having changed from

Lado, which is further to the north, in hope
of being able tocommunicate from there with
the western coast of Africa. However, all the
attempts made in this direction came to

.naught through the hostility of the suspic-

iousruler of Uganda, who, through fear of

losing his dowminion, will in no wise permit

the passing through of Europeans.

If this could be telegraphed
to the signal ofiice by pos‘m.xstcrs aml the
Inowledge thus obtuined compared with other
av axhb]e data, I think tornadoes could be
predicted with a reasonable degree of cor-
tainty., The. terribly destruclive Georgia
tornado of 1884 was preceded by a
row trough of low barometer, the sides of
which were execeptionally steep. Imio this
low area rushed a strong current of hot air
from the south and a strong carrent of cold
air from the northwest.. A rapid gyratory
movement resuited.  People who have nover
experienced one of these teirrible storms can
forit no correct idea of their severity. We
have some strange rclics in Washington.
Among them is a piece of lioard imbedded in
a section of the trunkof a growing pine tree.
The board is part of a house that stocd some
GO0 or 500 yards from the tree when the tor-
nado came. Six people were in the house at
the time and were all killed. The board is so
firmly imbedded in the trunk that it cannot
be taken out.

I am more and more inclined to believe
that tho sun spots have indirectly something
to do with the prevaleunce of cyclones.”

Licut. Powell was ore of the “indication
officers,” the dutics of which position are so
arduous that it is impossible for a man to do
them for more than a month at a time, a
number of officers serving in rotation.

Then Le
went into “the street’” and soon afterinto real
esiate. He was always a'strong Democrat,
favored the war, nominated Gen. Jackson
for the presidency and was very proud of his
son’s military success.

Mr. Sickics was a strong Spiritualist, and
during Iris Jast illness he fully believed that
he was constantly surrounded by spirit
forms, whese intention, he said, was to minis-
ter to bim in his weakness. They carried
musical instruments, he said, on which they
played, and were clad in a strange uniform.
Their Jeader lio believed to be the spirit of
some great musician long since deceased.

AMr. Siclles was twice married, and ‘his
second marriage, in 1581, to Mis. Mary Sher-
idan Sawyer, created a social sensation. The
bride bad been his housckecper, and a large
number of invited guests witnessed the cere-

mony at-St. John's church, New York. There -

was no wedding tour, and tbe next morning
a wedding breakfast was given at the Bel-
mont hotel.

Iow we drove
away up the exquisite menntzin side, through
the olives and lemon groves, and how the sun
smiled on us and the placid blue sea gleanted
as we looked back on ifi; how we meant to
put up at Sospel, ten uiles off, and arriving
there found that the predicted shock of noon
had arrived, and had driven the inhabitants
terrified into the streets: and how, hearing
this, we pressed onj all this would takelong to
tell. Buf in any other circumstances the
beauty of that drive wounld have been over-
powering; asib was-1 enjoyed it greatly m
spiteof the cold, which was very great, as
we drove through miles of snow. We put up
that night at a little bhostelry ina hollow
aniong the hills, Giola—something pres de
Breil it was called—and there we got hawd

boiled eggs and coflee, and sat all night
round the firé and waited for the shocks
again.

has absolutely 120 idea what to do; onestands,
planto Ia, at bay.

Much might be said now of the
coice side of our adventures—of the cxtor
tion of our drivers, who agreed for so much
and demanded double very shortly; of our
destitution of money, having hardly anything
but cirendar notes with us, and bow in our
distress a good lady drivinz on the same
road lent us, utbor strangers, no less than £30
in all to Lelp us alopg, which was not the
Jeast wonderful thing in our two wonderful
days.
