ASHEVILLE, N. G, April 8, 1887.

A few weeks ago I had the solemn
satisfaction of listening to the Rev.
Buchu Brown, the colored pasftor of
the Mount Pisgah Fire-Proof Baptist
church. Mr, Brown is a self-made
man, with o low, mellow voice and
large mournful eyes.

A Quaint 01d Wooden Book.

Dr. William Tred Holcombe, of New
York, has in his possession a veritable
curiosity of ante-Revolutionary days.
Seen lying upon a library table, one
would take it for an .old-fashioned
book bound in calf and discolored by
age; but a closer examination would
reveal the fact that it is entirely of
wood, the covers, raised bands, edges,
ete., being very fairly simulated. This
instrument—{for such it 1s in reality—
is nothing more nor less than a pitch-
pipe, such as our pious ancesfers were
aceustomed to ‘carry to church with
them in order that the precenter might
not start them too high or too low
when the psalm was given out. It
measures three and one-half by five
and one-half inches, and was used in
the first church in the town of Ster-
ling, Mass., prior to the Revolution.
At the juncture -of the upper edge
with the tront edge there is just such
an aperture as is found in an ordinary
whistle. The lower edge pulls out,
being fastened to a slide, upon which
the tones and half tones of the scale

the end of the slide is fastened pack-
ing of cork. which makes it fit accu-

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Keeping iggs.

To have fresh eggs the year around,
keep hens that will lay them f£resh
everyday. Toprevent fresh eggs from
spoiling on your hands, eat them or
sell them to some one else. We make
no extra charge for these fwo valuable
hints! The usual inquiries about pre-
serving eggs for several months have
arrived with the return of summer.
In answer, we have, as usual, to say
that we know no art by means of which
eggs can be made to retain the fresh-
ness of their youth for six months, or
more, nor do we know of any method
of rejuvenating them after they have
It has been
proved that eggs will keep in fair con-
dition, two or three months, simply

«

- packed in salf, or in dry, sifted coal

ashes. The eommon method of keep-
ing in lime water is probably as good
as any. The formula is two pounds of
lime, one pint of salt and four gallons
of water. Slack thelime in hot water.
Put in only fresh eggs and keep them
covered with the liguid. IEggs thus
packed and placed in cold storage,
swwhen the temperature is between 35 ©
and 40°, will probably come out in
edible condition six months later; but
they will not be fresh eggs and it will
be prudent to- make use of them soon
after they are taken from the pickle—

Michigan Wheat.

LaXsING, Mich,, April 14—The Mich-
igan monthly crop report for April was

- issued from the oflice of the Secretary

of State today. For it returps have
been received from 1,009 correspond-
ents, representing 747 townships. Six
hundred and sixty-four of these returns
are from 432 townships in the south-
ern four tiers of counties and 182 re-
ports are from 163 townships in the
central counties. Correspondents very
generally agree that it is yet too early
to actually report upon the condition
of wheat. The wealher daring March
was extremely unfavorable and war-
rants the expectation that the crop has
suffered severely. The fields look “bare
and brown.” Correspondents are yet
hopeful, however, that the root is not
seriously injured. Asusual wheat on
clay and undrained lands and high
knolls has suffered most. The “condi-
tion compared with vitality and growtlh
of average years,” as expressed in fig-

1 ures and shown in the table, is at this

date hardly satisfactory. Quite an ex-
tended summary of the notes of cor-
respondents in the southern four tiers
of counties upon the condition of
wheat are published, which seem to
confirm the figures in the tables as to
the condition of the plant April 1,
when the reports were mailed. Nearly
all of them declare their inability to
estimate the extent of the damage, and
the belief that itis likely to showa
marked improvement during April
The weather since April 1 has been
warmer, but itis yet so dry that the
plant has made little if any growth.
Three per cent. of the wheat and 7 per
cent of thie clover meadow and pastures
will be plowed up. The condition of
wheat is reported at S per cent, and
of meadows and pastures 88 per cent.
The condition of live stock is: Horses,
97: cattle, 95; sheep, 97; and swine, 96
per cent. ‘The prospects for anaver-
age crop of applesis 90 per cent.
Reports have been received of the

. quantity of wheat marketed by farm-

ers during the month of March at 218
elevators and mills. The total number
of bushels reported marketed is S0S,-
254, of which 275,420 bushels were
marketed in the first or southern tier
of counties, 217,209 bushels in the sec-
ond tier, 107,210 bushels in the third
tier, 168,308 bushels in the forth tier,
87,757 bushels in the ffth and sixth
tiers, and 102,850 bushels in the north-
ern counties. Afb thirty-one elevators
and mills, or 17 per cent of the whole
number from which reports have been
received, there was no wheat market-
ed during the month. The total num-
ber of bushels of wheat reported mar-
keted in August, September, October,
November, December, January, Feb-
ruary, and Mareh is 10,788,000, or about
41 per cent of the crop of 1886. The
number of bushels reported marketed
in the same months in 1883 and 1856
was 12,024,524, or 89 per cent® of the
crop” of 1885. For these months in
1885-6 reports wwere received from
about 45 per cent, and in 1886-7 from
about 51 per cent of the elevators and
mills in the southern {four tiers of
counties. -

PLANT ACCLIMATIZATION.

Fallure of the Watercress—The Thistle
¢ in Australia—~The Sweetbriar.
Our failures in the gcclimatization of |
vegetable life have glmost always been
due to sentiment., The useful plants
and trees hiave, as a rule, flourished ad-
mirably, For example, Mr. J. A.
Froude states in his “QOceana” that the
oats, barley, peas, beans and potatoes
were produced in such luxuriance in
Ballarat that he could believe Herodo-
tus’ ‘account of the Crops grown on the
plains of Babylon. A reaping machine
had stopped in a field of oats, the stems
of which stood wup like a wall, and
seemed as if mo horse could forcea
passage through them. ¥or seventeen
successive years the ground had been
cropped and nota particle of manure
had been put upon it. The strangest
point about it was that there were no

weeds, and Mrx. Froude offers the rather |

bold suggestion that “weeds are said to
be a product of high civilization and do
not exist in nature.”

Almost the only failure in useful plants
has been the watercress. Introduced
some years ago into New Zeland, it has
spread as rapidly as did the “American |
weed” in our own coumnfry, choking up
the rivers and involving the annual out-
lay of many thousand pounds in keeping
the rivers sufficiently clear for navigable
purposes. Otago and Canterbury have
been severe sufferers from the water-
cress. Sentiment, however, has always
been a deadly foe tothe colonist; for
example, some thirty years ago a Scotch
emigrant to Australia took +with him a
thistle in a flower pot. Great were the
rejoicings among the Scotch colonists, a
dinner was given in in honor of the na-
tional plant, and it was then carefully
transferred to fthe soil. Now it has
played the same part on land as the
watercress in the rivers, and has ren-
dered whole tracts of land useless. It
defies all attempts at extirpation and
great sums of money are paid yearly in
restraining the once welcomed plant.
That the thistle would probably become
an injurious plant ought to have been
anticipated, and the very seeds should
have been prohibited as relentlessly as
we prohiibit the Colorado beetle.

But who would have thought that the
sweetbriar could do any harm? At
home weare only too glad to have itin
our gardens, and a sweetbriar hedge is a
thing of joy and an object of justifiable
pride. No one, therefore, would blamed
the missionary and his wife who took
with them a plant of sweetbriar as a
fragrant memorial of their garden in the
old country. But when set in the fresh
rich soil of Australia that plant grew
with almost savage fury. It drove great
roots into the ground, developed itself
from a shrub into a tree, and spread
with such alarming rapidity that itis
quite as troublesome as the thistle.

Tasmania, which is to the mainland
of Australiz what the Isle of Wight is
to England, has suffered terribly from
the sweetbriar. New Zealand has fared
no better. Mr. Froude states that it is a
worse foe to the agriculturist than the
native fern. “At home so chary of
growth, it expands here into vast
bushes, becomes a weed and spreads
like a weed. It overruns whole fields in
two or thres seasons, will turn a. cleared
farm into an impenetrable thicket, and
has to be torn out with cart ropes and
teams of horses.” The reason for this
astonishing growth of the thistle and
sweetbriar is the same as that which ac-
counts for the fecundity of the rabbit
and sparrow. The rich and fertile soil
affords the plants abundance of food,
and the native flora is so feeble that the
sturdy intruders have no rivals to check
their progress.—Longman’s Magazine,

The Earth’s ‘Ups and Downs.””

A few stray indications here and there
show that the creation of the world isas
yet far from complete. We know that
the Aundes have subsided 220 feet in sev-
enty years. Only two years ago islands
disappeared and other islands took their
places in thestraits of Sunda. TLessthan
seventy years ago a district 2,000 miles
square, suddenly plungedbeneath the In-
dian ocean, with all its inhabitants,their
homes, their cities and their forts, and
has never reappeared. The coast of
Greenland is known to be slowly sink-
ing into the sea. So is the coast of Swe-
den and Norway, though the subsidence
is slower. Chinese geographers report
remarkable changes in the configuration
of their coast since their first maps were
drawn, Butb these changes are so slow
and so slight that they escape the no-
tice of all but scientific observers. The
mass of mankind believe that the earth
is firm. Science, however, preserves
the record of alternate upheavals andde-
pressions more vast than anything which
appears to be going on now.—San Fran-
cisco Call.

The I'u:el of the Fatura

It isa fact well known in manufactur-
ing circles that the vast bulk of the
heat contained in coal is wasted. Only
fourteen out of the hundred parts of
carbon is actually utilized. Hence, one
of the problems of chemistry has been
to get more power, in the way of heat
and light, out of a given quality of coal.
Professor T.8. C. Lowe claims to have
solved this problem, a matter which is
of vast importance, if it is a fact, The
process is to pulverize the coal, and,
in converting it into a gas, the coalis
reduced to a powdered form so fine
that it will float in the atmosphere,
and it is carried into the burning fur-
nace by a current of air artificially pro-
duced. In the powdered form every-
thing is consumed, asit makes no smoke
and leaves no ashes. This would utilize
the mountains of so-called waste, now
piled up near coal mines and manu-
factories.

But Professor Lowe’s invention goes
farther. Thecoal is converted info a
water gas. A ton of anthracite coal will
generate from eighty to a hundred
cubic feet* of gns, The cost will be
about § cents a cubic feot. This inven-
tionis already in wuse in the city of
Troy, in the laundries of that place, and
is also used for power and for heating
and cooking in hotels and restaurants,
The gas furnished is non-luminous and
resembles that from alcohol. It hasmno
odor and is intensely hot.  These facts
have come out in a report to the Secran~
ton board of trade, which calls the new
invention anthracite gas. The result

“will be a marvelous economy in the

heating of houses and the cooking of
food, while one ton of wcoal will go as
faras a hundred of tons nowadays.—
Demovrest’s Monthly,

Dental Carics in Balkers.
Professor Dr, Hesse, of Leipsic, in The
Deutsche Monatschrift, points out the
deplorable condition of the teeth of

. bakers, and says that he is often able fo

tell the profession of the patients by the
condition of their teeth. The caries is
soft and rapidly progressive, - The prin-
cipal parts attacked are the labial and
buccal surfaces of the teéeth, commenc-
at the cervix and rapidly extending to
the grinding surface. The approximal
surfaces do not seem to be attacked more
than in other patients, - He believes the
disease o be due to the inhalation of
flour dust, the caries being caiised by the
action of an acid which is formed in the
presence of fermentable carbohydrates. *

its defeat, and on the 1stof April, 1887, the
new armyis an accomplished fact. Until the
Istof Aptil, 1504, the government has legal
power to maintain this enormous army in
peace and as many more as they nced in war.
It is scarcely necessary to adid that Germany
is noy the great military power of the world
anck her neighbors ab;oh.tely at her mercy—
unless they ‘qrganize. in like manner. Her
army? is Q:ondexfuny efficient, teo, its effi-
ciency méxmtamed at the lighest point by
constant etercxse and practice of all the evo-
lotions: of war. Our engravings represent
squads at practice.

Gen. Johnston's Monument.

The monument to Gen. Albert Sidney
Johnston, which was recently unveiled ot
New Orleans, is one of the comparatively few
equestrian statues in the country, somo of
the others being in honor of Washington,
Scott; Jackson, Thomas, McPherson and
Bolivar. The statue to Gen. Jobnston cost
§80,000, $20,000 of which sum was contrib-
uted by members of the Army of the Tennes-
see, who regard Gen. Johnston's bravery and
chivalry, as displayed on the Confederate side
during the civil war, with loving enthusiasm.
The general rode a Lexington stallion when
he died at Shiloh, and the grandson of the
horse was used in securing the action of the
horse in the statue.

THE GAME OF CRICKET.

THE STANDBY OF THE ENGLISH
YOUTH.

How It Is Played snd What Its Rules
Are=DPositions of Dowler, Datsman
and Wicketkeeper—=The Wicket, the Bat
and the Dall.

What baseball is to young America (end
old America as well, for that mattey) cricket
is to the English people, There is ahout as
much difference between the two sports as
between their votaries. Americans like todo
everything with a rush. For that reason base-
ball suits them, as a couple of hoers are usu-
ally sufficient to decide 2 well contested game.

On the other hand, a game of cricket fre-
quently stretches through three days. It is
a slow, deliberate sort of pastime, to which
the British heart warms kindly.

Cricket in many respeefs is not unlike old
fashioned baseball in its general make up.
In fact, baseball is o sortof cross between
cricket and the time honored “one, two,
three,” which latter was much like “one old
‘cab.”

There should be eleven men on cach side in
a cricket mateb. The implements employed
are a flat bat, thirty-eight inclies in length, of
wehich thirteen inches are-used asa handle; a
large, hard balland a set of stumps, upon and
across the top of which are laid two flat
sticks called “bails.” The stumps are also flat,
and are so arranged that it is impossible for
the ball to pass between them. Most players
{excepting the fielders) use shin protectors,
which are véry essential, if it is desired ever
to use one’s legs in the futuie.

The bowler corresponds to the pitcher in
baseball.

STOUX AND CIIIPPLTWAY.

NORTHERN INDIANS AND THEIR CA-
PACITY FOR CIVILIZATION.

The §ichiool at Fort Totten Condusted

Dy the Gray Nuns of MontrealwSome-
thing About the Language of the
Sioux=Half Breeds at Turtie Mounutain.

The recent progress of the Indians in the
northiwest territories of the United States,
and the peaceful relations of British and In-
dians on the other side of the line, have at-
tracted the attenticn of all who are interested
in Indian civilization.

In Dakota the greatest progress in civilizing
the Sioux has been made at the Devil's lake
agency and reserve, where the Cuthead, Sis-
seton and Wahpeton Sioux are mingled. As-
sociation and intermnrriage have, however,
almaost abolished all distinction between these
bands. 'They not only carry on extensive
farming operations, but do much other work
and keep their children in school

The commodious school and boarding house
at Fort Totten (headguarters of the agency)
are conducted by 10
of the Gray Nuns
of Montreal, under
Mother Marie Rose
Clapin. They have
thirty-three boys
and lifty-two girls
there, and thirty
boys at another
school in the east-
ern part of the res-
ervation. Some of
the children show
remarkable talent
for drawing aud
music, and among
these are Wam-
bLidewichasta (hoe-
handle), Hehahio-
wasta  (ellk-with-a-
good-voice), Shan-
kaitewakan (dog-
with-a-spirit-facc)
and several other
lads, who, if they
retain-their aborig-
inal names, will
certainly be men of
letters.

THE-FACE. St Vincent; their
order was iounded in Montreal in1%44 by the
Veuve (widow) D'Yourville, and their special
work west of there is teaching Indians. They
do not take saints® names, as in other orvders;

a saint’s name. The Sioux call them Wee-
nok-chee-wan-ka, meaning the “women who
pray.” «And the priest is Sheena-Sahpa, the
old time title of “Black Gown.” The Sioux
language is said to be easy to acquire, and
the sisters give this analysis of ifs grammar:
In o Sioux sentence the most important word
invariably comes first without regard to
its place in our gramimar. The title or pro-
noun of the person spoken to usually comes
next, as a matter of politeness. The other
wouds stand in the order of their importance,
unless one is put last to give it a sharp accent
or jog the attention; and as the importance
of the words varies in different minds, there
ispractically no fixedsyntax. Thus, wherewe
would say, “Did you sell the horse at town?*
a Sioux would put it, “Horse you town at did
selly” If the boysand girls, on coming intc
the school, have a mname established, the sis-
ters retain it and translateit in common tall;

THE SENIOR METHODIST BISHOP.

Thomas Dowman, D.D.~His Life
and His Work.

The sexnior bishop of the Methodist Episco-
pal church is Rev. Dr. Thomas Bowvman, He
is one of the best beloved mien in that great
denomiination, which constitutes more than
one-third of all the Protestants it this coun-
try. Heis 70 yearsold, and is a native of
Colimbia county, Pa. He wwas thoroughly
cdueated, groduating from Dxclqusou college.
He connected him-
self with the church
at an cawlyage. He
studied law for a
year, but his bias
toward the minis-
try was not to be
overcome, and in
July, 1838, he re-
ceived a license to
preach. Ile Lecame
the agent of the
Penusylvania Colo-
nization socieby,
and traveled exten- 4
sively. After a BISHOP BOWMAN,
year or so of work in the Baltimore confer-
ence he taught the grammar school in Dickin-
son collcrre, but he impaired his health so
thathe was placed among the superannuated
ministers. In 1848, however, he began work
again as a professor in Dickinson seminary in
Williamsport, Pa., over which he presided
Tor ten years to t.he great beneflt of the insti-
tution. In 1858 e was elected president of
the Indiana Asbury university, aud he did
oxcellent work there until 1872, when he was
clected bLishop. He was chaplain of the United
States senate in 1864 and 1865, and in the suin-
mer of 1864 he attended the British Wesleyan
conference as a delegate for this country. e
was also a member of the general conferences
of 186Sand 168®. Hisduties as bishop bave
taken Liim to every part of the United States,
and he has traveled extensively abroad. Two
colleges bave given him the degree of D. D.
He lhus resided in St. Louis since 1872, but he
traveled castward this spring to preside
over the Baltimore ccnference. No man
bkas more friends.

A MONUMENT OF GRATITLDE,

A Citizen of Tuledo Who Yaid for a '
Statue to IIis XIriend’s Memory.

Years ago, when William J. TFinlay was
struggling along in what was then the little
town of Toledo, trying his best to malko a liv~
ing, and quccecdm:r mo>t indifferetttly, he
.wvas given a start in life by James B. Steved-
man, who was then in a position of wealth
and influence, and from that beginning Iin-
lay has acquired a fortune.

The benefactor in after ycars won fame
and distinetion, became a major gencral in
thelate war, where
he sérved bis coun-
try well, and
earned the title his
friends bestowed |
uponhim—th:hero #
of Chickamauga.
He was a power,
and made his
mark in journal-
ism. When he
died, at the age of
60, Gen. Steedman
was Toledo’s chief
of police. The
young Irishman,
Finlay, thrived GEN. STEEDMAN,
under the patronage of his friend. He loved
the general in life, mourned his death and has
always felt and shown his gratitude. To
malke a permanent monument of his grateful
remembrance, and to do what the city sliould
have done to commemorate the life and deeds
of a distinguished citizen, Mr, Finlay resolved
to devote the sum of $25,000 to erecting, in
stone, iron and bronze, n 1nemorial that should
be a beauty to the city as well ag a tribute to
Lis friend.

Artists and sculptors were consulted, and
the result was the
erection, on asmall
triangular lot and
most. conspicuous
site in Toledo, of a
beautiful  monu-
ment of Vermont
granite, surmount-
ed by a bronze
statue of ‘General
Steedman, heroic
size, in all standing’
nearly, twwty-ﬁve
R feet high.

: i and four feet high
WILLIAM J. FINLAY. _fr.om the street, in-
closed on its upper surface by an iron raking,
supports in its center the square granite shaft
on which stands the statue.
from the street to the fioor of the base, anda
heavy iron railing, with massive stone posts,
surrounds the whole.

The sculptor’s work was placed in position
a few days ago, and after being photo-
graphed by McKechnie & Oswald it was cov-
cred, to remain so until May 26, when it will
be mn'(;iled with great ceremony, assisted by
