At
Jackson’s farewell reception a monster
cheese, as big as a hogshead in circum-
ference and nearly a yard thick was
cut with saw blades, made into knives
and served out to the guests.

Tois is the encouragement given by
"Prof. Collett, former state geologist, of
Indiana, to Harry Francis, of Michi-
gan City, in reply to inquiries about
probabilities underlying that place,
and as the observation apply equaily
well to this place, we copy:

“You will probably get the odor of
the gas and oil within the first 100
feet. Don’t mind it; go 1,000 feet, and
if deeper without gas or oil, then watch
close for a bed of rock, at 1,200 to 1,700
feet. Pure rock saltin certain parts
(all tested) of Canada and Michigan,
from Cleveland to Mackinaw, from De-
troit to Lake Michigan. If you get it
you can make salt better than Liver-
pool at 10 cents a barrel. Iinally, if
nothing is found, dynamite the rocks
below.

Tho*Néw-Harlem Bridge and How They
are Building 1t=The New Iiridgoe Across
_Enajg?klvetéSolnc Famous Dridges, An-
“giéi\f‘ and Modern. *

New Yorkicity is likely to be cventually
th& most famons in the world on account of
its bridges. The one building over the Her-
lentriver,at One Hundred and Eighty-first
stréet will 'add to its importance as a city of
bridgés; dud another is contemplated. across
East.xiver above the Brooklyn bridge.

¥The foundation, for the center pier of the
bridge over the:Harlem is approaching com-
pletion. When finished the bridge will be an.
achievement worthy of the geniusand time
expendedl upon it I& will consist of two
metallic arches, each 510 feet clear, one
of which spans the entire width of the river
and the other the whole distance from the
easterly bank of the river fo Sedgwick ave-
nue; Each span consists of six separate steel
plate arches, spaced 14 feet bLetween centers
and connected by bracing. The floor sys-
tem is carried o vertical columns. supported
by the arches. The floor is 80 feet wide,
and consists of a roadway of 50 feet and
two footwalks of 15 feet each, The grade of
the roadway is:150 feet above mean high tide.
The arched masonry approaches are as nearly
symmaetrical at both ends as practicable,

Insinking the foundation for the center
piér it was discovered that fifteen feet from
the sarface of the water rock sloping dovwn-
ward at a sharp angle toward the center of
the river-would b¢ encountered, and. o this
rock rest the soft mud and sand of the river
bed. Thisnecessitated, the extensive use of ex-
plosives. Indeed, it is believed thatin this
instance more rock was removed by blasting
than in any other similar work ever under-
taken. Actfirst they used dynamite exclu-
sively; but the gases it generated caused the
men to complain. of severe headaches after
each firing. Thatand the peril of handling
it wereagainst.it. Rackarock was then tried
with pleasanter results. Rackarock consists
of two ingredients, a fluid and asolid, shippec
in separate packages, each of which is abso-
lutely non-explosive. When needed, the two
ingredients are combined by pouring a cer-
tain proportion of the fluid over the solid,
which is contained in a bag of the usual
cartridge form. It takesbut a few seconds
for the oil to thoroughly saturate the cart-
ridge, one of the tied ends of which isthen
cut, the cloth case opened and the fuse in-
serted. The end is then reticd, and the cart-
ridge is ready for use in the ordinary way.

The bill anthorizing the construction of the
new East river bridge passed congress in:
Narch. The structure will go from New
Fork city to- Long Island by way of Black-
well'sIsland. It isto be 150 feet high, span-
ning' éither channel, will accommodate pas-
sengex and freight cars, and will also have a
footway. Sufficient capital is promised in
Europe to buildit from the foundations of
thd piers to the last coating of paint. Iis
starting place in New York is near the Grand
Central depot;it will be cantilever, like that
at Niagara, and will be three and a half
miles long.

It is designed for rapid transib in the true
sense of the term. Trainswill be run at
thiity miles an hour. ATl vehicles will be
run‘over on platform cars designed for this
purpose. That it will develop and populate
Queens county and Eong Island generally is
a certainty. Cantilever means a lever or sup-
port for something at a cant or angle from a
wall beyond whick it projects. Im plain
woxds, it is.1like a bracket secured to the wall
from which it runs out for the purpose of
bearing up a cornice or other material.

Niagara had the first notable cantilever
bridge. It has been complete and carrying
trains at specd for over two years. The road-
way of this bridge runs over the tops of the
towers. Since it has been completed another
similar to it has been built over the river at
St. John, N. B,

The greatest cantilever bridge, however, is
the one noiv building over the Frith of Forth,
Scotland. The Frith is an arm of the sea
frequented by Great Britain's largest iron-
clads, and requires a bridge considerably

Ionger than the: Brooklym bridge. This
bridge, in addition to land approaches, will
have two of the largest spaunsin the world,
each of 1,700 feet, with three steel towers,
4N0 feet high and about 300 feet square at the
base. Few of the highest structures in the
world equal this. Teave out the Washington
monument, the Pyramids and St. Peter’s, and
there are no others that come readily to

d.

Bridges have always engaged the attention
of everybody, from the unlettered hind to the
man of science. The bridges of old Rome
were a part.of its glory. The Romans con-
structed the first stone bridges. After the
fall of the Roman empire there werg several
centuries which produced no bridges worthy
of note except those built by the AMoors of

pain.

The old London bridge was the first stone
bridge over the Thames. It was begun in 1176
by Peter of Colechurch, who died befors the
completion of his work, and wasburied in the
crypt of the: chapel erected on the center pier.
The bridge was completed in 1209, during the
reign of King John. Ifwas chiefly remark-
able for its massiveness. It contained about
twice ds much material as it needed.

Venice has 340 bridges. One of the most
remarkable bridges in Britain is the bridge of
Pont-y-Prydd, over the Taif in Wales, It
was builtin 1755 by an uneducated mason
named Edwards, after he had made two
unsuceessful trials, It consists of a single
circnlar arch, with a span of 140 feet and a.
rise of 85 feet. The new London bridge is
apagnificent structure of granite, and was
completed in 1831. It has five arches. No
finerr example of stone bridge exists than, the
High bridge of the croton aqueduct, over the
Harlem river in this city.

Suspension bridges are of very remote
origin. In China some still exist that were
builtin A. D. 65. In this country the first
stspension bridges were built from 1796 to
1810, and were all small and constructed with
chain cables.

‘The suspension bridge over the Ohio abt
Cincinnati is a splendid structure, as is. also
the bridge over the Mississippi at St. Louis,
designed by James B. Eads. .

A CONFLAGRATION.

Electricity Pitches Them Out of Bed
and Automsitic Step Ladders Are Let’
Down for Their Convenienceé=\Wlhat
May We Expect to See Next?

The reader of this article, if old enough and
a native of the country, will remember with
‘what awe lie used tolook upon the volunteer
firemen of the town. nearest his boyhood’s
home.. * Thatwas in the days of band fire en-
gines and lively races to fires and muscle
straining: contests for the honor of a
“wash,” and all that sort of thing.
Later came the steam fire engine,
and theii the, paid department system. Per-
baps the netw ways are the better, but they
certainly are not more picturesque. Bub
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. * AN ALARN,
property holders can well afford toiforego
Ppicturesqueness s¢ longz as greater safety is

dttained. The modern fire Liousa is cartainly
a most ingenious affair, and Chicago has led
the world, if we except Ham White, of Syra-
cuse, N. Y., in ovorything that pertains to
firemon getting to fives ina hurry. Every-
body has sécn or heard of the sliding pole de-
vice, whereby firvemen get from their beds
to their machines without much loss of time,
the clectrical apparatus for loosening the
norses, starting the fire in the engine, cte.
Few believed there could be any _further im-
provement in this direction, but Chizago was
of theopinion that this was a mistake, and
has demonstrated that her opinion is correct.
The authorities of that city bave now per-
fected devices by which they hope to start
nearly even with any fire that ean be kindled.
In addition to the Lest machines of the latest
invention, they bave a system peculiarly

their own for getting tho firemen
out early., The men sleep on the
second floor, diveetly over the patrol

wagon and liorses; trap doors open from
their room, and stuirs easily sliding into
place conduct the men to the wagou. The
cots on. which the men sleep stand in a circle,
and from the inner end of each goesa cord
over a pulley in the center,one end of the
cord fast to the bed clothes, the other toa
weight attached tothe pulley; the clectric
shocle which gives the fire alarm displaces
this wejght, it drops, and the cords snatch

Washington is not a place desived
by European diplomats—indeed, it is spoken
of as the post of ¢uiet, do nothing, where a
talented diplomat may rest from his Iabors
at a European court.

SUBSIDENGCES IN' CHESHIRE.

How Buildings Are Sinking in Certain
Portions of England.

Our engraving illustrates a very curious
and very unpleasant phenomenon in Wins-
ford, Cheshire, England—the sinking of a
large building into the earth. This and
many other sinkings in that county are due
to the removal of salt from the mines. Over
1.200,000 tons of pure salt from brine and
500,000 tons of rock salt are shipped annually
from Cheshire; the Ilatier is regularly
quarried out and the former made from brine
pumped up from the deep pits, In addi-

tion, it is supposed that the rain percolating
through the earth is washing a much larger
quantity into the ocean by underground
channels. In the towns of Northwich and
‘Winsford the houses are seftling down in ail
sorts of ways, as chance may determine,
windows and doors often®%tanding at acute
angles to the foot walks, and these rising oc-
casionally in waves. Several months ago the
earth near the Wheatsheaf inn sank verysud-
denly, and afterwsard the bottom of the

Both cellur bottom and the
edrth of the earlier depression fell into an old
salt mine full of water; and the men were
saved with much difficulty. The cut shows
the Red Lion inn at Winsford, which has
sunk thirty-seven feet and a half since 1846,
and is still sinking.

- Near by stands the solitary
chimney of some old salt works, all the rest
of the building having fallen into the cavern.
Thesides of the cavity above it are somewhat
rounded off by 1ain, and then a deep mere or
lake with no outlet is formed.

Those working the torpedo tubes are pro-
tected Ly steel plating in each torpedo port
Four air compressing engines supply motive
power for the torpedoes. There are two
electric search lights of 20,00 candle power,
for use in night service, The Fearless.is un-
armored, and her chief strength lies in her
great spead and in the fact that her engines
and builers, steering arrangements, maga-
zines and other vital parts are placed below
the load water line in watertight compart-
ments, with a protected steel deck.

M. ALPHADN'S PROJECT.

The Tniversal Exposition of 1889 at Paris
and Its Director.

1L Alphand, divector general of the work
of the universal exposition to be held in Paris
in 1859, is another old young man, like De
Lesseps, Gladstoneand the late Henry Ward
Beecher.

To AL Alphand is due the credit of the
plan for the buildings and grounds, which re-
semble somewhat the chatean of Versailles, a
central building with two wings, surrounded
by an immense space to convert into a gar-
den, which shall harmonize with that of Tro-
cadero, situated on the other side of the
Beine. The terrnce of the parlk of #he city
will be removed, permitting the eye of the
spectator coniing across the river to rest upon
the luxuriant perspective of a vast gavden,
beautified by the play of color given by cas-
cades and lakes of water, and by a multitude
of picturesque constructions. To the right
and left will be the palace of fine arts and
the liberal arvts, with their polychromatie
domes, which are the dream of 3. Forringe.
Below, the facade of the sections of indus-
tries, ¢ivided*by a monumental door, which
opens iuto a large hall conducting to the gal-
lery of machinery.

The most conspicuous feature will be the
Iiffel totwer, which has already been nearly
as much talked about as the tower of Babel.
It will have a place at the head of the expo-
'sition in front of the garden.

This projectad tower has been the ob-
ject of mueh wrath and ridicule. Its ad-
versaries have been numerous and powerful.
Architects, artists, critics of art and others
attacked it. Among oiber uvflattering
names it was called “the cloud of the expo-
sition.” Still, the ridicule which usunally
kills both people and projects in Paris
with equal ease hbas not Dbeen able
to destroy it. Tbe reason given by IL/II-
lustration is that the people are saturated
with exhibitions of industrial products, and
that it is necessary to find something new to
awaken their interest and comumand their
attention. This novelty has Leen found in
the tower of Eiffel, so called because it is the
design and work of M. Eiffel..

The many couniries which will be repre-
sented at the exposition will give to the scene
a picturesque and peculiar interest. The
Chinese will be there with their pagodas, the
Algerian with his mosques, etc. Nor must
we omit that M. Alphand, faithful to his
idea of making it a pldce of loveliness and
good cheer, has.determined to have a theatre
under Eiffel’s tower.

A PROMINENT ENGLISHMAN.,

REVEALING TIIE SPHINX.

THE GREAT STONE IMAGE OF EGYPT
UNCOVERED.

1What ITas Been Found Below the Saud
of the Desert=Tho Signification ot this
Marvelous Creation of Egyptinn Art
Mark Twain’s Apostrophe to thoe Sphinx.

What the ancient Egyptians intended to

represent by the sphinx with which they
lined the avenues approaching their temples
no man hath learned. It is supposed they
typified the mysterious nature of the divin-
ity—the silent, enduring force of the mighty
spirit which moved all things and knew
neither beginuing norend.

The great sphinx of the pyramid has been
the problem of the ages as far back as wo
can penetrate. It is believed to havoe been
sculptured before the days of Cheops, the
builder of the first pyramid. It is an inber-
itance from the buried ages, an undeciphera-
ble, mysterious thing at which all look with
awe and over which the wisest puzzlein vain.

The sphinx of Greek mythology were com-
bipations of woman and lion, the head and
breast of the first and the body of the second,
with wings added; bus the Egyptian sphbinx
were always male, always bearded and
capped, and the lion’s body to which the head
was attached is wingless.

The great sphinx of the pyramid originally
had a beard, bub it disappearved under the
continuous mutilation which the face has un-
dergone. Fragments of it have been found
below,

The sphinx sbands near the eastern edge of
the platform on which the pyramids stand,
with its face looking toward the Nile. The
face is 28 feet G inches long, the whole figure
126 tect Jong, GO feet high before the present
work of uncoveing it from the sand was
begun. Around the head it measures 102
feet. Mark Twain gives one a better idea of
its size than we can get from figures, when
he says the block from which it was carved
must have been as large as the Fifth Avenue
hotel in New York city before the usual
waste (by the necessities of sculpture) of a
fourth or a half of the original mass was
begun. This species of stone is harder than
iron—so hard that figures cut initremain
distinctly defined although exposed to the
weather for 2,000 or 3,000 years. A hundred
or more years of patient toil was necessary to
carve it.

[
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THE SPHINX REVEALED.

This monstrous stone riddle of the ages for
centuries has stood with the head, breast and
part of the back rising above the sand. Last
year Brugsch Bey began to have the sand
cleared away from the base of the sphinx,
and now the paws, and the chapel which they
inclose, the large granite stela and the gran-
ite altar are visible.

The bind part of him is still buried; but his
true proportions can now be estimated. So
thoroughly were the lower parts hidden that
the Arabs in the middle ages believed it to be
a standing figure buried to the head in sand.
He now stands revealed, a form instinct with
vitality, “the personification of the greatest
physical strength and the highest intellectual

force in repose, but alert and vigilant.” The-

lower portion of the shoulders and paws are
covered with slabs of stone. Some of these
are already displaced, and there is danger
that if the paws remain uncovered much
damage will be done to them.

Mark Twain,in his “Innocents Abroad,”
has this poetical apostrophe to this mighty
relic of the art of an unknown age:

The great face was so sad, so earncesf, 50 long-
ing, so patient. There was a dignity not of earth
in its mien and in its countenance a benignity
such as never anything human wore. It was
stone, but it seemed sentient. If ever image of
stone thought, it was thinking. It was looking
toward the verge of the landscape, yetlooking at
nothing—nothing but distance and vacancy. It
was looking over and beyond everything of the
present and far into the past. It was gazing out
over the ocean of time—over lines of century
waves which, further and further receding, closed
nearcr and neaver together and blended at last
into one unbroken tide away toward the horizon
of remote antiquity. It was thinking of the wars
of departed ages; of the empires it had seen
created and destroyed; of the nations whose birth
it had witnessed, whose progress it had
watched, whose annihilation it had noted;
of the joy and sorrow, the life and death, the
zrandeur and decay, of 5,000 slow, revolv-
ing years. It was the fype of an at
tribiite of man—of a faculty of his heart
and brain. It was 3Memory, Retrospection—

- wrought. into visible, tangible form. All who

know what pathos there is. in memories of days
that are accomplished and faces that have van-
jshed—albeit only a trifling score of years gone
by—will have some appreciation of the pathos
that dwells in these grave eyes that lookso stead-
fastly back upon the things they knew before
history was born—before tradition had being—
things that were, and forms that moved, in a
vague era which even poetry and romance scarce
know of--and passed one by one away and left
the stony dreamer solitary in the midst of a
strange new age and uncomprehended scenes.

The sphinx is grand in its loneliness; itis fm-
posing in its magnitude; it is impressive in the
mystery that hangs over its story. And thereis
that in the overshadowing majesty of this eternal
figure of stone, with its accusing memory of the
deeds of all ages, which reveals to one something
of what he shall feel when he shall stand at last
in the awful presence of God.

Fighting the Grim Destroycr.

Gen. McClernand, of Illinois, is a fighter.
Although in the seventies he is still as full of
pluck as he was during the stormiest days of
the rebellion. A few weeks ago one of the
general’s old army chums died af his home at
Springfield. A meeting to draft suitable reso-
lutions of respect tohis memory was attended
by a number of his friends, among them Gen.
McClernand. One of the speakers, in eulo-
gizing the deceased, said: “Andso when death
came to claim him for its victim he met it as
peacefully and calmly as the warrior who
wraps the drapery of his couch about him and
lies down to pleasant dreams.”

After the meeting adjourned the subject of
their conversation was'the immutable fate of
all men and the calmness with which their de-
ceased friend had met the grim destroyer.

“That’s the weal point in his character.
That's something I never liked in hing,” said
Gen. McClernand, angrily.

The general's companions with some sur-
prise asked, “\Why not, general?”

“Becausg,” said the veteran of a hundred
battles, “I don’t like this business of meeting
death calmly. I'have norespect for any man
who does that. When death comes to mo 1!l
fight him, sir—D1l fight him to the last. I
don't wantany lying down topleasant dreats
in mine. Death can’t conquer me without a
struggle.”

The look and tone that accompanied the
words satisfied the general’s hearers that be
would act as he had said. —Washington Cor.
Chicago Tribune. oot

THE LATE JUDGE CAKRTTER..

Deuath of One of Lincoln’s Most Trusted
. Advisers. T

David K. Cartter, chief justice of tho court
of the District of Columbia, died at hig resi-
dence in Washington on the evéning of April
16, aged nearly 75 years. He was the last of
that small circle who were on intimate terms
with Abrabam Lincoln and are credited with
doing much to fix the tone of his administras
tion as far as it was personalk Judge Cartter
had completed twenty-four yearsof continu-
ous service as chief justice of the district,
having taken the place early in 1863 by ap-
pointment of President Lincoln, When he
was appointed the courts of the district were
in chaos; he organized a good system and
miaintained a high standard of judicial integ-
rity. Hehad'led the s0 called “bolt” in the
Ohio delegation in the Chicago convention of
1860, which resulted in.the nomination of

. Lincoln, and was a devoted friend and sup-

porter of the president to the last. He was
also amnong the first to take strong ground in
favor of the mnomination of <Grant, and

throughout the middle part of his life exei= -

cised great influence in politics.

The
latter accepted the mission to Balivia, which
he held for one year, but as there were no
pressing duties in that place he devoted most
of the time to travel. His anxieties about
the Union cause brought himm home in 1862,
and &s soon as he arrived President Lincoln
appointed him chief justice of the district,
bidding hinx organize the court at once and
No man wason more intimate
terms with the president. Judge Cartter
spent many an evening at the White House,
and his unfaltering faith in final success was
a great encouragement to. the often depressed
and saddened man. With Thad Stevens,
Zach Chandler, Ben -Wade and a few oth-
ers of that class he pussed many an evening
in devising schemes to strengthen the Union
sentiment. But alter the close of the war he
becamae less a politician and more a judge in
overy year of his service. He died peace-
fully and painlessly in the presence of his

- ‘wife, son and two grandchildren.

CAPT. W. W. BUSH.

A Lockport Man Who Claimed to Be the
Tirst: Volunteer of the Civil War.

It is claimed for Capt. William Wirt Bush,
who recently died in Lockport, N. Y., that
he was the first man to respond to President
Tincoln’s call for 75,000 troops April 15, 1861,
Others dispute the claim. Here is his story,
showing his reasons for his assertions. He

had been a very strong Union man, and his
friends who disagreed with him had re-
peatedly annoyed him with the statement
that “a man who was in favor of war ought
to be willing to fight.”

So he made up
hismind to be the
first to go to the
front if war broke
out. On April 14
it was announced
that the president’s
proclamation
svould be issued the
next day, and Bush
went to the tele-
graph office early
o ON. the morning of
the 15th, waiting
for the news that it
bad been issued.
The operator was
his intimate frieng,
and as soon as the.

proclamation arrived, shortly after noon,
he gave Mr. Bush its substance. Said Capt.
Bush, in telling the story some years later:
“I at once ran down the main street and into
the hardware store of ErastusMack. George
Stoll, who was the clerk in the store, at my
request took a rough wdoden box cover,
which was handy, and made the following
call for volunteers with a iarking brush:
‘Fall inl Volunteers received here to
organize a company under the president’s
proclamation for the war.! I immaedi-
ately took the board across the street to
my place of business and nailed it up on the
corner. Then I wrote out the necessary
heading for the enrcliment list on s sheet of
paper and signed my own name first.”
A1l this occurred within dve minates after
the dispatch announcing the ‘proclamation
was received. Eighteen men were enrolled
_inside of four hours, and within as many days
a tompany of sixty-four-men was completed.
Capt. Bush was born in Lockport Aug.
1, 1832. Hiswhole career was eventful. Some
years before the war his brother got into a
row with a canal boat captain named Frost.
It seemed to William that the brother was
likely to suffer severe personal injuries, and
so he ran to his defense. The yesult was the
death of Frost and the trial on the charge of
murder of the subject of this sketch. He was
acquitted, however.
, Capt. Bush’s war record was a brilliant
one. Hispersonal bravery was remarkable.
He went into the battle of Cedar Mountain
armed only with a club, being under arrest
at that time under some trumped up
. charge. This led to his court martial, but he
was honorably acquitted. At this battle
Capt. Bush was wounded in the left elbow,
and some time later was talken prisoner and

~ confined in the Staunton, Va., jail. From

Staunton he was taken to Libby prison, at
Richmond, but was afterward exchanged.
After his release he was mustered out with
the regiment June 8, 1863. He then became
a sutler in the Shenandoah valley, and en-
tered the employ of the government as a de-
tective. His health was not good during the
last years of his life,
