The pre­
diction is formally made by the writer 
in question that in the future this 
mode of journeying will be extensively 
indulged in. Then Jules Ye^ne’s work 
will read like a prophecy, and twenty 
thousand* leagues, and. many times 
that, will annually be sailed under the 
sea. Such are substantially the con­
clusions of our writer. 'Whether they 
Will he verified or not must be left, we 
fear, to future generations to see.- 
ScienUflc American.

The Smithsonian Institution: lias 
received from Col. J, H. Wood, of St. 
Paul, the bodies of five persons—a man, 
woman, and three children— taken- 
from  a cave in the Bad Lands of 
Dakota by a miner. Tire, bodies are 
simply dried up, and are not petrified, 
but are in a remarkable state o f pre­
servation. Scientific men who have 
seen them say they belong to a race 
which existed two thousand years ago.

The Pinsk Marshes.
There is in Russia a district as large 

as Ireland, known by the above tittle, 
and wholly impassable from the size 
and number of its morasses, in addition 
to which it is covered with an impene­
trable forest of undergrowth and 
tangled jungle, and consequently was 
utterly useless. To make this vast ex­
tent of land available for the purposes 
of pasturage and agriculture, all that 
was required, apparently, was a 
thorough system of draining and clear­
ing, as the land itself, as land, was 
found good for the proposed purposes. 
Accordingly, the Russian government 
has gone to work with a will, and is 
now, and has been for some time past, 
energetically engaged in both these 
useful and important operations, and 
the work has been crowned with 
marked success. A t present, 4,000,000 
of acres have been reclaimed; and dur­
ing next year, it is proposed that 300,- 
000 more shall be taken in hand by 
means of 120 miles of canals and dikes. 
It is further reported that upward of 
600,000 acre3 o f once unless bog are 
now good meadow land, while 2,000,000 
acres of impenetrable jungle have been 
brought into cultivation. In addition 
to all this, the engineers have built 
170 bridges, sunk 577 wells, and sur­
veyed and mapped 20,000 square miles 
of land.—Chambers’s Journal.

Bear  Butte V alley , Dak., April 2C>.

Mr , E ditor :—We have been liliv­
ing the strangest weather X ever saw. 
Rain, snow, hail, sunshine and wind 
alternating like the shifting figures of 
a kaleidoscope in innumerable and 
unexpected combination. One morn­
ing the mud will be so deep that “ we 
carry a plantation to school on our 
shoes,” and at evening one can walk 
dry shod; another morning we go out 
on a dry surface and in a few  hours 
rubber boots are “above par.”  On the 
22nd and 23rd tlie. changes were vefy 
rapid; they were veritable April days 
in  their alternations o f shine and shade, 
"but instead o f “ drizzling mists”  we 
had snow squalls. There was quite a 
fall of snow on the night o f the 21st. 
but notwithstanding the many squalls 
on the 22nd, the fields were bare at 
night.

A ll around here the seeding has 
been going on rapidly; the fall wheat is 
coming np and fields growing green. 
Grass has not been so good at this 
season for years. Wild "flowers are 
beginning to bloom. I  gathered my 
first on the 16th, but have found but 
one species yet. Last week we bad 
some fine rainbows—one showing a 
perfect bow, and tlie part o f another 
remaining vivid for a half hour. The 
clouds, as they gather and form on 
Bear Butte, give us beautiful pictures. 
Sometimes tlie top o f tlie mountain 
rises “above the clouds,”  again it is 
hidden, from us by a dense covering, 
and anon the rain cloud passes be­
tween ns and it while through the 
vapor the solitary hills show from 
base to summit.

While we in tlie valley have been 
but slightly inconvenienced by the 
weather, up in The Hills there have 
been more serious results. Today we 
learn, that in Deadwood there is three 
feet o f snow; two feet fell in one day 
on Bald Mountain undas iLhas snowed 

•some every day for two weeks, there 
is considerable snow on the Hills. 
Should it go off with a heavy rain, 
Deadwood would suffer seriously, and 
some of tlie valleys would be flooded.

It lias been almost impossible to 
carry freight into tlie Hills; and hay is 
now bringing ten cents-per. lb., or $100 
per ton, and oats 2 }f per lb., up there. 
Bather hard lines for the stock in 
towns, while they are looking well on 
grass alone. This week the weather 
in the valley is fine. L ynn.

Tlie Fairfield Letter.
Hon. ISylcester Lam ed :

Dear  Sir : You have done me the 
honor to ask me to express in writing 
my opinion o f the true course to be pur­
sued by tlie Republican party of Michi­
gan in respect to the liquor business.

You ask this of one who has, as you 
know,stood identified with that party 
through all tho years and mouths and 
days o f its entire history; and, as I  
have no opinions to conceal. I  answer 
your request with perfect frankness; 
and you are at liberty to make any 
use of this letter you see fit for the 
good o f  the cause we both love so 
well.

My opinion is that the Republican 
party of this state should plant itself 
firmly, emphatically and unequivocally 
upon tlie ground o f  prohibiting this 
iniquitous liquor business and that 
they cannot do it any to soon.

1. Because it is right. The only 
question is between prohibition and 
regulation. And it is utter folly and 
it was with the whole spirit o f our 
Christian civilization to attempt to 
regulate any unmitigated evil. Ger­
many some years ago undertook to 
regulate gambling saloons. For a 
time the nation derived quite a 
revenue from this source. But the 
experiment was a failure. It must 
al ways be. They abandoned the policy, 
and now the whole thing is prohibited, 
and the piohibition is enforced.

The liquor ‘business, when excep­
tion is made in favor o f medical, me­
chanical, chemical and scientific uses, 
is an unmitigated fraud. It lias not 
left remaining a single redeeming 
feature to save it from utter condem­
nation.

The use of intoxicating drinks to one 
in health is not only unnecessary, hut 
injurious. By the laws of this state it 
is now required that every child in 
our public schools should be so taught. 
I know7 o f no respectable scientific 
or medical authority that teaches 
otherwise. The drink habit is under­
stood to expose to disease, and to 
diminish the duration of human life.

The business occasions from three- 
fifths to three-fourths o f the pauperism 
of the state. Thirty per cent of the 
insanity and idiocy grows out o f it. 
A t least three-fourths of the crimes 
are occasioned by it. And for all this 
the people are heavily taxed from year 
to year.

These aro facts that noliodv can 
deny. That such a business, which is 
“evil, and only evil, and that con­
tinually,”  should be protected by law 
is an anachronism in this year of Our 
Lord, 1S37.

It lias no rights that anybody is 
bound to respect. Gambling dens are 
prohibited. Houses o f prostitution are 
under the ban of legal condemnation. 
Selling vile literature or obscene 
pictures is made a crime. Decent cit­
izens would revolt at tlie thought of 
these vile sources. Even lotteries are 
no longer regulated, but utterly pro­
hibited.

And yet, as a waster of property, as 
a destroyer of life and health, as a 
corrupter o f tlfe public morals, as an 
incentive to violence, as a prolific 
cause of crime, tlie liquor business 
towers far above them all.

It is simply absurd to talk of deal­
ing with sucli a business otherwise 
than by absolute prohibition. Tlie 
state owes it to itself to protect its 
citizens agninst such a foe.

And more and more is the open sa­
loon a menace to our free institutions. 
Government of the people by the peo­
ple and for the people is in imminent 
danger of perishing from the earth. 
What a travesty on popular govern­
ment was your late election in De­
troit! And scarcely less so in many 
places. The Republican party has 
stood for liberty and law, The saloon 
strikes a deadly blow at both. “To 
arms!” against such a foe, sounds the 
battle cry along the whole line! We 
do well to heed it! Righteousness 
only exalteth a nation; and righteous­
ness demands the utter suppression of 
this whole accursed traffic.

2. It is wise as well as right. In­
deed the right doing is always the wise 
thing. But in a peculiar sense in this 
the only true policy for the Republi­
can party. It is entirely in harmony 
with its eventful history. It is not in 
conflict with any other of the good 
ends which it proposes still to achieve. 
There is no inspiration for a grand 
party like that Of a high moral pur­
pose. Hothing else so awakens a re­
sponse in the hearts of the people. 
There has been no such enthusiasism 
in the political meetings for the last 
ten years, as in those held this spring 
in favor o f the prohibition .amend­
ment. The Republican party has been 
the party sworn to stand by the. right. 
The great majority of its members are 
In favor of prohibition. We have al­
ready lost more than 20,000 o f our old 
time Republicans who voted last year 
with the third party. We shall lose 
20,000 more unless we take our stand 
squarely for the suppression ot' the 
saloon. W e have never had more than 
a small fraction of the saloon vote. 
It is reported that only 5 out of 100 
of the saloon keepers in Hew York 
and Brooklyn are Republicans. About 
the same proportion in this state gen­
erally. And by submitting the amend­
ment we have lost even the few o f this 
class who have hitherto voted with us. 
The bridges are burned behind us; It 
only remains to fight it out on the ad­
vance line, or die! Colonel, in my 
judgment we hare won our last vic­
tory in Michigan, until we stand 
squarely for prohibition!

By frauds and intimidation in De­
troit and elsewhere we have lost the 
amendment; but every candid and in­
telligent man knows today that the 
majority of the qualified voters of the 
state favor it. But for the storm on 
election day it would have been car­
ried by a majority of 10,000, even de­
spite the frauds.

The Democratic platforms—national 
and state.— are against prohibition. 
The “saloon in politics” belongs to tlie 
Democratic party and not to us. A  
small minority voted for tlie amend­
ment. Of the'Republicans who voted, 
two-thirds voted “yes.”

Had but a score of the Republican 
leaders followed the good example of 
yourself and Gen. Cutckeon and taken 
the stump for the amendment it would 
have prevailed, despite tlie storm anil 
the frauds. It was a great mistake 
that they did not. But I believe If 
the present legislature shall do its full 
duty, and the Republican State cen­
tral committe and the next -Republi­
can state convention, it is yet in our 
power to save ourselves and the cause. 
But we must live as redeeming the 
time, for the days are evil.

This saloon question is at the front, 
and no voice of command will sand it 
to the rear. We cannot go hack where 
we were even three months ago, 
Hearty 200,000 voters have put them­
selves on record, declaring their Inde­
pendence A  flic saloon power, and 10,- 
000 more already wish they had. 
Many eyes have seen the glory o f the 
comingfof the Lord. For it is

“ Ho has sounded forth tlie trum pet 
That shall n ev er  call retreat ’ ’

His truth is marching on ; and we 
must march with it, or be trampled 
beneath the feet of the victor!

More W h isk y  Murders.
The champions o f  the saloon inter­

ests. have again made their cause odi­
ous by violeuco and murder. The 
tragedy of Sioux City and tlie killing 
of Haddock has followed by two as­
saults, one fatal, upon prohibitionists, 
in Ohio. Dr. Nortlmp, a radical Pi o- 
hibitionist, of Scioto county, incurred 
the enmity o f a family of rum sellers, 
anil at length was attacked by them 
and killed. The murder was o f savage 
brutality, tlie assassins emptied their 
guns into the body o f their victim 
after life had fled. Oiio of the mur­
derers was recently appointed post­
master by the administration and 
some Republican organs are trying to 
make petty political capital out of it. 
But the murder was not committed 
for the benefit or behoof of the Demo­
cratic party. It was done in the in­

terests of the salooqs, and in revenge 
upon those who warred upon them in 
the past and to intimidate those who 
might design doing so in the future. 
The next week at Doylestown, Ohio, a 
local anti-prohibition victory won by a 
small majority was celebrated in a free 
beer-drinking bout. A t midnight a 
gang o f liquor sellers smashed the 
front of the house belonging to a 
prominent Prohibitionist, and wound­
ed him with three shots. Fortunate­
ly he returned the (ire disabling sever­
al. anil it is to be hoped, killed some,' 
of his assailants, as they all deserved 
to be.

Every deed ot'this sort makes anti- 
liquor, anti-saloon votes by the ballot- 
boxful—makes them not only in Ohio,. 
but in every state in the union. Every 
exhibition of this cowardly and cruel 
malice on tlie part of the liquor sellers, 
provokes a deeper and stronger indig­
nation against them even in the hearts 
of those indisposed to support the ex­
treme views of prohibitionists. Tlie 
liquor sellers’ constant defiance of 
law. their violence and their crimes 
are widening and intensifying public 
indignation anil making the enforce­
ment of prohibition more and more 
possible. It is the liquor sellers that 
are making prohibition votes.—De­
troit Journal.

State Constabulary.
L ansino, Mich., May (>.—A state 

constabulary to enforce the liquor 
laws was the important bill passed hv 
the house this morning and given im­
mediate effect. This is not a part of 
the liquor law, but a supplement de­
signed to stringently execute the new 
law. It was so radical that its quick 
passage by the large majority of 00 to 
IS was unexpected. The bill provides 
for the appointment by the governor 
o f a slate-marshal, at a salary of$l,20u 
with power to appomt a force of depu­
ty state marshals throughout the state 
who are charged with the duty of 
enforcing the liquor law, and are paid 
by the counties. The practical effect 
of the law is to take all prosecutions 
from the prosecuting attorneys and 
other local ofiiccrs and give them to 
the state constabulary. The design 
of the act is to compel a rigid execution 
of the liquor laws in Detroit and other 
large communities where it is thought 
the liquor element lias a controlling 
inlhtence in the choice of officials. 
The bill provoked a lengthy debate. 
Mr. Damon, its framer and Mr. Bates 
urged that the liquor prosecutions 
were as dangerous as tlie detection of 
moonshiners and only special state 
officials would undertake the work 
thoroughly. Messrs. Manly, Crocker, 
Rentz, S. Baker and other democrats 
fought to have all after the enacting 
Clause struck out. They urged that it 
was centralizing power and taking 
away the elective privileges. Mr. 
Damon moved to put the bill on its 
immediate passage, and this unusual 
course carried by 00 to 13. By _ the 
same decisive vote the act was given 
Immediate effect. Messrs. Grenell and 
Ogg were tlie only Wayne members 
voting “yes,” Messrs. Pierce and Cady 
not voting.—Special to Detroit Hews.

Some days ago tlie 
mayor instructed tlie marshal to see 
that tlie law providing that saloons 
shall not open before 7 a. m. be not 
violated. The marshal did so, and he 
did a good deal more. He made the 
saloonists mad. They have held a 
meeting and have bound themselves, 
one and all, under bonds of $100, not 
to take out a single license until Ihiugs 
are so as to suit every one of them. 
It looks as i f  the town would he minus 
$S,000 revenue, and plus prohibition, 
for a time anyway. What a pity all 
of the villages in tlie State might not 
have Cheboygan men for marshal’s.

THE CURSE OF CHINA-

Tho Rapid Growth o f Opium Smoking 
in tlie Flowery Kingdom .

The growers of opium in India are 
much alarmed over the rapid decrease 
in their exports to China, The poppy 
fields of tho Flowery Kingdom are 
driving tlie foreign product from the 
market. There is a law in Ciiina for­
bidding opium raising, but it lias been a 
dead letter ever since England, simply 
because she was deriving an annual in­
come of §6,000,000 from the tax on In­
dian opium, forced China to reopen her 
markets to the drug.

Opium growing for several years past 
has been rapidly increasing in China. 
About one-third of the cultivated land- 
in Yunnan is now devoted to poppy 
raising. Travelers describe the valleys 
of southwestern China as white with 
P°1W blossoms. China is now raising 
about two-thirds of all the opium she 
consumes. Other foreign opium is com­
ing into competition with the Indian 
product. The Mozambique Opium com­
pany is putting 50,000 acres of laud in 
the lower Rambesi valley into opium, 
and the African product is already sell­
ing in the Shanghai market.

Meanwhile tlie curse of Opium smok­
ing weighs more heavily every year 
upon the people of China. One-fiftli of 
the population of Pekin and Tientsin are 
opium smokers. It is said that 3,000 of 
the attaches of tlie imperial palace are 
victims of the terrible habit in spite of 
tlie fact that the Chinese government 
discourages the practice. There are a 
number of native anti-opium societies, 
which are doing a work in China simi­
lar to that of our temperance unions 
here. The government has also estab­
lished a large number of refuges, where 
victims of the opium habit may go for 
treatment. Sedatives, stimulants, and 
tonics are adminstered to cure them of 
tlie vice.

Great Britain lierself is likely soon to 
suffer some of the evils with which she 
has helped to curse China. In.parts of 
India the opium habit is making alarm­
ing progress among tlie natives. The 
•Marquis Tseng called attention to this 
fact in a letter to the Anti-Opium soci­
ety of England tlie other day. He 
added that if Great Britain would put a 
stop to the exportation of opium from 
Indio, China would effectually stop the 
growing of opium within her territor­
ies. He said China was willing to co­
operate with Great Britain in striking at 

. the root of tlie evil.—Hew York Sun.

Allowing my experience of 
two and one-half years in the oil re­
gion of Pennsylvania to enable me to 
judge, I  believed then as now, that it 
was a remarkably fine quality o f gas, 
and plenty of it.”

School Notes.
The First Primary department of the 

Snclianan public schools is ably man­
aged by Miss May Haller, with Miss 
Emma Grover as assistant. In  this 
department the names of eighty-one 
children have been enrolled during the 
present term, and the average daily 
attendance is good. These pupils 
range in age from five to ten years, 
and seem to he rather an unusually 
bright, good natured, well disposed, 
and genial set o f children. In the 
school room they reflect no little credit 
on their teachers and parents. They 
do not of Course remain stationary on 
their seats for half -a day at a time. It 
appears to the writer that the order in 
this department is in  the main good 
and commendable. These children 
are taught, spelling, reading, writing, 
the rudiments o f arithmetic, oral 
lessons in geography and language. 
There are twenty-four recitations in 
this department each day. The teach­
ers are patient, pains taking and per­
severing. They evidently love the 
children under their care, arid in turn 
the children love them.

In the Second Primary, which is pre­
sided over by MiS3 Edith Beardsley, 
the names o f fifty-one scholars are en­
rolled, and their average age is eight

years. The average attendence for 
the present term is forty-seven. Be- 
sides'general exercises in singing, etc., 
there are nine recitations daily in this 
department. The text hooks used are 
Appleton's-and Barnes’ Second Read­
ers, the Primary Business Standard 
Writing-Book, No. l , and the Eclectic 
Drawing-Book, No. 1. The branches 
taught in this department are spelling, 
reading, drawing, writing apd oral 
lessons in language and arithmetic. 
The scholars arg oiderly and generally 
well behaved. The writer was very 
favorably impressed with the atten­
tion of the scholars to the lesson dur­
ing the time of recitation. Miss Beards­
ley is doing splendid work for the 
children under her care, and she has, 
to a remarkable extent Won their love 
and respect. In this department the 
spelling is both oral and written, an 
arrangement which 13 deemed unex- 
ceptionally good. Tlie use of slates in 
both these departments cannot be too 
highly commended. Nearly all these 
children can now write a good hand, 
and it is presumed that some of them 
can write fully as well as their par­
ents. In the use of the slate and 
blackboard the schools of to-day very 
much excel those o f thirty years ago. 
The opening exercises in both these 
departments are most appropriate and 
deeply impressive. Literature, Science, 
Morality and Religion all have a place 
in the daily lessons taught in these 
schools, and the teachers are deserv­
ing of much praise for their wise and 
prudent management of the high and 
important interests entrusted to them 
by the people of Buchanan.

One hand on the saber and one on the rein 
The troopers move forward in line on tho plain. 
As rings tho \\'6rd ‘ ‘Gallop;” the steel scabbards 

Clank
And each rowel is pressed to a horse’s hot flank; 
And swift hi the rush as the -wild torrent’s flow 
When it pours from the crag on the valley below.

Tho trend o£ tho land in tho Sheii&ncloali 
volley is northeast and southwest. Tho Bluo 
Ridge mountains, you will see on tho map, lio 

}du6 northeast and southwest A lm ost  iu a  
dine parallel with them, laving tho very 
mountain foot with its blue and rushing 

- waters; wins tho romantic Shenandoah. It 
flows northeast and empties into tho Potomac 
at Harper's I’erry. To the westward and north 
are other ranges of peaks. Between tho lines 
of mountains are long narrow stretches of 
valley, down which the wind and. files of cav­
alry soldiers might sweep without obstruc­
tion. Both wind and soldier swept down 
those valleys many and many a time during 
the.civil war. The Shenandoah region is 

'crisscrossed with the lines of advance and re­
treat; its stony soil scantly covers tho crum­
bling bones oE many a  bravo horse’ and 
rider.

In the spring o f IS62 Gen. Thomas Jona­
than Jackson, C. S. A ., spread dismay, first 

through tho Shen­
andoah valley, then 
through the whole 
Union. His forco 
was both infantry 
and cavalry; but 
b e c a u s e  of the 
swiftness and bold­
ness of his move­
ments lie came to 
be associated in the 
popular mind with 

stoxew aul  jacksov. cavalry especially. 
In criticisms of tlio campaign of the Shenan­
doah valley it lias been said that if  the Fed­
eral general sent against him. had boon only 
half as swift Jackson never would have got 
outof that valley ali vo to join Lee and aid in 
driving McClellan from, tho Chiekakomuiy to 
the Janies,

His strength consisted in the swiftness of 
his movements and in that firmness of both 
purpbse and action which gave him the name 

,  of ••Stonowall,” It was a very unusual inixt- 
3 ure of qualities.

Jackson got the name of Stonowall at the 
first battle of Bull Run, called by ±ho Con­
federates the battle of Manassas. The general 
commanded a brigade there. The Confeder­
ate general Bee had just beenrepulsed with 
his men, and was falling bade. He met T. 
J, Jackson coming to'his rescue with the first 
Cbiifederate brigade.

* “.General,11 said Bee, “they aro beating us 
back.”

; “Sir,”  Said Jackson, “ ive will give them the 
bayonet”

H e had his “ war look” on at that moment 
This ,ad vance of Jackson and a  similar move­
ment on the part of Wade Hampton else­
where turned tho Confederate defeat into vic­
tory- at Bull Rnn. Bee galloped back to his 
men. He pointed with his sword to tho gen- 

^ eral standing in tho midst of 2,000 fixed bny- 
I’ -'onets, and said in a voice full o f excitement; 

/  “fLook! there is Jackson standing like a 
’ stone wall. Let us determine to die hero and 

■i-Nvei wilt conquer!”

Gen. Bee rallied his men, but the next mo­
ment was shot dead at their head. And from 
that day on Thomas Jonathan Jackson was 
called: “Stonewall.”  But students at the Vir­
ginia Military institute, where he was profes­
sor of physics, nicknamed him the “ Blue 
Light Elder,” because he was so strict a Pres­
byterian. There was in him more resem­
blance to the old Scotch covenanter than in 
any other soldier of this century.

Jackson was born at Clarksburg, Va., in 
1S24. Slow, awkward, friendless and bash­
ful, he yet struggled up through a youth of 
toil and poverty till he obtained the appoint­
ment as a W est Point cadet. In time he was 
graduated there. He served in the Mexican 
war as a lieutenant, and won honors for liis 
bravery and coolness. Failing health led him 
to accept the professorship in the Virginia 
military institute. A t the outbreak of the 
civil war he marched to Richmond at the 
head o f  a corps of cadets he had already been 

• drilling ui anticipation of fighting.
Stonowall Jackson was mortally wounded 

by a terrible volley fired b y  bis own men u 
through mistake at Chanoellorsville, Mav 2, 
1863.

After Manassas, in the autumn of 1861, tho 
‘command of the Confederate army of the 
Shenandoah was given to Gen. Jackson. 
Bodies of Federal soldiers belonging to Gen.

; 'Ranks’ corps were in the Shenandoah and 
about the head waters of the Potomac, where, 
iu the language o f a  Confederate writer, they 

'' “harassed the inhabitants, and treated as pub­
lic enemies all who refused to subscribe to tho 
Federal oath of allegiance.”  Jackson had 

- * been darting about through the Shenandoah 
region here and there during the winter. His 
own superior officers seldom knew whore to 

1 find him, so rapid were his movements A t 
the close of the campaign even, when ho 

. . wrote asking to join the Richmond army, Lee 
wrote back word for him to come iu a con­
fidential letter directed: “Gen. T. J. Jack- 
son, Somewhere.”

In November, 1S01, Stonewall Jackson lmd 
occupied Winchester. I t  was a point danger­
ously near the Potomac, and Jackson sought 
to get yet nearer.. He made an attack on the 
little town of Bath, very near the Potomac. 
His, inteution was to cross tho river. But he 
wasprevonted from doing this by Gen. F. W . 
Lander, who commanded the Federal forces 
in northern Virginia. Bathe took possession 
o f  Romney anil divided tho Federal force! in 
northern Virginia. Then he made Winches­
ter his. headquarters during the winter, re­
cruiting largo numbers of men. In  March, 
1SC2, Gen. JoscpliE. Johnston evacuated Cen- 
trevilleand went nearer Richmond. A t  the 
same time the Federal Gen. Banks advanced 
toward Winchester. Tlnse two circumstances 
induced Jackson to retreat to Woodstock, 
forty miles south of Winchester.

SHENANDOAH VALLEY CAMPAIGN.

He was immediately pursued by Gen. James 
ShieldSiwith a division from Banks’ corps.

It  was evidently Jackson’s intention to keep 
withitt communicating distance of JolmSton, 
and to join him if advisable.

Shields pursued Jackson as far ns Now-
market. This was a point within fifty miles 

f, qf Johnston. Shields seemed to be driving 
Aqoho Confederate army to the other. Ho 
suddenly changed his tactics and began a 
feigned retreat back to Winchester. Ho 
hoped thus to draw Jackson away from John- 
ston. Tho trick was successful. Jackson 
turned his face Wincbestorword again, fol­
lowing Shields. '

Gene Ranks meantime, who was in the chief 
command in this part of Virginia, had been 
ordered by Gen. McClellan on the lGth of 
March to take a. position near Manassa3 and 
Centreville, points recently evacuated by tho 
Confederates. Banks was to rebuild the rail­
way passing through Manassas to Woshing-

ton ilhd keep the country south of tho Balti­
more and Ohio railroad freo from Confeder­
ates. This included tho Shenandoali valley.

Banks prepared to oboy tho order, march* 
•lug his corps to Centroville, leaving Shields’ 
division or 18,000 men behind to tako care of 
Jackson. Ho did not believo Jackson would 
attack a  force so much superior to his own.

Shields had hoped that Jackson would at­
tack him, however. With Jackson was Col- 
Ashby’s cavalry, 1,500 strong. Jackson’s 
force, exclusive of Ashby’s, is said to havo 
numbered 6,000. Near Winchester Shields 
halted and prepared for the attack which lio 
hoped would hts made.

It was March 2 3 ,1SG3, that Gen. Shields 
prepared for battlo at Winchester. On tho 
2d of that month there died at Paw Paw, 
Va,, a  man Who, if be bad lived, would liavo 
taken a very lively part in the operations of 
th o  Shenandoah 
valley. This was 
Brig. Gen. Freder­
ick West Lander.
Ho was bom  in 
Salem, Mass., in 
1823. Ho was edu­
cated at a military 
acildclny in Ver-|g| 
inont Ho was oncj||pp£3 
of the surveyors of§i|l§f 
the Pacific ra  i 
road. One expedi- 
tion for this pur­
pose he organized 
at his own expense.
This exploring party was surrounded b y  hos­
tile Indians and cut to pieces, only Gen; Lan­
der himself escaping. Ho made five expedi­
tions altogether across the continent, nil of 
them attended with danger and full of the 
element of the romantic. Ho was perhaps 
the only American who over brought back au 
unexpended fund from a congressional ap­
propriation. Wherever dash and bra­
vely", as well as correct judgment, were 
required, Lander was to bo de-
pemled on. In 1800 ho married
the gifted actress, Jean Davenport. In 1801 
heliftered his services to Gen. Scott, for the 
war, “ in any capacity, at any time and for 
any duty.” His oiferwasaccepted, and from 
that timo on till his career closed, alt too 
early", he was to bo found whore fighting was. 
He was wounded in tlio log at Edward’s 
Ferry, but before tho wound healed ho was 
off at Romney, V a ., commanding the forces 
there. Once lie marched 4,000 men forty- 
throe miles through a deep snow, and without 
rest and with almost no food, charged them 
upon a Confederate camp at Bloomery Gap, 
routing it completely. So impetuous was he 
that with a single aid ho galloped ahead of 
his moil and demanded and received the Con­
federate commander’s sword.

So little is known, however, of this brilliant 
and romantic figure that his name is seldom 
mentioned iu the war reminiscences which are 
no w at flood tide iu the country. I t  is because 
Gen. Lander died so early iu the war. Soon 
after the beginning of 1S02 his health 
failed anil he was at length stricken with 
a typhoid fever. He applied for leave of ab­
sence from military duty, but before the per­
mit came, while he was yet waiting, word 
came that Jackson’s men were in the neigh­
borhood. He rose from his bed, called his 
aids about him and, with the old time fire In 
his eye, purposed to make a midnight attack. 
A t that moment his hour struck. He was 
seized with a sudden congestion of tho braiu 
and died in a  few minutes.

Ho was a man of fine physique and extra- • 
ordinary personal magnetism. I f  he had 
lived he would have been among the larger 

. figures of the wait
Lander dying, Gen. James B. Shields was 

placed in command of his division.
Gen. James B. Shields was one of the old 

time soldiers. He 
washom in Ireland 
in 1S10; canie to 
this country and 
served both in the 
Florida mid Mexi­
can wars. He was 
a gallant "fighter, 
and was severely 
wounded at Cerro 
Gordo and also at 

• C h a p u ltep ec , in 
Mexico. He had a ’ 
varied experience, 
having been gov­

ernor of Oregon territory and United States 
senator respectively from Illinois, Minnesota 
and Missouri. While filling the last office 
named he died in 1S79.

GEN. SHIELDS.

KERNSTOWN OR WINCHESTER.

As frequently happened in the fights of the 
civil war, the Confederates designated the bat­
tle of March 23 by one name, the Feclerals by  
another. Iu tlio north it is knO wn os the bat­
tle of Winchester, in the south as the battle 
of Kernstown..

Shields, to deceivo Jackson, concealed 
most of his division in an out o f  tho way spot 
two miles from Winchester. A  small guard 
was left in that village. March 22 Turner 
Ashby’s cavalry came galloping into Win­
chester in pursuit of Shields. They drove 
back liis pickets. Apparently there was only 
a small roar guard of Union troops at W in­
chester. There was a sharp attack, which 
was repelled by the Federals, hut the much 
scarred veteran Shields was wounded again; 
a fragment of shell broke liis arm.

Gen. Banks had remained with Shields’ 
division up to this time. But tho morning of 
March 23, feeling certain that Stonowall 
Jackson would not attack, he started to 
Washington. Shields thought differently, 
however, and with his broken arm in a sling 
made ready for tho battlo of Winchester.

A t 2 o’clock Jackson came up with his 
whole force, colors flying. H e .stopped at 
Kernstown, three miles south of Winchester. 
Ashby bad encamped there with liis cavalry 
after tho skirmish of the day before. Shields’ 
forco was upon a ridge not far from Kerns- 
town, though Jackson did not know how 
large it was. His men were wearied out with 
marching, but he ordered an immediate and 
hot attack on Shields’ right upon the ridge 
near Kernstown. He hoped to sever Shields’ 
line and cut lifm off from Winchester.

Jackson’s men charged up the ridge with 
great spirit, and were met with a vigorous 
artillery fire. Shields managed to hold the 
Confederates off till he had brought his re­
servesinto lino; then ho attacked with his 
whole force.

Thoro was a fierce fight of three hours, and 
then the battle of Winchester or Kernstown 
was over. Stonewall Jackson was defeated. 
He lost two guns and 700 men in killed, 
wounded and prisoners. Shields lost 544 ac­
cording to tho record.

Next day the citizens of Winchester, headed 
b y tho mayor;  came out to bury the Con­
federate dead who bad been lying where they 
fell upon the bloody field. A  deep, wide pit 
was dug, and there in ono common grave, 
several hundred dead men in gray were 
buried. The southern writer, Pollard, says: 
“ Scarcely a family in tho country but had a  
relative thei-o.”

Banks returned at once from Washington 
and set off in pursuit of Jackson, who had re­
treated rapidly, leaving dead and wounded 
behind. Banks pursued thirty miles, till his 
men were too exhausted to go farther. He 
stopped at Woodstock to rest. Jackson eon- 
•tinued retreating till he came to Harrison­
burg, where he remained till April 19, en­
deavoring to recover himself after the battle 
of Eernstown.

I t  was a  severe Confederate defeat at 
Kernstown. But there was no loss^if enthu­
siasm for Jackson among his wearied and 
fleeing men.

“ lVliy is ‘Old Jack’ a  better general than 
Moses?’ asked one of his soldiers, conundrum 
fashion. Answer: Because it took Moses 
forty years to load the Israelites through the 
wilderness, and Old Jack would have double- 
quicked thorn through in three days.

April 19 Jackson crossed the south fork of 
the Shenandoah. Ho was thus within easy 
reach o f Johnston at Gordonsville.

MARCH AND COUNTERMARCH.

Tho sudden attack of Jackson at Kcriis- 
town caused a change in. the plans at Wash-, 
ington. Bonks and his corps were halted on 
the w ay to Manassas, and sent in pursuit o f  
the: flying Confederates. A t  the same time 
Shields’ division of Banks’ corps, which had 
routed Jackson at Winchester, was detached 
from Banks and sent to McDowell. Mc­
Dowell was to. halfway co-operate with Mc­
Clellan at Richmond, and wholly keep an 
eyo on Washington. Just what ho was to do 
Seems never to have been fully decided on 
between Gen. McClellan on one hand and tho 
president mid Secretary Stanton on the 
other.

To get the movements that followed the 
battle of Winchester clearly in mind it  will 
lie necessary to note upon the map the posi­
tion of both the Confederate and Union 
troops in northern Virginia a t the beginning 
o f May. Gett. Richard S. E  well’s corps of 
10,000 Confederate troops had been sent to 
Jackson from Richmond. That general, 
after crossing the south fork Of the Shenan­
doah, continued

his retreat anfi encamped 
&t length near Swift Run gap. I t  had  
been an exciting, romantic retreat. Col 
Turner Ashby, the cavalryman, was Jack­
son’S rear guard. Ho hovered about tho 
Federal advance, now making a  dash at 
them and engaging in a  hot skirmish, now 
galloping away with a ringingof sabers when 
they camo too near. I t  was work lie delighted . 
in. Ho l ode at this time a  magnificent white 
liorsc, as famous in Confederate annals as tho 
Union Sheridan’s black horso became iu this 
very region  two years later. Ashby, left 
alone, was the last man to cross the 
Shenandoah bridge! Eight Federal cav­
alrymen were almost upon him as he 
rode for life over tlio bridge. Two galloped 
on in advance. Ashby turned .suddenly on 
them. A  bullet from liis party already across 
the bridge struck one of tlio Union troopers 
down. Ashby cleft the other with his saber, 
and he, too, fell. Then Ashby galloped in 
hot liaste over tho bridge.

Meantime balls rained like hail around the 
hold rider. One of them pierced liis milk 
white boi-so and gave tho beautiful animal'a 
mortal wound. Ho carried his rider safe 
across the bridge, however, a torrent of 
blood flowing from his side as bo rail. Ash­
by’s famous ride on tho white horse was 
continued two miles.

Jackson, with Ewell’s corps, was at Swift 
Run gap. On tho Federal side plans wore 
made to hem liim in Oii three sides and crash 
him.

Banks had pursued Jackson as for south as 
IlniTisonburg. He had about 6,000 men after 

Shields’ d iv is io n  
was taken away. 
Thus Banks was in 
the rear of Jack- 
son. Fremont at 
that timo com • 
mandedthe Moun­
tain department, 
w h ic h  included 
northern Virginia. 
Schcnck and Mil- 
roy, of his corps, 
were sent with 15,- 
000 men south from 
Romney, to hold 

Jackson on the westward. Fremont, with
10.000 men, was following Schenck and Mil- 
roy. Farther away from Stonewall Jackson, 
hut still within fighting reach of him, and to 
tho east, was McDowell at Fredericksburg 
with 40,000 men.

Stonowall Jackson had, with Ewell’s divis­
ion, nearly20,000 men. He resolved to fall upon 
the Union generals one at a  time, and cripple 
or conquer them. His plan was a masterly 
one Bunks at this time had not yet fallen 
hack to Straslmrg, but was still at Harrison­
burg. Jackson left Ewell to confront him. 
Then, himself taking tho tried troops that 
bad been with him in tlio valley so long, hu 
made a wide sweep around by tbo south anti 
west, past Staunton, then to the wast ami 
northward to attack Schenck and Milroy. 
Milroy was v.t McDowell, a village forty 
miles southwest of Harrisonfcarg, where 
Banks was.

The swiftness of Jackson’s movement was 
something marvelous. I t  was important for 
him to attack Milroy and defeat him before 
he could join Banks at Harrisonburg. Ho ac­
complished it.

Ho made forced marches and fell upon Mil­
roy at Bull Pasture, near the village of Mc­
Dowell. He had meantime been joined by 
six regiments under command of the Con­
federate general Edward Johnson. The fight 
at Bull Pasture occurred on a warm, bright 
morning, May S. It m ay bo considered the 
second battlo .of tho Shenandoah campaign.

Gen. Edward Johnson knew tlio mountain' 
country well,"and he and his regiments took 
the lead, with Ashby’s scouts in advance. 
May 7 the Federal pickets were driven in.
A t sunrise M ay S tho Confederate troops 
marched toward the village of " McDowell. 
They took position oil Sutlington’s hill. Mil- 
jo y  sent out a  forco to dislodge them, and the 
battlo of Bull Pasture, McBowcll or Sutling- 
ton’s hill began.

There -was a sharp engagement. Milroy 
was defeated and fell back just as Schenck 
came up with re-enforcements. But it was 
too late to savo the day, and tho Federal 
forces retreated toward Franklin to wait for 
Fremont. They left behind them a supply of 
military stores, which Jackson captured.

Immediately after this fight Banks re­
treated to Strasburg, fifty miles north. There 
he fortified himself, so as to protect the 
Baltimore and Ohio railroad. Halting 
not to rest, Jackson pushed on after tho 
Federal troops. Having driven, back Milroy 
and Sebonck, tbo next move on tbe chess­
board was for him to crush Baida, weakened 
as ho was by the withdrawal of Shields’ 
division. Jackson therefore turned his at­
tention to Banks,

Tho three Federal armies in northern Vir­
ginia that had been seat against Jackson 
were seventy miles apart, east, west and 
north, in a sort of triangle. "When, there­
fore, Stonowall Jackson marched against 
Bunks neither Fremont nor McDowell was 
near enough to aid him.

Gen. Robert H. Milroy was born iu Indiana 
in 1814. He was educated as a lawyer, but 

served as a volun­
teer in the Mexican 
war. V.’ hen th e  
civil war began be 
offered his services 
as a volunteer. He 
commanded a  brig­
ade of Indiana 
troops in West Vir­
ginia mid in the 
Shenandoah valley.

Flying around to 
the eastward again, 
after the battlo of 
McDowell, Jackson 

came to Front Royal. A t this point, and be­
tween him and Banks at Strasburg, lay 
Col. Kcnly, with 1,400 Federal troops. If 
Jackson could annihilate this forco the con­
nection between the armies of Banks and Mc­
Dowell would be broken.

Accordingly, May 23, ho made a fierce at­
tack on CoL Kenly’s little band at Front 
Royal and cut it to pieces. This was tho 
third battle of tho Shenandoah campaign. • 
There was nothing now between Stonewall 
Jackson anil Banks.

Banks retreated with his small force yet 
farther north. Ho left Strasburg and started 
for Winchester.

It was now a race and a chase between 
Banks and Jackson to the Potomac. I f  Jack- 
son paused till the forces of Fremont or Mc­
Dowell could come up ho would be cut to 
pieces. He therefore determined to push on, 
surround Banks if possiblo and destroy his 
army before it could be re-enforced. He pur­
sued. Banks hotly, and once more the old town 
of Winchester became tlie scene of a fight, 
the fourth in tho campaign. Banks kept back 
for several hours the advancing Confederates. 
This was M ay 24 and 25. But the southern 
soldiers poured in in larger and larger num­
bers. There was nothing but to run for it.

From Winchester Banks retreated to 
Martinsburg. He only waited hero two 
hours, when he was up and away again. A t  
sunset, May 25, Banks reached tho Potomac 
river at Williamsport.

To get on the Maryland side of the river 
was the next thing. The broken army hud 
retreated in confusion, leaving great quanti­
ties of stores behind them. Jackson bad lit 
erally driven them into the Potomac. Into 
the river they plunged. The ferry took across 
the ammunition train, the cavalry swam 
their horses, the wagon trains crossed by tbo 
ford and the infantry were convoyed over b y  
means of a  pontoon bridge, which had been 
brought down tho valley from the impel" 
Shenandoah.

A t  last the remnant of Gen. Bailies’ broken 
army was all across, just in  time, for at that 
moment Jackson appeared opposite on tho 
Virginia side of tho Potomac.

“Never were more grateful hearts in the 
same number of men than when at midday' 
onthe26thw a stood on tho opposite shore,” 
said Gen. Banks afterward.

Gen. Bunks was so deeply chagrined at liis 
forced retreat that ho is said to havo shed 
tears over it. Ho declared that he bad been 
sacrificed by his government, that had 
stripped him of Shields’ division and thenleft 
him to meet Stonowall Jackson with less than 
a third tbo number of the Confederate 
troops.

On M ay 27 Jackson rested one day and had 
religious service performed in camp, in which 
he gave thanks to Godi for the victory of the 
southern arms. He had marched from his 
comp south of Luray in three days a  distance 
of sixty miles, and hod fought two battles on 
the way.

May 24 there was a  panic in Washington 
when it became known that Banks was re­
treating to the Potomac with Jackson af ter 
him full tilt. Jackson’s Shenandoah cam­
paign probably prevented the capture of 
Richmond b y  McClellan in the summer of 
1803. McDowell was at Fredericksburg with
40.000 men undor orders to co-operate with 
and finally join McClellan before Richmond. 
The deteat of Milroy and the chase of Banks 
down the Shenandoah shattered at one stroke 
the plans in front of Richmond. President 
Lincoln telegraphed McDowell M ay 24 to put
20.000 men in motion for the Shenandoah 
valley at once. McDowell obeyed reluctantly. • 
He wrote tbe president: “I  havo a heavy 
heart in the matter. I  feel that it  throws us 
all back, and from Richmond north wo shall 
have all our large masses .paralyzed. ”

Jackson had driven Banks down and out of 
the Shenandoah valley and- marched liis anny

almost into tho very teeth ol Washington, 
But tho now thoroughly aroused Union armies 
were undoubtedly
m arching u p o n  
h im , McDowell’s 
forcofrom the east,
Fremont’s from tho 
wests. How should 
ho get out and back 
up the Shenandoah 
valley? He had ac­
complished entirely 
w h a t  he h ad  
p la n n e d  to  d o .
That was to give 
tho "W ashington  
authorities a scare 
and prevent Me- m aj . gen . j . c. fuemont. 
Dowell from joining McClellan before Rich­
mond. Ho had now to look out for his own 
safety.

On the 29Ui Jackson began to retreat from 
the Potomac south and up tho Shenandoah 
valley. 11. was necessary to use all possible 
haste, in order to slip through between Fre­
mont oil the west and Shields’ division of Mc­
Dowell’s corps on tlio oast. Once past them 
ho could go to Jolmstoii’s army and to Rich­
mond.

May 29, before leaving the Potomac, his 
roar guard made a protended attack on Har­
per's'Ferry and Charlestown, while his sup­
ply and ammunition trains wero being sent 
south in tlio advance. Jackson’s favorite sol­
diers were those of his old command, called 
tlio Stonewall brigade. They led tho attack 
oil Charlestown.

Many" of Jackson's soldiers were from the 
vicinity-of Charlestown and had not seen 
tlleir families for a year. But not a moment 
Wore they allo-wed to delay". After making 
tho show of battlo at Harper’s Ferry and 
Charlestown they" wero hurried southward. 
May 3J Jackson’s^whole army" was at Win­
chester, heading southward for Strasburg 
with might and main.

Both Fremont and Shields—one on one side, 
tho other on the other— were trying to got 
there too, and to get there before Jackson 
did. Theirforccsunited, Jacksonwaserusked. 
Tlio daring Confederate was thus “between 
the devil mid tho deep sea.” It was one of 
the most exciting races of tho civil war. 
Strasburg was tho key to tho situation. For 
Jackson it was Strasburg nml liberty; or, 
losing it, annihilation. Both Shields and 
Fremont had expressed their determination 
to “hog Jackson.”

May 31, after a forced inarch across tho 
mountains, Fremont had gained the road be­
tween Winchester and Strasburg. Jackson 
had passed that point only a few hours be­
fore. Fast followed Fremont. Ho caught 
Jackson’s rear. There was a sharp skirmish, 
Juno 1. Fremont’s advance was beaten back. 
Victory! Jackson was at Strasburg. Bo- 
tivocn afternoon May SO-mid daylight Juno 
1 his men had marched from Harper’s Ferry 
to Strasburg, fifty" miles.

It was Gen. Ewell—Richard Stoddard Ewell 
— who drove back Fremont’s advance at 
Strasburg and enabled Jackson to roach that 
city in safety". Ewell was born in the Dis­

trict of Columbia
in 1S1G. Ho was a 
W est Pouit gradu­
ate, like most of 
the leading officers 
of tho civil war on 
both sides. He was 
a UexIBafl wqr offi­
cer, hiSK^eji hard 
Indian service, and 
during the civil 
war took part in 
the toughest of the 
fighting in Virginia 
from tho beginning 
to tho end. AfterGEN. EWELL, O. S. A.

the death of Jackson at Chancellorsvillo Ewell 
took command of his division. Ewell passed 
through four years of hard fighting un­
scathed, up to the very last; week of tho war, 
April 6, 1SG5, when he was taken prisoner be­
fore Richmond. He died in 1ST2.

To got the next movements of the valley 
campaign clearly, observe On the map tho pe­
culiar direction of tho two branches of the 
Shenandoah. When Jackson reached Stras­
burg Shields had already been at Front 
Royal, a few miles southeast, for two days. 
W h y lio did not push on and intercept Jack- 
son is not clear. Shields moved slowly up 
the cost side of the south fork. Jackson sent 
hurriedly ahead of him and destroyed the 
bridges over tbo south fork at Luray- and 
elsewhere. Ho himself, hotly pursued by 
Fremont, hastened up the west side of tho 
north fork. Ho crossed it at Mount Jackson, 
a little to tho north of Newmarket, and cut 
away the bridge behind him. He was thus 
between tho two forks of the Shenandoah, 
with an enemy on each side of him, but with 
the bridges of both streams burned, so neither 
could get at him immediately.

Still ho raced on and on, without sleep or 
rest. June 5 ho reached Harrisonburg. Fre­
mont marcbcd as ceaselessly" as himself, anti 
was hot after him. He dared not wait. Al­
most at bay ho turned now to tho south and 
eastward, toward Richmond and tho Con­
federate army. Ho aimed to reach Port Re­
public, a village on thoeasb Side of tho south 
fork. Destroying tho bridge at Mount Jack- 
son lied given the bold racer a good clay’s 
start of Fremont, who had to wait to rebuild 
tho bridge.

W h en  Jackson marched out of Harrison­
burg bo left behind the indefatigable Col. 
Turner.Ashby to harass the Federal ad­
vance and hold it back till the Confederate 
force should get
safely off. It was 
w o r k w  h i c h 
pleased tho bold 
c a  ~  a 1 v yxnan.
There were oppor­
tunities for dash 
and liming, for 
wild rides and hair 
breadth escapes, 
which appealed to 
all tho love of ex­
citement ill him.

And so it Was he 
met his death at 
the battle of Har­
risonburg, June 7.

June 7 Col. Sir gen . tu r n e r  a s h b y . 
Percy Wyudham, of tbe Union cavalry", made 
a reconnaissance toward Harrisonburg. He 
fell into a Confederate ambush and was taken 
prisoner with his men. Following this was 
an infantry fight. Col. Wyudham was an 
Englishman. He had been a captain in the 
Austrian army and had served under Gari­
baldi. He was aiming especially to “ bag” 
Turner Ashby.

Col. Wyiidhain’s cavalry was followed by a 
large body of infantry. On tlio Confederate 
side Gou. Ewell came up with infantry". This 
battlo of Harrisonburg, the 7th of June, was 
tho fifth considerable fight of the campaign. ‘

The Federal regiments were partly behind 
•a fence. Tho Confederates advanced against 
them through a tangled underwood. Ashby 
led tho charge, With the Fifty-eighth Virginia. 
It made lilt e impression, hut received a tre­
mendous fire from the Federal regiments. 
The impatient nature of Ashby was on fire. 
Ho ordered the Fifty-eighth Virginia to stop 
firing and chai'ge bayonet on tho Federals. 
Ho spurred his horso forward, waved his arm 
and shouted: “Virginians, follow mo!” A  
ball struck his horse and the animal fell dead. 
Ho sprang to his foot and rushed on, still or­
dering liis men to charge bayonet. A t  that 
moment a liullot pierced him and ho fell dead. 
His men carried his body in their arms off 
the battlo field.

Gen. Ewell liad ordered up more regiments 
and there was fierce fighting. Several Con­
federate officers were shot dead, and the 
colors of tho First Confederate Maryland 
were shot down three times. Still the Union 
troops wore checked, just at tho moment 
when Aslihy dropped dead.

The character of Brig. Gen. Turner Ashby 
is to Virginians that of tho ideal kuighl of 
romance. Ho was a nativo of Fauquier 
county", Virginia, and was a little past 30 at 
the time of his death. There was nothing of 
the guerrilla or freebooter about him. as has 
sometimes been represented. He was simple 
in his tastes ami habits, and devoutly relig­
ious in character. Ho shunned persistency 
the dissipations in which young mc-n indulge, 
caring most for horses and the chase, fie 
was a famous rider and horso tamer, tho best 
in Virginia it  is said. Ho was rather small" 
in stature, but very graceful, with brown 
eves mid a soft clear voice. His complexion 
was dark to swarthiness, and ha wore his 
black beard long.

Ho was no disciplinarian, and cculd 
scarcely drill a  regiment. But there was a 
feeling of good comradeship betweenliim and 
liis men which held them to him to the death. 
Wherever wild riding and hot fighting were 
needed there was Turner Ashby and his 
men.

Fremont had rebuilt the bridge across the 
north-fork of tho Shenandoah at Mount Jack- 
son, crossed tho stream and Was following on 
os closely as might bo after Jackson. Shields 
was on tho east side of the Shenandoah south 
fork, and Shields and Fremont were about 
fifteen miles apart, on opposite sides of the 
south fork, with no bridges between them, 
Jackson had shrewdly destroyed these.

CROSS KEYS AND PORT REPUBLIC.

June 8, Jackson’s rear, commanded by 
Ewell, was at Cross Keys, written also K  
Keys.

In this famous race the Confederate army 
had now nearly reached the upper end of the 
Shenaudoah, and had not yet been captured. 
Either side of them was an army quite equal 
in size to them ready tp pounce upon them.

About six miles sSuBicosfbf Gross Keys Vfls 
Port Republic, on the south fork. Here there 
yet remained a bridge. A ll depended on 
whether Shields on the cast side or Jackson oil 
tho west sido Of the south fork reached Port 
Republic and that briilga first. On the Sth 
Jackson himself, with his advance, was four 
miles south of Ewell and nearer Port Re­
public.

June 8 Fremont attacked Ewell, and tlio 
battlo of Cross Keys took place. It was 
fought by Jackson’s roar and Fremont’s ad­
vance. Ewell had G.G0J men iu action, Fre­
mont about 3,00.). This was tlio sixth battlo" 
in tho campaign of tlio Shenandoah valley". 
Tho battlo began at 11 in tbo forenoon and 
lasted till dark.

Tho battle of Cross Keys itself was nob a 
decisive ono, but it resulted in a decided ad­
vantage to the Confederates. It kept Fre­
mont back, and thus prevented him from 
attacking Jackson’s whole forco in the rear 
while Shields foil upon him on tbe left and 
cast

Already had Shields’ advance readied Port 
Republic when tbe battle of Cross Ivey";, was 
fought on tboStli.
His cavalry liad 
crossed the bridge 
hero and planted a 
gun at the bridge 
entrance. The Con­
federates d r o v e  
thorn buck and cap­
tured tho gim. Tbo 
real battle of Port 
R e p u b li c  took 
place next day,
Juno 9. After re­
pelling Fremont’s 
advance, E w e l l ,  
under cover of tbe s e c r e t a r y  stanton , 
darkness, had swiftly, and silently withdrawn 
his forco from tho battlo field of Cross Keys 
and joined Jackson. Tho dawn of the 9th 
found tho Confederate army" united and ready 
for battlo opposite Port Republic.

Jackson thought quickly mid acted almost 
as rapidly. He determined to hurry across 
the river, burn the bridge behind him, sq 
Fremont could not cross, thou attack Shields 
and liavo it out with him. This was similar 
to Jackson’s tactics throughout tho cam­
paign.

Tho plan was executed as designed.
Col. Tyler led Shields’ advance. Ho bad 

only" 3,000 men, however, to throw against 
Jackson’s wliolo many. Tlio “Stonewall brig­
ade" met thorn first, flying beneath the Con­
federate tho bluo flag of Virginia. The brig- 
ago was commanded by" Gen. Winder, and 
Jackson himself was with it.

Thoy" openod a lively fire, but Col. Tyler’s 
heavy artillery was too much for even tho 
Stonowall brigade. Winder was forced back. 
Col. Tyler’s men speedily occupied tho ground 
it had loft. Tho Federal left hold a wooded 
height, and from that point a deadly artillery 
fire pouted. Jackson ordered tho Louisiana 
troops under Gen. Taylor to take i t  Taylor 
pointed to tho guns with liis sword and called 
to bis men: “Louisianians, can you take tbat 
battery’ ?” With a shout and a cheer they 
charged over the rough ground and up 
through the woods. I t  was a  desperate and 
bloody charge, and it was successful. The 
Federal guns wero captured and turned upon 
thoso who had lately" manned them. Taylor 
was in turn forced back with liis Confeder­
ates. Blit Winder had rallied Ms men again. 
Ho poured a tremendous artillery lire into 
the Federal front and left, and under it tho 
Union troops began to waver. The wavering 
becamo a retreat. Tho artillery horses had 
been killed and all Tyler’s guns but one had 
to he left on tho field.

Tho battle of Port Republic was ended, and 
Shields had been defeated.

Just us the Federal retreat began Fremont 
appeared with his anny on the opjiosito bank 
of the river. Bnt it was too late. Tho bridge 
had been destroyed.

After tho battle of Port Republic, June 9, 
Jackson escaped up the valley". He dis­
patched to Lee that day:

Through God’s blessing the enemy was this day 
routed with the loss of six pieces of his artillery.

T. J. JACESOX", 
Major General Commanding.

By June 15 ho was on his way to join Lee 
at Richmond.

After Port Republic Fremont and Shields 
lingered in tbe valley a  while. The four 
principal battles of the Shenandoah valley 
campaign were Winchester (otherwise Kerns- 
towu), McDowell, Cross Keys and Port Re­
public.

Tho campaign of tho Shenaudoah valley of 
1SG3 began March 11 with Jackson's move­
ment from Winchester to Staunton. It end­
ed June 9 w;itli the battlo of Port Republic. 
It  had paralyzed all the Union movements 
before Richmond. The breach which had al­
ready been widening between Gen. McClellan 
and Secretary of War Stanton was by this 
campaign made irreparable. When McDow­
ell’s men wero ordered to the Shenandoah, 
after Laving boon solemnly promised to Mc­
Clellan, tbo latter gave over hope of over 
getting from Washington the re-enforcements 
he needed, though he st 11 continued to ask 
for thorn. As to what tbo campaign directly" 
effected, Cooke, in bis life of Jackson, says:

“ In tbreo months Jackson had inarched 
GOO miles, fought four pitched battles, soven 
minor engagements and daily skirmishes; had 
defeated four armies, captured 4,000 prison­
ers, seven pieces of artillery, 10.000 stand of 
anus and a very great amount of stores, in­
flicting on liis adversary a known loss of 2,000 
men, with a loss on his own part compar­
atively small.”

How it was possible for him to thus make a 
successful raid doun the whole length of tbo 
Shenandoah valley" and back again, with 
armies on three sides of him, containing alto­
gether more than three times as many moil as 
uis own, is one of the mysteries of war that 
has never been solved. It was all a dash, a 
sweep, a blow, and then up and away again:
Rein UP your hot homes and call in your men, 
The trumpet sounds "‘Rally to colors again.” 
Some saddles are empty", some comrades are 

slain,
And some noble homes lie stark on tbe plain.
But war’s a Chance game, boys, and weeping is 

vain.

Shanghai Rond of ilorso Shows.

There 
is no evidence that it is fond of horse 
shows, but there are two great racing  
carnivals in the y’ear, of three day’s each, 
and when all Shanghai is not engaged  
in training and betting for these events, 
polo, drag hunting, paperchasiiig and 
steeplechasing fill up the tim e.

class of m en go crazy; and if this w ill 
not suit you, yachting, boating, cricket 
and every other conceivable sport are to 
be had.— Cor. Charleston News and 
Courier.
