The Latest Lavge Guus.

It may be assumed. says Iron, that
we are proud of our 110 ton gun; but
the satisfaction of being at the head
of all other nations in gun making is
destined to be but short lived, for al-
ready we hear that the formidable
IKrupp, of Essen, is going to lick all
creation, this little island included, in
the art. His latest monster, now Dbe-
ing manufactured, is to weigh close
upon 139 tons, or 143,000 kilogrammes,
against our 111760 kilogramme arm,
and to have 2 caliber of 40 centimeters
(15.7 inches). Its length is 16 meters,
or 5214 feet. The projectiles to be
used with this gun are of two kinds,
one a steel shell 1°12 meters (2 feet 9
inches) long. and weighing 740 kilo-
grammes (1,630 pounds), and the other
1°60 meters (6 feet 2 inches) long, and
weighing 1,050 kilogrammes (2,314
pounds) equal to the weight of the
barrel of a 12 centimeter“gun. The
gervice charge consists of 485 Kkilo-
grammes (1,060 pounds) of brown pris-
matic Dunwalde powder. With this
charge, the lighter shell will have
an initial volocity ol 735 meters (2,411
feet), the heavier shell one of 040
meters (2,080 feet) per second. At-
tention might DLe drawn to the fact
that when rifled guns were first in-
treduced, the highest initial velocity
attained was ouly 300 meters (584 feet).
The liphter shell will penetrate a
wrought 1ron plate 1-142 meters {45
inches) thick, or two plates of the re-
spective thicknesses of 055 meter
(2165 inches) and 0'838 meter (33
incheg), placed a short distanee from

the muzzle of the oun. In thecase gRaty 2
R P I I g =
the heavier projectile, the figures are

1207 meters (47'52 inches), 060 meter
(2562 inches), and 0-SS meter (3464
inches) respectively. As far back as
1868, the artillery of the day wwas un-
able to penetrate as many millimeters
of armor as now centimeters; its pene-
trative power has consequently in-
creased tenfold, and. Krupp is noiw
able to pierce with his new gun an
armor plaje three times as thick as the
bore of the gun. Rut he is reported to
be even now endeavoring to surpass
his latest achievement, for a 45 cen-
timeter (1714 inch) gun is in contem-
plation, weighing 3,000 ewt., Theshell
to be fired from this piece of ordnance
is to weigh 80 cwi, and to be 180
(nearly 6 feet) long.

Testing Eggs.

FEven though you do not use an in-
cubator, you will find it quite an ad-
vantage to test the eges on the fourth
or fifth day of incubation, for setting-
hens are sometimes scarce when want-
ed most, and by testing ihe eggs and
throwing out thoze that will not hatch,
you can make room for more eggs.
When three or four hens have set at
the same time, all the fertile eggs can
be given to two or three of the hens,
and the rest be given a fresh lot of
eggs. And even when setting-hens are
plenty, it is well to throw out the un-
fertile cggs; it leaves more room in
the nest for those that remain, Test-
ing eggsisa very simple matter; all
you have to do is to hold the eggs, one
at a time, between your eye and a
strong light, and determine by the ap-
pearance of the inside whether it con-
tains a living embryo, a dead one, or is
“barren”—i. e., never been Tfertilized.
Eggs that contain a living embryo will
show a small dark spot with some red
veins spreading out from it. These
veins will appear distinet, as you turn
the egg over between your thumb and
forefinger; the dark spot will slowly
turn and rise to the top. When the
embryo is dead, the veins will usunally
appear broken and indistinet, or
»cloudy,” and somstimes the dark spot
will be found adhkering to the shell,
Baren eggs will look clearlike a fresh
egg.

Ocjections to Hedges.

Some time ago we gave our opinion
of the osage orange as a hedge and of
Michigan farmers in connection there-
with. We do not care to restate our
objections at length to the hedge for
a fence, but boiled down they amount
to this:

The osage orange hedge takes up
too much room and impoverishes the
Jand on each side of it for a rod or two.

"These two are minor objections.
The major one is, nine farmers out of
ten will nof give the attention toa
hedge necessary to keep it a fence
when once made by a hedge company
or anybody ¢lse. An observation of
nearly forty yvears sustains that state-
ment. The average farmer will not
seasonably itrim and care for a hedge,
and the fuperfect hedge fences patch-
ed with old rails or paralled with
board or wire fences proves it. No
one sent us a critictsm of our former
article, but we saw in the Michigan
Farmer not long after a letter from a
correspondent of that paper that by
one inquiry settled the whole business.
We had made a statement something
like this: That very few hedges were
at best a fence more than half the
time, and the cotrespondent wanted
to know what they were the other
half, This inquiry we now answer:
They were hedges nobt in leaf, with
many openings convenient for sheep-
and hogs to pass through, that when
in foll leaf were sometimes a fence f{
against animals not particularly curi-
ous to know what was on the other
side.

The tenth farmer will have a fence
if hie has a hiedge, for he will give it
the necessary attention. The other
nine should promptly say “No” toany
man who applies for a job of hedge
{fence making.—Grange Visitor.

The Supreme Court of Pennsylvania
recently affirmed a judgment of the
Philadelphia Court of Common Fleas,
sustaining a verdict for the plaintiff
in the case of Holmes vs. Adams Ex-
press Company. In this case the
plaintifi got a verdict for the full
value of a lost package, although no
value over $50 had been assigned to it
and although the plaintiff offered no
further proof of mnegligence on the
part of the company than the non-de-
livery of the package. The Supreme
Court said, in giving judgment in ‘the
case; If goods are lost or injured
while in the custody of an express
company, in the absence of evidence
which rebuts the presumption of negli-
gence it will be presumed that the
loss or injury was occasioned by the
company, and it will be liable for the
actual value of the goods. In the
present case no explanation was given
for the failure {o deliver the goods. So
far as it Is proved, they may still be
in the hands of the company and with-
held from the owner,

Marviage Law License.

LaxsiNGg, May 24.~The ‘bill of Mr.
Palmer of Mecosta, providing for mar-
riage licenses has passed the ITouse
and is now in the hands of the Gov-
ernor. The principal points of the bill
require all persons contemplating mar-
ringe to first procurea license from the
County Clerk, who is directed to grant
the same if the parties are of proper
age and otherwise competent as may
appear by their answers under oath to
the ¢uestions he will put to ‘them.
Taking into consideration the diflicul-
ty which people in the newer counties
may have in reachingthe County Clerk,
provision is made forsuch to obtain
a license by applying to a notary pub-
. liec or any person authorized to admin-
ister oaths. 'The fee to the County
QClerk is fifty cents, and the revenue
these officials will derive from the new
system will be something material.
Mr. Palmer said to-day he was on the
whole opposed to the fee system, and
believed in having public officials per-~
form all their public duties for a sufii-
cient salary without taxing individu-
als, but in this case it was a new kind
of duty inflicted on the County Clerks.
This bill will secure a more perfect
registrafion of marriages.

Got Caught At It.

Atlanta, Ga., May 20.— The prohibi-
tion law has at last landed a victim
whose condition exclites deep interest.

A case was made against
Martine, but so well did he maintain
the air of injured innocence it was
dropped. Finally the officers decided
to try him again. So last Sunday two
guests of Mr. Martine were arrested as
soon as they landed upon the sidewalk.
In their pockets were well-filled flasks.
It was upon evidence thus secured that
- Mr. Martine was fined $500 in the city
court and sentenced to a term of thirty
days on the rock pile, and bound over
in sums of $2,000 each on several
charges to the supericr court. Mr.
Martine, who has been two days bLe-
hind the bars, where he has been visit-
ed by hundreds of citizens, was yes-
terday started in on his experience
with the public work. The fact that
a man in his standing should be so
heavily dealt with has given the peo-
ple a new idea of the severity of the
prohibition laws.

A Bill That Ought to Pass.

One of the bills before the present
Legislature that ought to pass is Sen-
This bill provides
that each county registerof deeds shall
keep a separate registry book for each
assessment distriet in the county, and
shall register every mortgage or deed
in the book for the assessment district
-where the land is situated. The as-
sessor of each district shall each year
make a list from such book of all mort-
gages or assignments taxable to his
district, and of the mortgagees and
assignees; and if any do not reside in
his district, he shall notify the assessor
of the district in this State where such
a one does resider

This bill possesses many excellent
features to commend it to the people
of Michigan. The cost of the extra
books required would be a mere trifle.
there would be no additional labor for
anybody, but much saving of labor and
expense for assessors. Under this sys-
tem each township, village and ecity
would have within its own assessor’s
office at all times a list of mortgages
and assignments for the preceding year.
The register’s office books would show
the deeds. and mortgages of property
within any township, village or city,
kept in the book for that particular
township, village or city, thus saving
every person who wants tolook cpa
land title the cost and trouble of Iook-
ing through the hodge-podge and jum-
ble of the hooks for the whole county,
as he now has to. The assessor of each
village, city, and township would have
in the book for his district all the

value for which they sold. This would
" enable him to make honest assessments
based oa the average value of the land
sales per acre or lot in his district, or
any part thereof. If any farmer or
other person. was over assessed he
- conld easily and at once refer io the
books, and find and prove for how
much lands next to him, and every-
where else in his township, had been
sold for and were aasessed for—Lan-
sing Republican.

BEAR BurTE VALLEY, Dak., May: 10.

Mr. Eprtor: — The month just
passed was the most changeable April
I have known, Storms we learned to
expect, but at which moment and
whether rain, snow, sleet, or wind
only, was a problem none could solve.
Of only one thing were we certain,and
that was the uncertainty of the
weather. The changes from sunshine
to storm were of the “lightning change
artist” order, and the ground made
white with snow during one ibterval,
was made bare by the sun in the next
few minutes. Rubber boots would be a
necessity in the morning and the
ground dry ab mnight, or <¢ice wversa.

But as an extra supply of moisture
was needed after last summer’s drouth,
the farmers could not complain.
April 30, was a day of sunshine. We
went lishing but not being sucecessful
as an angler I quit the Lusiness after
a fair trial, There were plenty of fish,
but these, unlike “suckers” generally,
would not bite even though a tempting
bait was offered them. A long
ramble gave me new views of Spring
Creek and the broad~valley and an
apronful of Llossoms:—vellow violets,
golden currant, choke cherry, Virginia
langwort, diapepsia, buffalo apple, and
another leguminous plant. The last
three are new friends, and the two
last named I can not find in Wood's
Botany or Gray’s Field Book. The
next morning we found the ground
white with snow and the dayv con-
tinued stormy. This was “beautiful
May” with a vengeance! a five inch
suow-fall dotwwn here, and up in the
Hills three feet! By Tuesday the
fields were bare again, and for a week
we have had clear weather. Crops are
growing rapidiy: the unplowed fields
are covered with a fine growth of blne
grass. Last Saturday I took another
Llong rambile, finding another new

. .
flower, unicentioned in my Botanies;™
Lint bearing the local name Prairie
Lily. 1tis a charming little blossom,
rising directiy from the root, the
perianth forming a long and very
slender tube and spreading out in a
starry top, among the grass likeleaves;
it is of a clear waxen white and quite
fragrant. Every day brings a new
Blossom. The vetels are lovely; and
last week I had sent me a beautiful
golden flower, resembling the Baptisia
in growth. Ye botamsts, come to iy
assistance, amid these *fresh fields.”

Today we have been favored (?)
with a stiff breeze” all day, blowing
at the rate of about fifty miles per
hour. We have used a window as the
chief means of exit and entrance to-
day, as our school house faced the
“oentle zephyr,” and the use of the
door endangered life and limb.

TWe are the happy inmates of a neat
,white school house fitted up with a
good set of wall maps, seved in num-
ber, a tellurian globe and an organ;
and my little “kingdom” is well be-
haved and interesting. Though
“twelve miles from a lemon®” we are
not without some advantages. Sunday
school is held weekly and church ser-
vice fortnightly.

This broad valley lies between DBear
Butte and Spring Creeks, bounded by
hills or “benches,” the water courses
marked by the “bush.” Tp the valley,
to the West, Bear Butte rises in soli-
tary state, not a high hill near to share
his sentinel watch. Our first look at
morn and our last at eve are toward
our mouniain barometer, and from
his frowns or smiles we foretell the
weather that awaits us. And for the
changing views we love him; for rug-
ged as Iie is, there is a beauty of skift-
ing shadows and gathering clonds
about his form not to be seen on the
plains. To the southwest, the line of
The IIills is seen, the_snow .crowned
summit of Bald Mt. overtopping the
pine clad ridges.

Residing in this neighborhood is a
family econsisting of two pairs of
twins and a group of triplets. last
week I went to see the babies, and
found them as interesting as eight
months old children can be. They are
fat, fair and jolly: weight respectively
1914, 19, and 1834 1. The mother -is
an educated Indy with whom it is a
pleasure td converse. I was quite
amused at her remarks on the, yisitors
the babies have had; as many would
say “lriplets never live, you know, and
I wanted to come befcre any died;”
and speak in all candor and simplicity
without a thoucht of wounding her
feelings. Mr. and Mrs. S. have been
offered a good salary if they would
consent to exhibit the family. When
on their way from The States the two
pairs of twins created a sensation at
every hotel, and callers debarred them
trom rest quite often.

soldier. In fact, the elaborate militia system
of our early history bad its origin in & jeal-
ousy of standing armies—a very wholesomo
jealousy, inherited from Eugland and inten-
sified by our peculiar conditions.
Atithe beginning the settlers volunfesred
to tight the Indiaus; every able bedied man:
was a soldier, if nead arose, and the colonial

militia was generally kept in effective condi- |

tion. But the revolutionary war subjected
them to much ridicule; they were not fit to
meet the British regulars, and immediately
after the penco & vigorous reform was inan-
garated. Tho congress of 1792 passed a vory
stringent act for enrolling every able bodied
man between the ages of 18 and 45; every
man was-to own his gun and cquipments and
keep them in good order, and they were
exemipt from scizuro for debts and taxes.
Tho whisky inswrrection was suppressed by
the militia thus organized. Feb. 28, 1795,
congress authorized the president to call into
action any part of this militia either to de-
fend tho country, suppress insurrection or &s-
sist: officials in enforcing the lew where the
eriminal combination wag 460 great for the
ardinary posse - comitates, All the states
maydadopted this provision, and Instances of
its employment have been painfally frequent
since 1878. This country opened with o
really valuable militia force. Great pride
was taken in its efficiency, and menof wealth
ahd sociul standing gained promotion in the
militia with as much entbusiasm asdo officers
in theregular army. But after the second
war with Great Britain the system began to
decay. The Federalist writers and orators
ridiculed the militiamen mercilessly; in a
fow instances during the war they refused to
march, end the feeling was; insidiously culti-
vated, especially in. the north and enst, that
the whole was a ridiculous buriosque. Bufin
the south and west pride in the militia long
survived, probably because tho volunteers of
those sections had won some bright honors in
thg field. If any man objected, he was

This prophecy was singularly falsi-
fied. Tho organization decayed much more
rapidly after our civil war than after 1815;

uniformed men for a Fourth of July parade.
This: condition is felt to bo dangerous and dis-
graceful, andl many states are now taking
vigorous measures to reorganize their mikltia.

Acting on questions arising in 1§12-15, the
supreme: court decided that the president
had the right to call out, act as commander
in chief and namo the general officers for the
nulitia of the states, and the right has never
sinee been questioned. Congress, however,
fixed the conditions very carefclly by the law
of July 17, 1862, and tho right of governors
of states to appoint all officers below the rank
of brigadier general is now fixed. Inpractice
the enlisted men elect the first set of line
officers, and thereafter promotion supplies
vacancies. And finally the supreme court (in
Martin v. Mott, 12 Wheaton, 19) declared the

right of the president to decide finally and

conclusively whether the militia should be
summoned, and place them under federal
officers ranking their own. It is worth
* noting, however, that the revived militia
system. in: nearly all the states differs from
the: old. system in this: the troops are not
enrolled and placed. in infantry, artillery or
cavalry by the state; they voluntcer under a
general Jaw, oxgsuize on theiir own 1motion,
choose for themselves what branon they will
serve in, then report, ave accepted, and re-
ceive their arms.

AMELIA'S PALACE.

Reighinmn Young's Reigning Sultannmetlor
Elegant Residaonce.

Salt Lako City is not noted for genernl
style, but it boasts a temple, a tabernacto and
apalace.  Pletutes of thoe first twe are com-
mon cnonghy but tho palace is unkuown to
most Americans, 5o we present herswith an
engraving of it, taken from an ovigival
phatygeaph,. It s familiarly konown  as
“3melin’s Palace,” at least so known to
Goeatiles; and the history of Amelin’s veign is
almost the history of the palace.  Very queer
histary it is, tuo; and Amoericans who realize
in its fulliess what such a history meaus
may conclude that some missionary work,
coudomporary with a more vigorous presect-
tion of the law, would be wholesome,

To begiu at the beginning, Brigham Toung
was born June 1, 1801, was o widower when
lie joined the Mormons in 1852, married Mary
Ann Angell soon affer at Kivtlaud, O, and
followed the Alormon migrations to Nauvoo,
Ils., where polygamy was introduced (secretly
at first) in 1845—-L Being among the first
initiated lio there muorried Clarn Decker,
Lucy Decker ({divorced for the purpese
from Dr. Secley) nd  Harriett Cool.
Atter reaching Utah be married, in rapid
suecession, Xarriet Bowker, Harrict Barney,
Emmeling Free, Margaret Alley, Angusta
Cobb, Miss TPwiss, Clarn Chase, and. six or
cight servant girls that were uceded in the
family. Hethen left off marrying for sov-
cral years, as Emmeline Free had attained a
great ascendency over him. She was o very
sweet and pretty woman, and her ten chil-
dren are rather tho best in the family. DBud
she grew ald, and Brigham cast his eycs vpon
Axmelia Folsom, whose parents had brought
her from Portsmouth, N. H.,, her nsaiive
place, when they joined the Mormons., Ste
hiad an ardent young lover, but Brigham sont
him on a mission: to Europe, and in hiz ab
sonce courted so successfully thas Amelia
coasented to he his twenty-ninth, Inoash
of her predecessors had died, howsever, to
make bker the seventeenth in regular succes-
gion from the legal and living Mary Ann
Angell. So Brigham’s domestiz managerie
wes arranged on the plan of

Tigbteen souls with but a single thoughs,
Eighteen hearts that beat as one.

But Amelia soon mads sixteen other hearts
ache—sixteen snperfluous wives tako back
seats, She was young, artfvl perbaps, and
just willful enongh to give spice to the okl
ipan’s lifey and from 1866 to 1877 she was
practically Brigham’s queen. Sho was his
sole companion in his carriage rides and the-
etre box; and for her exclusive use he built
the so called palace. Its reputed cost was
£060,000, so it would not bamuch of a palace
in an eastern city. Its style is hard to de-
seribe, being vather composite, as shown in
our picture; but the general effect isvery fine.
After o few rooms bad been made ready for
the queen, the remainder was long in being
finished—in fact the last touches had scareely
been given it when Brigham died in the sim-
mer of 1877, and his vast fortune was scat-
tered, The heads of the church, by soms
Iew known to themselves, divided his prop-
erty among his sixty odd wives and children;
sowe of ‘the heirs revolted and Lrought suit;
a compromiso wes effected and the palace got
into.the hands of the church. John Taylor,
suceessor to Brigham, occupied it a while;
but he is now a fugitive; and, as some report,
an imbecile, and the final disposal of the pal-
nce yemains to be decided. Amelin lives
quietly on her sharoof the great estute; the

legal wife Lias died since Brigbam died; Eu:-
meline Free died twelve yearsago.of a broken
heart and excessive use of morphine, and
Brigham’s large family is well scattered.

Our encraving gives a fair idea of its”
make up. Itisan adaptation of the so called
“Victoria,” or four-in-hand quadricycle; the
soldiers sit on it in single file, their gurs
strung on their back, and work on the
freadles. A lizht cart mav be attached
at the rear. On the London streets
ten miles an hour is the regular rate, but si=-
teen are often accomplished. It is claimed
that the whole concern can turn around in
no more space than is required by a cab, and
that vough roads and steep grades van le
traversed with no move trouble than th2extra

was experienced even in the inost crowded
streets. Such are thereports of the Loundon
papers, and if the same success can be at~
tained in the fields and on country roads, we
Toay yet see the soldiers go riding instead of
walking.

Elmer Ellsworth was but 24 years old at
death, yet he had acquired a national reputa-
tion by the splendid drill he taught the noted
Ellsworth Zouaves, who exhibited in several
cities the year before the war. Bornin New
York in 1837, and too poor to get a classical
education, be earned money enough to. study

law in Chicago, living in the most frugal |

manner. Personally he was pure as St. John,
temperate and extremely faithful to obliga-
tions. But hewas a military enthiusiast frora
boyhood in the drill and discipline of soldiers.
e early organized a company in Chicago,
but they revolted against his discipline and
chose another commander. So ke went to
Bgin, Ils., organized and drilled another

evmpany and challenged the Chicagzo com-
pony to o competitive drill, his company ob-
taining a complete victory. Soon after he
was made captuin of the Chicago cadets,
which be developed into the moted Zouaves.
His mother chided himn for devoting so much
time to military studies, telling him hg would
have to go to Burope, “where they always
have war,” to utilize his knowledge. He ns-
sured her she was mistaken, as there would
soon be war enough here. A year after that
conversation he was in Washington at the
head of the New York Iire Zouaves. Thoy
were the first soldiers of the Union to invads
Virginia, and the particulars of the colonel’s
death at Alexandria, Va,, are well kuown.

S1ULEN BY GUBAN BANDITS.

Sons of Rich Parents Held for a Ransom
—Tear of a ‘“Venganza.”

A young Cuban was lately “secues-
trado” by banditti, and afterward re-
stored to his parents for 92 tentenes—
near $500. It is quite common, in the
country in Cuba; for young men and
boys—usually the sons of rich parents—
to be “secuestrado,” which is being cap-
tured and held in concealment by ban-
ditti until such sums as they choose to
demand of the parents be paid them.
The sum exacted is more or less large,
according to the reputed wealth of the
parents.

The “secustre” is sometimes done in
the boldest, most positive but most po-
lite manner, thus: .

The banditti find out—often through
secret information furnished them by
some person or persons living in the
neighborhood of the coveted captive—
what the movements of the family are
and when to make the attack. The lat-
ter point settled, they ride up to the
house, dismount, enter, salute the fam-
ily in the most polite manner, and de-
mand a certain sum of money or the son
as hostage till the required sum be paid.
Fault of money, which is  generally the
case, the son is carried off. 'The parents
dare.not refuse to let him go, for, unlike
Sheridan, “they are afraid,” as on the
least show of resistance politeness takes
‘wings and disappears, and daggers and
pistols without coffee appear on the

- scene, N :

‘When the prize is not captured in the
highly refined and civilized (f) manner,
but is caught wandering off by himself
in some lonely spot, the patrents are no-
tified of the capture by receiving a note
from the banditti—no doubta B. L. M.
—demanding money.. This, in return, is
sent at once; the son is restored to the
happy bosom of his delighted family and
no questions are asked.

The parents, considering themselves

" only toolucky in getting their child
- safely restored to them, dare not pursue
| the highway kidnappers or bring them
to justice, even if they know their
' exact whereabouts, as they fear a “ven-

genza,” This—a revenge—is, indeed,
quite often serious. In some caseswhole

~ plantations, crops, houses and all perish

by fire to gratify a. “venganza,” Infact
“venganzas” seemed to be feared to such
an extent that many offences which

would not be . tolerated elsewhere are’

often unresented by iddividuals here.~—
