The report of the ways and means
committee of the legislatureincludes
appropriations. that will make the
tax for the state for 1887, 51,068,812,
and for 1888, 8009,730. TFrom this it is
estimated that specific taxes will be
deducted reducing the samount to

the legislature has adjurned. Besides
a large grist of local business a good
many useful general laws have been
passed or modified. Among these are
the changein the liguor tax to $300 for
whisky, and 8300 for beer; the passage
of the local option laxw; changing the
divorce laws so that people from
Canada and other states may not
come here for the purpose of securing
divorces, and so the Judge may pro-
hibit divorced people from marrying
again within two years; changing the
marriage law so that license must be
procured from the county clerk; mak-

ing radical changes in the game laws, |

So that spring shooting of any kind of
game is illegal, and that any dog found
following a deer track invokes the
death penalty without warrant or jury
one law makes nine hours a working
day for children; another prohibits
their employment more than that
many hours; one knocks out the Bolie-
mian oats swindling; anotlffr the
bucket shop. The legalrate of interest
was rednced to six per cent. There
were also a number of good measures
killed among wkhich was one to pro-
hibit the payvmenf of employes in
factories in serip or orders on stores
operated by the same company owning
the factory. There area great many
oufrageous abuses of this praectice,
where the manufacturer praetically
forces his. employes to trade af his
store under fear of dischiarge.

Ouly the railway bridge was left acvoss the
Chickaliominy, and over this were brought
supplies for the corps—Ieyes’, Heitzelman's
and Sumners—ou the south side of the
stream. The base of supplies was still at
White House, on the Pamunkey. “The
around truned into o vast swamp,” says Gen.

that MeDowell and his troops are completely
under my control.”

There never was a good understanding be-
tween the commanding general and his su-
periors at Washington. Time passed on,
with storm and rain, the commanding gen-
eral execrating the weaiher, the authorities
at Washington and CGen. McDowell, the sol-
diers: in the meantime standing waist deep in
mud and water building bridges and earth-
works.

June 13, the famous Confederate cavalry
commander, J. B. D. Stuart, made abrilliant

raid, circling quite around the army of the
Potomae. He dashed even inte their base of
supplies at White House, on the Pamunkey,
and carried off a large number of horses and
prisoners, Itgave the Federal anthorities an
ancomfortable shaking up in their minds,

June 25, McClellan made a move forwaird
at Seven Pines. Therewas asmall fight at
Oak Grove, iz which the Unior: forces were
victovious, and pickels from Heintzelman's
and Sumter’s corps were posted within four
niiles of Richmong.

The geueralship' 6f Cens. Lee and Stone-
wall Jackson at this time commands admira-
tion. After finishing bis movements inihe
Shenandoah Valley, Jackson wrote to Joln-
ston this significant letter, dated June G:
“Should iy command be required at Rich-
mond, I can be at Mechanies Run depot, on
the Central railroad, the second day’s march.”

Lee, in command when the letter was ro-
ceived, wrote iim back that if he could leave
the valley, and ‘‘could deceive the enemy,” so
as tojmalke him beliove he was still in the
Shenandouh region, to come o,

The two generals hit on the plan-of appar-
ently sending re-enforcements frot Richinond
to the Shenandoah, to Jackson, giving the
impression that Jackson still meditated mis-
chief in the wvalley. In reality, he was to
meet there-enforcements and hurry back with
them to Richmond. Lawton’s and Whiting’s
commands were marched out of Richmond
with a flourish, care being taken that the

Federals should be awareof it. At Tarvis-

burg Jatkson et them June 17, and all
started back to Richmond. The plan was
complete success, and it was this trick which

* for'tlip third time prevented AMcDowell from
j6ining the army of the Potomac.

It isto ba noted that Secretary Stanton
only, of all the Federal managers; wasnot de-
ceived by the ruse, but declared that Jack-
son’s real movement was toward Richmoud.

SEVEN DAYSE' FIGHTING.

After Stoart’s raid, June 11, MceCleilan

began to prepare for changing his base of

SEVEN DAYSY BATTLE GROUND,
AeClellan and Lee had cach fized on June

26 as a day for attacking the other. Me-
Clellan tweant to storm Richmond and take it
by assautt.  Lee intended to atéack MeClellan
and raise the siege of Richmond. DBub Ale-
Clellan was Dbehind Lee in moving, and
the  Confederates gob in  their attack
first.  Then AMcClellan dismissed bis plan of
takinz Richmond for the time, and made
preparations for a secuve retreat to the James,
which was now in possession of the Federals
from fts mouth nearly fo the Confederate
capital.

The fiyst battle of the seven dayy' fighting
was that of Mechauniesville, June 26, A
Slght shirmide had taken place June 25,

Porter’s vorps was stationed around and to
the east of Mechaniesville. Near bere was

haver Dam ereek, with Eilison’s Mill upon
it. Jletalls Pennsylvanians were stationed
on the rising ground near Ellison’s Mill, com-
manding the ereck. To the right, left and
car of MoeCall were Gens. Reynolds, diavtin-
dale, Griffin, Meade and Seymour, with their
commainds. The troops were ranged half
moon shape on Beaver Dam creek. Alechan-
fesviile bridge crossed the Chickahominy.

Stonewall Jackson and his men were to be
in therear of Mechaniesville on the morning
of the 2oth.
was to cross the Chickahominy up near Rich-
mond, move rapidly down the river road and
clear Beadow bridge of its Tnion guard, and
then strike eastward, join Stonewall Jackson,
and make an attack ou the Federal rear east
of Mechaniesville, Meadow bridge crossed
the Chickahominy north of the one at
Mechanicsville.

Assoon as Meadow bridge was cleared of
Federals, A. P, Hill was to cross it rapidiy,
push still further sounth and then take the
roall to Mechanicsvillee.  That movement
would leave the Mechaniesville bridge clear.
Longstreet and D. H. Hill were to cross if,
march bastily on and join the attacking
column. Thus McClellan’s army on the north
bank of the Chickahominy would be involved
fronk awd rear, and could bo cut to pieces.

But for the first time in 18slife Stonewall
Jackson was late. The tivo Hills and Long-
street carried out their part of the pro-
gramme, attacking the Federal front as if
faced south on the Chickahominy. Their
work was with the Federal left, Jackson's
with the right,

A, P. Hill's advanece had driven the Union
pickets back to the main line at Ellison’s
Mill. There was time enough for the Federals
to formin battloline. Hiil and Longstrces
advanced in the teeth of a tremendous fire of
musketry and artillory from the heighis
around Eiison's Mill. The firing came from
Gen. Seymour, who beld theleft. The Con-
federates had hoped to turn the Union flank
and cut the left to pieces. In the midst of
deadly fire they were hurled back, and the
movement failed, and so the battle of Me-
chanicsville ended. It had lasted from 3
o'clockin the afternoon till 9. AleCall’s men
were in the bloodiest of the contest. The Con-
federates lost between 8,000 and 4,000, the
Federals about 400

Next morning BcClellan resolved toretreat
south and take up a position onthe James. He
found for certain that Jackson was in his vicin-
ity with a large force, and had only been de-
tained by some Federal skirmishers at Tolo-
potomy creek, north of Mechanicsville.

Here some military critics declare AleClellan
made another mistake. The Confederateshad
left Richimond protected only by 23,000 men
—Huger's and Magruder’s divisions—on the
27th. After the Federal victory at Mechanics-
ville if McClellan had nnexpectedly and vig-
orously attacked Richmond, he could have
cut Lee'sarmy in two. Magruder, indeed, ex-
pected it.  He wrote in his report:  *“I passed
tho night without sleep. Had McClellan
massed hLis whole force in colummn, and ad-
vanced it against any pointof our line of bat-
tle, as.was dono at Austerlitz under sinilar
circumstances by the greatest captain of any
age, * ¥ * the occupation of our works
about Richmond, and consequently the city,
might have been his reward.”

But McClellan did not do it. He began to
retreat to the James.

The second battle of the seven days’ fight-
ing was that at Gaines’ Mill, or Cold Harbor,
June 27,

McClellan made ready for his righi wing
to cross the Chickahominy. During the night
of the 26Lh the heavy guns and wagons were
sent across to the south bank. Porter’scorps,
the Tifth, was drawn up at Gaines’ Mills, a
position several miles south of Mechanies-
ville, This place was between Cold Harbor
and the Chickahominy.

The Confederates had not retreated. An-
othier attack was to be made on Iitz John

‘tom could only cover their retreat and stop
the Confederate pursuit. )

It was Hood'sand MeLiaw's Texan brigades,
of Whiting's division, that at last broke Fitz
John Porter’s line.  The regular and zouave
cegiments did not break.

In the fight of Gaines' Mill two regiments,
oncof New Jersey, the other of Pennsylvania,
were surrounded and taken prisovers. With
them was Brig. Gen. Reynolds.

Tuder the protection of Meagher's snd
TFrenel'’s brigades Porter’s whole corps, what
was left of if, vetreated tothe south bank of
the Chickahominy., Some of his artillery
was left behind. ,

Thus one corps aud a division of MeClel-
lan's army was made to fight more than two-
thirds of the whole Confederate arnyy around
Richmond., In this bloody battle Porter's
ecorps lost 6,000 men, killed, wounded and
prisoners; the Confuderates, 9.500.

Morning fouud Fitz Jolm Porter’s corps
across the river, and the bridges destroyed
bebind it Stoneman's and Emory’s cavalry,
cut off from the rest of tho corps, escaped by
the way of White House and Yorktown, and
went down the York river and up the James
and rejoined the army of the Potomac.

During the Peninsula campaign the French
primces, the Due de Chartres and the Comte
de Paris, received a thorough experience of
American warfare. They served as aides on
AMeClellan's staft, with the rank of ecaptain,
from September, 1801, to the close of the
seven deys' fighting.  They were the grand-
sans of Kiug Louis Philippe, and were ithe
same two princes that have been recently ex-
iled by the French government. With their
uncle, the Prince do Joinville, they followed
the fortanes of the army of the Potomac.
They were brave, dasbing young fellows
{hien, full of fun and merriment. They kept
up their own establishment, with their uncle,
who was very deaf. Some of McClellan’s
happiest houvs were passed in their tent, in
those weary days.

At midnizht alter ihe [disaster at Gaives’
Al McClellan sat in his tent and wrote to
Seeretary Stanton a dispateh, the like of
which was never sent by « soldier to Lis su-
periors Lefore: €IE Isave this army now, 1
tell you plainly that I owe no thanks o you
or to any other persons in Washinzion. You
have done your bestto sacrifice thisavmy.”
Then he amnounced to his offivers hisintention
to bLegin his mavch south to the James. At
daybreak he was at Savage station, on the
York and Richmond railroad, breaking camp
and preparing for the journey to the James.
By noon that day, June 28, Keyes’ division
had erossed White Oak swvamp and taken po-
sitionr on the other side of it to guard the pus-
sage of ammunition and provision trains.
Sumner’s, Heintzelman’s and part of Frank-
Ia’s corps were to remain on the Richmond
side of White Oak swamp, to cover themove-
ment of retreat. It was well planued.

There was a slight action on {he morning
of the 28th. A heavy Coniederate artillery
fire forced S:mith's
division to abandon
its positionat Gold-
ing’s farm and
mova nearer Sav-
agestation. Icebe-
Jieved that McClel-
lan would throw his
whole force back
north of the Chicle-
ahominy, after
leaving Gaines’
Mill, in order to
save White House
and his Jine of sup-
piies. He therefore prepared to strike Me-
Clellan at YWhite House, on the Pamunkey.
He sent Ewell and Stuart to that point to
seizo the railway and war supplies. They
wers a day toolate. The stores had been
mostly removed, and such as could not be
carried away were destroyed. The White
House itself had been burnt. The night of
the 28th of June, it suddenly dawned on Iee
that McClellan had changed his base, and
was inretreat to the James, with the inten-
tion of drawing supplics by that way. ¥e
determined to send his army in pursuit at
once. -

Then came the next battles in this ghastly
serial—the fights of Allen’s Farm and Savago
Station and the affair at Willis' chureh, all
June 20,

With all haste McClellan had retreated to-
ward the James. He gave orders that all
supplies which could not be quickly conveyed
should Dbe destroyed. Says Gen. Webb, in
the “Peninsula Campaign:® “Lines of fire
marked the camps and depots of the Union
troops. Millions of rations, hundieds of tons
of fixed ammunition and shells for the siege
guns were thus lost.”

June 29 MeClollan’s headquarters were re-
moved from Savage stalion to the James
river side of White Oak swamp. The line of
retreat can be seen on the map of the seven
days’ battle ground. The same day Sumner
abandoned Fair Quks and also dropped south-
ward, to Orchard station. By following the
line of march on the map the reader will see
that their moves were in a direction away
from Richmond. '

Al there was a time for you,” says one of
the old boys of the army of the Potomac, who
limps about with a bullet wound in his leg,
got in the seven days® battle. “We used to
fight all day and march all night.”

So desperately bent on reaching the
James was McClellan that leleft his sick
and wounded who cculd not be moved be-
Lhind him in a hospital at Savage station,
where they would inevitably be taken by the
Confederates.

Sumner and Heintzelman’s' corps were at
Allen’s farm, near Orchard station, on the
morning of June 20, That morning Leo's
army started in pursuit of the retreating
Federals. Huger and Magruder started out,
Magruder by the Williamsburg road, ~wlifch
led eastward to Savnge station, Huger by
the Charles City 1ond, which led southeust-
ward to Glendale. These and Longstreet and
A. P: Hill were to attack on theright, while
Jackson was to cross the Chickahominy in
the rear of the Federals and pursue from the
north.

McClellan, in arranging his retreat, had
ordered Keyes to: go forward first and take
position on Malvern Hill, niear the James.
Porter and Franklin wera to follow, and so,
watching therear and the right, they were
to push on to the James. This was the
morning of the 20th. McClellan himself had
already ridden ontowsrd the James, to se-

Tho third fight
that took place on
that fated 20th of dJune was
chureh, near @lendale. It was a sharp
skirmish with Confederate cavaley on the
Quaker road, by which McCicllan was re-
treating. With the great number of Con-
federates drawing nearer and nearver to his
right, and Jackson’s men after bim in the
rear, this retreat of MeClellan to the James
was no. child’s play.

June 80 McClellan bad reached his new
headquarters at Malvern hill, near the
James. Bubtho army of the Potomac had
by no means arrived there. 1t had yet more
fighting before if ere it rested on the James.
In this bloody retreat fighting enough was
done and lives enough were sacrificed to have
taken Richmond many times over if the Fed-
eral generals had only known how to do it.

Three roads leading cut from Richmond
intereept the Quaker road by whick AleClel-
lan retreated. When Keyes began his retreat,
he fortunately discovertd an old road run-
ning parallel with the Quaker road. Ife
struck that, and by hurrying his men along
it, reached Malvern Hill speedily. A double
line of troops was thus also formed against
tho Confederates. The two routes appear on
the map. .

There was a constant danger of altack by
the Confederates wdong the cross roads, al-
ready mentioned, leading from Richmond,
nauely, the Charles City. -Cantral and New-
market roads. As soon as Leo discoverad
the line of MeClellaw’s retrcat hie ordered
iTill and Lougstreet to recress to the south
side of the Chickabkominy and follow south
and intercept the Federals. Tie Central road
ruus inte Long Dridge road, and that crosses
the Quaker road. At the intersection of the
Long Bridge and Quaker roads IIill and
Longstreet found part of the Federal forees.
A mile Turtber on, at the junction of the
Newiarket and Quaker roads, McCall’s divi-
sfon was posted.

Then took place the sixth contest of the
seven days’ fighting—the battle of Glendale,
sometimes called also the battle of Nelron’s
Farm—>iMonday, June 30. It is called, too,
the battle of Frazier's Farm.

In all the stubborn fighting of the Penin-
sula the absence of the commanding gencral
from so many of the sevevest fights is matter
»f mote. While his corps commanders, and
in some cascsdivision and brigade generals,
were bearing the brunt of baftle without a
Teader as best they might, McClellan was apt
to be off somewhere else, superintending the
throwing up of intrenchments or the sclection
of headquarters or doing engincer’s work. It
was unfortunate for his fame as a military
commander.

On the perilous retreat to the James he
went ahead, to Malvern Hill, to James river
and the gunbeats. During the bloody fight
at Glendale the general in chief lmew nothing
about it till Inte atnight. He had been pmrt
of the day at liis hendquarters at Malvern
Hill and part of the timme upon a gunboat.

In the Lattle at Glendale Gen. Philip Kearney
distingnished himself. He was one of the most
gallant and accom-
plished of American
soldiers of lis time.
He was born in 1815,
in New York city,
and was cducated at
Columbia college,
but afterward con-
tered the regula®
army.

During the night the Federal.forces dropped
southward, still heading toward Malvern
Hill

The samme day, in the afternoon, the hot
fight at Glendale came off, At Willis’ church,
near the village, McCall’s'division was posted.
It had sufiered frightfully at: Mechanicsville
and Gaines’ Aill, baving been reduced from
10,000 to 6,000; but it ashere again, fighting
in the thickest of the batfle at Glendale.
Kearney’s division was at the right of McCall,
as they faced southward. Sumner’s corps
was. to the:1¢ft of McCall, with Hooker's
division on Sumner’s f8tt, Hooker and Kear-
ey belonged to Heintzelman’s corps.

Fresh troops ¢aming fro.x White Oak Gwomnp
towurd evenng finished 14q dght and drove the
Coufederatea haeck, and switd the darlnoss te
battle of Glendale ended. At another point in
the Tederal line, iuntsartiliery and Cen, Sykes
troops repuised o Confederat s attacly, ot Malvern
Hill, making the third for thut bloody June 0.
Gen, Meade was dangerously wounaded that day.

The Federal line of retreat bl not been® cut in
fwo, thouzh it had beea feartully stecined, and
that night and the next day the last of the
weary Union troops strasgled into the new camp
at Malvern il

But it was not to rest. Tuesday, June 1, oc-
curred:

THE BATTLE OF MALVERN HILL.,

AMeCull, in trying to

This battle properly closcs the terrific seven
days’ fighting,

As the troops came in they wera pasted in
strong positions about Maivern Il by Gen. Dar-
nard, chief enmnecr. They changed front and
were faced toward THelinoad,

It was tinzliy settled, owever, that the perma.
nent camp was not to be ot 3alvery ITHI, but at
Harris n's landing, on the viver, whero supplies
coulil he better obtained and where the army
could be under the protection of the gunboats.
Gen: McCleilan went on board the Qalena to con-
sult with Commedore Rodgers about the supplies.
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MALVERN HILL BATTLEGROUND.

According to his usual luck, the general was
absent when the battle of Malvern Hill Legan.
With the changed fromt, Porter’s corps was
on the left. Skirted in an oval aroun:l Mal-
vern Hill were the other Federal troops: Coucl’s
division on the right of Portor, next Kearney and
Hooiter, next Sedgwick and Richardson, next
Smith and Slocum, then the remainder of Keyes®
corps. Gen, MceClellan himself bad ordered this
disposition of troops.

The Confederntes were in close pursuit. At 1
o‘clock their advance was seen. They were ranged
in this order: Jlagruder and Huger on the Con-
federate right, while circling after them to (he
left were Jackson. Ewell, Whiting and D. IL
Hill. Longstrectand A. . IMill were in the rear,
too weary to fight.

The Confederates had been ordered by Goen.
Lee to “*charge with a yeli” if the Federal line
was broken. XNext, they were to advauce with
fixed bayonets and “‘drive the invaders into the
James.”® But the shouting did not come off.
Gen. Armistead, who was to carry out tkis part
of the programime, advanced to a point where he
could not come on or 5o hack, and his troops lay
down upon the ground to cseape the artillery fire.

The first attack was made upon Porter and
Couch. Morell’s Qivision of Porter’s corps and
So;ul:h"s division of Keyes™ bore the brunt of the

attle.

The Confederate plan was to take Malvern ITill
by asseult. Dut tior after tier of Union artillery
rose above the heads of the Confederates and
poured a deadly five into them. The Federal gue-
boats in theriver sided the ariillery in the bills,

al the Confederates were driven back with
slanzhtor wmnt confusion.  Three desperate as-

saalis were made vdpon the hills in vain. With
<he darkness the Uroken Confederates drew off
and gave up the fight. The day was decided by
the tiers of Federal artillery among the Lills,

Onee move, July 2, 3leClcllan’s generals De-
lieved that he eould have advanced and taken
Richmond. Dut he did not. On the contrary he
moved all hix army to Fevrison's landing, three
miles down, and wrote to Washingion for re-en-
forcements,  Of the 150,600 men which had posi-
tively been furnished him he reported that he
had only 50,000 left.

Of Lee's 80762 men, e lost in killed and
wounded during the seven days® fighting, includ-
ing Melvern ITill, 15400. The fighting through-
sut was awlul and bloody, witheut deeisive result
on either side. Six weelis of inaction followed.
Qf the leading gencrals who took part in this ter-
rible campaign few ave left. The Army and
Navy Journal keeps record of them. Summer
lied during the war. Heintzelman died recently
in Washington, a vetired army ofiicer. Gen. Me-
Call still lives engaged in civil pursuits, in Penn-
sylvania.  Gen. Keyes is also living, engaged in
@vil pursnits, too. Gen. Couch, at the age of §5..
