Arrangement o f tlie Hair.
When women complain of headache, 

1 wonder if their manner of wearing 
the hair has not something to do with 
it. Why not arrange it loosely that 
the air may reach the head? By this 
means the exhalations which are con­
tinually passing off from the surface 
would be removed. To bind it tight 
in bauds of coils prevents this, and the 
hair soon becomes foul and unwhole­
some; the impurities passing off 
through the skin and reabsorbed, the 
pores become clogged and tlie head 
aches. Another cause of headache is 
the unequal weight caused by tlie pil 
ing up of braids and coils on one part 
the head, and drawing it tight by 
strings aud hairpins, so that it may 
stay in place. Still morosrepreliensible 
is the practice of wearing switches and 
cushions to increase the apparent 
amount. They retain the heat to an 
unnatural degree, and causes diseases 
of the scalp, which can be cured in no 
other way than by tlie discontinuance 
o f tlie cause. Tlie hair should always 
be worn in such a way that the base 
o f the brain is protected. To have it 
arranged in such a way to leave that 
part of the head uncovered exposes the 
wearer to a certain risk o f talcing cold 
if a chilly wind comes from behind. 
It is also unwise to cut the hair so 
short in warm weather as to leave the 
the skin of tho head exposed to view, 
as is the custom with many men. A  
good coveting of hair loosely worn, 
and a well ventilated hat, make a very 
excellent protection from sunstroke-

partial failure, unnecessarily and un­
righteously sehocking and impairing 
their self-respect and scholarly ambi­
tion.”

Think of arithme­
tics and impossible problems in them, 
which keep the children awake half 
the night because they can’t work 
them out .—Hartford Oourant.

•protected, in a great measure, by 
wiping them all over with a sponge 
dipped in soap suds in which a little 
carbolic acid has been mixed.

in  demand notes and fractional 
currency to $7,43S. During the same 
period there was an increase o f §09,- 
182,854 in gold and silver certificates 
and an increase o f $40,940,834 in the 
cash in the treasury, showing a net de­
crease in the public debt during the 
year of $108,707,040.

These figures are 
smaller than the corresponding ones a 
week ago by 4,200,045 in wheat and 
by 073,750 in corn. The visible supply 
of wheat for the corresponding week 
a year ago decreased 732,221 bushels — 
Chicago Tribune.

There are over a thousand million 
dollars o f paper money In circulation, 
and it matters not how many banks 
are robbed and ruined, their notes con­
tinue as good as silver or gold. This

R e l ic s .—Last Friday Mr. Joseph 
Coveney, Jr., drove tc Union Pier, and 
while there discovered a skeleton of 
an Indian woman lying upon the sand 
o f the bluff, where it had been buried 
perhaps 100 years ago. The sand had 
been blown off from tbe skeleton leav­
ing it wholly exposed, the roots of 
trees in the neighborhood indicating 
that several feet o f  sand had been re­
moved in that way.

Tbo wreck o£ tlu> Fidelity National bank, 
ot Cincinnati, lias had no parallel in this coun­
try sinco tho collttpse of tlia Ohio Life aiul 
Trust company a  generation ago, .save tho 
wiping out of the Marino bank, of New York, 
b y  .Ferdinand W ard, lor which Ward and 
President tTsli are now “doing time" at Ring 
Sing.

JCdward L. Harper, tho leading spirit in 
the wheat deni which precipitated the failure, 

was bom in the 
lumber r e g io n s  
o f  Pennsylvania 
less than forty 
years ago, o f a  
family in strait­
e n e d  c i r c u m ­
stances. His edu­
cation was gained 
in tho common 
schools. Forsomo 
years lio worked as 
a common laborer* 
Fiually he drifted 
into Ohio, and in 
1SGS became a 
traveling s a lo s -  
of Urbaua, selling 

sewing machines at tjlt) a  month and c.'in- 
mis-ions. In two years ho bought out 
Patrick mid mado money faster than over. 
Later Ilarpcr took ft general agency for an­
other sewing machine, with headquarters at 
Cmeihiiuti, and mado still more money. In 
1ST:; ho became acquainted with 1*. It. Htfll 
&  Co., in tho pig iron business, and in a year 
or two was a  partner in and manager of the 
firm, when Hull died, and tho firm became 
E, L. Harper &  Co., which assigned the other 
day owing, perhaps, $2,000,000. Harper dis­
plac'd such aliility as a financier that Alex­
ander Swift mado him treasurer of Swift’s 
iron anil steel works, greatly to the improve­
ment of the bank account of that institution. 
In the iron boom of 1S79 and ’SO Har­
per mado a great deal of money and 
bought a controlling interest in Swift’s Iron 
and steel works. lu  1SS1 he wont into a great 
deal in Chicago in connection with the cele­
brated Truman B. Handy, another daring 
atul reckless speculator, in which over 
$1,002,000 was “ cleaned up." Harper was 
now recognized as a  capitalist and a  financier 
of ability. Ho became a. director in tho Thifd 
National bank, where he was its heaviest de­
positor, ami soon heeamn its heaviest bor­
rower as well. He was always speculating; 
always over checking. In IS85 lie engineered 
another wheat deal at Chicago that was not 
successful, Mid ho lint heavilv. But he paid 
his Chicago creditors in bonds of a railroad 
which had falleu into Ins bauds for a debt 
Tho bonds were worthle-s. but the ('lu.--r r<- 
aus got nothing 
else. By this time 
hit reckless specu­
lation had aroused 
such opposition in 
tho Third National 
bank that ha reor­
ganized the Fideli­
ty  batik, took a ma­
jority of tho stock, 
put Baldwin and 
Hopkins in as cash­
ier and assistant * 
cashier, and, w ith' 
his usual energy 
.•uit! shrew dness, 
began to ‘ ’boom" m in a way that made tho 
old fogies of Third street open their aston­
ished eyes. Quo-half per cent, above cur­
rent rates was paid on deposits. Collec­
tions were made without charge. Tho most 
magnificent quarters wero fitted up. Soon 
the bank was able to advertise that it had the 
largest line of deposits in Ohio, and applied 
for authority to double its $1,000,01)0of stork, 
and, although this had never been granted, 
the big advertisements sail so.

The parallel between tho Marino and tho 
fidelity haul: disasters extends also to tlieir 
presidents. Like I’lsli, of New York, Briggs 
Swift was a  very rich man, who lias been 
taken advantage of by others. He is rated 
all the way from $500,000 to $0,000,000. Tho 
son of a  rich farmer, bom near Cincinnati, 
he was one of those early pork packers who, 

thirty yea is ago, 
gave to Cincinnati 
tho name of Pink 
opolfe. Although 
TO years old he .still 
attends to husin.ss 
m o r e  or le s s ,  
though the details 
are in the hands of  
younger men. The 
p o o r  old man is 
sorely distressed by 
his situation. Un­
der the law he also 
is technically re- 

i for the illegal acts of liis Mihordi- 
itl for which they ore already under 
t i»o penitentiary stares him also in 

tho fact; for having allowed his name to bo 
used to cover up a rotten institution, where 
tho harpies were preying on interests lie was 
supposed to guard. Ho is ruined by over 
confidence in his feilow men. I f  ho saves 
anything from, the wreck it is more than he 
expects. But he says no one shall loso 
through Mm; that it is now a question of 
honor, not money,

Anrnii Baldwin, tho cashier, is a  man of 
about CO years, of spare physique, tMn hair 
and long thin whiskers, a  man of nervous 
constitution and exceedingly retired disposi­
tion. He has been in the banking business 
nearly all life life and is an exceedingly 
studious man. H e was cashier in tho Third 
National bank, whence ho retired in Novem­
ber, 1SS3, because a  deficit of over SIS,000 
was discovered in his accounts. His brother, 
Theopliilus, was defaulter for $20,000. Both 
wero asked to resign at the same time. That 
night 1  heophilus committed suicide. In Jan­
uary, 1S79, Harry Baldwin, son of Am m i, was 
mysteriously murdered on the street, and 
the murderer was never arrested or cer­
tainly known. So trouble is not new to the 
thin.faced man who had charge of llie Fidel­
ity’s cash and allowed it to be dissipated.

Ben Hopkins fe about 55 years old, and has 
always lived in Cincinnati and been in tbe 
hanking business.
Hois sixfeet tall, of  
spare frame, high 
color and sanguine 
temperament- 

Raised a  Quaker, 
he lias become a 
sincere Spiritualist, 
but never takes 
part in their public 
services. H e is a 
great reader and 
has written much 
for the press on 
Spiritualism, and' 
during tho soft b e n j a k ix  iio pk ixs . 
money controversy a few years ago lEbpUins 
wrote profusely and well for the Gincin 
n’ati papers in favor of hard money. Ho has 
n large family, mostly girls, was id ways ae- 
eounted phenomenally honest and of tho 
strictest morality. I t  is hard to reconcile 
Hopkins’ life reeord-for honesty with recent 
developments of rascality. Hu seemed to be­
lieve himself that things might come out all 
right, for on ttiaday of the bank’s suspension 
lie said to nn'enterpvisiug reporter who had 
managed to’ get inside and asked him tho 
prospects for the depositors: “ Double lead 
and put big headlines on it that not a depos­
itor will lose a dollar!”

Through his career as a lobbyist at Albany 
and as n railroad manipulator in New York, 
Jacob Sharp, just convicted of bribery in 
New York, may bo regarded as tbe most 
prominent worker of thet kind in the countiy. 
His pioniinonee in New Y ork was such that 
HOt-until many .of his tools had been found 
guilty ami were convicted did it  dawn on the 
public mind that something could bo done 
toward puiifeMOg theriiigleader. His trial has
been the most notable in the history of New

uous efforts to hssisfc the aldermen to whom 
vengeance was meted out. '

Much sympathy has been felt for him lo­
cally. Ho has for many years boon one o f  
those characters familiar to everybody 
around town, a kind hearted, genial, ap­
proachable and affable man in liis personal 
characteristics, devoted to his family and 
prominent in affairs. Ho was indignant, and 
remonstrated vigorously when arrested Oil 
tho morning ot Oct. 19, and to tho last pro­
tested his innocence.

For many years seliemos havo been on foot 
for securing a Broadway railway franchise.

The foreman, 
Mr. Canfield, fe a printer, nnd prints The 
Weekly Law Digest; Owen O. Sckimmol fe 
in the preserve business in Warren street, a 
typical German; Jacques Kahn is a dealer in 
mirrors, of Austrian birth; Mr. Clarke is a 
broker; Rudolph Wolff is a poekelbook 
maker; Mr. Mead an architect; Howard 
Hopping is a graduate of Trinity, Hartford, 
mid a vestryman of Zion cliurcb; David 
Clarlfeon is a commission merchant; Hr.

COLLEGE BOAT RACES.

TH E GREAT SPORT OF STUDENTS IN 
AMERICAN COLLEGES.

How tlio Yoangsters Train for Years for 
tlio Croat Event AYliIcIr Comes at the 
End of tlio Collego Course anil Lasts 
Less Than H alf an Hour.

O L L E G B  boys 
with ambition to 
excel in  athletics 
may enter tho base­
ball nine, boating 
crew or thefootball 

ij team. The student 
J  fe fortunate indeed 

i f  his physique, his 
skill and his sacri­
fice of much per­
sonal comfort final­
ly  result in his be­

ing a  member of any of the three. Many are 
hopelessly out at the beginning, others work 
hard through the whole coarse only to be dis­
appointed; but whether successful or not, 
every undergraduate takes a keen and en­
thusiastic personal interest in the battles 
which these three teams wage with rival col­
leges. It costs $15,000 to bring tho Harvard 
and Yale crews together at New London 
every year, and about $50,000 besides to pay 
the athletic expenses i f  either collego.

The main interest ‘in college boat racing 
in. this country is centered on tho university 
race,which occurs about the 1st of July be­
tween the two largest colleges—Y ale  and 
Harvard. The former organized a  boat club 
in 18-13 nud tho latter the year following. 
Their firs: race was won by Harvard over a 
two mile course in an eight oared barge on 
Lake Wimiepesaukce, in New Hampshire, in 
1S52. Two years later six oars came into 
vogue nud continued in vogue, with tho ex­
ception of two years, until 1S7G, when the

number was; increased to eight, where it has 
since remained. From ,1S52 until tho war the 
races continued at intervals. Harvard win­
ning the greater number. Racing was 16- 
sumed iii 1SG-1, Yale winning thou and also 
the following year. Then Harvard turned 
the tables for live years. From 1870 until 
1876 various other colleges competed, but 
since then the two great competitors have 
rowed alone, the honors being in favor of  
Yolo.

When college racing began a boat 37 feet 
long and 5 feet wide was used; now tho shells 
are 37 feet b y  19 inches. Tho races were 
rowed in various places, until finally, in 1S78, 
tho Thames river at New London was chosen. 
It is a four mile straightaway course, and, 
excepting a tide which prevents any accurate 
comparison o f time being taken, it is proba­
bly tbe finest courso in tho world.

For several days before tho great race oc­
curs the freshmen and other crews of various 
colleges compete. This year only Columbia 
and the University of Pennsylvania, besides 
Harvard and Yale, sent crews, the many 
other colleges having a different intercollegi­
ate association, and preferring to race in 
places more convenient to themsel ves. "Where 
somnny people assemble to witness a  sporting 
event the acquisitive bookmaker is sure to bp. 
He frequents the most popular hotel, and then 
lays bis odds, after a  careful consideration _of

vn« tuci »lS of tlio contestants. Besides tlio 
amount of money put up In this way, 
thousands of dollars are laid on their respec­
tive crows. No loyal man will bet against bis 
own college, and every loyal man folds bound 
to back Ids opinion, which lie freely expresses 
to any one who wilijisten.

Tho hour set for the race depends somo 
what on the tide. Oneof tho most interest­
ing races t ho writer has attended was vowed 
at dusk. A n  immenso crowd had con­
gregated on the banks of the river, in the ob­
servation cars, on tlie steamers that follow 
tbe raves, or on board tho thousand and one 
craft nii.diored at the finish. A t  tho 
start all eyes watch the handsome steam 
launches and tho boat, houses, which belong 
to llie colleges. Finally tho 'rowers unite 
their appearance, their shells are towed out 
and they get on board in their places. Then 
they puli their crimson and blue shirts olt 
over their heads, reveal the hardened muscles, 
and signalize their readiness to gh.. A t the 
fiord they start, steadily; tho observalien 
train and the crowds begin to move; the 
steamers following start tlieir engines. Soon 
comes down tlio river “They’re off." How it 
thrills one to hear tho cry! Two balls at tlio 
liufeli indicate to those who cannot see far up 
I he river the relative positions of the crows. 
A  hashed silence follows wild cheers. “Ilnr- 
vard’s ahead!" Tho words aro followed l>y 
the wildest shouts, mingled with college cries. 
Soon the boats nre in sight from the finish. 
One 1s a  siire winner. Pandemonium reigns. 
Tho tugs whistle, fog and ilsli horns nre 
blown, hands play, and they who wear tbe 
culnrs of tho winning crow scream and shout .

EX-ATTORNEY GENERAL^SPEED.

A  S ta te sm a n  o f  t b e  V j i r  W lio  H a s  .Tost 
P a sse d  A w a y .

In the recent death of ex-Attorney General 
■Tames Speed the country loses one more of 
the galaxy of great men who surrounded 
Aln-aliam Lincoln during the heroic ugo. 
Janies Speed Was an ardent American, a 
stanch Unionist and an uncompromising ad­
vocate of universal freedom; and it is a strik­
ing proof of the old time liberality of Ken­
tucky opinion that he retained his persona1 
poxmlurity through his heated campaign in 
1849 for the abolition of slavery in that state, 
that he was soon after placed in an honorable 
position in the state, and that after the bitter­
ness of the war period had passed awpy his 
talents and public services wore proudly 
avowed by Kentuckians us a part of the com­
mon glory of tho state.

James Speed was born March 12, ISIS, near 
Louisville, in Jefferson county, K y. Through 

boyhood ho worked

of emancipation in Kentucky; ho supported 
that cause with great zeal and ability, was 
a candidate on the emancipation plat­
form for a scat in tlio constitu­
tional convention of 1849 and defeated 
by but 200 votes. Ho afterward emanci­
pated his own slaves. Soon after life gradu­
ation he s relied law, and attended Iccturesut 
the Transylvania uuixorsity at Lexington, 
K y. In 18:18 ho formed a partnership with 
Hun. Thomas F. Marshall, with whom lie 
practiced law for two years in Louisville, 
after which lie was the law partner of Hon. 
Henry Pistlo for seventeen yearn. In 1S47 lie 
was elected to tho legislature; from 1850 to  
ISaS huwas professor in tlio law department 
of tho University' of Louisville, and in 1801 
ho was chosen to tho state senate.

Then came the day of trial. Tho embar­
rassing question of state allegianco did not 
rise In Kentucky, as tho state adhered to the 
Union; but for a few weeks there was an at­
tempt on the part of tlio state authorities to 
maintain neutrality. Against this position 
Mr. Speed assumed a determined stand and 
employed all his energy and ability to place 
Kentucky in activo support of tho Union 
cause. With him in this work went life 
brother-in-law, Gen.- Lovell Rousseau, Judge 
Harlan and many others, tlie result being 
that at the election that year Kentucky’s vote 
was nearly three to one ngninstseeession, anil 
tliii legislature then elected hastened to put 
the state on a  war footing. Mr. Speed was 
named mustering officer for Kentucky by 
President Lincoln, and in Unit capa­
city enrolled over 70,900 men in
tho Union ranks. His brother, Joshna 
Speed, had been tho room mate of Abra­
ham Lincoln when the latter began 
the practice o f .law  in Illinois. In 
1S04 the president appointed James
Speed attorney general of tho United 
States, which position he held until July, 
1SC0, when he resigned on account of his 
disagreement with President Johnson on tho 
policy o f reconstruction. Ho continued an 
active Republican till all the issues growing 
out of the war wero settled, then became 
again professor of law in the Louisville 
university-, and thereafter lived aretiredlife. 
For a few years ho has been failing fast, and 
his death, at an early hour o f Juno 25, was 
due to general debility. Ho w.os one of the 
truly great men of Kentucky and the nation, 
an ardent patriot and incorruptible pub­
lic servant, a  capable official anil a brave, 
consistent man.

The portrait here given shows him in tlio 
prime of life—as he appeared wheu holding 
the office of attorney general.

H O N . F R E E M A N  C L A R K .

Mr. Lincoln's Controller of tlio Cur­
rency—His Public. Life.

Hon. Freeman Clark, who recently died at 
life homo in Rochester, N. Y . ,  was among 
tho hist of the “Old Lino Whigs,” of whom 
we used to hear so much, and it seems like 
opening a chapter of ancient history to recall 

tho days when lift 
nnd such men as 
A l e x a n d e r  Ste­
phens arid the Bolls, 
of Tennessee, kept 
s t o p  together in 
polities. Between 
these days and Mr. 
Clark’s inter public 
s e r  v i u o s "a groat 
gulf was fixed; for 
ho was made con­

troller of the cur- 
'rency in 1805 by 
President Lincoln, 
and was an active 
m em  b or of tho 

Thirty-eighth, Forty-second and Forty-third 
congresses. As a "Whig he was active, being 
vice president of tho New York state conven­
tion in 1850, and delegate to the national 
convention of 1S52. But he was still more 
widely and favorably known for various 
business activities.

Born in  Troy, N. Y . ,  March 22, ISO!), he 
began active life as a  merchant, and from 
1837 to 1845 was president of a  bank in Al­
bion. Ho then moved to Rochester, whore 
he became president successively' of three 
hanks, taking an active part in establish­
ing: tho national bank system. He was 
prominently identified with tho formation of 
tho Western Union Telegraph company, was 
one of the first directors o f tbo Fourth Na­
tional bank of New York city, and was trus­
tee and vice president of the Union Trust 
company, after which bo entered public life 
as abovo stated.

Virtues of tlio Cactus.
It arouses a  person from tbo western part 

of our country to see people cultivating' as a 
rare plant a thiug that is the pest of tho 
plains; I  mean tho common cactus, which I  
have seen in many green bouses and gardens

filter for clearing and settling water. A 
single blade will make tweuty gallons of  
Mississippi water as clear as crystal, and will 
leave no unpleasant tasto as o reminder of its 
use. As an antiscorbutic it is also most 
effective, and is freely- used on tho plains for 
this purpose. The cactus fe, therefore, not 
without Its value, but as an ornamental 
shrub it appeal's to mo to bo a complete fail­
ure—-John Bostwirlc in Globe-Democrat.

The British have launched still another big 
gun boat, with ail the usual cheers, compli­
ments, hurrahs for Britannia—and religious 
services by :t naval chaplain!

T, Besides tho 
fact Uiat Live day Is the anniversary of the 
Declaration of Independence, which of 
course is cause enough for a celebration, it 
wns this year selected for the celebration, of 
the completion of the Cascade division of the 
Northern Pacific railroad. This practically 
completes the line. The main lino, lias been 
finished for somo time, but until the last rail 
of this division, which is 225 miles long, was 
spiked down, there was no connection be­
tween 11m road from Tacoma to Portland and 
thn main lines.

The building of the Cascade division has 
been a work of great difficulty, among the 
obstacles to be overcome being a tunnel 4,850 
feet long, 2,800 feot uhove the sea level.

A X.VNDIOAT JOS11EE AND TlllSIIAND.
Amidibai .Tnshee belongs to wliat,niight be 

called tlio upper middle’ class;’ aim enjoyed a 
little freedom in girlhood, and at ah early 
age imbibed tbe spirit of the few Hindoo 
women who are struggling for belter t hings. 
She was married at a  v e r y  early  •'*«*• to n 
Hindoo gentleman who shared her views, 
and after an ineffectual struggle to secure 
education at home she i:inbaik“*t for the 
United States, arriving at I’ liihideiphin late 
ill 1882, aged but 17 years. Despite the iiifiii- 
enco of her husband, the native .prejudice 
against her scheme was so intense that she 
feared to embark at. Bombay, capital and 
seaport of bor native province, but i-iossed 
tlie country to Calcutta, where foreign iiiiln- 
cnce has created more liberality. Her hus­
band secured a place in government eniploy 
at Serampore, but dm hostility to him and 
Ills wife Was SO groat, that sli« delivered e 
public address in defense of her design.

“ Why do I  go to America!” she asked. 
“And why do I go alone? There nre no 
schools in India when' I may learn to benefit, 
my sex. Anil shall l bo excommunicated (or 
rather ‘put out of all castes’) when t return? 
And why do I  enter on than which none of 
niv sex havo ventured? I  will go os a Hin­
doo, live there as a Hindoo and velum as a 
Hindoo; I will not increase my wants, but 
live as simple as did those before me. I will 
trust in my Almighty Faiiier and live 
purely.” Dr. Rachel I*. Bod ley, dean of the 
Women’s Medical college, bears testimony to 
tlio strictness with which the delicate woman 
kept this vow. In the direo years of her 
study in Philadelphia she made no change in 
her customs, food or dress, except as the 
severer climate made it necessary to life 
and health. Her husband caino to Phila­
delphia to witness her graduation. She re­
ceived the degreo of M. D., and before re­
turning to India the two visited several 
American cities, making addresses -JO the 
creeds mul customs of the Hindoos.

As tlio first Hindoo woman who ever took a 
medical degree, Dr. Josh<*e natu rally attracted

Iudia the prayers of many Christian people 
went with lier; but in it few months came the 
sad news of tier death. ’She iiad already done 
much. While attending on a  patient in the 
mountains, exposed to (lie chilly night air, 
Dr. Josbee contracted a  disease or (lie lungs 
which soon terminated in dcalh. But lierox- 
amplo liad excited others to the same work, 
and her cousin, Pnndita Ramatiai 'Saravasti, 
lias taken tlie lead in laboring to gain more 
freedom anil education for Hindoo women. 
The chief obstacle, of course, fe habit, so long 
continued t hat it. lias become second nalnre: 
tho women of highest caste being most 
secluded, woman’s freedom lias come to lie 
associated in tlie Kindoomind with licenl ious- 
noss. Tho wild people, tlio very poor ant] the 
pariahs alone enn afford to be free. The 
bidden zenana is thought the proper place for 
women of rank nnd respectability.

Adulteration or M ilk.
The adulteration of mill: in this country 

consists usually either in the removal of 
cream or in the addition of water. A Sail 
Francisco chemist has communicated to tho 

.agricultural department the composition of a 
milk adulterant, which has been largely used 
in that city. Tlio mixture consists of com­
mon salt, saltpeter, saleratus, a  trace of caus­
tic soda and a large quantity of sugar. The 
color is imparted by caramel. The purer the 
milk supply tbo larger will bo the demand 
from consumers. The nearer the producers 
can come to tbe consumers wllb their pure, 
fresh milk product, the larger and more sub 
isfactory will be tlio trade.—Boston Budget.
