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Watches on an Atlantic Steamer.

The oflicers and sailors are divided
into two watches, and keep watch and
wateh, fromthe time of departure from
one port, till the time of arrival at the
other. These walches are: First
watch, from 8 P. AL till midnight;
middle wateh, from midnight till 4 A,
M.; morning wateh, from 4 A. M. till 8
ALAM; forenoon watch, from § AL M.
till noon: afternoon wateh, from noon

till 4 P. M. ; then comes the dog watch-
es, the fiast, from 4 P. M. till 6 P. M,;
the second from ¢ . M. till 3 P. M.: by
this arrangement seven instead of six
watches are made, the intention being
to change the turn of the night walch
every twenty-four hours. By the way,
it was facctiously remarked Ly Theo-
dore IIook that the termm dog watceh,
comes from these watches being
“curtailed.” °
The chief officer, third and fifth offi-
cers, and half the sailors, are in one
watch, (the port watch); the second,
fourth and sixth oflicers, and half the
sailors, make up the starboard watch.
When the chief officer is on deck, he is
stationed on the bridge where the tele-
graphs to the engine-room, wheel-
house, and other parts of the vessel
are fixed; the third officer is on the
Ipokout bridge, foreward, and the fifth -
ofliceris at the con, attending to the
steering of the ship; two of the sailors
are stationed as far forward as possi-
ble, as lovkout men, one sailor is sta-
tioned at the crank hateh to pass an
order to the engineroom should any
thing go wrong with the telegraph to
the engine room and a guarter-master
is stationed in the after wheelhouse to
attend to the steering engine, and also
Lo look after the wheel chains;in thick
weather the lockouts are doubled, and
in beayvy weather additional men are
stationed in the after wheelhouse to
put the brakes on the circle of the rud-
der head should anything go wrong
with the wheel chains, steering engine,
ete, in which case, the hand steering
gear could be attuched io less than a
minute; the remaining parbt of the
watch, under the boatswain, attend to
making or shortening sail, washing
decks, efe.
When the starboard watch comes on
deck, the second officer relieves the
chief officer, the fourth the third ofli-
cer, and the sixth the fifth ofticer, the
lookouts, ete., being relieved by mem-
bers of the watch comming on duty.
Every care and attention is paid by
the officers and lookouts, or it would
be impossible to navigate ocean steam-
ers as safely as is done. This daily
routine is carried on from the begin-
ning to the end of the passage, and
through sunshine and darkness, storm
and fempest, the only change is remov-
ing the lookout men from the fore end
of the sliip, where they might havea
chance of being washed away, to the
lookount bridge, ov even to the main
bridge, but this latter is"only done in
very bad weather.

In the
pool in Washington county alone $3,-
200,000 has been expened 1n machinery
and drilling. ‘This does not include
the many millions that are represent-
ed there in the natural gas industry.
Independent of the oil business there
is about $50,000,000 invested in natural
gas plants in Pennsylvania. These
are majestic figures and serve to show
the magnitude of the oil and gas
business.—0é City Derrick.

Provided that
in cars which have been equipped with
appatatus to heat by steam, hot water,
or hot air from the Jocomotive, or from
a special ¢ar, the present stove may be
retained to be used only when the car
is standing still, and provided also that
this act shall not apply to railroads
less than (ifty miles in length, nor to
the use of stoves, of a pattern and kind
to be approved by the Railroad com-
missioners, for cooking purposes in
dining room ca-s.

Jake Sharp, the man who bought up
the New York board of aldermen has
just been sentenced to four years in
RSing Sing, and fined §5,000. This
licht sentence is Qoubtless given in
consideration of his extreme youth, as
be is only 70 years old and not expect-
ed to know any better.

Legislature is the author of a bill to
impose a penalty of $1,000, twelve
months in the chain gang or six ntonths
jail, for educating colored and white
children in-the same institution.

Dakota Correspondence.
STMMIT OF BEAR BUTTE, |
July 4, 1887, \
MR. Ep1roR:—An hour and a half
~ago “we four” left ihe base of the
Butte. The trail leads around and
over the different divisions. of the
mountain in. a long and devious way,
but the climbing is not difficult. Gain-
ing the level to which we ascended last
year, I look down a steep, slaty slope,
wounder that we got up there, and
smile to see how near we were to the
path to the summit of Big Butte, yet
missed seeing it. “So near and yet so
far'’”!

Across a gully, about 400 yards dis-
tant, stands a deer. Te remains mo-
tionless for a long time, seemingly
walching parties below. Circling the
head of the gully, we approach within
twenty-five yards of him. Ile sees us
but manifests no alarm; attracted by
my pink dress he turns his lhead and
looks straight at me for several min-
utes, giving me a duly appreciated veiw
of his own nolile form. .\ rattleof
stones and movement of the others
startle him, and away he goes down
the steep hillside, while we set forth
again on our upward way. We pass
one party of tired climbers, ind anoth-
er on the summit, and still anether
comes up later. This penk being wiles
distant {from any other mountains, the
eye roves.over a wide landseape, and
from this height the hills seem only
knolls in an otherwise level scene.
Tair green fields, indicating an abund-
"ance of grain, houses and barns, are
visible for many miles. Down Bear
Butte valley a road runs straight as an
arrow, and the famillar homes on
either side seem to smile up at us; we
see the post, with the star spangled
banner {lying gaily on the parade
ground. Sturgis and Spearfish are
within range, Dut hidden from our
sight Ly their neighboring hills; the
lines of Jdeeper green, with here and
there a glimmer of light flashing
through the “bush,” murk the course
of Spring, Alkali, Bear Butte, False
Botton, Redwater,Speariish and White-
wood creeks, and the Belle Fourche
river. The first named is the most
crooked stream I have eversecen. A
Greek border pattern wonld perhaps
most nearly represent it, and in the
squares liesome lovely natural parks.
To the west of DBear DBulte lie the
Crow DLeaks, and sweeping around fo
the sonth-east is the irregular line of
The Miils, prominent in the line being
Bald AMountain and Mg, Terry, while
far overtopping them all Mt Harney
rises, (abont sixty miles south), pre-
senting a misty outline for our view.
To the north the Twin Bultes or Deer's
Ears, and the Slave Buttes greet us
over a space of forty miles, while still
farther away the twenty mile line of
the Shin Buttes shows its white face,
looking to the naked eye like a bank of
white clouds.

We climb the tallest pine on the
summit of the Butte, gather hairbells,
tferns and cactus blossom before we
descend.

There are a number of prospect
holes on the mountains, and some tun-
nels of consideralile length. Silver of
value has been found, but no large
Jeads. Below some of the holes we
picked up ore and crystals, and from
high above, nice impressions of leaf
forms.

Last week I made one of a fishing
party to the Belle Fourche river. We
went over the “brakes”—approaching
the river the land resembling the pic-
tures I have seen of the “downs” of
Merry England. .\ low circular basin,
with a dash of red in it, and Lluffs
rising beyond, presented our first view
of the Beautiful Fork. One of us owns
a ranch on theriver at the mouth of
Bear Buite Creck, and there we “pitch~
ed our tent;” i. e, turned the men ous
to-sleep inewagon boxes, while women
and children took possession of the
shack. A strong wind blowing up
 stream was a drawback to our success
in catehing any of the finny {ribe, but
we had the pleasure of sitting on the
bank, with a terrace rising bebind us.
and rustling branclies over our heads,
while we listened to the “lapsing
waves” and admired the fine red eolor
of the same. During the evening the
men went seining. Judging from the
. laughing and shouting that reached us
they enjoyed the frolic, and we all en
joyed the good catch of pickerel, pike,
white and catfish that resulted.

Rambling about the place we stum-
bled upon nature's model office, or the
laboratory in which she tried her “new
-ideas” Canons, hills and odd rock
‘forms were here in miniature and
half-baked dirt and gravel; fissures in
the earth, and piles bodily raised, shad-
owed forth the effects of a miniature
earthquake. Two of the girls started
to take a boat ride; a gentleman who
had been across the stream with pony,
threw them a lariat, and attaching it
to the hawser, they were towed away
up stream, till their friend was obliged
to put his feet upon tlie horse’s back
to keep them dry. One girl earned the
name of “broncho-buster,” for her suc-
cessful attempt to pet a wild little
broncho that its owner could searcely
mount. So with winged feet the hours
sped till we were obliged to returnm,
which we did by the valley road, where
we saw more evidences of eivilization
than in going down.

A couple of daysafterward I accom-
panied friends to Deadwood, whenee
we visited Lead City, the big stamping
mills and the Homestake mine. The
IHomestake mill conéains SO stamps,
and the Golden Star and ¥ighlund
each 120. e went all through twe of
them, seeing the ore dumped frowm the
cars, erushed under tlie stamps, oper-
ated upon by gquicksilver. washed] by
running water, and the precious par-
ticles precipitated on the g¢opper
sereens. ‘The thud! thud!of the many-
armed machinery is deafening, but by
screams closelto one's ears, and a with-
drawal from the “works,” we were en-
abled tolearn all about the process.
On inquiring our way ;from mi)ll to
mine we were asked if we would like
to 7ide in. Most certninly we would,

~mill we went,across a trestle sixty feep
- high, and after a journey of some 200
yards found ourselves pear an “open
cut” below thé hoisting works. I will
not detail onr wanderings in search of
the Sugperintendent and a “permit,”
but advise any one desiring such a
paper, to apply for it by post some days
in advance of a ¥isit and haye it left
at a certain plaee till called for, The
search for a superintendent or foreman,
is like “looking for a needle in a hay-

‘80 mounting the “tender,” ont of the_

mow;” he has “just been here,” or “L
saw him o short time ago going to-
ward”—somewhere, anywhere, but not
here. As all things come to an end, so
did our wandering, and we returned to
our sight-seeing. We visited the Old
Abe and Star hoisting works. The
great wheels and mammoth engine
were idle in the former, but enough
men on duty to start them 1f needed.
Only a few yards outside of the Star
men were ab work with picks and fuse,
tearing away and tunnchng into a hill.
We were just within a cut when a blast
was fired, and were given pieces of the
broken ore, “as good as any in the
mine” We saw the ore brought out
of tunnels on the hillside, dumped into
shutes and loaded from below the
“works.”  Seating ourselves once move
on the tender of the V. R. Heavst, un-
der the care of Messrs. Wheeler and
Pancoast, the kind and gentlemanly
engineer and stoker, we had the new
and pleasurable experience of riding
1,600 feet under ground to a point un-
der the highest point of land between
Lead City and Terryville, The glim-
mer of the lantern showed us only
black walls as we sped along; but the
rocking motion, and the strange sense
of going one knew mnot where, made
the trip worth taking by those_who
enjoy new sensations.

Idefore leaving Lead we peeped into
the mining machine shop, and saw the
welding of 515 inch rods for the
stamps.

Everywhere we were treated with
the utmost courlesy, and demonstrated
the fact that Americans are the most
truly polite people on earth.

The drive from Deadwood to Tewl is
through canouns, over i good road, aad

. with pretty mountainscenery on either

hand. From the outskirts of Dead-
wood one has a fine view of Forest
IIill, one of its residence divisions.
We had a feast of June lerries on
our way to The IIMlls. The hillsides
were plentifully dotted with the dainty
laicbell, the more stately pentstemon
granditlorus, the fragrant wild rose,
and the glowinglilium philadelphicum,
while clematis, yueca and a couple of
nn-named plants added their beauaty.

Robert T, Lincoln.

Some two months ago the Toledo
Blade, Lhrough its weekly edition, pro-
pounded to its Republican readers
these thiree questions: (17 Who is
vour first choiee for President? (2)
Wlio is your second choice for Presi-
dent? (3 Who is yourchoice for Vice-
President? The Nasby letters have

. given that paper subscribers in every

State and Territory in the Union, al-
though of coursé, its circulation is
largely 1n. Ohio, The result of thab
inquiry test is presented by States, also
by candidates. Mr. Blaine received a
majority of all the votes polled as first
choice and Mr. Sherman about balf as
many as DBlaine for second choice.
Robert T. Lincoln had about half as
many for President as Sherman, and
may almost be said to have no compet-
itor in the fisld for Vice-Presidency.
Depew, Harrison, Sherman, Allison,
Ingalls, Evatts, Foraker, and Hawley
each haa a few votes, but not many.
And in the Presidential itself My, Lin-
coln was evervwhere a good third.

The only man to come anywhere
near either Blaine or Sherman is
Robert ‘L. Lineoln. Ile had 2,237 votes
as first choice for President, and 2,531
as second choice. Next to him came
Senator  Allison, 38i. Only three
others got above 100—namely: Ed-
munds 117, Ingersoll 115, Harrvison
101. After them came Ingalls, Gen.
Sherman, Evarts, Ilawley, Depew, and
Foraker.

It is to be remembered that Ar. Lin-
coln, like all the rest, John Sterman
alono excepted, Las made no effort
whatever to work up a boom. Xe has
no literary bureau, no lieutenants of
any kind to work for him. is
strength is absolutely spontaneous.
Those who know him personally are
well aware that he bas no wish to be
either Xresident or Vice-President.
The two tragedies at the White I{ouse
touched him very nearly, and he makes
no secret of his distaste for puldie life.
Ile enjoys the practice of law, and
lives quietly. Ile is building bimself
a home near the Lake-Shore drive,
near the park which bears his father's
name, and it is safe to say that he sin-
cercly prefers that semi-urban and
semi-suburban residence to the Execu-
tive Mansion at Washington, ILike
Richard Cromwell he has no tast for
publielife. But the .American people
2 ¢ not accustomed to pay much atten-
tion to personal likes and dislikes in
selecting a President. No man ever
promote:d his chances by “taking heed
thereto,” us the King James version
puts ic. It is evident that the Repub-
lican party has its eve upon Mr. Lin-
coln, and that in the event of a con-
test such as those of 1876 and 1580 his
name will be placed at the head of the
ticket and that without putting out
the gas or the resort by his friends to
any sharp practice. On the contrary,
his personal friends and himself com-
bined could not prevent that result if
they tried, At least there was never
a clearer indication of public senti-
ment than that if there is to be a dark
horse at all it will be the son of
Abrabam Lincoln. And this is not
altogether because he is fhe son of his
father either. Yith the inaunguration
of Gen. (Garfield he came prominently
before the publie, and during the four
years he was at the head of the War

- Department he showed himself to be

level-headed, homnorable, and modest.
The people were well pleased to find
the son of the Great Emancipator free
from the vices and follies so often
found in fhe sons of illustrious sires.
He made no engmies. Alike popular
with bothh wings of the Republican
party, his candidacy would arouse no
animosities. If he lacked magnetic
power—one of the prime qualities of
his. father—he is peculiarly strong in
the negative virtues. Shonld the con-
vention find itselt deadlocked it wonld
make no prisfake in taking him up and
once more dping hattle nnder the Jead-
ership of Tincoln.—Chirnys Tribune.

A Riece Plantation.

No fairer prospect exists in the wh ole
realm of agriculture than the landscape ot
a well-appointed rice plantation, whether
viewed in early spring before planting,
with the tawny seams of its embank-
mentsintersecting the checkered squares,
the yellow mold yet steaming from the
plow, and the whole visible area ap-
parently as cleanly swept and garnished
as a parlor floor; or later, during the
nursery reign of the fostering “stretch
water,” each square a lake, its wavelets
rippling under the fresh sea breeze, with
the tops of the young plants immersed
for forcing, in long, waving lines of
tendrils floating on the water, and the
russet banks, separating lake from lake,
now paths of emerald, their grassy
carpet blowing in the April sun; or later
still, during the “long water,” the entire
landscape one waving sea of green,
broken only by the crystal ribbons of
canals and quarter drains; or, finally, in
the full noontide of harvest-time, the
level fields, now lakes no more, but vast
stretches of stubble dotted with stacks
of golden grain, as if an army tented
there.

The wheat Jands of Dalkota are im-
pressive, but their unbroken, unrelieved
monotony is almost painful. The vine-
clad hills of the upper Ohio are novel
and interesting; the velvety slopes of the
valley of the Roanoke and Kentucky’s
blue grass meadows pretty and attract-
ive; but a study of the rice fields of the
Atlantic deltas is simply fascinating. —
Southern Bivouac.

In the Monatschrilt zum Schutze der Vogel-
welt, Irofpssor Licbe adduces reliable data ip
answer to the question whether living worns
are to be found in hens! eggs. A short time
previously his sister bad foand a round,
thread like worm, the length of a little finger,
in the whitg of an ogy. Ik moved itself in a
very lively manner. She at once took the
white of the egg to a druggist, who put the
worm in aleobol.  Professor Mobius, of Kidl,
decided thint the specimen was an example of
the thread worm of fowls—Heteratis inflexa
—often formd in the small intestine of the
domestic hen. Only a few instances of the
existence of the same in the white of the egg
have Leen recorded.—Allgemneine Medicin-
ische Central-Zeitang.

TEACHERS IN CHICAGO.

Reminiscence Suggested by the National

Convention 1icld There.

Chicago has but barely recovered from the
visitation of schoolma’ams and schoolmas-
ters which it recently sustained on the ocea-
sion of the holding of tho Nativnal Teachms’
convention there. From all accounts the
gathering was a satisfactory ono to all con-
cerned, and the exposition building, where
the convention was held, has rarely contaived
so great an aggregation of good lovks and
ood heads as it did duving  tho session.  Bat
it is not with the convention that this articlo
has to deal directly, but with « reminiscence
brought oub in a late number of The New
England Journal of Education. It seems
that the statement bad been mude that this
teachers' convention was the first ever heldin
Chicago. ‘Lhis is shown Lo be nauistake, for
a teachers’ convention was beld in Chicago
twenty-five yenrs ago.  On the return trip of
the Now Bughuxl  delegation  the party
stopped at the Lstand of Manitou, amd here is
thie deseription given of the visit:

TIIE CITY OF ADELAIDE.

JUBILEE EXHIBITION AT THE SOUTH
AUSTRALIAN CAPITAL.

Progress Since the City Was Founded in
1837~ A DMagnificeiit Water Supply.
Imports of South AustralineGrowth of
Railroad and Telegraphic Facilities.

An exhibition was recently inaugurated at
the city of Adelaide, the capital of South Aus-
tralia, the object of which is: a jubileo cele-
bration. colnmemorative of the founding of
that city in 1837. 'There are few cities that
bave miade moré substantial or rapid ad-
vancement than Adelaide in a similar period
of time. .

Tho city was named after the .queen of
‘William IV. It isabout six miles-from the
cast shore of St, Vincent's gulf and 515 miles
northwest of Melbourne, and is picturesquely
situated upon a fertile plain, commanding at
many points a fineé view of Gulf ‘St. Vincent.

theatre of hills. Thoughi the-river _Torreqs is
not ‘navigable, it: gives the city a fine water
supply and divides it in two parts. Southof

tho river ‘s thoe business part of the city, on
the north the residence streets, With its
suburbs, Adelaide hus a population of 110,000.

King Willinm streeti is tho principal thor-
sughfure of Adelaid ., though Hindley street
does more business. A railway comnects the
town with Port Adeluide, six miles north-
west of thao eity, through which pisses most
of the commerce of South Augstenlin,  There
s large export trade in tereals, woods and
minerals, espeeinlly copper.  Gold s assayed
at Adelnide in large quantities, The export
of woal Is over 7.000,000 pounds annually,
wild shipownts of fine cupper over 100,000

cwt, annually. The total value of Routh
Australian exports is something enormous,
and most of this trade celiters at Port Ade-
laide.

The town is well plannel and buitt. It
has a fine university, public librmry and art
gallery, hospitals and government buildings.
1t bas ample postal, telephonic and tele-
graphie racilities, and many pretty squines
and parks.  Asdelaide was the first Austeatian
capital brought within telegraphice communi-
cation with Xuarape, It Is an Importnat
cenfer also of the railway systens of South
Australin, where there e about 1,900 miles
of road open for traflic.

The Rotanieal gardens are the source of
much pride to Adeluide, aml justly 8o, "Lhose
were established in 1855 and are a great

trinmph in Jandseape gardening.  The place
has eleven banks, A good idea of the sub-
stantial character of public boildings may be
had by study of our pictures. That all
branches of engineering are carefully studied
is evident from the view given of u viaduct
on the Adelaide and Melbourne railrond, not
far from the former city.
