Hints to Houselkeepers.

To stop the bleeding of a wound set
a mass of woolen rags on fire and hold
the afilicted part over them in the
smoke,

A tea made of chestnut lewes and
drank in the place of water, is smd to
have cured many obstinate cases of
dropsy.

A tea made of ripe or dried whortle
berries, and drank m the place of
water, is a speedy cure for many forms
ot scrofulous difticulties.

To remove mildew.—Soak and wash
the spots in sour milk and you will
have no trouble in removing the same.

To remove ink stuins.—Ink stains
are very easily removed if put imine-
diately in milk and slightly rubbed for
afew minutes. If allowed to dry they
are not so easily removed, but c¢an be
by a little more effort.

Ginghams and prints of various
colors will hold their color better if
washed in water thickened with flour
starch. Ilour is very cleansing and
will do the work of soap, withoutb in-
jury to Dbrisht colors, in one or two
washings.

To remove fruit stans.—Hold the
goods stained over a vessel in sucha
way that pouring boiling water on the
opposite side of the stain it will run
through the goods, and in a short time
the stain will be seen to disappear.

Care of silk.—Never use a brush;it
injures the goods. Instead, wipe care-
fully with the face of a soft piece of
velvet. Shake the velvet occasionally
and wipe between every plait .it you
would preserve your garment and have
it retain its new look.

To wash cotton goods.—To wash cot-
ton goods containing a black fgure,
pour boiling suds on the goods and let
stand for a few minutes. This sets
the color, and when neatly washed and
ironed, instead of a faded garment, yon
have one as bright ‘md {resh as when
first made.

To remove blood stains—Blood
stains can be removed from an article
that you do not care to wash by apply-
ing a thiek paste made of starch and
cold water. Place in thesun, and ruab
off in a couple of hours. If the stain
is not entirely rermaoved, repeat the pro-
cess and soon it disappears.

To remove iron rust. Place in a-
bright tin, pour over a kettle steaming
with boiling water. Moisten the goods
with waler and hold the iron-rust spots
closely to the tin and rub them with
oxalic acid. As soon as you see the
rust disappear, rinse in cold water to
remove the acid, as it tends to vot the
goods, but if the process is performed
quickly there is no danger of this.

To clean lace—TFill a Dboltle with
cold water; draw a stocking tightly
over it, securing both ends fixmly.
Place the lace smoothly over the stock-
ing and tack closely, Puot the bottle
in a kettle of cold water containing a
few shavings of soap, and place over
the fire to boil. Rinse in several wa-
ters and then drain and dry. When
dry remove and place smootbly in a
large book and press with weights.
Very nice lace can be made to look
like new by this process.

The Chemiead Composition of Man.

I'rom a chemical point of view, man |
is composed of thirieen elements, of
which five are gases and eight are sol-
ids. If we consider the chemical com-
position of a man of the average
weight of 134 pounds, we will find that
he is coriposed in large part of oxygen,
which is in a staleof extreme compres-
sion. In fact, . man weighing 154
pounds contains ninety-seven pounds
of oxygen, the volume of which, at or-
dinary temperature, would exceed 980
cubic feet. The hydrogen is much less |*¥
in quantity, there being less than fif-
teen pounds, but whlch in a free state,
would neeupy a vu]ume of ‘2,800 cubic
feet. The three other gases are nitvo-
gen, neuarly four pounds; chlorine,

-aboutb twenty-six ounces; and flourine,

three and a quarter ounces, Of the
solids. earbon stands at the head of the
metalloids, there being forty-eight
pounds. Next comes phosphorus
twenty-six ounces, and sulphur, three
and a quarter ounces. The most abund-
ant metal is ealecinm, more than three
pounds; next petassium, two and a

 halt ounces; sodivm, two and a quarter
iron, one and a-1-

ouneces; and lustly,
quarter ounces. It is needless to say
that the various combinitions made
by these thirtecen elements are alinost
innumerable.—ZLe Practicicn.

Cooking on Board Ship.

The first thing that naturally attracts
the attention of a landsman is, what a
fearful state of confusion there must be
in the galley during a rolling sea! Im-
agine an ordinary kitchen grate covered
with saucepans, etc.,, were it suddenly

. to swing backward and forward like a

sea-saw. This difficulty, however, is
easily overcome. Every galley fire is
fitted with a number of iron bars fast-
ened to a rod at the back, and which fit
into little grooves in a rod in front.
Consequently, when the seais rough
these bars are fixed, and each cooking
utensil is held tightly in its place be-
tiveen the bars just the same as a sauce-
pan could be held over an ordinary fire-
place with a strong pair of pincers.

Another difficulty is when the sauce-
pans on the fire areall full=when the
ship rolls they run over. The remedy
for this is as simple as Dr. Abnethy’s
one for the old lady whe complained of
having such a dreadful pain in the arm
when she went “so.” He pocketed his
guinea and said, “Don’t go so.” So with
the saucepans. The simple remedy is,
“Don’t fill the saucepans,” No sauce-
pans on board ship should ever be more
than three-quarters full when the ship
is rolling.—Cassell’s Magazine.

A Siberian Railway Projecs.

The Novoe Vremya is again talking of
n railway to the Pacific across Siberia.
'The project is absurd; not because such
a line could not be made, but because
the expense of construction is more than
Russian finances could stand or that the
circumstances of the country -traversed
would justify. The Transcapsian: line to
the Afghan frontier is a mere bagatelle
compared with a Siberian line through
to Viadivostock. The formier is under
500 miles; while the latter would be
nearly half as long again as the Canadian
Pacific, and would run for most of the
way through amuch more difficult coun-
try. Practically nothing has been done
so far o favor so stupendous a project;
the Ufa Zlatoust section of railway to
Ekaterinburgh having only lately been
decided upon, afteryearsof dispute over
the conflicting claims of different towns.

One Russian enthusiast for a Pacific
railway has estimated: 25,000,000 pounds
sterling as not too little for the enter-
prise; The Canadian Pacific from Mon- |
treal to Port Moody cost fully 12,000,000
pounds sterling for construction alone.
The Russians will have to devote many
years to turning their gun metal into
plowshares and their bayonets into
pruning hooks before the Siberian rail-
way project becomes feasible. Mean-
while the isolated position of the Amoot
provinces will invite the occupation of
the first maritime power that Russia
finds herself at war with,—Pall Mall

BIRDS AND BIRD PROBLEMS.

Dr. €. . Merviam’s Report—The Eng-
lish Sparrow—The Rice Bird,

'The ornithological bureau of the ag-
ricultural department at Washington
has recently been making investigations
into the relations which several common
species of birds in this country bear to
agriculture. The facts which been col-
lected will shortly be made public in a
series of bulletins,

It is the opinion of Dr. C. H. Merriam,
the head of the ornithological division,
that the English sparrow stands at the
head of the list of those biids which
threaten  destruction to  valuable
branches of agriculture. In this he
agrees perfectly with the little west end
boy who declared recently, in a compos-
ition, that the English sparrows have
taken possession of the roof of the Park
Street church, and “we all think they are
anuisance.”

According to Dr., Merriam, the in-
crease of these pests is so prodigious
that they invade annually an extent of
territory equal to 180,000 square miles,
They live and breed in cities, towns and
villages, but during the year they make
destructive raids into the fruit growing
regions. The question of exterminating
the English sparrow is regarded by Mr.
Merriam as in thenature of a problem
that must shortly be solved by the peo-
ple of this country, He says that the
aggregate damage they inflict upon the
fruit growing industry can hardly be
computed.

Dr. Merrinm has dlso given close at-
tention to the bobolink, or rice  bird,
supplementing the results of his own ob-
sérvation with facts gathered by his cor-
respondents, He hag discovered that
this bird, when it flourislies forth at the
north as the bobolink, is rather helpful
to the farmers of that region than cther-
wise. An examination of the crop of
the bobolink shows that it lives-on the
seeds of destructive weeds and on
equally destructive insects, ’

Buf its appetite varies with its name,
and when it reaches the rice fields of
the south its ravages are enormous. It
reaches these rici pastures when the
grain is in the milky state, and such is
its voracity that Dr. Merriam estimates
the actual loss to plantersat between
$3,000,000 and $4,000,000. No wonder
the rice bird on toast is such a rich and
juicy morsel,

Dr., Merriam extended his observa-
tions to the rice fields of Scuth Carolina,
and nof only studied. the habits of the
rice bird, but experimented with a view
to preventing its depredations, He found
that a field of 200 acres required the em-
ployment of fiftymen and boys, who
with guns, tinpans and other moise pro-
ducing instruments, endeavor to create
such a racket as. will. prevent the birds
from settling on the rice.

Experiments were made with stuﬁed
figures resembling hawks, These were
swung on poles, and were successful for
a few days, but the birds soon discov-
ered the cheat: Dr, Merriam thinks
that a system of falcon training would
prevent the depredations of the rice
birds, but as the training of hawks and
falcons calls for greatskill and patience,
it iz probable that the planters will be
compelled to-depend on the old meth-
ods,—Atlanta Constitution.

Ang, 9, 1862, the battie of Cedar Mount:in,
the first in Pope®s Virginia campaign, was
fought. Sigel had been ordercd to march to
Culpepper Aug. S, but mistook bis orders and
did not reach there till the afternoon of the
Oth. That afternoon the battle opened with
an attack from Eweli's division on Bauks.
Banks held possession of a hill near Cedar

mountain. Ewell planted a battery on Cedar |

mountain to rake the Union forces. Part of
Ewell's and Jackson’s divisions took position
on aridge opposite the hill occupied by the
Federal troops. The Dbattle began with a
sharp actillery fire ab4 o'clock. A corn field
and o wheat field lay between the two armies.
Jackson’s old troops, called sometimes “Jack-
son’s own,” sometimes the “Stonewall bri-
gade,” were commanded at Cedar mruntain
by Gen, Winder: He was killed carly in the
artjon, and his command devolvald on Gen.
Taliaferro.

At Cedar mountain Banks was not aware
that Lic had so large a force opposed
to him.

| As it was, after a deadly fight of four hours

he was forced to retreat, the Confederate
army being twice as large as his own, So
sure was ho that it was only Jackson'sad-
vance which ensnged him that be parted his
whole division into two columns and charged
upon the massed Confederates. The charge

- was so heavy that at fust they fell back in

disorder. At that momeént Stonewall Jackson
himself galloped up to rally the Dbroken
Hnes.  His old soldiers saw him and shouting,
“Stonewall Jackson! Stonewall Jackson!”
reformed and renewed the fight.  Re-enforce-
ments, two brizades of Hill's division, fresh
troops, were poured in, and Banks' cclumins

. wera stopped.  Broken and fearfully dimin-

fshed, they were forced back across tho
wheat field over which they had come, Pope,
who was coming up with Ricketts' division
just at dark, met the retreating columms.
The battle line was formed anew then, and
Jackson, who was in pursuit;, attacked once
more, but was met so vigorously that he
desisted, and bivouacked on the battle feld.

In the battle of Cedar Mountain Brig. Gen.
8. W, Crawford made upon the Confederate
left a heroie charge, which has become fa-
mous,

The battle of Cedar Mountain was a bloody
one. The Union side lost in killed, wounded
and prisoners over 2,000 men, the Confeder-
ates less than 1,400. It is noted for the large
number of officers killed and wounded on
both sides.

After this battle ricither army moved for
two days. On the1lth the dead were buricd.
Then Jackson with his army retreated south

. across the Rapidan toward Orange Court
' House, and Aug. Iiheld a divine serviee, in

which he gave thanks to God for the vietory
at Cedar run,

Gen. John Buford took a very active partin
directing the cavalry movements of Pope’s Vir-
giniacampaign. He
belonged to the fa-
mous Bufords of
Kentucky, a family
noted for furnishing
a number of soldicrs
to Lot sides during
the civil war. Cen.

126, and was o grad-
uate of West Point.
Tike a horse loving
Kentuckian, he ou-
tered the cavalry ser-
vice of the United
Statesarmy. Ilcwas
oue of the most use-
ful of the cawalry of-
ficers during the war, as brave and willinx as he
was modest. He served in Pope’s campeign and
with the Army of the Potomace continuousty, dis-
tinguishing himself in many severe fights. e
wus at Autietam, Gettysburg and elsewhere, and
was once severely wounded. At this time he was
a brigadier gencral. .

Toward the last of the year 1863 this brave sol-
dier and accomplished gentleman was sent to
take charge of the cavalry in the Army of the
Cumberjand., He parted from his old commaund

. in the Army of the Dotomac and started west,

with & majur general’s commission awaiting him.
But just before he reached his new headguarters
he was stricken with a typhoid fever, and after &
very bLrief sivkness died.  Fis illness was brought
on by exposure and toil in the Army of the Poto-
mac. The very last day of his life, Dec, 16, 1863,
almost in the moment death was upon him, the
mails brought his commissivn as major general.
He held it in his dying hands, and a smile of joy
and gratiffication lib his face. Then, “gently luy-
inz it aside, he soon: ceased to breathe.”

THE RAPPAHANNOCK.
After Cedmr Run, what next?
The base of operations of the Union army

After Ceédar Run, Pope gradually withdrew

He
swopt around to tho Federdlrear and charged
direetly upon Pope’s headquarters. There
woero confusion and wild fleeing. Pope him-
self escaped, leaving hat and coat behind him.
His dispaich book was captured, however.
That was all Leo wanfed to give him most
accurate information, and the result shows
he made good use of it - A negro guided
Stuart’s cavalry to Pope's tent.

The raid was begun Ang. 25, Jackson hur-
ried quickly up the south bank of tho Rappa-
hamock, crossed it above Pope’s army, and
hastened north to Thoroughfare Gap, through
which the railrond from Strasburg to Alex-
andria passed. His soldiers wero called the
“Foob cavalry,” on account of the speed Lhey
had attained in mavching, On their right
went the indomitable J. E. B. Stuart, with
all his cavalry. Swiftly, silently they
marched, like the spirit of destruction.
“Don’t sliout, boys; the Yankees will hear
us,” said Jackson.

Leo formedd the bold plan of crossing the
Rappabannock, getting in Pope's rear, and
cutting him off from Washington. For this
difficult aud dangerous task he selected one

Jackson had forbidden his soidiers to
shout, but whenever they canghitsight of him
in Lis faded aniform and ol yellow eap they
sent up roaving cheers, and be could not stop
them.

At daylight they wero on the marveh again.
Thoroughfare Gap was undefended by Univn
troop +, as they bad hoped, and now they wero
ready fvr Pope ont the right or Washington
rity on the lefl, Jackson’s men had per-
formed auother one of their extraordivary

marches.  They had traveled fiffy milesin
two days with only green corn anl apples to
cat, Many of them lmpad along barefoot.

By the evening of Aug. 26 the advance of
Jackson’s men were &t Manassas Junetion on
the railroad which supplicd Pope. A great

- number of supplies was there, which the Con-

federates destroyed after geiting one ¥square
meal” out them.

Hooker was ab Dristoo Station, seven miles
from Manassas, and Fitz Joln Porter was. at
TWarrenton Junetion, nine miles away, with
4,500 men,  They were the advance of Pope's
army. That general hal become aware of
Jackson’s movement, amnl had decided to
march his whole army to Aanassas aund
Gainesville.

By Aug. 27 Gen. Pope had got re-enforce-
ments to the number of not quite 23,000 men
from the Army of the Potosnac. They twere
of the flower of that army, including TFitz
Jobn Porter’s corps, with his froops of the
rezular army, under the division command-
ers Morell and Sykes. Gen. Reynolds was
also theve with his division of the Pennsyl-
vama Reserves. Gen. Meade was one of the
Drizade conmuanders.

Longstreet was following Jackson, mean-
ing to fiauk Pope on the right while Jackson
attacked the rear. He was merching rap-
idly, pressing toward Thoroughfaro Gap.
His position as well as that of Jackson was
extremely ticklish. 1f Pope could fall on
them separately, before Lee's whols army
could come up, then each would bo cut to
pieces.  The greatest watchfulness night and
day was observel. On the morning of the
20th Longstreet observed that his brigades
were being suddenly halted cn  different
roads. With mno appavent reason they
stopped and remained stock still, although
he was hurrying them forward at the top of
thedr speed.  In a towering rage he rodo for-
ward to find out the reason. IHe was told a
courier bad brought ovders from Gen. Lee,
directing the army to halt

Pope's. idea was to crush Jackson by got-
ting on his rear, between him and ‘Ihorough-
fare Gap, with ons portion of the IFederal
army, McDowell's corps, while the other,
under Ilooker, should attack him on the east,
coining from Centreville, A$ that time
Pope supposed Jackson to be retreating back
through Thovoughfare Gap,

But Jackson was not retreating. Long-
street was close at hand, ready to join him.

Fuarthermore, Pope’s own army had not
ceme to time as expected. Fitz John Porter
had been ordered to join Hooker at Bristoe
Station on the Manassas Gap railroad. He
arrived six hours late, Aeanwhile the same
day, Aug. 27, at Manassas Junction, seven
miles away, thoroe was a hot skirmish. Some
New Jersey troops under Gen. Taylor had
been ordered to rescue the storesthere. Thoy
were driven off with half their officers killed
or wounded. Gen. Taylor Limself was
killed. At Bristoe Station, thesame day too,
Hooker made an attack on Ewell, who fell
back toward Jackson’s main army, unpur-
sued.

Where was Jackson’s army, meantime?

Jackson was master of the art of strafegy.
He started Ewell and Hill off northeast with
anoise and flourish, as if they were march-
ing in a bee line to Washington. Af the
same timo ho put his main army swiltly and
quictly on tke march back from Alanassas
northward, in the direetion in which ho knew
Longstreet was advanecing, Ewell and Hill
went as far northeast as Centreville, within
twenty miles of Washington. Then they
suddenly turned west and rejoined Jackson's
army near the old battlo field of Bull Run.
This was Aug. 28.

Tlio fivst of tho series of fights which toolk
placo near the old Bull Run battle field oc-
curred Ang. 28, Pope believing Jackson ab
Centreville, being deceived by his ruse, or-
dered MeDowell to go alter him, McDowell
bad been near Gainesville, Tho march to-
ward Centrevilloled him past Jackson's right,
and Jackson attacked him vigorousty. :

This fizbit of the 28th is known as the battls
of Gainesville. The village lies near Thor-
oughlare Ciap, southwest of Centreville.
There was & severo and bloody contest, with-
out decided advantage on cither side. Gen.
Jackson, in his report, calls it “a fierce and
sanguinary conflict.,” Gens. Ewell and Tali-
aferro, Confederate commarsiors, were both
severely wounded. Tho troops engaged on
the Union side were the brigades of Gens.
Gibbon and Doubleday.

There wore three days’ batiles on and near
the old Bull Run battleground. They ‘oe-
curred Thursday, Friday, Saturday, Aug.
25, 29, 30, The first is properiy called the.
battle of Gaincesville, the second that of
Groveton, the third and last, Manassas. The
Iast one is usually termed the “second baitle
of Buil Run.”

At the fivst of the three fights, that of
Gainesville, the brigades of Gibbon and
Doubleday suficred severely. They mizhi
have been re-enforced, as other brigades were
near them, but this was not doite.  The fight-
ing continued untii into the night.

At Washington, meantime, all was panic
and ignorance.  Ifalieck did not krow where
Popo was, atd nobody knew where ithe next
Confederate blow would fall, whether on
Pope’s army, Washington ot the Shenandoah
Valley, Jackson himself was puzzled to
know what the Federal troops were about.

THIN. LOUVHLUDAY.

Ife contributed the volume
“Chaneelioraville and Gettysburg® to the “Cam-
paigns of the Civil War.»?

In the Lattle of Groveton, Aug. 29, both
forees took up the fight which had been left
unfinished near Gainesville the night before.
Groveton was a village on the Warrenton
turnpike, which led to Alexandria. Grove-
ton was near the center of the thred days’
fighting. A little to the northeast of Grove-
ton was the historic stream of Dull Run,
whence the fighting grounds hercabonts
guined their name. Bull Run flows south-
east and emipties into the Potomac.

At the battle of Groveton, the 20th, Jacl-
son fronted nearly south, bis left at Sudley
Ford on Bull Run, his right at Groveton.
Sigel’s corps atbacked his right at daylight,
and there was a bloody fight there till 11:50,
with varied resulr.  Milroy and Carl Schurz
made fierce charges on the Confederate line.

Amid the conflicting accounts and reerimi-
nations which grew oub of the battle of
Groveton, Aug. 29, it is hard to geb at the
truth about that fight. It scems clear, how-
ever, that Thoroughfare Gap was the key to
victory for Pope. It might be called a second
Thermopylz. Two Dbrigades of Tederal
troops could have heki it against ten times
their number., It was the mountain passto-
ward which Longstreet was marching with:
his whole heavy division, and through which
he must pass to join Jackson at Groveton.
Ii. the pass bad beenwell guarded he could
not have gone through it. ‘I'hen Pope's army
might have defeated Jackson before he was
re-enforced. It was what Pope planned to
do. He expected Longstreet’s coming. In
an order issued the morning of the 29th, he
mentioned that by “to-morrow night or next
day® Longstreet would be upon them.

Gen. John Bell Hood, of the Confederate army,
was o Kentuckian, Lorn in 1831, He passed
through the course at West Point and served in
the United States -
army on the frontier
until the beginningof
the civil war. Then
he took siles with
the Confaleracy and
beecanme one of the
leading southern
generals,  He fought
prominently in the
Lattle of Secona Dull
Ttun, and afterward
at Antietam. After g = e
that he was sent ST BRSNS
west, and rose to the 5
vank of lieutenant
general, e lost a
Teg ot Chickamanga, In 1861-5 ke held command
for a time of the western Confederate army, but
was rolieved from duty in consequence of defeats
received at the hands of Clen. Thomas. Ile then
retired to private life and to poverty. e died in
1570, leaving a large family of depiendent cliildren,
who were generously provided for by the eitizens
of the south and clsewhere.

At 9 o'dlock that very morning, Cen. Bu-
ford, scouring about with lis cavalry, saw
moving “clouds of dust” from the direction
of Gainesville and Thoreughiare Gap. Long-
street, with 30,000 men, was already there,
thirty-six hours before he was expected. As
for Longstreeet, he heard Dbefore he reached
Gainesville Lhe noise of the battle that had
already begun between Sigel's corps and
Jackson, and then, he says, “the march was
quickened to the extent of our capacity.”
By 11:30 o'clock Longstreet’s line of battle
at Groveton was complete.

Hood’s balteries wero ordered into position
on the Warrenton tuinpike immediately on
their arrival. .

Longstreet and Jackson formed their line

. of battle in the shape of a blunt V at Grove-

tonan the 20th. Jackson wason the right
arm of it, Longstrest on the left. The dispo-
sitifon was a very advantageous one. ILee
commanded in person.

Pope had ordered MeDowell and Fitz John
Porter to move forward toward Gainesville
on the morning of the 29th, They were at
Bethlehem chureh, two miles away. Me-
Dowell, being the senior officer, took on him-
solf the execution of the joint order. He gave
i[’oll‘]ter an order and pusbed ontothe battle-
feld.

At this point begins tho controversy which
led to the historie and interminable Fitz.John
Porter case. McDowell understood bis order
to mean that Porter should take a certain
road, where a large Lody of Contederates
were seen advancing,  The words were:
“You put your force in here,” Porter testi-
fied that he understood the order to bethat
he should stay where he was.

‘The battle of Groveton’ waxed holter and
hotger. Popewas still ignorant of thiearrival
of Longstreet in the afternoon, But at 4:30
he sent an order to Fitz John Porter to coms -
up and go intoaction. Porter received it two
hours afterward. He did not obey it. He .
considered that he ctuld not move his artil-
lery, axd that, besides, there were too many
Confederates about there to risk it. His sen-
tence for disobedienco -and the subsequent
proceedings in reference to it are familiar to
all newspaper readers.

At S oclock in the aftérnoon of the 20th
occuyred some of the most barbarous fighting
kown to imodern times.” Gen. Grover, of
Hooker’s division, charged on ‘the Confeder-
ate left, commanded by A. . Hill. It wasa
desperate chirge, with bavonet and clubbed
musket, aguinst the Conlederate ranks, three
lines deep. After ferocions fighting Grover
wag dreiven bael, - Theammuition gave out
among I’ men. They stiatehed up the
stones Drony piles that Tay about to be used on
the railroad and hueled them against their
foe, \When the Union dead weye afterward
gathiered up a considerable number were
found with'their skulls broken,

At other points all over thy .{ield the con-
test was equally bloody.

The batlle only ceased at 9 olclock at night.
The armies slept upon the fleld. Pope be-
lieved he had-defeatad the Tonfederates. It
was a mistake, as the next day proved.

MANASSAS, OR: SECOND BULL RUN.

On Saturday, Aug. 50, was fought the
bloody battle which the Federals call the see-
ond battic of Bull Run.. The Confederates
named it Manassas.  “As tliey ‘wen  if, per-
haps, they have .ithe best right to giveita

CHANTILLY, OR OX HiLL.

The Latile of Chantilly was foughton Mon-
day, Sept. 1, on a riige called Ox IIill, near
the village of Chantilly. The Confederates,
therefore, call this fight the battle of Ox I,
or Germantown. Tho ridge lies alittle north-
east of Centreville, whither the Federaktroops
had fled after the defeat ot Alanassas, Aug. 30.

Jackson pursced the retrealing army toward
Centreville. He crossed Bull Run at Sudley’s
ford the morning of the Sist. - Pope had been
re-enforced by Sumner’s and Franklin’s ex-
cellent corps of McClellnn’s army. They had
come up from Alexandria. Tope had now
62,000 men.

The afternoon of Sept. 1 the two armies
fought at Ox I, in the midst of a storm
which out thundered oven the roar of cannon,

Jackson had hoped to reach Faivfax Court
House, in the rear of the Federal army, and
cut off its commuuication with Washington,
The battle was opened with an attack by
Stuart’s Confederate cavalry, Iirstthe Con.
federates were driven buck. Then they, re-
enforced, repulsed the Union troops belong-
jug to Gen. Isaacl. Stevens! division of Reno's

* eorps.  In this action Gen. Stevens, a gallant

oflicer, was killed. Gen. Phil Kearney dashed
in to the aid of Stevens. He was riding in
front of his soldiers so far that he had got
outside of his own lines. It was growing
diisk. Kearney asked of a soldier whers a
certain regiment was. The instant he did so
he perceived it was a Confederate soldier.
He galloped away. DBub the soldier fived a
bullet after him and he fell. He died in a
few minutes. The Confederatessent bis body
under a flag of truce to his ownmen nextday,
Thick darkness closed the combat on the
field of Chantilly, where there was bloody
fighting, but no victory for either side.

“The Union forces engaged in the battle of
Ox Hill or Chantilly were of the corps of
Reno and IHeintzelman, The Confederate
troops were chielly those of Stonewall Jack-
son, among then the veteran troopsof Eiwell,
Early and A. P. Hill. Loungstreel’s advance
came up abouf the time thie battle was ended.

Pope’s army suffered greatly for want of
supplies during the three days’ fighting and
immediately subsequent. Iis cavalry horses
were especially used up. On the first day of
September he wrote to Gen. Halleck: “Uhere
are not five horses to a compuany that can
raise & irot.” In his official report, made
afterward, he says that on the morning of
Aug, 30, when the battle of Manassas was
fought, his troops had bad little to eat for
two days, his cavalry horses nothing at all,
and had not been unsaddled for ten days. He
also complains bitterly of the want of loyalty
to himself among the soldiers and oflicers of
the Army of the Potomac, occasioned by their
rartisam feeling for MeClellan, whom Pope

ad partially superseded.

SOLDIERS’ MONUMENT AT BULL RUN.

Before the30th Pope had sent: to MeClellan,
at Alexandria, Tor horse feed and su})p]ies for

bis cavalry. Gen, McClellan sent him back
word that the supplies would be forthecoming
assoon as Pope sent a cavalry cscort for
them. .

Gen, Pope says, in his repoit: “It was mot
untiil after I received this Jetter that I Degan
to feel discouraged and nearly hopeless of any
successful issue to the operations with which
I was churged.”

In the night of Sept. 1, immediately after
the baitle of Chantilly, the Union aymy re-
treated to Alexandria and the defenses about
Washington. Lee pursucd a few ailes and
then tarned to new fields.

At kis own request, Gen. Pope went back
west.  Gen. McClellan Dbecame agaiin com-
mander of the Army of the Potomac, which
